Alderman 
Fetherstono is likely to receive the sup­
port of the Reform party in the coming 
contest.

The British Columbian members and 
Rufus Stephenson are all that’s left of 
the Opposition in town. They are stay­
ing to give “ tone" to the banquet to Sir 
John to-morrow night.

The writs for the eleotion of Ministers 
in Ontario and Quebec went out by mail 
yesterday and this morning. They will 
reach the returning officers in such time 
as will place the nomination on Friday 
or Saturday of next week.

All reports from Lennox agree that 
Mr. Cartwright, Finance Minister, will be 
elected by a larger majority than that 
given him at the last genertl election, 
which was one of the largest. It is 
thought here that Mr. Ross, Minister of 
Militia, will be the only one of the new 
Ministry who will be opposed.

Southern Extension, W. G. & B.
Kincardine, Nov. 11.

The first passenger train over tbe 
Southern Extension of the Wellington, 
Grey & Bruce Railway arrived here at 
five o’clock p.m. to-day. There was great 
rejoicing at the different stations as the 
train proceeded on its way.

tary, Wellington, Grey <6 Bruce Railway ; 
W. K. Muir, Esq., General Superinten­
dent, and John Kennedy, Chief Engi­
neer, G. W. R.

At Kincardine the train was met by a 
number of the leading inhabitants, headed 
by R. Baird, Reeve, who welcomed the 
party to the village.

The Cause of the Ashantee War.
About the time when Napoleon was 

shipped for St. Helena the Ashantees 
first swept down from the interior and 
defeated the coast natives or Fan tees, in 
every direction, their chief object being 
to obtain unrestricted intercourse with 
Europeans, and to possess the coast 
town. Their country abounded in gold 
mines, and they were eager for trade, 
wishing to purchase rum, tobacco, mus­
kets, and clothing without the interven­
tion of the coast tribes. At that time 
the African Company paid a ground rent 
for their forts to the Fantee chiefs, and 
it was settled by the treaty between the 
Company, the Fantees, and the Ashan- 
tees, that the money should be paid to 
the King of the Ashantees, to whom the 
tribes acknowledged allegiance. But the 
Fantees gradually recovered their inde­
pendence, the English always taking 
their side. Many battles were fought, 
and then followed an interlude of peace, 
the Ashantees trading with the British, 
and the Fantees acting as their middle­
men. The British Government suc­
ceeded the Company, and the coast 
territory, as far as the Ashantee borders, 
was formed into a British protectorate. 
In 1864 an Ashantee noble found a 
nugget in his gold mine, violated the law 
by keeping it for himself, since the law 
declares all nuggets the property of the 
King. The fraud was detected, aud the 
culprit, escaping from Ashantee, fled to 
Cape Coast Castle, and claimed the pro­
tection of the British flag. The King 
sent word that if the man was not given 
up he would come down on the Fantees. 
The man was not given up, the King 
kept his word, and thus began the Ashan­
tee war, which, although smouldering at 
times, has continued till the present day, 
the casus belli continuing as it was in 
1864. In 1868 Great Britain and Hol­
land exchanged certain settlements upon 
the Gold Coast, and this arrangement 
(proposed by the Dutch) had serious re­
sults, foi it forced Holland to/sbandon 
its settlements on the Gold (Toast, and 
finally produced the great Ashantee in­
vasion which now occupies the attention 
of the public. The natives of the Dutch 
settlements were friends of Ashantee, 
while those of the English towns were 
enemies of Ashantee. When settlements 
changed hands at various times, by this 
agreement between England and Hoi land, 
the natives always found themselves 
upon the side of their enemies. The town 
of Commenda refused the Dutch flag, and 
was consequently bombarded. The Fan­
tees, in turn, besieged Elmiua, friendly 
to the Ashantees, who were appealed to 
for aid, and gave it. Negotiations fol­
lowed, but the Fantees would makepeace 
only on condition that the Dutch and 
their natives should abandon the Ashau- 
tees, aud enter into an offensive and 
défensive alliance against them. With 
this demand the Dutch refused to com­
ply, and finally the settlements were 
ceded to Great1 Britain, causing compli­
cations which have only embittered the 
war feeling among the natives.

At noon to-day, under equally 
pressing orders, the torpedo boat Admir­
al Porter was launched, and will be made 
ready for active operations in a few days. 
AU the officers about the yard are greatly 
excited over the news from Havana.

Havana, Cuba, Nov. 12.—On the 7th 
inst. the Captain and thirty-six of the 
crew of the steamer V-irginius were 
executed at Santiago De^Cuba, and on 
the next day, the 8th, twelve more Cuban 
volunteers on the vessel were shot. 
Among the latter was Franchi Alfaro.

