Tonight four, young
girls: who' were purchased by special
agents of the district "attornev, ara in
the care of his office,” Mr.” Whitman
announced, and three persons accused
of violating the 'law ‘are under arrest.
Two women, one a’ graduate’ of Smith
College and the other of Radcliffe, and
a man formerly connected with the
government were employed ‘as agents
in the case. In negotiating for the !
purchase of the girls they represented
themselves as procuring agents for dis-
orderly houses' in” Seéattle; Wash:, and
Juneau, Alaska. By familiarizing
themselves with the tenderloin. of
Seattle they were able to win the con-
fidence of denizens of the underworld
here and to make the purchase.” On
the evidence obtained more arrests
are promised by Mr. Whitman, and
othér ° sensational developments are
hinted at. The names of the girls
‘bought by the special investigators are
being kept secret. None of them, how-
ever, it was stated, was over eighteen.
Two are Polish Jews and the others
are Americans, all residents of this
city. It is asserted that the sale of a
fifteen year old girl to the agents was
only thwarted by the fact that the girl
broke her leg while the deal was pend-
ing.

Some of the-timber merch-
ants were most indignant at the treat-
ment meted out to them, and stated

- As it was
intended for a large government build-
ing, in which only good material was
being ,used, they specified the best,
and paid from $72.560 to $80 per 1,000
feet.

Another firm, when interviewed,
made the statement that they were
highly pleased with a shipment of
planks recently received from another
Ontario shipper, and intended cab'ing
over to repeat the order. A few days
later, however, in answer to a request
from this office for permission to hand
the mame of this shipper to #he im-
porters mentioed above, they replied
‘by an invitation to come over and in-
spect the lumber. On going through
the shipment more carefully and put-
ting ‘it ‘through the sawmill before
aendlngf't‘he cable, rmuch of it was
discovered to be poor “shakey clear”
instead of ‘carpenter’s clear,” a fact
eaily patent.to a novice. It is need-
lees to gay mo repeat order was des-
patched.

Sale of Obito’s Ranch Marks !ﬂd of
Beresford’'s - Strange - Capser
in 8 W, 3

El Paso, Texas, April 29.—The sale
of the Ojitos ranch in Mexico for $190,-
000 wound up the affairs of the estate
of the late Lord Delaval Beresford, who
chose to spend his life on a cattle
ranch of 110,000 acres in Mexico, his
companion, a negro woman, rather than
in England.

Delaval Beresford left England when
a' young man, twenty years or more
ago, because he did not like-the re-
straints of the life he 'lrad’ been ac-
customed to. He wandered until he
found a location that suited him. It
was leagues from the railroad, in the
mountain fastness of the then almost
unexplored stretches of northern Chi-
huahua, in Mexico. Why he went
there and why he selected this Jo-
eation for his hhome he told uobody.
He had money to buy the land, which
was worth Jess than 50 cents an acre
and he'had the money to buy the cattle
with which to stock it.

He was rough and ready, as the cow
boys say. He was an Englishman but
he did not have the English ways. . He
was ready to ride with the hardiest
vaquero, and at night would sleep with
nothing but mother earth for a bed
and only ‘his saddletree for a. pillow.
That he was a lord, a member of the
British aristocracy, nobody knew for
vears, but he was admired-as an Eng-
lishman with nerve and grit.

“Bought’ for El Paso.
Whether his relatives knew where he
was nobody knew. He never "seemed
to get any nail and he never wrote
any but business letters. He made

their families, and he became known
in El Paso, for he made visits every
onge and a while to the eity, and it
did not take long for the people to be-

come aware when he was there. On
these visits he treated evervhody he
met, neither race nor color being
barred.

But always he Kkept out of the spot-
light. He did not spend his money
in the big gambling houses or in the
brilliantly lighted saloons. as other
cowmen do when they hit town with
purses newly filled from their cattle
sales, Always the small saloons. dives.
were patronized. Delaval Beresford
did not seek the best of society.

During the reveiry  the negress,
known to her associatés’ as Fid;, an-
nounced that she - was Lady Flo and
that she was the wife of Lord Delaval
Beresford, brother of the English Ad-
miral Charles Beresford. ‘“We's gwine
back to old Englan’ and I'se gwine to
-see de. Queen; -she- has ter .seew -me,
'cause I'se de wife of a lord,” she would
tell her friends.

Then it got to be a common talk;
everybody soon spoke of the couple-as
“Lord and Lady Flo.” The English-
man continued to raise cattle and ship
them to Canada and sell them for a
good price, and accompanied by his
black companion he made regular trips
to El Paso. He never  denied the
statements of the negress that she was
his wife and she made purchases at
the stores and charged them (o Lord
Beresford, who always settled the. bills
No more letters passed Le-
tween the Englishman and his family
back in England than before the dis-
closure of his identity, however, and
“Lady Flo” never made her trip to sce
the Queen.

