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THE PRESIDENTS MESSAGE.

Judging from the telegraphic abstract
+that has reached us we conclude that the
President’s message contained nothing that
is either new or striking. We doubtif a
great deal more is to be learned from the
full text of the message than can be gath-
ered from the telegraphic synopsis. It is
really astonishing to see into how small a
compass the matter of a very long speech
can be condensed.

We, no doubt, have in the telegram the
leading topics dis d in the g
They are all familiar to the readers of the
newspapers. We know all about the kind
of reciprocity that the American govern-
ment favors. It is a reciprocity from which
sompetition is rigidly excluded. Competi-
tion, instead of being the life of American
teade, is the bugbear used by the politicians
to scare the American trader. The- Ameri-
can is taught from his infancy to dread and
detest foreign compefition. Although he
does this he pines for foreign tradg, and is
envious and angry when nations which pur-
sue a more liberal policy than that of the
United States shoulder them out of the
open markets of the world. In order to
get clear of foreign cc tition and obtai
an advantage over other pations, Mr.
Blaine has devised what he calls the policy
of reciprocity. In pursuance of this policy
the United States enters into arrangements
with -countries that have commodities to
gell which cannot be easily produced in the
United States, to allow such commodities
%0 enter its ports duty free, provided those
countries discriminate in' favor~of the
United States with respect to breadstuffs
snd certain of its manufactures. The ob-
ject of Mr. Blaine’s South American Con-
ference was to estgblish this sort of recip-
rocity with the whole of South America.
But it was only partially successful.. The
President wishes it to be believed that the
United States can build up a foreign trade
by artificial means like this. And the
whole Republican Party are expected to be-
lieve that the trade which the United
Btates, by its extreme illiberality and
short-sighted selfishness, has lost, will be re-
gained by this kind of reciprocity..

It will be observed that, while the Har-
riton Administration is most anxious to
foster reciprocityin trade with the distant
republics of Sonth America, it doesall it
ean to discourage intimate trade relations
with Canada. The Presidcnt expatiates at
considerable length on the alleged success
of the McKinley tariff, which was specially
intended to be unfriendly to :the Dominion

.8t Canada, the_Rep'uhlic’s’ nearest neighbor,

The
day may come -when American_statesmen
will see that, for the purposss  of trade
and commerce, intimate trade relations
with Canadians are  infinitely more profit-
able than any arrangements that can be
made with distant tropical countries.

MR. HAYWARD'S POSITION.

The action taken by the City Council on
the dispute between the Chairman of the
Board of Trustees and the minority of
that Board leaves the Chairman free from
all blame. The finding of the Council is
_that the Chairman exceeded his duty, but
that he acted with the best intentions. 'The
resolutions do- mnot state in - what
particular Mr. Hayward had exceeded
his duty, and we have the opinion
ot one of the ablest jurists in the province,
the-Hon. A. N. Richards, Q. C., that, with
respect to the chief charge brought against
the Chairman by the minarity, he did sim-
ply what it was his duty to do. When such
a man as Mr, Richards says that what the
minority regard as an offence is no offence
at all, but the Chairman’s plain duty, the
public will conclude that Mr. Hayward, so
far from being open to censure, deserves
commendation.

We are quite sure that the majority of
the Council symimthise with the Chairman
of the Board of Trustees for, according’ to
their own fiading, he is exactly.in the same po-
sition as they themselvesare before the Royal
Commission. They admit havingin some par-
ticnlars exceeded their duty, but they plead
that they committed the excess for the pub-
lic good and with the best intentions.
‘When a public - servant, in his zeal ‘to do
what is best for those whom he serves, does
what  is ' irregular, but what ‘turns
out to be beneficial, it is unreasonable,
as well as unjust, to treat him 88 if he were
unfaithful. Mr. Hayward did not do wrong,
he committed no irregularity. He did what
the Hon. Mr. Richards pronounced to be
lawful and right ; it is therefore altogether
unreasonable to suppose that he-will resign,
or that the Council, even admitting that
their own resolution states the Chairman’s
case correctly, expect him to. resign. We
believe that he is not called upon-to resign
a position, the duties of which he has per-
formed ably and conscientionsly, and we
bope that he does not think of doing any-
thing of the kind.

