Vancouver; Octo 9.—The . trial of six
fishermen charged with unlawfully hav-
ing firearms in their possession for pur-
poses of endangering the public peace,
was concluded today, the jury return-
ing a verdict of mnot guilty.: The six
prisoners were put into the box and
said, they had gone out to ask the Japs
not to fish during the strike, had no in-
tention of using firearms and did not
use them, and that the Japanese boat
that the trouble was over contained two
armed Japs besides the police.

Mr, Justice Drake ealled Constable
Campbell ‘and -asked him if he was
sure the Japs were unarmed, as he had

previously sworn. ‘Witness said he was,
‘After counsel addressed the jury, Mr.
Justice Drake sumimed up the evidence,
charging the jury very, strongly against
the prisoners, not admitting a single
extenuating circumstance. In_effect he
said counsel, for the defence had pointed
out that the punishment was five years
for the crime. This the jury had noth-
ing ‘to do with, [MThey simply had %o
weigh the evidénce and give a verdict
according. to the evidence. It was for
him to award ¢he punishment. Mob
law he said was the most disastroas
thing counld huppgn to any country. In
this case the prisoners admitted the faet
that they had dangerous <veapons in
their possession, - “but said they. were
carrying them for'self protection. 'What
possible self protection, said Justice
Drake, would they swant in going for
a row in the gulf. It had been shown
there was a strike of so-called wwhites
on one side (although there seemed to
be all colors on that side) and Japs on.
the other. - It was the wworld against
the Japs. A newspaper had published
an article advoeating the use of force
against the Japs. These unfortunate
men had been influenced to such an ex-
tent by this advocacy of force that they
had armed themselves with three shot
guns, a rifle and two. revolveru, a wea-
poun each, and gix of them getting into
wm!bremamkabh

D. G. Macdonell, counsel for prison-
ers, asked the ourt if he would explain
to the jury. that these prisoners might
have gome out on the gulf with the
impression in their own minds that they
were carrying weapons for self protec-:

Justice Drake replied that the
men were not compelled to go out on the
gulf, therefore there was no justifica-
tion in their carrying Weapons,

Sir Clande and Lady Mac-
Donald, who suffered all the horrors of
the siege, went aboard the steamer at
Vancouver yesterday and wx}b proceed
to Japan, where Sir Claud will assume
his new diplomatic duties after a fur
Jough in England.

In the.course of an interview in Mon-
treal, while speaking of the temb_le days
spent within the legation walls, the am-
bassador declared that the newspaper
accounts had in no way over-coioreu.the
critica} condition- of the representatives
of the foreign powers during the siege,
although some people had attempted to
make out since the release that matters
had not reached such a serious piteh,

“It was quite bad enough,” said Sir
Claude; “and had we accepted  the
Chinese escort to the sea no one would
have been left to tell the tale. It
was only by chenee that other foreign
ministers had not shared the same fate
as Baron von Ketteler, and as it was
the representatives of Holland and
Austria had been wounded.”

Sir Clande said that the ignorance
of the Chinese is most appalling, so
much &0, that the masses are unable to
make ‘any distinction between the dif~
forent nationalities. that . constituted
the foreign powers at the gates of
Pekin, and this want of knowledge is
ghared, he says, to a greater or less
extent by the ruling bodies. ~ 8ir Claude
does not have much faith i1n the allega-~
tions that the Chinese were more partial
to Russia than to KEngland during the
troubles, for, he says,'tbey fired away
at the Russian flag with as much per-
sistence as at that of any other powers.
Neither could he say that Great Britain
had lost. prestige in that part of the
world, 'Ot course Kngland has to stand
the trade competition of the world, Ger-
many pushing her etty closeiy, pat
there was nothing to indicate that Eng-
land’s prestige had suffered in that part
of the world, A

Sir Claude also related an incident
that such was not the case, even with
the. Chinese themselves, for, while they
were bombarding the legations, the com-
munieations - were always addressed to
the' British ambassadors, when, as a
matter of fact, the Spanish minister was
the senior of the diplomatic corps.

SHAMROCK 1IL

New York, Oct. 5.-—Shamrock II., in
tow of the tug James Lawrence, left her
moorings at Sandy Hook bay at 11:15
this morning, bound for the Erin Basin,
where she arrived at moon. The yacht’s
mainsail was unbeut and she will proba-
bly be dismantled at once. After Sir
Thomas Lipton, accompanied by Mr.
Jameson and Mr. Watson, had paid’a
farewell visit to Col. Burbank and his
family at the military pest on Sandy
Hook, the Erin’s anchor was raised and
the yacht steamed direct to New York.
She anchored off the foot of West 34th
street at 3 p.m.

