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EXTENSION DISASTER. (MURDERS IN PiHiILMPPINES.

Sentences of Death Carried Out For 
Revolting Crimes.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 8.—Horrible 
stories of murder and rapine are con­
tained in the records of a number of 
court-martial cases in the Philiippines, 
copies of which have reached the war 
department. Five natives seized three 
Philippine residents of the town of 
Posorrubio together with an Igorrote 
harvester. Conveying these captives to 
an isolated spot they murdered them 
with bolos annd illtreated the women 
of the families of their victims. The 
motive for the, deed appealed to have 
been that the victims had damaged a 
stream which diverted irrigating waters 
from the lands of the murderers. All 
five were sentenced to be hanged- A 
native named Biatinga with 
companions assassinated with daggers 
private James T. Burgey, company “C” 
26th infantry, while the latter was act­
ing as a guard of prisoners pulling 
water for the garrison stationed at Bara 
Neevo Banay. The native was sen­
tenced to death. With a rock, a rice 
beater and a club, one Fustino Ruiz and 
some of his companions sat upon a na­
tive named Aacastn, whom they suspect­
ed of having aided the American cause 
and beat him to death. Ruiz was sen­
tenced to be hanged. Two natives were 
tried, charged with the murder of Priv­
ate Eugene P. Lyons, company “K” in­
fantry, whom they enticed to an isolated 
place, killed him with bolos and buried 
him on the spot. They too were sen­
tenced to death.

Vancouver, B. C., Oct 8.—The As­

sizes opened this morning. The entire
docket was composed of cases arising 
out of the fishermens’ strike. The 
grand jury brought in true bills in all 
the cases-

The first was that of Forest and five 
other union fishermen charged with in­
timidating a Jap with fireamrs on the 
Gulf of Georgia. Before proceeding with 
the cases Justice Drake presiding de- . , 
fined what was meant by lawful and 
unlawful strikes. It was lawful to rt- 
fuse to work and combine with others 
for the purpose, but when firearms were 
used to intimidate non-strikers, ete., it 
became unlawful. Justice Drake stated 
that in theory what . was mutual free­
dom of contract was not always so in 
practice. As men were often compelled 
to quit paying propositions by those at 
the head of labor unions and oftdn un­
derwent great privations hi consequence.

The Jap intimidation case was con­
tinued all day and was not concluded- 
W. J. Bowser appeared for the crpwn 
and D. J. MacdonneH for the prisoner. 
Similar evidence was given to that be­
fore Magistrate Alexander. Mr. Mac- 
donnell in briefly summing up to the 
jury at 6.30 just before the court ad­
journed, said that it had been shown 
that it was the' impression that the Japs 
were armed during the strike and that 
white fishermen were always in the habit 
of carrying firearms whenever they went 
fishing. The six prisoners had gone on 
the gulf for the purpose of asking the 
Japs not to fish and had no intention of 
using the firearms and had not pointed 
them at the Japs or police; that the 
witnesses who said they had were mis­
taken and that he would put all six pris­
oners in the box to show there -was no- 
intention of using firearms unlawfully 
and that they had not been used unlaw­
fully.

Vancouver, Oct 9.—F. W. Moberly, 

C. E., ’ who had charge of one of the 
parties which under the superintendence 
of Hon. E. Dewdney are surveying for 
a feasible route through the Hope Moun­
tains, arrived in town last night and left 
for Victoria today. Mr. Moberly has 
completed his work, which was a sec­
tion of 40 miles between the summit of 
the Hope mountains and Princeton.

To the Colonist correspondent he stat­
ed that speaking generally, he found 
the section of the suggested Hope moun­
tain railway route he had surveyed 
quite feasible. In fact he thought what 
difficulties there were in the route would 
be met with ou the other side of the 
summit over the 40 mile section Mr. 
Carry was engaged in surveying. Along 
the section Mr. Moberly surveyed he 
found very little agricultural land, but 
a country rich in minerals. The coal 
at Tulameen was of excellent quality, 
superior to the Similkameen coal, while 
the seams were wider. - In fact he knew 
of uo part of the country where a rail­
way was more needed. The country 
would require a railway before proper 
development could take place, and he 
believed that from the summit to 
Princeton a railway would pay for it­
self from the start

They had in surveying the route from 
the summit, followed a small tribu­
tary of the Tulameen river at first, and 
subsequently followed the line of the 
river proper. There were no serious 
engiueeriug difficulties to overcome in 
the construction of a railway.

Vancouver, Oct. 9.—The trial of six 

fishermen charged with unlawfully hav­
ing firearms in their possession for pur­
poses of endangering the public peace, 
was concluded today, the jury return­
ing a verdict of not guilty. The six 
prisoners were put into the box and 
said, they had gone ont to ask the Japs 
not to fish during the strike, had no in­
tention of using firearms and did not 
use them, and that the Japanese boat 
that the trouble was over contained two 
armed Japs besides the police.

Mr. Justice Drake called Constable 
Campbell and asked him if he was 
sure the Japs were unarmed, as he had 
previously sworn. Witness said he was.

