Big Fire At
Rossland

Blaze Causes Eighteen Thou.
sand Dollars Damages at
Mining Centre.

Application of Hendryx Process
to Iron Ores Wsited With
Interest.

Concentrators  Steadily at Work
=--The Ore Shipments For

Rossland, Nov, 14.—Fire did $19,000
damuge here at an early hour this
morning. Shortly after midnight flames
were observed issuing from near Daniel
& Arthur's establishment, and half an
hour was required to extinguish the
biaze. Almost three hours later the fire
broxe out again in the adjomming prem-
1ses, aud toe second conuagration did
wuch damage. losses are estimated as
follows : W. M. Newton, London, Eng.,
destruction oi block, $4,000; Empey
Bros., damage to stock of clothing and
furnishings, $800; Thomas Kmbleton,

Dr. Grenfell.

Interesting Variations Found in
Readings of Some of
The Gospels.

just been discovered in =gypt by arch-

aelogists who have dug up papyri, buried
since the second century, 00 miles
south of Cairo. Apparently, all the say-
ings were addressed to St. Thomas, one
of the most remarkable of which is:
“Let not him that seeketh cease from
his search until he find, and when he
finds, he shall wonder; wondering, he
shall reach the kingdom, i. e., the King-
dom of Heaven, and when he reaches
the kingdom; he shall have rest.”

Dr. Bernard P. Grenfell, one of those
who made the discoveries, says that
enormous interest will be aroused by the
discoveries on account of the variations
disclosed from accepted texts. Ome
variation of the mystical saying re-
corded in St. Luke, “The Kingdom of
God is within you,” was of great value
as the saying in the papyrus appeared
in quite different surroundings. from
those attributed to it by the evangelist
and extended far into another region.
According to Dr. Grenfell, these sayings
formed the new gospel which is tradi-
tionally associated with St. Thomas.
An interesting vardation of the gos-
pel, according to St. Luke, - eleventh
chapter and fifty-second verse reads in
the papyrus: “Ye have hidden the key
of knowledge, ye entered not yourselves,
and to them that were entering in ye
did not open.”

Another fragment contained a dis
course of Christ, closely related to pas«
sages of the sermon on the mount, and
a_ conversation between '‘Christ and his-
disciples, in which Christ answers s
question as to when His kingdom - will
be realized, saying: ‘‘When ye return
to the state of innocence which existed:
before the fall.”

‘A valuable find was made in papyri,
written in Latin, giving the text of the-
Epistle to the Hebrews and an epitome-
of Livy’s eix lost books.

T_lus, with other .papyri, covering the
period 150-137 B. C., threw much new
and valuable information on the history
of the world, and marked the recovery
of hitherto lost classical literature of
Egypt.

Central Link in Great Engineer-_
ing Work Safely Put in
Place.

New Westminster, Nov. 12.—The
event here yesterday was the moving
of the big 380-foot span of the West-
minster bridge to its position over the
deepest part of the channel.

| The crowds were gathering in front of
the wrecked building, and some men,
fearing that the children of the unfor-
tunate Mr. and Mrs. Allison were in
the building, -were seeking to make their
‘way back into the house, one man
falling through the burning gangway
twhich led over the low-lying ground to
the wrecked house. He received some
cuts about the hands and face, and sev-
eral of the rescuers, who had hard
work in extricating the three persons
eaught in the wrecked building, also sus-
tained some minor injuries of that de-
scription, several men being cut about
the face and hands. Omne man, who was
ipassing with his wife at the time of
the explosion, rushed in and aided to
drag Mrs. Keast out, and his ‘wife also
jsought also to rush in, but was withheld
by others who reached the spot.

{ IOn the arrival of Fire Chief Watson
and the fire brigade a line from the
‘chemical was run into the building, for
it was seen that the fire could be easily
extinguished. Unlike the fire which fol-
lowed the explosion in the frame build-
ing lower down the street in February
last, the fire did not blaze as fiercely as
wdid that, and there was not such a cloud
of black smoke as that which ham-
ipered the firemen on that occasion.
‘There was quite a burst of flame,
though, licking up the wreckage, and
the ffremen worked their way into the
bhuilding and played on it with the
chemical.

