The Taverns and Etection Day,

Well, you see, it's this way, said a hotel-
keeper, I just loose $40 clear by having to
close my place for election day, and we
find it hard enough to meet our engage-
ments by doing business six days out of
seven, But the sore point is that not only
are we prevented from doing any- business
on election and other prohibited days, but
our growing rivals, cge clubs, are not in-
terfered with, but are in full swing and
doing a roaring trade, I'll bet you :‘Le of
the five or six clubs in this town that I
know of all of them did an immense
business in selling liquor on election
day. I'm ever prepared to admit
that in the interest of public order the
bars ought to be closed, but by the same
reasoning so also ought the ciubs, The
day passed off quietly, but that was as

uch owing to the improved way| they

ave of taking the vote as of closing our
bars. It’s all very fioe to talk about regy-
lating the taverns, but they ought to give
us a rest and try it on the olubs, which are
not licensed, which sell every day in the
week and  every hour of the day, and are
not finterfered with on election. or other
prohibited days.

Where most of us would have been in
our bars doing business had the law not
prohibited us, we turned out, and the
majority, I think, worked against With-
row.

600 killed and a large number of wounded,
Ihe French captured two batteri-s of
Krupp guns, a large number of rifl-s,
smmunition, provisions and some Caiuese
standards and convoys. The French losses
in both battles were three officers wounded,
nineteen men killed and sixty-five wounded.

Sdime Sharp Practice by a Newspaper
Reporter,
From an Enalia{t Paper.
The recent disclosures as to obtaining

-surreptitiously government secrets leads

me to a period fifty years ago when clev-
erer things were done than are ever accom
plished now. When the duke of Welling-
ton was prime minister one of the morning

newspapers gave the program of a very
important government proceeding about to
be adopted. It startled all parties and
created an immevse sensation among
the tories; for that political party had
received no information that the cabinet
iatended any sach move; nay, the m-jrity
of thé cabinet ministers themselves were
equally in the dark; and yet the ancounce
ment was true, The duke was full of
wrath at the premature display of his plane,
and equally full of surprise, seeing that
those plans had not been committed to
paper. The clue to the mystery was, after
& time, obtained. The duke of Weliington
ton was rather deaf during the later period
of hie life, and (as is ususlly the case under
such circumstances) adopted . a somewhat
loud tone in conversation, Qae evening,
after a stirring debate in ‘the house of
lords, the duke walked home arm-in-arm
with another peer, a trusted member of
his party, but not a member of nis govern-
ment.

In fact
the public, who are individually awake to
their own interests, do not seem to care
collectively how or by whom they are
served. And the natural consequence has
followed—the public service has become
the refuge of the dude and the ward-
boes, & froviglenﬁsl provision for the
families of ministers and members of par
liament. : :

_ reform is simply the application to that

service of those ordinary business prin-
siples - which every individual follows in
selecting and retaining his own employes.
John Bull has shown his proverbial com-
mon sense by being the first to introduce
this reform, in  spite of aristocratio tradi-
tions and privileges.

To facilitate intercoursein the local
centres without arousing the suspicion
of the authorities, the ¢‘ftrusted por-
sons” of the district convene meetinge
from time to time which take the form cf
(riendly gatherings in houses or excursions
into the country, Under the innocent
title of singing elasses, smoking clubs, and
the like associations are formed for party
purposes. Sometimes the character and
object of social organization and mestings
are no secret to the authorities, but ar
iconnived at because either it is not always
desirable to act up to the utmost rigor of
the 1aw, or because it Is advisable to ignore
the illegality of the proceedings so as to
gain information profitable to. the powers
that be, Much latitude cftthis kind i»

