On the top of those 
put a layer of macaroons, which also sprinkle 
with the same quantity of sweetened and 
spiced rum (two lumps of sugar and one pinch 
of ground cloves and one of cinnamon ars 
sufficient to cause it to become that); also 
squeeze m the dish the juice of one orange 
and of half a lemon. Cover with the lightest 
puff-paste imaginable. Bake in a moderate 
oven until the paste is sufficiently done, and 
serve either hot or cold. Here is the sauce for 
it: Beat up the yelk of one egg with two 
wineglassfuls of cream and one tablespoonful 
each of rum, brandy and of orange and lemon 
juice.
