As pointed out yesterday the attempt to
murder Mr. Frick, was, it is now generally
believed, the result of & well planned, de-
liberately executed scheme of Anarchists-to
settle a wage war by the realization of their
scheme to punish capitalists by death for
their differences with labor.

Whether Johann Most will be landed in
prison for complicity in the ferocious on-
slaught on Mr. Frick remains 'to be seen.
At this moment there is much to indicate
that he must have known such a crime was
being planned.

Anarchy has not made such & desperate
attempt topopularize itself since the Hay-
market rio@ in Chicago. Since that time
anarchists have become convinced that they
can’v fight the American Government face
to face, army to army, In this last effort
to make themselves a power there is every
reason to believe that they deliberately
doomed one of their number to almost cer-
tain destructionn order that he might kill
that capitalist ‘now most prominent in the
eyes of the American people.

Had the assassin succeeded in destroying
Mr. Frick there is very little doubt that
the Carnegie Steel Co.” would have been
beaten in its fight against organized labor.
Then the Amarchists - would bave claimed
the credit of having won the fight and
thereupon sought to make converts.

man the Tenth. Col. Streator ordered
the entire t to drawn up in
line and then he directed the man who
proposed the cheers for Bergman to ad-
vance to the front. After a little delay
Iams ste, forward. When asked why
he had quilty of such a thing he
assumed an air of bravado’ and refused to
answer. He was asked to apologize, but
refused to do so. He was then sent to the
ard -house and his case was reported to

ajor-General Snowden, who ordered a
oourt martial, .

The regimental officers held the hear-
ing in the matter yesterday, and as
admitted his guilt and refused to apolo-
gize the court martial ordered that half
the hair of his head and mustache be
shaved off, that he be strung up. by the
thumbs for 30 minutes, be stripped of his
unitorm, = dishonorably discharged and
drummed out of camp. After having his
head and mustache jshaved as directed
Iams was hanged up by the thumbs. For
20 minutes he endured the torture and then
he lost consciousness, Two surgeons
ordered that he be cut down at once orhe
would soon be dead. He was cut down,
and after the doctors revived him he was
stripped of his uniform and given an old
pair of overalls to wear. With only these
and a shirt and an old hat he was led out
of the camp to Swissvale station to the tune
of the ¢ e’s March.” The entire pro-
visional brigade witnessed the humilating
spectacle.

It was Washington Nathan who, at 6
o’clock on the morning of July 29, 1870,
stumbled over his father’s corpse, which
was lying on the library floor in the Nathan
homestend, No. 12 West Twenty-third-
street, The mystery of that murder has
never béen solved, and to the day of his
death Washington Nathan has suffered un-
der the probably unjust suspicion of
complicity {in the butchery of the old mil-
lionaire.

Washington Nathan,-a#¥ays noted for
high living and money-spending qualities,
married Mrs. Arnott, a dsughter of Colonel
Mapleson of operatic fame. ‘By Benjamin
Nathan's tragic death the entire property
passed to Mrs, Nathan. The Nathan family
then moved to Fifth-avenue and expended
$35,000 annually in living expenses.

The mother died in 1879, leaving $1,000,-
000. Washington Nathan, however, leaves
no estate, having spent all his money in
in luxurious living, The closing years o
his life were years of—for him—sadly
straightened circumstances.

A MONTREAL BANK THIEF.

CAUGHT WHILE LIVING IN LUXURY
¢ IN GERMANY, °

His Lavish Expénditure of - Money in
Frankfort-on-the-Main Won Him the
Title of *‘the American Millionaire”—
One of the Most Daring Bank Thieves
and Successful Jail Breakers Known,
Nzw Yorg, July 26.—Henry F. Hardy,
one of the most desperate and  reckless
bank robbers and jail breakers that this
country has ever produced, is in the

‘custody of the police of Frankfort-on-the-

Main, Germany. When arrested he was
living on the proceeds of robberies in Ber-
lin and Baden-Baden, in hand style, as
Edward Carson, a wealthy American mine
owner. .

