Ontario Budget. speeches are usually as

Ldry as dust, and that delivered by Hon.

Mt. Harcourt yesterday was no exception
to the rule. The Provincial Treasurer was
received with applause when he rose at 4
o’clock to read his speech, but from - the
opening sentence until he resumed his seat
at 6 o’clock not once was he accorded even
the ghost of a cheer nor even a “Hear,
hear,” from one solitary member. This
was all the more remarkable from the fact
that Mr: Harcourt made a capital speech,
emphasizing his points in straightforward

and lucid language. Perhaps his openi:g*

sentence, to  the effect that he h
nothing very exciting or unusual
to ' say touching the finances, was
the douche  that did the business;
whatever it was the members were most
apathetie, accepting the Budget as a’ mere
matter of course. The leader of the Oppo-
sition was not in the House, Mr. Clancy of
West Kent having been selected to reply to
the Provincial Treasurer. : .
Ontario, said Mr. Harcourt, is in a singu-
larly strong and healthy state couttyted
with the condition of many other provinces
and states across the line. In citing the
fact that the total receipts from the Crown
Lands Department were $§2,252,972.27, the
largest sum ever 'received from this source,
the speaker gave some interesting figures
and made a 30-minute defence of the Gov-
ernment’s - policy in this respect. The
woods and forests item of $2,174,591.38
was explained by the phenomenal sale
of October last. Since Confederation,
he said, there had been 11 timber sales—
four of these took place during the term of
Sandfield Macdonald’s Govarnmgnt, the
average price realized per mile being $380,
the total mileage sold 635, and the highest
price realized $640 per mile. ) i
During the 20 years’ premiership of Sir
Oliver Mowat, since 1872, there had been six
sales, the tptal mileage sold being 4235,}he
average price $1412 and the highest$17,500.
All the sales have been satisfactory and the
last one phenomenally so, no less than 632
miles being'sold at a total of$2,315,000, an
average of $3650, the highest price being
$17,500. The best previous average was
§2852 and the highest price previously
realized $6300, the average of }aat
year thus exceeding the best previous
average by $798. When % 08
remembered that the purchasers must
pay ground rents and government
dties, the magnitude of the sale can be ap-
preciated. The Commissioner is to be con-
gratulated on the unprecedented ' success of
his sale, which vindicates in every respect
the wise policy of his department. He
ridiculed the claims of the hon. gentlemen
opposite that the extinction of the pine
forests of the .country was near at hand,
and ridiculed the gloomy pictures they
painted of the remotely possible conse-
guences. The pine forests of this con-
tinent were amply sufficient for the present
generation at all events.. He claimed thutin
snticipationofextensiverailway construction
and the resultant development of the coun-
try, the Government was in duty bound to
gell the 1imber, asa single fire might de-
vastate a valuable area. If not put under
licensé, a large portion might have been
wiped out. Even now two rival railways
are promoting lines to the ‘territory placed
under license last year. Touching upon
the claim of the Opposition that no licenses
should be issued, except on the understand-

“ing that all timber cut should be manufac-

tured in Ontario and not exported; he
pointed out that such a proceeding would
injure the lumber trade by preventing the
export of the coarser grades of timber, and
the lumber business could only be produc-
tive of the best results when the coarser as
well as the better grades found a ready
market. Besides, the cost of taking out
and driving the timber was fully 50 per
cent. of the total sum expended.. Most of
the lumber must be manufactured in Can-
ada, and this renders restriction unneces-
sary. Fully 70 per cent of the total sold
last October was bought by Cana-
dians. During the past five years
the Government had realized from timber
licenses $5,095,000 and had expended in
grants to railways $5,433,000, educam_on
and achools $10,950,000 and for tie main-
tenance of public institutions 81_1,27;,000,
not to speak of others, thus practically per-
forming municipal work. It was both pru-
dent and necessary to draw upon the timber
resources of the province to increase the
grants referred to as well as” to aid in rail-
way construction and avert forest fires.
He contrasted the policy of the Ontario
Government of putting up the hmits at
auction with-that of Quebec and with the
plan purposed by the Federal. Government
of disposing of its timber by private sale.
The License Revenues.

