Sir Charles Tupper offered a toast in
honor of Mr. Chambelain, referring
in very complimentary terms to the
Colonial Secretary.

Mr. Chamberlain, upon replying,
said that Great Britain was approach-
ing a critical stage in the history of
of her relations with the autonomous
colonies. Upon their opinions of her
policy during the next few years—cer-
tainly the next generation—would de-
uend the future of the British Em-
pire. This hung together on a\thread
so slender that even a breath might
sever it. Not long ago statesmen de-
spaired of the possibility of maintain-
ing a permanent union, foreseeing/that
a time would come when the colonies
having attained a position of inde-
pendence, must be expected to claim
an entire separation. These greaty
communities had taken rank with the
nations of the world. He did not sup-
pose that the idea of compelling them
to emain in the Empire wase within
the range of intelligent speculation.
Yet, notwithstanding that the time
had come for these conditins to be ful-
fillled, the expectance of the states-
‘man referred to had not béen realized.
As the possibility of a separtion had
become greater the desire had be-
come less, until it no longer existed,
Great Britain on her part was pre-
pared to do all that could fairly be
expected of her.

The Duke of Marlborough and Miss (;m-
suele Vanderbilt Marriea According
to Program — The Ceremony Passed
Without a Hitch Amid Flowers and
Musie—The Gown and the Presents.

New York, Nov. 6.—The much-talk-
ed of wedding of Miss Consuelo Van-
derbilt and the Duke of Marlborough
took place to-day in St. Thomas’
Church. The hour set for the begin-
ning of the ceremony was 12 o’clock.
At that hour the church was thronged
with the representatives of New York’s
smartest society, gathered to witness
the ceremony. The church was- gor-
geously decorated for the occasion, the
floral .display being, without doubt, the
most lavish that New York has ever
known. From 10.15 o’clock, carriage af-
ter carriage rolled up, their occupants
quickly passing into the church. As
the-hour for the ceremony drew near-
er, the crowd became larger. The steps
of houses and the sidewalks up and
down the avenue were jammed until
it was almost impossible for the pede-
strians to obtain a passage through
the crowd. Traffic in Fifth-avenue was
practically at a standstill before noon.

Gorgeous Decopations,

fhe church was beautifully decorat-
ed throughout. Across the chancel
stood three high gothic arches of bride
roses and lilies, with a backgréund of
asparagus ferns. The chancel rail was
concealed by lilies of the wvalley, while
the gates were hidden under farley-
eneis ferns and white calayeas palms,

OSLER'S RRRALCNENT

The Crown Prgsecutor Out-
lines His Case to the Jury.

TAKING OF TESTIMONY BEGUN,

Second Trial of the Notorious
Twins Waell Under Way.

King Tells of the Finding
of the. Body eof Willle Wells in the
Fatal Cellar—The Fearful Injuries In=
flicted by the Cruel Weight—A Change
in the Crown's Program Occasions a
Falling Off in the Attendance.

A number of the witnesses for the
Prosecution succeeded most admirably,
in delaying the proceedings in the
Hyams trial yesterday morning. They,
Seemingly failed to grasp the fact that
the little blue documents commanding
their presence are peremptory in their
nature, and were far away from the
busy scenes of ihe court room when
their presence was essential to the unine
terrupted success of the proceedings.

It is doubtless more or less a mate
ter of inconvenience to withesses sume
moned on a case of this importance
to be compelled to remain away from
their customary avocations and keep
well within the beck and call of the
gentlemen of the bar until they are
finally excused, but it should be borne
well in mind that such constant at-
tendance is far more try:ng on the 19
Jurymen who are removed from the
sight even of their famities and friends
during the entire period of the trial,
day and night, and that the slightess
unnecessary delay is an absolute ine
-Justice to them. The tardy witnesses
of yesterday have occasion to congra~
tulate themselves that they escaped
without even a reprimand from the
court, but if one may be permitted to
read between the lines of His Lorde
ship’s subsequent orders relating to the -
attendance of witnesses, it may safely,
be predicted that ¢ something will
drop,” and drop with a dull, sickening
thud should the wheels of the legal ma~
chinery again become clogged as they,
were just prior to the noon recess yes~
terday.

When the Court Opened.

Immediately on taking his seat yester«
day morning, His Lordship announe-
ed that he had not arrived at any con-
clusion regarding the convening of an
additional Criminal Court, and then
excused all jurymen not engaged im
the present case from further duty un-
til 'Monday, the 18th inst.

The twins came upon the scene
dressed as on yesterday, though slight-
ly paler, as if in expectancy of the able
chief prosecutor’'s opening . statement
they. had passed a sleepless night. The
Prisohers were accompanied to thein
dock by two burly constables with
drawn clubs: - Bl

Wiy ihe Crowds Were Absent.
"There was a visible falling off in the
attendance during the morning, and
many vacant seats were noticed om
the ground floor, though as the day
grew on the curious commenced ta
flock towards the scene of expected
sensations, and the constables were
again called upon to exert themselves
in holding the crowds in check. Laten
on again there was a falling
off, occasioned probably by the action
‘wf the Crown in changing the order
Oof things as pursued. inj the formen
trial. and proceeding to introduce its
|evidence in what appears to be a more
regular order. The spectators expect~
ed Ebenezer Aylesworth, as the occu-
pant of the witness box, and were dis-
appointed when Mr. Osler called Dry
E. E. King, Undertaker B. P. Humph~
rey and Expressman John Fox, wha
are to testify relative to the finding
of the body and the condition of things
generally in and about the Colborne-
street warehouse on the fatal mornings
This testimony is, of course, very maem
terial to the Crown’s case, but it lacks
sensationalsm, and, therefore, cannot
be expected to attract very much oute
side attention. : y
The Crown’s Dumb Witnesses.

