HAY FROM THE SOY BEAN.

Directions For Handling Forage From
This Useful Plant, ]

For hay soy beans are cut with the
mower and as soon as wilted raked
into small windrows. They are allow-
ed to dry here for a short time and‘
should then be put into small shocks
and allowed to stand until well cured.
Experience is necessary in curing soy,
bean hay, but those who have made
cowpea hay will find less trouble in
curing that of soy beans. A corre-
spondent writes in regard to curing
cowpea hay that he sets posts about
one foot into the ground, nalls cross
pleces near the bottom and shocks tha
hay over the posts as soon as cut. The
forkfuls of pea vines are slipped over,
the post, which is sharpened, and a
good sized shock made. No further at

He claims that hay cured in this way;

MAKING ARTIFICIAL FLOWERS:

A Pleasant and Profitable Employment
For Women. i

Now that artificlal flowers made of
ribbon are so much in vogue many
women will find It not only pleasant,
but also profitable work to make them
for sale. Roses, daisies and morning
glories are easily made and are pretty
for milinery purposes, hair ornaments,
novelties for the neck, trimming for
¢vening dresses, etc.

The large size rosebuds make beau-
tifyl hatpin heads and are made by
using five squares of soft satin ribbon
or messaline silk three and a half
inches In diameter. Each square is
formed Into a petal by first bringing
together the upper right hand and the
lower left hand corners, then the up-
per left hand and the lower right hand
corners. Lastly, bring together the
two lower corpners and you have a
complete triangle, which when gather-

Two of the petals are placed closely
together, forming the center of the
bud, and the remalning three are
placed in a row around the center.
Sew tightly at the bottom, then use
green ribbon three-fourths of an inch
wide for the lower part of the bud.

The full blown roses are made by
having the outer row of petals made
like loops, with the upper corners
slightly folded in.

The tiny buds, which are used in
clusters for dress trimming and other
purposes, are made just as a single
petal of the larger buds; but, of course,
smaller squares are used. Morning
glories are made by using for each
flower a plece of ribbon four Inches
long and two and a half inches wide.

First neatly join the ends, then dou-
ble the ribbon so as to make both
edges meet. Gather along the joined
edges which form the cup, and the
centers can be made with several
strands of yellow silk thread.. No. 2
ribbon is used for the daisies. ‘A loose
knot is tied at the top of each loop
which forms the petals, and a small
round button-like puff of yellow siik
forms the centers.
