but from man, Nonan who has clear
conceptions of the spirit and genuire.
ness of the religion of Jesus Christ, will

ever attempt to build up a theory of re-
baptism on the erounds that one must
possess a perfect knowledge of the de-
sign of an institution before his obedi
ence to that Institution is accepted of
God. If this be true, i.e., the re-bap-
tism theory, the gospel will fail to serve
the purpose it was intended to scrve by
its author.  \When a man is taught the
claims of Christ upon the world, and is
led by the spirit of obedience into the
bath of regeneration, his baptism is
valid, bceause his baptism is an act of
faith in Jesus Christ. Whoever is bap-
tized in answer to his faith in Jesus
Christ as the Son of God, is baptized
according to the holy scripiures, whe.
ther he knows all about the design of
the rite of baptism or not. The mercy
of G’ d requires this.

2, Now, to illusirate the principle in-
volved at this point, suppose we require
of the wotld, wrapped in universal ig
norance, that zll sinners must know all
about the design of faith in Jesus
Christ hefore that faith can possibly be
acceptable with God.  What would be
the result ?  Why such a Jearned 1est
would exclude seventenths of the re-
baptism advocates in the State of Tex-
as. To be sure, all truly consecrated
persons knuw enough of -the design of
faith to be- saved ; but this fully illus.
trates the pvinciplz-involved, -Must the
sinner who, by preaching or reading the
word of God for himself, is mads to be-
lieve that Jesus Christ isthe divine Son
of God, know that faith **purifies the
heart,” and all about what the term
“ heart” means, before God will accept
his obedience ? No, never. This would
damn the wotld without remedy,

Is the sinner hound to know that the
purpose of faith 1s to furnish him *ac-
cess into grace,” by which he is saved,
before Gad will ade:pt his faith? In-
deed, dear readers, but few ministers of
the gospel are prepared to give the
philosophy of the conditions of salva-
tion, The validity <f faith in Christ is
not made to depend upon the believer's
knowledge of phenomena as explained
by, and resolved into, causes and rea-
sons, powers and laws. But all of this
belongs to his growih in !the know-
ledge of God and of Jesus our Lord.”

Just exactly so with Christian bap-
tism. -1f the sinner belicves the gospel
and desires to be immersed simply be-
cause God requites it, that baptism is
valid, though the candidate may not
know that baptism is *for the remis-
ston of sins.” There can not be fotad
in the great State of Texas two advo-
cates of the re-baptism theory, who can
be mnade to argue on the design of bap-
tism, provided hey will atlow the writer
to catechice them, Does baptism fail
of its purpose when obeyed (rom the
heart, if the candidate does not know
all about the design of it? ‘T'his is not
an assumption, for no man will deny
that many thousands of betieving souls
have submitted to baptism simply be.
cause God requires it, and vet they
knew but Jittle of the real design of the
institution.  Is this baptism a failure ?
By no means. If so, 3l is a failure,
Can any man of the re-baptism theory
tell us just why and how baptism is for
remission of sins? We conclude this
letter with this affirmation ;

Every act of obedience which is
prompted by the spirit of obedience on

the part of the believer in Christ and
the gospel, is accepted of God as faith
working by love.-=Christian Courier.

Value of the Old Testament,

L

At a recent symposium for Bible
study in the city of Chicago, the ques-
tion was propounded: “ What is the
value of the Old Testament 2" and the
answer given in the main seemed to
imply that only a thotough and exhaus-
tive critical study of the books of the
Old Testament would cnable anyone
rightly to judge of its value. It was
stated that this study should be divided
into many departments, and these
departments should be again sub-di-
vided. ‘There was, for instance, the
historicsl part, to be understood in the
light of the ** higher criticism ;” there
were the depattments of poetical litera
lure, fegal literature, wisdom literature
and devotional and prophetic literature;
and each department required a special
line of study and exegesis in order that
the student might realize the full value
of the old Testament,

Listening to all this outlining of meth.
ods fer the study of the Old Testament,
the thought came with deep impressive-
ness: “ Has not the Old Testament a
deep and abiding value t0 hundreds
and thmui{ids of imple, earnest, horest
hca.m who have never heard of the
*higher criticism,’ and who do not even
know the distinction of historical and
legal ; of wisdom and devotional litera.
ture?” It seemed a question of far
deeper import : *What is the value of
the Old Testament to the poor, the
humble, the unwise, the unlearned?”
And the answer to the question seemed
to be this:

The story of the Old Testament is
the story of the stroggle of the indi.
vidual soul to realize its personal
telationship to 2 God who is one; who
is a spirit ; who is everywhere present ;
who inhabits eternity ; who is all power:
ful, all.wise, and, above all, who cares
for the least and lowliest of His
creatures,

