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Society Notes.

Lady Jane wislhes she were a Bishop. So do a great many
people, no doubt, though it is net much of a sinecure to be Bishop
of Nova Scotia.  When we consider the position Bishop Courtney
resigned to come here, the very moderate income he draws (not to
mention the fact that it is not paid any too regularly), the immense
number of calls on him for charitable institutions , ote, and the nature
of the diocese he is expected to explore, it does not scem unreason-
able that when he is ordered away for the benefit of his health the
church should do its best to help him through with the expenses
eutailed. And when the military authorities saw their way to helping
him by offering a passage in the trooper, they would have been very
poor Englishmen and worse Churchimen if they had refrained from
doing so. Of course, the same authorities ought to see that the
officer so displaced does not lose money by it, we hope they have
done so; if not, it is pretty hard lines.

In the midst of all this correspondcuce about Old Halifax and
New, it is extremely intercsting to turn up a reprint of the st
number of the dcadian Recorder, dated Jan. lhth, 1813. We
do not find much that bears direetly on the point at issue, but it is
all very interesting, so familiar and yet so strange and quaint.

The Llecorder of these days was a small weekly sheet—printed
and published (every Saturday morning) by Anthony H. Hollund,
at his office, adjoining the Navy Victualling Office, Water St.  (Is
this Messrs. James Scott & Co’s Army and Navy Stores?) Every-
thing about this paper is strange, and we are afraid it would hardly
find n place in the Ila’ifax of 1891, In the first place, it is Englizh,
and purely English, showing clearly enough that the Hallooman of
that day rc"urdcd the Impcrml interests as his awn, :md thought
and spoke as an Englishman, taking a keen interest in English news.
Of course, in such troublous times the fecling of loyalty was natural-
Iy very pronouuced, and possibly it might be so again were Britain
engaged in a great war. In fact, we have always been of opinion
that, in the extremely improbable and undesirable event of war with
the United States, Grits and Tories would at once combine under
the flag of the loyal Canadians.

But to resume, here is an extract from the Prospectus:

“Tt will ever be an object to nvoid the example of our belligerent
ueighbours, who ave surfeit swoln’ with too much liberty, and the general-
ity of whose public prints have become were engines to collect and dis-
vorge the effervescing violence of every wild tlloon every coude conception
every artitice of little cunning, every species of Talschood and misrepre-
sentation, every malignant passion, and the aggrigated mass of varied
evil that naturally vesults from the lic entiousness of republicantsm.”

Mr. Holland has considerable command overthe usc of adjectives 3
it is a long time since we have seen the ¢ licentiousness of
re publlcumsm denounced in such good rornd terms in any Canadian
print.  The publlc nerves arc too susceptible in these ¢ piping
times of peace.’

Passing over the War News, and quotations from the London
finzelle, “which occupy half the paper, we come to a few Socicty
items, ¢, g, a Monday levee at the Government House, 1 to 2
o'clock, on Her Majesty’s Birthday. The next is rather old-world :
—H. E. the Governor, by and with the advice of Her Majesty’s
Council, has appointed Friday to be observed as a Day of Public
Fasting and Humiliation throughout the Province.

The Price Current shows some regular war prices, think of 95
zhillings a barrel for flour, and 60 shillings a chaldron for coal,
tsoft, you may be sure; what a field for “reflection f—when was
hard coal first invented, and who introduced the luxurious, but
enervating base-burner !)  Salmon at 50 shillings a barrel isn’t so
had, but butter at 1 4 is rather steep.

The rest of the paper is filled up with shipping news, poems,
an account of a ducl between two generals, and in fact, a little of

FISHING. —No. I.

