It bias been twice enlarged sirîce the fali of 1892.

Sometimes it is said that Moses couid not write tie
Pentateuch, and if he couid the lsracfliLes o! ls time
could not have read it nor understood it; but Professor
Sayce, of Oxford, toid the recent Church Congress at
.Iorwicl, Engiand, that « "the age of thc Exodus was as
litcrary as that of the renaissance in Europe. Baby-
lonian cities liad libraries then, sorne o! thern six thousand
years aid, and wlien Abrahanm %vas barn a Chaidee poet
wvas ending a long period of verse by wvitilig a poemn in
twelve books."'

Tract Society shows sorte excellk.mio %Nork on the foreign
field. The address of Dr. George W. Nime of japan
gives an interesting account of it, and o! the value o! the
Society's work in that country as 1 «a practical demion-
stration of that Christian union whici ive ail desire."
-%Vhen s0 much o! the infidel literature of Europe is
being industriously traxxslated and circuiated in Eastern
countries, it is a very important matter that the Tract
Society is actively engaged in circulating a pure religious
literature.

The Netiîerlands' Bible Society lcd its Soth gencrai
meeting in Amsterdam, iast Septeta-ber. Wc iearned
from itk annuai report that since tthe Society was estab-
lished in 1%14 about two and a bal! million Bibles and
Testaments ]lave been distributed; 9)6,000 were pnanted
last year, %viereof 4,bJ35 were in the Indian languages
The agents have been very active. About 3;o,ooo
guilders wcrc reccivcd froin sales at the hicad axid brzuçh

Offices; 472 copies were sent to the soldiers at Lombok,
Dutch rast India, and 3,.4 werc prcsented or soid at
lowver rates to other soldiers on tlieir departure to the
samie colony. Sev'eral translations are noiv in prepara-
tion. Among others in the Macassar and Boeginese
languages, also in Sangenese and Dajakshis, and in
Soeudanese. Dr. N. Adriani wvas stationed at Posso,
Middle Celebes, to study the Barc language for the
lhke purpose.

The sweepinig of the streets of Paris costs that city
(C268,ooo a year. Landlords are bound to sweep the
footway before tlicir houses clear, unless wvhen snoiv is
too deep to bc easily got rid of. he towa council
enîploys as sweepers three thousand muen, six hundred
wornen, and according to the weather, large extra
gangs. The road menders aiso form, a large brigade,
and arc paid four francs a day each. The sweepers get
three and a lialf pence an hour. The street watering,
wvitiî lydrants, the clieapest and best method, costs
18o,ooo a ycar.

The record-breaking train on the Lackawvanna road,
which leit East Buffalo at q. 4 7 a.m., arrived ini Corning,
130 miles distant, at 10.49, Oct. 5 th. From Corning to
Big Flats, a distance of 6" miles, the run wvas in
exactly four minutes, or at the rate of 99), 2 miles per
hour. The distance fromn Corning to Elmira, 16 miles,
wvas rmade in i x m;nutes. The 199 miles frorn Buffalo
to J3inghamton were covered in 175 minutes. This
train, which consistcd only of the engine, a hotel car
an.d a comnion coachi, arrived in H-oboken at 4.19 &'clock,
Oct 5 tlh, making the rut. Of 407 miles from East B3uffalo
in 452 minutes, including ail stops and slow.ups.

The ruins of a large city have been discovered at
thc bottoni of the sea a littie southi of the peninsula of
Istria, in the Adriatic. It had long been noticed that
nets were occasionally entangled in masortry, and it
-was decided to investigate. A diver, at the depthi of
cighty fect, found himself surrounded by ruined wvalls,
thelhue of wlichiîe traced. Hie was able to distinguisi
the plan of the streets, but did flot sec any doors or
windows, as they were covered with seawecd and in-
crustations.

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Work Among the Young.

T 11E scason is in full swing îvhcn the î'arious organi-
zations concerning the young are pursuing their

good work. Mleetings are being beld ail over the country
ini the church halls and the reports which appear in the

press indicate a state of things, on the surface at least,
which must be considered as most satisfactory. And
there is no reason to suppose that it is meresurface work.
The Young People's Societies perform a noble and an
earneçt work which the Church and the general public
lias recognized. Vet the very nature of the wvork
renders it important thaê ail thosc cngaged in it should
bc reminded of tlheir solemn responsibilities. To ivin
the young of our fair land to Christ is wortby of the
highcst and best efforts of our ablest mcen. To kccp
thcmn truc to Presbytcrianisrn is also a sacrcd duty.
The system of chiurch govcrniment and organization
which we clierish aud believe ini, is the one we ought
to perpetuate and popularize and the young people in
banding thcmselves together make it comparatively
casy niatter for mir-isters and cîders to instil into their
minds a know'.cdge of the framework and history of
the churcb to which they belong.

