CANNED FRUIT.

There has been very little change worth
noting during the past month. Shipments
on domestic orders have been reasonably
active, although there are still many early
contracts) of which the greater portion are
still nns hipped, and there appears to be no
change in the ideas of buyers, that the
packer shall carry stocks until the retailers
_are.actually ready to repurchase from the
wholesalers or jobbers. Doubtless this is
the safest, as it is certainly the most con- *
servative way of treating the canned fruit
product. It will certainly eliminate the
clement of speculation, which has entered
too much into the calculations and opera-
tions both of packers and wholesalers for -
the past ten years, and if strictly followed
willleave a legitimate profit to all con-
cerned by limiting the output to some-
thing like the legitimate wants of the
trade and consumers, Little has been
doing in apricots. A slight improvement
is noted in peaches from the positive.re-
ports of short pack at nearly every East-
ern point, Pears are good property and
very firm, with a slight advance for ex-
tras, Plums are doubtless in fair supply,
and there has been littie movement in
them, although we learn of no concessions
in price. There are few cherries carried
over, of either white or black variety.

THE POSITION OF CURRANTS.

Buyers have been ivfluenced in making
purchases by reports of an advancing mar-
ket in Greece and the possibility of an up-
ward movement here in consequence,
Letters from Patras dated October 11th
stated that market was very firm, with a
slowly advancing tendency, A good trade
was being done with France, which on ac-
count of its small crop, promises to become
an important buyer of currants this year.
Russia had not on that date begun to buy,
but it is evident that that country has
since come into the” market as cables just
received state that France aud Russia con-
tinue to buy, Later prices in Greece have
undergone a sharp advance, some people
here having received cables quoting as:
high as 9s for prompt shipment, although -
that seems to be an extreme price, the
more general cable quotation being gs 9d,

—How little the population of France moves about is shown
by the last census, Out of the 38,000,000 inhabitants, 21,000,000
live in the town or village in which they were born, and 30,-
500,000 have not moved out of their native departments, Only
1,500,000 emigrated from I'rance to colonies or elsewhere.

—Tur position of the German iron trade is decidedly improv-
ing, and in special the export trade to Russia is growing, The
receipts of a single concern are stated to be about two million
marks more than in the same time last year. Some Important
iron and steel concerns in Westphalia alsoreporta good increase
of trade and some increase of receipts. ’

—Tny returns of the first carload of vegetables shipped to the

plan for the general abolitiou of export bounties.

—(GErMaN producers of spirits are preparing 8 new conven-
tlon for a rise of prices.

marks; the latter price to be maintained until the year 1901—
that is to say, during the period for which the present legislation
on the subject is valid.

concerns. In 1893 failures the same week were $15,072,020, Fail-
ures this week are 231 in the UnitedjStates, and 38 in Canada -
against 52 last year.

This shows the importance of the
greatest care in the selection of the Dbest variety and also in the
manner in'whieh the hops ure dried and put upon the market.
The reputation of British Columbia hops may otherwise be seri-
ously injured at the outset.

—Ounr Arthur, Ont., correspondent writes: *John Blaclk,
Tocgus, shipped lately three cars of lambs from here for Eng-
land—Ourill & White shipped a carload of horses to Montreal—
A. Ballentine & Sons have put a plate glass front in theiv store
which adds greatly to its appearance—1V. Scott & Co. are mov-
ing into the new building erected this summer by C. Galloway—
There seemns to be very little grain coming in‘as yet and mercan-
tilo business Is quiet.”

~Trneararmc advices from  Johannesburg report the total
output of gold from the Rand district during September at 104,-
764 ounces, or 8,809 ounces less than in the preceding month
while,as compared with the corresponding month of last year,
there is an increase of 18,057 ounces. The announcement of the
Soptember aggregate caused some disappointment, {or, even al-
lowing for the shortage of one day, as compared with August,
the result is relatively smaller than in any month since May
last,

—Tuw track of the western division of the Canadian Pacific
main line is being steadily improved, Over 1,200 tons of new
steel rails are being laid east of Rat Portage, hall between Rat
Portage in the Wabigoon district, and hall' between Tgnace and
Port William on the Thunder Bay division. The old rails are

being taken up and sent into the West [lootenay country where
they are needed for the new railway being built in that district,
A new Y is being laid down on the Deloraine branch at Napioka
to accommodate transfers of freight at that junction.

