T4 shonld
have hieen impossible for any ship to he where the Paris was
under the weather conditions prevailing without a danger
signal that would have warned her of the facf.  The truth
is that Great Britain, with all her marvititue interests, is sad-
1y behind the {imes in the management of her light-house
system. "The control is placed in a subordinate body, which
scems lo have a limited appreciation of its public obligit-
tions while intent on saving expense. Tt is the same defect;
which is so obvious in the English system of fire extinguish-
ment.  One would have supposed that the {rightiul fatali-
ties attending the last disaster would have been followed by
prompt action on the part of the authorifies.” Butb this is
no justification for those in charge of the vessel's manage-
ment.  The ship simply had no business to be where she
was. - Tn our opinion she had no business to be in the spot
where her officers supposed she was, - The fault was in
adopting a eourse which could, through treacherous currents
or in any other way, bring the vessel ashore. There was sen
Toom cenough to give these rocks a wide berth.  The saving
of two or three miles was nothing. compared with the risk
involved in a possible error.

—A substantial prool of improvement throughout the Do-
minion is shown by statistics issued under date of July Sth
Ly R.G.Duim & Co.: “Canadian failures for the quarter were
unusually small, not only fewer in number than usual, but
in amount of liabilities onlf $1,394,920 against $1,945,462 in
the same quarter last year, and $2,939,351 in the same quar-
tor of 1897, and less than a thivd of the liabilities in the first
quarter of this year. Tn the iron manufacture the amouut
was smaller than in the same guarter last year, in machin-
ery, leather, chemieals and earthenware smaller than in 1808
ot 1897, and in lumber, clothing, milling, printingand hats,
smaller than in 1897, but a single cotion failure exceeds in
amount Mabilitics of those of previous years.

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THE BCONOMIC ASPECT OF ARMAMENTS.

There are several views ahnost universally entertained
ol an cconomic character which it requires courage to
call in question.  Amongst these is the question, whe-
ther dational armaments are an oppresive hurden to the
people?  The gencral opinion is, that the costs of an
army and navy are seriously burdensome {o the tax-payer.
Were univers al peace pr oclaimed, were armies disbandeds
and warships given over 1o me1cfmtlle uses, the result,
it is thought, won]d be, to Tift a heavy ]ond from the
hacks of the people.

AL the Peace Congress at the Ilague, quite a sensa-
lion was caused on the 26th June, by Col. Schwartzhoff,
the German military attache, boldly calling this Dhe-
liet in question.

According to the “Spectator,” “He utterly denied that
the nations were erushed by their armaments”  Per-
sonal scrvice in the army was not a burden or an im-
post; but a pabriotic duty; he contended that it had
made Germany, and, as for its economic consequences,
the Colonel told the delegates to “look around.” Was
Germany ever more prosperous, or were the public and
private standards of living ever higher? How came that
to pass, he demanded, if German armaments impover-
ished Germany? \Tatul"ﬂh, this bold attack upon one
of the foundation ideas of the Peace Conference caused
a great sensation, and,. if reports are to be credited, “the
project of reducing: or limiting armaments, is already
dead.” _

There is nothing novel in_ this theory,
it is simply a phase of the familiar and quite old-fash-
joned mnotion, that the value of commodities ecan be
forced up by creating an artificial scarcity, The with-
drawal of a large number of men from ingustrial puar-
guits in the United States to engage in those of war,
undoubtedly had some cffect in raising wages and prices.
"'he.requirements of war create an extensive de_man'd Tor
a great variety of goods, the consumption of w]}lch is un-
usually Jarge and rapid by troops in netive service. When,
with this extra demand for goods, there is at the same
time a withdrawal of the workmen by whom they are
made, the clect is, to enhance the price of labour and of
what labour produces. While the classes whose Jabour
is thus enhanced in value by war have some compensa-
tion for whatever extra tax burden war may throw upon
them, the other classes of the community f'm.d,' tlmt_they
have to pay higher prices for what they recquire, higher
prices also for some kinds of goods, they nave also to pay
heavier taxes to meet the costs of war, but for those ad-
dikional hurdens those classes have no compensation. Lo
those classes, who comprise all but lJabour sellers, the
costs of prepaving for war, and for carrying it on ave
burdensome.

