and as a consequsnne, ali was tranquillity,
intelligence, sell-sucrlfice; for they recogrized
in their pricsts, pastors who thoroughly aym-
pathized with them in their misery and die-
oontens. Moreover, the German Oongreas of
a few wovka weeka ngo made labor and capi-
tal the moat Important and prominent sub-
jeos of its rrogramme, Dr. Windshorss, one
of the many Catholic leaders who havs pro-
moted the labor cause in Cermany, 2ald :
*¢ We have come to Bscham to prove that
Catnoliclty bas thé courageto piant ita flag
in the mintng reglon, Tue intercsts cf em-
ployers and employed are not opposed ; they
complete one another ; the workman can do

IN FRANCE.

Ten thoueand of tho Catholic working
olaeses snswered the Pupe's request to visty
Bome. Four trelas eack wsek, with five to
pix hundred patseagors, ran from the 14:h of
Qotober until the 18:h of November, Every
part of France sent its representative work-
iogmen, and many wealthy Cathollcs contri-
buted in aiding the poorer of thess laborers
to vieit the Eternal City, What a splendid
gight for the Italian Freemason !—The
French laborer, farmer, nnd meochanic em-
braclog and receivlng ths especial blesulng of
the Vicar of Carlst, Bat more than thie, it
was a néew phage in the present religiots life
of France.

Declde not 1o Introduce a Prohibition Reso-
Iution in Parlinment this Bession.

Orrawa, February 5.—A meeting of mem-
bars of the Parliament [ntorested in the tem-
peranos cauve was held [n the Tower room
this moraning. Hop. S:nator Vidal, prasident
of the Dominion alllancs, occapled the chair,
aud there woro present Hon. Senator Perley,
Mogsrs, Jamieeon, M.P., 8. A. Fisher, M.P.,
R. Watenn, M.P,, J. Scriver, M. P., Somer-
villz, 3. P., Mulock, M.P., Kirk, M.P,, Mac-
dopal, M.P., (Hurov), Jones, M.P,, Arm-
atrong, M.P., Waldie, M.P., Biin, M P,
{Wentwerth) Meigs, M.P., Lsvg, M.P,
Hale, M.P., McMilien, M.P., Briep, M.P,,
Lavitt, M.P, Eleenhauer, M P., Plstt, M.P,,
Wilson, M.P., Rev, W, Saott snd Rov. Mr.

A longthy discueeion took place upon the
advieabllity of Intrcduclng a reeolution In
favor of prohibitlon at thia ecuslon of Parlia-
ment. Mesars, Fisher and Carson reported
that the council of the Allianca had decided
In lavor of auch & step. Mr. Scriver depre-
cated the Introduction ¢f a prohibition reso-
lntion this year, although hs fuvored a dls-
cussion on the sabjsot Io the laet session of
Parllament and would sapport such action
next scsslon, Mr, Jamleson teok a similar
view. There was no probability that thle was
the lnet seasion of vhis Parllament and he
preferred delay. The last time the subjacy
was debated they had not a square vote npon
it, Mr. Whatson, also objected to any action
thia yeur. He regarded the bringing up of
the subject yoar by year as little more thon »
farce, tners had been no ohabge 1o the per-
sonpel of the Bonse, and thelr opinion had
not changed, Mr. Fisher explained why the
temperano - people hed opposed the amend-
ments offered. In his opinfon the only way
to prevent any amendments being propesed
was to put tbe motion vn going into eupply,
but thin was Impossible because such a step
wae nearly always regsrded as a vote of want
of confidence in the Government. Mr. Diu-
gall statad thot In vlew of the late perlod of
the meeting he wes inclined %o agrae with
Mr, Jamieson In favoring a pestponement
until next year. He auggestad tnat next time
they shonld be veady with sama amandment
which weuld place the question fairly before

tbe Houze, Under the present state
of affalrs he wonld be willing
even to acoept a ploblscite, which

he had opposed before, and be hoped thoy
wounld take advantage of any snch amend-
ments thé mext time, Mr. Somerville laid
the blame for the present tromble upen the
oagt-lron form of the rerolution which had
been provided by the Alllance, and which
conld not be varied. Mr., Kirk admitted
that he had approved the plabissite proposal,
hut had felt boond to vote dewn any amend-
ments ‘offared to the motlon, Dr. Maodonald
also opposed any aotion this year.

Finally, %r. Boriver, M.P., moved that In
the opinion®bf the leglslative committee it lu
not expedlent to Introduce a prohibition reso-
letion in the Houre this sesslon.

Prosecated by the Governmeoent ol France.

Paris Febraary 9.—Tho Duko of Orleans has
writhen a lester to I’reaidana Caract sppeaxling
far permisgion 6y eerve bis country., The Iis-
publican majority in the chamber approves the
attitude s Guvernment hag talen in deciding
uprn a gimple enforcement of tho law, Tae
Left Jeoks upoa the duki's ach 2a a mere bogish
evcapaide and holds that b= should be tried snd
geatenced (o assert the majesty of the law, but
afrer gentence he rhoald bz pardonel and sent
out of France, The letter s written in the
sliphily ipjured tono of one who 18 surpriced
that others do not do justice to the purity of his
aiolives, He expresses his confi lence that every
Frenchman who loves the tricolor will approve
his condue’, and he ventures to think he has no
rensen to fear the jundpment of Carnot’s own
couscwzce He then proceeds :—** Sines you
are 8o justiy proud of your great and patriotic
nncestor you cap hardly ba surprired at my
tovikicg the memory of tho prisc-s, my an-
ceators, who died fur Franco on she field of
battle, nor ag one «f ths deecendants of
Heory the Fourth T aek to becomne 8 common
8> Jdier.

The Duke of Orleans, who was arrested yes-
terday for violating the decres of oxile issued
agaiout the members of his family, occupies &
comfortable apartment in the Conciergerie
prison. The Duchess de Chartres and Frin.:ese
Marguerite, his aunt and csusin respectively,
aud uther frivnds will be parmitted to viaib bim,
M. Conabzns, minister of the interior, hasgiven
orders shat he os treated with distinction. The
Mounarchist membera of the Chamber of
Deputies have decided to interpelate the Gov-
ernmen® a8 tu its reason for imp-isonieg the
Duke. At o meeting of the Cabinnt to-day it
was decided to strictly enfcrece the provision of
vhe expulsion law sgninet the young Duke.

The Duke was taken before the tribuonl of
the Seine tn-day where he was charged with a
flagrand violatica of the law hanishing from
France pretendera to the throma. In reply to
the ohi e hesaid became (0. France to parform
his military dutissa. He azked for an adjourn-
ment of the case in order to gllow him tu in-
struct hia counvel, The caurt thereupnn
adjourned the hearmg until Wednesday. His
counsel will urge that the new recruitiog law
abrogates the clause 1m the cxpulsion law for-
bidding ¥rench princes to eater the army and
that the Duke has not, therefore, rendered him-
self linble to a penalty. The Countess of Paria
telegraphed to the Marquis of Beauvoir thank-
ing bim for news of her son and addicg ‘I am
sure he will always do Lis duty.”

At the conclusion of the judicial enquiry M.
Qonsetann will reply to the interpelation. He
will state the Government merely executed the
law, the provieions of which are precies. He
will explain to the Chamber thav article 4 of
the law of exile enacts that no memvuer of the
Orleana faunly shall enter the army. It dees
not mention the grade from which they are de-
barred, and the cahinet will, therefore, not
admit the argnment of the Duke that he could
join the Army as a private.

The Repubhique Francaix, in commenting on
the arreat of the Duke, points oud thav the
Expuleion law imposes a penalty of from two
to five years imprisonmest upcn the head or
divect heir of apy family that has reigned in
France, who violate, its provisions.

AWFUL COLLIERY DISASTER.

Nearly 150 Men Killed

BY AN EXPLOSION IN A WELSH MINE

Lonnox, February G —An explosion oo
carred to-day In n colllery at Abereyohsn in
Moanmouthskire, ten miles northweat of New-
port. Three hundred mlncrs were tmpris-
oned and for geveral hours no communication
oneld be had with them, An opening was
finolly effaoted, and at noon 200 of them bhad
been resoued. A number of those rcecaed are
soverely injured. Rescning partiee are etill
searcbiog for those remnining lo the mine.

