A GENTLEMAN handed us a few rare
books the other day ; they are relics from
the collection of one who had a great
taste for the antique and the beautful.
The owner of these volumes is anxions to
dispose of them, but would not have
them fall into the hands of any person
incapable of fully appreciating their
worth, We might say that the books are
in an admirable state of preservation and
are certainly very fine specimens of the
literary age from which they come. One
in particular is a most rare volume, per-
chance the only one of ita kind extant,
decidedly the only one on this side of the
Atlantic. We would respectfully call
the attention of any of our readers, who
may have A laste for unique and
ancient lore, to the titles of the works,
and ghould any one, who has a collection
of value, or who is anxious to poesess
booke of the kind, desire to examine
them, they can be seen at the Tuur Wit-
~ess office. One of these books is en-
titled, “Advice to a Prince: by Thaddy
MacBrody or MacBroddin, son of Dary ;
being the inauguration Ode of Donach
O'Brien, 4th Earl of Desmond.” The
Irish and Fnglish versions are both given
complete. It was published by the Gaelic
Society of Dublin in 1808, and prepared
by the then secretary of that Society,
Theopbilus O'Flanagan, A.B. The second
volume consists of the complete works
of Ossian, printed in 1816, and most
aplendidly preserved. The edition is by
Hugh and Jo.n McCallam. The third
volume is the entire Bible in the Irish
language, as perfect as when it issued
from the pressin 1830. And the fourth
book consists of samples f characters in
all the written langusages of the world.
With this last mentioned it ie easy to
identify the Iriah characters in the other
volumes. Anyway we cordially invite
any persom, anxious to 8ee Or OWn rare
works of this nature, to call and see

He wasborn at
Codifuine, in the Romagna, and made
s studies at Ferrara and Bologna. He
was made Domestic Prelnte to Pius IX
in 1852 and nominated to the delegation
of Ascoli. He was raised to the purple
in 1877 and assigned the title of S8
Sylvester and Martin «i monti. In that
church the first Council of Rome waa
held in 326. He was the twenty-fourth
in rank of the Cardinnl-priests, and be-
longed to the Congregations of Bishops
and Regulars, the Index, Ceremonial,
and Lorete, He was & man eminent
both for his great abilitiea and his great
virtues. May he repose in the glory
that his meritorious life so well deserved.

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solving of the Reichstag, on account of an
adverse vote upon the * Army Bill,” and
the Emperor's recent utterance indicate
a mighty contlict in the near fulure:
France, ever since the Panama scandals,
has been playing shuttlecock with a
number of ministers, and the inahility of
€0 mAny personages to form & govern-
ment causes & fevered state of instability
in that land ; Spain is now in an almost
similar predicament ; Italy is striving to
wade through a commercial crisis that s
the outeame of bad government and long
continucd misrule; in Kngland the Irish
Home Rule measure is working a quiet
hut positive constitutional revolution
that will eventually turn to the benefit of
the whole Empire. In the midst of all
these continental changes there appears
but one hope for the peace of Eunrope:
All eyes turn towards the Viear of Christ,
There is a rumor that Leo X111 intends
to issue an Encyclical on the important
subject of the *Peace of Europe.” Be
that us it may, there is one thing beyomi
all donbt, that the great and only umpire
of the nations is the head of the Catholic

Religion. 1t 18 in this time of political
turmoil that the towering geniun of the
saintly statesman of the Vatican is felt
and recognized.

HALF A CENTIURY ago, or less, the name
of Louis Koesuth was on every lip in
Europe and even America. Ile was the
leading spirit in almost every revolution-
ary movement on the contincnt ; the fer-
vent patriotism of the old Hungnrian
still clings to him, but utopian ideas, sueh
as might bave seemed rational forty
years ago, but which vanish in the light
of this last lustrum of our century, in-
dicate that Kossuth has outlived his
time and is not in touch with the spirit
of our generation. Inarecent interview,
with & correspondent of the Pall Maill
Ga:ette, upon the Home Rule question,
he gives evidence of the failure of his
political judgment, yet conveys a good
idea of the veteran's peculiar theories
upon such subjects :

“ As to Mr, Gladstone's secound acheme
for Irish home rule,” Kossuth said, “ [
know very little about it or the real
principle underlying it. I believe, how-
ever, that Mr.Gladstone will never arrive
at his goal. The Irish queation presents
the same obstacles as squaring a circle.
It is a perfect utopia, this wish of Mr.
Gladstone to establish the rutonomy of
[reland without granting to that country
absolute independence, and I should not
be astonished if [reland should one day
throw herself into the arma of the United
States in order to gain what she wanta.
Distances between countriesdo not count
to-day as they counted inthe past. It
has been said that the situation of Ireland
is comparable to that of Hungary, and
some eminent Englishmen have asked
my opinion in regard to that sssertion.
My answer is that it is false,. The Aus-
trians never conquered Hungury as the
English conquered Ireland. Hungary
merely made & pact with the house of
Heapsburg for neighborly association.
[reland, on the contrary, was conquersd
by force of arms and will only be de-
livered by force of arms.”’

Lucy LArcoM. Born 1826—Died 1893.
~—Few names have become more familiar
to American homes than that of Lucy
Larcom, the singer of such simple, sweet
verse, in which the soul eeemed lifted up
t0 & nearer view of the spiritual and to a
closer union with all that is good in our
nature. The news of her death brings
sadness to all who knew her songs and
were familiar with her life and work.
Among her prose writings is a book, en-
titled “ A New England Girlhood,” in
which she introduces ue to herself, be-
cause as ghe says “the commonest
sonal history has its valze when it is
looked at as a part of the One Infinite
Life. Our life~which is the very best
thing we have is ours only that we may
share it with Qur Father's family at
their need.” Wa are all giad that she
draws aside the veil and allowa us to gaze
upon & life so full of events which cannot
fail to bring consolation and hope into
many a heart. Born in Beverly, Maass,,
she was one of eight children. Owing to
the death of her father, she was obliged
after settling in Lowell to leaveschool and
enter a mill where she spent nearly ten
years in helping support her family.
Her industry led her from the simple
duty of doffer, to spinner.and] cloth ex-
aminer. Her spare moments were spent
in study and even at seven yeams of age

she wrote verse, and while &8 mill girl
learned the lessons of life so admirably
taught by her to others in later years,
In her “Idyl of Work ” as also in her
* New England Girlhood ” she gives ad-
mirable pictures of Factory Life fifty
years ago. Here she saw examples of
self sacrifice and gentleness which helped
develop the character which has made
her so loved by sl who came beneath
her influence. Her firat eflorts in Liter-
ature appeared in a peoiodical publish-
ed by the female operatives in the
Lowell mill in which she worked. It
was also at a meeting of a literary eircle
among the help that she fimt met tbe
poet Whittier, who became her strongest
friend. How pleasant to trace her up-
ward career, ever ambitious and ever
succeeding !subsequently at school and
finally a teacher of literature when her
health; failed sher and she retired to
Beverly Farms, where her remaining
years have been spent in literary work.
3he died April 19. Though not a great
poet, yet she has sung songs that will
live. “Hannsh binding shoes,” is known
everywhere,

Paoor lone Hannah,

$itting atthe window binding shoes.

Religious poetry had & great atiraction
for her, “As it is in Heaven” is & book
full of her thought of the spiritual life.
She was full of love for all.

* As a bird unto its nest
Flies the tired soul to Thy breast
Letnot one an alien be,
Lord, we have no home but Thee.’”

Aseditor of “Our Young people,” she
won the admiration and love of her my-
riad of child readers.

What an ennobling thought comesfrom
her life, “To take life as it is sent to us,
to live it faithfully, looking and striving
always towards better life,” this was her
encouragement. By this ideal she was
able to rise from the poverty of ber early
home, and the humble work of a “doffer"”
in her mill duty, into the fulness of a
womanhood with a character worthy of
any true womsan’s imitation. In spite of
difionlties she educated herself and gave

" an opportunity to her talents to develop
into one of the sweetest singers in the
language. Read her “ New England
Girlhood” and you must love the gentle,
beautiful christian life of Lucy Larcom,
whom kind hands have just laid to rest
in her New England home, while the
good God whom she always revered
opened to her the door to that home
whore beauty she so often sang.—Editor
Catholic Home and School Magazine.

Joax oF Arc. Born, Jan. 6, 1412, died,
May 80, 1431.—There 1s & picture which
represents a pious, simple peasant girl
laying her warrior armor at the base of
s pedestal while on the feet of thestatue
is placed her sword. The statue is of
the Blessed Virgin and the maiden is
Joan of Arc. Every Christian child
should' learn the story of this French
maid, and every Christian girl should re-
jolce in the exploits of one of God's
heroes, who, girl that she was, led the
_armies of France to great victories. Do
you know her history? It is full of
glory and sadness. Many ridicule her
simple faith and call it superstition or
witcheralt, while others attempt to ex-

shin by natural causes her most won-
erful life. Let us recall the facte, and
while doing s0,-let ns remember that the
same Providence that led the peo&e of
uato victory over the numberless
hosts of their enemies, still exerta its in-
fluence over nations. What are the
facts which we find in history ? Joan of
Arc was a French peasant girl, born in
Domremy, in the valley of the Meuse,
Jan. 6, 1412, Her parents were pious,
God-fearing people, and Joan was so
trained up in the practices of religion
that she was regarded in the village
as & model girl. At thirteen years of
age, she tells us, she heard a voice
from heaven bidding her leave her
home and go to the King and tell him
that she was commissioned by God to
lead his army to victory and then con-
duct the King to Rheims to be conse-
crated. Charles VII. was a weak King,
his army was small, and the project was
regarded by the wise men of the King’s
household as the ravings of an insane
mind; but when Joan revealed to the
King things which he thought no one
but himself knew, he began to believe in
her, gave her a royal commisasion, and
the young shepherdess astood at the head
of the armies, won signal victories over
the English forces, rode into Orleans and
Rheims, and Charles was consecrated
King of France. The sign of her mis-
sion, she ssserted, was to raise the siege
(lx‘tj'zgrlea.m, which happened April 27,
At this siege she was wounded. She
scaled the wall, an arrow struck her, she
fell, but with the courage that was more
than human, she pulled the arrow from
her wound and again led the men to the
final assault. The city was saved—and
the Te Deum rang out from the hesarta
of the grateful people, who burst out
into loud acclaim: " Truly she is sent
by God.” Other places held by the
Eoghsh were won from them, and
Charles VII. was led to Rheims to be
consecrated.
The miesion was not only to place the
rightful sovereign on the throne, but
the restoration of pence to France and
its consecration to God. Taken prisoner,
she was given over to the enemies. In
December she was brought to Rouen
where an iron cage was made for her.
With no one to advise her, she was tried
betore a packed tribunal, and as now
appears, from irrefutable testinmony, &
most iniquitous proceeding. She was
condemned to be burned at the stake.
With piety and devotion she received
the decision, and with pardon to her
murderers, with the name of God on her
lips, the Maid of Orleans died May 30,
1431, A few years later, in 1406, the
case was reopened and her character

Afterwards he was
shown over the Convent church, semi-
nary, college, etc. His Highness was
very much pleased with all he saw, and
cordially thanked the Fathers for the
ovetion given him. He left the Convent
at 6 p.m. for Yetumonoor Pagoda. His
Highness was born in 1871, and is the
third beir of the throne of Travancore.

His uncle, Rama Varma, G.CS8.J.,
F.M.U,, the late Maha Rajah of Travan-
core, wWho was a great artist, sent as a
present for this convent a fine large pic-
ture of the Blessed Virgin Mary, painted
by himself. This was hung over the
middle of the aforesaid hall.

This is the first time that a Catholic
Convent in Kollayam Vicariate has bean
visited by a royal prince.

ULSTER’S MISTAKE.

Ton I"reviena—A Rebelllon at Hall Cuek
—Elect ot Orange Orgles ou English
QOplintlon—The ’roject to Asars-
sinate Mr. Gladstone.

loxnox, April 20.—In a letter some
time ago an the subject of obstruction I
veninred to aay that the Tories had
spoiled their great obstruction camvaign
by delivering their fire too socon. They
had been led on to commit this serions
error in tacties by the rather wily policy
of the “Old Parliamentary Hand,” Mr.
Gladetone, like Bre'r Rabbit, lay low; he
tempted them by his meekness, and on
they came blazing away, wasting all
their powder on & line of skirmishers so
to speak, and finding themselves short of
ammunitionend in a bad military position
when they came upwith the main body.
To drop metaphor, they brought obstruc-
tion into discredit by revealing its naked-
-ness too plained, and that before they
bhad come to close quarters with the
Home Rule Bill; so that now Mr. Glad-
stone has only to raise the ory * obstruc-
tion ” and the country looking on agrees
that he has reason to complain and is
ready to back him up.

Well, what the opponents of Home
Rule have done for the obsteuction
branch of their campaign they have now
—~—without any decoying from a wily
enemy, but simply ont of the inherent
stupidity and blood-thirstiness of their
own forcea—managed to do for the other
branch of it, to wit the Ulster rebel-
lion and general-incitement-to-violence
branch. Again they have bheen *too

revious.” TheOrange ronghs of Belfast,
instead of waiting until the Home Ruie
Bill was passed and then rising in a dig-
nified rebellion against the Irish govern-
ment, have at once begun to translate the
inflammatory oratory which has been
sddressed to them by the Balfours, the
Salisburys and the Churchills into their
own peculiar style of action, and the
counterpart of the Orangemen, among
the English population, excited by the
same oratory, have been attempting the
assasaination of Mr. Gladstone.

