Dearly Beloved Brethren— Whilst offering up my
prayers, during the past months, at the sorine of the
Prince of the Apostles, I could no: fuil to pour forth
wy. sonl in thanksgiving to the Father of Mercies
and the (tod of all consolatlion for the fervent piety
which animates you, and for the spirit of charity
and forbearance which you nncessingly display. It
plenged 1he Holy Father 1o confer upon me ar exalted
dignity, which w&s wtolly ncmerited, acd from
which 1 shonld altogether kave shrunk back, were I
not aware that that dignity was intended solely as
an honor to the Catholic islavd, and as = tribute of
recogaition to the zeal of its clergy and the piety of
its faithful people. Ireland kas ever been devoied
to +he See of 83, Peter, and this new favor which the
Vicar of Obrist hes conferred on our church will, [
am confident, bind us still more closely to ihe centre
of unity, and attach us more immovably to the sav
ing teaching of Ohrist, and to the traths of our holy
religion.

Hawever, in all such questions it
is the facts of & case, and not theories or prejudices,
whichk must prozounce the decision. By facts Dr.
Brady desires that his sesertion should be estimated,
and as the pamphlet is » small one it can be procared
withont expense by those who wish to have correct
opinions on the aubject it treats of. The object
sought is thus briefly stated :—

To men of candid minds it will not be necessary to
offer an apology for apeaking the truth. To some
persons, howaver, the following pages may seem an
attempt to undermine and demolieh what thoy have
hitherto regarded as one of the bulwarks ot the Es-
tablished Church in Ireland, It becomes necessary
therefore to explain the reasons and motives which
bave induced the author to publish that which might
appear hostile to the church of which he s an or-
dainsd and bercefical minister In collecting ma-
terials for the ¢ Clerical and Parochial Recoids of
Gork, Cloyne, and Rosge,’ the writer was necessarily
engaged, for many years, in examining
the published  works  and unpablished
archives relating tothe Reformation period, and
could not fail to remark that po documentary evi-
dence was forthcoming to verify the received obi-
nions touching the asserted conversion of the Irish
bishops and the descent of the Reformed episcopate
from the ancient Irish Church. Failing to discover
in this country any vroofs of the asserted facts, and
knowing that asearch amongst contintional end
especially Roman records wonld be the most likely
means af abtaining acenrate informaticn on the sub-
ject, the author resolved to seek admission to the
archives of Rome, which be had reason to believe
would supply many details relaticg to Irish biskops

In this way Dr. Brady has had confirmed, he thioks,
the opinion that the commonly received theory on
the Irish episcopete iB au incgrrect one, and he justi.
fies himself iz making known the ruosults of his in-
quiries as follows:

It would be an unmanly and almost a dighonest
course on the part of the writer to conceal the facis
thus ascertained and sllow the stereotyped asgertions
to be any longer employed, without refutation, as
weapoos of party warfare. If the Church ia freland
is to be preserved, that cacnot be done by atifling
and suppressing the truth, and it is better that an
admission of error should come from within the
Chureb itzelf than that the charge of its being up-
held by falsebood should be hurled against it, with
more damaging forece, by hostile bands. Under
these circumsitances the author hopes be may be par-
doned for the part he now takes in contradicting
what has been described to him, by perhaps the
highest living anthority, ‘as the most impudent
falsehood in all history. .

Though we are assured that the Treaty of
Peace bas beén confirmed betwixt Prussia and
Austria, the general nupression seems to be that
it will not be lopg before hostilities again break
out in Europe. France 1s not, cannot be, con-
zent with the actwal position of affairs, or the
humble part that sbe has been compelled to play
jn the late drama. Her prestige ts on the wane,
for she o longer ranks as the Great European
Miltary Power of Europe, and as the arbitress
of the destimies of the Continent. For the sake
of  glory,” and of military greatuess or its re-
putation, Frenchmen will put up with much barsh
government at home, apd will submit patiently to
the curtailment of their domestic liberties, if
therein they see prospects either of terrtorial
aggrandisement, or of dictating to their nergbbors.
But now they feel themselves humiliated, and as
st were dwarfed by the aggrandisement of Prus.
sia, with o corresponding rectification of their
own frontier.  This will of course, tend to make
them restive under the bands of Liouis Napoleon,
whose rule they have hitherto borne, because for
ats exactions they have till now found compensa-
tion in the extenston of their influence over the
rest of Europe. But the glories of Prusaa throw
those of France into the shade ; and either Louis
Napoleon will be forced to take up arms to re-
cover bis lost prestige, or he must prepare him-
self to encounter another revolationary movement
amongst us own subjects. 'War, and a brilliant
and successful .war, seems Dow Decessary to the
maiatenance of the Napoleon dynasty m France.

