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GAS AND FIRE RISK.

It ‘appears to be the fact that the
fatal fire on _Indiag_-roaql last Satur-
day morning was due to a-gas jet left
burning all night. The danger of this
practicé is not at all sufficiently ap-
preciated. In the sad case in question
it /is 'possible that the family retired
at-acomparatively early hour, per-
haps before eleven o'clock. At this
time the gas pressure is not so -great
as later. The gas jet may have been
adjusted to the pressure of that hoiir,
but when the lights thruout the city
are turned out, a much greater pres-
sure would force the gas into a wider
or higher flame.

‘Householders of experience are in
the habit of turning off the tap at the
meter 50 as to adjust the gas pressure
t_o/ghe number of jets in use. The Gas
Company's:man who comes to read the
metre appears to have instructions to
thwart this practice, as he invamably
turns it on full when he makes his
visit. The result is a roaring flame at

the gas jet when the night pressure is

*on. It would be interesting to know

if the“>gas metre man had been re-

cently in the fated house.’
Another danger from Ileaving gas

. burning at night arises thru the pos-

sibility of the gas being turned off and.

then turned on again. This might oc-
cur' either inside the house or in con-

.nection with the mains. The -result

“would be to have a stream of unig-
" nited gas pouring into a room to cause
. an explobion or suffocation. It is un-

doubtéd that many persons choked by

gas in lodging houses owe it to the

From Medicine Hat, it
continues, to Broadview, 395 miles, the
rate is $3.45 per ton. From Strathcona
to Larmour, 398 miles, the rate i§ $3.25
per ton. In contrast with these C.P.R.
rates the Northern Pacific rate from
Lehigh to Crookston, 400 miles, is $2.08
per ton. From Medicine Hat to Caron,
244 miles, the C.P.R. rate on soft coal
is $2.75 per ton and from Strathcona
to Stobart, 250 miles, $2.30 per ton, while
from Lehigh to Valley City. N. D., 27
miles, the Northern Pacific rate is $1.41
per ton. Dozens of similar comparisons
of coal rates, The Free Press states, |
might be made:

Even more enlightening is the refer-
ence made by The Freée Press to the
rates on ccal from points in North Da-
kota via the Soo line of the C. P. B.,
which it explains are necegsarily on the
same basis as the rates of the Great
Northern and the Northern Pacific and
‘in someé cases lower. The spechmep
comparisons it adduces show how much’
cheaper the Canadian Pacific—with
the emphasis on Canadian—carries coal
for people south of the international
boundary than for people north of that
line.”

“WOMAN'S™ DIVINE RIGHTS” :
A REVIEW. ;

Another of those curious yet sug-
gestive books which mark every period
of ‘transitional thought and earnest
striving after the secrets of things,
has heen published by Frances (.
Wright under the title of “Woman's
Divine Rights,” and the ingenious sub-
title of “The Key of David to Physical
Immortality.” Apart from the title
the book is modest in pretensiens.

“It is not written,” we learn from
a TForeword, ‘*from an intellectual
standpoint, nor with any literary pre-
tensions (altho this cannot excuse the
frequent misuse of the word trans-
pire); is not theoretical or speculative,
but a specific heart to heart Message,
frem a woman to women.” We doubt
i many women will appreciate the
Message, but the authoress is prepared
for that, and states in the Foreweord,
‘“There are women who are women.
(Proverbs xxxi., 10-31), and there are
those who have not yet evolved to
that degree of development—physical-
ly, mentally or morally (Becles. vii.,
26). “Just which class will appre-
clate the book the reader must judge
for himself, 4
Mrs. Wright's appeal, however, is
to the woman of thought and reason.
As Mrs. Wright accepts Archbishop
Ussher’s. chronology and places the
fall of man 6000 years ago, we doubt
whether the women of thought. and
reason will respond.

There is a great deal of interpreta-
tion in a very literal way of the Kab-
‘balistic and astronomical symbology of
the Old Testament, and while this may
not he of special benefit, it is much
better than the fiftéen puzzle or bridge
whist or any of the sillier pastimes of
fashion.  The theology of the book
may be judged from a statement on
page 40,

“The ulterior motive of the failen
Archangel, in beguiling the woman,
by the assertion that they would be-
come wise as the Gods if they ate
of the tree, was to secure a body for
himeelf, which he has only. tempor-
arily accomplished, in some, who yield
themselves wholly to his evil genius;
but the immortal body is beyond his
power to secure.

“Satan uttered a truth,” proceeds
the authoress, ‘‘and we, Women, must
now umite, in thought and hold him
to it.” Man by his fall, it is explain-
ed, lost the aerial currents frem his
views which had given him life up
to this time and blood began to dir-
culate instead. It depends.upon wo-
men by following in the steps of tye
immaculate Mary instead of the wick-
ed Jezebel to remedy this condliton of
things. On_ this head Mxus. Wright
enters on matters of feminine physio-
logy which undoubtedly tend to point
a good moral. Whatever may be

gesis there need be no dispute about
the importance of fidelity to.the laws
of purity and chastity which she dis-
cusses.

Mrs. Wriget does not inspire confi-
dence in her book when she states that
the red corpuscles are the scavengers
of the blood. It is important to note
this as her argument turns on the
alleged fact.
