The great loss and inconyenience to
which the traveling public have this

- winter been subjected, sspecially in the

country districts, has aroused the towne«
ship and county councils and the couns,
tfy ‘press.

The only remedy for storm-bound
roads in the country distriots, as. sug-<
gested by several progressive farmers
around the county offices these days,
f# to take advantage of the present
dct rqlating to the erection of wire
fences along  the highways, allowing
if necessary a bonus if such were con-
(sldered advisable.

It will be remembered that The Werld, in answer to The Globe, had
sadd that while it mightt bedrde’ that the 2 can nigeket for the western
farmers, as provided by the reciprocity pact, would be a good thing, or\that
our farmergghought it might be-a-geod-thing for them, that in our opinion
it was not a wise thing at the price, and that, therefore; The World assumed
responsibility for opposing reciprocity; and we went on further to say that.
i1, Bowever, reciprocity was not therefore available, yet reliét could de given
to ‘the farmers ‘of the Canadian west in the matter of better freight rates,
and we lnstanced as one casé the fact that'the Canadian: Pacific was under
a solemn ‘pledgs’ to ‘the people of Canada, by an act of pariiament, to de-
vote its enormous surpluses-to a reduction of freight rates. . v :

To this The Globe replied that if the C. P. R, were forced to reduce its
rates then the Canadian Northern gnd the Grand Trunk Pacific. would be
ruined by the competition thus effected.  And to this The World replied
that what happened to the Canadian Northern or the G’ran‘d' Trunk had
mothing. to do with the case; that if the C. P. R. was bound by the original
contract to devote all its profits over 10 per dent. of .ifs cost to reductions
in freights, then that law should ‘be enfarced iirrespective or what conse-
quendes it wight have on competing roads, which, as we.also pointed out,
were siibsidized” and bonused by the Laurier government for the express
purpose of reducing rates, - : . .

: Apparently this put-The Globe in a quandary and its reply of yesterday
18 so illuminating that we propose to take it up in some detall.
. Let us begin with the opening paragraph. Here it is:

Op January 25, in the house of commons, Mr. W. ¥. Maclean, M.P., in
amendmeént to a motion to go into commiftée of supply, moved “that the

is against the general interest of Canada to have any territorial varia-
tion in thie application 'of tariff charges by the board of rallway com-
missioners.” The member for South York proceeded to build up a vigor-
