Bogert and T. A. Stevenson, bad made 
a proposal to the government at Ot­
tawa. This was to the effect that the 
government form a committee of the 
cabinet and Immediately take up the 
demands of the letter carriers, the com­
mittee to report its findings within the 
next two weeks, quid the findings to be 
binding upon the government and upon 
Its employes. He expected a reply at 
any moment. The present situation, he 
said, was unsatisfactory. The govern­
ment had failed to consider either the 
unmarried or the temporary man. "The 
public is behind you, men," said the 
mayor. “Your association has made a 
splendid showing." The mayor then 
read a press despatch handed out at 
Ottawa. "My feeling about these state­
ments handed out to the press at Ot­
tawa,” he said, “Is that if the govern­
ment made fewer pilgrimages to Lon­
don and gave out fewer statements tor 
press consumption it might better serve 
this country. We cannot allow this 
strike another twenty-four hours. We 
do not blame you men. We blame the 
government. For two years It has dab­
bled with fire, 
proved an object lesson for the Dom­
inion. It may bring the tourists back 
from London to Ottawa. Now, if you 
people return to work Immediately we 
•hall go to Ottawa by the first train 
to try our best to obtain results to 
your behalf. I ask you to give Hon. 
V. E. Blondin a 48-hour respite. It 
he can do nothing for you to that time 
then, if necessary, you can resume your 
holiday."

London, July 22.—Between the 
Ourcq and the Atone, the Germans 
again are making violent couifter-at­
tacks, hut the French are maintaining 
their lines.

On every front the Germans are 
resisting desperately and are making 
violent counter-attacks. Nevertheless 
the French troops yesterday made 
progress along the River Marne to 
a maximum depth of eight miles.

The object of the enemy counter­
attack probably to to expedite the ex­
trication of hie troops from the pocket 
between Boissons and Rheims- Mean­
while German -troope on the southern 
end of the pocket must be experienc­
ing great difficulty in getting sup­
plice.

Southwest of Rheims there has been 
heavy lighting and the French have 
made progress.

Between the Ourcq and the Marne 
Rivers the French yesterday took 400 
prisoners.

American troops yesterday crossed 
the River Marne between Chartevee 
and Gland, east of Chateau Thierry, 
and captured the Wood of Barbillon, 
according to authoritative announce­
ment made her) today.

The Germans are stubbornly re­
sisting the French crossing of the 
Marne, but the French have succeed­
ed in getting two elements over at 
Mezy and Courcelles, which are con­
structing foot bridges under heavy 
Are. The Germane are using gas 
shells in large numbers.

A despatch from French head­
quarters last evening reports that 
the fighting around Montagne de 
Rheims to ^xtraordhtarfly bitter. 
Highland and north country troope 
were sent into battle yesterday 
again, and were heavily engaged to­
day, progressing further, despite the 
masses of German reinforcements. 
They captured Saint Bophraise and 
Bouilly. Between the Atone and the 
Marne our progress was more rapid. 
North of the Ourcq we crossed the 
Boissons-Chateau Thierry road at 
several points, but the Germane de­
fending Boissons were most obstin­
ate- South of the Ouroq, where the 
enemy was pressed from the west to 
the south by the French, who crossed 
the river, the rate of retreat was 
still more rapid.

“Gen- Foch's victory Increased 
greatly in scope yesterday. With 
Chateau Thierry evacuated by the Ger­
mans during the previous night, the 
town was entirely cleared by an allied 
advance in. the region to the north, 
while from the west Franco-Amertcan 
troops commanded by Gen. De Goutte 
were crowding In on the Germans. 
Between the Ourcq and the Marne the 
enemy was attacked by detachments 
under General Mltry which had crossed 
the Marne. The general result was 
that the Germans were thrown back 
from eight to ten kilometres on the 
Chateau Thierry front.

“The enemy is offering desperate re­
sistance further north, endeavoring to 
maintain his hold on Boissons and 
Oulcby-le-Chateau which form the two 
pivota of bis defensive system, but hto 
tenure of those points must be very 
dlffldMt.

"Between the Marne and Rheims the 
fighting was characterized by brilliant 
actions at the foot of the mountain of 
Rheims. French, British and Italian 
troops vied with each other in bravery 
and pressed the enemy without respite. 
Altho the Germans have been consider­
ably reinforced, the allies made further 
important progress.

"Thus, while the enemy has given 
way lb the centre, it is seen that he 
to making desperate efforts to hold on 
the two flanks of the fronts from Bois­
sons to the Ourcq and from the Marne 
to Rheims. Gen. von Boehm to in a 
very precarious situation In the pocket 
by reason of General Foch’s strategy 
and the irresistible power behind it, 
attested by the brilliant successes of 
our armies.

