In the Engineering World of the
iSth inst. there is rgported an inter-'
esting talk by Mr. John Ericson, clty{_
engineer of Chicago, on the subJ‘ect o
the en- ne¢er in public service. ‘It re-
solves itself into an acute critieism of
one of the tendencies in society which
make for sympathy with Bolshevism
among the intelligent classes:

"Mr. Ericson indicts the whole -sys-
tem which allows a young ‘engineer
to devote many years of the most
eritical ti?\e of  hig life, al;ld at con-
aiderable*expense.ﬂg agquiring, the
scientific and technital knowledge to
fit him to direct man power over na-
ture. If he enters public service, Mr.
Ericson says, his path is not rosy.
The ever changing political forces
under whom he has to labor regard
him as a necessary evil. He is of no
direct use to them in elections., He
cannot see the propriety of wagting
the people’s money in schemes which
are supported by political cligues or
factions. He considers hi‘mselr the
servant of all the people.

Then Mr. Ericson displays in tabu-
lated form the reward of this recu-
tude. Since 1897 the earning power of
common labor has increased from $50
to $00 per month; skilled labor from
$100 to $250; foremen from $150 to
$300; engineering service, grade 1,
fraom $110 to $120; grade 2, from $!
to $150: grade 3, from $200 to $200.

It is scarcely credible to outsiders
that the more highly trained and
skilled the brain worker is the more
insecure and the less rewarded is his
position. 'FThe. foremen gets $300 a
month, the high grade engineer $20(
a month, the same as commeon labor.

The reason is that labor is organ-
ize? and such professions as this are
not. Mr, Ericson’'s remedy is the as-
sociation of ‘engineers ‘which he re-
commends the young engineer to jogn.
Without a union the brain worker will
be unable to live,

Few adventures! are so widely
known as the attémpt of Captain
Ma:ithew Webb to. swim the rapids
at Niagara Falls, and few have béen
told with so many variations in the
details of that famous exploit, and
its tragic ending. :

Captain Webb had won fame and
considerable money, by his ability as
a swimmer long before he came to
the United States. | He was the wsec-
ond son of Dr. Webb of Irontridge,
Shropshire, England. He was pas-
sionately for:d of the water, and was
a leading figure at many aquatic
tournaments, He was 27 years old,
however, when on ‘Aug, 24, 1875, hé
won international celebrity by swim-
ming the English Channel. ‘He swam
the “distance from Dover ‘o Calals in
21% hours.

For a time he was the most talked
about man in the British Empire.
Two years before he had  attracted
attention by another sensational in-
ciden:. He was crossing the Atlan-
tic when a friend ' accidentally fell
overboard. Webb knew the man was
a poor swimmer and realized that he
would drown before it was possible
to stop the steamer and lower the
boats. 8o, waiting only to throw off
his coat and divest himself of his
shoes, he jumped off :he moving ship
into the turbulent Atlantic. The sig-
nal was immediately given to stop
the engines, and in the meantime
hundreds of excited passengers
watched the race with death. The
intrepid swimmer struck out boldly,
but before he could reach his friend
the man had gone down for the third
time and was lost.

Soon after his exploit in swimming
the English Channel in record time,
Captain Webb anndunced his inten-
tion of swimming the whirlpool at
Niagara.

Paris, March 23—President Roin-

It was when the little boat arrived
opposite the landing place of the Maid
of the Mist that Webb stood up in the
boat and prepared to dive into the
water. He wore only a pair of
swimming trunks and appeared to be
in the pink of condition. * He waved
his hands to the spectators, smiled and
jumped into the seething, turbulent
waters, - He started down the rapids
at a great pace, and in the beginning
appeared to be able to control his
movements. But this only lasted a
few moments and then the awe-

stricken spectators realized that he
was in the grip of a power that was |
as cruel and relentless as fate. i