Philadelphia, Nov. 12.- Orders have 
been received at the navy yard here to fit 
out the monitor Manhattan for sea by 
Friday next. A large force of workmen 
have been employed.

It is understood that other monitors at 
League Island are to be made ready for 
sea at once.

New York, Nov. 13.—The Tribune's 
Washington despatch says :—The Presi­
dent is thoroughly in earnest, and if he 
can discover any way by which this 
Government can compel tbe cessation of 
barbarity in Cuba, he will take the re­
sponsibility. His feeling on this subject , 
has been long and deep seated, extending 
back to the first year of his Presidency ;

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The “Virginias” Homicides.
IntansS excitement is caused in 

the United States bv the news from 
Cuba given in the telegrams we pub 
lUh elsewhere. For a long time the 
Cdban insurgents have maintained » 
desperate and sanguinary struggle 
against the Spanish in the island of 
Cuba; but, like the Carlist insurrec­
tion in Spain, neither side seemed to 
gain any decided advantage, and the 
interminable warfare went wearily 
O.i. Owing to Cuba’s insular position, 
the .rebels could not of course have 
carried on operations very long with­
out outside assistance ; and this as­
sistance came chiefly from the United 
States, where a strong sympathy pre­
vails in many quarters Jor the u Cu- 
t>an patriots,” as the U. S. Press like 
to call them. The U. S. Government 
liave not yet recognised the insur­
gents as belligerents, although a 
.strong and constant pressure has 
been brought to bear upon them to 
do this. The Spaniards had a block­
ading Meet cruising oil the coast of 
Cuba, to intercept the filibustering 
vessels which brought supplies and 
arms to the rebels. One of the most 
.successful of these vessels was the 
•£ Virgmius.” A telegram recently 
announced that she had been cap 

• tured by the Spanish gunboat 
< Tornado but people here had 
long since used up all their interest 
in Cuban matters, so that the aiv 
nouncement attracted little atten­
tion . A new and sanguinary interest 
lias, however, been given to the 
incident by the news that the captain, 
crew, and half the passengers have 
been hastily shot in cold blood by 
the. Spanish authorities at Santiago 
do Cuba. This brutal massacre has 
aroused hot indignation in the States, 
and it is not improbable that the 
whole altair may lead to serious in­
ternational complications. It is 
claimed that the vessel has an 
American register: but there seems 
to be considerable doubt as to 
whether she is entitled in any way 
to the protection of the American 
flag. It is said also that she was 
captured in British waters near 
•Jamaica ; if this is the case another 
element of complication will be 
added. The United .States naval 
authorities are getting war vessels 
l s>ady for any emergency that may 
arise; and so the affair stands at pre­
sent. It will, of course, be a power­
ful lever in the hands of those who 
are pressing for the granting of bel­
ligerent rights to the rebels. The 
Cuban campaign has been carried 
on with ruthless ferocity on each side, 
and it is to he feared that the public 
and international character o‘ this 
last barbarism is the only 'thing 
which makes it worse than many 
which have gone before it.

The Tory Press and the Scandal.
The Press supporting Sir John A. Mac­

donald did a dis-servico to the Conserva­
tive Party when it consented to uphold 
the Pacific Scandal. The spectacle was 
-sufficiently surprising to attract also the 
attention and censure of the Pall Mall 
Gazette. One of that class of journals 
abtually sunk to the plea that everybody 
knew money was used to promote the 
.spread of the gospel, and what harm 
therefore to spend money in bribing the 
«lectors 7 Had Sir John A. Macdonald 
had reason to suppose the Conservative 
Press would refuse to canonize crime and 
deify wrong,the Pacific and many another 
scandal would never have been dared by 
him. The example set by the Conserva­
tive Press is one we hope and believe will 
never be imitated by the Liberal journals 
of the Dominion. The bulk of the people 
of Canada of either party are compara­
tively uninterested in the petty question 
as to who shall distribute the legitimate 
patronage of the Crown, so long as it is 
done honestly. Their anxiety ought to 
be for the good government of the coun- 
try. They want honest election laws ; 
they want to put honest men in office ; 
they wuut to keep them honest by sur- 
rouudmg them with ahealhty public) opin­
ion. We hold that the best guarantee 
that tho Reform Party will not, like the 
late Conservative Party, in the course of 
time fall to pieces of corruption, will be 
found in the fact, which ought to be well 
understood, that if the Reform leaders in 
power do pot do ripht, they will not re­
ceive the support of the Reform Pr ess.