Delaval Beresford took a trainload of
cattle to Canada to the market.

“Flo” Balked by Laws.

In Texas she was at once ruled out
of court because the law prohibits the
marriage. of a white person to one ol
African blood, although among people
of the same race common law mar-
riage law is mot recognized, although
there is no law against miscegenation.

one country was against her in the
other, and the probating of “the will
went forward. :

Lord Charles Beresford then eame
over from Lendon, made a’trip to:the
ranch, visited Mexico  City, consulted
his lawyers in both countries and list-
ened to all the stories about the past
life of his Dbrother.

-Evidently the wage workers of Ot-
tawa have interested themselves very
little in municipal elections. The board
of control as a result now announces
a-reduction of wages for night watch-
men ‘from $1.75 to $1.25. In protest-
ing against the-cut one of 'the watch-
mien " declared: “A man cannot sup-
port a family on '$1.25 a day. We are
on duty longer than ‘any other men
working for the “corporation. We go
on at 5 o'clock in the evening and
stay until 7 o'clock in "the morning.
This is fourteen hours, and is: worth
at least $1.75 a night. Most of us will
quit if the cut is made.” Better or-
ganize at once and then vote differ-
ently in future.

How to Erect a Union Home

Isaac F.. Sanderson of“Toronto, vice
president and organizer of the Longz-
shoremen’s union with a record of 30
years in the union, gave the local or-
ganization at Flort W lliam a few
nights ago, a few points how to get
together andg -erect @ home of their
own. .

Ottawa, April 26.—The realization
of the prediction made in this
correspondence last week that the
death of the original Miller bill, which
was designed to put an end to the busi-
ness of race track gambling, was not
the end of the agitation for the sup-
pression of that evil, but that the prin-
ciple involved would continue to be a
live issue until it was put upon. the
statute books of Canada, .has come
somewhat more expeditiously than even
its ‘warmest - advocates anticlpated
would be_the case.

It was scarce]w to be expected, v&hen
the original measure failed in the house
of commons, that time would be found

ation of the subject, but as intimated,

the principle of the bill who félt it was
too drastic in'the detail of its terms yet
who believed that the need of legisla-
tion to suppress race track gambling
as a business was so pressing that the
session ought not to be permitted to
Ppass’ without the enactment of a law
calculated to restore the sport of horse
racing to its former plane, and to re-
move the objeotionable phase of it that
had grown up wherein horse racing
had come to be caried on in the in-
terest of the gamblers, instead of the
betting on races being incident to an
enlivenment of the sport.

This feeling was so strong and so
general that it led to conferences be-
tween Mr. Miller and the supporters
of the original bill and those who were
favorable to the principle of the mea-
Sure but did not support it on the
ground that the stringency of its terms
constituted an infringement upon in-
dividual privilege. These conferences

measure which, while it did not give
all Mr. Miller had contended for, was
a step so far in the right direction
that he and those who followed him
in the movement, felt that the country
ought not to be deprived of the bene-

Accordingly, when on- Friday eve-
ning last, Mr. Miller, who was again
accorded leadership in the matter, re-
quested further consideration of the
question, the temper of the house ma-
jority towards remedial legislation was
made manifest by the fact that not
an objection was raised, and the re-
constructed measure went through
without a dissenting voxce

The new bill will go a long way to-
wards eradicating the evil of race
track gambling and will certainly re-
move its most objectionable feature,
the menace that unrestricted book-
making 'had become to society. One
of the chief concessions is that it
limits race meetings to seven days
and forbids the holding of more than
two such meetings on any one track
in any year. 'It prohibits bookmaking
altogether except within racing en-
closures during such meetings and
abolishes completely the running of
pool rooms with their attendant evils. -
One of the most meritorious features
of the new measure is that it removes
the temptation for young men and
others of small means to try and get
rich quick or to try to better their
fortunes by playing the races, and if
it did nothing more than that, most
people will agree.that it justifies the
course of those who led the movement
against race track gambling in ac-
cepting it as the largest measure of
protection to society they were able
to secure.

An rson who Is the sole head ot
a tan};ﬂgeor any male.over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section (160 |
acres more or less) of available Do- |
minion land in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land |
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by the
father, mother, son, daugliter, brother
or sister of the intending homesteader.

DUTIES—Six month’s residence upon
and cultivation of the land In each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres splely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his fath- |
er, mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister.

iIn certain districts a homesteader in
good standing .may pre-empt a quarter
section alongside his homestead.