AN ANGRY COLONY.

The good people of the Island of  New-
foundland are angryat Canadians  because
the Dominion Government interfered to pre-
vent the consummation of a scheme for
reciprocal trade that had been negotiated
between that colony and the United
States. They think that the Dominion
should mind its own business and allow
them to make the best bargain they can
with the Americans. The bargain was
very far from being a good one  for New-
foundland, the Yankees having a great deal
the best of it, and it was, besides, unjust to,
‘the Canadians,® The British Government
very properly considered that it would not
be right to permit the Newfoundlanders to.
favor the Americans to- the detriment of
Canada, Jand, consequently, it refused to
sanction the arrangement Wwhich, previons
to the Dominion’s protest; it had looked
upon with indifference. This the New-
foundlanders are resenting, and have de-
clared a tariff war against the Dominion.
They are very angry, but, if the Dominiony
Government is judicious, they will soon
get over their pet, and be as guod friends

with Canadians as ever. |

A MARITIME UNION:

Every now and then there is talk of a
union of the maritime provinces of Eastern
Canada. It is said that those provinces
are too’. much governed, and that their
affairs conld be better managed with less
expense, if they formed one province of the
Dominjon. There is'a good deal of force in
much of what is said in favor of a union of
those provinces; but the trouble is that the
arguments in support of unionare much more
seriously considered by the inhabitants of
the rest of Canada, than they are by the
people of the provinces by the sea. Nova
Scotiang do not like the prospect of placing
apy share of the control of their affairs in
the hands of New.Brunswickers, and New
Brunswickers cannot abide the notion of
knuckling under to the Nova Scotians.
As for the Prince Edward Islanders,
they consider themselves quite eapable of
managing their own affairs without the help
of their neighbors on'the Mainland. X

The truth is that the question of & union
of the three provinces has mever yet been
'seriously considered by stheir  inhahitants.
The people of each of them have gotinto the
habit of acting independently of those of
the two others, and they naturally do not
like the notion of giving up the control of
their local affairs. . They do mnot: feel that
they are too much governed. They are, in-
deed, asfrec from unnecessary governmental
interference as the inhabitants of any other
part of the Dominion. In Prince Edward
Island there are no rural municipalities, and
the Provincial Legislature . does there,
as .in this province, the work dome
in Ontario by the municipalities. The]
Islanders believe that if they, as. would be
nnecessary if the union were effected, divided
the province into municipalities with a
reeve and council for each, the expense
would be nearly, if not altogether, as great
as it is now. As the area of the Island is
small in-_proportion to its- population, the
House of Assembly finds no difficulty in
providing for the local wants of the conntry
districts of the province. This is, to a
certain extant, if we do not mistake, true of
the other two provinces. So the argnment
of expense has not so much weight with
them as one might expect. There is, as far
as we &an-see, no chance of a Union of the

We do not think that any public man in

Canadas has much reason to thank his
opponents for their forbearance towards
him in the earlier part of his sareer. Every-
‘thing that could have been said against
him, and a very great deal more than ought
to bave been said, was uttered in all the
moods and tenses and tones of malignant
vituperation, but with very little effect. If
abuse and denunci«tion could bave killed
(politically) Sir John Macdonald, Sir Charles
Tupper, Sir Hector Langevin, Sir George
Cartier, Joseph Howe, Sir Francis Hincks
and many others, they would-have given up
she ghost at a very early stage of their
political career. But, notwithstanding the
vilification that was showered upon them,
they retained their popularity and became

Pthe rulers of the land. The malignity of

their opponents made for these men par:
tisans who, becausé they were traduced and
blackguarded, overlooked their faults aad
stood by them in spite of their ‘mistakes.
In no part of the -Dominion have
public men been more exposed to
‘the virulence of their opponents than in the
province of Quebec, ‘‘Lower Canada,” as
it used to be called, yet the politicians of
that province are not all models of political
purity. ’ % 4