When asked if it was true that he was
willing to put the captain and crew of
the, Shamrock on board the Columbia
and allow the boat’s crew to handle the
‘Shamrock in a series of races, Sir
Thomas said: “Yes, I should be willing
to do it, if it is ir the interest of sport,
and provided, of course, the other side
i8 willing.” There wilt, however, be no
such race Monday next, as both the
rachts are being strippea ana could not
be put in trim.again for weeks, Secre-
tary Oddie of the New York Yacht
Club said that such a race might create
bad teelipg, especially if the Shamrock
should win. Commodore Kane said the
idea was preposterous. As to his future
plans, Sir Thomas said he was undecid-
ed about his coming engagements, but
that he would go direct to the Waldorf
Astoria hotel about Monday and that
Tuesday evening he would attend a din-
ner at the New York Yacht Club. He
will probably visit Chicago about a week
hence.

F. B. McKay, of the Erin, said there
was every reason to believe that the
Shamrock will be laid up in New York
this winter and that in the spring or
next summer she will be raced against
the Columbia.

Vancouver, Oct. 7.—Brown’s salmon
canning machine is striking terror into
the hearts of the IChinamen. At Bou-
telier’s camnery a number of Chinamen
‘were engaged to finish up the tail end of
the pack. -They were arranged around
the canning machine to help in soldering
and other details. Ag soon as it was
understood that most of the work was
to be done by the machine, and they
were simply to' help the machine along,
their boss said a few words to them,
and without a sound ther picked up their
‘belongings and filed out of the cannery.
‘The boss Chinaman was remeonstrated
with, but he said he would unet under-
take to supply auny boys for those ma-
chines.

Word reached here today that the
‘Chinamen in the north had refused to
contract with the canuers for next year’s
pack.  They give as their excuse that
they have advanced money so often to
the men they engaged for the work and
lost it by the men smuggling themselves
over the line without paying, and that
there . was no meney in it for them. It
is_claimed that the real reason is the
advent of the canning machine, 'which is
to be put in all the eammeries up north,
as strange to say the canmpers will not
work in most instances where the ma-
chine is installed.

EAR’\IIN’G AB A BUSINESS

Bome weeks ago the Golomst dealt
with farming as a busmess, and a cor-
respondent . was good. enough to express
his hearty approval of the views then
set forth, and to ask that the subject
“might e further dealt swith in thesc
columns. He wishes an expression of
opinion upon’ the following question: Is
it desirable that tﬁ/e government should
provide for the warehousing of produets
and the advancing of money on them,
50 as to reliéve farmers of the mecessity
of sacrificing their erop? (His idea is
that many farmers find themselves short
of money at harvesting, and in the fall,
and consequently have to throw their
crop upon the market, thus breaking the
price, whereas if they eould warehouse
it and get advances upon it. it would be
possible for them to keep prices steady.
‘What he proposes is ot exactly a farm-
ers’ trust, but it has some of the ele--

'Dmmuir hve accepted, the
remlt of the lqatiou in New Westmin-
ster as a mddt ‘government - defeat to
compel his resignation, and also that the
Lieutenant-Governor is being deprived
of “th; advice of a full cabipet.” We
sha!l deal with the latter point first. The
Constitutional Act provides ' that the
Executive Council shall consist gf cer-
tain officials, and undoubtedly it is good’
law' that a doubling up of departments
should only be temporary. No one con-
tends that a premier would be justified
in attempting to carry on, the govern-
ment of the country without the full
number of executive departmental heads
provided for in that act.” But our cor-
respondent’ knows very avell that, while
we colloquially refer to the several min-
isters as His Honor’s advisers, he has in
point of fact only one adviser, namely,
the premier, and it is to him and to him
only that he looks. ‘Hence when our
correspondent says that Mr. Dunsmuir
is depriving the Lieutenant-Governor of
a full cgbinet of advisers, he is taking
a position which eannot be sustained
under the principles of constitutional
government., Qur correspondent knows,
although it is possible that there may
be some who  do not know, that the
Lieutenant-Governor does mnot consult
the several ministers and decide after
he has heard their vxews as to. 'what
he shall"do. He counsels with the pre-
mier only. If the premier advises him
that there is no special need of filling
vacant portfolios at a certain time, the
Lieutenant-Goverhnor will -take that ad-
vice, unless he is prepared to seek an-
other minister and dismiss the premier.
8o far as the Lieutenant-Governor is
concerned, there is nothing in the point
made by our correspondent. The éarry-
ing on of the government with an in-
complete ministry is quite another mat-
ter. For this Mr. Dunsmuir must be,
"‘and he ‘doubtless is, prepared to accept
the fullest responsibility. He might, if
his action in the premises were chal-
lenged, ask what public interest is suf-
fering by reason of the temporary
vacancies in the cabinet. It cannot be
claimed tHat any interest is suffering,
but. if the people or their representatives
think he is remiss in his duty in not
appointing new ministers, they will have
abundant opportunity to say so in a con-
stitutional way. (The existence of these
% vacancies is a proper matter for political
¢ discussion, and Mr. Dunsmuir will be
prepared at the proper time to justify
his coarse in allowing them ‘to remain
temporarily, vacant.