After counsel addressed the jury, Mr. 
Justice Drake summed up the evidence, 
charging the jury very strongly against 
the prisoners, uot admitting a siugle 
extenuating circumstance. In effect he 
said counsel for the defence had pointed 
out that the -punishment was five years 
for the crime. This the jury had noth­
ing to do with. They simply had to 
weigh the evidence and give a verdict 
according to the evidence. It was for 
him to award the punishment. Mob 
law he said was the most disastrous 
thing could happen to any country. In 
this case the prisoners admitted the fact 
that they had dangerous weapons in 
their possession, but said they were 
carrying them for‘self protection. What 
possible self protection, said Justice 
Drake, would they want iu going for 
a row iu the gulf. It had been showu 
there was a strike of so-called whites 
on one side (although there seemed to 
•be all colors on that side) and Japs on 
the other. It was the world against 
the Japs. A newspaper had published 
an article advocating the use of force 
against the Japs. These unfortunate 
men had been influenced to such an ex­
tent by this advocacy ef force that they 
had armed themselves with three shot 
guns, a rifle and two revolvers, a wea­
pon each, and six of them getting into

D. G. Macdpnell, counsel for prison­
ers, asked the court if he would explain 
to the jury that these prisoners might 
have gone out on the gulf with the 
impression in their own miuds that they 
were carrying weapons for self protec­
tion. Justice Drake replied that the 

were not compelled to go out on the 
Igulf, therefore there was no justifica­
tion in their carrying weapons.

The jury were 30 minutes deliberating. 
No one expected an acquittal, the most 
favorable verdict expected for the 
prisoners being disagreement.

The prisoners are detained as was an­
ticipated, Mr. Bowser having brought 
other charges against them.

At the provincial -police coupt yester­
day afternoon the preliminary investi­
gation in the. case of Ernest Stevens, 
charged with shooting Isaac Hasenfratz 
with intent to kill, 'was begun before 
Magistrate Hall. The prisoner was de­
fended by Mr. George E. Powell, and 
Superintendent Hussey, of the provin­
cial police, examined the witnesses for 
the prosecution,

Carl Eorgeson, 11 years old, sworn, and 
examined by Superintendent Hussey— 
Lives with his parents on Spring Ridge 
avenue. Last Thursday went hunting 
with the accused and Jack Alien. Ern­
est Stevens had the gun produced in 
court, which yvituess identified. Went 
to the transfer fields. Met Mr. Hasen­
fratz and his two sons, Ernest and 
Jacob, and Mr. Rutlan and his sons. 
They crossed the railway track to the 
transfer field, Mr. Hasenfratz, Mr. Rut- 
lau and their sons. Ernest Stevens, 
Jack Allen and witness followed. They 
were kicking horse manure. Ernest 
Stevens and Jack Allen threw 
which struck Mr. Hasenfratz.
Stevens told witness he saw a wood­
pecker and went into the woods. Wit­
ness stayed at edge of the woods.

. 10 00Sir Cl&pde MacDonald, recently ap­

pointed British minister to Japan, and 
who was British ambassador at Pekin 
during the historical siege of the lega­
tions, is a passenger by the Empress of 
India, which sailed for the Orient early 
this morning. Sir Claude and Lady Mac­
Donald, who suffered all the horrors of 
the siégé, went aboard the steamer at 
Vancouver yesterday and will, proceed 
to Japan, where Sir Claud will assume 
his new diplomatic duties after a fur­
lough in England.

In the. course of an interview in Mon­
treal, while speaking of the terrible days 
spent within the legation walls, the 
bassador declared that the newspaper 
accounts had in no way over-colored the 
critical condition- of the representatives 
of the foreign powers during the siege, 
although some people had attempted to 
make out since the release that matters 
had not reached such a serious pitch.

“It was quite bad enough,” said Sir 
Claude, “and had we accepted the 
Chinese escort to the sea no one would 
have been left to tell the tale. It 
was only by ehr nee that other foreign 
ministers had not shared the same fate 
as Baron von Kettelgr, and as it was 
the representatives of Holland and 
Austria had been wounded.”

Sir Claude said that the ignorance 
of the Chinese is most appalling, so 
much so, that the masses are unable to 
make any distinction between the dif­
ferent nationalities that constituted 
the foreign powers at the gates of 
Pekin, and this want of knowledge is 
shared, he says, to a greater or less 
extent by the ruling bodies. Sir Claude 
does not have much faith in the allega­
tions that the Chinese were more partial 
to Russia than to England during the 
troubles, for, he says, they fired away 
at the Russian flag with as much per­
sistence as at that of any other powers- 
•Neither could he say that Great Britain 
had lost prestige in that part of tne 
world. Of course England has to stand 
the trade competition of the world, Ger­
many pushing her pretty ciosei/, out 
there was nothing to indicate that Eng­
land’s prestige had suffered in that part 
of the world.

Sir Claude also related an incident 
that such was not the case, even with 
the Chinese themselves, for, while they 
were bombarding the legations, the com­
munications were always addressed to 
the British ambassadors, when, 
matter of fact, the Spanish minister was 
the senior of the diplomatic corps. It 
likewise happened that on a certain oc­
casion another minister had signed a 
communication to the Chinese, hut when 
the answer came back it was sent direct 
to Sir Claude.