That
owned by Mr. Stephens and occupied
by him to the eastward of the destroy.ed
building had the lower portion of its
wide blown in, and Mr. Stephens, who
Jwas sitting reading a Colonist in the
kitchen at the back of the basement
of his building, received no small fright
when the crash occurred, and the table
which stood against the wall was
dashed against him ae he sat in a chair
before his kitchen stove.

Chicago Strikers
In Many Riots

Area of Over Fifty Square Miles
Scenes of Constant
Disorders.

Hero of Heymarket Dynamite
Outrage Takes Charge of
Police.

Chicago, Nov. 12.—Constant scenes
of disorder over a district of approxi-
mately fitty square miles, resulted to-
day from the inauguration of a strike
on the Chicago city railway, one of the
two principal local surface companies.
All along the lines wherever cars were
started, strike sympathizers made des-
perate onslaughts on the crews. 'The
tie-up through the south eide to the
business district, where the company
operates, was complete.

A number of cars were wrecked, and
‘that no person was killed is mo fault
of the rioters. One man had his back
broken, and the first shot of the strike
twas fired at Wentworth avenue and
West 69th street, where a mob of sev-
‘eral hundred persons tried to hold up a
train, Many persons, chiefly non-union
car men, were imjured by missles and
flying glass. Two women ‘were among
ithose hurt.

Except a few dozen passengers who
had to flee from the wcars, three hun-
dred thousand daily patrons of the
‘company were forced to use all sorts
of vehicles to get down town and back.

‘With faces and hands bleeding from
the attacks of the strikers, motormen,
‘gripmen and conductors who tried to
run trains, returned to the barns and
vefused to go out again unless the
trains bore platoons of police or patrol
‘wagons were alongside. TUnder orders
from Mayor Harrison, whose announced
purpose was to preserve an impartial
attitude, the police confined their efforts
to cleaming the blockades and crowds
from the streets.

Developments regarding the attitude
of the municipal adminkstration hinge
largely upon a mnew official, Herman
Schuettler, who today became assistant
chief of police. Schuettler will be in
direct charge of police arrangements
during the strike.

Schuettler has a record in teaching
the Haymarket rioters and in sending
Luetgert, the sausage maker, to death
under conviction for wife murder. He
‘also has a remaskable record for per-
sonal daring.

Possibilities of federal intervention,
under certain contingencies, are being
discussed, but this will depend largely
on the prompt delivery of mail by the
trains the company operates. Post-
master ‘Coyne says that in case of seri-
ous delays, the Washington authorities
swill be notified.

Before nightfall President D. €. Ham-
ilton and General Counsel Bliss, of the
railway company, after endeavoring to
operate in defiance of the strike, an-
sounced, after a conferenee with Mayor
Harrison, that the attempt would be
abandoned for the day. The railway
officials declare that 30 per cent. of their
employees are loyal, and that if ac-
‘corded sufficient police protection, they
will be able to operate their cars. A
further effort to run cars, each car ae-
companied by a squad of police in a pa-
trol wagon, will probably be made to-
morrow.

As a result of the tie-up of the surface
lines, the elevated and steam roads trav-
ersing the strike district were taxed to
their utmost capacity. Bus lines, hacks
and express wagons also did a thriv-
ing business.

The strike is the outgrowth of per-
sistent efforts for increased wages and
exclusion of non-union employees. About
3.000 men, practically the entire force
of the company’s wage-earners, are out.
The company’s stationary firemen, to
iwhom the trainmen looked to for assist-
ance, declined to strike, although they
have demanded higher wages. The fire-
men have offered their services to the
company as mediators, but the company
has announced mo decision on their of-

fer.

Although the full list of injured in
the street ecar strike ‘rioting today ,is
undoubtedly large, the police secured the
names of only those whose wounds were
of a serious mature. The most serious
cases are those of H. S. Orton, conduc-
tor, and his gripman, Wm. Watson,
both of whom were dragged from their
car and beaten. Orton may not live.
Albert Barren, a non-union man, was
knocked unconsecious by a brick. About
15 arrests have been made for rioting.