Lord Bacon.
Frem Houschold Words.
In June, 1621, the disgraced lord chan
lcellor retired to the stately bouse, now a
ruin, in Gorbambury park, of which be
was the owner. He had pleaded guilty to
twenty-three charges of bribery. In one

buttons worth fifty pounds ; in a third a
diamond ring, worth five or six hundred
pounds ; in a fourth, a suit of hangings,
worth one hundred and sixty pounds
From some London apothecaries he ac-
cepted ambergris and a gold taster, and he
took from certain French merchants one

thousandxnnds. The defence set up was
that it waé the custom at that time to
make such presenta to Judges. In pearly
every case the presents were made after
_the suits were decided, and in many the
presents wers reccived by Bacon's servants
withéut his knowledge. The chancellor
himself always adhered.to this line of
defence, He wrote, on his fall; to his
royal master :

“This is my last suit I shall make to
your majesty in this business, prostrating
myself upon the mercy seat ufter fifteen
years’ service, wherein I have served your
majesty in my poor endeavors with an
entire heart, and, as I presume to say to
your majesty, am still’s virgin in matters
that _goncern your person or crown, and
now ctaviag that, after eightstepa of honor;
I be no\tﬁrecipitated altogether.”

And Bacon says again in another letter:

«For the briberies and gifts, wherewith
1 am charged when the lock of hearts shall
be opened, I hope I shall not be found to
have the troubled fountain of s corrupt
heart in & depraved habit of taking rewards
to prevent justiee, however I may be frail
and partake of the abuses of the time.”

And he wrote to Buckingham, with all
the boldness of innocence:

«“However I have acknowledged that the
sentence is just, and for reformation sake
fit I have been a trusty and honest amd
Christ loving friend of your lordship, and
the justest chancellor that hath been in
the tive changes since my father's time."”

. Fined £40,000, and sent to the Tower,
though but tor a shors time, and deprived
of the grest seal, Bacon, exiled at Gor-
hambury, has left a record of his own feel
ings in that soiitude, He calls himself,
touchingly, ‘‘old, wesk, ruined, in want,
and a very subject of pity.” e longe
for York house in the Strand, or Gray’s
Isn, where he might have company,
physicians, conference with his creditors
and friends about his debts, and the neces-
sities of his estate, and helips. for his
studies and writings, . At St, Albans he
said he lived ‘‘apsn the sword. point of a
sharp air, endaugered if I go abroad, dull
if I stay within, solitary and comfortless,
without compavy, bavished from all oppor-
tunities to treat with any to do myself
‘good and to heip out my wrecks, and
that which is one of my greatest grief, my
wife, that bath been no partaker of my
offending, must be partaker of the misery
of my restraint.”” Bat time gradually
made Gorhambury less of a prison. Bacon
expressed the resolve to study, ‘‘vot ‘to
become an abbey lubber, as the old proverb
was, but to yieid some fruit of my private
life.” In the green shades he studied and
meditated with his chaplain, Dr. Ramley,
his faishful eeeretary, Meantys, his wise
amanpuensis, Hobbs, and his loving friend,
George Herbert.  In ©ctober; 1625, the
antumu before he died, he wrote to a
friend :

“Good Mr. Palmer, I thank God, by
means of the sweet air of the country, I
have obtained some degree of health, and
1 would be glad in the solitary time to
hear a little from you how the world goes.”

In his will he desired to be buried n St.
Michael’s charch, mear Sbt. Albans, for,
says the great philogopher: “There was
my mother buried, it is the parish church
of my msnsion house in Gorhambury, and
it is the only ebristian eburch within the

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HEALTH OF WOMEN,

——
A Physician’s Idea as to the Cause of
Female Iafirmities of Body. g

A'well known physician, whose practice
lies in the direction of the fashionable up-
town avenues and is largely among women,
was talking about health matters generally
with a reporter of the New York Mail and
Express, when the conversation turned
upon the ill-health bf women as ¢ mpared
with that of the stepner sex.