He had apartments at one of the faskion-
able hotels in Frankfort,and wasassociatin
with several well-known Americans an
their familiesiand with two English noble-
men. His ¢lothing was of the finest quality
and he wore expeunsive jewelry., His lavish

nditure of money had won him the title
“The American Millionaire,”

hile seated in the reception room of
his hotel last Friday conversing with a Mr.
Greene of New York, the German police

o

f | entered and placed him under arrest. He

protested vigorously and Mr. Greene was
positive that an absurd mistake had been
made. But a Baden-Baden banker recog-
nized in Hardy a tall, slender, dark young
man who had dashed into his bank, seized &
package containing $24,000 and escaped.

Hardy was taken to jail and the German
police cabled a description of the prisoner
to Chief Inspector Steers. The message
was received at Police Headquarters yes-
terday morning.

Chief Inspector Steers at once uwfnized
“Carson” as Hardy, for whom the police of
many large cities in the United States and
Canada have been searching since Decem-
ber#last. .

Hardy, on September 10, 1888, robbed
the First National Bank ¢f $2750 and the
Commercial National Bank of $8450 by
snatching the money from the tellers. He
was arreated but escaped from the court
room while the trial was in progress. He
was recaptured and next day seatenced to
18 years’ imprisonment. He was taken to
Sing Sing and then transferred to Danne-
mora Prison, Two Weeks latter a gang of
g{lﬁnun was put to work in the yards.

States to retaliate against Canada for alleged

rnnfriendly treatment in the wuse of
some of our canals. = The retaliation,
‘which has been legalized by Con-
gréss and approved of by the President
is to close the Soo canal against Canadiap
shipping. Whether this will be done or not
we! cannot say, we have simply to await de-
velopments,
. But what strikes us in this whole business
first of all is the pettiness that characterizes
theé conduct of the Americans, and we can
only account for it by the supposition that
it # the outcome of the Presidential struggle
now going on among our neighbors,

In . the mnext 'place it strikés us that
it (is disgraceful to a great nation
like the United States. this introduction of
itheir Presidential politics into their interna-
tional relations. Burely two great parties
could flnd enough to discuss without at-
tempting to make political capital out of
buiiting their neighbors.

i The practical lessons for us as, Canadians
tare first that we ought to make our-
*gelves indeperident ot the earli-

est possible moment of such petty non-

. sense as, our neighbors now threaten
us with, and to this end the Government
would be fully justified jn doubling or treb-
ling the niumber of men at work on the con-
struction of the Canadisu Boo Canal. If
this is done we ought to have wifer in our
own canal by the middle of next season;and
in the second ' place another lesson for us
isl that® we ought. to make up our
mind 8s to what the character of
our ‘nmeighbors s, and govern our
selves accordingly. Ina word we ought not
to trust them or put ourselves in their hands.

They are not neighborly and they are not &

treaty-observing nation. As we have said

before they are a nation who allow their
partizan politics to interfere with their
foreign reolations.

' The third Jesson is for our railroad com-
panies, who cannot begin toosoon, to educato
themselves up to the idea that the bonding
privilege may be withdrawn from them any
day,

But just whether we should retaliate by
closibg our: canals to the Americans and
in. other ways -meting out to them
the eye for eye and tooth for tooth code is

Editor World : There is no analogy be-
tween the two tax papers of property on
Sherbourne-stroet referred to by Mr. A, Mec-
Farren, jr., in yesterday'’s Worid, under the
heediog ** Unfair Taxation.”

Mrs. Wright of No. 53 and 60 Sherbourne-
street on the west side between King and
Duke-street has a Iot with 83 feet frontage
and 67 feet deep, assessed at $40 a foot and a
building valued at $525, a total of $1845.

Mr. f Ross Robertson’s lot, on the east
side of Sherbourne-street between Wilton
and Gerrard-streets, has a frontage of 70 feet

with a depth of 180 feet, assessed at $90 a
foot,. His house is valued at $7000, making a
total of $13,300.

Local improvements are computed by the
pumber of feet froutage, witihout regard to
assessment or depth of lot. It costs as much
to lay an aspbalt roadway in front of a va-
cant Jot as in front of a palace. Mr. Robert-
son pays on 70 feet, Mrs. Wright on 33 feeb.

The paving of Sherbourne-street was done
in two sections, between King and Queen
the time for repeyment was fixed at eight
years, and bet ween Queen and Bloor-street
at nine years, waking Mrs. Wright's pay-
ments slightly larger in amount but fewer in
number.