After briefly referring to the fact that
the revenue from law stamps, $91,617.56,
was the largest  in the history of the Pro-
vince, Mr. Harcourt stated that the
revenue from licenses, $204,757.98, ha_d
fallen $6000 below the estimates. This
might be explained by the fact that last

- year was the ‘first since 1882 that alk the

counties were under the License’ Act.
Since 1889 the receipts from this source had
gradually diminished, -due to the decrease
n the number of liceases issued. If this
decrease is @& sure indication of
the growth of a strong temperance
sentiment no person need deplore it. Dur-
ing the past year local option had only cut
off 17 licenses in the whole province. In
1882 the number of licenses issued was 4163,
and in 1892 there were issued . 3414, a re-
duction of 749. Incidentally he pointed ont
that while Ontario had only 207 ret_;ail
licenses the city of Montreal'alone'had 470,
‘and the receipts of Quebec Province from
licenses for the year ending June 30 last
totalled $383,000—a greater sum than On-
tario received im two years.

Ontario’s receipts from the Educa-
tion Department were $3000 in ex-
cess of the estimates, while the re-
venue from public institutions, $136,-
406.44, was the largest ever received, and
twice as much as in- 1880,

Succession Duties Act,

Mr, Harcourt made an able defence of
the recent Succession Duties-Act. The re-
ceipts from this source had only been
§758.53, but this was no criterion of- what
it would be. ~There was now no diversity
of opinion as to the wisdom of the
expenditures for charities, and with the
growing demands on the province it was
necessary Lo erect a new series of buildings.
The maintenance of thege institutions re-
quired a yearly expenditure of nearly

§900,000. The Government is actually ex-,

pending $1 out of every $11 of the Domin-
ion subsidy for charitable institutions. At
a time when the revenue is stationary, un-
elastic and circumscribed the Goverament
felt it was fully justified in resorting to the
succession tax, a new and fair, source
of revenue. Leazned jurists, able
writeps and sound political "econo-
Jists agreed that the act should
# taken advantage of to & much greater

extent than it had ever been, The succes-
sion tax is the victual payment back to the
state for the services rendered by the state
to the individua!. The 'experience of all
other countries in the matter of succession
duties is encouraging and such as leads us
to expect satisfactory results.

The speaker then reviewed the law since
it first came into offect 'in England as far
back as 1853, showed how successfully ' it
worked in New Yock and Pennsylvania,

and pointed out that thousands of estates

pay duty in the last two states which
would not come under the Ontario act,

which exempted all estates under $10,000,

and also exempted legacies tonear relatives

unless the estate exceeded $100,000.

The Ontario law was therefore a fair and

rensonable one. . What the probable re-

ceipts of this province will be cannot be

judged from the short test the act has had,

but if Ontario receives enough yearly to
mect the granis to hospitals and charities

alone we need not be disappointed. The

general verdict is that the succession ax is

a fair expedient of finance and as little.
burdensome as any scheme that could be

devised.

Referring to the cost of education Mr.
Harcourt stated that the policy of that de-
partment was thoroughness in the rudi-
mentary branches, four out of every five
dollars of educational expenditure being
expended on Public schools, He also con-
gratulated the Government and the Province
in possessing so many facilities for the pro-
fessional training of teachers.

Public Institutions.

In the maintenance of public institutions
$818,435 had been expended. This was an
increase, it was true, but this was to a-cer-
tain extent uncontrollable and automatic.
In the last seven years the patients in these
institutions had increased 31} per cent,
but with the building of the new asylums at
Brockville and Mimico the Province would
have overtaken its present needs. Mr.
Harcourt then quoted statistics show-
ing the ratio of insane people in Eng-
land, Ireland, United States and Ontario,
which last, he-stated, had the smallest pro-
portion, with an average of one. insane per-
son to every 476 mentally sound. The
number of patients in the deaf and dumb
and blind asylums, he was glad to say, was
stationary and even decreasing. After giv-
ing some statistics with reference to the
Agricultural Department Mr, Harcourt
concluded with a panegyric on the new
buildings, on the integrity of the
Commissioner of Pablic Works for
putting  none,  of the  appropria-
tion in his own pocket, and on the sterling
qualities of the Premier, who has so long
administered Ontario’s affairs.

In the estimates submitted by Mr. Har-
court for 1893 the sum of $1,734,000 is men-
tioned as the probable receipts from timber
licenses, $178,700 from public - institutions
and $300,000 from licenses.