Prior to the convening of court this
morning many of the articles which
will figure so prominently in the pro-
secution of the case were brought into
the court room. There were the pone
derous weight, which played the prine
cipal part in the killing of Willie Wells,
and the smaller weight, which had
been cut in two. In another place wera
boxes full of addressed envelopes, said -
to be the result of the work done bw
Wells, Aylesworth and Miss Latimer,
and sacks and baskets full of various
and sundry things, all of which the
Crown expect to_ ample use for
in making out a “reasonable case
against the accused. In a sealed
hand-bag,lying on the barristers’ table,
rested the fractured skull of the dead
boy. Yesterday it was employed by
Mr. Osler - in pointing out the
nature of the injuries: which
had 80  unhappily terminated
a young and promising life. As
the gruesome object was brought froms
its hiding place, there was a craning
of necks to sce the cracked &nd dise
terted object, but it was shortly re-
turned to’its hiding place, and later
in the day “a little ‘‘play skull,” fromy
the shelves of a dealer in old bones,
was employed when found necessary
in the prosecution of the case.

Mr. Osler's Opening Address.

The Crown prosecutor lost but little
time in presenting his statement te
the jury. It was an able presentation
of facts as the Crown expects to prove
them during the progress of the trial,
and was eagerly listened to until the
last word had been spoken. Mr. Osler
spoke for an hour and three-quarters,
saying In substance as follows:

On Monday, Jan. 16, 1893, three years _
ago from January, a young man, Wil-
llam C. Wells, aged 22, was found dead
in the basement of a warehouse In
Colborne-street in this city. Death
was occasioned by injuries io the head,
His head was crushed—the bungs of
the skull broken. The gquestion to be
tried by you is whether that death
was by design or whether it was accl
dental. If the death was the resulf
of design, then that design was .the
act of the prisoners at the bar.” If v
was accidental no crime has been come,
mitted, and the prisoners are entitled
to be discharged from ‘*he charges
against them. The question for youw
to solve is different from the ordinary
way in which such cases are present-
ed, namely, that a crime has teen coms,
mitted, and is it that the prisoners at
the bar are guilty ? The question here
is, has e crime been committed ? I
think you will agree that If a crime
has been committed the evidance will
show that the responsibility of that
crime is updn the prisoners and the
prisoners alone.

'The Forms of Crime.

Now, gentlemen, your task is a serl .
ous one. You have to bring tm
upon it all your patience and

in modern days complex motives, skil-
fully and craftily designed plang for
making money—plans which involve
the taking off life with every at-
tempt_ to obscure the appearance of
cMminal design. This class of crime
Is most dangerous to the community,
and it is a class of crime which takes
all the skill that jurors can bring to
ar upon weighing the evidence to
ng home punishment. Crimes of
this sort are intended to have the ap-
pearance of innecency. You have to
endeavor to get at the true inwardness
of the transaction. You must be pre-
pared to find the appearance of inno-
gence., You must be prepared to find
whether they are appearances or re-
Rlity. Crimes of this sort can only
be brought home by clrcumsunt!‘o:l
evidence. Some  people say, “I
would fever convict on circum-
stantial evidence.” The wmoment
that becomes the attitude of the jurors
.the most dangerous class of crime goes
tinpunished. The murder of design is
always a matter of circumstantial evi-
dence; the murder of passion is prob-
ably the only murder which you can
prove by /direct evidence. So that it is
your absolute duty to give just as
much attention to the circumstances
. leading to a conclusion of 'guilt as
to evidence of the witness in the
box who swears that he saw the frans-
setion: Now let me make one other
preliminary remark. - You aré Here to
judge solely upon the evidence.: You
cannot but have read of this transac-
tion in the newspapers. You all Krnow
of the previous trial. You all have
Knowledge perhaps more or less of the

details of the transaction, perhaps you -

have discussed it with your families
and your friends. Perhaps you have
come more or less to the econclusion
on that which your minds have receiv-
ed. You are here to get rid of im-
Pressions, except those you have re-
Geived from the witnesses in the box.
A Legal Aspect

The Crown hxs to make out its
case, the Crown has to satisfy be-
ond réasonable doubt of the guilt of
he prisoners. No man is to be ad-
gudged guilty on suspicion, however
grave that suspicion may be. ¥ the
€Crown fails to satisfy you that there