‘The question is often asked : * Why
tead the stories of Abraham and Isaac
and Jacob and Moses and Joshua and
Samuel and David, rather than the
stories of /Hneas and Ulysses gnd
Agamemnon ; of Socrates and Plato
and 1he heroes of the Pagan and Greek
world? The answer is not far lo seek.
The stories of Abraham and Isaac aud
Jacob and Moses and all the patriarchs
are stories of men who heard a divine
voice speaking to them, no matter how
the voice spake, whether in 2 still, small
voice of conviction or the audible voice
that made itself known to the outward
ear, stilt the story is the tame.  ** And
the Lord spake unto him saying.”
Once imbue the soul of man with the
idea of the personal. care, interest,
direction and help of a personal God,
and the germ of an immortal hope is
viviied in his breast, This hope is
just as quickly born in the heart of the
towliest and most unlearned atin the
heart of the sage and philosopher.
Here it the first element of the power
and value of the Old Testament re-
vealed, not “10 the wise and prudent,”
but *unto babes.”

The humble and lowly heart that

reads in the pages of the Old Testa

ment the story of God's carc for
Abraham ; of his promise to his children
and his children's children ; of the faith.
ful fulfilment of these promises as
demonstrated in all the wonderful his.
tory of the descendants of Abtabam,
culminating in the establishment of the
great and splendid nation under David
and Solomon, this story, we repeat,
teaches a leston of {rust and inspires a
deep and abiding hope in the care and
providence of a peisonal God that
reaches into the depths of the human
heart as no other stories ever can or
ever will while literature remains,

Tt is a recognized truth in regard tu
all other literature that the spirit of
criticism impairs the power of poem or
essay or story to move and inspire the
heart. It may be a consoling thought
to many that since the higher criticism
of the Scriptures, especially of the Old
'l'eslam_ent, is necessarily confined 10
largely to school-men and professional
theologians, the value and the power of
the Old and New Testaments will ever
remain the same to the earnest seckers
after God, and that they can be deeply
and thoroughly understood by those
who have never heard of the * higher
criticism,"—Chicage Interior,

The Lord's Day.

8. 8. Mitchell, D, D, of Buffalo, N.
Y. (Presbyterian), has a-very fine ser-
mon on “ The Lord’s day,” in the April
number of the Pulpit, which starts out
in the following bold and mastetly
manner, giving evidence of the fact
that he knows what he is talking about,
as also showing his misguided Preshy-
terian brethren the folly of prolonging,
against overwhelming Scriptural testi-
mony, the obsolete Jewish Sabbath :

Speaking from what we know of the
duraiion of human history, and the
changeswhich have taken place therein,
we may say that our present sacred day
is 2 new creation.

It is the ideal or soul of the holy day
which was from the beginning re-born
from the womb of time’s transcendent
event, and re-christened in the presence
of ezrth and heaven,

It isa new day. New astoitsorigin
—bearing leiters patent from the hand
of the nisen Lord ;. new in its spint,
breathing the influence of a new signi.
ficance upon the hearts of men; new
in its external features, calling with a
new voice unto the enjoyment of new
privileges and unto the discharge of
new obligations. It is 2 different day
from the old Sabbath. ‘There have
been those who have sought with great
pains, and by an immeasurable length
of argument, 10 show that Saturday
and Sunday are one and the same,
But such persons assume a useless and
an impossible task.

The Girst day of the weeks1s no more
the scventh than it is the sccond, or
the third, or the fourth, ‘There has
been 2 change, and the world has now
for sacred use a new.day. It is in
secular Janguage the first day, not the
scventh, which is so conyecrated=—Sun.
day, not Saturday—and it is the Lord's
day which is so established, not the old
Sabbath of the Jews, And our present
sacred day is different; not only in its
number and secular designation, but it
is also found to be differcat by its re.
ligious designation, It is the Lord's
day, so called by the highest authority.