Now that we are within measurable distance of plying once
acain, what lzaae designated © the gentle eraft” onght we not to
bestiv omselves and have a goold wverhaal of our paraplernalia ?
Where ought this to be done?  Why of course in our particular
Sanctum, it is far too important an atfuir for the volgar—tiat is
those who are not lishermen at . eart —to gaze uporr—and what sort
of room shoull this same sanctumm be 2 For answer I vill give a
deseription of an ideal one 1 have in my mind’s eye—

A old Spanish proverbsays “itis notalways May,” so that when
the fisherman is laid by the heels by rheumatism, his proper
place is home, and the sweetest spot,—his study —should be his
resting place and should be furnished for comfort and not for
show,  This must be essentinlly a wman's sanctum.  The other sex,
even the dearest of it, should only be admitted on <ufferance, and
should they even hint at “ tidying up a little dear” they must be
at onee rigorously treated —We men never invade boudoirs, though
we might perbaps be edified with a little bit of scandal if we
ventured to do so.  And as we hold as sacred their part of the
prc.luiscf. we have a petfect right to demand unrestricted domestic
reciprocity —

My ideal study has two windows, one looking on to an old
fashioned flower garden,—no green-houses or obstructions of that
kind, fora trae fisherman giories in nature pure and simple—while
from the othera glint of the stream is occasionally caught, the sight
of which causes one to build castles in the air of the three and
four pounders, he is going to lure from its depths on the opening
day. There are ¢wo book cases in this room: you must always
have plenty of bovks in a stady, it looks more cheerful, and
without them you would bLe as one who plays Hamlet with no
Hamlet in the caste.  One cace should hold & good assortment of
sporting Lwuks, the other general light literatare, whilst on the
table should be strewn the carrent wagazines, dircetory, and a
railway time table,  Among the books that vught to be in the
first case, is Venables to vepresent the ancient iiterature on fishing,
Markbam a little later, Day still later, and then a few of the
modern authors.

1 cannot pass Day’s name without one word to his memory. 1
was but a boy when 1 first saw him: was arguing with Frank
Buckland on the species of some fish, when waxing very warm,
he tinished up by saying “ Well, Buckland, you may be right, but
hanged if 1 think youaie!” Cheeriest of good fishermen, “uay
the turf lie lightly over him.” But to return to the table, the
more untidy that is, the more comfortable the room is likely to he.

Two chairs are alone wllowed in this room, and when I say
chairs, I do not mean things that you ave afraid to sit upon, and
that when in the iddle of an exciting fish tale, you give a tilt
hackwards, deposits youwith seant warning under the table. No, the
chairs must be deep, warm and soft, and in fact inviting luoking.
A rack for rods and guns is of course a necessity, thie former
should always be laid horizontally, or suspended from a nail, for
if put perpendicularly in a corner they are sure to warp.  This
same corner tho' is the rlace for landing nets. gatfs and walking
sticks.  The room would not be complete without some pictures,
wrood prints for choice then, and Landseers al that —old fashioned
sporting prints in black and gilt frames also look very well—on
the wmantel shelf may be placed two or three old fashioned
Japanese cups and saucers, on which are painted impossible
looking fish, which help to decorate the room.  Some men think
it & sine gna non that they should have monstrosities in the
shape of stuffed fish in glass cases, stuck about the place : this is
a very great mistake, for unless a fish is very well stuffed—which
is not donec once in a thousand times—it is far better to have
none at all. My experience has taught me that there is only one
fish that ought to be stuffed, and that is a good old fashioned
pike of about 10 s, and that should be done by a’ good cook
with veal stufling, and served hot with Scuce Lartare.

One of the finest Thames trout I ever saw. after going through
the ordeal of stufling, and being laid to rest in a glass case, was

simply unrecognizable, rewminding one foreibly of a plethovie
alderman after a city feed.  We must not forget the fnvourite
fox tervior, ov spaniel, which lies upon the hearth rug, awaiting
patiently tie confidences he knows we shall give him, o sum up
all, the whule rooa should be in harmony, old fashioned buoks,
and ohl fashioned thing., generally, come more natural to the true
tisherman’s tastes, than new fangled adormnen s,