The Committec appointed by the (jeneral Assem-
bly, in connection w'ith the Young People's Socicties
lias hand a mecting nt which îvays and nîcans were con-
sidercd. A report of the proeeedings has flot cenched
us, but it nîay b'e taken for granted, from the apt
personnel of the Committec that whatevcr, love for the
.irduous work entailed upon it can suggest or do will
bce thou.ght out and accomplished. There is a feeling,
aind a growing o'nc, that socicties in cihies and
countics %hould have some cennecton snch as a
federation, wvhichi would conduce to co-operation in
the -xims and olbjects îvhicli arc conîmon to ail the
s..«cicties. It is hoped the idea will bcecnconragcd and
wiîll assumne definite forni on a scale flot yet attaincd.
It wo«.uld 1-e a grand thing if all the societies of young
people connectcd îvith the church wvould unite on an
ob *ici to wlîich their collections for the current year
%hould l'e devotcd. sucli for instance as the Agcd and
Infirm Ntiniters Fund, Frencli Evangelization, the
mision ~rkin the North West, or the cause of
Foreigîi Msin! We lhrmly believe that such a
Jcparture on the prescrit practice would bc thc begin-
ning .-f a great awakenung among the youn' 'vhich
wotiula bce fruitful kif niany good re:.snlts.

Sabbath Schools.

The in-lcfatigable Convener of the Sabbath School
Coniniitttçv lias "ent us a communication conccrning
S.iblatli Schiool ivork, which is toc long for publication
in ilscntirety. The factsbroughît to notice arc valuable
and ougli to be considercd cordially and carefully by

the ministers and teachers into whose hands thcy arc
likely to core. It is rcquested that the collection nmade
on «IChildren's Day " be forwarded as soon as possible.
Some space is tlien devotcd to an argument showing
why the Generai Asseiably should control the literature
that is placed in the hauds of thc teachers and scliolais;
and thec belief is exprcsscd that as good literature can
be produced in Canada as elsewhiere and that it can be
produced at a fair profit. Canadian scbools it is held
should use Canadian publications, and Mr. Fothering-
hamn certainly is able to adduce sound reasons for bis
contention. After treating of the financial aspect of the
question the Convener says:

1 «We appeal to our Sabbath Schools by their loyalty
to the General Assemnbly. The Commiittee has not been
working in the dark. Every step it bas taken has been
discussed sometinies îvith much earnestness, in the
Gcneral Assenibly. We have rcceived no nicre odiose
assent to our reconrniendations. So that -when the fol-
lowing wvas unanimously carried at the last meeting, in
London, it must be received with aIl the weight which
the Supreme Court of our Church can give it."

There is much to be said for Mr. Fotheringham's
appeal. If the subject be clozeIy examined the balance
of argument is in his favor without the shadow of a
donbt. Why go abroad if as suitable from every stand-
point can be providcd urîder the authority and safe-
guard of the Gencral Assernbly cf Canada?î That the
Canadian productions are equal in merit to those or other
countries is Mr. Fotherinigham'sclaim. If itbe good, be
ought to be loyally supported, for it is the home custom
that ivill enable the Comm:.ttec to improve their stock.

The Religious Newspaper.

The terni religious, applied to a ncwspaper, does

not nican that the newspaper shail not contain anythi.g
secular any more than the terni secu *ar would undicate
that the secular newspaper shall flot have in its columins
anytl'ng religions, says the Presbyteriasi Mcssenger.
Every first-class secular newspaper gives the -fnllcst
possible information on religions subjccts, and evcry
first-class religious newspapcr gives the bcst possible
information on secular questions. The dividing line
bctiween the sacred and the secular is, in some respects,
only an imiaginary linc, since evecy sacred zvent bas a
secular side and every secular event bas ,a sacrcd side.
A religions newspapcr is a newspaper dcvoted especi-
ally to, the advan.-emcnt of the Christian religion,
makung evcrythinpg eisc secondary and subservient to
this great end. It does not give to its readers a mere
record of passip.g events; it is an interpreter of events,
a teacher of morals, an educator in every departnicnt
of real knowlcdge ; the advocate and belper of truc
religion in the home, in the Church and in the State ;
the definite and irreconcilable cncmy of cvcrything
that is irreligions. It studies Uie motive powcrs that
lie back of great events, ever sccking to help mcn to
the attainiment of purer and nobler aims by the use of
iviser and bettcrrmcthods. It is a teacher ofmorals and
religion, a monîder of public opinion, a herald of
gospel truth.