—Tar wheat crop in the Neepawa district this year is osti.
mated at 1,000,000 bushels, but so far only 40,000 bushels have
been delivered at the elevators, owing to tho slowness of the
market. Threshing having been completed on the Portage
Plains, six machines have gone from that district to Neepawa,
and it is thought the entire crop will be threshed out in good
time. Implement men aod merchants are laying in lheavier
supplies of goods than usual, in anticipation of a brisk winter
trade. :

—Tur extremely low rates of freight ruling at Chinese ports
is indicated by the fact that two large British steamers have loft
that country with a general line of Chinese and Japanese pro-
ductions for New York by the Suez Canal route, who took their
cargoes at the extremely low rate of $6 per ton of forty cubic
feot. At this rate the products of Eastern Asia can be delivered
in New York at less cost for transportation than is required for
convoying [reight across any one of the large States, and for
about one-fourth of the price paid from New York or any At-
lantic port to Asia. )

—Oun Carleton Place correspondent reports the assignment
within the last few days of Mr. Dennis Edwards of Franktown,
who has been carrying on business .as goneral merchant and,
dealer in hop poles, wood and ties. Want of first class aptitude
for business and too many bad accounts are the cause of his
troubles. IIe made an ofter of 60 cents on the dollar some time
ago which was accepted by the creditors, but his sureties back-
ing out, the settlement fell through.

—AN agreement has been reached between Mr. Samuel Bar-
foot, the suspended private banker of Chatham and his creditors.
Under it he agrees to wind up the estate within five years, and to
pay a fair interest during that period. He has associated with
him as an advisory board Mr, M. Houston, Police Magistrate :
Mr. R. J. Morrison, ex-warden; and Mr. R. S. White. The
flnancial statement shows an ostensible balance of more than
$60,000.

—RETURNS [rom Buenos Ayres indicate a reduction of about
15 per cent, inthe wheat acreage for next year, as compared
with last years. This is partly due to the fact that the cultiva.
tion of corn interfered with the planting and partly from the
ravages of locusts. The indications are that the amount of wheat

for oxport next year will be moderate and not in excess of the

exports for this year. The corn crop, which is now being
shipped abroad, was large, but the quantity suitable for export
was greatly below the quantity expected, It will be impossible
to cure the large amount remaining, and it will be used in fat-
tening cattle, which industry promises to increase,

—LFFORTS are being made by the Western Ontarioc Commer-
cial Travellers’ Association to secure better privileges for com-
mercial travellers in the North-West than they at present enjay.
It appears that the regular rate varies according to the locality
traversed. At present travellers receive a reduction of 25 per
cent. and a baggage allowance of 300 pounds. The travelling
men thinlk that they should get a reduction of at least 3815 per
cent. and be allowed 400 pounds of baggage. A representative
of the association has interviewed the railway officials in
Winnipeg and has strong hopes of securing the concessions re-
quested.

—THERE seems to be a better demand in California for the en-
tire line of dried fruits, though there is no perceptible strength-
ening of prices, excepting apricots, several carloads of which
have been shipped to France and Germany. Stocks are light
and held at about 814c for choice Royals. Peaches are moving
forward more freely at from 4 to 6 cenw, according to quality,
Shipments of prunes are very heavy, Market on large sizes is
very weak on account of the preponderance of these sizes, and
some sales of 40-50 have been made at 4% and 5Sc. The four
sizes are firm at 83{ to 4c. Raisin shipments have been enor-
mous, the daily shipments from Fresno for the last ten days
averaging about 50 carloads. [ruitis of fine quality and the
weather extremely favorable for curlng. Layersare firm at 95¢,
and in active demand. Loose muscatels are quotable at 2c, 214c
and 3c for 2, 3 and 4-crown {.0.b. on the coast.

—Tne last London quarterly ivory sales of this year com-
menced on the 23rd instant. They contained 28 tons from Zanzi-
bar and Bombay, 13 from Egypt and Malfa and 54 from the west
coast of Africa; total, 95 tons, against 102 tons same time in 1804,
There is again no changé of importance® to be reported, as all
kinds of tusks sold either at previous values or only £1 cheaper,
Following is a list of prices paid : Zanzibar and Bombsy—Sound
good, soft—Average 60 to 100 1bs. £61 to £65 ; do.

and §11. The state of the markel is decidedly firm and there is
gonorally a better feeling among those engaged in this industry.
The schovner owners are this year in a better condition also to
face modernte prices for the skins onaccount, of the lower prices
paid to the hunters, The total cateh will be very largely below
that of last year as far as Canadian schovners are concerned.
Last yeur’s cateh was 97,474 skins, while that of this year is not
ostimated as lilkely to exceed about 70,000, or a reductlon of
almost 25,000 from that of 1894,