Tf the theory of the German Colonel is sounds that the
maintenance of armaments is of economic advantage to a
nation by enhancing the value of lal?m}r, the lal'ger the_
army a country maintains the more is its prosperity ad-
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vaneed. It seems, however, rather like, “Robbing Deter.
to pay Paul,” to impose taxes on the merchant and pro-
fessional classes in order to raise revenue to maintain an
army, in order that the artisans and labourers may have
Delter wages as a result of some of their competitors be-
ing kept idle.

1t is, however, a very marrow view ol the cconomic
value of armaments Lo make such value dependent upon
the effect of armaments on the labour mavket. — If in-
deed that plea covered the case Lor armaments il eould
e destroyed, as it is fallacious.  'Ihe argument must he
raised to a higher plane.  The value of armamenls ex-
eeds their cost mecessavily, Deause by the expenditure
they involve the whole wealth, the entire business inter-
ests, the very existence of a nation, are protected. A
certain number of men are withdrawn from aclive in-
dustrial pursuits in order to stand guard over the field ol
labour, so that the workers way pursue their avocations

-steadily,-in peace.

We read of builders in olden time who held a sword in
one hand and a tool in the other.  AMen so placed could
not do as much work as il both their hands had been
free.  The army and navy relicve the entire rest of the
nation from the work of sell-protection, so that every in-
dustrial oceupation eanr be pursued without any interrup-
tion. It is incomparably more cconomical for the in-

. dustrial classes, of all ranks, to engage an army and navy

to defend them and their properties, than for the work-
ers to be partly occupied in the duties of self-deflense.
We could lessen the taxes in this city hy dishanding the
police force, but we should not save any money by this

. policy as the {ime of our citizens would have lo be de-

voted to police duties at a scrious sncrifice.  As it is
cheaper for a mereaniile city to pay a regular police
force than for each ecitizen to profect his own property,
so il is cheaper for a nation to maintain an effective
army and navy than to have its inferests disburhed and
its peace threatened, and ils industrial life and activities
hindered, hy fears engendered by Jack of adequale de-
fences.  Armaments are & hurden, no doubt, so are
clothes; so are houses; o ave all the vestraints of civilized
life; and all the necessary costs of mainlaining the con-
ditions essential fo profitable business.” But, inasmuch
as the prosperity of a nation is dependent upon its peace-
ful oceupation in commereial pursuits, whielt is ensured
by adequate armaments for defence, the fruits of a na-

. tion‘s prosperity will ever be sufficient to meet the costs

of a mation’s protection, without the hurden of them
heing felt to he oppressive. _ .o

‘told has been sent out of England because it was cheap-
er to remit than anything else: that is, was sold at a pro-
fit.  The conditions of the world’s money markets are
constantly changing.  Gold is a commodily for which
the demand is very varviable.  DProtectionists, as such,
are under no special obligation to explain gold move-
uu,nts, any more than Free 'vaders are.  Our contem-
porary who imagines that the ebb and flow of gold con-
tradict pr otcctnomst prineiples, has evidently much to
Tearn about {he clements of fiscal questions. It should
find sowne theory to explain how a zealous Free Trade
organ can consistenly support a  Protectionist fiseal
policy.

WHY SO0ME GOODS ARE UNSALEABLIL.

The quality of goods handled is sueh an important factor

in the suceess or failure of business, that the question °ro-

_quently avises, Why will any dealer handling a special

line of goods carry grades so far below the necessary stand-
ard of make and quality as to cause repeated rejections
and eventual loss of trade?

Why such goads are manufactured is more readily ax--

plained. A maker- of “cubt price” men's working gar-
ments, ladies’ blouse waists, lustre skirts, ete.,, who sends
travellers on the road is generally aware beforchand of the
sort of competition to be encountered. Ie recalls the ad-
vice: “Go out, my son; sell plenty clothing;  remember,
liouestly.if you ean, and always low priced.” Accordingly,
he arranges io down his-adversary before he meets him.
He seuds out swatehes by mail, and announces the call

pleased to take your order.for men’s work shirls, as per
sample, at the very low price of $4 per dozen, regular,
Please hold orders till. you see his goods.”

Me answers, all com-
plan}ts as politely but evasively as his nutural cunning will
atlow. llis eredils are short, and he generally gets paid
Defore the complaints get loud. He has o suceessiul sca-
son, bub fearing past events he opens the next Yyear under’
another name.