It 1o feared it will be impossible to rescue
the mluers, who are etill imprisennd., The
owners of the colllery eatlmate 120 peracuns
havo loat their ilvos by tho explosion,

Up to 4 o’clock this aftoracon forty bndles
bad bzen taken out from the mine.  Fifty
min~ra are still imprisoned. It ia not known
whether they are dead or aliva.

T'tie cause of the expleston waus the flood-
ing of the pls adjacent to that in which the
explosion occurred. By the fluoding ef thene
Tits gaz was dislocgod and forced into the
pits where work was in progreen, end there
it wae lgoijed and exploded, There must
have been n groat quautity of pas ae the
explmsion had tremendous forea, It was
acwrd at tho dietance of a milz.  All the
gearing in the shuft was thrown Into the air
as If from the mouth of a volcanee, and
slmultaneously a veat bright volume of flame
shot upward, [ollowed by a demne, heavy
column of sracke. Tac fiest party of reacuers
orizanized endeavored to penotrato the pit
through tho ¢ld workinge.

They got far enouzh to bo able to see
groups of the dead, but they could not reach
them and werc compelled to retreat by the
suffocating volumes of amcke that rose in
that dirvstlen. Upon the firzt appesrance
of a diminution of amoke the resouers went
down the male shaft and reached the scene
of thu cateatrophe, They reecued n large
number of miners yet alive, but all very
badly burncd, They bronght out slxty dead
bodler, nes:ly ali so mutiliated that the
recogoition of thelr identity s impossible.
The latost ratimate of the dead I3 one
hundred and fifty.

Loxboxr, Feb, 10 —The burial of the bedies
of geventy-five of the eollirrs who were kiiled
by the explosion In the Abersychan mine, in
Mormouthshize, last Thursday, took place to-
day. Tho ecenoin iteelf wus extremely imprea-
mve, bns the weeping and wailing of tha
hunireds of widowa and orphans, whoie mani-
festations of grief were uarestrained, marked
the cecanion as one never to ba forgutten by she
bsholdera, As the processinn stnrted for the
church it was; headed by n choir of bnys and
men who chonted weird Welsh dirges, which,
ingled with the criex and grosns of the mour-
ners, produced an effecy which the least emo-
tional bystander was powerless to withstand.
The shops in the town were all closed, and
duriog the borial ceremonies businesa of every
kind wua suspended.

Rome, January 21at.

The cause for the canonization of Jeanne
4’Aro will, as soon as the docaments relating
to her life are ready, be discuseed by the
Cardinals acd the Sacred Congregation of
Rites., The canonizatlon preper, when the
celebrated French hercine will bave then be.
come a salat, will no$ be for many years, as
she has got to go throngh two grades before-
hand. She mustfirst be made ** venerable;”
then become *¢ venerable servant of God ;"
after that muet bs beatified. Every minute
particnlar relating to her life In belng looked
into with the greatest care by Mgr. Caprars,
the learned advooate employed by the Vati-
can in matters concerning beatification and
canon{zations.

I paid the reverend gentleman a visit and
was receilved by bim with great courtesy.
] am ocalled by my ocolleagues,” he aaid,
¢ by a name which will perbaps surprise yon,
Iam known as * L’Avvocato del Diavele’ (the
Poavil's advooate), because my business is to
find ount all the alne committed and all the
worst polnts in the life of the person to ba
beatiied or canenized. Now, In the oase of
Jeanne this is rather difficnlt, and there is
not much In history %o tell us her personal
and private life, However, we are making
deep rasaszches, and shall be able undoubted-
ly to discover a weak pelnt. When all the
documents are ready the case will be disonssed
before the Coagregation of Cardira's bty the
advocate who pleads her cause, Signor Marini,
and by me, who oppone her, beoause of those
bad peints which have been found. If, how-
ever, the Oardinals jundge in favor of her cause
then it 1a pleaded before the Pape by the Uon-
slstorinl advocate, Signer Marucol, The
Pope baviog given consent then Jeanne will
be made ‘venerable,” I think, howsever, that
that will not take place much before the end
of the year. Now, before she is beatified it
is neceasary thst in the oourse of her life she
should have accomplishod feur miracles. 1t
mauet not be supposed by that that she should
havae restored auy one to life or done anythiog
any way sapernatural, but some partionlar
aplsode, like being wounderfally cured or
miracolonly, for instance, saved frem acol-
dent, becanse it happened In her presence, I
oan tell you that shis kind of miracles which
I meap have happened Is our country. IXfin
her case they uxlat they must then be most
oareflly and minutety examined, That takes
time and must also be legally confirmed, and
a8 far a8 I can judge she will not bs made
L blessed’ for another eight or nlne years

ence,

“Onoce ‘blessed’ it Is neoessary that two
other miracles shounld happen—e, g., to nar-
sons who, by imploring her intercession, get
whnat they want granted ; then she will be
eanenized and beoome ‘Ste. Jeanne d’Arc’
{St. Joan of Axc.”)

It Is evldent by thiz that it will be many
yoars before she is conoanlzed ; it may be an
indefinite time, as the reverend gentleman
remarked : ‘'There are many who were made
‘blessod’ years and years ago that we have
not even thought of canonizing yet.”

Un the evening of her arrival
she beaded a sally from the beleaguered gar-
rison and was taken prisoner, It Ia thought
that the Governer of Campisgne, Guilllame de
Flavy, envicus of the Maid’s renown, be.
trayed her into the hands of her enemiles,
After having been transferred from ene pri-
zon fo another Joan of Aro was finally asld
to the Eaglish by Joha of Luxembourg for
10,000 livres, The Eoglish treated her most
oruelly, snd ultlmately brought her to trial
on the then convenient charge of witohersft
betore an ecclesiaatioal tribunal, presided
over by Plerre Cauchon, Bishop of- Beanvals,
The long wars between the French and Eng-
lish, whick were partly racial and psrtly
dynastic, so dulled the sense ot religion that
the English and their aliles Jooked apon the
Mald of Orleans with almoest diabolioal
hatred. And no doubt many people believed
in the charge who were enly teo willing to
find & oaune for perrecntlon, The proceed-
ingn were of the mest infamons character ; at
all events the herolo girl was condemued in
ndvance.

Nothing is of More Importance to
the Soul.

¢ Nothing Is more impertant than that all
skould be called from time to time to meeot

for spiritual retreats, which are of admirable
efficacy for the reform of lite, for persever-
ance in geod, and for giving renewed epirita-
al vigor in the midst of the dapgera and
{onumerable causes of distraction exiating in
the world,"

Thus writes theSoverelen Pontiff, Leo XIII.
to the Cardinal Vicar of Rome on the snbject
of retreata for the spiritual weil being of the
clergy.

Into solitude, apart from even His desrest
disciples,our Divine Master often withdrew for
deeper communion with His Heavenly Father.
This practice of withdrawal from the world
from time to time has marked the lves of
the saints of God, It ia the prescribrd cua-
tom of many religlons communities. Poopls
\iviog in the world, serving God In the secn-
Iar atate, ars alone debarred from this saln
tary exercises. They are alous unconzclons
of its precions fruits because the opportunity
of gatherlng such a barvest has rarely been
within their reach.

Ged hat a time and a way for the aceom-
p'isbing of every work destined for Hia glory
and the leading of souls to heaven. For
years, perhaps, Hie spirit breathes in sllence
now to one, now to another, before the mo-
ment comes for action, His works often
grow ae grew Christlsnity, In poverty, abne.
gatlon and suffering. The work of spiritual
rotreata for peaople lviog In the world has
grown thus; and ever humbly, slowly, pray-
erfully. For years past it has been develop-
ing in Earope. Ia thla couatry many re-
liglous communities afford opportunitisa of a
yearly rotreat to secular people. Bus thia is
pot really enough,

Words written elsewhere upon the eubject
will bear repetition here—How mauy souls
trembling on the brink of temptation would
be saved from falling if they wonld but seek
strongth bv dwelling a few days beneath the
roof with Christ in the Eacharlat, the seurce
of etrength ; how many fatal ateps in life
would be prevented if souls would bat panss,
seek an opportunity of communing with God,
and learning his will when mattera of vital
fmportance are to be declded. Iz the caee
of those attracted to the rollgious life, a fow
deys spent in the retirement, reatraint and
pilenco of spiritnal retreat with a view of ob-
talnicg special light from God as to thelr vo-
cation,would often enable them to distinguleh
bstween a mere nataral attraction and a di-
vine oall, and thus prevent a humillisting re-
turn to the world. For all who are attracted
to the religious life ars neither adapted to it
por oalled to embrace it,