The day after the Home Rule Bill was
carried, tze Orange workmen at Harland
& Wolfl's great ship-building works made
& brutal attack upon the small minority
of their Catholic fellow-workmen, drove
them with a fire of paving-stones and
rivets from the works, and began an orgy
of typical Orange savagery which has
not concluded yet. They went on the
war-path,in a word. They looted Catho-
lic houses, especially public houses.
Having tapped the barrels of one of the
latter and rolled the porter into the
streets, they set fire to the premises and
da.nced’ around the blaze, curmsing the
Pope and shouting “God save the Queen!”
The Orange squaws (if I may ao put it)
followed the example of their braves and
drove tho Catholic mill-girls from their
work, pulling out handfuls of their hair
snd stoning the police who strove to
prevent them. They cursed the Pope

durina this process and they cursed
Mr. (ladstone, and loud and shrill
they raised cheers for the Queen

and Mr. Balfour. The Queen’s name on
these ocaasions eDJO{B & notoriety which
must be anything but gratifying to so
highly respectable a monarch. At one
moment it i8 the loyal battle-cry of a
voaring Orapge rowdy rushing on for
Papist gore and whiskey ; at the next it
figures in an appalling threat, by the
same gentleman, to kick the Crown of
England into the Boyne, if its wearer
dares to send any of her red coats to
balk him of his rightful prey. The
weather being hot for the time of the
year, this sort of thing is still Sgs 1
write) going on in ' The Athens of the
North,” and as yet it is not safe for the
Catholic workingmen or mill girls to re-
surn to their employment.

It wonld be difficult to convey to you
the impression this astounding and to-
tally unexpbcted objeot lesson has made
on the English mind—which, by the
way, was just in the right state of re-
ceptivity for such an illustration. It
has been said that we never truly under-
ptand our words until we have lived
them ; sorrow is an empty name to one
who has neyer loat what he hus loved.
Jhe English people have not lived
through Orangeism as the Irish people
have done, and the word, as it has
been used throughout this contro-

veiny, has conveyed to their minds but

a very imperfect, nebulous fand remote
ides—an very different idea rom that of
the Irish people, who have seen the
Oraugeman in the flesh in all his war-
paint ; who have witnessed him going
forth with his drame and revolvers and
paving-stones when the annual rabid
season came rourd; who have seen on
the approazh of every Twellth of July,
the train-loads of extra police drafted
from every barracks in the South of Ire-
land to save Lhe land marks of civilization
in Ulater, while its superiorof population
was running amuck. Penple in England
took either of two views about the
Ulstermen—perhaps in some instances
took a little of both views. Either they
smiled, with Saxon stolidity and com-
mon-sense at the gasconading of warriors
who swore to line the ditches, but who,
they knew perfectly well, were {far more
likely to line an arm-chair or a feather-
bed when the time for action came; or
else they regarded the Ulstermen as in
the main far ton respectable and law-
abiding a class of people to be in any way
represented by the foolish talk of their
paliticians. Peopie here judged of the
Ulstermaen by the specimens they saw.
They were accustomed to Colonel Saun-
derson, whom they had rated as cross
between a buffoon and a poltroon an
amusing creature who made comical
speeches and swore to die on the field of
battle, but who having one day chal-
lenged Mr. Willie Redmond to meet him
in the lobby, ran away when that gentle-
man (about half the Colonel’s weight)
promptly took him at his word. They
were accustomed to Mr. Johnston of Bal-
Iykilbeg, the most amiable of fire-eaters,
whom the Nationalist members love
who was Mr. Biggar's deadly enemy and
yeu the bosom friend who signed Joe's
will, of whom Mr.Sexton said the other
day, that if an Irish membersaw him in a
battle he wonld take him in his arms and
carry him out of it to & safe place. And
they were accuatomed to Messrs. Harland
& Wolll, great ship-builders, who
they knew would concern themselves
about nothing else but minding numbes-
one, Thus the talk about rebellion and
the spirit of Belfast, and all the rest of it
seemed to their ears mere idle words.
They tolerated rather passively lord
Salisbury’s and Mr. Balfour's reckless
incitementsto these people, because they
did not Lelieve these incitements could
produce any resuit. All of a sudden
however, there comes this outbreak in
Belfast to show them what these incite-
ments really mean—to show them the
one and only result which it is in their
gowerm produce. With & single lurid
ash the reality of the Ulster question
is laid bare before their gaze. They see
it to be a squalid, shameful and brutal
reality—startlingly squalid, startlingly
brutal. TChey see that this Ulster, whose
superiority to the reat of Ireland in
wonlth, education and everything clse
they have heard vaunted from a thousand
platforms, contains in its heart a state of
things which is a disgrace to nineteenth
century civilization. The Orangeman
they perceive to be a savage and;a tyrant,
the survival of an age long passed away.
He resembles the fanatical Jew-baiter of
the Middles Ages, and Belfast in one re-
epect is liked a particularly barbarous
medizval city whose Catholic quarter is
a sort of Ghetto. Religious liberty and
toleration may exist in other parts of the
British Dominion ; they dn not exist in
those parts of Ulster where Orangeism is
supreme. The English people have
learned in one week that the minority in
Ulster who require protection are not the
Protestant but the Catholic minority.
The Orangeman will indeed fight as Lord
Randolph Churchill promised for him,
but his mode of fighting is that of the
Apache Indian; his *rebellion” is
ﬁhoat-dancing; the liberty for which he
owls is liberty to tyrannize and to pil-
lage. In one word Ulster is & hideous an-
achroniem, and the knowledge of the
truth about it furnishes & new and great
argument for Home Rule—the argument
that national self-government wil; put
an end to its barbarous ascendency. Such
is the nett impression produced upon the
public opinion of England by this Ulster
reballion which has gone off at half-cock.
Another sentiment produced is profound
indignation at the conduct of those Eng-
lish statesmen, the mischievous signifgl-
cance of whose reckless speeches is now
for the firét time realized. Only three

days hefore the Beifast “Korroboree”
Lord Salisbiuy was saying in a public
speech that the Ulstermen would be very
poor creatnres if they did not heat down
the local Nationalist police. The connee-
tion between this utterance and the fuct
that three days later the Ulstermen, with
screw, bolt, rivet and paving-stone, were
doing their utmost to beat down the
police, has been seized upon and pointed
out in every direction. The same with
all the other incendiary speeches. The
desperate efforts of those orntors now to
undo the mischief they have done, to
throw water nn the lumes they have lit,
only excite disgust and derision,

A striking pendent to this whole cam-
paign of reckless language is the case of
the fanatic who fired at Mr, Gladstone’s
house. 1ought to point out that Mr.
Gladstone personally comes in for an
smount of denunciation which exceeds
both in intensity and quantity that
which is bestowed upon Home Rule it-
gelf. It takes every form, verse and
proee. Here is & specimen of verse from
one of the latest lentlets issued which is
not without a certain groterque huinor

It appears that the fanatic who tired
the shot in Downing Street, had been
working himwself up with the aid of such
literature as this, He had made up his
mind to assassinate Mr, Gladstone, and
he had been fortifying his conscience
with the utterances of the Tory and
Liberal-Unionist party leaders. When
arrested he hn.nde(i) up to the inspector n
document which he paid was his justitica-
lion—recalling very curiously in this cir-
cumstance the example of Guiteau, who
pleaded the denunciations of Garfleld,
Conkling and others as the explanation of
what he had done. Here ig an extract
from the apologia of the Downing Street
desperado. Itisa very noteworthy docu-
ment :—

“William Henry Townsend, 17 Hyde-
road, Shetlield. The reason why, April
22, 1893, Second Reading of the Irish
Home Rule Bill, passed by Gladstone’s
Government, with their full majority of
43, including that cur Saunderson.
Always talking,appears not to have made
a single convert, eryo. it is now time for
action, What was the use of the Ulster
fellows howling and calling out * Traitor' ?
That won't upset the bill. There 18 such
a thing as wilful murder. Yet it might
be nothing of the kind.

This cloee connection between the
criminal impulses of their followers and
the speeches of the Unionist leaders has
produced a great sensation here.

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THE FIREMEN.

It is rumored that a movement is on

foot to cut down the pay of the members
of the City Fire Brigade. Doubtlees, no
such step could be taken without nieet-
ing with considerable and strong oppo-
sition. Be it as it may, we feel bound to
protest against any such action on the
part of the authoritiee. Thereis money
enongh wasted in other quarters where
stricter economy would be in place ; but
we believe that the firemen can never
be too well paid for their services. There
are peuple who imagine that the life of a
fireman i8 one of comparative ease,in
fact a state of chronic indolence, the
wonotony of which is now and agsin
broken by a call to outside duty. This
unfair and un-Christian view of the ques-
tion deserves the strictest condemnation.
The fact is that a fireman has less lei-
sure than any other employed person in
thecity. Even the day-laborer has his
hours of repose ; the mechanic, the pro-
fessional man, in a word, almost every
member of the community has a given
time when he can forget the care, the
turmoil and the fatigue of life; not so
the fireman. If it be true that “Eternal
vigilance is the price of Freedom,” equ-
ally exact is it that “constant watchiul-
pess is the return for his wages” that
the fireman gives. While others sleep,
he, as & sentinel, awaits the ting of an
alarm that at any moment, night or day,
in seagon and out of season, may sum-
mon him to duty—perchance to death.

In each station there is a certain
number of men, proportionate to the re-
quirements of the locality. These men
have countless duties to perform that the
outsider has no idea of. There are the
horses to train, to feed, to clean, to exer.
cise; the harness to keep in repair,
polished and ever ready for use; the sta-
tion to be awept and brightened up; the
engines, the reels, the hoses all to be per-
fectly cleaned and kept in readiness for
action and use. DBesides these and a
hundred other duties of inside service,
if we might so call it, the fireman is con-
stantly on the watch—property and lives
may at any moment depend entirely
upon his energy, his bravery and his de-
votedness to duty.

The alarm rings, the fireman is at his
post, a dash is made from the station, by
the nearest streets to the place of the
fire. It may only be s chimney that
was aflame and a trip has been taken for
nothing; yet all the annoyance and
Iabor consequent upon the rush to and
the return from the locality have to be
undergone. It may be & vast conflagra-
tion, in which thousande of dollars worth
of property may be devoured by the
flames, in which human lives may be
sacrificed. The fireman is on hand and
his duty—terrible a8 it may be—stares
him in the face and he hasno alternative
but to advance to the rescue, We must
not lose sight of the fact that he is en-
tering & peril as great as were he a soldier
marching against an enemy. Within
the last few weeks the flags over
the fire stations have floated several
times at half-mast. 'She morning papers
announced the death of & fireman, in the
act of saving a building, the crushing of
a fireman in the moment when he was
about to rescue & human life: so the
record runs on, and so the fireman is
constantly being sacrificed in the in-
terests of the whole community. Insa
country like this, where the winter season
is 80 severe, it is something heroic on the
‘part of these brave fellows, to dart off in
the cold, the ice, the snow, at the sound
of the brazen tocsin, and lend their ener-
gies—and perchance their lives—in the

cause of their fellow-citizens, ‘

And yet the fireman has a family to

separated during the three-fourths of his
time by the command of duty; family
from which he may besnatched at any
hour by the cruel hand of a tragic death.
The best part of his life, bis youth, his
vigor, his manhood, his abilities, his
energies, are all consecrated at theshrine
of public safety. And ars we to be told
that such a man is to be stinted in his
pay ? that any petty quibbling will be
allowed when there is question of his re-
munperation? Is there one, of all our
public men, who counld sleep ealmly and
securely in his comfortable bed and feel
that the guardians of his repose, the men
who are awaxke, ready to rush to his
assistance at any hour of the night, are
tortured in mind with anxiety for their
families and are stinted in tbeir wages ?
“ Ifsuch there be; g0 mark him well!

For him no minstrely rapture swell !

High though his title, proud his name,

Bonndless his wealth as wish can clatm,

Desplte those titles, power and pelf,

The wretch concentreth all in self—

Living shall forfelt fair renown—

And, doubly dying, shall go down

To the vile earth from which he sprung,
Unwept, unhonored and unsung,”

So sang the Laird of Abbotsford ; so say
we regarding the one whose ingratitude
could permit him to return such mean-
ness for such devotedness. Wesincerely
hope that if any change is to be made in
the pay of onr city firemen, that instead
of it being a curtailing thereof, it will be
an addition to the small amounts now
received by these men.