The Fenian movement in the U, States con-
tinues, and seems to gather strength, from the
sympathy and support which it meets with from

vote™” at the Fall elections. But over and above
this, there is much in commun betwixt the domi-
naot party 1 the U, States, and the Fenians,—
They are both deeply imbued with an intense
hatred of England ; and the ultimate objects of
both are almost the same, for both have close
afimties with Communism ; and both, under the
plausible pretext of securing liberty—the one for
TIreland, the other for thenegroes—are bent upon
establishing a pure democratic despotism. If
1his Fenian movement be continued, it 1s difficult
1o see how Great Britain can avoid war with the
T. States. -

% Bible alone” set aside as tne * touchstone
of faith," but the Creed of the Greek, and
Oriential Christtans as well; whilst the term
Umiversal Church, of whose Creed or belief io-
fallibihty 1s predicated—* the unfiiling touch-
stone of fauth” —is restricted to the Latin
Cburch, and the religious bodies which have re-
tained her version of the Nicene Creed,

But as vamn 1s it for Protestan!s to appeal to
the creed of the Universal Church, as to the
Bible ; seeing that according to them there s
now no looger a Umiversal Church, and that
there never was an infallible, indefectible Church
at all. One of the points 1n dispute—indeed the
chief of the materiel points of difference betwixt
Catkolic and Protestant—is as 1o the creed or
belief of the early Church, say of the third and
fourtk centuries. How then is the creed of the
Universa! Church to be determsed? who is to
declare it? from whose mouth shall the simple
and uclettered man receive it ?—if there be not,
as Catholics contend tbere is—a hiving Churchs
or * orgavism,’ the mouthpiece of the Universal
Church, competent to declare what was, and
what is, the creed-or belief of that Church upon

and panfu) research he discover what,in the
third or fourth century of the Christian era, was
the creed of the Universal Chirch—of Rome,
and Constantinople, and Alexandria—upon all
those doctrines whick in the nineteenth century
are keenly disputed by the Protestants of Lon-
don, and Boston, and Paris. Such a task would
be endless; no buman iotellect is sufficient for
it—as witness the contradictory irreconeilable
reports brought to us concerning the  creed of
the Universal Church® by different Protestant
explorers i the high latitudes of Chnstian an-
tiquity. How then shall the poor, busy, unlet-
tered man, with a wife acd children dependent on
bis labors for their daily bread, undertake it ?

The appeal to antiquity is then as absurd and
useless as an appeal to the Bible ; since it 1s as
dificult for mere bumao reason to gather from
the former what was the * creed of the Uni-
versal Church” of the anti-Nicene period, as it
is from the * Bible alone”—(which moreover
our Protestant contemporary does pot presume
to cite a3 ¥ the unfatling touchstone of faith, the
one test of Aran and Socinian fallacies”)—to
determine what 1s the truth, what ought to be
the ereed or behef of the Universal Church, or
any one disputed point, Naught remains then
but either to admit that there is no unfailing test,
or “ touchstone of the faith;” or to assert that
there 1s such a touchstose, and tbat that unfail-
g touckstone of the faith, is the creed of the
Uuniversal or Catholic Church, as authoritatively
declared, or propounded by some actually living
body; the representative, organ, or daly qual-
fied mouthpiece of a hving and infailible Church
—~—a present Church, not a mere Church of the
past.

Tue CaRDINAL ARCHEISHOP OF DUBLIN—
The first public reception given by His Eminence
Cardinal Cullen, on his return to Ireland from,
Rome, was held in the Diocesan College of Holy
Cross, Cloncliffie, on Monday, the 20th ult.  The
ceremony was striking and sigmficant, all the
chel digmtaries of the Church ia Ireland being
in attendance, as were also the Lord Mayor of

| Dublis, and the leading members of the Catholic

aristocracy and geatry of Ireland.

*Addresses, comgratulating the Archbishop o
his promotion to the Roman purple, were pre-

tions, to which his Eminence made appropriate
replies. The following extracts from one of these,
on the political aspect of the Roman question,
are, as coming from so emment a Prince of the
Chburch, lately returned from Rome, ot great in-
terest and significance. Replying to the Address
of the Clergy, His Emmence remarked tbat :—

i The gpirit of revolution wag triumphant in al-
mozt every country in Eurcpe, and had destroyed the
power of the Catholic States. There was now no
friendly Power capable of supporting the Head of the
Church, or of maintaining the doctrines and practices
of our holy religion. Ausiria was the last able to
do so, and Austria was now overthrows. The con.
dition then of the Pope was this: That his territory
wag reduced to & very small spot {n Italy. Nearly
every thing bad beep taken from him. The Emperor
of the French very kindly beld the hands of the
Pope whilst his enemies were stripping bim of the
patrimony of St Peter ; aud now haviog reduced the
Holy Father to a state of temporal weakness, and all
the Catholic Powers willing to agsist bim being
either revolutionised or weakened, the Emperor of
the French sbandons Rome, and leaves tle Pope 10
the mercy of the Italian revolutionists ; to the mercy
of men who avow the deadliest hatred to the Pope
and to religion, and who will not besitate on the Giet
opportunity, notwithsianding the Convention, :o
geize upon Rome, and destroy the Pope’s authority.’