On the 16th the Germans pressed 
forward to a line drawn from 8t. Ag- 
nan Lachapelle and Monthodon, but 
the French reattacked at mid-day on 
a four-mile front south of Doraans, 
advancing 3.000 yards and recovering 
heights south of the river, 
ing they were heavily shelling the 
Germans, but the enemy, however, 
still obstinately and slowly crept down 
the Marne and by night, on the 17th 
had approached the foreet of Rheims.

Washington. July 22.—Marked im­
provement in newsprint paper condi­
tions, but little change In the con­
sumption of book paper, were report­
ed today by the federal trade com­
mission. The attention of newspaper 
publisher* again was called to the 
conservation older by the war indus­
tries board, recently made public, 
which the commission estimates will 
lower paper consumption at least 6 
per cent There waa a decrease in 
the percentage of returns arid free 
copies of publications using both 
newsprint and book paper in June. 
More. rigid economies also were prac­
tised, especially by newspaper pub­
lishers. Some important daily and 
Sunday newspapers still show high 
returns, one of 26 per cent, and an­
other 18 per cent. Monthly maga­
zine* also had excessive returns, be­
ing as high as 40 per cent., while two 
weeklies had 20 per cent, of returns.

"The figures Indicate that some 
publishers are not yet curtailing 
wastes as much as might be done," 
the commission warned.

Nerw York, July 22.—That Teuton 
conspirators planned, even after this 
country's entrance into the war, to 
use German reservists to invade Can­
ada and Mexico, is Indicated in the 
seized correspondence of Dr. Freder­
ick August Richard von Strenech, of­
ficials of the department of justice 
declared here' today. Von Strenech, 
when arrested recently, was described 
by the officials as a former protege 
of Bismarck.

MTUESDAY MORNING, JULY 21. Montreal, July 22.^-(Sub bulletin, 
first wire.—There wllh be no general 
strike of railway shopmen In Canada, 
at least for the present time. The In­
tervention of the railway department 
of the American Federation of Labor, 
following the action of the adoption 
by the railways of ths McAdoo sche­
dule with amendments last week, was 
sufficient to prevent the sending out 
of a strike call to railway shopmen’s 
unions thruout Canada. It also had 
the effect of causing a decided split In 
the shopmen’s committee that had been 
In Montreal for several weeks negotia­
ting with the railway war board. East 
and west clashed, the east for retain­
ing good relations with the A. F. of I*, 
and the west for taking drastic action 
and that at ones. Western representa­
tives. strongly supported by their 
membership, declare that a strike will 
yet be called, and that the American 
Federation will be defied.

At four o'clock Saturday afternoon 
the shopmen's committee, which has 
been in conference at the Alexandra 
Hotel, adjourned indefinitely, and at 
10.16 Saturday night ths western mem­
bers of the committee who had come to 
be called “the left wing," boarded the 
train for Wlnnfpeg.

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The Root of the Strike.
In the Inconvenience and annoyance 

caused by the strike of the postjnen it 
is to be hoped that the fundamental 
causes of the strike will not be for­
gotten hy the public. Had any private 
concern treated ks employee as the 
postmen have been treated there would 
have been such a hue-and-cry raised 
that the grievance would, have been 
speedily settled. A settlement had 
been arrived at and accepted long ago, 
but owing to red tape, the terms of It 
were never carried out by the govern­
ment and In the interval caused by 
the long delay the men’s npede have 
become so urgent that they ask today 
for a permanent Increase In their 
wages commensurate with the Increas­
ed cost of living. The delay, it is al- 
legod, is due to the Impossibility ■ of 
changing the Civil Service Act. The 
postmen’s agitation has been golds on 
since last winter, and If the act was 
not changed so as to permit the pro­
mised bonuses to be given, this Is 
merely an added reason why parlia­
ment should be in more or less con­
tinuous session and transacting the 
business of the country.

But the real reason for the-Mrflte 
Use behind all this. The government 
issued return from the Ottawa 
bureau which calculates such matters, 
to the effect that It now takes *12 to 
buy what could be had for $7 before 
the war. The postmen are trying to 
make their eevto dollars do the work 
of twelve, and as they never had any 
margin in their seven dollars for what 
they needed it can be imagined what 
they have been enduring for months 
past. The country, the people, the 
government which represents us all, 
have been sweating the postmen most 
unmercifully. And yet this is not the ^ School System Dominion Wide, 
fundamental reason of the rtrlke.