The truth is that the want.of moderation
exhibited by the writers and the speakers
on political subjects created a fierce and un-
reasoning partisanship that blinded men to
the fanlts and even the crimes of their
friends and caused them to stand by men
who were unworthy, merely because they
were abused by the speakers and the news-
papers whom they hated. - Coarseness and
intemperance of speech do not tend to
purity of public life.  The contrary is the
case. When the press is vituperative and,
the tone of public discussion coarze and low,
then political corruption in its worst form
flourishes. ¢

Crime in high places can be best exposed
and denounced in simple and temperate
language. - When a speaker shows by his
manner and his words that he has no object
but the public good in preferring an accusa-
sion ogainst a servant of the people, he
stands a far better chance of getting an at-
tentive and respectful hearing and of mak-
ing an impression on those whom he ad.
dresses, than if his tones are loud and his
manaer violent. What he wants is not
strong language, but-elear proof. If he is
sure that what he says is true, and can
support his statements by reliable_ testi-
mony, he will be heard if His accusation is
not much louder than a whisper.  In fact,
very often it is the whispered accusation
that is effective. '

QOur Westminster contemporary is mis-
taken, if it thinks that language which
may, even by fastidious persons, be regarded

Professor A. Vambery,
who is an authority on the subject, writing
to the London Times, on the 17th of last
October, commenting on the claim of Raus-
sia to this territory, says that ““it is diffi-
cult to comprehend the reasons which the
Russian Cabinet of St. Petersburg will ad-
duce in favor of her claim, upon Little
Pamir - and  Alichar,” as it is
150 kilometres south of the Murghab
(an affluent of the Oxus) which, in 1873,
Russia admitted to be the southern boun-
dary of the territory within _its sphere of
inflnence.

The Times correspondent is exceedingly
distrustful of Russia. He is evidently of
opinion that her smbition is boundless, and
that she is not by any means scrupulous as
to the means she takes to accomplish her
ends. Singularly enough, he predicts that
she will do, or cause to be done, exnctly-
what has actually taken place. Read in
the light of recent events;  the following
passage in his letter is not a little interest-
ing. After having shown the unreasonable-
ness of Russia’s claim to the territory, he
‘says : . e

It is, therefore, the ‘mildest expression
we can use in speaking of the encroach-
ment, and if we ' enquire into reasons
or the ultimate s6opé of this newest Russian
advance towards India, we. cannot say that
it is the mere insatiable earth-hunger which
-actuates her, but the hidden desire of doing
mischief, or, plainly speaking, her intention
of augmenting the ways and means by which
'she believes herself to be capable of ap-
proaching the outer limit of the Indian
Empire by tampering with Gilghit, Yassin
#nd Chitral thiough her active agents, and
by creating disturbances amongst the easily
inflanunable elements of the north of Cash-
mere.”

As otir readers see, Gilghit has been
tampered with, and a disturbance has been
created amongst ;the inflammable elements
of Northern Cashmere—spelled in our tele-
grams Kashmir. M. Vambery does not
believe that India can be invaded from that
point, for he says:—

THE HIDDEN PAS.S;A GE.

It is amusing to see how ‘persistently the

organ of the Opposition refuses to place be-
fore its readers. the spsissima_verba of Mr.

AN INTBRESTING REPORT:

The report of the Secretary of the Treas-
ury of the United States is to a Canadian a
very interesting document. He will glean
from it a greut deal of valuable information
both as to the financial condition of the
Great Republic and the extent and the
direction of its commerce. ;

Two or thres years ago we heard a great
deal about the immense surpluses that were-|
constantly ‘ accumulating in the United
States Treasury. The government of thas
country had so much money that it really
did not know what to do with it. It was
literally embarrassed by its riches. Bat
those days are past. . The Republican Party
understand the art of spending money. The
surpluses are getting small, by degrees, and

we see that General Caprivi ia exhorting the

beautifully less. The Opposition tells us

y'it can place before the |

that government spends not only what it
collects but it is getting clear of the accumu-
lations of the Cleveland and other adminis-
trations with astonishing - rapidity. They
also declare that the small surpluses which
it shows on paper are delusive, and that the
time has come when, instead of having a sur-
plus to boast of, the United States Govern-
ment must deplore a deficit. This mav or
may not be the case, but what we have to do
with are the figures that are before us.