In regard to the result of the New
‘Westminster' election, this is governed by
the principle which we applied in Sun-
day’s Colonist to an adverse vote in
the “house.” ' It is for the Premier to
say whet'her he will accept that result
as an expressmu of want of confidence
on the part:-of the country. -As he has
‘ot done 50," the presumption is that he
has uunei reasons for not doing so,
and that feels able to “convince ‘a
majority ot ‘the leglalature that these
reasons . are sufficient.” Bvery defeat
at an election is not to be taken as the
expression of the voice of the country.
Suppose that a minister was defeated
by a majority of one, would any one
claim that this one man spoke for the
avhole country? -And yet if the fact
that he voted ‘against the minister
proves that the country is against the
government, if he had voted for the
minister he;would have proved that the
country 'was in favwr of the govern-
ment. Therefore one man, who may
have been influenced by the merest per-
sonal pique, would be taken to be better
able to voice the sentiment of the coun-
try than the premier, which reduces the
contention of our correspondent to an
absurdity.

nist. ‘We mention this to show that over
a_century, ago the public men of New
Brunswick were grappling with one of
the greatest problems in  political
economy, and it may be of interest to
add that the decision of the legislature
was that the consumer paid. About
forty years later there 'was a keen strug-
gle over the right of the Lieutemant-
(Governor to make appointments against
the recommendation of his ministers.
The resolutions placed on the Journals
at that time are admirable expositions of
the principles  of constitutional govern-
ment. From 1830 to 1855 the legisla-
ture was the scene of conflicts of the
keenest kind and declarations of princi-
ples were often made. Even as late
as 1866, the year before Confederation,
the house witnessed a joinder of issue
between ‘the Lieutenant-Governor: and
his advisers on a point of great interest,
which was finally submitted to the peo-
ple for settlement and decided in favor
of the Lieutenant-Governor.

The editor of the Colonist feels under
no obligation to apologize for the fact
that the study of these and other prece-
‘dents formed a part of his edueation,
and that his first lessons. in constita-
tional government were from the lips of
the men who led the popular side in
that critical time.

After
Dr. Krause had been paroled he went
to Hurope and applied to Dr. Leyds,
the agent of the Transvaal, for money
on account of these services.

The prosecution introduced evidence
to show that Dr. Krause had been in
communication with Dr. Cornelius
Boeckmann, the public prosecutor of-Jo-
hannesburg, who was executed on Sep-
tember 20 last for treason, and had urged
the necessity for shooting or otherwise
disposing_ of Douglas {Foster, an HEng-
lish lawyer attached to Lord Roberts’
staff, who was very active against the
Boers. ; 1

The . prosecution introduced letters in
which Dr. Krause described Lord Mil-
ner, the British high commissioner of
South :Africa, as ““An arch scroundrel, an
enemy of Boer national existence and a
willing tool of the Jingoes.” He advised
the burghers to break their oaths and
shoot traitors. (The letters indicated that
Dr. Krause had acted as a channel of
communication between the Transvasl
and the Boer government in Holland,

There are many men still living who
can remember the time when the buffalo
roamed in countless thousands over the
illimitable prairie, furnishing food and
raiment to huuters of ali races and all
colors. W b

According tc a well preserved legend
St. Patdiek drove out the snakes with
a staff. - Just as true'is it that the Im-
dian, ‘assisted by thoughtless white men,,

. drove out the buffalo with the rifle. In-
stances ‘are not wanting of mighty
hunts in which the infuriated herds, fiy-
ing before a corps of skilful arivers,
were led to their death in scores.
There Wwas, -and may be yet, unmistak-
able of such a massacré not far
from se Jaw. There lay a+ while
black piles of bleaching bones, remnants
of what must have been a great herd
such as would delight collectors of the
present day. They had been driven to
death over a deep bluff, the foremost
pressed to destructionyby a maddening
crowd behind. It is a sad but unfortun-
ately all too common sight through all
the = prairie belt. Such massacres as
these irradicated the buffalo, and made
him the object of -curiosity he is today.

So far as can be estimated there are
today 1,080 buffalo in the .world, and
even 200 of these should be eliminated
if the count is to be certainly accurate.

during the last twenty years surgery
has made infinitely greater progress than
it did during the twenty centuries which
preceded Boyer.

All the world knows of this progress,
but it does not know how or why. The
advances have been due primarily to
three conditions anaesthetics or the sup-
pression of pain, hemostgsia, the sup-
pression. of hemorrhages, and antisep-
tics, “or the suppression of infectious
complications. Of these three, antisep-
tics are by far the most important. There
can be no doubt of this because anaes-
thetics and hemostasia  preceded :them
without uotably modifying the results of
Surgery s

This great advance we owe to Lister,
and Lister owes it to Pasteur. During
the twenty years, three-fourths ot
'those whose lives have been saved or
prolonged by medicine or surgery owe
the fact indirectly to Pasteur. So when
one assists at some marvelous operation,
or when one merely hears of some
apparently marvelous cures such as are
frequent today, one’s thoughts ought to
be borpe:to this wonderful man with
an infinite recognition, with a sentiment
of religious piety akin 1o that which
the devotee bears to his divinity.

It .is difficult to imagine ghe drama
which was enacted in a surgical opera-
tion before pain was suppre In the
majority of cases they commenced by
binding the patient as if for the torture,
or atbained the same end by the use of
four or five vigorous and tried attend-
ants.