As to the Boxer movement, the min­
ister said it woulj never have amount­
ed to much had not a famine prevail­
ed all over that portion of the em­
pire, resulting in large bodies of peasant­
ry throwing in their lot with the Box- 
era, who were in the first place little 
more than unarmed bands. The great 
trouble, he added, was that those in au­
thority knew little ' of the fact that 
they would be confronted by ten foreign 
powers, and did not realize the trouble 
they were making for themselves. Those 
who had some knowledge of the force 
the powers could bring, against the Chi­
nese and had faked the trouble to ex­
press themselves to this effect, were soon 
got rid of. Their heads were cut off 
and that was the end of it.

“Do you understand that the guilty 
parties have been punished?" '

“It does not seem so,” he replied, “or 
at least this is the opinion one would 
form from the newspaner accounts.”

Sir Claude believes the Chinese have 
received a severe lesson and one that 
will be remembered as long as men like 
Li Hung Chang and others who know 
something of the outside world are in 
a position to make themselves heard in 
high quarters.

“Is there such a thing ae a reform 
element in China?”

“Well, I used to hope so; and, in fact, 
there seemed to be at times. In Shang­
hai the reform element appeared to be 
quite active, but there was little evi­
dence of the movement in Pekin.”

“In fact,” the .Ambassador added, with 
significant emphasis, “the atmosphere be­
comes more conservative as one ap­
proaches the court.”

Sir Claude was then Questioned as to 
the alleged influence and power of the 
Empress Dowager, and the British am­
bassador replied that there was no doubt 
as to the extent of her influence. He 
had never met the Empress Dowager, 
although, according to the etiquette of 
the imperial court, Lady MacDonald had 
visited her. He explained, however, 
that this woman behind the throne is 
not recognized officially, everything be­
ing done in the name of the Emperor. 
Even in speaking to me high Chinese 
dignitaries the foreign ministers always 
refer to the Emperv'

Sir Claude has, of course, seen and 
conferred with his Imperial Majesty, 
whom he describes as a delicate m*an, 
of, say, thirty years of age. his ailment 
being Bright’s disease. The Emperor 
seems to be a man of intelligence, and 
probably knows a good deal of what is 
going on in other countries. He does 
not sphak English, all conversation be­
ing carried on by interpreters.

Regarding the so-called difficulties be- 
t—oen Great Britain and Russia in 
China, Sir Claude would say little or 
nothing, on account of the position he 
bolds, and the seme siledcé was also 
observed by the distinguished diplomat 
when asked if there was any prospect 
Of Russia and .T"uin comieg to blows.

Sine» l-«t October Sir Claude has 
been the British minister at Tokio, and 
as the Japanese court Is conducted on 
the lines adopted at European capitals. 
Sir Claude has had interview* with both 
the Emperor and Fiumress. He declares 
that J-eno's friend.fiip for England is 

cordial and sincere, and he has al­
ways a very, high opinion of the Mikado’s
army.

They give as their excuse that 
they have advanced money so often to 
the men they engaged for the work and 
lost it by the men smuggling themselves 
over the line without paying, and that 
there was no money in it for them. It 
is claimed that the real reason is the 
advent of the canning machine, which is 
to be put in all the canneries up north, 
as strange to say the cannera will net 
work in most instances where the ma­
chine is installed.

(STEMLER & EARLE. DIRECTORS’ MEETING.
A well attended meeting of the direc­

tors for tjie purpose of hearing protests, 
was held in a tent on the grounds yester­
day forenoon. Mr. W. (H. Hayward, 
M. P. P., presided, and Mr. W. H. 
Price acted as secretary. The first pro­
test was by L. A. Agassiz, of Agassiz, 
who stated that after arranging with 
Mr. -Beaumont Boggs, the secretary, for 
7%x20 feet of floor space for the Agassiz 
exhibit, he (Mr. Agassiz) found, on ar­
rival at the grounds that other district 
exhibitors, notably Victoria, was utiliz­
ing a great deal more than this space, 
that he had sent in a written protest 
to this effect before the judges had 
judged the exhibit, but that they were 
not notified; that a written entry for 
the Saanich or Victoria exhibit had not 
been mailed, according to the raids, by 
September 1, and that he protested 
against the judges decision on variety 
and arrangement. As will be seen by 
consulting another portion of today’s 
report, the Victoria district was award­
ed the first prize with 1,166 points; the 
Islands, the secopd, -with 1,044: Agassiz, 
the third, with 965, and Cowichan the 
fourth with 957 points. Mr. Agassiz 
made a -point of the heavy cost of the 
transportation of the exhibit, and added 
that owing to the variety of grains it 
had been found advisable to take bottled 
samples only along.

Mr. 'W. H. Palmer remarked that Vic­
toria had one more variety than Agassiz, 
but that the way in which the Agassiz 
exhibit was displayed -was most credit­
able. Had it as great a variety as Vic­
toria it certainly would have obtained 
the first prize.
. Mr. Trice moved that Agassiz and 
Kamloops, on account of the meritorious 
nature of the display made by them 
be each awarded $100.

-Discussion on the subject of the entry 
of the Victoria exhibit not being made 
on time at this point became a little 
animated. Mr. Agassiz asserted that 
the secretary said it had not been en­
tered on time.