Tyece Reaches Capital En Voyage to Dutch
Harbor After Meteor.

The tug Tyee, Capt. John 8. Bollong,
despatched to Dutch Harbor to tow the
Gisabled Nome freighter Meteor back to
Seattle, reached &Sitka and again sailed
from that port November 2, according to a
letter received yesterday by Capt. John
B. Libby, general manager of the Puget
Sound Tugboat Company.

With fair weather the Tyee probably
reached her destination November 10,
and by this time doubtless, the steamship
Eureka, which towed the Meteor into Dutch
Harbor, is returning to 'Seatlte. She
should make the run in nine or ten days.

POSTED BY MISTAKE.
Vanduara Bound to Newcastle and Not the
Sound.
The Merchants’ exchange reports the
safe arrival at Newcastle, N. 8. W., of the
British ship Vanduara, which was recently
posted as overdue owing to a mistake re-
garding her destination, it being stated that
she was bound from San Diego to Puget
Sound.
The Vanduara has been on the overdue
board for the past few days as nearly two
months out from -San Diego for Puget
Sound, with reinsurance at 10 per cent the
first day and 25 per cent Saturday. The
rate advanced to the latter figure when a
report was receilved that the British &hip
Scottish Moors had reached Puget Sound
from San Diego after a run of ®nly nine-
teen days, as against fifty-siz days credit-
ed to the Vanduara. It franspires, how-
ever, that the Vanduare sailed from San
Diego on September-12 for Newcastle, Aus-
tralia, and Lloyd's agent at San Diego is
rharged with: the error that resulted in
her postlne as overdue on the Sound. Tel-
egrame sent to San Diego by the Merchants
exchange and reinsurance brokers brought
replies stating positively that the Van-
duara’s destination was Newecastle, Aus-
tralia. Speculation on the vessel was be-
coming active before the information was
obtained.

THE STORM TRACK.

The pilot chart of the North Pacific
ocean, in its issue for November, contain
matter of much importance to navigation
in those waters.

THE ADVERSITY CRY.

The opponents of the government are
already beginning to raise the adversity
cry. This is an old story. There ig no
doubt at all but that British Columbia
has been injuriously affected in credit
and reputation by the persistency with
which this cry has been raised during
the.last few years. We venture to say
that mote than half the injury has re-
sulted not from the politics of British
Columbia, but in the politics of Britjsh
Columbia; not from bad government,
but from the opposition of factions and
classes ever ready to defile their own
nest if they could not get their own
way. Everyone almost in the country,
who was out of power, or whose friends
‘were out of power, has immediately
raised the cry that the country was
going to the dogs. Can anybody be sur-
prised that an echo of this cry has come
‘back from abroad, which has injuriously
affected the country? In the eyes of
some, gold is not yeHow in ‘British Co-
lumbia, copper is not red, and silver
is not white, and coal is mot black.
Everything is green, colored from the
spectacles of political jealousy and dis-
appointed faction. It is said that under
some circumstances of chagrin and dis-
appointment a rattlesnake will fix its
fangs in its own body and sting itself
to death. The journalistic and fac-
tional rattlesnakes to whom we are
referring, fix their fangs in the country,
and abuse and vilify it because  their
own designs to profit at its expense have
been thwarted. ‘We are not referring to
the Liberal party, but to class and fac-
tional interests which would soon be at
war with the Liberal party if it ‘were
in power, who would squeeze ‘British
iColumbia like a sponge. for their own
advantage, and thwarted in doing so,
are ready to declare that the sponge is
dry.

FAILURES.