“The principal# cause of wom:n's ill
health,” said the doctor, *iis that they
ignore the oid saying : ‘Mens sana in cor-
pore sano.” The majority of women who

have passed their 20th year know next to
nothing about the -exertion of mind and
body. To begin with, woman ia molded
of finer clay than men, and is, of course,
more susceptible toinjury. They do not
observe the rules of hygiene o uniformly
as men do,”

«Explain matters's little more in detail,
doctor.” : :

“Well, women do not eat, drink or
dress with reason. They nibble too much.
Their stomachs are constantly st work, It
is almost impossible for that organ to
secrete any chyle—that is, the juice which
acts as a dissolvent to the contents of the
stomach—so long as that organ is at work,
By this toodrequent eating a rational
appetite is spoiled. Only one thing then
can follow—an impaired _digestion and
dyspepsia.

“I'ne greatest cause of the poor health
of American woman, however, is the lack
of invigorating employment, They loll too
much. Their brain and whole muscular
system becomes sluggish, and atlast incap-
able of sustaining any atrain at all. The
need of American women is not doctors'and
medicines, but advice and more out of
door exercise, more useful employment in
the house, and more interchange of ideas
and opinions. Woman, instead of being
man’s inferior, and the weaker of the two,
is intended by nature to be the greater and
stronger.”

POUL RACKS AND BILLIARD CUES,

The Latest Improvements in the Equip-
ment of the Player.
- From the New York Tribume.

“*Time is money’ in billiards and in
pool as in many other things,” said the
foreman of the largest company in the
country engaged in billiard table manufac-
turing to a Tribune reporter, ‘‘and on that
account many inventors are continually
racking their brains for ideas that will
benefit billiard men and put money in
their own pockets,” :

The old fashioned pool ball racks will
soon be things of the past. Much time is
lost in taking the balls from the rack, as at
present constructed, and depositing them
in the triangle, which must also be put in
place before the table is ready for a game.
There are a half dozen new things in this
line. Oane is a rack that can be carried
bodily to the table and its contents dumped
Another rack is-so con-
strusted that the balls run into’a triangle
furnished with & bottom slide. The tri-
angle can be detached from the rack and
carried to the table. The bottom slide is
then removed, leaving the balls in position.
Thoe third is a combination of rack, gully
and triangle, and is called ‘‘the antomatic
pool rack and gully.” It is mad of oak or
ask, and is ornamental., The rack is fast-
ened to the wall. Thetriangle is at the
end of the gully, The gully.-moves on a
hinge, and caun be lowered to the level of
the table. A motion of the wrist puts tri
apgle and gully into position against the
wali, and the rack is ready once more for

Taste in billiard cues takes a wide range,
but all tastes can be satisfied at the ware-
rooms. There they can be seea ‘in all
stages of manufacture. They range in
price from 50 cents to as many dollars,
e tips are made of ash or maple. The
butts are fashioned of ebony, walnut,
tulip, Amarinth (a close-grained reddish
colored wood, susceptible of a high degree
of polish), mahogany, snakewood, eocoa,
bola, rosewood and a number of other
Woods, Sometime three or four different
kinds of wood are used for centre pieces,
or in the butt, All sorts of combinations
are attempted in the manufacture of fancy,
special, or exhibition cues. Many are or-
namented . with name, pieces of inlaid
pearl, ivory, siver and gold, according to
the taste of the owner. The leather tips
with which cues are furnished were in-
vented by & Frenchman nanted Migaud in
1823 and in the same year were introduced
iuto this country. France has a monopoly
of their manufacture to this day. They
are imported ready for use,

When they are Decidedly Injurious—
- Commeon Sense Kules.
From the New York Tribune,
Much of the literature on the subject of
the Turkish bath owes its origin to those
who are financially interested in the suc-
ceds of the baths, As such it is of course
to be regarded with a certain degree of
soepticiem, In order to get the opinion of
high and disinterested medical authority
in the matter, Dr. Wm, A, Hammond was
called upon,, In response to the guestion:
“Ig the Turkish bath always beneficial in
its effects?” Dr, Hammond said: “The
Turkish bath is generally beneficial to a
person in good health, Always is a word
which never ogcurs in a physician’s voca-
bulary, Thus the layman might u; that
strawberries were always healthful, but
the physician knows that the generally
harmless strawberry when eaten by cer
tain persons will produce a most violent
eruption of the skin. I am justified in
saying then that the Turkish bath is gen-
erally beneficial, although I have known
cases in which a serious derangement of
the body’s functions has resulted from'a
gingle bath.” "
“In what cases are the baths most in-
jurious ?”’ :

“In all cases where there is a tendency
to heart disease. Men have died in the
bath from aggravation of this trouble pro-
duced by it. No one should enter the hot
room for the first time without having had
his heart examined by a physician.”