Mr, Clancy's Reply.

Figures are always monotonous and Mr.
Clancy’s address necessarily bristled with
these thought tangles. Mr. Meredith was
in his place in the evening. Mr.
Clancy’s line of attack was the com-
paring of the expenditure of the
present with 10 or 20 years ago, to the
evident disparagement of the former.
Taking *73'and 83 as his mile posts Mr,
Clancy stated that in that decade the total
expenditure of the Province had increased
some 2} per cent—a reasonable and
natural increase—but from ‘83 to ’92 the
increase had been 34 per cent. This in-
crease, he pointed ou$, was. entirely dispro-
portionate to the natural enlargement of
the business of the Province, He then
went industriously through all the Govern-
ment  departments, dissecting compara-
tively the detailed expenditure of
each in .his three criterion years, and
in _all cases accusing his ' honorable
friends of making the worse appear the bet-
ter reason. He was especially -severe on
the maintenance cost of the Agricultural
College, Guelph, which, with an increased
outlay for apparatus and salaries, had
nevertheless decreased in attendance and
results. The policy of the Education De-
Eurtment in increasing the expenditure for

igher education for the few came in for a
scathing.

He pointed out that while the expendi-
ture for higher education in high schools
and collegiate institutes had increased that
during the last ten years there had been no
enlargement of the grants to the public
schools, which were by far the more impor-
tant. Too much attention was being paid
to the mstheties and too little to the foun-
dation of education.

Colonization Roads,

On the sulfject of colonization roads Mr.
Clancy spoke at some length. These, he
said, were in many cases a. useless and ex-
travagant expenditure. The roads were
built in districts where they were unused
and where there was no prospect of their
being used for some time.

The timber policy of the Government was
improvident in denuding the lands of tim-
ber wealth that was daily increasing in
value. 1t was spending the capital of the
provinee. Aithough the Government argued
that such cleared land was valuable for set-
tlement purposes, they did not support
their contention by any  extensive free
grants tosettlers. The sales were not con-
ducted as they should be, and the timber
lands were disposed of at ridiculously small
prices to those whose political influence
would count most.

The liquor licensing .system was
only one instance of the centraliza-
tion of power in the Government’s
hands. This Mr. Clancy characterized as
an infringement on both the power and
revenue of the municipalities. There was
a growing indignation among the munici-
palities that the revenue from this -source
should go into the provincial money box
instead ot into their own.

The Provincial Treasurer had not said
much about those outstanding accounts of
Ontario’s with Quebec and the Dorhinion.
His mdnipulation of this matter Mr. Clancy
indicted as a glaring piece of financial
jugglery. .
Then Mr. Clancy took up the matter of
Government patronage and appointments.
He criticised the creation of a
Minister of Agriculture, which of-
fice he stated might have been
covered Dy some other of the over-paid and
under-worked departments. To find places
for, urgent friends the Government had cre-
ated a variety of public offices with nd
other reason than political exigency.

Mr. Clancy closed a two hours’ speech by
indulging in a trenchant review of a cam-
paign pamphlet, entitled ‘Twenty Years of
Honest Government.” The said honest
Government was Sir Oliver Mowat’s, to
which the speaker took most vigorous ex-
ception,

gb was 10 o’clock when E. J. Davis,North
York, rose to make a few remarks in reply
to Mr. Clancy. He talked for half an hour,
at the end of which time Mr. Whitney
moved the adjournment of the debate.

Mr. Davis congratulated himself and the
Government that Mr. Claney had made no
charge of embezzlement against the Minis-
ters of the Crowa, nor any specific charge of
unnecessary expenditure. He defended the
timber policy of the Government, and cited
the late N. G&. Bigelow’s remark, that one
settler was worth six lumbermen. He
denied that there was any sentiment, in his
municipality “at least, against the license
system. If Mr. Clancy would include the
grants  to or schools, which were
certainly public, his statement that the

public school grants had not been increased

£y

would be untrue. Horopcdmbdﬁu

that therc was any recklessness in

those accounts between Ontario,
and the Dominion, there was a " confe

ng on between the three interested par-
, and & arbitration would soon
settle the matter. He alluded to the suc-
cession tax asa beneficial measure, and
stated that the financial statement, as pre-
sented by Mr. Harcourt, was encouraging
and hopeful to farmers, business men, manu-
facturers and in fact all classes.