s guilt, then no matter how.griev-

‘ously the prisoners may be suspected
they are entitled under our laws to be
@ischarged. But if the circumstances
! related in the witness box bring . to
your minds that conclusion of guilt
t is 'in some respects automatic,
¥ fhen you have to render that cbn-.
‘ ¢lusion 10 matter what the conse-
Quences may be. We are here mere-
ly performing the functions the law
has assigned to us. It is not your ver-
dict that affects the prisoners, it is the
Iaw as the result of your verdict.” You
must perfébrm your duty fearlessly
and courageously, and you have to
perform your duty without regard for
he lives ¢f the accused. Sympathy
éas no part in this trial. If sympathy
ad afiy part in it I might just as
well appeal for your sympathy for the
poor young man lying dead that morn-
Ing as my friend has for the men in
the dock.
Story of the Crime. P
. He would only give some of the
detalils, he said, as there was evidence
for the Crown that might not be re-
ceived, and as it might be ruled
- against by the Court he would avoid
all which could be arded aspossibly
outside the borde d. There were
four orphan children, Mr. Osler said,
Who eame to this country. Two were
boys and two were girls. Their friends
Here were in Pickering Township.
These children had some money ‘com-
ing to them from the sale of property
in the 0Old Country. 'The eldest,
Harry, the jury had nothing to do
with; he died before the circumstances
dealt with in this case occurred, The
other boy, William, was the victim in
this case. One of the girls, Annle,
married a man named Aylesworth,who
will be a witness in this case. Martha,
the other girl, married Harry Hyams,
which was an important circumstance
in the consideration of this case. She
(Martha) is now ill in a hospital " in
this city, and may or may not give her
evidence. The Hyamses, Mr. Osler con.
tinued, came to this city from
Btates in company with their mother,
and he went on to tell of the meeting
of the two families and their relation-
ship immediately prior to the occur-
rence of this case. The Hyamses had
boarded with the Wellses, and subse-
tuently H.P. Hyams had begun to woo
Martha Wells, but had impressed upon
her very strongly the fact that they
could not be married until after his
mother’s death, as she was opposed to
him'marrying. The Hyamseg, Mr. Osler
Said, were men without private re-
sources and with considerable ability
for spending money. They were large-
y dependent on their mother, who had
an income on which they all lived.
They had what was called a financial
brokerage on, King-street west. It was
a business in' which they would borrow
and lend money, although there had
been many more ‘transactions of bor-
rowing than of lending by the prison-
ers. In February, 1892, they borrowed
$3000 from the Wellses without security,
but on an agreement. It was: taken
at 12 per cent. interest, and employ-
ment was also on the strength of the
transaction given to Aylesworth and
Willie Wells. An attempt was made
by the Wellses to get this money back,
and once it  twas offered by the
Hyamses, but with the statement that
the young meén would lose their posi-
tions if they took it. TLate in 1892 the
Hyamses Avere borrowing money at
usurious rates of interest, and mort-
gaging their household and office fur-
niture.
" That Big Insarance Poliey.

In September, 1892, an insurance
was proposed on the lives of Ayles-
worth and Willie Wells. Aylesworth
refused, but on Sept. 13 $30,000 was
taken out on the life of Wells. It was
in the Crown’s case that this insur-
ance . was taken through the persist-
ent efforts of H. P. Hyams. Martha
Wells, who subsequently married H.P.
Hyams, was Willie's beneficiary., It
was a 20-year endowment policy which
was taken out and the payments of
premium amounted to $384 per quar-
ter, In 20 years this meant that more
*than $30,000 would be paid in for this
policy. he premjums by agreement
were to be paid by H. P. Hyams,
who induced  Wells to take out the
policy. Another inducement offered
by the Hyamses to Willie to take the
policy, was that if Wells desired to
give it up  after five years’
time the Hyamses would give
him $2500 and take it over
from him entirely, continuing it, of
course, in Wells’ name. Taking out
of this policy could only be a profitable
transaction’by the quick death of the
man whose life was insured, He put
this very strongly to the jury as a
reason why the .Crown had Placed the
prisoners in their present position of
defence. He then went on to tell how
William C. Wells about this time want-
ed to purchase a farm in Pickering,
and was pressing for the money owing
to him by the Hyams®s.for the purpose
of paying for this farm. How this
méney was repeatedly pPromised
by the Hyamses, and how they
as repeatedly failed to give it.
How this state of things 1last-
ed right. up until the morning of
Wells’ death, and the money was still
unpaid. Taking the situation prior to
the death, Mr. Osler sajd-the prisoners
were £ound to be insuring their lives
in the company in which Wells was in-
sured. Both before amd ufter the
déath they were applying for large in-
surance. The defence will be ti3at thev
were. insurance cranks, but it wil]
be for you to say whether these trans-
actions ‘entered into, but afterwards
dropped, were not for -the purpose of
preventing inquiry. The facts in con-
nection with the renting of the ware-
house in Colborne-street were then re-
lated. = This warehouse was engaged
Bt $50 per month, and Aylesworth, Miss
Latimer and Wells were employed.
The Crown suggested that the taking
of this warehouse, the employment of
Miss Latimer and other arrangements

f The Bothersome Hoist.

The. next madtter Mr.. Osler @dealt
with‘was the hoist in the warehouse.
This hoist had for years served its pur-
pose for Imrie & Graham, who did a
large bus!nef. But with thé Hyamses,
who had no business at all to speak of,
the hoist wasdbeing continually tinker-
ed with and repaired. Then, in con®
nection with this, there were the cop-
tintal and aggressively pronounced
warnings to Wells to take care of the
hoist. for fear of accident; there was
the ‘putting on of gates, ostensibly to
prevent accident; then there was the
taking off of the front board of the
weight shaft ‘in the cellar. Further,
on the top flat they had a platform,
built close to the elevator 'shaft by
which they could take off the weight
and put on a lighter one. They order-
ed a lighter weight, although they
were told it was utterly worthless, as
it was only half the weight of _the
cage.” But it was necessary to their
purpose that they should get this
other weight, because the hook which
held the old weight was so pressed
in and safe that the weight would
not come off it at all. Their whole in-
tention in. getting this light weight
was so that they might be able to get
& hook which they could manipulaté.
Now, having regard to all the circum-
stances, the jury, . Mr, Osler said,
would have to consider what import-
ance they would give to these mat-
ters concerning the hoist. Was there
a relationship. Were they a prepara-
tion for the death of Willie Wells?
The Coast Was Clear.