“1 was in the spirit on the Lotd's
day,” says the apostle, and the fact
that he adds neither comment nor ex-
planation proves that what we call
“Sunday” was well known as the

“Lord's day” at the time when the

apostle wrote,  And this name, desig
nating, as it does, the origin of our
sacred day, cleatly proves it to be one
entirely different from the ancient Sab-.
bath,

Of the origin of this latter day we
are not left in doubt, The reason of
ite consccration and the “psisiima
terda” of its institution are still on re-
cord, agd we may read them. ‘Thus
we may turn to the Book of the
Genesis of all created things and read
these words : 't And on the seventh day
God ended his rwork which he had made,
and God blessed the seventh day and
sanitified ity becaute that on it he had
rested from all ks work which Ged
reated and made”  But the progress
of the divine  putpose,’and the move:
ment of the centuries, brought our
world and man unto an event which
outranked that of creation. ‘This was
the resurrection of. Jesus of Nazareth,
as the fisst-born of ‘the dead, Lord of
life, and Savior of men.  And of this
event was botn the sacred .day which
i3 now the possession and cbligation of
the world,  Creation crowned the

Sabbath day ; redemption glorified the.

day which is now called the Lord's day.
So the significance of the two days, as
indicated by their origin, are. wholly
distinct, and wholly useless, aad worse
than useless must be the effort to prove
them one and the same.

We would ba glad to reproduce the
entire sermon if we had space, as it is
the most sensible and Scripturs! and
practical production on the subject
we have ever ‘seen emanating from a
Presbyterian, or from any other Pro-
testant, No, we as Christians have no
use for the Jewish Sabbath. The

Commenting on the words of
the commission, * Go teach all nations,
baptizing them,” the Bishop rencarks:

true obedience?™ ‘¢ Cath. We do not
belicve it was taught, recognized, or
admiued by Jesus Christ, his Apostles,
of their immediate successors, or that
in their days it was considered es-
sentia. " Peey.  Where, then, do
Catholics detive their authority ? "
“Cath. Not from Scripture, not from
precept or example, but from the
power and authority which Jesus Christ
left with the Catholic church to adopt
such rules and measures as she desired
cxpedient to promote her best interests
and diffusc a knowledge of her ways
to all natwons and’ kindreds of men.”
But, leatned pedobapiists as clearly
assert this practice to be anti-scriptural.

He began by assuring his hearers
that he had a better opinion of them
than to think that any of them doubted
“the Word of God" or the truths of
the Christian religion, and went on to
denounce the man who1s so despetately
foolish and wicked as to entertain a
doubt regarding thesc things, as one
who has almost—if- not altogether—
placed himselfl beyond the utmost
limits of hope or help.

He then proceeded to emphasize the
thought that there is nowhere else to
g0 ¢ that it is Hobson's choice, this or
nothing ; and gave us the dying wotds
of sceptics—such as 1 am taking a
leap in the dark,” etc.—to prove what
no one, themselves Included, ever
doubts or denies, viz., that these men
have no certain hope or expectation of
a future life, nor any well defined idea
of what awaits them after death,

He then . pictured in glowing colors
the bright hopes and petfect confidence
of the bellever,” and Invited us to
choose Yetween faith and doubt in the
light of ‘the visible results,-remazking
that the thoughtful man would pause
before choosing to discredit the * Word
of God,” and refuse the only way which
offered a means of escape from eternal
ruin,

Now all this secms to me to be just
ahout the worst conccivable way of
helping an intelligent and honest man
who has acquired sceptical habits of
{hought regarding religious matters ;
and I could only sincerely hope that
none of the very class for whom the
sermon seemed 1o be specially designed
were present to hear it

It would be well for preachers, as
also for Christians generally, to recog:
nize certain truths regarding the class
generally termed “infidels,” which they
are very much inclined to ignore.

I have been held by some who seem
well qualified to judge, incredible as it
may appear, rather sceptically inclined
mysell, and I submit that, somewhat
on the principle of setiing a thief to
catch a thief, I may be competent to
give some useful hints in reference to
the treatment of this class to men who
are very much my superiors in regard
to all else. Of course a thief so em-
ployed may reauire watching lest old
associations should prove too strong
for him and he be found betraying his
employer by doing something at that
species of deception known as * barks
ing with the hounds and running with
the hare.”

* A waord to the wisc is sufficient.”

It s ncither wise nor right for preach-
ers to assume an attitude of irritation
and pertonai antagonism to infidels,
and to treat them as if their unbelief
was sumething which they had freely
and voluntatily chosen by reason of
their own obstinacy and love of untruth.
Do you not see that the inducemenis
are nlf the other way?  That it is really
an incredible thing that handreds, aye
thonands, of sanc men, many of whom
are’ intelligent citizens of good moral

character, should, as a matter of choice,
simply disbelieve a religion which warns
them that *' he who beheveth not shall
be damned,” while unbelicf oflers noth-
ing whatever to placc in the opposite
scale; or that they should feign an
unbelief which they do not feel and
which, if their infidelity is only feigned,
they must inevitably know will end in
jrremediable disaster?