And now for the fly ook, let us overhaul that fiest? “Ah,
Jack, my little dog, do youu see that crampled little dun, that's
what I Killed the big trout on.  Didn't he fight 2 No use now
the', su intv the fire with you.  Ah, here’s my own old familine
Jock Scott, you shall yet lure another good one to basket and
eventually to the pan. ~ Hullo ! all the salmon Hlies want touching
up; I must have daylight for that tho’—oh, hang it all, all this
gut is rotten; never'mini, youw've done gool service, and now
anvay with you.  But now, Jack cutes the tug-of-war, how will
all those salmon easts, for which 1 paid so much, turn out
Did I nut wrap them in wash leather, and protect them with
carbon and pat them away carefully in a tin box ¢ 1 fear Lo open
it, but there, it must be done.  Hurray, Jack, they ave safe, uo
moth there, iy boy ; a good svaking and they will be as good a~
ever.  Now, my trusty green-heart, out you come; I warrant

SHODDY ARISTOCRACY.

Frrgresrny, i uot generally, the undercurrents in political
and social life are of {ar more ultimate ireportance in determining a
nation’s destiny than the well-boomed ** movements”  1If 1 were
the editor of at big newspaper, I wonld have a column  headed
* Undetcunients,” on which 1 would heep a shrewd man engaged in
culling from the pressof the world, reflective of what people are
thinking and «aying and doing, not in great scnates and assemblies,
but in small coteries aud social salons.  We owe our very existence
to anapple caten by an inquisitive woman on a summer afternoon ;
and most cpotis have been born of episodes.  The study of under-
currents would often save us from the surprise we feel on vpening
our morning papers and finding large-typed telegrams about col-
lapses of foreign governments, commercial disasters. and other
violent crises in the affairs of men.  Bolts do not shwot from out

the blue, and the world will not come to an end in the twickling of

an eye.

There is in the New York Crath, an American socicty paper,
note of un undercurrent tov amusing to be permitted to pass with-
out comment.  Fortune-building has been going on apace on the
other side of the Atlantic, and millivnaires may almost be said to be
“three a penny,” in Gilbertian phrase.  And, says the New York
paper :—

< Luxury onee abtiined, the craving for distinetion soon follows,
A man with the revenue of a dozen dukes dos not relish the hoamble
title of plain mister, el if he were madest enough of himself. his wife
would not permit him to rest content,. Even now the great dames of
our republic move heaven, earth and hell to bay titles for their daugh

ters, and this Is but a ficst stage towards earving titles for themselves””
And there is talk of laying a corner-stouc of the future Empire.

The very mention of such 2 thing is cnwugh to make P'xim, and
Washington turn in their graves, Lut it is nut only mentioned but
serivusly proposed. There is an unmistakable undercurrent of
desire of a ginger-bread titled aristoeracy. What foolery or kuav-
cry is this? Has old _Lsep any readers i the Republic? and is
the fable of the daw that strutted in the peacock’s feathers forgotten ?

There is nothing mare contemptueusly ridiculous than the spee-
tacle of a voung and vigorous nation, with a history of its own ta
carve out for 1:~clf wishing to make itself a mere imitative ccho of
an older form ofcivil'sation.  Ifour Dritish aristocracy were mersely
a thing of to-day an® yestenday, it would not be worth presorving
for an instant.  But it is 2 picturesque, powerful, and reverent in-
stitution, the growth of centuries, the effervescence of a mighty
past, having its routs deep down in a glorious history.  Irs found.
ers became aristocrats beeause they possesserd great gqualities which
made them stand above their fellows—qualities of courage and
daring, of might of arm and strength of will.  They asgy have
known little of what we call ethics, but according to their times
they viere preseminently geeat. The history of the British aris-
tocracy is & history of great human character, whethar we osteem
it all ats phases or unt, It grew as the nation grew,  Bat what
cauld a ready-made, serambled-together American aristoeracy be
but a shoddy, spavined, cockeyed caricature, coranetted with dollars
and rolied with greenbacks, and stuck up like an Aunt Sally at
a country fair, do be shied at Ly the satirists of cvery nation in
Christendom ?