The ideal religions ncwspaper gives to its readers a
bni but comprehensive record of great events in the
r*ligious îvorld, and in this way becomes a connectung
iink betwcen the religions forces as they go forward to
the conqnest of the world for the Mlaster. It dots not
seek to take the place of the pulpit or the preacher of
the gospel, for God bas ordained that the world shafl
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be saved by tht foolishncss ai prcaching rather than by
recding tht wvritten page. It docs, hovever, help every
minister af the gospel in lits preaching, in bis pastoral
work and in aIl bis efforts as a faithful ambassador at
Jesus Christ. I t puts him in communication wvith other
ministers, and in touch wvith other workers in bis awa
clîurch or denominatian and in other churcîzes, sa that
they may help him and hie may hclp thcm. It enables
the officebearers in the churcli to becon'e mare intelli.
gent and efficient as overseers and directors ai tht
wvork in their congregations, and as members af tht
variaus courts ai tht church. No office-bearer wvho
would help others or be helped by themi ta the intelli-
gent performance of duty cari afford ta be without a
religiaus ncwspaper. It is an inv'aluable aid ta
teachers in tht Sabbath school, ta wvorktrs in the mis-
sionarysocieties, bringingtbemrveelclymessa-gcsIroni tht
autposts and tramn tht afficers ai aur boards who have
tht oversight oiaggressive wvark. It develops a spirit
ai beneficence by giving information as ta tht needs ai
a lost wvorld and the progress ai the gospel in aIl lands.

Tht ideal rtligious ntwspaper excludes irom its
columns everything that would taint or tarnish tht
minds ai youth, and includes everything that %vould
ennoble, encourage, purify and bless. It is a thing ai
beauty, an educator in ethics, in art, in science, in
-esthetics, as well as in religion. It briglitens every
joy, comiorts every sorroiv, purifies and ennobles ev'ery
purpose, puts gaad men and good women in communi-
cation wvith each other as they go forivard ta redeem a
last ivorld. No congregation ai Christians is iully
equipped for Christian wvork until it bas tht best
possible religiaus newspaper an every home.

Tht desire taget something for nothiing
says the C'hristian Sfalesnian, is aiof the most marked
tendencies ai tht presenit age. It manifestation is seen
in innumerable directions. Amang mnen it is displayed
in speculation, in the investmient ni a smail sum in the
purchase ai an option ; that is ta say, tht nominal pur-
Chase ai praperty irom a mari who dots flot own it, by
a man wvho never cxpects ta receive it ; in the purchase
ai lottery tickets, in the foru ai niining stocks, in
speculative securities ai various descriptions, wvhose
mavenients on the market, bath up and down, are
usually rapid ; in a thousand wvays this expectation is
sten-the expectation ofigetting somnething for natbing.
Among wvomen tht saint thing is observable in tht
fain oi bargain.hunting, hunting tht counitcrs ofistores
whose proprietars make showy display aJivertisemnents
in tht daily papers. Day alter day these inveterate
bargain-hunters throng the stores in the expectatian
that they arc ta reccive samething for nothing. It is
%vcll enough ta understand that this world dots not
give something for nothing. The mien wvho manage
business in which 5peculative securities arc bought
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and sold, conduct their affairs on the distinct under-
standing the( their business is ta pny them. It may
be illustratcd in the fol1owving way : A and B3. trade
witb cach other throughi the medium of C who is a
I3roker. Suppose A purchases Szoo wvartb of stock on
a margin front B, who resells it back to A or somebody
else, After eacb puirchase and sale the broker reccives
about 6 pier cent, and very little skill in arithmetic is
n,!eded ta ascertain how niany transactions of this kind
would enable hini to absorb the money that A and B
employed in the transaction. Gamblers and the
managers of gambling bouses arc equally astute in the
conduct of their business, cbarging a commission for
ail the bets madle upon their tables, and tbeir patrons
have only ta play long enough to get rid of al] their
money. So far as the lottery business is concerned,
it hias been proven that the lottery companies can pay
ail the prizes thcy advertise, pay a commission Of 25
per cent. to their agents for the tickets they seli and
still reap from 25ý to S0 per cent, profit. Tht man wvho
buys a lottery ticket does sa witb tht expectation that
he is going to get samething for nothing, but hie is mis-
taken, for the lottery campany wvas organized for the
purpose af making money.