—Ow all the Western ideas adopted by Japan, none has made
greater progress comparatively than the system of insurance in
most of its branches, and the great strides made in this dircction
within the past year or two are a good example of how readily
the Japaucse take to customs most foreign to their natural in-
stincts, Vf course, in a country where wood and other inflam-
mable materials are su largely used for building and other pur*
poses, insurance against fire i un easy flrst in popular favor.
Dnring the year ended March 8ist, 1804, the Meiji Insurance
Company issued policics for $11,d48,720, and the premium in-
come amounted to $168,594, whereas in the preceding year only
$62,108 wore rocelved, insuring $3,205, 119, But life insurance
is also prospering, and this company has issued policies for eight

million dollars, while its two principal competitors, the Teikokn
and the Nippon, have issued six and a half millions each.

—VERY abundant snpplies of Indian teas have been offered in
London, the bulk of which has consisted not so much of the com-
moner qualities as of teas of a thin liquoring character, with a
better-looking leal and more show of tippiness than is warranted
by their appearance in cup. For such sorts as these the demand
has been anything but brisk, and to assist the biddiugs holders
have here and there acceded to a reduction of 34d to 14d per Ib.
especially on those grades coming between 84 to 1id. Being
still more or less encumbered with some old season’s teas unsold,
but-which-were bought at higher prices than those now ruling,
several of the dealers are a little hampered in their operations.
The demand for the really good, hard, stand-out kinds of tea has
been uninterruptedly active, particularly as their supply does
oot augment, and wherever they can bo picked up or
searched out they are readily taken at stiff, if not slightly ad-
vanced, ratea.

—A DECREE has veen issued by the French Government to
regulate concessions for the working of the phosphate beds in
Algeria. A tax of 50 centimes per ton will he levied on the
phosphate exported. The decree makes no mention of the con-
cessions previously granted, and it may be supposed that those
held by English ecompanies, the revocation of which had been

-demanded, will not be intevfered with.

TWO OLD OCEAN GREYIHOUNDS.

Shipping men will be interested In learning that the once
famous ocean greyhounds Arizona and Alaska will be put up
for sale at auction at the Brokers’ Salesroom, Liverpool, on Nov-
ember 16th, by C. W. Kellock & Co. These vessels were pion-
aers of their class and held the rvecord for several years, the
Alaska being the first vessel to cross the Atlantic in less than 7
days. Both were constructed of iron for the Atlantic service by
the well-known firm of John Elder & Co., Glasgow, and both are
fitted with every appliance for the comfort and safety of first

-second and steerage class passengers. The Arizona was built in
1879, is of 5,164 tons gross, 2,657 tons net, and 1,127 horse-power, .
capable of steaming 15 knots laden on the Atlantic. The Alaska -

is of 6,982 tons gross, 3,564 net, was built in 1881, is of 1,781
horse-power and can steam 1614 knots, Both vessels have been
carefully maintained, and are in excellent condition ready for
gervice. The Alaska and Arizona gave the old Guion Line
much of its prestige, and were practically Ameérican vessels as
far as ownership was congerned. It would be interosting indeed

if American buyers should again become owners of these ships, -

THE U. 8. CROPS.

The drouth in the United States continues unbroken, and the '

week now ended has brought no betterment in the sitnation of
the wheat crop in the regions where there has been prolonged
lack of moisture. These conditions naturally awaken distrust as
to the outlook of the crop, and may with propriety be recog-
nized as elements of an unfavorable nature in more or less de-
gree, but there is liability of more serious misgivinga than the
possibilities of the situation really justify. While the new plant
is making slow top growth it will be found that the root is
driving downward for moisture, and securing a better basis for
the future.
that has not yet germinated, it has been shown that this grain
may long lie dormant and eventually produce good results. The
weather has continued to favor the handling of corn, and husk-
ing and cribbing operations have been actively prosecuted. So
far ag indications in regard to yield are concerned there is
nothing new of moment. The general average of results in the
harvesting work confirms previous expectations, The low prices
prevailing in the surplus States are restricting the shipping
Movement of both corn and oats—a condition which is not sur-
prising. In fact the situation seems to justi{y a holding policy

beyond what is urgently needful to satisfly immediate necesgities. -

© BILLS OF SALE AND A CASE IN POINT.