The manufacturer who adopts sueh methods seldom if
ever earries o good stock,  lle muakes extra proflits Ly
using “seconds,” aund employing the cheapest unskilled
Jubor in the cutting and making. His only salvation lies
in his being able to offer o low priced artiele, and his
strong point in selling is ihat bigger profits can be real-
ized.  Rut the suceessful retailer is taught to avoid such
apparent bargains which  eventually bring loss of trade,
and injury to the repulation of his store. :

Yusaleable stock, however, can not always be attu- .
buted to the manufacturer’s desive of selling cheap goods
at a low price. Quite luqm-nll) aiine o goads will be
found by the inspeetor in w large vepulable factory to
have been Yot cut.”

“Phe extensive formation of Lrusts thr;)ugliout the United -

States within the past year is reported to have caused one
line of business men to “1dse faith-in the stability of their
profession. The commercial traveller is said to be finding
his calling swept away by this new order of business condi-
tions. Already some 3,000 representatives of the various
tobaceo concerns have been dropped from the pay-roll, while
muny hundreds in various other amalgamated concerns
have knowledge of the termination ol thur time in that ca-
pacity.

White readers of such announcements are naturally al-
lowing a sympathetic feeling to arvise from the thought that
100,000 men, who comprise the present travelling body, may
receive carly notice to puck their grips, fold their order
books and head for homie, the commereial traveller of to-duy,
either in Canada or the United States, is not worrying great-
1y over the possible result. In the first place he is too prac-
tical a man to allow such trifles to bother him. If they did
the first thing his experienced mind might be liable to sug-
gest would be to call in the president of the trust and insist
on selling him his time for the next five years, at the highest
- market price for sterling worth in any eapacity. - Yet that

aceomplishment would searce be worth recording in com- -

parison with his achievements when really put to a-test.
The experienced commercial traveller can sell anything on
carth, and take orders for some that are not, guaranteeing
their arrival on time. TIfe-is known to hold trade for his
house where the actual head of that house couldn’t get an
order cven at the point of the bayonet. He is the only sale
mediator in all troubles that - arise ‘between buyér and
seller; the delicate task of reuniting “hetrts that had been
long estranged” being one of the arts at which he excels.
_The following experience which goes to sbow the fund of
ingenuity at all times kept in store by the commercial trav-
eller, happened out West recently.  The eity representative
for a wholesale grocery house who had been accustomed to
selling a good round bill to a suburban departmental store
every few weeks. and who looked on the account as “gilt-
cdged” was being meb on cach succeeding visit with more
emphatic disapprovils of the house for which he sold. No
order, small or large, would arrive entirely satisfactory.
There are so many ways in which a grocery order can be
slightly changed that one or more would surely be appavent
cach trip. At length one day, after returning on the pre-
vious week an order of {wo hoop wooden pails, which were
billed as three hoop and two twelve pound boxes of tobaceo
that were billed as twenties, with the additional error of
three cents more per pound than the tobacco was sold at,
along came a truck load of goods the amount of which was
$267. Among the lot wus a dozen wicker clothes baskets,
which were defective.  They had evidently lain in the
warehouse muny years, for they were decidedly shop worn
and only two ol the number perfeet.  The top edges were
broken sufliciently {o render them unsaleable except at a
big sacrifice.  The wholesale honse was notified but an-
swered to the cffeet that the baskets were all right when
ihey left the warehouse, were duly inspected by the shipper
and,while they regretied the occurrence, they could not pos-
© sibly make any .lllowunu. or have the baskets returned or
exchanged.

‘I'he traveller eame along as usual in about ten days, but all’

his persuasive cloquence could not get a pencil mark on his
order book. He immediately agreed to have the baskets ex-
changed, after claiming he had alvepdy righted. the tobacco
and pail deal, o eredit bill for which he drew from his
pocket. But such continued dealings had caused the whole-
sale house to be considered unrelinble nnd the retail concern
liad firmly resolved to buy elsewhere. The traveller bought
a dozen cigars which he distributed among the boys in the
grocery department and went away. The third morning af-
terward a letter was received Learing the traveller’s signa-
tare. It read: “Friend T . I've heen looking for two

duys to find the man who was responsible for the mistakes
in your goods. 1 swore I'd find that man or resign my po-
sition, I hunted early and late, high and Tow, and. at the
end of the second day discovered him on the ﬁitli floor,: I