It ts not only onoo a year that these anul-
needs arlee ; hence onoe s year doew not suflice
for the opportunities of spiritaal retreat. They
shonld be frequently presented to persens of
all ages, of all stations in life. They should
be sought, not only in great matters as men-
tioned above, but In lesser needs. The
countlese cares and psetty annoyances of dally
secular life are trylng indeed - lways ; how
many tried serely would gain the grace of
patience and of peace by living apart a few
dsyr with Him who ls meek and humble of
heart ; of livlog a brief day even, at regular
intervale, in the atmosphare of tranqullity
that comes from the near presence of God In
the Sacrament of the altar,

The crylrg need of the buatling, active
sonls of the American people is juet the op-
portanity of spiritual retreat, of dwelling for
a brief space apart from every distracting
oare, every alluring pleasure of the werld.
They need to enter now and then Into the
silence of retreat that they may hear the
voloe of God ; Into the lght of retreat that
they may behold his many miracles, too often
fgnored, and discern thelr own Infidelities, in
Hie gervice. From thesight of God’s meroles
will arise the prayer of thanksgiving ; from
the sight of human fnfidslities, the prayer of
reparation ; and the precious fruit of beth
wben gown In hearts will be adoring love and
a firm parpose of ameadment,

The epirit of God by implanting In hearts
the apiritual need of this work has produced
consoling frait of which they may partake at
will. Two inetances of the growth of houses
of retreat have been noted, Perhaps there
are more. It ia sincerely hoped that therejare
many. In the dieveses of Hartford, at
Manresa, Keyavr Island, South Nerwalk,
Conn., there exists a house of spiritual re-
treat whera priests and laymen may retire
from the world for a mouth, a weéek, aday,
as time may permit, devetlon suggeet or souni
needs require, It Is under the able
direction of the Jesuit Fathers, Rev. Joseph
Loyzance, 8. J,, for so many yeara at St.
Jouseph's, this olty, is superior of this house.

The mecond house of retreat offars to
women advantages of placing the
sonl face to face with God. Thls honse be-
longs to the diocese, and exlats in the alty of
Albany. In this convent of Daughters of St,
Domlinio, beneath the roof where dwells Oar
Lord in the tabernacle, where twice a week
the Blessed Saorament is solemnly exposed o
the little chapel, women of the world may find
every facility for splritual retreat, for puri-
fylng the sounl from its contact with the
world and strengthenlcg It for faturs oen-
filat,

Want of employment often preszes upon
those whose lot In 1ife Is to labor for their
own sapport and for that of others, How
muoch anxiety and despondency wmay be
spared them by paesinga time of enforced
idieness in an abode whers everything
breathes of peace ; where from the Blessed
Saorament the divine Manter repeats the
donsoling promlige : ** All thlugs whatsoever
you ask when yon pray believethat yoa ahail
receive and they shall come unte you.”

In things temporal and spirltnal, this con-
vent adapts Itself to the peeds and means of
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only one’ thing- abieluts ; that a reasonable
proof of character be furnithed by thése who
‘are atrangery to the slsters.” Justioce to others
secking ise shelter demands this o.x . :

Ia point of nambere, psrbapa this work of
Monthly Restreats may be of slow growth.
If the roots of virtue strike deep into even &
faw souls, then will muoh Indeed be accom-
plished, both for time and for eternity. The
ground Ia tilled, the seed Is already sown,
and-God in His own good time will bring
forth the locreass. It ia not always those
who sow the seed that are permitted to reap
the harvest.

Now in the Possesslon of A Citizen of 8t.
Lounla,

<+ Rev. D. P. Phelan, editor of St. Lenls

Western Watchman, has acoording to the Re-
public of that city, in his possesslon the ring
that once graced the Goger of Pope Pius 1X.
Toe riog is now the property of Mr. Robert
Bagnall. of that city, who accompanied
Father Phelan on his recent trip to the Eter-
nal City. The late Pope directed that upon
his death all his possesslons, even down to
kis jewels and clothing, be sold at public auec-
tion and the proceeds be given to the poor.
In the face of spirited bidding from the Col-
lege of Oardinals, a wealthy Roman lady se-
cured the ring, At the time Father Phelan
and Mr. Bagnall were In Rome, tnis lady,
being then lo greatly reduced circumatances,
made overtures to them through a third party
for the eale of the ring. The lady’s offer was
gladly accepted, and Mr. Bagaall became the
purchaser of the jewel at a round sum, Fataer
Phelan gatisfiad himself that it was the pontl-
fical ring from the aesurance of Mousignor
Ricei, msjor domo for Pope Pius 1X., now
Qardinal Rilcci, Iv is a maeslve sesl ring
witi an exquisite emerald setting,surrounded
by 102 amalisr stoaes, diamnnds, sapphirers,
pearle and rubles. Aslde from its sacred as-
auciations the ring possesees anintrinsic value
of many thouesnds of dollars. Surrounding
the emereid sre twenty-six pearls; extonding
around the sides are twenty diamonds, on
aach side of the emerald is & small golitalre
surrounded by brilliants; on the osrner facets
of tho seal are thirty-four stones, following
the same errangsment, being sst in trianga-
lar form ; below the doabis row of diemends
on each side appear a ruby and two sap-
phires, The entire arrangemsnt ia in perfect
artistlc taste, and the jawel Is worthy a place
in a royal collection, The workmanship on
this ring ia estimated a% $1.500, and the
emerald isworth $2000 at the lowest valuation.
Mr. Bagnall and Father Phelan had some
dificulty in kecping 1%, for, when a high
church offivial obtained a glimpae of it, de-
mand was at once made that it be not al-
lowed to be taken ont of the country. Arch-
bishop Crake was also inconsolable when he
learned that he could mot keep the treaenre in
Ireland,

MONSIGNOR PERSICO'S MISSION,

To clear up the doubta of the authorities of
the Ohurch, ocaited on ¢t judge in such & con-
fiat of interesis, the Fops sent Moneignor
Parsico to examine on the apot all the els-
ments of tho problem. He heard everybody
interested, ‘and his report, made by letter
and continnoua, nof embodied In an eoclesias-
tical blne book, settled the guestion; and
the decislon of the Collegs of Cardinala wae
the end of the dincuselon, Save certsin let-
ters of amplifications of the rescript this
ended the Pope's interference in the matter,
and there has been no change in the attitude
of elther his Holiness or of the College of
Cardinais since.

I rememher hearing a Sictch Prelate,
who stands very high in the esteem of the
Pope, say one day that the Itallan Cardinals
did not allow the Eoglish Prelates to know
much of what was going on at the Vaticao,
and this was precleely In relation to the Irish
queation, then at its orisia,

Oat of Rome the greater part of the world
seems to think that the Pope settles the ques-
tions brought before him in much the same
manner that the Czar of Ruesia follows, and
that the declelons ne abnounces are the out-
come of his individual cogitations; while the
fact Is that in no constliutional government
now existing Is there such prefound and pro-
longed study of the questiozs to be answered ;
and so far [rom any preblem belng solved by
the opinions of ons, howsver importans, eccle-
siastic, it employs the united thoaght and ap-
plication of the Sacred College in ito solntion.
There is not probably in the entirs world an-
other such case cof grave and multiplex
deliberation on moral qneations ; and the
most solemn form for it was thet ¥« which the
questions of boycotting and the cian of cam-
palgn were answered, The Irish Bishopa
waere here to urge all the considerations on
thelr aide ; they ware nlded by all the in.
fluenca of Girdinal Manning, the primate of
tha Englich Cathollo Church, and sgainet
thom were the greatsr part of the Engliah
Catholice and prelatas resident in Rome,
though of the former there were wome ip.
flaential individusls, snch as Lords Ripon
and Bute on the side of the Home Rulers.
Uader these circamstancea the Pope decided
to send to Ireland o corfidential represent-
a‘ive, and through bim learn the truth.
Tae raport of this emiseary, an Italisa, was
sabmitted with all the prior argamsents to
the Collegn of Cirdinals, maiuly I:aliane, and
the gaestion was desided by thoir zeanimons
verdict.

THE TRUE REPUBLIC.

Princes of the Ciurch Balsed from Peasant
Peoverly to Royal Magaillcence.