Before closing we have another remark
to make: there are some people very
prone to criticism, who can tell what
ought to be done and what ought not to
be done, especially in cases where there
is no danger to their own lives or their
own interests. Scarcely does a large fire
ever take place that the fire brigade
is not severely handled by these would-
be wise ones, It is easy for the “ hurler
on the fence” to tell how the game
should be played ; it would be otherwise
were he upon the field ; it is easy for the
scribe in his oftice chair to dictate how
men should act in the moment of most
fearful excitement and most nienacing
peril; but it would be atherwise were he
on a roof of a cold winter’s night, orstriv-
ing to cling to a shaky ladder in the
midst of volumes of suflocating smoke,
It seems 1o us that no class of men, in all
the community, deserve more praise,
more hearty encouragement and better
pay than do the firemen. We are ever
ready to find fanlt with what seems to us
the slightest blunder on their part; but
are never prepared to give due credit for
all they do in the interests of the com-
munity. Let us have a little more
gratitude : a little more fellow-feeling, a
little more fair-mindedness. We speak

out frankly what we think and we chal-
lenge contradiction of our arguments,
We say that the firemen are underpaid
already, and any step taken to reduce
their salaries (no matter upon what basis
of false economy it mey originate) would
be a disgrace to the city and a blot upon
the municipal records of Montreal,

_ The room, which is now open to Catho-
He seamen of all nationalities, will serve
as & meeting place for them, and where
they will also meet fellow-Catholics and
members of the clergy. Notices will be
posted there of the hours of Maas and
Confessions at the various churches.
Catholic literature will be supplied,
either to take on foreign service, or to
while away leisure hours at the rooms.
Stationery will be provided for corres-
pondence, and coflee and tea will be
served. It is impossible in the present
space to insist upon the imperative de-
mand for such an institution, nor the
many reasons, which make its inangur-
ation a pressing duty. The Catholic
Truth Society of Fngland which has in-
vestigated the needs of sailors and of the
firemen, a large percentage of which are
Catholies, put the necessity of lending a
helping hand to Catholic mariners be-
yond question. The project has received
the warmest encourigement from the
principal pastors of our city churches
and other members of the clergy.

The Protestants, with praiseworthy
zeal and energy, have done wonders for
their own seamen, extending their
benefits, a8 they cluim, to all, in & non-
sectarian spirit. But despite the best in-
tentions on their part, even had they the
will, they could not cause one Catholic
sailor “ to go to his duty,” as the familinr
phrase is, to read a Catholic book, or
seek a priest, even at the hour of death,
The lost sheep would still be far from the
true path, wandering in the desert.

The work inaugurated this week, and
by a happy coincidence almost on the
great anniversary of the city’s founda-
tion, should interest the Catholic public,
at large, for it makes direct appeal to
Catholic faith and charity. It is an en-
terprise truly Catholic, for it includes all
nationalities, even though the larger
proportion of those requiring aid may be
Irish or Scotch.

Let all contribute little ormuch. The
quarter dollars and the ten cents assume
whole proportions when accumulated.

Let those men who “go down to the
sea on ships,” who brave great dangers
and endure untold hardships, feel that
here, in the city of Mary, is a spot where
their co-religionists wait to bid them wel-
come and to serve them by any means
in their power. Let them be assured
that the powerful arm of Mother is
stretched out to them through her faith-
ful children, A.T.8.

McAlinden,
and Geo, Turkington. A couple of
choruses were giving by the members of
the Patronage.

The Rev. E. Piche, Superior of Pat.
ronage, in introducing the distingnished
visitors, said he could hardly find words
to express the joy it gave him to have

amongst them that evening his old friend

and classmate, and went on to givesome
incidents of their acquaintance in days
gone by. That was his (Father Piche's)
birthday, and he looked upon the pre-
sence of the friend of his heart that
evening as the best birthday present he
could receive. He then gave a detail of
the work of the Patronage, and referred
In flattering terms to the conduct of his
hoys, who were always ready and willing
tu uagist him in any good work, although
they were mostly factory hands, and
some learning trades, but all ¢ working
chaps.” He was sure they would extend
the same friendship to their guest as
they had done to himself during the last
ten years. The rev. gentleman drew &
comparison between Canadaand Ireland,
and commented on the love of the Irish
in America for the old country at home.

A beautiful illuminated address, after
being read, was presented the Kord
Bishop of Valleyfield.

_His Lordship, in replying, expressed
his thanks in the warmest manner. He
said he had experience of the hospitable
nature of the [rish in America, but his
belief in their kindness was now con-
firmed, as he had experienced it in theis
own country. Father Piche and he had
known and loved each other in another
land, and he was glad to able to spend
& night with him in Ireland, the land of
his adoption. He had often wished to
see the Irish at home, and when he left
Canada on a visit to Rome, the town of
Lurgan was on the programme of his
travels. Valleyfield, the seat of his re-
ligious iabours, was a short distance from
Mountreal. It, too, resembled Lurgan, in
factories, but composed of Freneh and
Irish, who got on well together. The
Lord Mayor, Mr.)'Suliivan, was an Irish-
man, and they had among their residents
the families of some of the first settlers
in Canada. The Irish they kept St.
Patrick’s Day as they did in Ireland, and
processions might be seen on that day
carrying similar banners with the harp
inscribed thereon bands playing thesame
National Irish airs paraded the streets,
and together the orcasion was observed
in the same festive style asin Ireland.
It had been a problem to him how Father
Piche could be contented to leave his
country and friends across the sea and
settle in Lurgan; but now he (his Lord-
ship) had been amongst the people, since
he had really stood on “the sod,” and
had looked on that large assemblage of
happy faces, and read in those faces the
kindness of their hearts, it would be to
him a problem no longer, and he did not
wonder that Father Piche wished to live
and die among his Lurgan friends. He
would go back to Canada and tell his
Irishk hearers there he had seen their
countrymen at home, and he was sure
their affection for him would be in-
oreased, if such were possible. The Irish
in Canada took a deep interest in all
matters affecting the old country, and
news of importance wasnot long in being
conveyed from one land to the other.
Events causing joy, or otherwise, in this
country created similar feelings on the
other side of the Atlantic. He again
thanked them for the kind manner in
which they had received him, and said
he would carry away with him, their
splendid presents, which he wonld ever
treasure as a souvenir of the happy
evening he had spend with his old friend
in Lurgan, indearold Ireland. (Cheers.)

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ENGLISH IN CANADA.
The following interesting article is
taken from The Owl, Ottaws University
magazine :—

It is easy to understand that through-
out the many lands where English ho%ds
sway it undergoes different changes, and
is subjected to different standards of per-
fection. It could hardly be that in ever
place where it is spoken the rules whie
govern it would be conformed to with
the same stringency. An interesting
question then is that of examining to
what country we may look for theimt
standard of correct English.

. It would seem but proper that England
itself should be the source whence we
should be guided. Concerning written
language this is probably true; but in
regard to pronunciation, taking the
country as a whole, the same condition
does not stand. Of course, rmong the
educated classes, correct English is con-
stantly met with, But among the great
mass of the people there can be distin-
guished at least six different forms of
speech, or dialects. The differences in
lnstances are so striking, that a man
from the North hardly makes himself
intelligible to persons from other parts.
In London itself the several dialects find
typical representatives. Cockneyism,
that reprehensible manner of speech, 18
to be met with in all its offensiveness.
In Seotland, though the written lang
uage may be correct, spoken Euglish
suflers strange vagaries and is be-
times distorted almost beyond recogni-
tion. The broad Scotch of Ayr is said to
be intelligible ouly with difficulty to an
English scholar who is unacquainted with
Burns and Scot. Another type is Lo be
found in ihe East, while in the North
thereis astruggle for supremacy between
Gaelic and English, Across the Channel
in Ireland the language fares little better.
It is snid by some, that in Dublin the
best English in the world is to be heard.
This may be true, but certainly no such
praise can be bestowed on the English
spoken by the masses in Ireland. Great
varieties of speech arc here to be met
with. Gaelic is not generally spoken,
though it may exert its influence
on the Englisk. In the North the
language resembles in great measure a
dialect of the Scotch, while in the South
it is altogether different. Then there are
the several intermedinte grades.

In every country where the Euglish
language 1s spoken it adds unto itself ;
but the advantage is that it usually ap-
propriates these ad ditions withoutseriong
deterioration to its own stock. In India
wdditions have been made to the language
{rom the speech of native tribea. In Africa
and Australia also a similar condition of
things has prevailed. From every coun-
try in fact where the English language
has been introduced it has derived the
advantages of enrichment, It posscsses
the power of assimilation to a remarkable
extent. It must be said that the United
States have contributed largely towards
improving the language which they in-
herited from Engiand. There can be no
doubt that many of the iunovations,
if such they might be called, which have
been added to it in that country posress
noth beanuty and force. But unfortu-
nately there is much room too for fanit-
tinding, in regard to the liberties which
have been taken. Seveial dialects have
sprung up, and words bave bern given
mignihoations which it would scem had
never been intended for theni. Tn New
Eugland, the primeval home of the
langunge on this continent, there
has been born a dinlect which dues
not correspond to the spelling and
is  unsatisfying of sound. Though
this is the most marked type to
be et with, in other parts of the uuion
atriking peculiarities may be found. The
Jargs number of emigrants coming to the
Amevican shores from all countries, and
spesking their own language, contribute
1o mar the purnty of Eughsh ; thongh
ntever able to do serious injury. ln Now
York, the Metropolis, is probably -to be
toumnd the safest Eome of pure English,
and the scene of its greatest triumph,
The twang of the Yankee is reprehended
as it deserves, as are also the censurable
idioms peculiar to the several Pnrts of
the nation, .

What is to be said in regard, to the
manner in which English is spuken -in
Canada? Are we safe in maintaining
that, considering the Dominion as awhols,
the English sp.ken ig purer, better and
more conformed to the rules of the lan-
guage than that of other English-speak-
ing countries ? .\ “noted writer some
Yesrs 8g0 geema Lo have assumed that
JAGL. Pl

there was reason for this belief, and facts
do not seem to controvert the opinion,
Conseqjuently the claim is not of too pre-
tentious a nature. In Canada wonis are
pronounced in accordance with what
seems to be the genius of the language
and there is little to be found of what
are termed peculiaritics of speech. This
does not mean that there are not trivial
differences of local origin in the speech
of Canadians but as & general thing they
may be said to be [ree irom mannerisms.

The speech of & Britiah Colurmbian may
differ in method from that of a Prince
Edward Islander; but the ditference is
comparatively slight and either can
hardly be said to represent a distinctive
type of language, or dialect. In the Pro-
vinee of Quebec, French is the language
of the majority, yet evenin that province
English is spoken with commendable
purity. Theinnovations introduced into
the lunguage in the United Stutes have to
some extent had their influence in parts
of Canada, but not sufficiently to affect
the whole body. As to the new fashioned
methods of spelling aflected across the
line, though adopted by some bere, they
have not been ofticially accepted and in
governmental printing and usage the
English forms, which have stood the test
of years, have been preserved. This
is probably fortunate, for it were
difficult to say to what extrava-
gance we might be led by this
consuming desire lo abbreviate Lhe
spelling of words. Brevity in the
spelling of words is very desirable, but
the purity of language must not be sueri-
ficed to that end. The twang affected by
many New Englanders is remarkable by
ita absence, and to the advantage of
Capada, it may be said. Cockneyism
too finds little to favour its growth in
this land of ours. Jt may be that the
climate is not favourable to its develop-
ment,

For the Canadian each letter has its
use and value, and the letters to be
found constituting a word are there
for & purpose, not to be glided over
or utlerly disregarded. As yet Can-
ada has not received as large a num-
ber of European immigrants as the
United States and so the dangers that
might arise from this source do not
seriously exist. Though French is an
official language, educated French Cana-
dians recognize that it is to the interest
of every son of Canada to acquaint him-
gelf with the English tongne. Education
in Canada is founded on a tirm basisand
18 accessible to all. By the system of
schools in vogue, splendid opportunities
arc oflered of learning the English lan-
guage. Usnally the task of teaching is
placed in capable hands so that the
youung may be properly instructed in the
use of correct speech. Standard text-
books are used, in which are presented
models of English worthy of imitation.

In the matter of newspapers—that
great force in modern education—Canada
18 pretty well supplied. Onthe whole the
standard of Enghsh to be found in the
colunmpg of our leading journals is of a
fairiy high grade. 1n the House of Par-
linment at Ottawa the Enghsh used is of
a sufliciently high order to elicit fuvour-
able criticism from sirangers.

Have we not some right then to ¢laim
that throughout the English speaking
world there is probably no country in
which better English 18 spoken und in
which the purity of that language is
more safely guarded than in Canada?
The dialects of those coming from the
British Isles seem to develop intu one
homogenevus whole for the most part
and soon to become free from peculinrt-
ties. ’

The danger which (hreatens is this

new arisen desire for anglicizing foreign
phrases and expressions, the tendency to-
wards additions to the vocabulary of slang
and the turning aside of words from their
proper significations. Innovations may be
permitted, but they must be of a proper
sort, for, “unless purity and vigour keep
pace with innovation, extension enfeeb-
les and variety corrupts.”
. Albof us then should bestir onrselves
1u the interest of our mother tongue aud
leave nothing undone to upront any
tendency which is.caculated to affect its
beauty ; and striveto have the ¥nglish
larguage in Canada continued to sustain
that high standsrd of perfection which
has been assigned to it.

JERUSALENM.

An lmportant Event in the Opening ot »
New Railroad.

The vew railway between Jatln and
Jerusalemn iz thrown open for public
traflic. Jathie (the Joppa of Scripture! is
situsted on a tongue of tand projecting
into the Mediterranean, aud is a town of
10400 iuhabitants. In Bible times it
wag the seaport of Jerusalem, and
it way there that the cedars for
the mustruction of Solomon’s castly and
stately temple were Ianded. Like Jerusa-
lem, it had been for centuries in the pos-
sessiprr of the Turks, and the most no
table c¢vent in the modern history waw
its Moody siege by Napoleon in 1709,
Jerusalem cortains & population of 30,000
half of which are Moslems andthe other
half Jews and Christians, in about ¢qual
number. Of Jite years it has been show-
ing many signs of new life, and the com-
pletion of the railway, which was begun
in 1800, will prabably impart considersa-
ble stimulue to ttabusiness interest. The
railvay is abouit thirty-one miles in
length, and terminates half & mile from
the wall of the Holy City. Theroad into
the ¢ity croases the valley of Hinnom,
and passes the paol of Betheads.