After this severe, but pot upjust, in so far as
Louis Napoleon is copcerned, sketch of the re-
lative positions of the Holy Father, bis real and
hypacritical frieads, and of his avowed enemies,
tis Eminence continued 10 the following strain:

“Iv is very probable that within six monthe this
crisiy msy come, and His Holigess be reduced to
such a copdition that he, may not koow where to
tarn his gteps, In these circumstances our attach.
ment to him must be increased.—(Loud applanse. )
His Holiness knowe, and we all kpow, tbat beip
suffering for the cause of truth; and all know more-
over, that he will never eacrifice that cause, that he
will never eacrifice principle, but wil), ag lLe bas

doze, maintain truth, and justice and eguity 70 the
last—(Loud applanse).’

The wost,
peraistent, indeed the most eloquent, of the adver-
saries of Prusaian polioy i M. Cucheval Clarigny,
whoge articles in Lo Prexe are reproduced ia most
of the proviocial journals, aad, it is aaid, not with-
out:a marked etfoct on public opinion.

A curious experiment with the Chassepot musket
asdopted by the mililary commission appointed to
examine the different inventioos of breechlvaders,
has just taken place at the camp of Ohalous.

General d’Atemarre, the President, ordered a com-
pany of 80 foot Uhesseurs, armed with the gun in
question, to be placed ai 400 metres from a target
representing the front of & squadron of cavalrty. [o
the rear and to the right of the Chasseurs was placed
a g¢atncbment of Guides at 400 metres also from the
line of fire. On a signal given by ths President the
latter charged at & gallop, and at the same moment
the others conmenced firing by files at the target,
The object of tha trial in question was to ascerisin
by counting the shotz fired sad the balls received by
the target while the cavalry was going over the dis-
tance of 400 metres, or, in other words, Lhe eflect
produoced by a fire of infantry on & squadron charg-
ing., The Guides went over the distsnce in 32
seconds—an exiraordinery rapidity for horsemen
beavily accoutred and in 2 troop—the infentry fired
during the sama period 320 shots, end the target was
strock 160 times, or by mote ther 50 per cent. of the
bullets discharged. The experiment was repeated
ths second time, and with exactly the same regult.
The effeet of 50 per cent. of tie shots in terrible;
alao, 83 in half &8 minute 80 Ohasseurs sent 320 bul-
lets at the enemy, that is exactly four o exch man.
If 80 horsemen had really cbarged those S0 riflemen
they would have been all etrack down on the way.

ITALY.

PizouoNT.—The great number of cased of sadden
insanity that have occurred this summer in this part
of 1taly have been repeatedly noticed by the Milan
papera, ‘ Cases of madness, said one of these on
the 2od of Auguoat, ' follow each other with tculy ex-
traordinary frequency. Not a day passes without
three or four persong thus attacked being conveyed
to the hospitals, there to be taken care of until room
can be made for them in the establisbments speciaily
devoted to the cure of insanity.” This wounld be less
surprisiog had the summer been particuls:ly hot in
Northern Italy, but zuch has not been the case, The
exd of June and a part of July were certainly kot
enough, but we have bad nothing like the heat of
those two months in 1859, when, about the time of
Solferino ané afterwanie, one could find no coolness
night or day, at least ic Milan, and used to sit por-
apiring in the open air st 10 p.a. The only causes,
therefere, to which 1his increass of insamity can
reasonably be attributed are politicei excitement,
soxiety about friends, snd shocks on learning their
death. In my daily readingsof Italian papers [ have
uoted dozens of cases of wiich details were given,
and the majority of them appeared to resnit from the
above causes. This applies more particularly to
Milan, The cases are said to have been still more
frequent in the rural districts, but there they sre of
a diferant class, and are attributed mainiy to oan-
whoiesome exhalations and bad food, It is certain
that, for considerable peripde of this sammer, the
atmospbera has been surcharged with eleciricity,
aad to this some cases have been attributed ; but,
whatever the real cause, the raviags of most of the
patients wers of & political nature, Thus we read in
the Perseveranza ot the 5th inst, that ‘a certain
Antonio . Alzanello. went screaming tbrough 1ke
atrests of the city that * Italiz non si unisce piu '’ a
crowd following and irriteling tke luzatic until the
police took him in churge and to the hoepital, Abous

were listening to one who reud aloud the account of
the disaster that had just happeaned to tha * Affund.
atore,” Suddenly one of the listeners barst into con-
vulsive laughter, fita of which succeeded each other
without intermission for nearly a quarter of an hour,
when some of his.friendsled him away, withoat hig
opposing the least resistence, ané took nim home to
his family., There were 'two cases of persons who
went suddenly .mad when praying in churches ia
Milan, and terrified those present by their strange
actions and their invectives againgt the prissts. An-
toine Gambini, a student from Oape d'Istria, the Pun-
golo informs us, wasg placed in & lunatic asylum a few
days ago,” med on the  subject of -politica.