The cost of living has been going up 
steadily since the war began four years 
ago, until now, as the government re­
port says, twelve dollars are only worth 
seven «dollars. Why Is this? Simply 
because the government refused to 
take steps to control prices. They did 
control the price of wheat when it had 
doubled In value, and there has been a 

^slight attempt to regulate the price of 
coal, tho in this respect we are more 
indebted to the Ufclted States Govern­
ment than our own. Bti* there has been 
no attempt whatever to control the cost 
of the ordinary materials of food and 
clothing, and prices have been allowed 
to run riot for the benefit of the mid­
dleman. The food controller and his 

,^-b8reau have busied themselves cir­
culating articles pointing out the great 
advantages of high prides and the im­
possibility or the undesirability of con­
trolling them, and we have been told 
that the law of supply and demand, 

i which is nothing more or leas than the 
rapacious middleman, regulates the 
whole situation. If we accept this 
theory, then the law of supply and de­
mand has produced a beautiful series 
of strikes, and will produce more if It 
is allowed to pander further to the 
greed and the heartlessness of thé mid­
dlemen profiteers.

We are not Inclined to lay these 
calamities at the door of the law of 
supply and demand, but rather at the 
door of the dunder-headed bureaus 
that have refused to grasp the'facts 
and conditions of our social economy.
Price control was possible in Great 
Britain. There vjras nothing to prevent 
it here. But the government advisers 
and fhe bureaus and the controllers 
refused to control, and prices and the 
cost of living have crept up and up 
until the situation for the postmen and 
many others is Intolerable. The gov­
ernment has sown the wind In Its food 
control policy, and is reaping a whirl­
wind harvest In the strikes that are 
being organized in every part of the 
country.

If It Is now too late to control food 
prices downwards, it at least is possible 
to control them to stability at their 
present level. Then wages must be 
adapted to the cost of living as it now 
stands. There is no other way of 

lying the situation whether by 
commissions or boards of conciliation 
or orders-in-council or acts of parlia­
ment. Radical action should be taken, 
and at once.

The public, meanwhile, should under­
stand and sympathize with the men 
who cannot get food for their hungry 
children, and try to make the best of 
the strike situation.

CURVE OF FRENCH LINE. never
London, July ti.—It Is learned that 

the French line now runs from Breny 
along the main Chateau Thierry road 
to Rocourt and Epieds to the Marne at 
Chart eves. The capture of Barbillon 
Wood by the Americans means that 
the overseas men have advanced be­
tween three and four miles from their 
old positions on the Marne.

With the French Army In France, 
July 22—The region immediately south 
of Boissons forms the key to the Ger­
man position, and here the enemy has 
concentrated heavy forces for the pur­
pose of holding back the advancing 
tide of the allies. The allies, however, 
continue their progress, altho the fight­
ing is becoming heavier each hour.

They have taken a large number of 
prisoners, the number being more than 
has been announced, and new batches 
of captives are arriving. The number 
of unwounded prisoners alone far ex­
ceeds the total casualties of the allied 
troops since the vlctorloue advance be­
gan.
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APPLICATION REFUSED.
Alberta Chief Justice Says Supreme

Court Judgment Must Be Upheld.
Calgary, July 22.—Before Chief Jus­

tice Harvey in chambers today, the 
application of J. E. Varley, —king 
for a. stay of proceedings, pending 
the hearing of the Lewis appeal, was» 
refused by his lordship, stating that 
the Judgment of the Supreme Court 
of Canada myst be upheld.

The 
demand tor money uor lnun.n.h 
poses, crops and trade, is particularly 
heavy, as some lines of business are 
intensely active, and money does not 
go far where values have more than 
doubled. Conditions ln the money 
market were further illustrated by of­
fer of several prominent industrial 
note issues on a xjber cent, basis and 
over. These were readily absorbed, 
there being a better investment de­
mand than for a considerable period.

J. 8. Bache and Company say: Aside 
from the great international consider­
ation, the pressure of the price level 
le evidently upwards, and were it not 
for certain conditions, we might ex­
pect an accelerated rise. One of these 
conditions is the money situation, and 

L even here, except for control, the list 
might itself perforce work upward. 
Money, of course, is controlled as 
much, in its way, as steel or other 
commodities, and the very heavy ad­
justments of the week have made.lt 
advisable to withhold ft from any un­
necessary uses, in order to more 
smoothly deal with the enormous gov­
ernment operations which took place 
July 18, Involving hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars.

Another obstacle to an Impressive 
bull market is the imrpcndency of 
heavier taxation, the details of which 
have not yet been worked out In the 
meantime, really momentous war news 
indicating that the vital organs of the 

‘ enemy power had been pierced, would 
undoubtedly release the upward pres­
sure toward higher levels.