We find by the report that the total
revenue of the United States for the year
ending June 30, 1891, was $458,544,233—
we leave out the cents. The expenditure
for the same year was $421,304,470, leaving
a surplus of $37,239,762. The chief item of
expenditure last year was for pensions.
There was paid that year for pensions of
one kind and another the enormous
sum of $124,415,951. The whole military
establishment, including rivers and harbors,
forts, arsenals, and sea-coast defences, was
only $48,720,665 ; and the expense of the
naval establishment, including the construc-
tion of new war vessels, machinery, arma-
ment, equipment, and improvement of navy
yards, was not more than $26,113,896. Both
army and nayy, and everything connected
with them, cost the United States less than
$75,000,000, while there was paid out for
pensions, $124,415,957. Is this generosity,
or is it & form of wholesale bribery? The
 Customs revenue of the States was $219,-
522,205, and considerably more than haif of
it went to pay the pensions. The whole
civil establishment of the United States, in-
cluding everything connected with it, was
fourteen million dollars less than was given
in the shape of pensions to soldiers who
fought in the civil war, their widows and
children, and other relatives. And the pen-
sion expenditure has not, by any means,
reached its highest point, for, in the esti-
mates of the present fiscal year, .ending
June, 1892, pensions are set down at $125,-
000,000, and for the year ‘ending June 30,
1893, the estimate for pensions is $147,064,-
550, while the military and naval expendi-
tire for that year is estimated at inside of
$53,000,000. The estimated revenue for the
current year is $433,000,000, and the esti-
. mated expenditure $409,000,000, making the
estimated surplus $24,000,000. For 1893
the estimated-revenue is $455,336,350, while
the estimated expenditure is $441,300,093,
making the surplus $14,036,256.

The trade returns are instructive in view

of controversies that are now going on. We
find that the whole export trade of the
United States last year amounted to $884,-
480,810, and that the exports to Grea®
Britain and Ireland alone amounted to
$445,414,026, so0 that Great Britain is to the
United *es, as a customer, worth more
than all the rest of the world combined.
When Greéat Britain’s North American pos-
sessions and British India are taken into
the calculation, the British . Empire buys
from the United States $489,657,884 worth
.of commodities, leaving for all. the rest of
‘the wosld $394/722,026, . And although the
British. Empire is, from & commercial point
of view, .more important to the United
States than all other countries put together,
the Americans are perpetunally striving, both
at  home and abroad, to do all the injury
they can to British trade. Surely some way
can be found of convincing Americans that,
in taking a hostile attitude, commercially,
toward Great Brituin they are committing
an egregious blunder.
A great deal has been said about the im-
portance to the United States of the trade
ot the South American Republics. Let us
see what those republics are worth as cus-
tomers to the Americans as compared with
Great Britain and her dependencies. The
‘exports of the United States.to the whole of
South Americs amount to only $33,708,200,
while the exports to the British North
American p alone t to $39,-
443,755. And, for the sake of increasing
their trade with South America, our Ameri-
can neighbors are ready to give offence to
the nation which is far and away their very
best customer.

SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.

We trust that many of the parents and
friends of the children who are pupils
in _the public schools will attend
the examinations which are now going on.
Their presence will stimulate the children
age the teachers. Very few
are so busy that they cannot spare an hour
or so to sés how the schools are conducted,
and what progress the children are making.
It will require but a very small sacrifice of
them to show their interest in the progress
of the children, and their sympathy with
the men and women who are entrusted
with a very important part of their educa-
tion; and it is impossible to overestimate
the moral effect that a good attendance of
visitors will prodace. It may be observed
that, in the town or district in which the
parents take little or no interest in the
schools, education in that town or district
is in a low and unbealthy condi-
tion. On the other hand, in those
places where an interest is taken
by the community in the progressof the
children in their studies, the work of both
the teachersand the pupilsis cheerfully
and energetically done, and the best results
are accomplished. Carelessness and apathy
in the homes beget idleness and listlessress
in the schools. It may be a little .difficult
to explain the cause of this, but there is no
doubt as.to the fact. If the people of Vic-
toria want good public schools they should
take a lively interest in them and give

them what help they can as often as the
oyportunity offers. The common school is
of very much more importance than many
people seem to imagine. It is, in these
days, the school of the people. The citizen
of the future begins his training in that
school, and the boy who receives his
elementary education-in the public school,
no matter what may be the position in
society of his parents, stands, we are con-
vinced, a far better chance of getting on in
the world than the one who attends what is
considered a more select seminary.