Hence when our 
correspondent says that iMr. Dunsmuir 
is depriving the Lieutenant-Governor of 
a full cabinet of advisers, he is taking 
a position which cannot Ibe sustained 
under the principles of constitutional 
government. Our correspondent knows, 
although it is possible that there may 
be some who do not know, that the 
Lieutenant-Governor does not consult 
the several ministers and decide after 
he has heard their views as to what 
he shall do. He counsels with the pre­
mier only.

It 
would be utterly subversive of the fun­
damental principles of parliamentary 
government if the Lieutenant-Governor 
would receive and act upon representa­
tions from the members of the house 
by way of memorial or round-robin. If 
such a ’ memorial were presented, it 
would be the duty of the Lieutenant- 
Governor to submit to the Premier and 
take his advice upon it. In such a case 
the Premier might advise a dissolution.

THE SEWERAGE SYSTEM.
'»

: To the Colonist the question of who 
holds office is a subordinate matter. We 
have said so in regard to federal poli­
tics, and have been roundly abused for 
so doing by some of our Conservative 
friends.

ThThe ratepayers are to vote on the 
sewerage by-law next Thursdayv It can 
hardly be necessary to urge that it 
should bq adopted. ‘An incomplete sys­
tem of sewerage is better than none at 
all, we suppose, but it is certainly not 
much better, for it contagions diseases 
arise through defective sanitary arrange­
ments, they are quite ns likeiy as not to 
spread to localities where the arrange­
ments arc good. We had not expected 
that any opposition would have develop­
ed to the by-law, but it" seems we were 
mistaken, for the Times has had several, 
letters urging" ratepayers to Voté in the 
negative. It seems a little unfortunate 
that this subject has been before the pub­
lic at a time when politics, the Exhibi­
tion and the royal visit have occupied 
so much attention, for it has not received 
that degree of discussion to which its im­
portance entitles it. The sewerage sys­
tem is not a dead asset: It is revenue­
paying. We have an impression that it 
might be made more so1, and shall en­
deavor to point out on a future occa­
sion how we think this can be accom­
plished. But the present is not the time 
to discuss this. All sanitary authorities 
agree that the extension of the system 
is imperative, and that the plan proposed 
is a good one, and much the cheapest 
that can be adopted. This being the 
case there is really no negative side to 
the discussion. It can surely not be 
necessary to do more than remind the 
majority of ratepayers that the voting 
takes place on Thursday, and that they 
should see to it that so desirable an 
improvement does not fail for lack of 
interest in it
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The septic tank system ot sewerage, 
which it is propoied to introduce in the 
unsewered districts of the city, is not 
an experiment as many persons suppose. 
It has stood the test of years in Europe 
and America and has given invariable 
■satisfaction wherever it has been adopt­
ed. It is in operation in nearly two 
hundred cities and towns, and is highly 
xecommended by sanitary engineers for 
its simplicity, cheapness and efficiency.

The ; plan contemplated under the by­
law is t6 furnish trunk sewers in the 
James Bay districts west of Menzies 
street, the Rock Bay district, Spring 
Ridge and Victoria West. The $100,- 
600 asked for by the city council will 
provide the trunk sewers and the tanks, 
the lateral sewers to be extended to 

the side streets as fast as the regular 
revenue of the city will permit, nnder 
the sewers rental .by-law. To perfect 
the whole system immediately wonld 
cost much more than the city council 

i feels justified in calling upon the rate- 
-payers to provide at one time, but spread 
•over a number of years, the work of 
construction keeping pace with the 
necessities of population, the burden 
will be lightened to a degree that will 

vender it practicallly imperceptible.
The debentures proposed to be issued 

"by authority of the by-law are pay­
able in 50 years, and require, for bi­
tterest and sinking fund, a levy of one- 
third of one mill on the rateable prop­
erty of the city. The increase of taxa­
tion which this will necessitate is so 
trivial—tjgure it out for yourself—that 
it seems absurd that any citizen would 
consider it for a moment when human 
life is weighed against it. Typhoid 
fever, diphtheria, and scarlet fever 
claim numerous victims every year in 
the districts tor the relief of which these 
sewers are proposed, and in which those 
diseases are epidemic, and doctors are 
unanimous in the opinion that they 
caused and propagated by the absence 
of sewers.

Under the circumstances, if the people 
of Victoria were asked to pay ten times 

. or a hundred times the amount called 
for by the by-law they would assume 
a grave responsibility in the sight of 
Heaven if they refused to respond. As 
"the matter stands, every man who votes 
against the . byjaw today will place 
himself on record as a disloyal citizen 
and a recreant to his duty towards his 
neighbor.

KRAUSE ON TRIAD.
Evidence of Treason Brought Against 

Former Johannesburg Governor.

ON. ,Decreasinge A London, Oct. 8.—Dr. Krause, the form­
er governor of Johannesburg, who was 
arrested on September 2, on the charge 
of high treason, was arraigned in the 
extradition court at iBoiw street today 
charged with high treason and incite­
ment to murder. The former charge is 
connected With the surrender of Jo­
hannesburg when, according to the pub­
lic prosecutor, Dr. Krause obtained from 
Lord .Roberts 24 hours’ armistice on the 
plea that street fighting would thereby 
be obviated, and utilized the period in 
getting all the Boer fighters out of town, 
and sending £18,000 to Pretoria. After 
Dr. Krause had been paroled he went 
to Burope and applied to Dr. Leyds, 
the agent of the Transvaal, for money 
on account of these services.