During the ten months from January
to O‘ctoi}wer. liabilities in~ bankruptey in
the Tinited States amonnted to $122.-
21’1_1.979, as. compared with a total of
$85,870,278 dnring the same period of
Iast vear. The significance of these
facts is not appreciated until we commn-
para the retnrns of the month of QOe-
itober with the month of October last
Year, and with the previous months of
|-this year. In Octoher of last year
‘ he liabilities were $8,961,154 as com-
ipared with $34,390,902 this year. While
i{in  September of this year they were
i» 499,586, The October liabilities are
more than double those of any previous
month of the year. The question is, of
course, whether the casualties in Oe-
tober have been due ro special and lo-
cal conditions, or whether they gre fore-
runners of widespread disaster. That
1s a question which is seriously exercis-
ing the minds of our neighbors, and is
being variously answered by them. In
‘Canada similar liahilities show a slieht
merease over the corresponding meonth
of last year, but mothing abmormal or
2t all  comparable to the somewhat
startling statisties with which the Unit-
ed States presents us.

PANAMA IN POLITICS.

It aprears that the great Democratie
narty of the United States, inspired by
the advocates of the Nicaraguna cana!
Tonte, snd the influences which do not
wish any canal constructed at all, is
ready to see all kinds of moral turnitude
in the relations between the United
States and the new government of
Panama. The facts are that the people
hling on a neck of land whose inter-
ests-were entirely distinet from the
pecnle wf Colombia, had these interests
exploited by the people of Colombia, to
the advantage of the peonle of Colomhia
and to their own great detriment. They
revolted and established a little govern-
ment of their own. Instead of permit-

ting a sanguin revolting strug-
e between decrepit Colombia :gd"tmny
‘agama, the United States recognized
su; toit. 'The reagon why
the Democratic party objeets to  this
action; of the United States is not be-
cause 4, liberty has been taken with in-
ternationallaw, if such a liberty has
been taken, but because anarchy on
the isthmus of Panama would have
indefinitely blocked the construction of
the Panama canal. Certainly Colom-
‘bia owned the isthmus of Panama, but
it did not own the people living upon
that isthmus and possessed mo moral
right whatever to exploit them. It may
be that a mnarrow legal view of the mat-
ter condemns the action of the United
States. But the interests of the peo-]
ple of Panamza, the interests of the
United States, the interests of civiliza-
tion, and the broad interests of justice
approve. ‘We maintain this position em-
phatieally. We do not take the attitude
that because the United States, or, we
should say, some mnewspapers and peo-
ple in the United States, advocate con-
tinued brigandage against the integrity
and independence of ‘Canada, it is our
business to make out that the govern-
ment of the United States is Tapacious
and immoral. Nor would we use the
language of politicians in the United
IStates against their government, as a
stick to beat that government on an
occasion on which it is our firm opin-
ion that it has acted -with prudence
and commendable despatch.

SCOATTERED MINISTERS.

Qur Ottawa correspondent yesterday
indulged in the somewhat cryptic
phrase, “Ministers are scattering to-
day.” It naturally arouses interest in
the meaning of this seatteration of the
cabinet. There is a wealth of meaning
in it. ‘When the ministers gather to-
gether again the date of the qu}lﬂ()n
elections will be fixed. The ministers
have gone ont on a voyage of political
discovery. They have been cooped up
in ‘Ottawa so long, that they have not
heen able to satisfy themselves whether
the alarmist seports occasionally brought
in are true or not. So they have scat-
tered to their various political bishop-
ricks to discover how the wind of pub-
lic opinion is blowing. ‘We do not envy
the ministers upon their errand. Some
men are congenitally incapable of esti-
mating public opinion, and no man can
under all circumstances guage it cor-
rectly. But men who are incapable of
estimating it at all seldom or never
rise to be cabinet ministers. Nor in the
secrecy of cabinet councils is there the
same necessity of bolstering up a failing
cause by a bold front. The ministers
will be entirely lacking in political per-
ception if they do mnot discover .that
the 'wind is blowing upon them in a
somewhat chilly fashion and that the
sun’ of popular favor is suffering eclipsg.
So far as the date of the elections is
concerned it is hardly conjecture to say
that the leaders of the Liberal party are
divided into three classes. The first, of
those considers an election had better
be brought off at once, because victory
is secure. The second of those comnsid-
ers an election had better be brought
off at once, because, although things are
not altogether favorable, they are mot
likely to improve. ‘While the third
thinks it should be delayed because the
sitnation is bad at present, but hopes
that something may turn up to improve.
This mission of the ministers will pretty
well eliminate the first class. No man
‘who studies the public opinion of Can-
ada in different parts at first hand, with
any intelligence can come to the con-
clusion that the next general elections
mean a certain victory for the Liberal
party. Therefore one result of this
mission will be to divide the leaders of
the 'Liberal party into two classes in-
stead of into three, those who wish
the election brought on, because things
will get worse instead of better, and
those who wish it delayed hbecause
things may improve.. Which of these
two parties will carry the day we do
not know, -but we sincerely hope it
will be the latter. A government on the
down grade «n popular estimation never
recovers lost ground. Just as if we
lose faith in, and become antagonistic
towards a man, we are apt to think that
all he does is wrong, even although
many of the things he does are right,
and many neutral; so when the people
lose confidence in a government, it can-
not please them, even in the inaugura-
tion of measures of wise policy. The
(Laurier government is on the down
grade, and the longer it delays before
appealing to the country the further
down it will slide.