‘‘Are you a patron of the Turkish bath?”
was the next question.

“T used to frequent them,” was the reply;
“but of late have contented myself with a
cold bath : every morning. I find that the
best both for health and cleanliness.”

“Would you recommend that for a per-
son of slight physiqee ?” asked the reporter
with a glance at the doctor’s stalwart
figure.

“] would recommend it for every one
with*whom it agrees. That is the test of
common sense and medical science. If you
remain blue and cold after a bath don’t
take it again while in the same state of
health. If, on the other hand, your sys-
tem reacts, the effect is entirely beneficial.
If you pin me down to generalization, 1
should say that the tepid bath is most
beneficial to the majority of the people.
The hot bath should never be taken in one’s
house,”

When handed a long newspaper clipp-
ing in which it was laboriously proven
that the curse of this age was a too free
use of soap and water, the people of the
temperate regions growing weak and
short-lived under its application, while
the natives of the north lived to a good old
age, encased in dirt and train oil, the doc-
tor characterized it as ‘‘an elaborate argu
ment built npon false premises.”

‘A person should wash once a day,” he
continued; ““with soap; for without soap
the eKin will shed water like the plumage
of a duck:. Indulgence in & Turkish bath
should ot be as frequent, owing to its
weakening tendencies: It is preposterous
to eay that the- inhabitants of the north
outlive those of the south. The Esqui-
maux are a very short-lived race, while
the negroes are at the other extreme,
Witness the number of colored nurses who
dandled the father of his| country upon
their knees, and still live to tell the tale,”

It requires a
live fish, To get it he sent to Csnnd% A
splendid fellow, weighing about twenty
pounds, was caught for him in the Resti-
gouche river, &)ncked in a water-tiget tub,
and forwarded to Washington, I would
not dare to-say what it cost to send the
fish here. It was certainly not less than
$5 a pound. The most elaborate prepara-
tions had been made to do_justice to the
process of cooking it. A dozen or more
of the young man’s boon companions were
invited to witness the process, At the

roper time all assembled in the kitchen,
into which the tub containing the salmon
had been carried. On the range stood a
cepper boiler imported .from Eogland for
the purpose, Its inner sides were lined at
regular intervsls with blades of steel sharp
as knives, The young man at ence as-
sumed direction of matters., 'Cold water
was put, by his orders, into the boiler on
the range, and the salmon’s quarters
changed from the tub to the boiler, It
took three men to manage the salmon, As
spon as this was done fires were” built
under the range, and the fish was slowly
boiled to death. Of course, as the water
got warmer and warmer, he would plunge
about more and more,  With every move-
ment he made his body would come into
contact with the knives and be ripped
open. It was nearly three quarters of
an hour befere the. fish was dead, and
full hour before it was fit to be
served. One of tne young men in relating
the story to me gaid: ‘It wes a dis-
gusting sight, I tell you, It made me
almost sick, and if I had not Yeared it
would offend the host I would have refused
to eat of the dizh. It was, though, the
best salmon I ever tasted. You see the
scotching takes out all the milk which is
so objectionable in fish when less than
twenty-four hours old, puffs out the flesh
and makes it light, and you get at the
same time all the good qualities inherent
in fresh fish. It looks when done almost
like pop-corn.” He added laughingly:
“There ought to bo some punishment pro-
vided for people who delight in such
cruelty for the sake of gratifying their
stomach, The line used to be drawn at
the scaling of live fish and the skinning of
live eels; but ‘scotching’ salmon, you will
admit, is worse than either.”