Orrawa, April 11.—It is learned that it
is the intention of the Militia Department
to convert the Martini rifles, which it is
proposed to call in at an early date, into
the ‘““Martini-Metford.” That is, that the
Metford barrel will be placed upon the
Martini stock and action. The new barrel
is the same as that with which, in com-
bination with the Lee action and magazine,
some of the English regulars are armed.
Some cavalry corps in England have also
had their carbines changed into Martini-
Metford. A Lee-Metford rifle was tested
ata D.R.A. meeting on the Rideau range
two years ago.

LONG TIME FOR DRINKS.

What the Governor of SouthjCarolina Has
i to Say.
[Pittsburg Times.]

The State of South Carelina is goinginto
the liquor business, and Governor B. R.
Tillman and State Commissioner D. H.
Traxler are in Pittsburg looking after a
stock of ‘‘rye” and bottles. They arrived
from Cineinnati last night and registered
at.the Monongahela, and to-day will call
an the leading glass and liguor meén, who
are to quote prices for the ‘‘stocking” of a
big state saloon.

In speaking of drinks last night, the
Governor of South Carolina said toa Times
reporter: “They will be fewer and ‘longer
between’ than ever after July !, at which
time the new dispensary law goes ioto
effect. Then there will not be a licensed
saloon in the whole State of South Carolina.
The wines, whiskies, beer, and in fact all
beverages containing alcohol, will be sold
only at state dispensaries by salaried and
bonded officials. /

“The new law,” continued the Governor,
“provides that every ounce of alcoholic
liquors sold within the State shall- be pur-
chased by the State Commssioner, after
having been subjected to a test and pro-
nounced pure by the State Chemist. No
liquors of any kind can be shipped-into the
state over the line of any railway or by any
common carrier except the package bears a
certificate signed by the State Coramis-
sioner.

All liquors are bottled or jugged in pack-
ages from one-half pint to five gallons each,
‘at the State dispensary under the direction
of the commissioner. These packages are
sealed and then distributed to the local dis-
pensaries, one or more of which may be lo-
cated in any town where a petition for its
establishment is signed by a majority of
the freehold voters. Any person over 21
years of age not an habitual drunkard can
purchase liquors in any amount from half
pint ‘to three gallons by sigoning a written
order for the same.

‘The purchaser need not state for what
purpose he wants the liquor. The maxi-
mum profit charged by the state is 50 per
cent., which is also the maximum profit
allowed the legal dispensaries. The first
profit goes to the Commonwealth, while the
second vorofit is divided between the county
in which the local dispensary is located and
the municipality in whick the liguor -is
sold,

“The new law will make a wonderful
change in the State,,and I think that it
will finally be universally adopted as a
solution of the liquor problem. For 40

ears it has been in successful operation in

Norway.

“‘In Charleston there are now 280 saloons
where, after July 1, there will bs but ten
dispensaries. Even the drug stores are
prohibited from selling any spirits except
alcohol, and even that must be purchased
from the state, and a sworn account of
every ounce used must be made at the end
of each month, stating just what medicines
the article was used to prepare. There
are six prohibition counties in South Caro-
lina, wliere there will be no diepensaries.”

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HUNDREDS ENTOMBED IN A BURN-
ING WELSH COLLIERY.

Fire Damp Ignited By a Spark mnt&?
.. Epgine—Yhe ¥iames Imprison Three
Huundred Miners—Seventy Eseaps After
Fearful Struggles—Rescuers BSecure
Tive of the Dead.

Loxpox, April 11.—A frightfal minh&
accident occurred to-day at Pontypridd,
Wales. A spark from an engine ignited.
‘the gas in the coal pit near Pontypridd and
caused the gas to explode. :

Three hundred miners are entombed in

the mine. The engine house is in flames

and there is the greatest fear that hundreds
‘may have perished. : i

The rescuers who went down were driven
back without being able to bring up
more than five of the dead, and the fate of
the-other miners is in doubt.

The most agonizing scenes are witnessed,
and:throngs of men, women and children,
relatives of those below, are crowded about
the mouth of the coal pit.

Later advices do not lighten tho calamity
and the worst fate is feared for hundreds of
miners.