Continuing, Mr. Osler said there was
a mechanical situation fitting in with
the financial. What happened prepara-
tory to the moving on the 16th ? Im-
mediately prior to that H. P. Hyams
began to change ﬁis courtship to Mar-
tha Wells. He had told her before
that he could not marry tili his moth-
er’s death; now he wanted an immedi-
ate marriage. He was eager, she was
hanging back for his mother’s con-
sent. At the warehouse, on the Mon-
day morning of the death there were
to be Jbresent Miss Latimer, Mr. Ayles-
worth and Willie Wells, all employes.
H. P. Hyams had a meeting with Mar-
tha Wells on the preceding evening
(Sunday), and had arranged for Wil-
lie Wells to be down at the warehouse
early next morning. He left a list of
nine names, of men in the east end of
the city, whom Aylesworth, by his
instructions, was to see before coming
down to the warehouse irv the morn-
ing. On Saturday evening also he had
seen Miss Latimer and left a similar
message for her, keeping her away.
So that this murder, if murder it was,
was so arranged that Aylesworth and
Miss Latimer were to be absent when -
it was committed. {

How the Alarm Was Given.

On the morning of the death Willle
Wells left his home on Mutual-street
at -8.45, and would get to the ware-
house about 9 o’clock. The next thing
known is H. P. Hyams going to Dr.
King’s office, on Queen-street east, and
telling him to come down, that there
had been an accident at the ware-
house. He did not go to any tele-
phone, call on any neighbor, summon
in any help or give any alarm. He
sImply went personally and called Dr,
King down. When Dr. King got there
Dallas was present alone with the
dead body. So that the jury had now
the dead body—dead by wvielence—in
Possession of the prisoners, and of the
prisoners alone, The next man in was
lixpressman Fox. In the meantime
Dallas had been sent home in a hack;
the next to come was Coroner Alikins,
and the next Undertaker Humphrey.

‘The Mechanieal Side of It.

The defence, Mr. Osler said, would
place-much stress on time, and would
try to showthat Hy P. Hyams wag"
not there. The Crown would place all |
the evidence before the Jury, and would
submit that there was no great im-
portance in the question of time. It
was shown that Harry Hyams had
taken the weight off the head, and by
doing so had injured his hands. He
had taken- the weight off before any
other person was around. The Crown
would submit that the man who could
be there to take the weight off the
head could also be there to put it on.
The question of time, therefore, was
not very material. Continuing, Mr.
Osler asked was that death by design
or accident? That brought one, as it
were, -to the mechanical part of the
case. He pointed to the motives and
said if it were accident, then accident
had’ intervened to carry out what mo-
tive had intended.

The Kneck-Down Blow.

Speaking of the injury to the skull,
Mr. Osler stated that the medical evi-
dence both for the prosecution and the
defence agreed that the head when it
was struck was lying on the ground.
There was no question of this. There
was a consensus of opinion, too, that
the breaking of the skull was by force
applied to the right' side. How did it
come that a young man in health and
strength was lying prone when such
a blow was received ? - The medical
evidence for the prosecution would
claim that there was g knock-down
blow, or rather two lows, showing
different lines of fo e, before the
crushing blow was refeived.

Mr, Osler was proceeding to outline
the contention of the defence on this
point when Mr. Lount objected.

The Concluding Remarks. .

Mr. Osler comtended that if the hook
was not properly ~“attached to the
welght,” and the weight ascended as-
kew it would not go into the completed
shaft at the top, and it would not be
necessary for anyone to look up the
shaft to see the weight. If the weight
were descending the Crown would show
that there was not play enough in
the shaft or slack enough in the rope
to enable the weight to.come off, The
crown asserted that a weight of 200
pounds could not have struck the man
a second time. Had he been standing
up at the time, the law of mechanics
proved that the weight, being so heavy
and having such momentum, would
have struck the ground before the
Body. Mr. Osler presented to *he jury
the statements made of the occurrence
at the time by the brothers, which
were contradictory. The Crown would,
Mr. Osler said, show that there were
spots of blood on Dallas’ trousers. It
would show that sometime afterwards,
when some threat of ‘disclosure was
made, Dallas told Expressman Fox to
g0 to Humphrey, the undertaker, and
tell him to keep his mouth shut. It
would show that the brothers, being
asked to go down to the uncle of the
deceased and explain h8w it was, de-
clined to go, and that they told the
women that they did not want to hear
about it or to talk about it any more.

J. F. Bryce, photographér, swore to
havinf made several photographs
the different floors of the Colborne~
street warehouse on Feb. 16, 1895 a
few days after the arrest of the twins.
The photos, as produced, showed the
position and condition of the elevator
Thaft on the several floors of the build-
ng.