'Give the sceptic the heaviest shot
that you have in your awsenal ia the
way of fact or atgment, and if he de-
serves help he will hear you gladly, but
to base all that you offer him as a
remedy on what he knows to be a false
diagnosis of his case is to offer him the
veriest * vacant chafi,” no matter how
well it may be meant, for grain, |
have spoken freely and cxchanged
thoughts fully with many of the reputed
“infidels,” and I know that many of
them are glad to hear celigious truths,
waech after all it ufords them no plea-
sure to disbelieve, so presented tAat
they eannot help believing them.

It Is not wise or just to charge
sceplics with refusing 10 believe “the
Word of God.” There is no sceptic
outside a lunatic asylum so Infinitely
foolish as to match himsel’ against
almighty God by refusing to credit that
which he kaows or believes that God
has spoken. ‘Theirscepticism consists,
so far as their inlention is concerned,
not in doubling: twhat God has spoken,
but in a doubt: as to whether it is His
voice that they hear.  And, to be per-
fectly candid, when I pass in mental
review some of the things which many
of us have been insisting upon as a
part of the message, the scepticism
which finds it well nigh impossible to
believe that it is the voice of God that
delivers it, does not appear to me to be
such a wery incredulous or irreverent
thing afier all,” To charge the sceptic
at the. outsst with cefusing to believe
God, is an exhibition of weakness and
injustice on our part which is nearly
certain ta result in arming him, a prieri,
against all the good and wise things
which we will, of course, say later on,

To commend the Christian religion
to the acceptance of the sceptic on the
ground that. nothing better offers as a
means of meeting the needs of humanity
or enlightening us as to the origin and
destiny of the race, is neither helpful
to him not fair to the Christian teligion,

‘The difficulty w'th the sceptic is that
he has come to regard the tacts of the
gospel, the salvation which it offers,
and the ruin from which it saves, as
largely mythical and incredible ; and to
tell him that nothing better offers as an
explanation of the mystery of human
life, or God's purposes regarding the
race, is mercly to strengthen his con-
viction that He has never made an oral
or written revelation to men at all.
Then all such talk—argument 1 will
not call it—proceeds upen the old un-
warranted and exasperating assumption
that he has voluntarily thtown his
former religious faiths away, and could
by a simple exercise of the will just a3
voluntatily resume them agsin, if he
only weculd, That, in short, he has
deliberately determined to go to per-
dition merely for the fun of the thing,
or at the best, jus: to humor his own

insane obstinacy.
Now the very teverse of all this is

true, and ke Anows it. Veobably at
least nine sceptics out of cvery ten to
be met with in Canada are men who
were taught to believe the Bible to be
a revelation from God, and who did
believe it to be such in their younger
days;as farasa man can be said o
believe anything without h:n'ing made
any careful or personal examination of
the evidence upon which it depends for
acceptance as true, “And when these
men, tom whatever cause, found their
hold upon the religious faiths of their
youth slowly but surely relaxing year
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after year, there were _many occasions
on which they fele the keenest riental
suffering, and made the most «ienuous
cfforts to stem the tide which they felt
was bearing them away from their old
moorings, thay knew not ‘hither
And if at last the thoughts and reason.
ings which they could not quiet, and
from the constant recurrence of which
they could find no means of perma.
nent escape, have resulted in making
them Joubters of, or disbelievers in,
the inspiration of the Bible, as we
belleve in it, or of any other of their
old religious faiths, do you not see that
by an act or exercise of the will

# They cannot now retrace the winding

mazes
Their feet have trodden through the
weary years,
Unthink the thoughts whose thousand
varying phases

Have brought but empty hands and

blinding tears” ?

Neither do these men take kindly to
the term *‘infidel) as an appeliation
by which to distinguish them from
ordinary mortals. Some of them have
a conviction that ﬁdel:ly to their own
best conceptious of what is true and
honest and manly is afler all the best
fidelity, and that they would beuter
deserve the title did they profess a faith
which they do not feel. The idea is
worth consideting.

No, I am not “running with the
hare,” my friend. I am only trying to
show that we have been carrying alto-
gether tco much dead weight In the
race, if our obfect is lo overlake him.

It is exceedingly unfair to the Chris.
tian religion to recommend it to the
sceplic on the ground that it is the
best thing that is available, You have
already claimed for it that God, the
source of all wisdom,-is its author and
designer ; that it {s His way of elimin-
ating all taat is evil from humanity, and
now to say that nothing batter offcrs is
to “damn It with very faint praise”

indeed.
Conditions are quite conceivable In

which the best available thing is utter.
ly inadequate as a remedy for the cvils
which they entail, or for the reason of
the existence of which the best explan:
ation offered 1s wholly insufficient ; in
which you can but believe that the true
explanation of the “situation” has
never been discuvered or revealed.
The sceptic thinks he sees such condi.
tions in the past history and present
situation of "the human raze. He . will
probably readily agree to the proposi:
tion that the Christian religion s the
best of all the religions of the earth;
.that it s from many points of view the
best thing that cffers.