What the American people want is ant an aristocracy of million-
aire tallow sandlemakers aud soap-hoilers, srocers and wilmen,
stock-jobhers and railway spe -culators, bint an aristacracy of character.
Dicservedly or not, American pruple have made for themselves a
reputation for excessive acuteness, cunning, and grasping avaricious-
ness,  If there were more character and less eash in the Republie,
probahly we sheuld hear nothing of a strong undereurrent of desive
for a shoddy aristorracy.  Meanwhile ].nv'hsh papers might render
the States a service if they would prevent any very considerable
poruon of the peaple there from making further fols of themselves
in this dircctivn, by laughing at them.

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BLUEBEARD.

1 have read a gieat many honible stories, who can wwelp doing
0 in this age of melodrama and sensational novels?  But nothing
ever made the =ame impression on my mind as the acconnt of the
life and death of the Maréchal de Retz, compiled by Sabine Baring-
Gould, the well-known novelist.  Baring-Gould is a novelist, but
he is also a student, deeply versed in the folk-lore and strange
legends of many lands.  The narrative in question is no fiction but
is simply a digest of State records collecied by the eminent historians
Michelet and Lacroix. I do not propose to give the details of this
terrible story : they would be entirely out of place in a paper of this
description : but in these days of Whitechapel murdevers it may
e interesting and even instructive to revive reminiscences of one
who eclipsed all moderns in his thirst for blood, and who has in
the course of four centuries become a conspicuous figure in our
nursery mythology under the name of Bluebeard.

Gilles de Laval, Sire de Retz, was one of the wealthiest nobles
of France, and the strongest supporter of King Charles V1I. s
military exploits against the English were brilliant, and werc
rewarded by the title of Marshal of Frauce, and chamberkin to
the king. Iliz sagacity in council was as remarkable as his
personal bravery, and it was considered a great loss to the state
when he suddenly decided to vetire from publie life and spend the
rest of his days in the country. [lis favourite abode was the
castle of Machecoul, where he dwelt in seclusion for many years;
with the drawbridge raised, the men under arms, and the castle
always in a condition to resist a siege.  The chapel and the vest-
ments of the priests were sumptuous, and the Marshal heard mass
three times daily, and was passionately fond of ecclesiastical music.
On certain days, too, the bridge was lowered, and the servants
stood in the gate distributing alms to all comers.

Very often there were children among the beguzars, and these
were sometimes invized into the kitchen to get some dainty.  The
children who accepted the offer were never seen again.  This went
on for several years, and at the end of that time there was scarcely
a family in the surrounding country that had not lost one of its
number, and very often the missing child had been last seen in
company with onc of the Marshal's servants.

On the occasions of the Marshal's visits to Nantes—visits in
princely style, with a retinue of 200 men-at-arms—-the country wax
in a state of uproar, the people about Machecoul charging him with
one voice, with sacrificing their children to the devil. At last their
onferies reached the cars of the Duke of Drittany and the Bishop of
Nantes. The Duke paoh-povhed the idea, but the Bishop was
obstinate, and insisted on a public trial.  After great efforts he
gained his point, and the Marzhal was summouned to appear before
the Duke, acommissionur being .ppointed to collect charges against
him. The official recerd gives the evidence of dozens of parents
whase children had goue to the castle for bread, been taken to be
trained as choristers, or some other pretence, but who had never again
been seen or heard of. Things certainly looked bad against De Retz,
but the Duke was still hesitating to bring to trial so powerlul a kins-
man when he received an extraordinary letter from the Marshal
himself, tacitly admitting his guilt, and begging to be allowed to
retire into a monastery.  After this it was no longer possible for
the Duke to avoeid making the affair public, and after some little
delay the Marshal, who had spent his time saying litanies, in the
aarb of the Carmelite order, was summoned before the Tribuna.
He appeared in a white dress, in token of repentance, but adorned
with all his military insignia, and knightly orders. At first sight,
the Marshal's face appeared to dennte melancholy rather than
cruelty, but at times of excitement the whole expression changed,
he ground his teeth, contracted his lips likea wild beast preparing