Pa~AigUn~The Archbishop of Canterbury lias
Conforonco. announced that a Pan-Anglican Con-

ference wvill bc convened ina Lambeth 1'dilace, the archi-
episcopal residence, in 1897. It is over thirty years
sar'ce the last conference oaf the kind wvas iaeld. The
conférence. it is belictved, will be invested with peculiar
interest, in vicw of the overtures tht Vatican hias made
to England on questions that have not been stirred
since the revolution ,îf z 686. The Standard commen-
tary on the event says :-« It is of the hightest impor-
tance that the Church of England should demonstrate
to the wvorld that Anglicanism is a powver, a distinct
branch of the Catholic Church, and that it is entitled
to negotiate with Rome on a footing of perfectcequality.
It wil be particularly intcresting, it adds, to bear what
tht bishaps af the great transatlantic Republic have to
say, and to leara whether they think reuntion %vith Rome
wvould be toa dearly purchased." Recent conferences
huve brought out tht fact that wvhile there arc pricsts
ini the Anglican Communion wvho %vauld welcome a
union with Roman Cathalicism, the church i:s a whole
is stili soundly Protestant.

Tio Church=ud Mr.james F.Daileyofthe Pailadeiphia
tho Em1oofl. Lcdger, in discussing tht relation of

Churr'i members should bc in better business. In th*~
highlest courts of these churches the strongest resa-
Jutions arc paqsd and rides tdtipted against the saloon
and saloon :îbettors. Let the Cburch auithorities bring
thc individual oftenders ta the discipline seat and rid
it.seliat once and farever of this burning disgrace.
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Society and Religion.

The ground of [lis pastor's
advice %vas, nut that there wvas nccessrily an' sin in
such an action, but tbat it miigbit prove hurtful ta bis
spiritual lufe and rîscfulncess.

This brings up file question, vital ta yaung Christ-
ians, ris well as teoaider, of their relation to the general
society arounld tbcm. Wh'at should it bc ? In answering
this important question, 've do not lose sigbt of the fact
that there is a social instinct in us, and that this should
ba cultivated. It as most natural, for yousig Christians
especially, te desire social intercourse. At tic saile
time, it mnust ba admitted that this sbauld bcecxercised
%vithin certain limits. Morecover, social intercaurse
nmu-,t, iii the case of Christians, bie always seconday, in
its importance to the growvtl of their spiritual lufe.
And hience it nn-y bc laid down as a gencral principle,
that any and ail social intercourse that tends ta di'ert
the course of the spiritual lufe, or ta weakcn it, shouid
lie given up for Clîrist's sake, as well as for anc s own
sake- It miay not bu tao much to say tbat thc spiritual
griwtlî af the young Christians of ta day is gcnerally
retarded if nat wblolly clîecked, bacauqe the character
of the social life il tiniavoral tu it. 1lence the ncces-
sity ofiliving the danger signal ta .v.irn thcrn. Amon-
the things; ta lie avaided, as unfavorable ta their
spiritual develiiiiiieit and uscifulne%s,, are, first, an
indiscriminate iniglini of C hri-tiruis witlî tbose wvbo
aire nto.t Cliri,-tian'.s.

Tbis contribution is strictly guarded by twva eIders of
tic kirk, whose duties are manifald, for tbey really hold
tbe positions ai minor curates. The Gaelic service is
generaliy from eleven ta one, and the English fram ane
ta threc. Many af the gaod people stay for bath, and
an their wvay home discuss wvhetber the minister wvas
' butter in the Gaelic or the English the duc.' The
minister bas a bad time an the Sabbatb ; flot only bas
lie these twa services rigbt on end, but hc bas to preach
cxtumporally, great indignation being evinced at 1the
paper.' H-e bas ta read'the chapters from the Bible
and the prayers hy himself', as %vull as giving bis sermon,
a little singing being the anly intcrlude. In the rumoter
parts ai Scotland the cangregatians stili stand up ta
pray and sit dowit ta sing.

"In same places tlîey do not draw up the blinds,
and tîre u s na sign ai 111e in the streets until iust bufore
kirk tit le. Cor instance a certain boause in Sutherland-

raked out an Saturday night and laid ready for Sunday,
and the daorstcp wvashed avernight."