The need of a general insolvency law has seldom
been more forcibly demonstrated than in the ease of
Mr. Jacoh Goldherg, late proprietor of the Montreal
Clothing House in Halifax, who has just heen brought
to this city and lodged in the cells, thanks to the activity
of the Montreal ereditors, more especially one of them,
Mr. A. Jacob, wholesale woollen merchant, briefly re-
ferred to last week. Mr. Goldberg, originally from the
land of the Czar, came to Halifax from Philadelphia
His education in the ordinary
sense of the term, was nof excessive ; he could harely
sign his name, hut he possesses all the keen business
instinets of the people of the Orient. His clothing
store seemed prosperous. His first purchases were paid

for in cash, and he handed over $8,500-to his prineipal

suppliers with which to pay other accounts in this city
and thus obtained with them the name of a good . cus-
When he opened a branch store in the thriving
town of New Glasgow, N.S., he was looked upon as a
prosperous and reliable merchant. But Goldberg was
not satisfied to do well, and thinking-that the shortest
road to sucedss was through a failure, he resolved to
hecome insolvent so far as his Montreal creditors were
concerned, and start again on a larger scale on what
was practically their money. Accordingly he eame to
Montreal, where, on the strength of his former prompt
settlements; he was able to purchase some $20,000
worth of goods with comparatively little difficulty, (al-

- (though some houses declined to ship the goods he

bought, and he left for Halifax to take advantage of
the favorable opportunities afforded him in his plans
by the laws of Nova Scotia. It soon was noised about
that his brother had been given a Bill of Sale for
£6,500, and that goods were leaving his store for secret
destinations. Next it was made public that he had as-

signed, and that his preferential creditors were his
three brothers, [ke, Moses, and Baker, for $10,300, his .

wife, Sarah, for $1,900, and his sister-in-law Jisther for
$1,500. He also preferred two loeal firms for $1,600

- and $90C respectively, but they promptly refused to ac-

cept any such preference, takiug the manly ground that

they would rank only with the other less fortwm ate

creditors. : :

But the fact that in-this case justice has been satis-
fied does not in any way detract from the position
taken by those of our commercial bodies who urge the
advisabity of one insolvent law that shall embrace the.
whole of the Dominion. The Goldberg case is an ex--
ceptional one. - The ends of justice were only met by’
an unusual display of promptitude and a lavish expen-
diture of money. Under ordinary circumstances he
would have escaped his deserts with comparative. ease,
by sheltering himself under the wgis of the unusually-
favorable laws of the province in which he.elected to
do business.  While no act has yet been framed which
an unscrupulous debtor cannot evade to a greater or
less extent, the revised form of the one submitted for

correction to the various Boards of Trade was certainly ~

as aceeptable to our diverse commercial interests as
could be reasonably expected, and therefore it is to he-
hoped that in spite-of the present political unrest the-
government may be able to find time to. place.it upon,
the statute book at an early date. Even if it did not

satisfy the anticipations of its framers in their entirety |
it could not fail to be-an improvement on the present

system, It would go a long way towards putting the

credit system on a sounder basis, and it would certainly

diminish the present expendlture in process of law.

AN ENGLISH EXPERIMENT.

A recent report of the Co-operative
Wholesale Society (England) shows that
the sales for three months amounted to
well over eleven million dollars, an in-
crease of more than half a million dollars,
or 43¢ per cent. over the corresponding
quarter of the previous year. The net
profits, after providing for interest and de-

preciation, amounted to nearly a quarter
of a million dollars, out of which there
was pald a dividend of four pence in the.
pound to members and two pence in the.
pound to non-members on the sales of the .
quarter, The turnover in the banking de-
partment was over forty million dollars, on
which the profit was infinitesimal. Biscuit
works owned by the society showed a gain
in business of 22 per cent. over the corres-

ponding quarter and a profit of more than

5 per cent.’ Shoe works showed sales of
over $400,000 and a net profit for the quar-
ter of §$20,000. The society has another
shoe factory which ison a much smaller
seale, but makes in proportion just as goud
a showing. The soap works showed less
sales than last year, but there was still a
profit on its business. The woollen mill
showed a profit of over $500 and the cloth-
ing factory about $2,000, and the flour mill
a profit of §$5,000, or about 1 per cent. on
the quarter’s sales, which were very much
larger than-those of the same quarter last
year. The society even has a shipping de-
partment, but this showed a small loss.
The Managing Committes recommended
that the rate of Interest on loans in the
trading department be reduced from 4 to
8 per cent.

THE LEEDS CLOTH MARKET."