The most remarkabla faature of the splen-
did funeral of the Iate Cardias! Princs Arch-
bishop of Vienna, D:2cember iYs8, was the
preasncs, beside the Emperar, at the head ot
the bler, of the dead Prelate’s brothere,
cisters and nephews, all of them peasauts of
Upper Austria, whose humble nttire contrast-
ed strangely with the glittariog uniforme of
the Arondnkes, Pcincas Generals, Csbinet
Minlsters and Ambassadors who surrounded
the ocfiz, Seldom has a grander spectacle
been witnssged in the ancient Cathedra! of
St. Stephen, Muditary and ecclesiastical
pomp were combiaed with the magnlificent
ceremonlal of the Aunatrlan Court, for the
parpess of renderlng the last honors to the
son of old farmer (angelbauer. The entire
Vienna garrieon was under arma, and liued
the streets throngh which the funeral pro-
oseelon paseed. The bells of all the churches
in the matropolis were tolling thronghout the
entirs ceremeny, aud added to the solemnity
of the occaslon, The stately Papal Nunolo
performed the funeral service In the most
impresslve manner, and wheo, standing on
the atops of the high altir, he raised hls
handa aloft to pronaunce the A'solution, the
whole of the vast aceemblage bowed dewn,
the Wintry suanllght streamed through the
rich, stained.glass windows, falling upon the
reverently bent heads of the Monarch and of
the peasaunt mourners who atood beside him,

There were but few of those prasent at the
Csthedral who can have failed te be struck
with the very democratic natare of the
Cburch, The Iatter is still, to thisday, a
great R :publio, in whicn pergonal merlt may
win even as high a place for Ita possessor as
it did In the days when the poor Anglo-S:ixon
sorf, Nioholas Brakespere, beoime Pope
under the nsme of Adrian IV. Jast ae, ac-
cording to Napoleon, every French soldier
corries & Marshal'a baton in his knapeack, in
the same manner every faithful son of the
Oburoh entering the prissthood may be aald
to bear the red hat of a Cirdinal o his cowl,
Oolestin Gangelbauer, the Princa Archbishop
of Vienna and Primate of the Austrian Em-
plre, was born soms seventy-five years ago,
the aon of a poor peasant of Upper Austria,
Eaterlog, whan etlll quite young, into the
Uzder of the Benediotines at Krememunater,
e rose step by step from the position of an
humble monk to become in turn Abbot of hia
monastery, Bishop, Archbishop, Cardinal and
Prlmate.  He was beloved and honered by
all #with whom he came into contact. His
breadsh of mind was as great as his charity.
Ho devoted mora than half of his anoual
stipend aa Arghbishop of Vienoa, & sum which
amountedl tu $80,000, 4o the reliet of the poor
6t the metropolls. The fortune which he
leaves amounts to havely $15,000.

A large number of the Prinoes of the
Caunrch are of an otigin quite ae humble ae
taat of Oardinal Gangelbavar. Thna Mensig.
nor Kremontz, the Peince Archblshop of Co-
logne is the son ef a butoher at Coblentz, on
tbe Rhine. One of hia brothers still keepa
the father's shop, and a second brother deals
in, or ‘rather peddles, hides.  Monsignor
Dinder, the Prince Archblshop of Posen, e
the Bon of & whosmaker, in a amail way of
business, at Rossel, snd his brother is a tall-
or, ‘‘a fliok-mnelder,” at Elbing, "Monsignor
Eopp, the Prince Archbishop ot Breslau, is
the son of a weaver employed in the mills at
Dudexstadt, in Hanover, Cardinal Simor,
the Primate of tha King of Hungary, and
the "most magnificent and powerfal of all
the Princes of the Ohurch is the son of a
poor gobbler, who eked out & nacanty sub-
glstomoe 1o the little town of Stuhlwelsaen-
burg.. Untll the day of his mother's death,
four yearsago, the oldlady lived with him,
rotalsing hor prosent garb .smong ali
L0 apionuot Wi ber Evu's  surreunaiogs.
The Hungarlan' arfatooracy are the propd-
ext In the world, and, 'yet, when the cobbler's
sonenters the House of Peers, at Bada Peath,
ol the hanghty magnates rive snd remain

standing with heads bowed low, until the
venerable Prelate bay taken his seat, He has
a vast rotlnus of Monsignori, chamberlain's,
gentlomen-in waiting and equerries, all per-
#ona ct noble birth, Travelers from Visana
to Pesth pass in view of his palace at Grau,
Grau Ia & ploturerque eld oity, perched ean
the top of the range of hilla whiah slope down
te the ahors of the Dinube, Hali-way down
the hill one catohes sight of a magnificent
oathedral, whish fa almoat an exact copy of
St. Peter’s at Rome, Siiil lawer dewn to-
ward the river bank les the palace of the
Primate, in an immense park, and surround-
ed by splendid gardens. The marble terraces
of the palace overbang the mighty river, and
the view Is one of Indescribable beauty.

Thne above instances will show that hum-
ble birth constitutss no bar to high prefer.
ment in the Onurch, which vlews the rank of
peczants aad prinose alike. Among the iauier
now living who have been oreatod members of
the Sacrad Uollege are Prince Gustave Ho-
henlobe, Prinis Lmnclen Bonaparte, Prince
Frederick Furetonburg, $he Archbisbop of
Olmutz, with revenues amounting to $300,002
per sonum ; and Prince de Rendes; while
Qardioala Howard, Rampolia, Theodoli, and
Sshoenbron all four beleng to familien of the
moat ancfent and powerful nobility in their
respective comutries. It ia Cardinal Count
Sahoenbron, the yuungest member of the
Sacred College who has been nominated for
the office of Primate In succession to the late
Cardinal Gangelbauer. Although the rov-
enuss of the Archbishop of Prague, which
amount to $200,000, sre not far ewperlor to
thoze of the Ses of Vienna, which do not
yleld mote than $30.000, yet it ia probable
that the Qount will aocept the offar of tran-
glatlon, Qardinal Count Schoeubron, ialike,
Cardinal Howard, an ex-eflicer of cavalry,
snd greatiy distinguiehed himself at the bat-
tle of Sadowa.

Io puipit oratery Protostantiam
uee always been vastly inferior to the Oatho-
lic Church, Great preachers, no doubt, there
have becrn in Protestant pulpits, but when we
contrast their diecourses with the dellver-
anoces of the mastsr minds of the Catholic

Again, in the weighty theelogical publi-
catione, the Protestsnt combatants bave been
overmatched. ot an argument bave they
advanced tbat has not baen met and convinc-
ingly refuted by Citholic divinea. Take the
works of spy of the great theologisna of the
Cathulic Chureh, and ses the wealth of well-

digested learning which they  con-
taln. And of these ponderons tomes
the opomher s well nmigh  end-
l:en. How, then, is it that Protestantiam

gained it8 strength? \Ye believe that ins
vary large measure it gained it through the
abilfty and gkill with which it bas exarocised
it influence through the prese. It cannot be
digpnted that Protestantism has used the
prass to the greatest advantaga to diffuss its
deotrines, and especislly to ipapire a hatred
aad horror of everything Catholie.

There sre varleus causes why Oathelic
journallem has not fn the past been properly
daveloped. Oaereagon,no donbt, is the hesi.
tatica felt lest the actlon and doctrines of
the Church should ba comgpromised by jour-
nalists wanting in knowl:dge or discretion.
The Protestant pressman has in this matter
little responatbility. YWhatevor his indlvidual
views may be, he I8 ualified, according to
ths common Protestent custom, to becems a
teacher in Israel, abd his opinione are certain
to colncide with somo phase er other of
Protestantlem, Not so In the case of the
Catholic journalist, Ha mnst not only have
a sound knowledge of Catholic dootrine and
be well posted on all the leading qnuestions of
the day from the Catholio -point of view, but
he muast be cantlonsand prudentto anextreme
degree for fear of inltiating any polley which,
nowever well intended, may be regarded
by the anthorlties of the Church as inop-
portane or Itkely to oreats dissenelon or divi-
glon. Is s in this way pretiy well shut aut
from the fisld even of what may be ealled
legitimate seusstionallsa. It ia true that
gensationaliem, however mild, Is wot cne of
tha best features of jrurnallem, baut it must
pot be forgotten that it plays an important
part in securing readera for nawapapers, and
often attracts to what is more =olid and
more worthy of attention those who would
nos otherwlse be drawn to subjeots reguiring
garious reflection. Notwithstanding this and
otber drawbacks, Cathelle journaliem hes for
some years, wo are happy to say, been mak-
ing steady progress; aand, what {s ot the
atmost importance, It has received and ia
rocelving (ncreased encouragament from
the highest dignitsrles of the Cahurch. Hia
Holinesa Leao XIIL has spoken ia no nun-
certain terma of the necemity of eup-
parting the Catholle preas, nrgiag the
faithfal ¢o ald and fester by evory modrs
fn thelr power thie invaluable mediam for
extending the empire of Cathollo truth, On
the European continent varions prelates have
like the Bishop of Livz, lent te the same
osues the influence of thelr powerful advo-
oaoy ; and in that home of freedem—the Ua-
ited States of America—the heads of the
Church have on all occaslons eonght te
gtrengthen and defend the Catholic press and
to extend the sphers of Ita usefulness.