All i all the opening of the Jerusalem
railway is an important event in the his-
tory of Palestine, and doubtless marks
the beginning of & great and significant
change. ‘The thri il of modern civiliza-
tion has at Inst rea ched the land sosacred
in its associatioms to the Jew and the
Christian, and if t he demoralizing rule
of the Turk could only be abolighed, and
an enligntened ancd progressive Govern-
ment be substituted for it, Palestine
might recover sornething of ite olden
political and comemercial importance.
But the day of the “nnspeakable Turk”
is slowly waning. XNothing but the jeal-
ousies of great Euwropean powers keeps
him at Constantinople, and it would not
be at all surprisug U the dawning
of the twentieth cerrtury should see him
dispossesed of the remuants of his much-
abused power, and the cross supreme
above the crescent s 1o the days long
fled.

The introduction inte the Holy Land
of Kuropean thought and agtivities will
destroy something of ils picturesqueness
for niuny eyes ; hut the changes which
it 15 now undergoing can hardiy help be-
ing for the better. Anotlier invasion of
the East by the West seemsy to be at
hand, and it bids fair to be i vastly more
benelicient une than that marked by any
of the crusades for the nzcovery of the
sepulclire of Christ.—Cathnlic Stundurd,

Irish Art Mcectal Work.

Edmond Johnson, a wealthy Irishman
living in Dublin, will send to the World’s
Fair through the British Commission, a
magnificent collection of Irish art moatal
work., The collection was recently
placed on exhibition in Dublin, where it
was given much favorable comment.

Among others who examined the dis-
play were the vice regal party and many
professional men from ali parts of Great
Britain and Ireland. Most of the apeci-
mens in this collection were made from
moulds of the originals, which have been
preserved in the Royal Irish academy,
the Britieh museum, Trinity College anid
private collections.

The most valuable picce in the groun
is the cross of Cung, the old processional
cross of the O'Connors, which was never
carried by a defeated army. It is a mag-
nificent piece of eleventh contuary work
and has been reproduced in aolid and gold
repousse, with elepant cham-lene en-
amels and jewels,and stands out as vne of
the most recherche objects of ancient
Irish art.

In the coliection is the celebration
Ardagh cup, which is belicved to have
been usged either as a chaliceor an ancient
altar lamp.

Tnere are a greal number of ancient
shrines. including the shrine of St
Manchin—a large piece of work with
over eighty human figures; uslso the
“ghrine of the four gospels,” covere:l
with quaint figures and interlacings.

A collection of forty of the okl Iriah
brooches are headed by the Tara brooch,
which is perhaps the gem of the whaole
collection. The crowns of all the an-
cient kings are all reprodnced and the
collection also cuntuins gold torques amd
collars of gold, bracelets and en.rrimlzs,
quaint pins and bells, including thie cele-
brated bell of St. Patrick, which was
rung through the land as the pioneer of
the sixth century.

The shrine of St. Palrick’s bell will al-
ways stand a8 an exquisite piece of work-
manghip ; it is fairly studded with mag-
nificent jewels. The ancient trumpets
are included and representations full
size, of ancient harps, including Brian
Boru, of Trinity College. There are let-
ters and pages from the *‘Book of Kells”
and many other articles of ancient Irish

lore and historical interest.—~Catholic

TREATING SICK HEADACHES.

There are varieties of headaches pro-
duced by various causes, as overstudy, or
exhaustion; cr by a peculiar state of the
system, a8 the throbbing pain in the
head which precedeaapoplexy, but these
should be prescribed for by a ph{ainian,
writes Elizabeth Robinson Scovil in the
ladies’ Home Journal. In many cases
the cause of the headache is deep-seated
and must be removed before permanent
relief can be hoped for. Neuralgia in any
port of the body implies that the nerves
are starved and are crying out for food.
This must be supplied before the pain
will cease. There are, however, measu-
res which can be tried to give tem
relief, and no one who has not suffered
from the headache or neuragia knows
what thie means to the vietim. Cam-
phor and chloral, rubbed together until
they form a liquid, may be painted over
the spot, or a menthol pencil used in
the same manner. If these cannot be
obtained, the face should be bathed in
very hot water and a mustard paste
applied, taking cire not to leave it on
lonﬁ enough to blister. A wet flannel
with wet chlorform liniment may be
tried, and a hot-water bag will some-
times ease the pain. A cup of hot tes
followed by a teaspoonful of valerine of
ammonis may do good. A person sub-
ject to this form of headachbe should eat
plenty of nourishing food, a8 fresh meat,
all the cereals, vegetables, particularly
beans and celery, and drink milk, bot or
cold, and cocoa in perference to tea and
coffee. These may be used as s stimul-
ant in necessity, but not as regular be-
verage. Friction of the whole body by
rubbing is valuble and it should be kept
warm in cold weather by suitable cloth-
ing, with flannel next the skin, especially
at night,

The teeth sbould be examined by a
dentist and properly attended to. If
these meausures fail, a nerve tonic is
necessary.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Always brush a carpet or rug with the
grain—m other words, never brush it
against the pile. B ushing it the wrong
way makes the rug look rough and, I
think, wears it out sconer. Dipping a
brocom in water before using brightens
the rugs and keeps down the dnst. If yon
use & damp cloth {one wrung out in
water) in dusting the woodwork, window
silla, &c., of your room you will find that
it look and keep much cleaner than if
dusted with a dry dust cloth. Even the
wooden chairs and tebles and almost all
waaoden furniture look fresher and bright-
er after heing wiped in this way with a
wet cloth.

Apropuos of rugs, does every one know
that common kerosene oil aprinked over
a rug or carpet after it has been well
heaten or cleaned is not only a sure pre-
ventive of moths but will actually dee-
troy any moth eggs, worms or living in-
sects that may have been left in the
artcle?

T know this from actual experience.
Two rugs made of Brusgels cerpeting had
been put away for some time. Upon
opening and exaniiuyg them it was found
that the moths were there in ¢very stage
fram egg to butterfly. We brushed aud
abook aa well as we could, but it was im-
possivle to be sure that sll pels were
gune.

So following somebody’s advice 1
poured on the coal oil, thinking that in
any case the rug would be rnined either
with the moth or oil.

Three months later the rgs were
again examined, having been put away
in the meanwhile "o our delight and
surprise there were no living moth to be
seen. A few dead ones lay aboutand
the ruge seemed brighter than before
their coal oil showed both.

Now every year I put away not only
Turkish rugs and curtains, but dresses,
furs and hats—all with the kerosene. In
the fall everything is whole and sourd,
only requiring g little airing to dissipate
the alight odor of kerosene remaining.
There is no stain or discoloration—au

contraire—everything seems brighter
and cleaner than belore. .
To those who will try this specific

against the math that corrupts I would
suggent that will gowns, furs, coats, hats
and otier articles of wearing apparel the
kerosene oil may be poured on news.
papers. which can then be laid between
the clothing, the whole pinned or sewed
up in a cotton sheet or bag,—E, R. S, in
Washington Evening Star.

A NON-CATHOLIC TESTIMONY

To our Missionsin Ceylon.

CoLoxBo, 15th Feb., 1893.—1I was born
a Protestant, brought up a Protestant,
and am still 2 Protestant. Whatever m
persuasion may be, I am always an sdy
mirer of the Roman Catholic priest, and
especially of the Oblates that work in
Colombo and Jatfua. For some years, I
was nnder the impression that the ap-
pendage “O.M.I.” was a title earned by
these priests in some ubiversities in
France. But & friend of mine, who is 2
Catholic, helped me to the true knowl-
edge of the words of which these are the
initials, Oblates of Mary Immaculate, for
such is the appellation these Fathers go
by, is a title which all clergymen ure not
entitled to: self-immolation, self-abrega-
tion, and detachment without reserve
from all cares and concerns of this per-
verse and transitory world, are disposi-
tions which truly constitute an Oblate,
and any Protestant or Hindoo, who is
not under the sway of prejudice, can
easily perceive these characteristic
marks. Dr. Melizau is a jewel of a
bishop, and his solicitude extends even
o those who are outside the pale of the
Catholic Church. The best education in
Jaffua is imparted in St. Patrick’s Col-
lepe, and thanks to His Loxdship for
having placed at its head, an Irish priest,
the Rev. Futher Dunne, an able English
scholar and mathematician. Colombo
iteelf 13 in the sunshine of prosperity
under the Oblate Fathers. It is only
sight years since they came to Colombn.
Many churches were put up, schools
opened, nunneries and other institutions
eatablished, and Futher Lytton (whose
ability and repulation I need not here
mentlon, for they have already travelled
through the length and breath of the
island), is transferred here to open a col-
lege for higher education, an institution
long needed, which, we have reason to
hope, will Alourish under tbe able man-
f_gement of Fathers Lytton and Wil-
iama.

These good fathers have gained the
affection and esteem of all classes of
Reople, not by distributing money and
olding out premises as others do, but
by their spontaneous devotedness to
every cause of truth and justice. Their
congregation has gained a strong footing
in the island. There are about one hun-
dred Oblates working in Colombo and
Jaffua, and year after year, new recruits
of missionaries are sent from Catholic
France. In addition to this, native Pro-
testants are from time to time getting
admittance in their order when they are
quite free to become secular priests. On
the 2nd of next Feb,, six natives are
going to promise their temporary vows
in Colombo, among whom special men-
tion should be made of Bro. Manuel
Thyriar, of & very respectable family in
Jaffus, who had a thorough course of
English and mathematics in St. Patrick’s
College, under the late Rev, Fathers
Smith and Murphy, and is well skilled

in Tamil versification, having already

published many hymns in honor of the
Blesse Virgin Mary at Madlin.
Pathikam, is the title of one of these
Tamil poetical works, by Mr. Manuel
‘Thyriar, now a Brother of the Congrega-
tion of Mary Immaculate. It is writtenin
honor of the Blessed Virgin Mary at
Madlin, and its style is the simple and
elegant one peculiar to the beat poets of
old. 8mall as it is, it is very melodious
and is pregnant with sublime sentiment.
This is not the only work the reverend
suthor has composed. He has written
many hymns on various occa
slons, most of which are still in manu-
script. He is also well read in English,
and bis writings in this language are
much esteemed. Whilst a schoolboy
his favorite study was nmar, and he
has mastered all available grammars, so
much so that even his teachers used to
congult him in difficult points.—J. 8. W,

LAID IN COTE DES NEIGES.

The Fuueral ot tho Late Salvageman
O’Rourke, Sunday.

To the rol) of mufiled drums and the
solemn music of the Dead March the re-
mains of Salvageman O'Rourke were
borne to their last resting place by his
brother firemen. Long before 2 o’clock
Sundsy afternoon, 8t. Gabriel Church,
Poiut St. Charles, was crowded to its ut-
most capacity and on the arrival of the
cortege the coffin was met at the door by
the choir and priest and the grand and
golemb funeral ritual was proceeded
with, The corpse was borne to the ce-
metery on & salvage waggon ocovered
with black and appropriately ornamented
with hose, hydrant key, and other appa-
ratus, while flowers were contributed by
the different fire stations. Firemen
Larocque and Daisy knelt on either side
of the coffin. .

The procession, over a mile long, was
led by Sergeant Prefontaine, with ten
policemen abreast. Next was the Mane
chester Unity Oddfellows Band leading
the delegations from the Catholic Order
of Foresters, of which the deceased was a
member. They turned out over five
hundred representatives from the follow-
ing lodges: St. Patnck’s, St. Mary's, St.
Anthony’s, St. Anne's, 8t. Lawrence, St.
Vincent de Paul, and Sarsfield. The C.
0. F. marched in two lines, two by two,
and carried the bandsome banner of the
order, the next wss the Veteran Fire-
men’s Association, the following veterans
turning out: Wm. Cunningham, Wm,
Aitchison, W. J. Findlay, T. H. Waddell,
Jamaes Knox, John Craib, John Conway.
Captain W. Heelan, Wm, McDonald, T.
Rickardson, John Hasley, F. Freel, J.
Beckingham, T. Jones, P. Leakey,

D. Bickerstaff. J. T. Barlow, John
Hudson, James Bowles, W. Dawes,
E. Jobns, C. H. Brown, John Al-

lan, Allan Cameron, R. McBratney,
Duncan MeNaughton, and R. Walker.
Twenty-five men from the Capada
Rubber Company's fire brigade under
Mr. Atchison, dressed in uniform fol-
lowed. The fire brigade waa represented
by 40 picked men under Chief Benoit,
Sub-Chiefs Jackson and Beckingham,
who attracted great intention in their
handsome full dress uniform. They were
preceded by the YVictoria Rifles band.
The Salvage waggon bearing the corpse
followed, drawn by twenty-six men of
the fire brigade. It was surrounded by
Firemen Perrier, No. 4, Bisallion, No. 4,
Murphy, No. 9, Espie, No. 9, Pressaud,
No. 1, and J. Cloran, Na. 4, as pallbears
from the brigade, and Messrs, James
O’Keefe, lawrence Power, Wm. Ken-
nedy, David Mahoney. O.J. Ahern and
John Kenna, from the Catholic Order of
Forestais. Sergeants Egan, O’Donnell
and Courtoise with thirty policemen,
wearing white helmets, acted 88 an escort.
Messrs. M. P. and J. P. Malone, W. J.
Ryan, J. McCarthy and D. Ryan, coueine
of the deceased, followed the hearse, and
next were Alderman Stevenson, chairman
of the fire committee ; Mayor Desjardins,
Aldermen Thompson, Nolan, Tansey,
Desmartesu, P. Dubuc and Bumbray, 6x-
Alderman Cunningham, Doctor Cotret,
and a large number of friends. The
route of the procession was crowded from
the church to Sherbrooke street. When
the funeral procession reached Sher-
brooke street the horses were attached to
the waggon, and a large number of those
present took carriages to the Cote des
Neiggs Cemetery, where thébody was in-
terred.