. Rowuz.-—Ze Monde gives the following as & summary
of Roman news to the 14th instant :m—

¢ There i3 no conceivabie absurdity which, in the ab-
ence of real news, the newspapers are not hazarding
by way of conjecture, a3 to the immediate future of
Roms, and as to what is actually taking place in the
cormals of the Poctificisl Government, In reality,
however, a remnrkable calm reigns at present in 1be
eterpal city. To mention one of the fables broached,
the Emperar i said to have written an autograph let-
ter to th2 Pope, 1a which he complains bitterly of his
isolation in Europe and of the rash jedgments passed
upon his policy, whick i3 termed anti-French, and of
the distruat in him 8o loudly expresssd by th
Oatholic clergy. He eaks the Pope for his moral
support, and invites him to make zeforms in his
Government, 80 ag to sfford the French Government
a pretext for delaying the withdrawal of their gar.
rison from Rome ; a pretenca that the pressnce of the
army would be needed to protect the carrying out
of these raforms so long demanded and so long
delayed.

Many weil-meaning people have credited the fact
of thia letter, but it is & fiction, and no interconrse
that the public or ourselves could possibly have any
knowledge of hag taken place betwesn Napoleon III.
and the Pops since the proposition relative to the
asgembling of a Congress, which waa accepted - by
Rome and rejected by England. The Imperial
Government has not ceased, by the mouth of its
ambassador, to agsure the Pope'a Government that
the Qonvention of thel5th September wouid be
excuted to the letter, and that the troops would quit
the Portifical States in Decernber next. There is no
reason to disbelieve the sincerity of thiz assurance,
arcd there is reason tomake wll possible prevarations
againat coming events, and this is what the Roman
Government is doing while it, as moch ag ever,
disapproves and disavows the Convention which it
regerds as a treaty hostile toitzelf, on the part of one
of the coantracting Powers at lesst, if not on that of
the other. )

A3 the time approaches, the anticipations of both
Catholips and revolutioniats duriog the Iast two
years become more and wmore justified by the acts of
the Piedmoatese Govercment, which daily exhibit
more and more violencs against the church,

So thep, unleas some unforeseen izterposition take
place, the Oonveniion will be executed. On the 15th
of next December the French will withdrawn. The

Gzrorogioar Fonariox or TS Samasa.—We find
1n the Revue Franeaise a very interesting article on
the above subject, by the pec of Baron Ancapitang.==
The aathor gtates that formerly, in the prehistorical
ages, & vast sea,paralel 1o the Mediterranean, covered
the immerse apace which now constitutes the desert
of Sahara and the basiz of the Niger. The Tell
mountains, everywhere gurrounded - with water,
constituted the Atlantis which Plato speaks of as 8
tradition derived from the Egyptians. One of those
gradual upheavals of the s0il; of which the north of
Europe and the coasts of South America offer such
striking instances ia our days, by degrees reduced the
water of this sea to 50 shallow a depth that it soon
dried up by evaporation. ¢ While this sea existed
there were to the south high monutains of the country
af the Touaregs and the archipelago of the Abag'g’ar,
the abrupt cliffs of which ware beaten by the waves,
a3 they now are by the sand ; to the southeast, the
western table-land of the Fezzan ; and to the aorth,
from west ta east, another elevated tableland, row
inkabited by the Republicau Confederation of the
Beni-M'zab, south of Laghouat.” Traces of erosion
snd of old coasts, dowes, and gravel banks, are still
visible ; the fah of this sen, which communicated
with the Mediterrarean, were of the same kind as
those now found in the latter. This upheaval must
have occurred in the quarteraary period : one of the
old communications with the Mediterranean is still
recognizable in the centre of the Guif of Gabes, where
it bears the characteristic name of Terf-al-Ma (the
piece of water)., To the sast therse is a line of salt
lakes ; but even certain vast districis, though per-
fectly dried up, wil be found covered with saline
effiorescences et certain periods of the year. . To the
west, south of the province of Oran, thers are
numerous circular depression, wsre rain water
occasionally sccumulates, and a little vegetation
makes ita appearance in the spring. These depressions
are called Daya ; their sucface i coverad witha thick
crust of salt, covering Jayers of mud, sand, and shells
of 3-a and freshwater fish. These dauys and variots
agglomerations of cardivm sdule mark the line of
the old seashore.—~ Galignani's Messenger.