The Alleged Perjury and Forgery
Cases Laid Over Until Next:
Term.

The Remainder of the Business on
the-Calendar to be Taken up
tnip Morging.

The business of the Assize Court was re-
sumed, yesterday morning, before Mr.
Justice Crease, and, as the charges of per-
jury and forgery preferred against E. M.
Johnson, Jamés Gray and John Gray
were on the docket, a great deal of interest
was centered in the proceedings, and the
court room was crowded. The petit jury
roll having been called over, His Lordship
addressed a few words of wholesome advice

to the occupants of the gallery, whose

tobacco-chewing propensities, duriog the

last sitting of the court, had altogether
changéd the usdal cleanly appearance of the
flooring.

REG. V. JOHNSON,

The'case of Reg. v. Johnson, perjury,

of the grand jury, or any member of the’
grand jury scting for hifu, shall write his
initials ‘againgt the name of each witness
sworn by him and examined touching such
bill of indictment.” This had ‘not - been
done, and he -asked that the indictment
be quashed. They did not know that these
witbesses had been examined —in fact there
was one name given of a man who could not
have been examined, he being in England
at the time, ;

The Attorney-General said that this ob-
jection had been ruised in New West-
mingger, and the presiding judge did not
think'it ground sufficient’ to. quash the in.
dictment, = The statute was one merely
directing the foreman to put his initials
opposite the names of .the witnesses. If
this had been omitted, and there was any
objection rai the simplest way would. be
to refer the matter back to the grand jury
for the foreman’s initials.

THE DISABLED WHALEBACK.

Rescied by the Upton Liner Zambesi, and
Towed into Astoria.

It has electric street cars, and
a track for the same is being built to New
Westminster—a distance of twelve miles.

C. P. R. trains do in the mountains. Van-
couver has a splendid barborand fine water.

‘ However, in Mr. Ross’ estimation Vie-
toria is the gem city of the province. You
go there by boat from Vancouver, a dis-
tance of ' 84 miles.

UNCLE SAM'S SHIPS.

“The United States is making good pro-
-gress in building its navy.- We see by the
Secretary of the Navy’s Report, that_ thir-
teen new vessels have been placed .in com-
mission since March, 1889. Four of ‘these
wete finished during the past year.  The
whole number of war vessels that have
been completed, since tHe above date, is
fifteen. The number still to be completed
is twenty-five, making forvy ships in -all.
“These consist of monitors, cruisers,
;guuboats, harbor defence rams, tor-
pedo boats and one practice cruicer.
“The whole “fleet will  be completed
in the year 1894, = There are also three tug
boats in process of construction.

The United States fleet, when completed,
will be respectable if not formidable. There
is, of course, a chance of some of the vessels
and their armament ' becoming obsolete
before they are completed, So many
changes are made in guns, in armor and in
engines of war in these days, that the vessel
which meets all the requirements of this
year may next year, or the year after, be
lamentably defective. The armaments of
these ships of war are fully np to the
science of the day, as is their, armor, machi-
nery and equipment. ~ American ships of
war, therefore, are in no grester ‘danger of
becoming obsolete than are the ships of the

great maritime nations of the world.

THOSE CRITICS.

The Times has, at last, quoted the testi-
mony of its witnesses to the unworkableness
of the school act.

The treaty
was a foolish treaty. Framed by the astute
Mr. ‘Blaine with a man greatly his inferior
in diplomacy, and behind the back of the
Pritish Minister at Washington, it gave
American fishermen valnable privileges
while securing a very poor bargain in re-
turn. The destruction of such a  one-sided
arrangement was not & loss to Newfound-
land, but™a boon.