The prosecution introduced evidence 
to show that Dr. Krause had been in 
communication with Dr. Cornelius 
Boeckmanu, the public prosecutor of-Jo­
hannesburg, iwho was executed on Sep­
tember 20 last for treason, aud had urged 
the necessity for shooting or otherwise 
disposing^ of Douglas Foster, an Eng­
lish lawyer attached to Lord Roberts’ 
staff, who was very active against the Boers.

The prosecution introduced letters in 
which Dr. Krause described Lord Mil­
ner, the British high commissioner of 
South Africa, as “An arch scroundrel, an 
enemy of Boer national existence and a 
willing tool of the Jingoes.” He advised 
the burghers to break their oaths and 
shoot traitors. The letters indicated that 
Dr. Krause had acted as a channel of 
communication between the Transvaal 
and the Boer government in Holland.

The prisoner was remanded.

iSau Francisco, Cala., Oct. 8.—At to­
day’s session of the Triennial Episcopal 
convention, the morning prayers in the 
house of deputies was conducted by 
Bishop Partridge of Kyoto, assisted by 
Rev. James Winchester, of St. Louis. 
The. house was called to order by Presi­
dent Lindsay. The first matter to come 
up being a motion to correct a report 
and error in the vote taken yesterday 
on the amendment to article X. of the 
constitution. This gave rise to consid­
erable discussion.

The change of the vote of Nebraska, 
which had been incorrectly entered in 
the record, resulted in defeat of the 
amendment.

In the formal opening of the house to­
day, a rule proposed by the committee 
on rules, was adopted, providing that 
no new business shall be introduced af­
ter Saturday, October 12, except by per­
mission of a two-thirds vote.

The committee reported on memorials 
from Milwaukee and Colorado, that the 
name of the chprch as it appears on the 
title page of the prayer *ook be changed. 
That, as a constitutional amendment 
would be required, the whole matter 
should be referred to a special commit­
tee to be appointed by the chair.

The committee further reported a re­
commendation that the house concur in 
the action of the bishops providing for 
marginal readings, also that 'they could 
not advise the authorization of the edi­
tion of the revised version in the reading 
lessons. The committee reported i that 
it was the opinion of the committee that 
the table of lessons was not a pant of 
the prayer book in the sense that the 
general provision for the amendment of 
the prayer book applied to it.

J. P. Morgan presented 
from the church clubs of New York and 
other cities in regard to a bishopric in 
the Philippine islands.

The delegation from the Canadian 
church was brought into the house of 
deputies by the committee appointed for 
the purpose accompanied by a number 
of the bishops and presented by the 
Bishop of Kentucky.

.HER TRIAL TRIP.
Government Fishery Vessel Fulfills Re­

quirements When Tried-
The new government launch built by 

the Victoria Machinery Depot for the 
Dominion government, to be used as a 
fishery cruiser, was given a trial trip 
yesterday morning. With Mr. C. B. 
Sword, fishery inspector, Capt. 'Gaudin, 
local agent of marine and other officers 
of the Dominion government on board, 
it left the custom’s wharf and was open­
ed up at full speed over a course from 
the outer wharf to Cape Calvert. The 
eighteen knots were made in 1 hour, 57 
minutes, which is three minutes better 
than the time required under the speci­
fications, which called for a speed of 
eight knots an hour. The officials on 
board were favorably impressed with the 
work of the new steamer and believe 
that when her machinery is limbered up 
after it has been used a while she will 
do much better than she did yesterday. 
No name has yet been received from 
Ottawa for the vessel.

The steamer Queen City sailed for 
Ahousett and way ports on the West 
Coast last night, and there were some 
iuterestiug scenes incident to her depart­
ure. She had a la^e cumpleuent ot 
passengers, including many yellow and 
brown as well as white people. Includ­
ed among her saloon pasengers was a 
telegraph construction party going to 
the cable lauding to make the prelimin­
ary arrangements for the erection of 
wharves, houses, etc., for the staff of 
operators and others at the landing; a 
survey party, the usual number of min­
ers and prospectors and several coast 
residents who are homebound after 
spending some days in Victoria to see 
the sights attendant on the Royal visit. 
The cargo of the steamer was made up 
of general merchandise for the most part, 
but there was some mining machinery 
and lumber for different points. The 
Siwashes, of whom there were quite a 
number returning from .the hop fields 
across the Sound, would not trust to the

Steamer Queen City, which returned 
from the West Coast yesterday after­
noon, reported sighting a sealing schoon­
er off the entrance to the Straits, in­
bound, presumably from the Behring 
sea. The arrival of the first vessel to 
the Behring sea fleet is being awaited 
by sealers and those interested in the in­
dustry, for no word has been received 
from the fleet since the last week in 
August. A four-masted Jjimber schoon­
er was also seen sailing m, and a brig­
antine was sighted beating out. A de­
spatch from Carmanah said three other 
lumber schooners were bound up. The 
tug Lome, which came in from the 
Cape about the same time as the Queen 
Oily, reported speaking the sugar-laden 
ship Crusader.off the Cape hove to in 
the fog then prevailing. The Lome went 
out to the Ctipe on Sunday night from 
Port Townsend, to which port she had 
taken the Port George lumber-laden 
from Chemainus for Australia. A re­
port was received of the sighting of a 
lumber schooner inbound, and as the 
steamer Commerce is èxpected en route 
to the Royal Roads, the Lome went out.