‘We do not think a stronger argument
for Mr. ‘Chamberlain’s imperial policy
was ever penned than that contained in
the words of Mr. A. B. Cummins, Gov-
ernor of Iowa. He is warmly advocat-
ing a reciprocity treaty -with Canada:
“Joseph Chamberlain,” -he says, “sees
the future with a clearer vision than his
associates, and ere long his plan will
be the plan of the English administra-
tion. He knows that if England were
to impose a duty upon the agricultural
imports from the United States and per-
mit those same exports from :Canada to
enter free, and thereby induce Canada
to raise still higher her barriers against
the United States in manufactured arti-
cles. and lower still more the barriers
against the imports from England in
manufactured articles, he would at
once deprive the United States of its
best customer, promote the business of
the English manufacturer, and bind the
colony to the Mother ‘Country with
chains of enduring strength. ‘We must
thwart the designs of Great Britain,
and reciprocity is our most effective
weapon.” His idea is that before re-
ciprocal relations are established be-
tween Great Britain and 'Canada, the
United States should endeavor to es-
tablish reciprocal relations between Can-
ada and herself which would render a
closer commercial tie nwithin the Em-
pire impossible, It does not appear to
have entered into this sapient gentle-
man’s head that iCanadians are quite as
capable of clearly appreciating the issue
as he is himself and are prepared, if
hecessary-to make sacrifices for the Em-
pire, but under mo circumstances to
make a sacrifice of the ‘Empire.

London, Nov. 13.—In a letter to,Miss
Milner, sister of ILord Ailfred Milner,
Lord High Commissioner to '‘South Af-
rica, Joseph Chamberlain contends: that
the argument. that political corruption
results from a protective policy, is ab-
surd, Mr.. Chamberlain says: “Ger-
many is free from corruptiom;, while
in the Unifed States there is a good
deal of cerruption, which is osmsed by
the presenee of Irish political; erganiza-
tions.

In the morning the em-
barrassed amateur cautiously reconnoitres
with his head between the parted cur-
tains before emerging to the wash hand
basins in the smoke room; from the ladies’
toilet room at the other end of the car
comes forth the lady from Ottawa, a
miracle of sweetness, and the bloom born
of beauty sleep, with a different blouse
from yesterday’s. Here name is Mary
Ethel Dupont; she was at school in Chel-
tenham College and Geneva; she thinks
the English climate dreadful, and her
father is- in the lumber trade. She is
going to the coast. In the course of the
next four days she will make the acquain-
tance of most of her fellow passengers
in the car; could it be otherwise, living
for that period in a parlor—so to speak
—about eighty feet long, By perhaps ten
wide, and full of concealed beds, as we
at home should call them?

RIGS AND PONIES,

If Canada has something to teach us

The buckboard, a fQong plank
stretched between two pairs of wheels,
with no springs, and carrving a seat, or
even two If necessary—is not elegant,
and is onlv moderately comfortable, Dem-
ocrat wagons. ‘“freighters,” or ““Dukes”_
considering the character of the roads
and trails they travel on—perhaps it is
little wonder they should not be spick and
span. A sprightly, varnished yeilow dog-
cart would, on most Canadian roads, be
as out of nlace as a motor car on the old
Caribou road or in the Rocky Mountains.
I realized this many times with grievous
achings of the lumbar regions, and once
peculiarly when we had to disintegrate
a tuckboard to earry it over the smoulder-
ing tree trunks/that had fallen across the
trail in a forest fire.