The pit ia worked in sections, jone seam
being nbove another, The fire resnlting
from the explosion broke out in the eastern
séction, From: this section 70 men su
ceeded in reaching the surface through the

din dip working, led by a miner who knew
the roads. They had a terrible struggle t6
get out, forcing their way through fire and
smoke. Many of them were scorched and
all were terribly exhausted when the;
emerged to safety. They brought no goa
news as to those who were left behind, bas
on the contrary expressed their dread that
all those in the mine had perished. i

Later—At 9.45 o’clock this evening it
is  still impossible to obtain more
than meagre details of the accident.

The first alarm was given at 2.30 o’clock
this afternoon. The sparks from an engine
in a four-foot seam are supposed to have
ignited a pile ot cotton waste. The flames
sFrend to the woodwork and finally ignited
the inflammable gas in the seam. Flameg
and smoke gave to the 200 men at work i
the seam the first - warning of appronchin!
danger. Comparatively few 'of the mes
who were in the seam at the time of the ex;
plosion reached the landing. 3

A rescuing party was formed by the pit
surveyor. The party got as far as the land-
ing at the seam where the fire started, but
were driven back almost immediately by the
dense smoke issuing from the seam.  Afte
a half hour’s rest they went down againan:
forced their way 10 yards into the workin
They found our dead  bodies;
which théy brought back with them]
Attempts’ to go ' further into the
workings were vain, as the woodwork
was burning and large masses of ruins weré
falling incessantly from the roof. One of
the rescue party who ventured too far w
killed. X

The men who saved {hemselves imme-
diately after the fire broke out were too
much confused and frightened to observe
the ‘positions of their felow-workmen. They
are unable to give any clear account of the
distribution of the miners, and the
work of rescue must therefore  proi
ceed under i ies of uncertainty,
There are numerous velunteers to under-
take the work of rescue as soon as it be-
comes possible. At present the flames and
smoke would refider any such undertaking
vain.

Hand grenades, barrels of water and
pipes attached to fire engines on the sur-
face are being used to extinguish the flames
in the mive. In two sections of the mine
the fire was put out. The extinction of
the flames has been followed in each
case, however; by the accumulation of gas,
and it is feared that explosions may follow
shortly.

Another attempt to enter the seam in
which the fire started has proved resaltless.
Although the ®escue party saw six dead
bodies they were prevented by smoks and
heat from reaching them. Where the fire
had been extinguished they were also un-
able’to make any" progress, as they could
wof remain in the foul atmosphere.

The number of men still in the mine can-
not be ascertained. There is a little hope
that some of them foand refuge at such a
distance from the burning sections that
they are still alive.

At midnight tlie fire was again burning
in all sections of the mine near the shaft.
The service pipe which was used to pour
water into the mine has burst. The diffi-
culties in' the way of quenching the fire
have increased greatly, and the rescue of
the miners below is regarded as hopeless,

DYING BY HUNDREDS IN RUSSIA,

In Some Villages iPeople Have Stopped
' Trying to Bury All the Dead.

Moscow, April 11,—The famine in the
European part of the Government of Perm
is worse than ever before. The poor are
dying by bundreds,

In the smaller villages the people have
ceased trying to bury all the bodies. Rela-
tives of the dead are often too weak to pro-
vide burial tor their dead, and so leave the
bodies lying on the roofs of the houses.

Despite the severity of the law against
secret societies and the prohibition of the
collection of funds save through ‘officials
private associations are forming ‘to secure
food and clothes for the sufferers. These
associations, although quite inadequate,
give the only relief which the peasants can
obtain. :

The State Committee has been dissolved
and the provincial authorities have taken
steps to reorganize it.

It is estimated that 252,000,000 pounds
of grain would be required to alleviate the
distress and keep the peasants in food until
the next harvest.

“Workers in Big Shoe Factories in Toron.

. %o Strike for Just One Day—Diffi-

. eulty About Wages. - :

Six hundred shoemakers in the big fac
tories struck yesterday. Two years ago a
scale of wages was' arranged. The agree-
ment terminated the first of this month.
Since then a difficulty had been raised over

When the President entered the room
Sir Julian stepped forward, and presenting
his credentials said: ‘“Mr. President, I have
thehonor to place in yourhandsa letter from
the Queen. my august sovereign, accrediting
me as her Ambassador to the United States

tive at Washington to the rank of an
ambassador, an act which has met at your
hands with gracious and friendly recipro-
city, Her .Majesty has manifested her
éonstant desire to draw more closaly to-

ROCQUE, THE MAN HANGED, 841D
‘- T0O BE INNOCENT.