Dr. B, BE. King, B. D. Humphrey and
Joseph Fox were called {n turn, but
the best efforts of the constables fail-
ed to produce any of them, and a de-
lay of some few minutes was thus oc-~
casioned. In the absence of any wit-
nesses, Mr. Osler pointed out to His
Lordship the points illustrated by the
photographs, and the prisoners chat-
ted merrily with Mr. Murdoch. Ag
12.45 p. m. the court adjourned until
2 o'clock. :

: Dr. Eing's Lengthy Evidence. -

‘With 'the opening of the court for
the afternoon session Dr. E. E. King
took the witness stand. The court
crier announced that any Crown wit-
nessses who were not present when
their. names were called were likely
to be arrested on bench warrants.

Responding to queries propounded by
Mr. Osler, Dr. King stated that he had
known the Hyamses, Harry particu-
larly, since 1891. . They lived raniti
other members of their family at 67
Gould-street. He did not know how
leng they had lived in this city, or
where they had come from. He re-
‘membered having had a call from
Harry on the morning of Jan. 16, 1893,
at his office, corner, Queen and Bond-
streets, and being requested by him to
“Hurry up to Colborne-street ;. there
has been an accident there and I don’t
know whether the man is dead or not.”

What the Doctor Found.

The witness hurried down on foot,
Harry preceding him. Arriving at the
warehouse he found Dallas on ~the
ground floor, leaning against an office
railing and believed that Harry
was also -there, but no one else.
Asked where the accidenf occurred
and we three went down into the base~
ment, where we found the body of a
young man lying prone en his back,
dead.: Would judge that life nad been
extinct but & short time, as body was
still warm. The body was lying south
of a straight line from the south side
of the elevator shaft, in an easterly
and westerly’ direction, and inclined
somewhat obliquely. The body was
well extended, and gave me the im-
pression that it had been dragged
there. The head was inclined slightly
to the left so that the right ear was
easily visible. The head was about 18
inches from nearest peint of elevator
shaft, and about two feet one or two
Inches from weight shaft. The arms
were carelessly hanging, one across the
body and one alongside. Was posi-
tive that they were bare when I first
saw the body. ‘Was also positive that
there were no spectacles ar eyeglasses
on the deceased’s face, nor did I see
any }ylng about the floor. »

The Condition of the Body.

The witness examined the body close-
ly and found the head very geverely
crushed, which satisfied him that death
had comge quickly. The crushing was
particularly severe on the fore part
and right side of the head, which had
been crushed into a cone by the ex-
cessive pressure. Blood was oozing
from a wound over the. right eye.
There was no blood atound the lower
part of the body, but plenty of it at
the head and in-the vicinity of the
weight shaft.  /Was effusion of blood
at eyelids and could not see the eye-
balls. Bloodstains leading = from
weight shaft to body. The weight
was south of the right shaft
and west of the head, I think, stand-
ing perpendicularly, and about two feet
from buffer block of weight shaft. Saw
no rope- or hodk.

Some discrepancy having Ween dis-
covered in the witness’ testimony con-
cerning the position of the weight, his
dormer testimony was shown him, but
‘he still asserted that he believed the
weight was standing on its end _Wwhen
first seen by him.

What They Told the Doctor.

When he was in the basement he
was told that deceased had been
struck by the weight, which they had
removed from the head. The Hyamses
told witness that the weight had fal-
len down the shaft, but nothing fur-
her was said with reference to de-
talls, other than that the hoist had
. been out of order and the weight had
‘caught. p
The witness thought the weight had
-not struck the buffer block in its fall,
nor was there any mark of violence of
any kind on the block, though there
Was some blood. Had the weight
struck the block, there would have
been a difference in the condition of
the blood thereon.

A Few Technicalities.

At this stage of the proceedings a
dnake-believe skull was produced by
Mr. Osler and some time was taken
up by the witness in an explanation
of the temporal accipital perietal pro-
tuberance, in other words, that is the
portion of the deceased’s head that
was resting on the floor at the time
he first saw the body. The doctor then
went into a minute explanation of the
wounds as he had found them when
making his first examination of the
body. v

The doctor remembered having seen
blcod on the hands and cuffs of Harr
biit none above the buffer block. 1

Cross-examined by Mr. Johnston,the
witness explained that he believed the
wound over the eye was caused from
inward pressure, brought  about by
external head wound, which he be-
lieved had been caused by the falling
weight. When Harry Hyams called
to see me on Jan. 16, was about 9
o’clock in the merning. Noticed no
blood on his clothing at that time. Was
satisfied he had gone to the warehouse
and returned to his office by 10 o’clock.
Harry had been in a serious condition
for some time prior to the death of
Wells, and -had been obliged to under-
80 .three wvery complicated .surgical
operations. First thing Dallas said
when witness reached the warehouse
was: “Thank God you’ve come,” and
thought Harry had said to him at his
office, he didn’t know whether young
Wells was yet dead. Condition of head
was just such as if weight of the size
used in elevator had fallen on i from
a distance. Both brothers told witness
that neither of them had been Present
andithat they could not give any detail-
ed account of the accident. The drag-
ging of the body from the weight
shaft. to where it lay when . I found
it was quite discernible, there being
an unmistakable streak of blood in
that direction. The prisoners had ad-
mitted moving the body, claiming it
was necessary in order to get it out
from under the heavy weight. When I
bronounced life extinct in the body,
the Hyamses were much exercised and
asked me to make absolutely certain
of it. Saw no blood on Dallas’ clothes,

Oakville Wants the T.J.C, Track..\

Oakvillian writes: I notice by your Ys-
sue of Nov. 5 that the York Riding and
Driving Club has changed its name to the
Toronto Jockey Club. The object of the
new club is to construct a track, grand
stand and stables necessary for holding a
20 or 25 days’ running meet next summer.
Newmarket is the point suggested. I would
beg to‘call the attention of the manage-
ment to the extra favorable location of
Oakville asa place to establish a track.