But if you are to arrest his attention
and influence his beliefs and habits of
“thought, you must claim infinitely more
for it than this. And you may boldly
make the clalm that it is not only the
best thing that is offered as & means
of- benefiting humanity, but the best
thing that is concewvable. ‘That it is
the only thing that ever lLias so trans
formed any considerable number of
the human race as to fit them for
eternal life ; and that it is able to trans.
form and redeem to the very uttcrmost
all who accept it honestly and «i.icerely
enough 20 aet as if they believed it ; any
professed acceptance of it which falls
-short of accomplishing this result being
-only a sham and a delusion. You may
make the most comprehensive claims
along this line that you please. Th e
1s no danger of claimin, too much.
The séeptic will pechaps he ready to
-question the correctness of your claims
at first, or to characterize them as
absurd, but you casily have the best ¢f
the contention if you know the facts,
and are sure to benefit him if he is an
honest man, by directing his thoughts
into this channel.

« Thesceptic is commonly a man who
.belleves in the existence of the Creator,

idnd that lie governs the uaiverse
which He has created. Ask him if it
is possible that the thing which of all
others is capsble of doing, and has
done, the most to elevate, purily and
benefit humanity, is an accident or a
fraud.  He can not believe so till he
is ready to abandon his belief in the
guiding and controlling hand of God,
which, to the most of his class, is im.
possible ; the evidence of it being too
orerwhelming,

Don't claim to know everything and
be able to explain all the providences
and intentions of God. The sceptic
will think none the less of you for being
subject to the limitations common to
your kind ; thereare some Whings which
ke doesn’t know Jumself.  Especially do
not insist upon such conceptions of
God 2s I once heard expressed by one
of those abnormal devolopmems known
as boy preachers ; who, when the wea.
ther turned out showery and unfavor-
able on the great Sunday of the camp
meeting, still took heart of yrace when
the attendance became larger than he
had expected, in view of the state of the
weather, and told the people that he be-
lieved that God was doing tie very
best He could for them under the cir
cumslances,

In the first place let it be noticed
that in the original the word ebdekiois
{clect)is prefixed to the words rendered
“strangers scattered " in the several
places named, and is thus rendered in
the revised .version :=—* To the elect
who are sojourners of the Dispersion®
—the word elect thus conveying the
idea, not of choice to eternal life, for a
lester directed in thst way, no one, as
Lardner observes, could receive; be.
cause no one could- be certain of his
election to eternal life till it was made
sure by his final perseverance,

'Fhe persons thus addressed were
thote whom Gond had chosen, on ac-
count of their obedience to the Gospel,
to be His people, and agrees with the
reminder made to the Israclites n
Deul. vil. 6: **For thou art an holy
people unto the Lord thy Geod: the
Lozd hath chosen (elected) thee to be
a special people.unto Himsell above
all people that are upon the face of the
earth,”—which is 1aid of them as a
people not as having been elected to

eternal life individually, for many of

them proved unworthy of that glorious
desting, And in the same manner the
word election is used in t Thess. i 4
“ Knowing, brethten beloved, your
election of God,” which is said of them
as a ¢hurck p for, individually, many
proved themselves naworthy of their
profession, walking ' disorderly,” and
were certainly not  entitled to  life
cternal,

In his comment upon this passage,
Dr. Macknight,though a Calvinist, says
that the word clected is used in this
sense (collective and not individual) in
other passages of scipture.

 According to the forcknowledge of
God the Father,”

A definition ot the word progmosin
{foreknowledge) will assist us to vader.
stand its import in this scripture. It
is from the verbal form of the word
which means :—' ‘To make a previous
choice of, as a pecular people. To
know before, or forckrow wiTin AP
PROBATION, 1O FORE-APFRGYE. ‘l'o
ordain before”

And so itis that God has ordained
before-hand that all who believe in
Christ and obey Him shall be His
elect or choscn people. *f According
as He hath chosenr us in Him before
the foundation of the world, that we
should be holy and without blame be.
fore Him inlove: having predestinated
us unto the adoption of childten by
Jesus Christ, according to the good
pleasure ot his will” Eph, i 4, .
Notice, choseny us in Him; not when
we were non existent, but when we
camc into union with Christ through
faith,

To_make this plain let. us notice
how Paul illustrates the nature of the
“ election of grace” in the eleventh
chapter of Romans: * God hath not
cast away his people whom he fore-
knew. Wot ye not what the scripture
salth of Elias? How he made inter.
céssion 1o God against Israel, saying, |
Lord they have killed thy prophets,
and digged down thine altars; and I
am left alone, and they seel my lie.
But what saith the answer of God unto
him? 1 have reserved to myself seven
thousand men who have not bowed the
knee to Bzal. Even 10 then at the
present time also thers is a remnant
awcording to the election of grace.”