English letters sny that the cloth mar-
ket has been better attended for a month
past, many manufacturers having returned
from the London sales. The general ad-
vance of from 15 to 20 per cent.. has not
been quite established. Repeat winter

_orders are not numerous, as the geason is

go far advanced ; but attempts to buy
such stock as beavers, pilots and rever-
sibles at former prices were quite a fail-
ure.

THE LACE TRADE.

English letters say that certain lines of
cotton millinery laces are selling pretty
freely, both for the home market and for
export, but the trade is conflned to com-

paratively few houses. The Valenciennes
style continues to be relatively most ropu-
lar, but there is also some enquiry for
guipure, Oriental and Maltese laces, The
supply of these goods is, however, quite
equal to the demand. Everlasting trim-
mings are selling to a moderate extent ;
but machinery is not fully engaged, and
the demand for crocheted edgings, Irish
trimmings and tatting is quiet. Thereis
no new feature ili the silk fancy lace trade
orders coming in to hand very slowly.
Falr quantities of silk veilings are selling,
but the supply is abundant, Some varieties
of made goods are selling [reely. There
is a steady demand for bobbin nets, quan-
tities of which are still being forwarded to
the Continent for embroidering. The de-
mand for corset and mosquito net is very
moderate, and there is not much doiug in
fine tulles. In the lace curtain trade the
demand is disappointing. Some manu-

‘facturers have fair orders, but they are

largely for future delivery, and the cur-
rent demand is insuflicient tokeep machin-
ery {ully employed.

THE JUTE TRADE,

Dundee is by no meoans sharing in the
improvement in trade to the same extent
ag other districts, The market, indeed, is
described as ¢ inactive,” but the expres-
sion has reference chiefly to the future, as
jute manufacturers are all tolerably em-
ployed at present on old contracts. It is
because of this, that quotations are main-
tained. Recent arrivals of jute are said
to be poor in qualjty, but the prices of the
fibre have firmed up of late on higher quo-
tations cabled from Calcutta, Spinners
are by no means responding to the invita-
tions to pay more money, as they look upon
the spurt a3 only temporary, yet in Cal-
cutta a large business is said to be doing,
the local mills buying largely as well as
shippers, .Flax and tow are inactive, and
as little contract business is passing quo-
tations are nominal. TheRussian markets
are said to be quiet but firm. For jute
yarns the demand is fairly good, and spin-
ners being well sold ahead are keeping
quotations firm. Jute goods, howaver,
are in but slow demand, and prices are
easing off in favor of buyers, Linen yarns
are in less demand ; linen goods are mov-
ing off fairly well, but sail-cloth still re-
mains very quiet. .

CANNED SALMON,

The packing and distribution of salmon . -
has almost ceased for the present year, ex- 3
cept for the putting up of the fall runs'of -
fish on the Coast rivers. The season has
been a satisfactory une as far as volume of
packing and business done is 'conéerhed;

but prices realized on the Columbia River
product have left small margin over cost
of the goods, the packers having paid very
high prices for the fish, and in their anx-
iety to control services of skilled fishermen
have subjected themselves to many addi-
tional expenses that did not exist under
less keen competition. The British. Col-
umbia people have made a much larger
output than was anticipated early in the
geason, having had 2 good heavy run of
fish at the close of the packing, which
brought up the final figures to a satisfac-
tory amount, As usual, a very important
factor in the season’s business has been
tho product of the Alaskan waters, where
the packing has been prosecuted ' wi.l
energy and vigor, and as a whole haa .
made & good showing, but with varyiny o
results-at different fishing stations; somo s
on account of & small supply of fish, mak-
ing.but a poorshowing, and others, from
extraordinary rums, packing beyond a4
calculations made in the early months ci

the year. The San Francisco market is -
pretty well cleaned up of stock, excepting

the fall packed goods above referred to,

and the distributive trade seems to be in
satisfactory shape,

ENGLISII TEXTILES.

Huddersfield cloth manufacturers report
no diminution in the activity, The weather
has been more favorable than hitherto for
maklng selections of colored fabrics suit-
able for the next spring trade. Manufac-
turers have felt compelledto increase their Lo
prices, but this has not led -to - any serious L
stoppage of repeat orders. Some further B
novelties have been preduced of suitings, -
and thoy are receiving a good desl of at- .
tention, not only from Continental buyers
but also from South American. Numerous
repeat orders for winter goods have been
placed at fully the advanced quotations
before reported. Producers of tweeds
both high class and medium are very full
of orders, which they have taken on more
profitable terms than generally they" are
accustomed to. Business on account of
the United-States and Canada shows no
falling off, Yarn spinners are very busy,
and prices have a further upward tend-
ency, .