The Holy Father Secures a Vasluable Work
from Them.

The Benedlotines of Moente Caseino, who, in
the spaco of four years, pablished the entire
Regesto of Clement V. in aeven magnificent
volamee, have recently pressated the Hely
Father with the first number of the ‘' Appen-
dlct"” to tho same *‘Ilegesto.” This work is
due to the diligent researches of Iadre An-
gelmo  Caplet, whose vast erudition and
oritical »clence are of ¥uropean fame. Hoe
now offera to the learned two manuacripts
markud eight and ten amongst the *“Avigno-
pesl Regeatl,” which contaln the acceunte
of the Apostolic Chamber’s income and
expenditure, As for the Income, there
has only hitherto boen discovered the
* Liber receptrrum, proventum et obven-
tionum,” which comprises the twelve months
from November 14, 1309, to November 13,
1310, thatle, little boyond the year of Cle-
ment V., and it informa one what wae then
collected from the monasteries depending
upon the Holy Sae, from the promises and
visite of prelates and abbots, from bulle,
tithes and similar sources. Thess aheets are
only geven in number, and the information
neceeearlly incomplete, But ths docoments
are very much fullor as regarde the expendi-
turn, and furnish an abundsoce of material
iMustratiog the manners and customs of the
Curis Romuna at that time, the order-
ing «f the chanmber, the Chancery, snd
the Papal oilices, bezides glving the
names of the peraone composing the Pontlfical
Court, cepoclally thoee who ncoompanied the
Popo in bia journeye. boet Interesting are
the notices to bo gathered aa to the ussges of
that epoch 8o varied and rieh In events ; upon
the clothes of the Pontiff, the prices of various
thlogs, capecislly fond, church furniture, and
sriletic work at Parie, Bordeaux, Tours,
Rhcling, and many Flemish cities. Theant-
tention 1z puaritcularly attracted by descrip-
tions of the King of Eugland’s funeral, snd
the honerable mieejons to the Blshop of Poitl-
ori, abd other dieticgulshed persanages. Best
of all, thiese accounts and notes (little as one
might think i) form a valuable sddition to
the wpolngetic studiss upon the Roman Pon-
tifla. The list of alma dispensed by Clement
V., In one year Is too long to give here ; and
while munifizcnt toward others aod charita-
Llo to the needy, he was personslly ascetic la
thecxtreme. There {s no revord of delicate
diehes er rare wines ; bat plaln food, strict
oboervance of Lenten rulea where (lash mest
s never montioned, and the days of abstin-
ence ctrictly observed.

The Education Question,

The movement started by the government
of Manitoba for the abolitien of Oathollc
Separate Schools is one whith may have far
reachlng consequences, and cannot be allowed
to paes without the mest determined opposi-
tion,

More partioalarly munast it be opposed since
it goes even bkeyond the revolaticnary doo-
trine that the State has a firet right to educate
the children, inasmuch a8 Mr. Greenwsy has
announced the intention of the government
to provide religions instruotion in the secuylar
schools with which he propo=es to replace the
exiating eyatem,

It was bad enough ecrely for the State to
nenyp the most sacred and fundamental rights
of the parent by assuming that ‘‘the child
belonge to the State before belonging toths
parents,” without also usarpiog the funotione
of religlon and venturing to become, not only
a schoolmaster, but a religiona Instrnotor
likewise. The sort of religion that wlll be
tanght in sohools under the directlon of an
Agnostic, llke Attorney-General Martix,
may be Imagined. Far better wounld it be to
bhave the schools thoroughly secularieed than
to permit so gross a violation of the frat
priaciples of that boasted freedom which it
Is alteged the psople of Canadn erjsy under
British Institutions. If there Is to Le com-
plete separation of Church and Siate, then
let the State confine itself to ita own proper
sphere, Lot It not Invade the domaio of re-
Hgion and Implonely deliver to the children
of the land, a0 maimed, insdequate and mis-
leading a revelatlon as euch religlous instrae-
tisn as I$ can glve must necessurlly be,

Indeed it wonld be far better to aweep
away and utterly abolish the whole syatem of
publioc schools and leave every one at liberty
to eduoate his children as best he can, than
to surrender to the State a right which be-
lengs to the Church alone, aad which cannot
bs tolerated by Catholios without the most
dendly peril to all they cherish as most eacred
and inalienable,

An the Rev. Father James Conway, S.J,,
has shown in hla admirable treatiss on eduoa.
tion, * Mwnn, coming into this world asa
rational being, helpless and dopenden$ on
others for hia phyelcal, mental and moral
development ; as a eoolal being, with social
qualities and sooial wants; as & religious
being, baving certain fixed religious duties
towards his Oreator In common with his
fellow-men, Is, by the very fact of hia exlat-
ence, & member of three distinot societien,
each complete In its own sphere—the domes-
tic soclety or Family, the civil soolety or
Btate, the roligious xoclety or Chnroch, The
question arlses, therefore, which of these
three socleties ban the daty and right of pro.
ouring his eduosation ; or, if this taek is com.
mon to all $he three, what portion falls to the
Tot of each.”

not only bound to use all her zeal and efforta
and spare no paios at any time, that the
youpg should receive the necessary religious
ednoation, but ia alsc bound to admonish all
the faithinl, and declare So them that ench
gshoole, belng hostile to the Catholio Church,
0annos$ in consolence be frequented.”

The principle hers laid down has been
acted npon in all conntries where the circum-
stances are aa atated. In the United Siates
at the present time this is a burning queetion.
It may, however, be observed that the Sacred
Congregation of the Inquisition grants that
there may be clroumstancea in whioh Catholio
perents may, in conscience, gend their ohil-
dren to public acheels, viz: when no Catholic
achool Is at hand, or when that which Is at
¢ hand 13 net fit to give the obildren an edu.
ostion suited to their atation and conformable
to their age,” It s to he remembered, how-
over, that the frequentiog of the public
sohools caa be psrmitted, oven in these cazes,
acoording to the declaration of the Sacred
Congregation, only when the danger of per-
vorslon cap be rendered remote; and that
tho declelon ia left to the Bishep, not to the
parents of the child,

The doctrine of tha supreme teaching-cffice
of tha Church 1s thus laid down : —

That the State has not absolute power over
ths schools, In other words, they are not
acd cannot be mere State {netitutions, nnder
the sole direction of civil anthorlty.

That there can be no legitimate plea for
exempting the schocls from the authority of
the Church, whether they aro mere elemen-
tary schools, or llterary azd scientific,

That no Catholic can connive at a system
of education which bas divorced itself from
the anthorlty of the Church and the Oatholic
falth, aud haas for ita objzct, solely or mainly,
natural or secular training.

In the foregoing remsrks we have not
touched upon the historical or constitutional
aapecta of this question. But, considered on
these grounds, the Oatholics of Manltoba
have righta derlved under the constitntion of
the Dominion and the Federal compact which
the present msjority in the Provincial Legls-
latare cannot Igaore or override. The legal
aspaots of the question have, therefors, to be
conaldersd and, if need bs, submitted to
higher euthorities for declslon, Wa may,
howsver, observe that the sttempt to deprive
Catholics of thelr eduoational rights and to
coerce them into supporting a system of
teusching abhorrent te thsir conzclence, is one
which no wiee or prudent ctatesman would
countenance, To do away with grievances,
not to create new ones, shonlid be the con-
stant care of thoge entrusted with the govern-
ment of the people. The Greenway ministry
shows fts incapacity by neglecting this prin-
olple. Ita policy fs not only mean and
shabby, but dangevcus, since it invades the
liberty of the citizan, ontrages the conscience
of the parent, and usnrps the fznctions of the
Churoh.