The Hon. D’Arcy Mc(iee, in speaking
in Hamilton shortly after Confederation,
8aid: “There are—T grieve to say there
sfre—newspapers for example, printed
and encourged amongst us whose ocon-
tuctors seem to think they do God ser-
vice by picking up and reprinting every
disgusting aneodote, true or fulse, at the
expenas of the clergy or the members of
other Churches. Against this habitual
anti-crusade which poisous many credu-
lous minds—which estranges so many
good neighbors—whioh infiames so much
true Christian charity, against this great
evil and great danger to our internal
unity, as a people, I beg to protest.”

What Mr. McGee said on that oceasion

is equally applicable ta some of the Can-
adian newapapers of the present day, and
more especially to such professed calum-
nistors as the “Toronto Meil.” Whoever
takes the trouble to watch its columns
from day to day cannot fail to notice the.
avidity with which ite editor seizes on.
every affair, trifling or otherwise, con-
nected with the Catholic Chureb, or her
clergy, especially in the Province of
Quebec, and distorts facts to fulfil hie
peculiar missjon of sowing strife and dis-
cord among the various elements of our
population, and “break up Confederation
Into its original fragments.” .
An editorial eppeared recently in one
of ita issues entitled the * Liberty of the
Press” in which the writer strove hard
and earnestly to prove that the Roman
Catholic hierarchy of the Province of
Quebec, interferes, on every possible oc-
casion, with the liberty of the t‘preagn, by
preventing a free expression of opinion
on ecclesiastical matters, It is well
known to the msjority of the readers of
the True Witness that Archbishop Fabre
found it necessary towards the end of
1892 to prohibit the Roman Catholics of
his Archdiocese from reading or patro-
nising in any way certain French papers
printed in Montreal, one of which 18 the
notorious Canada Revue. Here is the
way in which the Toronto Mail explains
the matter to its readers: * The people
were commencing to criticise clerical
policy ; and the press, in giviug expres-
sion to the complaints, and in assisting
in the general outery, was making itself
decidegly obnoxious.”

1g it to assist such renegades ag D'Alton
M’Carthy and Col. O'Brien and their nar-
row foreheaded followers in their nefar-
ious undertaking and to keep alive the
embers of religious and sectarian bigotry ?
Shouid the courts decide in favor of
Archbishop Fabre in his contest with
the Revue the Mail will get up another
howl about Clerieal and Catholic intoler-
ance in the Province of Quebec.

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BATIONALISH AND INFIDELITY.

FROM THE NORTH OF IRELAND.

-A  Metho&ist Clergyman’s Opninton—
His Experlence nt Roman
Cathollcism.

A Methodist minister of Dayton, Obiv
Rev, William Macaffee, in « {scrm'on Te-
ceﬂdy dclivered in his church said:

I propose to speak to-night on Catho-
thalicism, especially as it is relatod to
American institutions; and as the views
I shall set forth may be somewhat differ-
ent from those sometimes dispensed
from Protestant pulpits, it seems fit to
me to speak a few preliminary words as
to how and why I arrived at the views I
-entertain.,

“1 was born in a land where the first
article of a good Protestant’s creed was
to hate a Catholic, and where, if 2 Pro-
testant did not fervently hate a Catholic,
be was suspected of heing lukewarm in
the faith, if not, indeed, already under
the secret influence of Jesuitism. Those
who know anythbing about the North of
Ireland, that land of Tories and Orange-
men, will knowg that this is acarcely an
exaggeration.

“ But I had the unspeakable good for-
tnne; a8 5t 39 has always seemed to me
81nce, ,n my early life, when I was be-
twee'n 17 and 20, to be thrown with a
mA 4 of broad culture and large and un-
U sually enlightened views, especially for
shat part of the world. That man first
opened my eyes to the untrustworthi-
nuss of views that were merely tradition-
ary and conventional, and taught me
how to look at questions from more
points of view than one. It was the
right time in my life; and the influence
thzi came to me at that time, and the
mwdes of thought that were then
stuxted into operation in my mind have
never, as I think, departed from me from
inat day to this; and j think now, never
shall, Ooe of the first results of that in-
finence wns this—that although a young
awmn, living amongst people where
Protestantism was such as I have jnst
described, I found myself in hearty
sympathy with what was called the
progressive party in English politics,
and fervently indorsing Gladstone's
bill for the disestablishment. of the Irish
Protestant Church—an act that was
looked upon by most Protestants around
me a8 an emanation from no other quar-
ter than from the Pope of Rome himself.

“As I grew older and began {0 have
apprehensions of the trend of afinirs
arcund me and the tendencies uf the
duy in which I lived, I soon gained a
vary distinct impression for myself that
the real danger to religion in our day
and generation was not from Romanism
at nll, but from the common enemy of
Protestantism, viz.,, modern rationalism
and infidelity. I saw, in spite of the
pericdieal warnings as to the designs and
machinations of Romanism, that very
few Trotestants became Catholics and
that there was little hikelibood that they
ever should. But I saw at the same
time that vazt masses of men were stand-
ing aloof from all churches, Catholic
and L'rotestant as well; and that great
numbers ol men were coming out in
agiive and provounced hostility to every
form of Christian teaching. And then I
twpan to wonder whether, alter all, a
grent many of our traditional fears and
soxieties and solicitudes were not wholly
mirplaced.

* in the land in whbich I was brought
itp the belief almost universally pre-
vailed that, sooner or later, there was to
he a great religious war between Catho-
lics and Trotestants, and that the differ-
ences between these two sections of the
el would never be composed until
that war came. That belicf was liekl as
perristently and as religionsly as the be-
L of nmobber class of people in the ini-
mediate second advent of Christ.,

But. & better knowledge of the way of
the worll is moving and a romewhat
prevevermy study ot history have long
#ince: wholly dissipated that early super-
stition (rom my mind. Thera will be
nn mere religious wars, I say that with
a'l the positiveness of a prophet.

“Commercial considerations, industrinl
cunsiderations, considerations of national
integrity and secular prosperity—there
are what determine all national and in-
ternaticnal movements to-day. And it
ueeds but the slightest knowledge of the
#pirit of the timhes to know that no civil-
ized pation to-day would suffer itself to
be drawn into a war on purely sectarian

~considerations. No, there will be no mcre
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AND EVERY DAY.

religious wars. There may be little fac-
tional fighta here and there, in less en-
|ightcnec§ places, for many & day to come,
but & religious war between nation and
nation ie a thing of the past.

SAINTS OF THE MONTH.

8t. PHILIP, THE APOSTLE, May 1. He
was one of the first chosen disciplea of
Christ, and is said by St. Clement of
Alexandria to have been the person who,
when called by Christ, begged leave to
go bome first and bury his father; to
which Christ replied, “Follow me and
let the dead bury their dead.” He was
with Christ at Cana and in the wilder-
ness at the miracle of the loaves and
fishes. After Pentecost he preached the
Goapel in Phrygis, where he died. His
life was filled with an ardent love of God
and a desire to see the Father, and he
teaches us to live for the same objects.

St. JAMES THE LEss, the apostle whose
feast is celebrated on the aame day, was
the son of Zebedee, and wae called the
Juat, on account of his great holiness of
life. He was the son of Aipheue and
Mary the sister of the Blessed Virgin,
and one of the Apostles favored with the
apparition of the Risen Saviour. After
the Ascension he was made Bishop of
Jerusalem, He was & Nazarite, remark-
able for his great abstinence from all
forms of strong drink. He wrote one of
the Canonical Epistles which was called
Catholic, because addressvd to the uni-
versal Courch. He was stoned to death
by the Jewa in the year 62,

ST. ATHANASIUS, May 2, is honored as
one of the greatest Doctors of the
Church, e was born in Egypt about
296. When a deacon, he assisted in the
Council of Nicien, A.D.325, and attracted
the attention of wrll by his great
lenrning. As Patrisrch of Alexandria,
he fought the heresy of Arisnism
for 46 years, and though persecuted and
banished by the Emperors, he lived to
gee peace n stored to the Church, and
the Ancient Faith so vindicated, that
Arianism never again could gain a foot-
hold with his people. He died in 373,

8T. CATHERINE OF Bolocya, May 3.
She waa born in a noble Italian family
in 1413, and at 11 years of age was placed
at the Royal Court where she soon grew
weary of worldly splendor, entered re-
ligion as & Poor Clare nand was gent to
Bologna to found a Convent. Her great
zeal for God’s glory made her life & con-
atant prayer for the convergion of xin-
ners. She was remarkable for her great
humilty. She died in 1455, She teaches
us how to patiently wait on God who ac-
complishes all things in s own guod
time.

St, Isinore, May 10.  Thia «aint in an
example of the great principle that even
in the lowliest walks of lite muan may
rise to great heights of perfection. He
was simple farm labarer of Madrid wha,
as is #aid in the Buli of Canomzation,
“ was a prudent labarer. who found, in
digging and plowing the earth, the trea-
eure ot divine grace with which he pur-
chased the principality of heavenly
glory.” He was remarkahle for his
great devotion to Holy Mass which he
clainied was the source of the great suc-
cess which attended hig labors.

ST, ANGELA MERIC;, May 310 The
foundress of the Ursulines waa born in
1474, and even in her earliest years prac-
tised great austerities. Intending to e
vole hersell to the ipstruction of the
young, she entered the third order of St.
Francis and there began to prepare for
her mission of establishing an 1nstitute
which would have for its object the edu-
cation of the poor. It was not until she
bad passed forlty years in discoursge-
ments and difficulties that sho realized
her ambition and with twelve young
women she Iaid the foundation of her
great organization which under the pro-
tection of St. Ursnla wax deatined to bea
great factor in the work of education.

The massacres of the
Irish peasant soldiers that followed, so
characteristic of English military opera-
tions in Ircland, were stigmatized in in-
dignant language. and the lecturer con-
cluded a most intes sting discourse with
a warm tnbute to those martyred Irish-
men who * rose in dark and evil days to
ught their native land.” While in
Loughrea, Mies Gonne was the recipient
of numerous honors from the people.

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THE ASCENSION.

On Thursday last the Church celebrated
the feast of the Ascension, the last of the
glorious mysteries in the life of Our
Divine Lord. It is uunecessary for us to
relate the story of that memorable event ;
]l Catholics know that Christ, having
collected his disciples around Him, went
up to a mountain top, and there, having
promised them that He would agzin re-
turn, slowly ascended from their midst
into the blue empyrean and disappeared
beyond the portals of the vault above.
Between the day of the Resurrection and
that of the Ascension He had calmly
but forcibly rebuked St. Thomas for his
want of Faith, and in so doing He said
that “happy are they who not having
seen, believe.” In this great mystery of
the Ascension we are bound by our faith
in Christ to absolutely believe. We
know that the glorified body of the Son
of God went up from earth and that, ac-
cording to the Creed, he took His seat at
the “right hand of the Father.” There
upon a throne of eternal glory, co-equul
in His Divinily with the First Person,
He sits in power and majesty, the Ruler
of the universe and the One who is to
come, at the end of time, “‘ to judge the
living and the dead.” Thousands are
the leasons that are to be drawn from
this event in the history of man’s re-
demption, There iz one thought, how-
ever, that we will strive, in a few words,
to develope, and in so doing we will be 28
concise and clear as possible.

If Jesus Christ is God, He is none the
less man ; He combined in Himself all
the perfections of the Deity and all the
attributes of the Human. While His
soul was Divine His body was mortal
and similar to that of the most perfect of
human being. He came into this world

-in the ordinary way of all the children

of men ; a weak child, subject to every
missery and “all the ills that flesh is beir
to,” He developed, in the usual course,
into a youth, and thence into inanhood.
During His manhood He suffered all the
pangs that the spirit is capable of and
all the tortures to which the body could
possibly be subjected, Even the universal
law of death He did not escape ; Heneed

not have died, for as God He could have
avoided the tomb; but He wished to ful-
fil the law, to go the ways of all flesh, to
cross the portals of the grave, to undergo
the separation of body and woul, to sub-
mit to the condemnation that was the
immediate consequence of man’s dis-
obedience. Moreover, He wished to
show that if, as God, He could burst the
bondage of the sepulchre, as man He
was prepared to undergo all the ills that
fall to the lot of humanity. Thereby
bas He identified Himself with our race,
has He declared Himself human, has He
united Himself, as a brother, to each of
us in the acceptance of our nature.