A tall hat is an essential part of every
Englishman, says the  Philadelphia
Times, It is far more to him_ than the
tall hat is to 4n Irishman, even at a St.
Patrick’s day parade in New York., It
{s even more than the kilt is to a Scotch-
man, To the Englishman the tall hat
means dignity and respectability, even
if occasionally combined with a certain
amount of festivity. Aceording to the
shape and newness of the tall hat the
style and characteristics of tlie En-
glishman ean usunally be.ascertained.
With the average Englishman a tal hat
is the first thing he buys when a sudden
windfall arrives; consequently it is not
an uncommon sight to see a ragged-
edged pair of trousers continuing up-
ward to a brand new tall hat. On the
other hand, there are Englishmen,
usually literary men of note or noble-
men of very high rank, and a few poets
and bankers, who pride themselves on
the antiquity and complete shabbiness
of their tall hats. Y

A poet who wore the most disreput-
able tall hat I have ever seen wrote:
*“The length of his whiskers defines the cat,
And ;;::n you can tell by the style ofhis

But I do not agree ‘with that poet.
For instance, his verses were generally
better than his hat; had they been
worse, the couplet might have been re-
garded otherwise. ;

The Englishman hunts. Now, I
should say that the most unsuitable
head-gear possible for a man—even an
Englishman—on the top of a horse géing
over fences, rushing under trees, tum-
.bling over five-barred gates and other
things, is a, tall hat. But no; it has
been definitely decided that only one
hat can be worn with ‘‘pink”—the tall
hat. ' ‘“You see, suppose you fall on
your head, you know,” explained a fox-
hunting judge to me yesterday, ‘many
a fellow’s neck has been saved at the
expense of a cryshed tall hat,” which,
from theé judge’s point: of view, is a
strong plea.

But, oh dear! How funny it looks to
see a small boy of seven or so* with a
tall hat as long as his little body; and
yet no young English gentleman who
wishes to be regarded as ‘‘a young En-
glish gentleman” ever dreams of creep-
ing like a snail, unwillingly, to school,
unless he is wearing a tall hat.  Go to
Dean’s yard, Westminster, and watch
the boys at play. . They are spinning
tops,climbing poles,and even kicking the
foot-ball in tall hats.. At Christeollege,
another public school known as ‘‘The
Bluécoat,” the boys do not wear any
hats or caps at all, which is presumedly
the other extreme of the tall hat mania.

London cabmen, bus drivers,
street fakirs invariably wear tall hats;
ancient tall hats often, mildewed: tall
hats mostly, but distinctively tall hats.
* A'man who was selling comic songs
three a penny in the street told me last
Saturday confidéntially that he was
hungry and wanted boots, and had neu-
ralgia everywhere.

ARTILLERY SALUTES.

The Number of Guns the Various Dig-
3 nitaries Are Entitled §§.

A salute with cannon is:a certain
number of guns fired in suocessign wi
blanlk @hrtridges; in honor of a person,
to ¢clebrate an event or to show re-
spect to the flag of a country, says the
Boston Globe.

The ‘rapidity with which the pieces
are discharged depends upon their cali-
ber... Field guns should have intervals
of five seconds between discharges;
siege guns, eight, and guns of heavier
caliber ten. :

. Personages entitled to salutes,  if
passing a military pest, as also foreign
ships of war, are Saluted with guns of
heavy caliber, the most suitable being
the ten-inch smooth bore. .

. ‘When troops are drawn up for the re-
cception -of a dignitary and it is prac-
ticable to have a battery of field guns
on the ground, a salute from it should
form part-of the ceremony; otherwise,
guns in position are used.

Many years ago salutes were fired
with shotted :guns, but by accidenta
royal personage was killed in this com-
plimentary way on onc’oce¢asion, since
whieh time blank cartridfes have been

Salvos are simul Aneous discharges
from several catnon.. They correspond
to volleys of musketry, and are fired by
way of salute only ‘over the graves of
officers at the time of burial.