The schooner turned out to be 
the Iverna, bound in to the Sound, and 
she, did not want to tow. Heavy fog 
prevailed outside and off the coast on 
Sunday night and yesterday morning, 
but it cleared up with the strong south­
easterly breeze which came up towards 
noon yesterday, and the shipping which 
had been awaiting the clearing of the 
weather, renewed their voyages. The 
Crusader, which has a cargo of five thou­
sand tons of raw sugar for the B. C. 
Sugar Refinery last night at Vancouver, 
passed on to that port after celling at 
William Head. She is from Labaun 
via Moji, at which port she called on 
August 29 for coal.

The first vessel of the salmon fleet to 
sail is expected from the Eraser to­
morrow when the ship Largo Law, Capt. 
Henderson, is to be towed here to ship 
a crew for the voyage home. The Largo 
Law has loaded 700,000Vases for Liver­
pool. The Blytheswood and Hamila are 
also about loaded.

Steamer Duke of Fife, of the North­
ern Pacific line, which arrived yesterday 
afternoon after a smooth passage from 
Yokohama, brought a light cargo, ow­
ing to the fact that she followed so close 
behind the fleet of liners which arrived 
here last week. She sailed from Yoko­
hama on the 21st, three days after the 
Kaga Mara. The Duke of Fife brought 
but 700 tons of tea, curios, etc., of which 
one hundred tons were landed at the 
outer wharf, before she proceeded to 
Tacoma about 4 p.m. She brought 
about 120 steerage passengers, of whom 
forty were landed here.

The steamer Clansman, which also ar­
rived at the outer wharf yesterday, 
brought a caigo of dog salmon to be 
loaded on the Northern Pacific steam­
er Braemar, when that vessel sails a 
few days hence for the Orient.

CANADA’S FOREST WEALTH. 

From Montreal Witness.
The principal of the Baltimore School 

of Forestry, Dr. A. C. Schenck, considers 
that Canada tiiay supply the whole world 
with timber at the end of another centqry, 
if her forests are developed carefully. He 
says that If the population of Canada con­
tinues to Increase, and the facilities for 
transportation continue to be developed, 
the price of pine stnmpage eighty years 
hence will be orobably twenty dollars per 
thousand feet, the price now prevailing In 
Germany and France. In that case Canada 
will have the richest natural resources of 
any country on earth before the dawn of 
the next century, provided that she eon- 
servatively manages her forest preserves. 
Df- Schenck urges that with these possi­
bilities every acre of land unfit for the 
plough should be reforested, and that every 
sapling In the forest khouid be as carefully 
protected from fire as If It were a dollar 
bill. The Federal government has made 
some provision for the future in setting 
aside several areas as forest preserves, but 
thto policy could be very much extended, 
with enormous advantage to the country. 
In the end It may be necessary to keep all 
the forest preserves as government prop- 
erty. federal of provincial, as private own- 
erehip has led to great abuses. The Can­
adian Forestry Association Is doing a good 
end most essential work ln educating the 
public ln forestry, and the pamphlet recent­
ly published of Its meetings ln Otawa de­
serves wide circulation. So few understand 
much more than that onr forest wealth Is 
of great vaine, that the actual nature of 
this wealth, the loss annually caused by 
destruction and the need of preservation 
canot be too widely known. It to estimat­
ed that the loss by fire In a single season 
has sometimes exceeded the vaine of the 
timber cut and marketed In a long series 
of years.

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WA® TOO ROUGH.
Trial of the New Government Launch 

Postponed Till This Morning.

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Remnant of
The Buffalo

A Few Small Herds Left of the 
Once Countless Thou- 

sands.

They Are Scattered In Various 
Countries and Are Increas­

ing In Number.
\

From Winnipeg Telegram.
There are many men still living who 

can remember the time when the buffalo 
roamed in countless thousands over the 
illimitable prairie, furnishing food and 
raiment to hunters of all races and all 
colors.

According to a well preserved legend 
St. Patalek drove out the snakes with 
a staff. Just as true is It that the In­
dian, assisted by thoughtless white men, 
drove out the buffalo with the rifle. In­
stances are not wanting of mighty 
hunts in which the infuriated herds, fly­
ing before a corps <7t skilful drivers, 
were qpeded to their death in scores- 
There was, and may be yet, unmistak­
able signs of such a massacre not far 
from Moose Jaw. There lay a while 
black piles of bleaching hones, remnants 
of what must have been a great herd 
such as would delight collectors of the 
present day. They had been driven to 
death over a deep bluff, the foremost 
pressed to destruction by a maddening 
crowd behind. It is à sad but unfortun­
ately all too common sight through all 
the prairie belt. Such massacres as 
these irradicated the buffalo, and made 
him the object of curiosity he is today.

So far as can be estimated there are 
today 1,030 buffalo in the world, and 
even 200 of these should be eliminated 
if the count is to be certainly accurate.