SARAFCFF’S COUSIN
WANDERING GYPSY

Finds Csnada is Little More
Friendly to Nomads Than
Bulgaria.

“I am a cousin of Boris Sarafoff,
the leader of the Macedonian commit-
tee,” said the head of a band of gipsies
who were in Victoria some days ago,
and, after returning to Vaneouver made
an ineffectual effort to go to Seattle,
being sent back yesterday to Vancou-
ver. This was the start of a strange
story told by the man who calls him-
self the chieftain of a band of Mace-
donian refugees, who elaim to have
left :Bulgarxa nine months ago in search
of liberty and freedom. ‘Coming to
Canadgx, they have journeyed from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, doing much of
the travel on foot.

“We thought we were coming to a
free country,” he went on, ‘“but there
seems to be no such land for such as
we. We find the same things existing
here. To aid Sarafoff to get rid of
the Turkg I got about 100 men to mort-
gage their farms and give the mouney
to the central committee at Sofia, at
the same time signing the pledge of the
committee, which has for its motto,
‘Liberty or Death.” .After enduring in-
numerable hardships, we left our coun-
try, thinking to find the freedom we
sought on this continent. Your gov-
ernment has lots of money, lots of pro-
perty; my tribe has mnothing but its
tents, still your government sends men
to move us off whatever land we settle
upon. That is the way in Bulgaria.

. “Some of my men have made money
since they came to the country, and they
have been able to get into the United
States; those of us who have not the
money cannot enter that country. When
the trouble broke out in my country I
joined my cousin in fighting against the
Turks. A spy informed on me. I had
concealed my wife and children in a cave
in the mountains. - The Turks came af-
ter them. I waded through blood in
escaping from the country with them.
Wq left by way of the Peekedolze Pass,
which it was necessary to storm at
night, there being a guard of Turks
th_ere. By waylaying a wagonload of
wines and drugging it, we managed to
kill 30 of the guard. and.get through.
We reached the coast in safety and
came to Canada.”

The Novi Krai, the local Russian
newspaper, in its denial of the reported
Japanese landing in XKorea, says the
sensational report did not come from
Russian sources, although it caused
great alarm and occasioned the sailing
of the fleet to protect Russian interests.
The Novi Krai says: *“For our own
part we must say that, informed on
the best authority as to the true state
of things in Korea, we do not deny the
fact that some warlike preparations are
at present going on in Japan and that
the fleet is engaged in manoeuvres. We
deny, however, that Korea is the object
of these preparations.”

The manoeuvres in which the land
forces have been engaged, following
those of the navy, have been brought
to a close, and the occasion was sig-
nalized by the roar of cannon and the
rattle of musketry at frequent inter-
vals throughout the morning. The mus-
ketry fire was so close to the town
that I fancied an assault was being
made by the ‘“invaders” on some of the
principal defences near the town, per-
haps on Gold Hill itself. This hill was,
it will be remembered, taken very eas-
ily by the Japanese during the China
war, but it could not b¢ taken so eas-
ily mow. j .
manoeuvres were not properly carried
out and since an attempt on the part
of the invaders to land some -troops
nort™ of Talienwan was foiled, I sup-
pose the only way.to hold any land
manoeuvres at all was to take it for
grantéd that some of the enemy had
landed .in Regent’s Sword Peninsula,
and to let him see what he could do
under such favorable circumstances.
There is now, however, a strong bat-
tery at Talienwap, and the narrow neck
of land further north as well as the
hills further south are well proteeted,
and can be better protected jn case of
need by light batterfes, for, of ecourse,
the system—or rather, systems—of com-
munication between the different points
of advantage along the coast is, I be-
lieve, very efficient.