Two Oumberland Roughs Alleged To Be

STOLEN FOR. HAREMS.

Turks Boldly Kidnap Daughters of
Armenian Christians, £4

Loxpox, April 11.—The question of the
treatment of the Armenian Christians by
the Turks is agein. anzsnming importance,
and it is reported that Great Britain will
propose a conference of the Eur n pow-
ers to consider Turkish misrule. It is
charged that it is common for Turks to kid-
nap Christian girls and dispose of them fo
the owners of harems. If friends of the
girls attempt to regain them they are met
with the statement that the girls have em-
braced Mahometanism, and that, as a rule,
ends the matter so far as the Armenians are
concerned. :

The Christians are ridiculed and sub-
jected to gross outtages, and if the§ object
find themselves arrested on tramped-up
chngea and always found guilty.

Advices from Constantinople show that
the British Consuls at Smyraa, Trebizond
and other in Anatolla (Asia Minor)
have sent the British Embassy in Constan-
tinople lists containing the names of 1800
Armenians imprisoned om various charges
in the several consular jurisdictions.

Some travelers who arrived in Constan-
tinople lately from Asia Minor related a
typical instance of the kidnapping by

urks referred to in the foregoing cable
despatch. A young Armenian girl was
carried off by Mussulmans in the town of
Ciesarea itsell. Her gfather, with the aid
of his relatives, suncceeded, after long in-
quiries and a protracted search, in discov-
ering the place where the girl was de-
tained, and also the names of the offenders.

Armed with this information he at once
lodged a requisition with the local authori-
ties asking for their assistance in recovering
his daughter. His surprise was t when
the authorities informed him that he had
no- right to demand the . restoration of his
daughter to lier hoge, first, bécause she’
was not a minor, and secondly, because she
had not been” carried off at all, but bad of
her own free will left her home in order to
embrace Islamism. i

The father thereupon consulted the Ar-
menian Bishop, and, by his advice, pointed
out to the authorities that under the exist-
ing law every Christian girl who adopted
the Mussulman faith must make a formal
declaration of her conversion before her’
relatives and the clergy of her former

hurch L) tly demanded that
his daughter should be produced and
called upon to make the required pro-
fession of faith.

The demand was acceded to, and on the
day spgoinwd the bishop, the relatives of
the father and many Armenians assembled
to see the girl and hear her declaration.
The girl was then introduced, dressed in
Turkish garments and thickly veiled. She
made the prescribed statement, but the
father declared that he did not recognize
his daughter’s voice and insisted that she
should unveil.

The authorities, however, replied that to
expose the face would be a violation of the
Cheri law and directed that the girl:should
be taken away. "

The Armenian citizens were greatly ex-
asperated at this, and vowing vengeance,
apt.tcked the Mussulmans in charge of the
girl

There was a fierce affray, in which many
on both sides were wounded, and the mili-
tary had great difficuluy in restoring quiet.
A large nnmber of the Armenians were af-

Yesterday witnessed another accident re-

The
other two fortunately escaped without' in-
jury, The accident resulted through ‘the
stubbornness of a baulky horse, 1n seeking
to locate the respousibility for an’ accidens
ot this kind we should bear in' mind that
the motorman on the car has only one pos.
sible route before him. If he goes at ail he
must go straight ahead along the rails.
With the driver of a vebicle it is differens.
He can guide his horse over any part of the
street he wishes.” So that it rests more
with the driver of the horse than with the
motorman to avert accidents, In addition
to this, a man who drives a horse in
the public street . ought to  know
the characteristics of the animal he
has in hand. If a man goes out on the
crowded thovoughfare with a horse that is
liable to come to a sudden standatill with-
out warning, then such a party should be
held responsible for damage that may arise
in consequence. A howl of indignation
would arise if an accident should oceur from
s car that could not be stopped through an
imperfect brake. = Just as reasonably. might
the public blame a private individual who
drives an auimal that he cannot “control.
We are not seeking to relievs the Street
Railway Company of any responsibility
that attaches to them, but to point out
that in many of the accidents that have oc-
curred and do occur in connection with the
trolley system the public is more to blame
than the company. In every case the
responsibility should be brought home to