As the projectors are mainly Toronto
gentlemen, it is desirable to select @ suit-
able locality as near that city as possible.

Inthis respect Oakvilel has about 14 miles
,‘the advantage of Newmarket,
‘are no small number of racing people in
Hamilton, and it would be e(iually easy for
them to reach Oakville. noticed The
World favoring an electric railway between
Toronto and~Hamilton, and once this was
completed there could be no more delight-
ful ride on a summer day than along the
picturesque lake shore to Oakville, This
road is now constructed to near Port Cred-
it, and it would take but a short time to
rush it through. Then, during the sum-
mer season, many visitors are &t resorts
along the line who would patronize racing,
The G.T.R. at present give a service of
six trains a day each way, and this could
be increased, if necessary, to a suburban
service. Besides, we have an excellent
harbor, and those who wished could travel
by boat. George Gooderham, ¥sq., ran the
Greyhound here last summer, and he now
promises all the boat accommodation the
route will pay for. The aHmilton Steam-
boat Company’s boats also pass our town.
Then, Oakville is on a direct railway line
from Buffalo, - Detroit or other Amerlcan
points.

AND ROGERS.

Three Miles in \J7.40, a New World’s
Record—Gaudaur Captured His Trial
Heat With Rogers Second and the Two
Will Row O With Bubear and
Hatnes To-day.

Aystin, Tex., Nov. 6.—The weather was

fine to-day, and a large attendance wit-

nessed the regatta races. The great event
of the day was the final heat, three miles,
with & turn, doub-scull, for the world’'s
champlonship, and a purse of $1000 be-
tween England’'s champions, Bubear and

Barry, and America’s flyers, Teemer and

Rogers. Both crews were in the pink of

condition, and the course was all that could

be desired. %

The start was made in excellent style,
Teemer and Rogers taking water just a |
hair-breadth first. Bubear and Barry, with |
a few sweeping strokes, pulled ahead of
the Americans, and as they passed the
first quarter stake a full boat’s length of
daylight was between them. The Ameri-
cans were pulling straight up the course,
sticking to their oars at a 38 clip. At the
oJom uwowWYS|Suf oy} 8¥e)s Jojaenb-0aiyy
only half a length ahead. The Americans
continued to gain on them, and both crews
rounded the mile and a half flag together.
Down the homestretch they were neck and
neck. At the three-quarter stake the Eng-

The Americans again exerted themselves,
and as they neared the last quarter the
boats were about even, and kept that way
until within about one-eighth of a mile of
the home line. At this point Bubear and
Barry spurted and crossed the finishing
line a couple of lengths -ahead.

The official time was 17.40, which breaks
the world’s record of 18.02. The time
watches were tested to-night and affidav-
its made to the correctness of the time.
The second important event was a single-
soull trialk heat, three miles, with three
turns, four times over the course, between
Jake Gaudaur, Hanlan, Peterson, Rogers
and Teemer. Peterson led off, with Rogers
second. -It was a steaeily-pulled and pleas-
ing race, with several changes in the rela-
tive positions of the boats until the last
stretch was reached. At the last turn of
the stake Gaudaur led, with Rogers sec-
ond Peterson third. Teemer had dropped
out. On the home dash Hanlan also quit,
leaving Gaudaur, Rogers and Peterson to
finish, and they crossed the line in the or-
der named. Time, 19.41.

Gaudaur and Rogers will row off with
Bubearand Haines to-morrow for Richard
K. Fox’s challenge cup, the championship,
and $1000.

In the pool rooms to-night the Americans
are slight favorites. ‘'To-morrow the four-
oared race between Bubear, Barry, Haines
and Wingate, and J. and C. Gaudaur, Rog-
ers and Teemer, will be pulled off.
Atherton of Hartford, Conn., and Koenig
of St. Louis had a mile and a half dash,
with a turn, to-day for a special prizey,
Atherton won in 12.20.

ANOTHER VALUABLE CIVIC FRANCHISE.

Ald. Lamb’s scheme for the establish-
ment of a‘municipal insurance bureau
has been presented in another shape.
The new proposition does not come from
the chairman of the Board of Works,
but from individuals whose names as
yet have not been disclosed.

There is no reason why an
Act of Parliament should not be ob-
tained giving the city power to estab-
lish an insurance department and to
make fire insurance compulsory upon
every property owner in the city. If
the city were tg obtain this power it
would have in its hands a franchise
that would be extremely valuable,
both to the city as a whole and the
individual citizen. If the franchise
were offered for sale in open market
it is not at all unlikely that some big
insurance company would be willing
to give the city both a big percentage
of the profits made and to lessen the
rates that are in force to-day.

ARGUUED BEFORR THE ONTARIO
CABINET YESTERDAY.