Now let us read (rom t Kinyg, xix,
18- “Yet I have left me (or, 1 will
lgave me) seven thousand in Israel, all
the knees which have 1ot bowed unin
Baal, and every mouth that hath not
kissed him,” thus plainly intimating
they were left (elected) BECAUSE they
did not bow ; and so in the gospel dis-
pensation such of the Israclites as were
obedient to the gospel were recognized
as God's people according to the elec-
tion of grace.

The final election to eternal life wiil
be at the cternal judgment when each
personi who has been faithful unto
death will be received to the enjoyment
of that great and wonderful gift in com.

Is that person loyal to the truth who
joins a chuich which teaches and
practises as cssentials what he does not
believe to be in accord with the ward
of God? We do not need to maintain
that every true Christian is loyal to the
truth,  We assume that every reader
will admit that. Then our question
would seem to be answered. But it
seems there are many who claim to be
honest Christians who feel no com-
punctions of conscience, though they

* hold membership in churches whose

chaacteristic doctrines and practices
they do not agree with. They do not
consider that they are giving their
countenance and support to what they
believe to be unscriptural.  But a
moment’s reflection will show that they
are.
If Christianity is any good to 2 man,
it will make him conscientious, If a
church is any good to a man, it will
make him love the truth. If a preacher
is any good to a man, ke will help
him to be faithful to his best
convictions. In this day of great
liberality (and shall we say of much
spurious liberality ?), it is to be feared
that the fine regard for truth is being
largely displaced by a desire for union
without reference to truth. It is curious
how such feelings grow. The writer,
for example, has sometimes seen them
spring up among Disciples, right in the
face of his earnest and, as he believes,
Scriptural teaching to the contrary, It
has always been the ambition of the
editor of this paper, by pen and speech,
to cultivate among the young Disci-
ples that grand zeal for the truth
which we so much adniire in our old
brethren. But he has to sorrowfully
admit that his efforts have not always
had the detired effect,  Others, no
doubt, have similar experiences. Not
long sgo we received a letter from one
of those faithful brethren who are hold-
ing up the standard of primitive
Christianity amid adverse circum-
stances and with a small company of
Disciples. He was lamenting the
fact that some of the Discipies were
uniting with sertarian bodies. Some
people make such moves because they
lack knowledge, others because they
lack conscience. The only thing that
can be done to prevent such moves is
to constantly present the truth and
continually urge the claims of con-
science. I people go out from us
under such influcnces, they will do us
no harm, and will do no good to the
people tucy ally themselves with.

‘The evil of popary is not generally
understoed, nor is it usually perceived
that popety 1s not confined to the
Ronmn Cathelic church.  Popery may
exist in any church, and as a matter of
fact, does exist in every sectatian
church. What s the essence of popery ?
It is making laws for the church of
Christ ; and specially making laws with
reference to the conditions of member-
ship in the church.  And what disting.
uishes 2 sectarian chusch from a

o ——

true church of Christ is that the sectar.
jan church »dds to or takes from the
conditions of membershap laid down
by the Saviour and His inspired apos.
tles: and that is popery. Now no
ioyal hearted believer in Jesus Christ
can give his support to such a church
or such a system when his attention is
drawn to the matter, for he sees that
to do so is virtually to repudiate Christ.

Pethaps the greatest service the
Disciples of Christ have rendered to
thie cause of Christ is their emphasis of
this great principle: *‘That nothing
should be required as a condition of
membership in a church of Christ for
which we have not a * Thus saith the
Lord’ in express precept or approved
precedent.”  Our preachers should
give it constant attention and be careful
to instruct the young Disciplss so that
they will cleatly apprehend its meaning
and its ¢cbligavon.

Ve do not desire to culiivate what
is called a sectarian fecling. We are
anxious not to be bigoted. And we
are confident that it is entirely noble
and undoubtedly scriptural to watn our
brethren against the sin of leaving a
chutch of Christ pure and simple, and
joining a body which, whatever its good
points may be, is teaching for doctrines
the commandments of men.

And Paul
said, John baptized with the baptism
of repentance, saying unto the people,
that they should believe on him which
should come after him, that is, on
Jesus  And when they heard this,
they were haptized into the name of
the Lord Jesus. And when Paul had
laid his hands on them, the Ioly
Ghost came on them, and they spake
with tongues and prophesied.”