Lansdowne Again.

We nee by United Ireland that the Marguis
of Lansdowne and hie preclous sgent, Mr,
Trench, are once again to the fore in a light
which shows the one to be as little fitted to
be a ruler of races as tne other ia to bo aruler
of estates. Lecently at the Cahirciveen
Quarter Sesslons meveral ejectment orders
were asked for by Mr. Mansfiold, on behalf
of Mr. Trench,againet tenants of the Viceroy
of India, Treoch himeell does not eeem to
have the moral courage to appear in court,
but left his subordinate to act the part of
whipping-boy, Several tenants were pro-
ceeded agalost for emall amounts, and Judge
Adye Curran, who seems to have an invincl
ble faith In the dootrine of pressure within
the law, tried his powera of persuasion upon
Lanudowne, per Trenob, per Manafield, but
no availl. One of the diffiunlties which
tronblea his judicial conealence in seme of the
onses wae the hanging gale ; and when the
landlord’s slde pressed for decrees, Mr. Unr-
van eald, If he were driven to It, he would
give them, but would m=ke an order for pay-
ment by instalments. In otbers he reluotant-
ly gave decraes, remarking that the tenants
were paying thelr remt ‘well, Judge Carran
Is always anxions for the pesce of the
country ; but hia next weakness seems tobe

Next string
neven spools of slik of the colors named on a
slender ailk cord, and if you need silks of
Giflereni ahndes of these colors, string them
on another cord aad then procsed to set these
oords of spools juet .inside the top of the
basket, fastening each part or sention; hold-
ing the golden olive spocl by atrong atitobes
to the edges of the golden olive ribbon, Next
fasten the old pink spool by the cord to the
old pink ribbon catohing the cord by the
stitches to the edge of the ribbon, so pro-
coeding till yon come aronnd agsln to the
golden olive ribbon.

Intercsting Dlicoveries and Bxperiments In
the Sclentific world.

—_—
AN INTERESTING FEAT,

Qt. Stephen’s Review sayn an Interesting
feat had just . besn acoomplished by Hon,
Ralph Abersromby, who has sucoeeded in
measuring the hoight of ccean waves by float-
ing a sensitive aneroid barometer on the sur-
face, and in ganging thelr width and veloolty
by timing their paesages with s chronograph.
As a resnlt of these experiments he supports
Admiral Fitzroy in the conclueion thata wave
measured by Mr. Aberoromby was forty-six
foet high, 765 feet from orest to orest, and
had a volocity of forty-seven milea per hour,

HEART ZELECTRICITY.

Dr. Auguatus Waller, of Palladelphia, has
recently made a mnumber of experiments
showlng that 1t fa poselble to detect, by exlst-
ing electrical Instruments, the electrio ocur-
renta generated at each beat of the heart. Two
paople holding each other by the hand, and
connected with a capillary olectrometer, glve
evidence of electrloal shocka throngh each
other. The handas of any single snbjeot,dipped
fatotwo basins of waterin connection withthe
eleotrometer, give a deflaction of the inatra-
ment at every beat ef the pulae.

DO WE SEE STEAM,

When water onoe begins to boil, It ls im.
poealble to rafse {ts temperature any higher ;
all exceas of heat is absorbed by the escaping
ateam aa no-calld elatent heat, and la given
out again when it condensee. We often
speak of scelng the steam ercaping from the
spout of a kettle, bat this is Incorrest, steam
{s an {avistble vapor, and we can no more see
it than we can alr. What we do gee are the
minete drops of water Into which the ateam
oondenses on coming. into the cool alr, If
we boll water in a glass flask, we shall no-
tics that nothing oan bs eeen In the Iaterlor ;
and by observing the steam escapiog from a
kettle, we shall notice that there is quite
diatanoa between the end of the spout and the
point where the cloud becomes visible. This
oloud of steam s of exaotly the same nature
as the olouds whioh float in the sky, and are
formed by the condensatien Ir the cool upper
regiona of the ateam oraqueous vapor present
In the air. '

QRAKRUT—A NEW SWEDISH EXPLOSIVE.

A Swedish engineer, J. W, Skoglund, bas
invented a new explosive, whioch bas been
acospted for trinls at the fleet. According to
the officlal reports, the gray powder has besn
uvsed with 25 milimeter as well as with
Nordentelt’s machine gune. The former,
with 70 per cent. (or the usasl oharge) of or-
dinary nowdar, glves 33 per cent, grsater lal-
tial veleolity, without the pressure in the gun
baing Inoressed more than five per cent,
With 62 per cent, (ordluary charge welght)
of gray powder, the. initlal veloclty was in-
oreased 24 per cent. without any paraeptible
'Increase in presaure, With a oharge of 74
per ocent, (ordinary oharge welght) the initial
veloolty was inoreased 48 per cent. without
the gun being subjeat to any andus premars,

ARTIFICIAL STONES,

The dlaplay of artificlal stones at the Paris
Exposition is sald to have bsen the mosg re-
markabie, and so perieot was their imitation
of some genuine gems an topuzzle dealers and
experts.

The firm of Regat & Sons, of Parls, pro-
duce snch chaiming imitations of preofoun
stones that they are almost justified in gronp-
fog them among the genuine jewele,

Another {nteraating exhibiv of such artifi-
cial atonea waashown by Charles Fell, of
Paris, who is celebrated as & maker of opti-
cal glanses. Those of Fall were not &o con-
spiciuous perhays as the atones of Regart &
Sons, Still, they were remarkable, as by
ssme chemiloal analysls—tvhe same as i ap-
plied to precions stenes—they were found to
melt only at a very high degree of heat, and,
cf course, were exceedingly hard, in fact se
hard that they wonld scratch and almost cnt
mirror glase, Not enly In the scientific de-
partment, but in optical glass generally,
France won distinctlon, Especially did her
makers excell In glass articles for nautical
purposes, as, for example, beacen light ap-
paratos and signal lamps for marine ships.
Manufactarers exist there who devote them-
selves exclusively to the production and finlsh-
Ing of ench artioles.

Moreover, no country manufactures ao
many artificial pearls as France. For this
purpose the glaes used {8 the color of
whey, and the glass pearl or bead Is filled
with a very costly eolution prepared from
the soales of fsher, A verssl holding a liter,
abont oneand three-fourthe pints Eaglish, is
worth several thonsand france. They are of
trregular alzad forms, and are made to imi-
tate pearls of black, gray and other celors,
When placed by the alde of genuine pearls,
even spread out and arranged in the same
stringlike boads, It Is not eary to dizcern be-
tween the genuine and sparlour. The small
imltations cap, however, always be detecoted
beoause of their periect regularity and su-
perior beauty. Iiis aleo asserted that they
oan be enocessfally made of the same specific
gravity as the real article, so that no other
proof of genuineness i rellable except the
file, Thia iz a meane, elace it wouald mome-
times be applied to resl artlcles, which re-
quires the utmost care in the use, [n a etate
whose Induatries have 1eached sach a pltoh
of develepment,lu whisch so much wealth and
the love of luxury prevaile, and te which the
whole world looks by preference to sapply
the demands of luxary, many articles are
brought to perfection and attain importauce
which woanld be prefitless elsewhere.—
Bcientific American,

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Success With Dairy Herds—Crates for Ship-
ping Poultry—Transplanting Fruit

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3UCCESS WITH DAIRY HERDS,

Mpr, Crosler, of Long Island, whose aucoess
with his dalry herd is well known, eayas :—

with three quarts of bran and ons of ground
oate, mixed with the water, twice each day,
My cows never go out of the stable In the
winter, nor do they get cold water—the obill
In always taken off before they get it to
drink.” Hoard’s Dairyman, commentiog on
the above, remarks : ‘¢ The fcow exercise
man,’ who wades a leng distance through the
snow to ont a hole in the ice so his cow can
get a drink, will pleage hold np his hands in
hely horror of the tender way Mr, Crosier
treats his clean snd comfortable cows. But
the one damns the cow keeping busivess, and
the other reada his daily and dairy papers
b:aldg a hard coal fre. That’s abont the eize
of it.

CRATES FOR SHIPPING POULTRY.