On the day of the Ascension it was the
gloritied body, arisen—as shall arise the
bodies of the just—that went up into
heaven and took poesession of the seat at
the right hand of the Father. In this
last act of the Redeemer He conferred
upon mankind an inestimable boon, one
that we are too prone to forget and the
significance of which we are too apt to
underestimate. By His glorious Ascen-
sion Christ tranelated humanity (in His
own person) from the sphere of miseries
and tribulations to the realms of undying
happiness and unfathomable beatitude.
There in the mansions of God, in the
palace of the Eternal, at the right band
of the Creator aits humanity: not
humanity weak and miserable, but
humanity triumphant and powerful. In
wiping out original sin and in opening
the gates of Limbo Christ restored toour
race the great prerogative of children of
God; but in ascending, with a human
body into heaven, and taking possession
of the place next only to the Father, He
lifted our nature into a domain that
hould have been our own had sin not de-
stroyed our rights to such privileges, and
which must necessarily be the lot of our
nature, should we walk in the foot-prints
that He left for us to follow. Since the
Ascension there is nothing spiritually
imposgible to man: with the necessary
graces and with oorresponding action
upon our part, it is ever within the range
of possibility to enjoy absolute glory and
peace in the bosom of God. From earth
humanity can now look aloft and con-
template glorified humanity—at the
right hand of God. It is thus that Christ
consummated His mission of love and
mercy, and in a manner that only a
Divine Person could conceive.

The lesson that we should draw from
the mystery of the Ascension is one full
of deep consolation. Like Christ, in the
act of departure, we should detach our-
selves from the things of this earth; we
should rise gradually higher into the
atmosphere of Christian perfection; we
should finally ascend beyond the range
of worldly vision into the regions of
spiritual perfection. If a child of the
human race can but do these things
during life, in Christ’'s presence at the
right of His Father, be has a guarantee
of the ultimate entry of humanity into
the unending splendors of & perfect ex-

istence.

CoxNsIDERABLE noise is being made re-
garding the investigation that has been
ordered in the matter of the “Curran
Bridge” over the canal at Wellington
street. No charges of wrong doing have
as yet been made against any indivi-
duals, and we do not think that any real
scandal- (as these transactions are now
styled) exists. Anyway, the affair is in
the bands of the proper authorities, and
it would be both premature and upjust
to rush to conclusions. Still we believe
in a thorough investigation, as much in
the interest of the parties immediately
concerned as in that of the public. The
principal. lesson that we find can be
drawn from the whole matter is to the

effect that it is & mistaken course, on the

part of the Government, to cause work®
of such mngmtude as the one in question
to be undertaken, otherwise than through
general public tender. The proper and
safer way to proceed is to call for tenders,
to accept the lowest—provided all other
conditions are equal—and to hold the
contractor responsible for the fulfilment
of his work, under the stipulations of
time and manner of its performance.
Until this course is taken the public can
expect nathing else than difficulties, dis-
putes, exhorbitant outlays, endless extras,
and a host of unforeseen miscalculations.
Moreover, general public tender is the
only fair and honest way to secure the
doing of proper. Government work. Po-
litical partizanship should have no influ-
ence in matters of such general interest.

MICHAEL DAVITT,

A cable despatch of last week an-
nounced the fact that Michael Davitt
has actually applied for the Chiltren
Hundreds, which is the British Parlia-
mentary form of resignation. This it to
be regretted, and the causes that have
led up tosuch a course, on the part of
that staunch and devoted patriot, are to
be deeply deplored. Mr. Davitt has ever
been one of the purest and moat unselfish
soldiers in the ranks of Ireland’s cause,
and by his present action, which we deem
ill-advised in more than one sense, he
has given positive evidence of his manly
character and unselfish disposition. Let
us take a hurried glance at what this man
has been forced to go through, as a Par-
liamentary representative ; the lesson is
fraught with instruction.

Three times has he represented Irish
constituencies in the British House of
Commons, and three times, by force of
unjust circumstances, has he been de-
prived of his seat. Eleven years ago he
was elected to represent the County of
Meath. At the time of his election be
was in prison, and of course a “felon”
according to the law that crushed the
Irish pecple. A resolution was passed
unseating him—it read as follows :—
“Resolved, That Michael Davitt, returned
as & member for the County of Meath,
having been adjudged guilty of felony
and sentenced to penal servitude for fif-
teen years, and being now imprisoned
under such sentence, iz incapable of being
elected or returned as a member of this
House.”

The second time that Davitt was elect-
ed was at the last general elections when
he defeated Pierce Mahony, the Parnellite
candidate for North Meath. He was un-
seated by the courts upon the ground of
“clerical intimidation.” Last week we
published lengthy extracts from and
comments upon Bishop Nulty's pamph-
lets which so clearly explain the absence
of any kind of * clerical imtimidation ”
in the pastoral letter which formed the
ground work of the judgment. As the
judges found, despite all evidence to the
contrary, that this pastoral sufficed to
annul the election in South Meath, in
in order to save unnecessary costs, and
knowing that the both cases would ter
minate in & similar manner, Mr. Davitt
offered to resign his seat.

But this the opponents of Davitt would
not accept. They were not merely actu-
ated by a desire to secure his seat, but
they sought to drive out of publie life
one of the most powerful supporters of
thbe very cause they pretend to have at
hesrt. They proceeded with the case,
upseated . Davitt, piled up costs upon
costs, and took every adva.nt,n.ge that the
law afforded them to ruin & man who
had given his youth, and the vigor of his
manhood tothe dervice of Ireland. They
unseated Davitt ; but they did not gain
the constituenoy. Davitt refused to pay

the costs and yefused tq allow any per-

son to pay them for him. His enemies
(for they evidently are both his and Ire-
land’s enemies) took bankrupley pro-
ceedings and last week he was adjudicat-
ed a bankrupt. The costs of the election
trial mount up to £1800. Being abank-
rupt Davitt is unable to retain his pre-
sent seat in the House of Commons, He
will not pay nor allow the amount to be
paid, and as a consequence he had to re-
sign his seat.

The reason given by Mr. Davitt for re-
fusing to pay, is that he is not justified in
paying the amount when he had offered
to resign his seat before the costs were
incurred. His reason for not permitting
any of his friends to settle the amount is
one of, what we would call, mistaken
patriotism : he Jooks upen the petition
trial as & piece of personal spite and the
whole affair as_his own private buniness.
Gifts of money have been pressed on him
from all sides, but he has ever refused to
accept even s cent. The Westminister
Gazette says: “ He (Davitt) is stoutly
resolved never to take any public money
for his private concerns, and to all these
offers he has given a positive refnsal.”

There is an example of disinterested
patriotism on the one hand and the very
oppoaite spirit on the other. We ask, in
the name of all;,common resson, how can
men have the brazen audacity to call
themselves lovers of Ireland, friends of
Home Rule, followers of any great
leader’s principles, when they thus carry
petty spite, low jealousy, mean selfish-
ness, and unnatural vengeance to such a8
degree that they would deprive the Irish
people, at this critical juncture, of such
a man as Davitt? Such a man: yes, a
man who has worked, written, spoken,
fought, suffered, and gone through every
conceivable personal misfortune, and all
for the sake of his fellow-countrymen and
their legislative liberty! But we must
disagree with Mr. Davitt upon one point.
This bankruptcy business, the election
petition that led to it, the resignation of
his seat which follows it, are not his
“private concerns.” Mr. Davitt is not
the only one interested in this matter;
the whole Irish race, the world over, is
concerned in the ultimate result of these
unfortunate events. As the Irish World
says: “ Davitt is not in Parliament to
promote his ‘private concerns.’ It was
not for private objects he consented to
be a candidate for Meath. His struggle
with Parnellism was for Ireland, not for
himself and it is for Ireland to decide
what ought t> be done in the case of the
bankruptcy which the Parnellites have
forced upon him. * * % * * g
has already by one grand speech in the
House of Commone done service of in-
estimable value to the cause of Home
Rule. That cause still needs his services
in the same place. We hope the Irish
party will be able to take means to se-
cure it.”

We contend that the electors of North-
east Cork, who gave Mr. Davitt their
votes last year, should be consulted be-
fore such an important step as that of
his resignation be consummated. He
bas six months grace, from the time of
being declared bankrupt until he is ob-
liged to abandon his seat in Parliament.
We fervently hope that Mr. Davitt will
yet reconsider his decision, allow the
Irish people and his own constituents in
partioular to have a voice in the matter.
He is too important a factor in the
House to-day to be allowed to drop out
on account of any mistaken - sentiment
of patriotic unselfishness. His opponents
oan pever efface the cruel wrong they
have done to the Irish cause. '

THE MOST VEXED QUESTION.

Under this heading the Gasette of the
5th May returns to its attack upon the
Home Rule policy of Mr. Gladstone ;
but does so in 2 more transparent man-
ner than ever. Under the mantle of its
phraseolugy it bot poorly conceals the
symbo! of its purpose. The writer flings
& thin veil of sophistry over the issne,
but through the Himsy gauze the evil-
eyed monster of Toryism glares out, and
the creature’s expression is rendered
only the more hideous and vindictive by
the tissue of fair words that drop be-
tween it #ad the cbserver. It is not the
Liberal-...nservatism of to-day that we
perceive ; it is that spirit of ultra-Tory-
ism that loves to haunt the aisles of aris-
tocracy, or autocracy, to lurk amidst
ruinas and hold communion with the
owls. It cannot bear the day-light of
progress, the advance of civilization, the
broadening of ideas, the coming forth
‘from the catacombs of effete tyrannies
and the emerging inlo the sun-rays of
justice, honest rule and popular rights.
It has fed upon the disunion of Irishmen
and has thrived upon their sutferings ; it
cannot bear to see its life-food disappear
and its only support vanish. It cries out
disunion where harmony exists ; it points
to precedents where they are seen
through the revemed telescope of its
falsehood and sappear heels up and head
down, the reverse of their truthful posi-
tion, Behold its argument !

“There has always been a part of
Presbyterian Ireland more mindful of
disabilities endured in common with
Roman Catholics than of any advantage
ever gained by Protestant ascendancy,
Ulster Presbyterians took a signal part
in the rebellion of 1798 unti! religious
was added to political and racial strife,
Some persevered in the cause of the in-
surgents to the bitter end. After the
accomplishment of the Union, Presby-
terians joined in the repeal movement;
Presbyteriana took a leading share in the
Parliamentary reform agitation.”

This is true, and it is in the fact that
all Ulster is not Protestant nor is the
majority of it ; that all Ulster Protestants
are not Unionists, nor are the Home
Rulers amongst them few in number,
that the Gazette sees the dangerous rock
upon which the anti-Irish party is fast
rushing and that it seeks to turn the
rudder in mid-current by any means
available. Referring to the conclusion
adopted by the majority of the P’resby-
terians the article says :

‘“ How potent that majority is com-
pared with the dissentient minority,
those who know anything of that im-
portant body have not to be told. The
deputation from the General assembly
which met Mr. Balfour, Mr. Chamber-
lain and Sir Heory James & few weeks
ago to protest against the Home Rule
il represented the intellect, influence
and standing of the I'resbyterian church
in Ireland in a sense to which the counter
deputation can by no means claim.”

In the first place, we deny the superior-
ity either in intellect, influence or stand-
ing of the une over the other; the sole
puperiority (if there be any) is in num-
bers—and takiny the Presbyterian body
of Ulster as & whole, that majority in
favor of Balfourian tactics is small in-
deed. But admitting these statements
to be true, let us employ the Gazette's
argument in another field! * How
potent that majority  of Irishmen all
over the country, that vast, that ubiquit-
oue majority, in favor of Home Rule,
“ compatred with the dissentient minor-
ity” of Orange Ulster Unionists, * The
deputation” of Home Rule members
from all over Ireland “‘represent the in-
tellect, influence and standing” of the
Irish representatives “in & sense to
which ” the counter envoys, or the hand-
ful of anti-Home Rule members, “can
by no means claim.” These are almost
the Gazette’s own words ; thisis its argu-
ment in & nut-shell—an argument that

all the world knows appiiea to the pre-
rent [rish Parliamentary party as the
exponent of the views, wishes, hopes
and aspirations of the whole Irish race,
We exclnde only the few northem bluster
ers, who, instigated by Balfour, Salisbury,
Saunderson and Company, exhibit their
intellect in street riots, their influence
in rowdyism, and their standiug in the
bravado of the bully and the subsiding of
the coward.

But the woret stroke from the dagger
of this anti-Home Ruler is yet to come.
After telling its readera that the English
and Scotch Catholics know nothing by
experience of the situation in Ireland
(s very poor compliment to a body of
people living within calling distance—as
it were—of each other) the article pro-
ceeds thus:

“ Besides, the English Catholic is not

the Irish Catholic ; neither is the Scot-
tish, What either of these excellent
Christians might be or do in an England
or Scotland where Protestants were few
it boots not to enquire. As to the case
of the Irish Catholic, no hypothesis is
needed.”
Are we to conclude from this that
Irigh Catholics do not come within the
category of * excellent Christians?”
Or are w3 to deduce from these remarks
that were ti.e Catholics in a majority in
England or Scotland they would deal
untairly with their Protestant fellow-
countrymen? We can find no other
mesning in the language used ; and if
such is the meaning intended to be con-
veyed, then we say that historically and
in every other wise are the conclusions
false. In no land—not in Ireland, not
in England or Scotland, in- the days of
Cutholic power in these countries, can
we find a single example of legislative
tyranny on the part of the Catholics.
The insinuation—for it 1s & mean one—
is unworthy of any impartial mind or
honest pen. The writer, echoing the
arguments of the Unionist politicians,
raises the cry of fear—a fear that ven-
geance for past injuries would be poured
out upon the heads of the party so long
in tyrannic ascendancy. However, he
8ays:

It is, doubtless, satiafactory to know
that & small fraction of Presbyterians
and Unitarians (and there is also & quota
of Anglicans and Methodists) contem-
plate without apprehension the passage
and enforcement of the Home Rule bill.”