That is the list as carefully compiled 

by eminent authorities; it is more impos­
ing in its diversity of locality than in 
its number of specimens. It seems a pity 
to have to add, too, that very probably 
not all of these are full-blooded buf­
falo. When it first became the thing to 
collect rather than to slay, experiments 
were tried in the direction of 
breeding with domestic" cattle. The re­
sult was hnrdiy one to please naturalists 
and the experiments have now long been 
given np. They were tried among oth­
er places in Winnipeg; but when the 
herd was divided a few years back 
none but blue-blooded bison were kept 
to make a Manitoban’s holiday. Not so 
certain is the purity of many among the 
European herds. It is almost an estab­
lished fact that when His Grace of Bed­
ford wished to bnild him a miniature 
prairie in his ancestral wild» juçre Pie- 
bian bulls and eowe, results of mesal­
liances sufficient in their enormity to set 
JU» aristocratic teeth on edge, and tin 
college of heralds hunting for a suita­
ble quartering on the bovine shield 
palmed off upon him.

The Canadian wild herd is a still more 
serious stumbling block, for if the Wo­
burn Park animals be hut octoroon buf­
faloes, the others may he no buffalo at 
all. Indeed to break it gently they pro- 
bahly have no existence.

At the same time it is gratifying to 
note that iff the bovine kings will never 
Hgnin lend romance and danger to the 
Far West, at least there is little likeli­
hood of their ever becoming quite extinct 
From all parts comes the intelligence 
that they are increasing in number. The 
Winnipeg herd has grown from 4 to 8, 
that at Banff from 16 to 28. that in the 
park at Woburn from 4 to 12, while the 
other collections have increased in like 
proportion. At one time to be sure there 
was a danger that in spite of increasing 
numbers the species would eventually 
become extinct. The minute subdivi­
sion to which they had been subject Jed 
to dangerously close inbreeding and the 
ratio of male calves to females grew 
yearly greater. Indeed since the incep­
tion of the private herds 58 births have 
produced 36 bulls. However, it has 
now been demonstrated, it is to be hoped 
beyond doubt, that the number of cows 
is sufficient to meet demands, and as the 
numbers increase still further, the dan­
gers of inbreeding will grow less and 
still lees till they reach and pass the van­
ishing point.

The Winnipeg herd is chiefly remarka­
ble for its unassuming nature. It lives 
-at Sliver Heights, yet few are the citi­
zens who seem to be even aware of its 
existence. Still less the number are those 
who have seen them, and still fewer those 
who take the least interest in their well­
being. Yet they are town property and 
not the least interesting of the people’s 
possessions. The origin of the herd was 
a collection made by Hon. James Mc­
Kay away hack in the eighties, who 
transferred his interest later to Major 
Bedson, at that time warden of the pen­
itentiary. At this time the herd would 
appear to have been but small, but the 
Major had them well cared for and in- 
«reased their number to between 90 and

THE RIVAL
CANAL ROUTES

.

Position In Which the Panama 
and Nicaragua Questions 

Now Stand.

The Iuteroceanic Canal commissioners 
are now said to be strongly in favor of 
he Panama route, and may recommend itj 
to the president of the United States, if 
a satisiactciry transfer of the property 
can be arranged, lt is stated on very 
good authority that a formal offer is 
now before the commission to turn over 
the Panama Company's concession and 
plant to tne United States, or to any 
American corporation, on terms to be 
hxed by any disinterested appraisers. 
Investigation seems to have convinced 
the United States engineers that the 
Panama route is the best on technical 
grounds, and it is likely to be decided 
upon in due time. This will mean the 
abandonment of the Nicaragua canal 
scheme and prevent competition, as no 
one else but the United States would 
think of pursuing the Nicaraguan 
scheme if the Panama canal were push­
ed to a conclusion, while the Panama 
canal would have been finished some 
time or other, even if the Nicaragua 
canal were undertaken by the United 
States. More certainly, perhaps, on 
that account. The government of Nic­
aragua gave the Maritime Canal Com­
pany, an American concern, a conces­
sion for the purpose of constructing a 
canal across the Isthmus in April, 1887, 
which provided that it should be com­
pleted within ten years from October, 
1889. A subsidy was expected from 
the American government, or TBat the 
concession might be transferred to it, 
but no decisive action has been taken 
by congress, as the engineering ques­
tions bavé never been solved to its sat­
isfaction and that of the American peo­
ple. The political question has been 
another reason for hesitancy. The Bul- 
wer-Clayton treaty stood in the way of 
the military control of the canal, which 
trie United States desired, as : it pro­
vides that neither the United States 
nor Great Britain shall acquire terri­
torial rights in Central America, and 
that both powers shall exercise joint 
control over any canal that may be built 
there to join the two oceans. By the 
modification of the treaty agreed to by 
Lord Paunce&te and Secretary Hay, 
Great Britain was willing to give the 
Unite States exclusive control, but the 
United States was not to be allowed 
to fortify the canal, and it was to be 
open to the ships of all nations in peace 
or war. This did not suit the senate, 
and Great Britain’s concessions were 
rejected. The term of the concession 
to the canal company has now expired, 
and the Nicaraguan government has 
taken possession of the property of the 
company, and has removed its plant 
from Greytown to the interior. This 
was done at the instance of the Nicara­
guan minister of public works, who de­
cided that the concession was void ow­
ing to non-fulfilment of its conditions.