On Sunday, the 11th, there was a
grand review, in the course of which
all 'the soldiers of the garrison, with
the exception of the fortress artillery,
passed in review before the vieeroy. At
least 40,000 men were present on the
occasion, and ‘smart-looking, well-set-
up fellows they were. The TRussians
seemed to have made an innovation in
their army system by the introduction
of mounted infantry, a considerable
number of which troops are attached to
each regiment. These mounted infantry-
men ride well and must be an invalu-
able addition to a regiment, of which
they are as it were, the eyes and eare
The Russians are not disposed to impart
much information about this useful inno-
vation, but I daresay the foreign mili-
tary attaches at St. Petersburg have
long ago obtained full details. The
horses of the Cossacks present on the
occasion were of the small Kunantung
breed, but might perhaps on that ac-
count make a better show in a cam-
paign than the heavy -horses from
Tomsk. Perbaps they were not suit-
able, however, for the djigitoffka ‘or
peculiar performance of the Cossacks
(which has been given on several oc-
casions lately, I believe, by these bold
riders af Tientsin) in which, while rush-
ing at full speed, they stand upright
on the saddle and go through a num-
ber of other extraordinary exercises. At
all events that remarkable exhibition
was not given on the present occasion.
The number of spectators was very
large and one could not help feeling
that such a magnificent body of men
would not fail, in case of need. to give
an excellent account of themselves.

‘Fleets of The Rivals In Far East

~ -.-H‘- M. s.“ood Leads
in S8hooting.

The British battleship Prince George,
of the channel fleet, had a 2arrow: escape
from foundering throu collision with
the battleship Hannibal October 20, off
Ferrol, Spain. 'The accident occarred at
2 o'clock in the morning, the night be-
ing extremely dark.” None of the vessels
carried lights, and when the Hannibal
suddenly loomed up on the port side of
the Prince - George nothing could be
done to avert the collision. The ram of
the Hannibal struck and smashed the
hull of the Prince George fifteen feet
below the water line.  Collision mats
were at once placed over the dam-
aged side and weights were shifted to
starboard, balancing to some extent the
weight of water which filled the com-
vartment. Fortunately the sea was
smooth, and the water tight bulkheads
jwere in proper condition, enabling the
"ship to proceed to Ferrol, where she was
docked and repaired in five days,. The
Hannibal was only slightlﬁ damaged.

H. M. S. HOOD LEADS.
. A list of the results of prize firing of
all the ships in ‘the British navy during
1902 has unexpectedly been published.
The battleship Hood is in the place of
honor with the 16.25 inch gun_and the
13.5 inch guns. With the 12 inch gun
the Ocean was thé best; the armored
cruiser Aboukir leads with the 9.2 inch
and the Ocean again made the best
showing with the 6 inch guns.

pRAUISSIA’S INCREASING FLEET.
The Russian fleet in Chinese waters is
steadily increasing and exceeds now that
of the fleet of Japan. It numbers ten
battleships, five armored cruisers, nine
protected cruisers, four armored gun-
boats, five unprotected cruisers, three
gunboats and fifty-six destroyers and
torpedo boats. The Japanese fleet in-
ecludes six battleships, seven armored
cruiseis, five coast defence ships, fifteen
protected cruisers, four cruisers, six tor-
pedo gunboats, five gunboats and fifty-
six destroyers and torpedo boats in ser-
viceable condition. Russia is, in addi-
tion to the ships arrived on the station,
fitting out at Kronstadt three battleships
four armored ecruisers, one protected
cruiser and a dozen destroyers which
will be sent out to the scene of possibly
impending trouble with great despatch.
Japan, it is understood, is negotiating
for the purchase of the two Argentina
battleships, Constitution and Libertad,
recently launched in Englané.
GERMANY'S NEW WARSHIPS.
During the coming winter the German
dockyards will be busy completing and
fitting out thirteen new vessels delivered
by contractors or built at the dockyards.
The battleship Schwaben, two armored
cruisers, Friedrich Karl and Prinz Adal-
bert, and the cruiser Undine are getting
ready for their trials; two armored cmuis-
ers, Roon and Deutschland, have recent-
1y been launched and three cruisers, Ber-
lin, Hamburg and Mercur, also launch-
ed, will be ready by spring. Three bat-
tleships, Elsass, Hessen, and Preussen,
will not be completed within a year; and
two more battleships of an improved
type are being built at thé Germania
vard at Kiel, while a fourth battle-
ship, M., is to be laid down at Stettin.