the ptoper party. p

The Work Should Be Started ¥orthwith,
Street Commissioner Jones says there are
two thousand men out of work in the city
at the predent time. The frost is now out
of the ground, and work on the street rail-
way conversion ought to have been begun
by this time. Itis to be hoped the city
and the Railway Company will come to an
understanding on- the disputed guestion of
permanent roadways. The pavements will
have to be laid in any event, and no matter
. who has to foot the bill finally it will be
better for everyone, - for men out of work,
for the Railway Company- and for the pub-
. lic at large, to have the wotk go on ab onhce
and _completed * without delay. His
Worship ought to insist on such a settle-
ment of the dispute as will permit of the
work of conversion proceeding forthwith.

The St. Alban’s-stfeet Fire. :

The fire in St. Alban’s-street on Monday
night shows the necessity of isolating from
residential and business sections such build-
ings as the one that was  consun.ed. For-
tunately there was little .wind when the
conflagration was in' progress. Otherwise
it would be difficult to estimate what an
enormous destriction of property theére
would have been. Thé block inwhich this
fire occurred is ‘'one of the most unfortunate
districts in the city. In addition to the
blind factory, which was consumed, there
is a planing mill in the centre of the block.
In consequence of these two factories there
has existed in the neighborhood & eonstant
dread of fire; insurance rates are abnormal-
ly- high, and there is. & general
apprehension ~ of danger to life and
limb through a possible conflagration,
Such buildings as these should be confined
to a district where little damage outside of
their own walls would result in the case of
a fire. There is no economy in having an
inflammable factory in a crowded neighbor-
hood.  The excessive insurance | rates
charged on the St. Alban’s-street block of
property would soon pay for the  buildings
and sites upon which the two fac-
tories  in question are erected.
it would pay the people in the
district to buy them up, and we think the
owners would not lose anything by carry-
ing on their business in a more suitable
quarter of the city.

True Temperance Reform.

There is one way to promote temperance
reform and that is on the line of a gradual
strenzthening of the present regulations of
the Ontario law. Prohibition is out of the
question; but the number of licenses might
be reduced in some places and the sale of
them in cities like Toronto might be left
to open competition. A licenspg should go
to a certaih district and the man who will
pay most for it, say during a period-of five
years, ought to get it. In this way the

“large profits now going into the pockets of
the owners of the valuable licenses would
be shared by the municipality, and the
charge of political favoritism avoided: Such
a license would carry with it a cettainty of
the fullest observance of the regulations..

There is talk of the reorganization of the
Militia Department at Ottawa, If the new
mnister, Mr. Patterson, is anxious to einu-
late John Haggart and to go him one better
in the way of departmental reform he can
doso.

When
we bad finished he told us he would pay us
next day, but he did not do so, and when
asked for it we were told by him we were to
get it where we could, We were advised to
put.d lien on the buildings to recover our
wages on the percentages which the Lien Law
says shall be kept back for that purpose, and
the case was in Osgoode Hall for some
months, Justice Street decided we ‘should
be paid in full, but on appéal by the defen-
dant it was decided agoeinst us, so I would
like to know whether different judges have
different laws, for it seems very much like
it; or why should a working man be deceived
in the present Lien Law, as 1 understand a
percentage issupposed to ba held back until
wages are paid. But we have not only lost
the five weeks’ work, butall costs have now to
be paid by the poor men; and 1 would like to
know if there is any remedy to help th:m
from being thus continually robbed.

A Thigh Bone Weighing 80 Founds.

Frank Elverson of Point Lobos-avenue,
San Francisco, is the owner of a wonderful
relic in the shape of a mammoth thigh bone.
The bone is in perfect condition, save a few
chips that have accidentally been slivered
from one side near the larger end, and at
first glance one Would almost be willing to
declare it to be the femur of
some - gigantic extinct species of the
haman race, In fact, it has not
been over 300 years since such finds as this
were  invariably set down as being
the rémains of giant men. The specimen
in question, which is the head and about
three feet of the femur, once belonged to
the extinct American’elephant—the ‘‘mam-
moth” of some writers—scientifically called
Elephas primigenus. The bone weighs 80
pounds 7 ounces, and its{measurements are
as follows: Around the “ball,” where it
worked in the socket of the hip joint, 43
inches; transverse measurement, 39 inches;
smallest circumference, 27 inches; diameter
ot pithy or cancellated portion, 9 inches.
Before. being -broken this bone must have
weighed at léast 130 pounds.