A Deputation Asks That the York County
Bylaw Abolishing Tolls be Confirmed
—Municipalities Which Take the Op-
posite View YVoice Their Opinfons—No
Pecision Reached by Sir Oliver Mowat.

‘A deputation of about 40 gentlemen
interested in municipal government in
York county waited upon the Ontario

| Cabinet yesterday afternoon to express

their views with regard to the aboli-
tion of toll roads. Sir Oliver Mowat,
who was accompanied by Hon. A. S.
Hardy, Q.C., Hon. Willlam Harty,Hon.
John Dryden, and Hon. Richard Har-
court, received the deputation and
heard from Mr. C. C. Robinson, as
solicitor for the county of York, an
explanation of their . mission.
county council, he said, had passed a
by-law under the Municipal Act, abol-
ishing toll roads and transferring them
to the minor municipalities and it was
confirmation of the by-law that was
gought. The City of Toronto had pro-
mised to abolish market fees when this
had been received. The by-law had
been assented to by the townships of
York, Etobicoke, Scarboro, East Toron-
to, North Toronto, Aurora and\East
Gwillimbury, but was opposed by the
‘village of Richmond Hill 'and the town-
ships of Markham; Vaughan and King.
No action had been taken by Holland
Landing and Whitchurch. The step had
become necessary owing to the falling
off in tolls caused by the construction
of new roads which diverted traffic.
Moss, Q,C., in Reply,

. Mr. Charles Moss, Q.C., opposed the
confirmation on behalf of the town-
ship of Markham and the village of
Richmond. Hill, where it was consid-
ered an injustice to throw the mainte-
nance of the roads upon the munici-
palities. It would be more in the in-
terest of the public that the county
while abolishing tolls should remain
owners of the roads. Mr. Moss con-
tended that if the roads were abandon-
ed by the county there was no pro-
vision in the  Municipal Act making
them township roads; that the town-
ships would not therefore be legally
responsible for their maintenance at
a proper standard;and that serious dif-
‘ﬂcultles would arise in consequence of
non-repair. The duty of the province
{was to see that no interference took
place with the rights of the whole
public over the thoroughfares.

Mr. J. E. Farewell, Crown Attorney
of Ontario county, appeared for the

township of Pickering, in a portion of |

Reeve Hill of York spoke strongly
for the abolition, and Deputy Reeve
Bryagys of Etobicoke expressed the ap-
proval of that course by his own mu-~
nicipality.

Mr. J. Blater, reeve of Markham,
thought the county should retain con-
trol over the roads, which otherwise
would not be maintained efficiently.
Complications would also arise he-
tween adjoining townships who had
each a portion of road.

County Control of Roads.

Reeve Pugsley of Richmond Hill
pointed out that when the matter came
before the County Council the vote
| of the municipalities interested was 20
ftor taking over the roads and 16
tagainst. = AIl the remaining votes
were from those whose interests were
not affected. He supported the aboli-
tion of tolls, but thought the roads
should remain under the control or
the county.

Reeve High of Vaughan opposed the
granting of the confirmation, and was
followed by Deputy Reeve Scott of
Markham, Reeve Chester of Scarboro,
City Solicitor Caswell and Ald. Davies.

Removal of the Macdonald Monument
Suggested. -

Editor ‘World : The improvements
going on sgouth of the Parfiament
buildings, Queen’s Park, are assuming
a pleasant appearance and it is to be
regretted that many of the old trees
| are dying and have to be cut out.

I cannot imagine for' one. moment
why they are narrowing the main
roadway leading to the park north of
College-avenue and ‘putting down a
wooden curbing, which is only fit for a
back street. The Engineering and
Park Departments of the civic service
should be more alive .to the beauties ot
our streets and public parks and to
-take every advantage of the lay out
of the land to make the best of every-
thing. .

The property owners, east and west,
north of College-street leading to the
park; should join and have the boule-
vards uniformly sodded, grasced down
;o the road and planted with suitable

rees.

The improvement of Queen’s Park
brings up another question which is
very ticklish to deal with, namely, Sir
John Macdonald’s monument.

It is generally understood now that
the location was not the most desir-
able and best. It is not.in tne most
prominent place, and the monument
\in its .present position does not show
to advantage. Looking northward
from College-avenue at the monument
it is dwarfed by the big pile of buildings
north of it which form a background
of dark and sombre appearance and
spoil the perspective view of the monu-
ment, besides. destroying .the entrance
to the meost beautiful buildings in To-
ronto,

Interesting Decision in a Real Estate Deal
—Action on an Unsigned
. Covenant.
Osgoode Hall, Nov. 6, 1895.
Mr. Justice Street has given judg-
ment in the three following cases: 1,
Kimmitt' v. Larkin, tried without a

jury at St. Catharines.. The. -plaintiff |

sought to recover $2700 as compensa-
-tion as accountant and confidential
agent of defendant, who counter-claim-
ed for money paid plaintiff for defend-
ant’s use. The learned judge dismisses
action with costs and allows counter-
claim at $148, with costs. E. A. Lan-
caster (St. Catharines) for plaintiff.
D. McCarthy, Q.C., (Toronto) and R.
Gregory. Cox (St. Catharines) for de-
fendant. :