Now, go back and rcad Mr, Sher.
lock's question.  Notice his use of the
words *press” and * pressed,” and ob
serve that the citation from Acts does
not say that Paul *pressed” the
Ephesian believers to receive the Holy
Spitit.  The plain story is that Paul
found out that they had not received
the Holy Spitit; he discovered the
Teason, viz., because they had not been
baptized into the name of the Lord
Jesus, When they learned of the mis.
take in their baptism, “they were
baptized into the name of the Lord
Jews” And then we are told that
“when Paul had laid his hands upon
them, the Holy Ghost came on them,
and they spake with tongues and
prophesied.” No * pressing” in that,
Simply, the conditions were complied
with upon which the Holy Spirit was
promised, and then the Spirit was re-
ceived.

We would kindly suggest to Mr.
Sherlock that he compare the scriptural
narrative with his own statement, in
order that he may cleasly see wherein
they differ.  In our humble opinion,
believers should not be taught that the
ptomise can be enjoyed before the con.
ditions of receiving it have been com-

plied with, and we would direct atten-
tion to a plain and pertinent scripture,
Acts i, 38 (R. V.): “And Peter said
unto them, Repent ye, and be baptized
every one of you in the name of Jesus
Christ unto the remission of your sine ;
and ye shall receive the gift of the
Holy Ghost.” We should rejoice
greatly if (he Methodist church would
send out a few evangelists to ' press”
upen believers the enquiry whether or
not they had obeyed the injunction of
that text.

Sectarianism in the Toronto
Public Schools.

The Toronto public school board
has passed a resolution authorizing the
putchase of 7,000 copies of a DPresby-
terian hymnal, contaiming the ‘Tonic
Sol-Fa notation, the object being to
facilitate the introduction of that system
in the public schools. We gather from
the discussion, as reported in the G,
that it is intended that the psaims or
hymns in the book are to be sung to
the tunes accompanying. Now, Presby
terian hymns are intended to aid 1n
imp.essing Presbyterian theology upon
the minds of those who sing them. It
is, \herefors, a gross outrage to place
such hymn books in the public schools
as a text book. A school board has no
right to make such a purchase, and we
shall be surprised if the Toronto people
endure such an imposition.

Prohibition.

Prohibitionists have their work cut
out for them now until the polls close
at the municipal elections, January 3,
1894. The aim and object of every
crue prohibitionist must be to roll up
as large 2 majority as possible. We
are glad to see that those temperance
men who opposed the plebiscite, now
that it is decided upon by the legisla-
ture, are determined not to be a whit
behind its chief promoters in preparing
the people to vote against the liquor
traffic.

As there ate those who are now
seeking to prejudice the temperance
people against those called professional
temperance agitators, that iz to say,
those who devote all their time, or
most of their time, to the advocacy of
prohibition, we take the opportunity
of saying that we feel certain that but
for the * professionals” the good cause
would not be in the hopeful condition
it now iz  Many a man, preacher or
somebody else, can make a rousing
speech on temperance, who has not
any more political sense than a baby,
does not understand our system of
government, 2nid has nomore idea than
the man in the moon of how to make a
question practical politics.

Now, was not that a marvellous
spectacle when the Marter Bill was be-
fore the Ontario Legislature? Every
last member there cast a vote against
the liquor traffic,.  How did that hap
pen? It didn’t ¥ happen.” It was
brought about. You may depend
there were long heads behind that, and
they were not members of the Legisia
ture cither, neither were they preachers
and others who have an occasional
whack at the liquor traffic. Nay,
vetily, but those * professionals,” men
who have studied polities and know the
ways of Jcliticians. No, friends of
temperance, den’t go ba 't on the
‘' professionals  until a prohibitory law
is enacted, and then you wont ; you'll
know better,

I came to Canada in the spring of
1832 from Perthshire, Scotland, being
then in my twentieth year, In 18351
was baptized by Elder Menzies, of Es
quesing ; the next year I settled onland
near Everton, united with the church

Harbinger, and began to speak a hittle
in the church and in schoolhouses and
churches near at hand, In 1842 Iwas
ordained and was sent some distance
from home, accompanied by the late
Elder James Black, of Everton, my
life-long companion and brother, a man
in whom I could never discern any
faults, but many virtues. We preached
in Betlin, Dundas, Beamsville and
Jurdan, and to the eastof our homes in
Esquesing, Toronto township, Toronto
city, Markham, Picketing and Qshawa.
There was no church: in Bowmanville
then, A great deal of our preaching
wasdone in the township of Erin, We
thus continued until the fall of 1849,
when the Ontario Co-operation was or-
ganized, and the late Elder James Kil-
gout and myself wete avked by it to de.
vote our whole time to the preaching
of the Gospel, You will find a brief
account of our first year’s labors in a
late number of the Cananiax Evawn.