In shippiog fowls or light ltve stock of any
kind it is quite an ebj:ct to have the crates
made as light as possible to save expressage,
says & Country Genileman correspordent,
adding that there is nothing that makes bet-
ter corners or frame for such crates than the
stioke which are uesed to blad shingles to-
gother, and which are neually thrown away.
Save them ail for thia purposs, You wiil
find them very handy and abont the right
length, Oratea shounld have strong floore,
and the rest of them con be mude of old bag-
ging, laths or one.inch swire netting, accord-
ing to what the occapsat will be. Wire net-
tlog, put over a etiff, light frame, makes a
fine shipping coop for fowls,

KEEFPING OKIONS,

A prime neoessity in keeping onions,
whether It be the scta or those fall grown, s
to keep them dry and cool, To keep wcll,
the bulbs shenld be fully matured and be
pulled at & dry time. They shouid slso be
fully developed, round aod plump. Thase
who reige the aeta In large quantities for snle
keep thom on ptalled racks in coel rooms
that can be ventilated without freczing. A
quantlty may bs kept on tho garret flocr,
covered with old quilts or bispokets; or
onlone, elther Iarge or small, may be atored
upon straw on the barn floor and covered
with atraw or hay. In elther case, freezing
will be light and will not burt them, if they
are left to thaw out gradually in the spring.

WHAT TO AVOID IN SWINE BREEDING,

Perhaps of all things in conneotion with
swine breeding there is nonc which is so ne-
cossary to avold than that of in breeding. It
is a gnestion which has for ages been dis-
cussed, both by those who are oppoaed to it
and those who had heen compelled to resert
to it In order to produce the ideal type
which they had set np, In these days of s0
muny different straine of blond, together
with g0 many family types, we do not bolleve
it s necessary elther to cross parent with off-
gpriog or even the msles and famales of that
offepring togetber. To one of knowledge
and judgment it cannot be difficult to pro-
cura the typs of animal he requirer, whereas
the extra troublo and expsnes which it may
likely give him to find and purchate {t canin
no way be compsred with the trouble and
loss which {a certaln to ensue from the very
pernicious habit of in breeding.

VINES ON IHOUSE WALLS.

F. H. Valentine very sensibly adviaes that

grape vines be planted on the south side of
the brilding and trained evenly over the wall,
This ia an excellent way to cover an unsight-
Iy barn or old hnilding of any kind. There
is no expense for trellls, and grapes will
thrive finely, as they get the full bsacfil of
the sun’s rays, Very littie room s riqnired
to grow grapes in this way, as all thatis
needed is soil enough to hold the roote, They
may be plaoted under a pavement, stones
being removed for the purpose, and then re-
placed. In a western city, a fow years ago, o
merchant showed a zmall area in the rear of
tils store which he had filled with vines,
tralolng them up to the high brick walls, and
be sald that he had bueheis of grapes every
year, .
TRANSPLANTING FRUIT TREES.
The traneplanting of frait trees {s very
simple and effective when properly under-
stood, T'hoe tress should never be planted ina
gquare or rennd, tuch as you would dig for
setting a post, Moeny trees transplanted in
this way dle, much to the discouragement of
the planter, who attributes his failure to the
insects, drought or anything rather than to
the manuer of tramsplanting. A good plan
is to take a plough and break eut the whole
length of the row each way, checking fifteen,
twenty to fifty feet each way, af you may
elect, running five or slx or more furrows
each way, making sure to break the land as
deep as yon wish to sel the trees. Itiu best
tougse a two-horse plongh; then fn each
check you can draw out the esrth a suffidlent
width and depth to snit the roots smoothly
snd atraighten them out at falllength in the
hele ; cover oarefully so aas to get the earth
firmly around each root, mnd then §ll up the
hole, and press the soil down firmly with the
foot, Notone tree in a thonsand will dle if
plonted in this way, provided the tree was all
right when it wan sot,

Ag a general rule, trees should be trans-

planted to the samo depth that they stood In
the nursery, or where they wers grown,
Dwarf pesr trees are an exosption to this
rule, and shouid be plantec desp encugh for
the unlon of the pear and ita guince roote to
be below the surface of the ground, so that
natursl roots may shoot out from the pear
in the course of time, thereby converting the
dwarf into a atandard tree.
The object in breaking the land each way
as above advlsed {8 in order that the roote
may have free access to loose, mellow earth,
to run in every diractlen from the trev, If
only & email number of ivees ara to be plant-
ed, & mattook or epading-fork would snffice,
taking oare to break the ground each way
weveral_feet from whare the tree {s tostand,—

VeNERABLE BRETUREN—A timely conwo-

Tie Catholica have obtalned what they
have B> sacnestly exught for, and have qulite
recently founded by their own efforts at
Washicgton, at Ottaws, and als1 at Fribourg
educatlonal institations for higher learning,
layinz down ae aa taviclable law of their ex-
lutance that the safety of the falth shall be
faseparabla from calturs, and that youths
abalf be traised to religious pratice no less
<han to the cultivation of kanowledge, We
are well aware that thanks ore dos, In the
first place, to the Bishcps for thelr toresight
and thelr perseveranze, and then to the co-
operation of private individusls. To both
will the pralee be due of havicg made by
thelr united ¢ fforta and connsels for the great
benefit of the S:ato, as well ap for that of the
Church, this important provision, e
dlsvorn, Veaerable Brathren, what the futare
fralt will be of such enterprises ; and the
thought Ia most chesring to us that the Ci-
tholic nsme, doubly defended, both by the
laws aud by the equitable judgments of men,
v;ill be free to make a rapld progress in thess
cities.

CHARACTER OF THE NEW
1TALY,

This somewhat happy atste of thinge
abread makes yet more bitter the knowledge
of theee things which are happening nearer
bome., For here our enemies never cease to
attack the Churoh, and are eves dally beoom-
ing more bold ; nor are they ashamed operly
to glory in thelr orime, Thls is well shown
by the worde of a public man who, lately
speaking to a ocrowded es embly, iathered for
this very purpose, poloted out olearly what
they Intend coocerning the Cburch and the
Roman Pontifizate. do also in the City of
Rome were like words keard In Jone, when
it war songht by unwonted and nolsy exprea-
fons not g0 mach to ahow honor to a deterter
ast $o0 a heap dizhonor on the Chursh, It is
therefore easily perceived that everywhere
the opinions of men are inclining to the eame
directicn, and that all have the same objeat,
namely to raiss emmity against an auclent
rellgion, and by the help and leadership of
evil sects to sever the whole Italian wuation,
if possible, from the bosom of the Church,
You clearly detect, Venerable Brethern,
the oplinlons full of audacity and insolence
The rights of tho Roman Pontiff; are attack-
ed In the very City of Rome, and areso im-
paired in the minds of men that they are
sald to bo of no greater Importance than that
which ja genorally ascribed to the affsira of
royal houses, That which has been sontohed
from usit is attemptod to confer npon Its new
porsessors with a firm and enduaring right, as
if foroce and wroog could be a foundation of
right, It would be altogether supeifluous te
enumerate here the anique titles upon which
the Holy See asserts, and will ever asseet, Its
right to the City of Rome. Nor is there
need to remind you of the nature of the olvil
prioncipality of the Roman Pontiffe, which
alnoe it object ia to eafeguard the liberty and
digolty of the apostolic administration, rests
on a foundation entirely peculiar to {tuetf and
different from that of all other principalities.
But we osunot and cught notto pasa over
aliogether in sllence’ thess renewed attacks
apon the Holy See, Bat [n the attack apsn
our righte, we do not propoee an a® end s¢
much to preserve that which is greater and
highor. For ws wish to preserve the Chris-
tlan falth 1o its integrity, aa it behooves us ;
for ita safety Iz threatened when they who
rule the people assfgn to the Stato as duty te
asgert the supremacy of the human reason, so
that obsourity being set up, there remaina
nothing bat o reject totally what bas been
delivered by God and to openly revolt from
the Ohurch,

AWOMALY OF THE NEW CONDITION OF THINGS
IN ITALY.

Therefore the question o debate 1a not
murely ibas che State anouid bave no one re-
ligion more {cofluential than ancther, and
that it shounld dispense equally of right to
each one without distinotiony in which mat-
ter in truth this very equality isiniquitonn
and highly persiclous ; bat it ie their good
pleature to harrase the name of Catholles by
a poblio proclamation of war, and to unite
cennsels and foroes with the worst enemles
of Jesus Ohrist, It may seem hardly oredi-
able that matters should have reached snch a
spanss, and thls, moreover, ln the Itallan peo-
ple, who by the glft of God, afa very early
‘time, beheld the light of Christlan truth, and
was both sensible of and religlonsly pre-
sorved for the space of ninetesn centurlee,
the very great and altogother apsclal benefion
of the divivine goodness. Bat the fact is
vefore our eyes. And they do not Indeed
apesk more threateningly than they aot;

) INIQUITY OF THE NEW PENAL LAW.