But he qualifies this partial admission
ad follows :

“ It may, perhaps, be admitted that
the reflection that Ireland was so0 long a
land uf Protestant ascendancy and that
Catholics, having succeeded to the post
of vantage which their numbers consti-
tutionally gave them, will also seek to
estublish an ascendancy based on reli-
gion,”

There ia nu reason in the world for ad-
milting any such thing. Sufficient safe-
guards against any danger to the reli-
gious minority have been given, and in
no way could a Catholic msjority
domincer over the Protestants of the
country. ‘This all the honest, conscienti-
ous, and patriotic Protestants admit.
Against these legal and constitutional
safeguards the Gazette advances this
childish argument :

“But the voice of the past—the past of
the British Isles especially—is full of
warning against excessive trust in pro-
fessions of generosity by religious bodies
epdc()lw,l,ed with power, whencesoever de-
rived.

The fact is that the ghosts of evil deeds
haunts the Unionist faction. Like the
murderer, -who well reniembers every
detail of his crime and every step that
led up to it, they reckon upon the same
course being taken by the once cruelly
crushed mejority of that unhappy coun-

try. But they forget that Ireland is

Oatholic—not ‘Orange,—that the teach-
ings of the Catholic Church is to return

good for evil; that the people are mot

animated with souls of vengeance; that
they simply seek to escape from beneath
the irun heel of their cppressors; that
they are combined with the best and
truest elements of Irish Protestantism ;
that these Protestant Home Rulers are,
in themselves, a safeguard for their more
bigotted and less patriotic co-religionists ;
and that the Catholics have ever prac
tised the principles 1aid down by Long-
fellow, to
‘s Lot the dead past bury its dead.”

In spirit of faith, in principle of action,
in theory and 1n practice, the Catholics
of Ireland, Scotland and England are the
same ; otherwise they are but Catholic in
name. This article comes with a bad
grace from the Gazelte: it indicates a
smouldering hatred, the fires of which
the organ dare not let flame too strongly,
lest they might consume itsell. It is
not mere anti-Irishism, nor mere anti-
Catholiciem, that dictated such a covert
attack upon the character, principles and
honesty of a whole race : it comes from a
deep-rooted political prejudice, alien to
Canada but fostered in the old land. If
the writer imagines that the importation
of such ideas and principles into the
Canadian arena will benefit the cause of
those espousing them here, he is dread-
fully mistaken. Come out squarely if
you choose against the principlo of Home
Rule—thereby condemning our own ex-
isting constitution—and bear the conse-
quences, but don’t try to “ run with the
hare and hunt with the hounds.”

WE remember well, many years ago,
in good old Quebec, a remarkable inci-
dent that took place on the occasion of
the Fele Dieu, or Procession Sunday. The
route of the procession was in front of
the Anglican Cathedral, and while the
Host was being carried past, the beauti-
ful chime from the beltry of the Auglican
temple, played the sdeslc Fideles, in
honor of the solemn act of devotion that
the Catholic citizens were performing.
It was one of these acts of courtesy, one
of these spontaneous Lributes that leave
a lasting impression upon the observer.
On last Sunday afternoon, when the re-
mains of Salvageman O’Rourke were
being carried to Cote des Neiges, as the
funersl cortege passed in front of the
Anglican Catbedral of Montreal, the bell
tolled a requiem salute—another of those
tributes, paid to an Irish Catholic, and to
a mun to whom the whole city should
feel indebled and whuse memory should
be green in the grateful hearts of all
Montrealers. Such acts of sympathy and
kindly sentiment deserve more than &
mere passing recognition ; they serve to
bind all classes together in a union of
mutual fellowship that shonld exist,
above all in & couniry like this. The
tolling of those bells seems to us like the
prelude to an anthem of peace, or rather
like the death-knell of bigutry. Long
may the spirit thus displayed reign in
our fair Dominion.

WE publish elsewhere au account of
Bishop Emard’s reception in Ireland.
The following account of His Lordship’s
return to Valleyfield is from the pen of
one of his flock :

“ His Lordship Bishop J. M. Emard
arrived home on Monday evening from
Rome, after an absence of over four
months; about twenty-five of the leading
citizens went as far as Malone, N.Y.,, to
meet him, including the Mayors ot the
town and the parish. On his arrival at
the station here over one thousand people
were in waiting, and a procession of
nearly a mile in length was formed, the
hand ° leading, escorted by mounted
Zouaves. In the carriage with his Lord-
ship sat the Revd. Mr. Santoir, Adminis-
trator of the Diocese, with the Bishop’s
 secretary and the Mayor of the town.
Arrived at the Cathedral a hymn was

chanted, when his Lordship was con-

dacted to his throne snd an address read
by the Muyor of the town. The address
being in French the Mayor spoke in
English, assuring his Loxdship of the
hearty concurrence of those speaking
that language in the sentiments con-
tained in the address, and of their hap-
pines2 in uniting with their French
speaking brethren on that occasion, Hix
Lordship responded with that ability and
appropriateness which is one of the
secrets of the great love and esteem of his
flock for him.  The ceremony was ended
by the benediction of the Blessed Sacra-
ment and the giving of the Papal Bene-
diction by his Lordship and Te Deum.
In his response, in English, his Lordsyip
gave a short account of his visit to Ire-
land and how he had been presented
with an address at Lurgan, not far from
Belfast. In responding to that address
he read to the people the one which was
presented to him, as he said, by the son
of an Irishman, Mayor of his episcopal
town, on the day heleft for Rome. This
announcement bhrought out about the
areatest cheering he had ever heard.
He visited the grave of O'Connell, and
saw where Parnell andall the great Irigh-
men were burried. He also srid Maas
over where (’Conngll’s heart lies in
Rome, and celebrated Mass on the 17th
March in the Irish college there. His
Lordship’s voyage was a continual sue-
cess, terminating with one of the most
hearty welcomes honie that any prelate
could desire to receive. It may well be
said that Bishop Emard truly loves his
flock, and in return is loved by them with
all their hearts.”

Ix coxxrkcrioy with Sir Mountstuart
Dull’s book abuut Erncst Renan, the
London Universe recalls the following
anecdote related of Victor Hugo :

Whilie Atlee knew Kearney in every
fold and fibre of his nature, Kearney had
not the very vaguest conception of him
with whom he sat every day at meals,
and communed though almost everg'
hour of Jife. He treated Jue, indeed,
with a sort of proud protection, thinking
him a sharp, clever, idle fellow, who
would never come to anything higner
than bookseller’s hack, or an “occasional
correspondent.” He liked his ready
speech and his fun, but he would not
consent to see in either evidence of any-
thing beyond the amusing qualities of a
very light intelligence. On the whole
he looked down upon him, as very pro-
Ferly the slow and ponderous people in
ife do look down upon their more valotile
brethern and vote them tiiflers. Long
mgy it beso? There would be more sun-
atrokes in the world if it were not that
the shadows of dull men made such niece
cool place for the others to walk in.

HOME RULE DEBATE.

STILL THE FIGHT QOESON{NCOM-
MITTEE.

A nynoysis of the different Incidents in
the onurse ol the strugzle—Some
hot words and very strong pas-
sos hetween Home Rulers
and anti-lHHome
Ruloers.

London, M.y 12.—The House of Com-
mons sitling as i commitiee of the
whole on the Home Rule Bill to day re-
sumed the debate on the motion made
yesterday by Mr. George Benttey, Con-
servative for North Islington, to atrike
out the lirst clause or the measure, a
motion which practically means to reject
the whole bill. The debale was marked
by several scenes of excitement. the
greatest of which occured while Mr. T.
W. Russell, who represents the south
division of Tyrone, had the floor. Mr.
Russell, who, though a liberal, is opposed
to Home Rule for Ireland, who protest-
ing against Ulster being coerced in ac-
qulescing in the establishment of an
Irish Parliament, when a voice was
heard asking: *“What the devil are you
talking about 7"

Mr. Russel at once stopped his protest
and accused Mr. John MacNeill, Anti-
Parnellite, who gits for South Donegal,
with asking the objectionable question.

Mr. MacNeill emphatically denied
having asked the question and insisted
that Mr. Russell apologize for accusing
him for having done so.

Viscount Cranbourne, Conservative,
declared that he had heard Mr. MacXNeill
utter the wourds attributed to him by Mr.
Russell.

Mr. Wni., MucCrrtney, Conservative,
who represents the south division of An-
trim, said that it was Mr. Thomas Sexton,
the well known anti-Parnellite, who had
asked the question.

Mr. Sexton denied this statewent and
added that he had not uttered a word.

A general squabble seemed imminent,
and Sir Wm. Vernon Harcourt appealed
to the House to preserve order.

The chairman then intervened, saying
that order must be observed. He added
that such remarks as the one that some
member had just made were most inde-
cent, and were becoming frequent in the
House. He sincerely hoped that every
member would assist the chair in keep-
ing order under the difficult circnmstan-
ces attending the session of the commit-
tee.

The chairman’s remarks were greeted
with cheers, and the committee good
pnaturedly proceeded to take a vote on
Mr. Bartley's motion, which was defeated
by 309 to 267,

EVIDENTLY THE WORK OF A MADMAN,

Loxnpox, May 13.—William Townsend,
the man arrested on the chargeof having
discharged a pistol in Downing street,
and siso suspected of having designed to
kill Prime Minister Gladstone, was
brought up in the Bow street I’olice
court yesterday, and again arraigned.

I will give you
another chance. I have a strong opinion
of your cleverness. I firmly believe
that, if you will it, the bill will become
a law, despite Salisbury, Balfour, Cham-
lain, and the Lords; but it shall not if
by taking two lives, yours and mine,
hundrede, perhaps thousands, of loyal
Ulstermien will be saved. Surely that
will be sufficient justification. I shall
look anxiously in to-morrow’s papers for
an answer.”

ROMAN NEWS.

Frop Lottdon universus and olher Sources.

The Sacred Congregation of Rites has
held the preparatory assembly for the
discussion of two niiracles operated by
God through the intercession of the
Venerable Theophilus da Corta, professed
priest of the Minor Observants, who is
proposed for beatification.

The German Emperor paid his visit to
the I'ope in the most formally respectful
manner, and had a iong converation
with him. Nothing is known anthorita-
tively of its purport yet, but is aflirmed
that Leo XIIT, looked radiant as he bade
farewell to the German potentate.

A fearful accident occurred on Mon-
duay evening in the Church of Torre vfell’
Aunutziate, near Naples. Some hang-
ings took fire from a taper during ser-
vice, and the flames rapidly spresud to
adjoining woodwork. An ularm was
raised, a panic immediately arosé, and
the crowded congregation pressed to the
doors, with the horrifying result that
eight women and five childeen were
crushed to death, and mapy others re-
ceived serions injuries.

Leo XIILis aged in yenrs, but
his mind is wonderfully youthful, and he
studies the smallest details which are of
intercsted tothe Church and faithfuhy
with the keenest interest a;nd most scra-
pulous care.

Agalnst Sut Pleces at Funerals.

Among. the notices of deatns in the
newaspapers you frequently read the re-
quest : * Please onut flowers.” Some
people desirous of offering upon the bier
of their departed friends a token of affec-
tion or esteem etarted this sending of
rare and costly fowers as a fitting tri-
Lute. Others followed their example
and it finally got to be almost a uni-
versal custonn  And it was then a. * tri-
bule” indeed; in other words, a heavy
tax laid upon the friends of the departed.
Very often it degenerated into a conrdse
and vulgar display, and became the
more offensive to good taste ns well as
to Chriatian sentiment when the flowers
were made up into wreaths nnd other
shapes, which were only such emblems
us the heathen used on tae tombs of their
dead. Sensible people then began to
stop the custom. That is the chief rea-
son for the request in the newspapers:
*“ Please omit flowers,” '
. There is the best reason in the world
why we sbould give up the custom of
sending flowers, and why we should help
others to stop it by also adding to our
funeral notices the same request. It ie

not in accordance with the true Catholio
Christian sentiment about death. Death

bja penalty which everyone must suffer
on account of #in. Sin bronght death
Ento this world, and all must pay this
dreadful penalty. And now it mnst
&t once appear ko anyone who thiuks
wupon it that it ‘is shocking to crown
either death or: sin with flowers. All
<Christian saints following the mind of
‘the Church, havae tanght us by example
that death ie to be aocepted as & willing
sucrifice, in homilicy of spirit, as our
Savior accepted death in poverty and
shame on the cross, in expiration of
and atonement for sin.

Preparations are being made to secure
an excellent programme. A special
march forthe inanguration of the Mai-
sonneuve monument has been composed
by Mr. Fortier the director of the Notre
Dame choir. It will be rendered by an
orchestra of selected mugicians., Last
night the march was rendered before the
directors of the Seciety. They were very
much pleased with the piece. The line
of march of the procession has been fixed
a8 follows: On Sunday June 25, at 7.30
a.m., the organizations which are going
to tuke part will meet at Champ de Mars,
From there they will maxch up St. Law-
rence street, eaat by St. Catherine to
Papineau street, and then down to Craig
street. They will thenr march west-
ward along Craig street until Lacnix
sreet i8 reached, and then up to Norte
Dame Church, where service will be held.

Mr. C.J. Darling, Q.C., me.mber for
Deptford. asked whether there was any
truth in the report that some Iiishmen
on board a vessel called the Haze.! Kirke
at New York on the 11th instant, boisted
a flagof the Republic of Ireland, which
flag was saiuted by German and Ameri-
can vessels.