The history of the Panama canal dates 
back to the year 1875, when the Colom­
bian congress passed a bill authorizing 
the executive to negotiate for the open­
ing of a communication by canal be­
tween the Atlantic and the Pacific. A 
concession was granted in 1878 to Mr. 
N. B. Wyse, a French naval officer, who 
represented the Civil International Ca­
nal Company. At the same time, the 
government declared neutral for ever 
trie ports at either extreme of the canal, 
and .the waters of the same from sea to 
sea. Also that the transit of the canal 
should not be interrupted because of 
war, but that any ship whatever should 
be free to navigate the canal on pay­
ment of tolls, all .troops foreign to Co­
lumbia to be excepted, except by per­
mission of the Columbian congress. In 
May, 1879, the International congress 
met at Paris for the Study of the canal, 
and Count, Ferdinand de Lesseps was 
elected president. The route chosen was 
from the Gulf of Limon to the Bay of 
Panama. Some preliminary work was 
done in 1860 and it was in full swing 
by 1883. The de Lesseps Company was 
formed in 1881 for the purpose of mak­
ing a tide-level, ship canal, forty-six 
miles long. Owing to notorious corrup­
tion, it went into liquidation in 1689, 
having expended 772,545:412 francs, or 
about $154,509,082, and having failed 
to obtain a loan of six hundred million 
francs to complete the work. A new 
company was organized in 1894, and the 
sum raised up to June, 1897, was 48,- 
420,184 francs. Several thousand men 
have since been employed and great pro­
gress has been made with the great 
Culefra .cutting. The design of the canal 
has been changed since its commence­
ment and it is now to he provided with 
locks. An American company was or­
ganized in 1869 to complete the canal, 
which it was estimated could be done 
for an additional 612,000,000 francs, or 
some $102,400,000. Am extended con­
cession has been obtained which does 
not expire until October 31, 1910. How 
far the United States would, by getting 
national possession of the Panama canal, 
gain its coveted monopoly and control of 
the isthmus traffic would depend on the 
acquiescence of the other power. The 
BnlwereCiayton treaty, although framed 
with regard to the Nicaragua canal, 
would seem to apply equally to this one.

'Before the next Congress Is organiz­

ed and its committees are made up to 
determine the character and extent of 
future expansion of the navy, plans will 
be completed for several new battleships 
aud armored cruisers.

PRIZES AT WESTMINSTER.
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r was introduced and At all events, it is considered more 

than probable that the day of the con­
ning tower is over. British designers 
and constructors are giving it up, ac­
cording to naval officers. The weight 
that would be saved by omitting it 
could, in the estimation of the advo­
cates of its abandonment, be made ef­
fectively employed in general or em­
placement armor, :u machinery, or In 
coal storage capacity.

OÇher modifications may be made in 
the new ships. A British naval officer 
recently at the Navy Department, was 
interested to know whether the Unit­
ed States naval constructors were dis­
posed to regard with favor the sugges­
tions now under consideration in Eng­
land to cut down the top hamper of 
battleships and cruisers and . to have 
everything aloft not higher than sixty 
feet. The necessity for masts, now 
that electricity is coming to be almost 
exclusively used for signalling purposes, 
seems to be diminishing, and the “mast­
less” ship may not be far off, even the 
military mast being threatened by the" 
proposition to do away with the fighting 
top.

Close-range fighting might justify top 
arrangements from which to pour fire 
into the enemy, hut with guns effective 
at the great distances row observed in 
war, the fighting top is not regarded by 
advanced naval constructors as of great 
importance. Still other agitation, in­
dulged abroad, is for a ship with decks 
çlear of all structures except the tur­
rets, conforming the vessel in fighting 
tripn closely to a double-tnrrented moni­
tor. These ideas make interesting read­
ing of an article in the last issue of 
the proceedings of the Naval Institute.

Labouchere was sent by the British 

minister “to look after some Irish 
patriots” at Boston. Taking up his 
quarters at a small hotel, lie entered his 
name as Smith. If you have an idle 
hour in almost any American city, you 
can get into a game of “draw,” or any­
thing else in the way of a gamble. In 
the evening of his arrival the attache 
incontinently entered a gaming estab­
lishment, and lost all the money he had 
except half a dollar. Then he went to 
bed, satisfied no- doubt with his prowess. 
The next day the bailiffs seized on the 
hotel for debt, and all guests were re­
quested to pay their bills arid take away 
their luggage. Labouchere could not 
>ay, and could not therefore take away 
iis luggage. AH he could do was to 
write to Washington for a remittance 
and wait two days for its arrival. The 
first day he walked about, and spent his 
half dollar on food. It was summer, 
and he slept on a bench on the common. 
In the morning he went to the bay to 
have a wash, independent of. all the 
cares and troubles of civilization. But 
he had nothing with which to buy him­
self a breakfast. Towards evening he 
grew very hungry, and entered a res­
taurant and ordered dinner without any 
clear idea of how he was to pay the bill, 
except to leave his coat in pledge.

And here comes in an example of 
young Labouchere’s luck, tempered by a 
ready wit. As the hungry, and, for the 
time being, penniless attache ate his 
dinner he observed that all the waiters 
were Irishmen, and that they not only 
continually stared at him, but were 
evidently discussing him with each 
other.