Steveston Murder
Probably Revenge

Dead Chinaman Suspected of
Causing Raid on a Gamb-
ling House,

Defended Himself Before High-
binders But Was Ordered to
Pay $500.

.. The plausible theories as to the mo-
tive in the murder of the Chinaman,
'Sing, at Steveston, are of a startling
character,

'Sing was found-with his throat cut
from ear to ear lying on his own bed
in his gambling house.

No arrests have followed except those
arrested and held as material witness-
es. The most remarkable feature of
the murder is that Sing predicted his
death and informed the police who were
going to kill him.

He stated that he had won several
hundred dollars in a Chinese gambling
ouse. The house had urged him to
come next night so that they might get
‘Satisfaction.” He said he would, but
did not turn up. The police, however,
did turn up, and successfully raided the
place, Sing was accused of “tipping off
the house” to the police. This gambling
'ho_use. was owned by an influential
Highbinder and the Tyhoe of a eclan.
Sing belonged to another clan at enmity
awith the eclan to which the gambling
house proprietor belonged. Sing was
taken to a meeting of Highbinders,
! where he was put on trial, the chair-
man being the judge the officers, or
flyee_s, the jury. .

A Poor Man’s
Proposition

The Discovery is All That Was
Alleged by The Pros-
pectors.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

Reports were circulated in July last

of a rich find of placer gold in the Al-
sek division of the White Horse dis-
trict. A stampede followed, and some
1,200 claims were loeated on Ruby, 4th
12th Jauly, Marshall, Granite,
Dixie, ILa Rose and Snyder Creeks. So
encouraging were the prospects that de-
velopment followed and the results are
so satisfactory that preparations are
being made for the yvigorous prosecution
of development during the winter and
next season,
- At mo piace 1n tre whole extensive
area will the prospector be disappoint-
ed in finding paying indications  of
coarse gold. Wherever bedrock has
been reached pay has been found from
an ounce to an ounce and a half per
day per man. So encouraged were the
seekers after the yellow metal that
parties crossed the divide twenty miles
distant to the Lake Kluahne district,
with exceedingly satisfactory results.

The latest strike in this district re-
ported promises to be phenomenally rich.
And as it is likely to be much heard
of in the future, we publish extracts
from the diary of one of the discoverers
which should prove of interest. The
party consisted of Messrs. Smith, Alter-
mose, Bones and Ater. Bullion Creek
flows due east, rising in the Coast range

of Further Outrages in
Asia Minor.

Occurred Eight Days Ago And
Were Cold Blooded
Murders.

Pittsburg, Nov. 12.—Ara B. Chutjian,
of Pittsburg, brother of Rev. Q. B.
IChutjian, who was murdered in the
streets of Odessa, Russia, last june, and
leader of the local Huntschgonist revo-
lutionary branch of the Armenian patri-
‘ots, today received advices of another
massacre by Turkish soldiers of bands
©of Armenians in Asia Minor., The
butcheries occurred, according to Mr.
[Chutjian, about eight days ago in Baya-
|zid, near the foot of Mount Arrarat.

Chutjian said: “The first band of Ar-
menians which was about one hour in
advance of the second band, was at-
tempting to reach Asia Minor in order
to afford relief to the suffering Armen-
lan farmers. It was made up of some
fifteen members.

| *“The Turkish soldiers were informed!
that the advance body was coming by,
a member of the opposition party of our
Society. When the band arrived at a!
blockhouse in one of the passes all were |
ikilled. It was simply a co]d-'bloodedl
{bptchery. The second band halted some
distance away, fearing that their
ifriends had fallen into the hands of the
[Turkish soldiers. The latter went out
to meet the second expedition and killed
many of them. Money and everything'
intended for Armenian relief was con-
fiscated by the Turkish soldiers.”

Mr. Chutjian explained that the relief
of the suffering Armenians in the Mt.
iArrarat digtrict was the only intention
of the bands.