NEW MOTIVE POWER.

A New Xork Inventor Ciaims K; Has
Discovered It,

New York, April 11.—George Sheffield,

a gray-haired inventor of this city, to-day

announced on the Marine Exchange that he

would enable a Paris or a Teutonic to make
the trip from New  York to Queenstown in
three days and ten hours. :

He said- the ~ engine was mnot
roblematical ‘but an  accomplished
act, and that it could propel’

vessel of 5000 tons at the rate of 35 miles
an hour. The récord-breakers, Paris and
Teutonic, have an’ average speed of less
than 21 miles per hour. No coal is to be
used on this ocean flyer. Thescrew system
will be used. The chief'thing will be the
motor power. Enough of this can be put
in a couple of flour barrels to drive the ship
from Liverpool to New York.. One part
of the motor power is sugaf—ordinary
sugar. Another barrel will contain chlor-
ate of potash. The machinery is some-
what complicated, The steel chamber into
which the piston head enters has & small
tube entering ut opposing sides. Through
one the sagar and through the other the
chlorate of potash is' injected by a high
pressure. .
They mingle a8 a rod dipped in sulphuric
acid comes 1n contaet with them and causes
an explosion which drives the pisten. A
series of explosiotis is kept up by ‘the feed-
ing of the ingredients and so the piston is
kept working by:the gas instead of steam.

HULL STRIKERS LOSING.

The Shipping Federation Confident of
Carrying the Day,

Loxpox, April 11.—Thesituation in Hull
to-day is quite gloomy for the strikers, and
to judge from present indications the ship-
ping federation will win-in its struggle to,
employ such men, uuion or non-union, as
its members pléase, ? o

Four hundred - additional non-union men
arrived in Hull to-day to take the places of
unionists who had quit work, They were
at once placed at work. 'Ihere are now al-
together 2000 non-unionists at work on the
docks, and it is thought no assaults will be
made upon them, as they are protected by
dragoons and policemen. ’

As the strikers see their chances of win-
ning daily becoming less they evince a de-'
cidedly ugly feeling, but with the pre-
cautions already  -taken further riotous
demonstrations about the wharves are not
apprehended. The union men kick, how-
ever, at the attempt to create -disturbances
in other parts of the town.

This morning as a train conveyinga
number of “‘blacklegs,” as the strikers term
them, was entering the town it was stoned
by a number of men who had ensconced
themselves along the railway embankment.
Beyond the amashing of the windows-of the
coaches no damage was done. e

The firms in Hull engaged in the timber-
carrying trade who, since the beﬁinning of
the strike, have let their vessels 'Temain
idle, announced - to-day that unless: their
employes resume work at onceother men
will be engaged to fill their placesi.

Wonderful Progress in Electricity.

(R. H. Edmonds in The Engineering Magazine.]

In the decade under review a new indus-
try of vast magnitude was created. Twelve
years ago electricity, as applied to street
cars, for power purposes of all kinds, for
house and street illumination,. was a new
thing. In fact, electric street railroads
have only been in' successful operation
about half that time. The electrical age
was practically just commencing and the
aggregate capital invested, outside. of tele-
graphy, was small. Now almost any town
of any size has its electric railroad, | streets
everywhere are being lighted by electricity,
and electricity furnishes power for factories
to run elevators and for many other pur-
poses; still we have scarcely seen the be-
ginning ot electrical development. Already,
however, the capital invested inall branches
of this industry—and nearly all invested
since 1880—is estimated at $80,000,000.

A Wrong From Britain To India.
[From London Truth.]

On the new coinage after the name of the
Queen are the additions “Ind.-Imp.” When
Mr. Disraeli conferred upon Her Majesty
the title of Empress of India he gave a
pledge that in no case, would the title be
used within the limits of the United King-
dom. -The inscription, therefore,, on the
new coinage is a direct and deliberate
violation of a pledge. The violation is all
the more flagrant as India has a coinage of
her own, and has no more to do with our
coinage than China.