2, Larkin v. Gardiner. Action for
specific performance tried at non-jury
sittings, Toronto, on Oct. 21 last. The
plajntiff placed. certain.zireehold .pro-
perty in the hands of J. A. Nesbitt
for sale. Defendant went to Nesbitt
on April 22, 1895, and offered to pur-
chase for $1960.- Nesbitt said he would
submit the matter to plaintiff and de-
fendant signed at 7 p.m., an acceptance
of an offer prepared by Nesbitt, read-
ing as follows : “I, Jane Larkin, * * *
agree to sell through John A. Nesbitt
as my agenf, and I, David Gardiner,
agree to buy,” etc,, ete. Next morning
Nesbitt procured plaintiff’s signature,
but before he notified defendarit, the
latter, about 1 o’clock on April 23,
gave Nesbitt written notice that he
withdraw his offer. Held that the in-
strument was a mere offer by defend-
ant and its acceptance not having
been communicated to him before he
withdrew it, he was not bound. See
Brogden v. Metropolitan Ry. Co., LL.R.,
2, HC., at p. 691. Action dismissed
with costs. H. E. Irwin for plaintiff.
James Bicknell for defendant.

3, Burton v. Burden, tried at the
non-jury sittings, Toronto, on Oct. 24
last. In 1890 plaintiff sold certain land
to R.. W. Goode, taking back a mort-
gage for $1715, balance of purchase
money. Goode then sold to David Mec-
Alden, subject to ‘the mortgage. Me-
Alden on April 4, 1890, conveyed the
equity of redemption to defendant,the
consideration being ‘“the assumption
of the existing encumbrance and $840,”
and after habendum it was stated as
follows : “Subject also to $840, portion
of existing mortgage, (being $4 a foot
frontage), with interest which party of
second part hereby assumes,and agrees
to pay off according to terms ‘thereof.”
This conveyance was not executed by
defendant. Defendant never repudiat-
ed this conveyance, though aware of
it. The plaintiff sues on an assign-

ment from McAlden of covenant and |goe

his right to indemnity from defendant.
The defendant alleged that he took the
above conveyance as security “for a
debt owed to him by one Ottaway
upon the understanding that he was
not to be liable for the éncumbrance.
Defendant does not know McAlden,and
alleged that McAlden had 1o rights
against him to assign. The learned
judge holds that defence fails, first,
because it is not shown that McAlden
was a party to the defendant’s arrange-
ment with Ottaway, and, second, be-
cause on the evidence it must be held
that defendant must be taken to have
been aware of the terms of the con-
veyance: to him, and has accepted the
benefit of it, and if not bound on the
covenant is bound in equity to indem-
nify McAlden in absgnce of agreement
with him to contrary. Under the au-

thorities he holds that the direct Ha- |;.,

bility of defendants to McAlden ig as-
signable to plaintiff, though McAlden
is not directly liable to plaintiff. Judg-
ment for plaintiff accordingly. Consult
British Ca~ I. & I. Co. v. Tear, 23,
O.R.,, 664, C. R. “"W. Biggar, Q.C., for
plaintiff.. R. U. McPherson and J. M.
Clark for defendant.

At the non-jury sittings before Ar-
mour, C.J.,, C. W. Kerr for ‘plaintiff,
obtained. judgment ~ in . Harcourt v.
Power in terms of consent minutes.

Harris v. Bank of Toronto was con-
tinued and concluded. The learned
Chief Justice found that there had not
been an actual and continued change
of possession to satisfy the statute,
and without calling upon defendants

jirected judgment to be entered for
l¢fendants with costs. D.:M. Defoe
for plaintiffs. Wallace Nesbitt and
R.McKay for Bank of Toronto. George
Lindsey for defendant Moyle.

At the conclusion of this case coun-
sel in the other cases on the perempt-
ory list were not ready to proceed.
Registrar Macnamara, with his usnal
forethought, had been keeping the tem-
perature of the court room at 60 Fah-
renheit.

“Chief Justice remarked that during
his long practice at the bar ,he had
never been out of court when a case
of his had been: called. After a short
delay counsel in

Walsh v. McCarthy were ready. It
was an action by James J. Walsh,
broker, of Toronto, against William
Charles McCarthy of Toronto, a bar-
rister, upon a mortgage made by de-
fendant to plaintiff for $1000 and in-
terest. The defendant admitted the
execution of the mortgage, but claim-
ed that the plaintiff, who had sold him
the prgperty, had not kept his agree-
ment to do certain work upon it be-
fore the transaction was to be complet-
ed by deed. Afterwards the first
mortgagees sold under the power of
sale in their mortgage, and defehdant
says that the purchaser, John L. Cof-
fee, acted in collusion with plaintiff
to defraud him. Defendant claimed a
refund from plaintiff of $800 paid to
plaintiff on account of the mortgage
sued on, and $500 damagd§ for breach
of the agreement and for $26, a re-
bate of-taxes for year 1894,which plain-
tiff obfained from collector of taxes
for 6th Ward, and to benefit of which
defendant was entitled. J. Kelly for
plaintiff; W. G. McWilliams for de-
fendant. Judgment for plantiff for
$1044.60 and full costs of suit.

Then Mitchell v. Mitchell was, upon
application of J. A. Paterson, fixed
for Tuesday next at 10 a.m.

Curtin v. Toronto Railway Co., an
action against the railway for infring-
ing a patent .for cleaning dirt, etc,
from tracks, such as are used by de-
fendants, was on motion of Mr. Lof-
tus for plaintiff, upon consent of de-
fendants, adjourned to next sittings.