I amnow in my 81st year, and have,
on account of bodily infirmities, retired
from public work, and am patiently
waiting for the call to go home.

The Origin of Children's Day.

—

In an address made before the
Foreign Society in Louiswille, Ky, in
1880, J. H. Gartison spoke as follows :
* Has not the time come for pushing
our advarce column inlo some pagan
land, where the people know not God,
nor his Son Jesus Christ whom he has
sent? If what we have said of the re.
flex influence of our foreign missions
on out home work be true, it will be
true in a much larger sense when we
shall have come in direct contact with
those who have nuyer before heard the
sweet old story of the cross.  Nothing
would so touch the heart and develop
the missionaty spirit of our people, as
to go to them and say: * We want
means to send the go:pel to those who
have never heard the nanie of Jesus.”
Some of them, through the effonts of
our missionaries, have learned of him,
and are rejoicing in his love, while
many are crying,  Z& us more adous
Jesus”  We want you to help us with
your dollars and dimes to tell them of
the Saviour of sinners,  Such an ap
peal as this would open heants and
purses that never otherwise would be
reached. Even little children would
pour out their hoarded pennies in re-
sponse to such an appeal. The night
befre I left home, when my little ones
learned that T was to feave the next day
for the missionary convention, went and
brought theit little jugs and emptied
out all the pennics and nickels, amount-
g altogether 10 $1.13, representirg
the savings and self-denials of many
months, and breught it to me, saying:
« We want this to go to the children
who know nothing about Jesus” 1
accented with gratitude, and brought it
with me, and will turn it cver to the
secrutary of this society, and it must be
held sacted for the purpose for which
it was given, Nced 1 remind you
that, as yet, wc have no miss'on
where this little child offering can be
applied? God grant that these fowr
pennies may be a precicus sced from
which shall grow a Children's Heathen
Mission Fund, that shall cany the
gospe) of him who loved the children
so tenderly while here, into many a
dark corner of the carth.”

The Foreign Society was organized
in 187, but in 1380 we had no mis
sionasies 1n heathen lands.  The work
done was done in Europe.  The sug-
geation made was referzed to a special
committee. Afier duly consideting
the whole mauter, it was recommended
to ask the Sunday schools to contribute
funde for work in heathen lands, The

!ﬁrst offering was made in 1881, and
amourted 10 $750. The offerings year
by year since are as follows: 188z,
$2,175; 1883, $3,205; 1884, 4,025
1885, 5,125; 1886, $6035; 1883,
$10,513, 1838, $15,662; 1889, 819,
123.68 ; 1890, $17,965; 1891, $21,.
411; 1892, $21,907.09. The present
missions in India, Japan and China
were staeted, and inlarge pant sustained
by the offerings of the childten in
Sunday schools, Wark beganin India
in 1882 in fapan in 1883; in China
in 1886. According to the last annual
report there are eighty-thtee wotkers in
these fields, Last vear these missions
cost $co,t22,26; this year they will
need $75,000. The Nashville Con-
vention recommended that the present
missions be sustained, and that the
wark be greatly enlarged.  Respecting
China,,it was urged that at lcast one
additionat fanuly be sent to Nankin,
and one young lady and two young
men be sent to reinforce the mission-
anes in this field ; that homes be pro-
vided for the fanulies in Chu Chau and
f.u Hoh; and that a girls’ boarding
school and orphanage be provided at
the earliest moment praticable.  Re-
specting india, the following recom-
mendations were made:  ‘T'wo lady
medical missi naries; five Americun
male missionaries and forty native
evangelists ; one zenana worker; $3,-
oo for the ladies' bungalow in Hurda;
$r,000 cach for Lwo boys’ orphanages ;
$600 for a girls’ school building ; Baoo
cach for permanent furniture in the
three missionary bungalows. Concern
ing Japan, it was urged that the mis.
sionaties on the field be reinforced as
rapidly as svitable men and women
(and especially men) may be found for
the work, and money can be secured
to send them.

With “respect to -the collections for
Forcign - Missions fiom the Sunday
schools in Ontario, it is to be remeta-
bered that it is undeistocd between
Bro. McLean and the O. C. W. B. M,
that 1hose collections are to be sent to
Miss Jennic Fleming, Kilsyth, to help
support Miss Mary M. Rioch in Japan,