The lat of Janunry next will bring withit,
a3 you know, the baginuing of the New Penal
Law, When, last year, thia law wan belng
deliberated upon by the Logislative Aweem-
bly, s, on cnrpart In this verw nlace, 4id
pot, a8 Wae oar daty, omit to cenaure those
polnts which, under the appoarance of chas-
tislng licenss, really aim at diminlehing the
juat libarty cof the clergy, and obstracting
sheir work. Io this we sald thas o very great
disparsgement would be done to the Oburoh,
whalch, divinely copstitntad aftor the mode!
of a porfeot mooiety, Iv ludependent (sui
Jjuris), nd ought nof, in the exerclse of ite
duties, to ba subjected to any command of
men. Ab the tame time we complained that
an Injary was being dene to the whole ordsr
of ths clergy in that, with no probabls ren.
son, and with a contempt for the authority
of sacred right,special laws wera being estab-
jished with epacial severity. And neverthe-
less those laws, with very llttle alteration in
their bearing, were approved of and passed,
Wother.fors, mindful of cur Apostolic office
rensw, now that the injury has boen done,

theas same expsstulations wkich we mads

when it was begun,

THE FPROPOSED LAW ON BSEOULABIZING
CHARITIES,

Buat you see that mnother wounnd arising
out af this one isthreatening the Church, Wa
understond that a law has been propored
abont charitable Institutiona rds Operibus
Piiz}, whick they bave juot latsly approved
of by a hasty vote. Aud thies very lsw, they
themeelves admit, kas been laid as the step-
ping atone to other thinge, namely, for wip-
ing out frcm the inesitutions of Staten all
traces of religion, The arrangement of the
Iaw agrees indeed with a plan of that kind,
for the foroe of it is, in the first place, partly
to destroy whatever instifution has been
founded for charitable purposes, partly to
change it into another shapasnd naturs, go
that it evidently appears that by means of g0
great an alteration the overthrow of institu-
tionw that have been founded will most ¢raly
be effzated. .

But above all else this is nelther in bar-
mony with kindness nor juetloe, that nlmost
everything that bas been founded or lefs by
will for divine worship, for the repose of the
departed, or for providiog dowries for girls
aspirlng to communities of nuox—that for
this very reason these things should bs con-
stdered as pawmslog to others and as empty,
and shouid bs turned to other uses. In this
it s very evident that the wishes of the
founders are violated, eapeclally bacause they
asalgned their moaoey to thoss very intentlons
which are racited and under mo oonsider-
ntions to others. And these purposes, since
they belong to religlon, to the relief of the
nouls of the faithfal departed, to the perfec:
tion of virine are by natare as immutable
and perpetual as those rights and dutles
wnoich joln man to God.

Bat this alec we can by 0o means pses ovar
{n silenas, that to the Commijttees of Ten for
presiding over the administration of money
tor rellef, almost all persons, no! even ex-

cepting women, may be lawfully elsoted, but
parieh priests msy not. And this determin-

ation it ham been their good pleasure so to

record on tha account of the well-known

affeotion of the varish priesta towards their

Bishops and the R>msn Pootiff ; so that it

should not be possible to doubt vith what in-

tentlop, and for what pnrposes, they have de-

vised this law of which we arespeaking.

A SHAM PRETENCE CN THE PART OF THE
STATES

No doubt they eay that this this benefao-
tlon should be called lay, Is order that It
may be more acceptable ; for they add, per-
sons in milsfortune usually nccept with greater
bashfnlness and have less couragae when they
fell that they ars in the presenoce of Caristian
barity.

For Indeed, a sincere wlil of assisting our
fellow-oreatnres cannot aprlog up except from
the Inmost sense sonse of kindly disposition ;
but it is only possible that this should reside,
if not solely, at least chitfly in the breasts of
thoss who look upon vash one as snother
self, and love them in the plate of brothers ;
who acknowledge that othera cqually with
themselves have heen born of God as their
Fathor, and who have been equally redesmed
by the blcod of Jeaus Christ, and have been
valled to the same happloess in heaven.
Moreover, Jarus Christ 30 loviogly embracer
the poor ahd unfortunate ao as to reckon aots
of kindness due to them as laid up with him-
solf, and to consfder bhimseli to he placed un-
der an obligation by the good deed. Sinoce
then charity is accompanied by these feel.
inoge, she {s eo far from breaking the spirits
of those in distress, that she rather ralacs
them to 8o great a dignity of character, such
as man witbout the light of heavenly doc.
trine could not imsgloe ¢ven in thought.
Now. in truth, charity of these dizpositions
way In valn be songht for ontside the Caunrch
of God, since Jeaus Chriet hus lef; Ler the
mole heir of His wisdom, diecipline, and
graces. Shealwo at all times hes given very
great proofs of how well she has bsen accus-
tomed both to give heed to the counsels of
her divine iounnder, and to imitata His exam-
ples, Ia there eny kind of wos that the
Church bas not been zcalous to relieve, not
oaly with maternal affzction, but alio with
surpassing forethomght and watchfcloees ?
Thue, especlally by her work and a=zthority,
or at least by her connasel, her kindneas, ber
proteoting oare, relief snitable to varying
oalamitles;have been found everywhere In the
world, but more numerora in those places
where the Charch Is more flourlshing, and
the z:al for Chrleilan virtues is greater.
Distloguished by thie glory has Italy been,
which, by retulning the Catholio faith un-
tornished throngh prosperity and advorsity,
bas besn at all times most plentifully produo-
tive of pood deedn of this kind, For thle roa-
gon it is all the more unnataral and vaworthy
of the Italian race to hava wished to ematch
away from the Cburch the possitility of
exercleing public beneficence, They had
alleged indeed that revenues were equandersd
or badly applied ; but the lght of sruth
burst forth from o quarter whence they
wonid Icaet have wished it. The enquiry
Instituted about the administretion brilliant-
ly retuted the falsely Iabrlcated accusation.

Kncyc'ical Letter froin Fope Leo.

BALTIMORE, Md., Fab. 8.—The latzst encyeli-
clot lebter of Pope Leo is o lengthy document.
It deals with a varieby of subjects, but the ulpi:

the necessity of Cbristian perfection, * That
which is trua of individusl men,” hesays, *'1s
true also of sooiesy, boib in the family and iu
the State. If any Siate aima only abv exteraal
advantags and wealth ; if ibis wont in its gov-
ernment to put sside God and the moral law, it
wroogfully turas away from its end sad from
tha teaching of nsture, and canuot be called a
community or socicty, but is rather a deceitful
resemblance and a parody.” e asserts thav
Oatbolics have special dutins in life, and that
their first duty is to their church and then to
their country. The Pops defines the mutual
rights and functions of the Church and the
State. The Church is the mistrese of nationa
sonttered over the whole earth, differing in race
and cuatsms, whose duts it is, liviog each in its
owa State, under its own laws, to submiv both
to civil and ecclesiassical power.” He admite
that rulers of S:iates should be free to guide
their affaire, not only without the opposition,
but with the assistance of the Church, but as
the direction of souls hae been piven to the
Church alons, political power has no right or
ioterference wivh the Church. Tha Church, he
says, must concern herself about the iaws
tormulated in S:atea becanse of the welfare of
the State  teell, and they scme-
times encreach on the right of the Church by |
passing their bounda.

*“ And since the welfare of the State,” the
Pops concluder, ** is peculiarly depeudent op
the tirectioa of its goveroores, the Qburch can-
not give either patronage or favour to the men
at whose hands she knows only opprezsion, who
in the broad day refuss 10 respr ct bor righta acd
who strive to tear asunder:her civil and sacred
constitusion, bound together as they are in
their very essence, Un the other baund, she is,
as she should be, the def-nder of thoze who
jusily appreciate what is due to tha civil and
Christian ssate, and desire to werk peacefally
for the commoo good of botb, and it should br
remembered that whenever the Church ia law:
fully brought in connection with public affairs,
those men should recsive favor who are of
knewn honesty and are likely to deserve
well of the Christian name, Nor is there
the lezst reason why men should bs pre-
ferred who are filled wibh evil intentions ngaiaat
religion,"