Sir Edward Grey replied that the
Government had no information of such
an incident having occured.

Mr. Darling—"Will .the Foreign office

request information concerning 10?"
. Sir Edward Grey—*No doubt a repost
is coming concerning the matter, and it
is undesiable to simulate any nervous-
ness in regard to it.” (Laughter.)

The debate onthe Ilrish Home Rule
bill was then resumed and the amend-
ment offered by Victor Cavendisn, Cen
gervative member {or Weat Derbyshire,
was taken up. This proposed amend-
ment provided that the bill should speci--
fy the subjects with which the Irish
Legislature should deal, the Legislature
to be kept strickly within the’ limits
specified. Prime Minister Gladstone
said that it would be absurd to give the
new Parliament only subjects here and
there upon which it could decide, keep-
ing back others, The Irish Legislature
ought to have full liberty to deal with
Irigh affairs. (Cheers.)

The smendment was rejected byja vote
of 275 to 228.

Most of the evening wae paseed in dis-
cussing and dividing on trivial motions
to amend the Home Rule Bill. .

LoxpoN, May 16.—The House of Com-
-mons resumed the consideration of the’
Home Rule bill in committes ‘to-day.
The Hon. John Broderick moved to

amend the second clanse of the Home.
Rule bill 80 as to empower the Crown in
response to an address by the Imperisl
Parliament to diminish and restrain the
powers granted to the Irish parliament.

FPrime Minister Gladstone opposed the
amendment. He denounced the assump-
tion that the [rish were unworthy of
confidence, while everybody else was
worthy of confidence. He said that just
as the acts of the British Legislature
were subjeol to restraint throujh the in-
tervention of the Crown, so acts of the
Irish legislature would be subject to re-
straint on the intervention of the vice-
10y. .

- Ex-Chief Secretary Balfour, admitted
that the Irish Legislature might to a cer-
tain extent be controlled throuih the
viceroy, but there was nothing in the bill
which enabled Parliament to interfexe
with' the action of the Irish executive.
Machinery ought to be provided where-
by the vagaries of the executive connail
should ba restrained, . Mr. Balfour: sug-
gested that the final dicision of the point
be deferred until a later atage in the bill.

The amendment was rejected by a vote
of 303 to 247,

Mr. Gladstone declined to agree to an
adjournment of the House over Derby
day in order to enable the members to
witness the great race which will take
place at the end of this month. '

Bir Henry James moved the amend-
ment that the ‘““supreme puwer of the
Imperial Parliament remain undimin-
ished by any power of the realm.”
The amendment was discussed at eome
length after Mr. Gladstone had spoken
against it.

Eventually Mr. Gladstone agreed to
accept the amendment on the condition
that its place in the bill be determinad
by the Government. Mr. Balfour con-
gratulated the Government npon bhaving
thus closed & long and useless discus-
sion. The amendment was then ap-
proved.

DIOCESAN MISSIONARIES,

A Strange Beene In the 8t. Denls Church
near Paris.

Last year the Diocesan Missionaries at
St. Joseph’s, Belleville, had to give way
before the rioters, and the Lenten con-
ferences were stopped in the middle,
This was owing to the Minister of Wor-
ship’s threat that he would have the
churches cloged if any more disturban-
ces ococurred within them. This ysara
similar sceme occurred at St. Denis.
The rioters bave been kept at bay,
and the missionaries have kept their
pulpits, but under conditiona such
a3 have not bean seen during
the ninoteen hundred years that
priests have preached to the people.
After tbe tumult, when the preachers
were interrupted by the Socialists, and
blood flowed and heads were broken, not
only was the church militarily guarded
during the following days, but the pul-
pits also. While the preachers held
forth from above two gens d’armes stood
below with loaded revolvers. The two
diocesan miseionaries in question were
the Abbe L’Enfant and the Abbe Petit-
demange. Allusion has already beeu
made to Abbe L'Enfant, This year at
St. Denis, as last year at St. Joseph's,
Belleville, he waa the ringleader in the
good cause. About thirty-five, and look-
ing twenty-five, and as modest and unas-
suming in manner as a seminarist, he
has managed already to come to the front
rank of French preachers. The Arch-
biehop of Paris builds upon him great
hopes. But there is much in this young
priest that is remarkable besides his
powersas a preacher. During the recent
tumult one of his fellowpriests, who was

an eye-witness, describes the Abbe L’En- |

fant as remaining in the pulpit and look-
ing as calm as 8 marble statue. Stand-
ing upright, his head a target for any
missile, he seid the Hail Mary aloud,
while blood was flowing, while women
were shrieking and fainting, and while
French, men were engaged in breaking
each other’s heads. The Archbishop of
Paris, who was at the church of 8t. Denis
two dayms afterwards, seemed visibly
affected by what had teken place. He
said a few words from -the pulpit
on Christian charity, while gens d’armes:
with their revolvers stood beneath. On.
Jeaving the church, the Archbishop had
to be protected- irom the mob, and’
mounted gene d’armes - escorted his car-
riage back to Paris. After the deaths. of
Mgr. Affre, Mgr. de Sibour, and Mgr.,
Darboy, ap Archbishop of Paris' must
buve faith in his destiny in order to be-
lieve that he will die in his bed. The

sword of Damocles hangs over everyone.
To the anti-clericals of St. Denis, in-
cluding its mayor and municipal coun-
cillors, the sight of a priest's soutane is
like holding a red rag before a bull
How much more exciting to their fero-
clous instincta wounld- not have
the person of an Archbishop? An
attack upon Qardinal Richard the
other day was evidently appre-
hended. The diocesan missionares
of Paris, two of whom have been the in-
nooent cause of all this mischief, are
five in number. They are attached to
no church, but a church for their espec-
cial use is in course of construction at
Pamy. Their apostolate is confined to
the working olssses. Fired by the true
miesionary spirit, they go more among
the' people than do the ordinary
pricata. ey seem even to understand
some of the secrels of humble house-
wives, such a8 the washing of dishes and
the cooking of a pot-au-fen.—Cor. Liver-
pool Catholic Times,

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CANADA AT CHICAGO.

SOMETHING ABOUT DOMINION EX-
HIBITS-

A Charming Little Paradise Euncased In
the Prettiest ot Native Woods-The
Location and Snrroundings the
Beat In the Park.

W. D. BOYCE'S CORREXPOXDENCE BUREATU, i
ADMINISTRATION BUILDING, WORLD'S ;
FAIR GROUNDS. )

The Domininon of Canada, situated, as
everybody knows, immediately north of
these great United States, will occupy no
mean position at the fair. That Canad:
is a country of wonderful resources, in
fact, must become ap nt to all who
examine the splendic‘ exhibits which
have been sent from the various pro-
vinces. It is creditable to the enterprise
of our neithora that from the very in-
ception of the exhibition they took an
active interest in it, and that theirefforts
will be succersful in competing with the
producers of the world in many lines

cennot he donbted. In almoet every
line the Dominion makes a show, and in
many of them she will more than nold
her own. Ontario, which as always held
mnk as the leading agricultural pro-
vince, suslaing her repntation in this
direction with a magnificent exhibit of
all kinds of agricuitural products, grain,
roots, vegetables, cheese, butter, fruits.
horses, cattle, swine, sheep, poultry, all
of the finest quality to be found any-
where. The great grain-growing country
of the northwest territoriesalso comesup
in & manner which produces universal
surprise, and farmers in southern lati-
tudes find it difticult to helieve that such
wonderful success in agriculture can be
achieved in that northern zone. The
northwest show of grains, grasses, roonts
and vegetables, will be an imposing fes-
ture during the whole of the exhibition.
Manitoba and Quebee also distingnish
themselves in this respect, while the
Pacific province of British Columbia ex-
cels especially in the products of the
wine, fisheries, forestry and horticulture,
Specinal mention may be made of the
great cheese exhibit, in which most «r
the provinces take part. The mammoth
cheese, eleven tons in weight, is one ol
the huge items of this exhibit. In addi
iion to the articles mentivned above,
there will be exhibits 1n the educationatl,
ethnological, natural history, manufac-
turing and art departments, further
reference to which must be left for fu-
ture issues.

At the opening ceremonies Monday
the Dominion was represented in the ab-
sence of Sir John Thowpson, who is in
Paris attending the Behring sea arbitra-
tion, by acting premier, the Hon. Mac-
Kenzie Bowell, accompanied by Hon.
A. R. Angers, minister of agricnlture for
the Dominion. Both of these gentlemen
left for their homes highly pleased with
t}ntelr experiences in the World's Fair
city.

THE CANADIAN PAVILION,

The Canadian pavilion stands upon a
site of nearly six thousand square feet of
ﬁround on the lake shore, but a short

istance from the United States battle
ship, and almost opposite Victoria house

—the handsome and substantial building

that has been erected by Great Britain—

and in one of the most delightful local:
ities in Jackson park. The view from
the “look-out” on the tower of the
pavilion is simply perfect. It extends
on one side to where the restless waters
of the great lake seem to kiss the distant

- horizon; and on the other side takes in

the magnificent Fier, tho architecturally
beauntiful peristyle and Music hall, with

%limpaes of the historic convent of
abida, the great manufactures and

liberal ‘arts building with its rich Corin-
thian architecture, the United States
government building—that architectural
poem—the figheries building, and many
of the fine, expensive edifices erected by
foreign nations. The Canadians are de-
lighted with the site awarded them, and
would not exchange with any other atate
or nation in the park. :

The pavilion has three entrances; a
main or front entrance facing the south-
east, and two entrances on the east and
west respectively. The front entrance is

_through the tower and has-three door-

ways, and opposite this main entrance is

the grand stairway, beneath and in the
rear of which are numerous and well-
fitted lavatories. :

Inthe entrance. hall are looated the
post office, the telephone oﬂicie, and an

intelligence office. Off from theentrance
hall is the reception rcom. OQver five
hundred Canadian newspapers are on
file here,s0 that a Canadian visitor can
hardly come from any %I.lll'tex of the
vast inion withont finding the news-
paper of his locality, and is thus enabled
to keep himself au fail mith events at
home. To the left of the main entrance
are two handsome offices for the Do-
minion commission, four for commis-
sioners from different provinces of
Canads, 8 committee room and a fine
large parlor for the use of the whole
staff, .

On the second floor are the tower roo
snd the smoking room, and in the attic
above is the dormitory for the guardian
of the pavilion. .

As the sum appropriated for the erec-
tion of the pavilion was limited, a plain
style of architecture had to be
Running around all sides of the bui
is a verandah ten feet wide, with a bal-
cony above of the same width, The
balcony is supported by twenty-eight
Tuscan columns. The walls at the eavee
of the rvof are finished with a.bold
dental cornice, The pavilion is covered
with & low pitched roof, partly hidden
by a parufet wall. The tower, as it
issnes through the ruof, is circulsr,
and is divided into twelve panels,
beneath these are detached pilasters.
The walls are finished with a dental cor-
vice, over which is an copen baluatrade,
Over this i8 the “lookout” whence rises
the flag-pole, from which, from sunrise
to sunset, proudly floata the Cinadian
flag. There is a well-finished stairway
from the ground floor to the * lookout”
of the tower, whence, as already stated,
8 fine view can be obtained of the lake
and surrounding park and buildings.

BEAUTIFUL POLISHHRED WOODS,

There is no plaster work in any part of
the interior of this pavilion, the walls
and ceillings being handsomely finished
with native Canadian woods, highly
polished and showing the natural grain,
Each province of Canada bas furnished
the native woode required to finish its
individual rooms. One oflice, occupied by
the commissioner and staff from Ontario,
las a ceilling in pine, walls of chestout,
wainscotting in oak, mouldings and man-
tel in cherry, doors of oak, chairrail of
walnut and tloor of maple; and the sec-
ond «fice bas a ceiling of maple; walls
of oak, wainscotting birch, mantel birds-
eye maple, floor white maple, moulding
ash and chairrail walnut.

‘The commission from the Province of

one office, with & ceiling finished in
white maple, wainacotting of butternut,
mantel of cherry, doors of ash and cherry
mouldings ; while their second room heaa
a ceiling of pine, walla of ash, mantels of
butternut, wainscotting of biroh, doors
of ash and mouldings of cherrg.

The rooms to be occupied by the do-
minion commiesion, the committee room,
corridors, elc,ara to be finished with
timber from British Columbia—the ceil-
ings being of Douglas pine, the walls of
cedar, the wainscotting of spruce, the
doors of cedar, cedar mouldiogs, and the
beautiful Douglas pine also for floors.

The rooms to be occupied by the re-
presentatives from the other provinces
of Canada are finished in a similar man-
ner, and with woods indigenous to the
different localities. The main stairwa
is constructed of British Columbia woods
—the treads of the stair being of Douglas
fir, the atrings of cedar, and the newel
post hand railing and banisters being of
curly maple,

CHARMING SURROUNDINGS,

Around the pavilion is a neat plot of
ground covered with a beautiful green
turf, dotted here and there with native
Canadian shrubbery and conveniently
and artistically divided with serpentin
roadways and walks, . '

This building, with its furnishing and
surroundings, cost over $30,000, was de-
gsigned by the public wurke’ department
at Ottawa, a.nc}) the work of construction
was carried on by the department’s as-
sistant architeot, Mr. D. Ewart. The
Canadian staff consists of Messm. J. 8.
Larke, executive commissioner for the
Dominion; W, D. Dimock, secretary ; N.
Awrey, commissioner for Ontario; Hon.
A. C.P.R, Laundry ; for Quebec; Hon. W,
