'TIS PREFERENTIAL- TRADE.

A Delegation From the United Empire
League Calls In

And States a Strong Case Wherein Great
Britain and Her Colonies Would Benefit
by the Plan—-How British Statesmen
Viewed the Scheme — Where England’s
Experts Go- Col. George Tavlor Denlson
Shines in His Element—Fielding Gives
the Delezation the Laugh.

An important deputation waited upon
Hon. Mr. Fielding and Hon. Mr, Patcr-
son, the Tariff Commissioners, yester-
day afternoon to urge upon the Gov-
ernment the immense advantages of
preferential trade with Great Britain.
The deputation was from the British
Empire League, and was composed of
the following gentlemen : Lieut.-Col.
G T Denison, PM, J M Clark, Frank
Arnoldi, Q.C., Dr. Larratt W. Smith, J.
Herbert Mason, F Wyld, J Kerr Os-
borne and J Castell Hopkins,

THEIR CASE PRESENTED.

Their case was presented as follows :
To the Chairman and Members of the
Tariff Commission :

“Gentlemen,—The Toronto delegates
at the third Congress of the Chambers
of Comm: of the British Empire,
which met in London on June 9-12, 1806,
beg to submit the following consid-
erations as having an important bear-
ing upon the commercial and fiscal in-
terests of Canada, and as being worthy
of attention in connection with any re-
vision or change in the tariff of the
Dominion :

“First.—That the congress was the
dargest and most representative
commercial gathering yvet held;
that the delegates came from
Canada, Australia, New Zealand, South
Africa, the West Indies and from all
the chief centres of industry and trade
in the British Isles ; that the Honorary
President, who opened its deliberations
was, and is, the Colonial Secretary in
a powerful Imperial Cabinet ; that he
made a speech which created a wide
and favorable discussion, and declared
clearly and distinctly in favor of pre-
ferential relations upon a basis of freer
trade within the empire and limited
protection without ; that the ensuing
discussions indicated much preliminary
difference of opinion, but finally result-
ed in a unanimous support to the fol-
lowing resolution : ‘“That this Con-
gress of Chambers of Commerce of the
empire is of the opinion that the estab-
lishment of ciocser commercial relatious
between the United Kingdom and the
colonies and dependencies is an ob-
ject which ‘deserves, and demands,
prompt and careful consideration. The
Congress therefore respectfully repre-
sents to Her Majesty’s Government
that, if the suggestion should be made
behalf of the colonies, .or some
of them, it would be right and expedi-
ent to promote such consideration, and
the formulation of some practicable
plan, by summening an Imperial con-
ference, theroughly representative of

BEE-KEEPRES’ FUTURE. -

Referring to the possibilities before bee-
keepers, he sald : *‘ There is no doubt bat
that if the attention of manufacturérs of
such articles as confcetionery, vinegar, li-
quors and tobaceco were drawn to the use-
fuluess of honey, it’would lead to & hun-
dred-fold increase in consumptiop. .. . .
Take Germany, for instance ; the last sta-
tistics give the number of eolonies kept as
11,010,000 ; the annual production of honey,
44,800,000 pounds, Spain, 1,080,000 colonies
and annual production of -honey 42,500,
pounds. France, 000 colonles and the
annual production 22,500,000 pounds, and
Rurcpean production of noney, 35,000,000
tons ; wax, 15,000 pounds ; and yet we find
such countries as Britaln, Germany and
France importing honey from the North
American coutinent.. We know that Eng-
land imports a large quantity of honey, as
we have very strong evidence that those
who have tried the Amerfean product pre-
for it to all others, except their own pro-
duction. . . . Many parts of our Domin-
fon never see honey, ana even in this city
in which we are at the present gathered,
200 pounds could to advantage be consumed
where one is used to-day.

QUESTION OF ADULTERATION.

The greater portion’ of the morning ses-
|sion yesterday was taken up with ain ad-
dress by Mr. Thomas Macfariane, the Chief
Dominion Analyst in ‘the Inland Revenue
| Deptartment. The subject which he treat-
ted was the state of }le law in reference
|to_adulteration, and the steps to be taken
| to detect, prevent or punish for adultera-
ition. He pointed out that the department
would investigate cases where there were
reasonable grounds for suspeeting adultera-
tion. The enforcing of the act was in the
hands of the department, an officer of
which would purchase the article, and, div-
iding it into three parts, would give one
to the vendor, one to the distriet analyst
and retain the other at Ottawa for analysis.
There are eight distriet analysts distribut-
ed throughout the Dominion. Both the dis-
trict and the central analysts would test
the samples, and, in case of adulteration
prosecution would follow. The department
intended to adopt the same system for
honey samples as in the ease of other ar-
ticles of food. Bulletins would be printed
and widely distributed. When adulteration
was discovered thre vendor would for a first
offence be allowed to pay the costs of the
analysis ($9).

MEN AND THINGS.

A bicycle In motion becomes endowed
with a strange property: it is what may
be called the “fixity to the axis of rota
tion.” It is In virtue of this property
that it does mot fall over when being
propelled along. This attribute of the
moving wheel is very useful, but it has its
disadvantages. This property disappears
the moment the silent steed comes to a
rest, and in consequence a rider has in-
stantly to dismount when the motion of
his bieycle is very slow, or when it is niL
Whether it'is a disinclination to make the
physical exertion necessary to dismount or
whether it be a consideration for the laws
of kinematics pure and simple, it is cer-
tain that a cyclist will do almost any-
thing soomer than be compelled to stop.
The mounted wheelsman, then, strives to
keep moving, and the machine will only
hold him upright so long as he Is con-
tent to move. There exists, therefore, a
sllent compact between man and machine
to move forward, swiftly or slowly, by
devious paths or straight, but to move for-
ward at all hazards.

With all the world a-wheel, where come
in the rights of the pedestrian? He Is
woetully restricted these days. He can
*not get on the ‘‘festive trolley’” except at
certain corners, nor can he be “set down”
where he will; he must get off as he got
on, only at “stations.”” The stops must be
as few as possible, and again the compact
betwen man and machine seems to stare
him in the face. The ‘pedestrian—we speak
of him as a class even if he rides upon
the Belt or the cross-town lines—has given
up his right of free will to the “trolley”
for the genmeral good, but he cannot give
up his rights, even if he would, to.the
ubiquitous cyclist, The pedestrian must
crosd strects. He does so carefully and
rapidly, often in a most undignified man-
ner—often after great loss of time at the
street corner. He has stood, no doubt,
“like timorous mortals on the brink, and
fcared to ldaunch away.” And why all
this hurry and fear at every street corner?
Simply because the cyclist nas made an
undying compact with his wheel to keep
moving though the heavens fall. The pe-
destrian—we speak again of him as a class
rapidly disappearing in these days—must
organize to preserve his very existence,
He may do that in many ways. He may,
in company with a friend, carry a thirty-
foot ladder down street, and, having en-
tered into a most binding compact with
ihe ladder to keep moving unless stopped
by the police, he may defy the wheelsman,
Is the ladderman not within his rights as
much as the wheelsman, in his insatiable
desire for unchecked motion? If he is, the
ladderman can easily defy the wheelmen
at street corners. :

Two considerations here present them-
selves. The wheelsman naturally would
object to find the pedestrlan (as a class)
combined against him, and the pedestrian
.would rather Jeave the ladder at home
than take it to the office every morning.
It therefore rests with tlre cyeclist, with
his craving for continuous motion, and his
compact with his wheel to keep going, and
his fixity to the axis of rotation and all

the ill-used pedestrian. He might, in fact
he ought to be compelled by force of law,
to carry a sultable lamp at night to show
that he is coming. He should readily

and he should learn some simple code of
bell gignals, to be ‘“known and read of all
men.” One long continuous ring to indi-
cate that he desires to go straight on; two
rings, repeated as often as need be, in
pairs, to indicate that he desires to turn
to the right, and three rings that he de-
sires to turn to the left on a street corner.
One does not require great strength or
skill to avoid accldents. XKnowledge of
another’s intention is the whole secret.

All of them agree
that Fitz gov the worst of the decision.
The Call says: The alleged gun-fighter,
Wyatt Earp, who is best known as the
bodyguard of Lon Green Lawrence, of
The Examiner, robbed Bob Fltasimmons of
a well-earned victory over Tom Sharkey
in the most barefaced manner last night.
The sailor, who fought foul all through
the eight rounds of the battle, went down
from a hook on the chin -and a terrific
left drive in the pit of the stomaeh, and
the crowd got up to go, with the im-
pression that Bob had won. But then the
slouchy would-be referee gave the decision
to the sailor on a foul, and the house
howled in derision and would not believe
it until Fitzsimmons himself confirmed the
story by protesting against the outrage. It
was the most bald-faced steal that has
ever been seen in the San Francisco prize
ring and will do much to hurt boxing on
this coast, if, indeed, it does not kill it en-
tirely. Earp did not walr to see what ef-
fect the decision wounld bave on the crowd,
but sneaked from the ring while Fitz's
friends were crowding about the big
Corrishman to congratulate him, and was
far away when the crowd understood and
began to yell ‘“Fake,” “Steal,” and other
expressions of that character.

In its account The Chronicle says: It was
Bob Fitzsimmons’ hand that struck the
$10,000 blow last night. but the .referee—
none other than that Wyatt Earp, who is
better known in gunfighting c¢ircles than
to pugilism—called it a foul and gave the
trophy of battle, a certified cheque for a
little fortune, to the sailor fighter, who lay
llg{rp«lesnly knocked out in his corner of the

ng.

Then there was a pandemonium of shout-
ing from the shortenders who hadn’t look-
ed for anything beyond winnings on the
rounds and a fierce, long-sustained, deep-
throated yell of *“¥Fraud,” “Job,” *“Rob-
bery,” from the talent and some of the
lovers of square sport.

Sharkey was dragged through the roves
limp as a rag and carried to his dressing
room. while Fitzsimmons stalked about the
rineg in his batbrobe and argued with the
reféree. Police Captain Wittman and Pro-
moters Groom and Gibbs,

Several of the people interviewed claim
that they saw the foul, but on that point
the opinions are much divided: In The
Chronicle Tommy Flynn says:

“To a distinguished observer from the
press stand the first impression last even-
ing was that Sharkey had been stunned by
an upper-cut, for he had been already rat-
tled by a couple of stiff blows on the jaw.
The actions of the man, however, as soon
as he fell, would indicate that he had been
hurt on the body, and, taking into con-
sideration the extraordinary game battle
he fought against heavy odds, I would con-
gider it unfalf to accuse him of particl-
pation In a job unless .there were other
evidence to prove that he was gulilty.

«Up to the time when he was knocked
out by the alleged foul blow, it looked like
an even bet that he would pull through the
ten rounds, being a younger and stronger
man than his opponent and having already
stood off that formidable boxer in the early
part of the contest in which he is gener-
ally strongest. Taken altogether, it was
a battle, while it lasted, such as will pro-
bably not be seen in-many a day.”

In The Examiner T. T, Williams says:
«he decision was a surprise and a disap-
pointment: If there was a foul no one cz
the south side of the pavilion saw.it, and
most of the crowd went away thinking a
wrong had been done. It may have been
that Pitzsimmons did foul Sharkey by
striking him below the belt. The referee
says so. and those who have known Wyatt
Earp for many years will not question his
sharp-sightedness. I there was such a
foul ‘ns disabled Sharkey I did not see it. I

THE TARIFF AND ‘THE EMPIRE LEAGUE.

Several larger phases of the tariff
issue were put, K before the Ministers
yesterday with force and coherence
by the British Bmpire League.

The league shBwed the enormous
practical benefits,; to owr producers
from preferential rates in the British
markets. No one gainsays this and
the usual answer is, But will ¥ng-
land consent to it? The league replies
peintedly to this, and its spokesman,
Col. Denison, said in effect: Mr. Cham-
berlain, a powerful member of a pow-
erful government, tholds out hands to
the colonies and: asks for an invitation
from them before proceeding to an
Imperial tariff arrangement. He has
placed the responsibility om us. The
Canadian people, who would immense-
1y bemefit from such a policy, look
to their Government to seize the op-
portunity and hasten a consummation
that would give us ten million popula-
tion, enrich our farmers, and widen
the home market to the manufacturer.
That is the league’s position, in brief,
and a striking one it is.

Another point was weH brought out.
i Accidentally the question of naval de-
fence came up, and Col. Denison ar-
gites: Canada is the fifth mercantile
marine power in the world; British
fleets protect it all over the world;
the Imperial authorities say they will
give $375,000 annual subsidy to a fast
line on the Atlantic if Canada will
give $750,000 as its share. -We want
prominent men to travel across Can-
ada and to know that there are two
countrles on this continent. It Is a
cheap and valuable method of adding
to our naval strength and at the same
time securing a first-class service. The
league is sound on this dssue, toO-and
its arguments are well put.

fare, the public is not very much con-
_cerned with the method by which that
proposition wae arrived at. = Nor has
the Sunday car question anything to do
with ithe issue regarding the extenslonm |
of the troiley system to the Islamd.
The question of an Island railway ser- |
vice is a distinct issue by itself, and it |
should not be mixed up with anything
else. We take it the Railway Company
views the matter in this light.” The
company is, we understand, prepared
to go on with the Island deal whether
we have Sunday cars or not.

Not many questions of more import- |
ance to Toronto have arisen in munici-
pal politics than the proposal to bridge
the western channel, and extend the
car service to the Island. If Toronto
s going to increase in population, as
we all hope she will, we must either
get new industries started so as to al-
ford employment to a larger number
of people, or we must make our city
attractive in order to induce people of
means to come here to live. We ought
to try. and do both. We have not, we
must confess, been eminently success-
ful in inducing new factories to locate
here. Several that we might and
should have had were captured by
other cities. We have made little of-
fort to extend our population by at-
tracting people of means to this city.
To be sure Toronto does receive a
goodly number df tourists during the
summer season, but these are princi-
pally transient, staying here for a day
or two only. We believe we have the
means. at our disposal for increasing
the summer population of Toronto by
thousands of people, not only of tran-
sient tourists, but of families and In-
dividuals, who might be induced to re-
main the whole summer with us. The
means we refer to is the Toronto Is-
land. We ought to set to work and
devote a portion of the sand bar at
least to the. building of a resort like
Atlantic City, oh a reduced scale. We
ought to make a feature of building
cottages for American families. Both
large hotels and numerous cottages
can be built without crowding the Is-
land, ‘and we still have room enough
for a small Coney Island circus in ad-
dition. We can secure an outside
summer population of ten thousand
money-spending people if we develop
the possibilities of the Island. 4

And the first and most important
step in such development is the estab-
lishment of cheap and rapid communi-
cation between the Island and the zily.
We should be able to go from King
and Yonge-streets t8 the Island Park
in twenty minutes. 'We should be able
to reach Hanlan’s Point as readily
as we can reach ~Yorkville It
looks now as if this will soon be pos-
sible.. For the citizens will never be
so foolish as to oppose the offer of the
Railway Company.. We admit at once®
that the company will make hand-
somely out of the privilege of operating
its system to and upon the Island,
even at present rates, but the people of
Toronto will be benefited much more
than the railway. The deal is one that
will be profitable to both sides, but tc
the public especially. ILet us try to es-
timatie the advantages that will accrue
to the public. It has been computed
that over $50,000 is paid by the people
of Toronto to the Ferry gompeny every
summer. It is safe 'to say that three-
fifths of this amount, or $30,600
will be saved by the extension of the
trolley to the Island. In addition the
trolley Will give a better gervice than
the boats. It will take us to.any part
of the Island instead of dumping us
off at the wharf, and compelling us to
walk a mile or two often in the swel-
tering sun. As soon as the cars run
on Sunday the company’s revenue will
exceed one million dollars a year.  The
city is to get ten per cent. of the re-
ceipts. over one million. The com-
pany will probably earn $25,000 a year
additional by reason of its pro-
posed Island service. The city will 1¢-
ceive ten per cent. of this, or $2500.
Furthermore, all property on the Is-
land will appreciate, while the demand
for residences will necessitate the mak-
ing of new land. Hundreds of acrss
can be reclaimed very cheaply now
that the city has a sand pump of its
own. The city will have more land to
rent and will receive larger rentals. It
will also receive $800 a year for every
mile of new track laid.

The city, as a corporation, will make
momney out of this scheme as well as
save thousands of dollars to citizens
individually. It is a good business ven-
ture on our part to build this bridg:
and let the Railway Company extend
its tracks to the Island. The milsage.
the percentage, the increased valua of
Island property would ‘justify us in
building a bridge three times as ex-
pensive as the one that will answer the
case. And all this, independent of the
saving to the public individually, and
of the great gain that will accrue to
the business men of Toronto if we: in-
crease our population by several thou-
sand permanemt summer residents.
The scheme is a good business proposi-
tion. We ought to accept it, and at
once take advantage of its great pos-
sibilities. The service should be start-
ed next summer. Until the bridge is
completed some temporary expedient
should be devised for conveying the
cars across the channel,

Cleopatra’s Needle is of red syenite gran-
ite, and forms a _conspicuous monument on
the Thames embankment, London, Eng.,
rear Waterloo Bridge. For many centurles
it had lain prone on the sand at Alexan-
dria, in Egypt,where it had been removed by
one of the Caesars from Hellopolis,and many
years ago it was _presented to the British
Government by ehemet All, Pasha of
Egypt. It was brought from Egypt in 1877,
and erected on the embankment at a cost

of $50,000, by Sir Erasmus Wilson, the emli- |

| nent physieian. An iron cylinder was built
"round it at Alexandria ; it was then floated
and taken in tow. In a tempest in the
Bay of Biscay it became necessary to cast
it adrift, but after the storm abated It was
safely , picked up again, Height 70 feet,
width at base 8 feet, weight 200 tons.

A second Cleopatra's Needle (haaving the
same origin) has been erected in New York,
and a third on the Place de la Concorde,
Paris, on the site of the guillotine raised
during the Relgn of Terror. Though these
monoliths are popularly spoken of as Cleo-
patra’s Needles, the identification of them
with her or her reign is historically inaccu-
rate.—~Ed. World.

{ Subscription Books, bound or in
sheets.—This is a most jmportant item
to the trade. The United States copy-
right law affects the item, as under
that law; if copyright is desired in the
United States, the type for the book
must be set there. The effect of this
is that all the subscription books uscd
in Canada are now being imported (ex-
cept those on local sub,eits), it be.ng
cheaper to pay the present duty of
six cents per pound than to ship 2
duplicate set of plates, but with an in-
creased duty on the book, a large pe-
centage of these books would be rnade
here, and the price to the public would
not be affected, while employment
|would be given to paper-makers, vriia-
ters and bookbinders. The present duty
is six cents per pound, and we would
suggest that it be increased to ten
cents per pound.

Paper.—The duty on, marble papers,
'coated and enamelled cover papers.,
fancy papers, crinkled tissue, together
with cardboard, also leatherette, sky-
togen, imitation cloth or leather, is at
present 35 per cent.; all of these,
we think, should be reduced to 25 per
cent.

Straw Board.—This article js not
made in Canada suitable for bookbind-
ers’ purposes ; a quality of this straw
board is manufactured here, which is
used for the manufacture of egg cases,
etc. The firms in the United States,
from which the largest portion of the
bookbinders’ supply is drawn, have en-
tered into a Trust, so that there iy
practically only one place to buy at in
America ; and we understand that they
hold patents that will prevent the Ca-
nadians manufacturing, even if the de-
imand warranted it.

Wire.—Thig article is not madc in
Canada suitable for bookbinders’ pur
poses.

PICTURE FRAMES.

The picture frame and mouldings
men were by Messrs, W.
L. Matthews, Willilam Phillips, F.
Phillips, Geonge Woltz and W, Adam-
son. They pointed out that metal Jeaf
and silver leat constituted a lot of
their raw material and that the duty
on it at present is 25 per cent. They
would like a reduction. They had
been gneatly affected wy the last
change in the tariff frames
and mouldings.

And, besides, the
Americans sell 20 per cent. cheaper
Canada in order to allow for the duty.

MILIL, MACHINERY. .

W. & J. G. Greey, manufacturers of

mill machinery, to the
commissioners that t.heupresent duty

rolls.

throughout the country. The duty on
pig iron end machinery, which ' ane
the raw material used in the manu-
facture of chilled iron rolis, is 50 per
cent, of its cost at the place of manu-
facture. Mr. Greey contended that the
product should be protected equally
as much as the raw material is. LI
there is to be any change in the duty
at all, Mr. Greey said he would like
to see it increaped. The duty on chill-
ed iron rolls now is 35 per cent., and
he would prefer a specific duty of 3c
per pound on rolls less tham 9 inches
in diameter, 2c per pound on roils from
9 to 12 imches in diameter, and 1 3-4c
per peund on larger rolis. In onder to
get the trade of Canada for Cama-
dians there should be more duty and
the duty on raw material should not
be reduced, as, in his opinion, it would
be prejudicial to the best interests of
the coumtry.

‘While Mr. Greey was stating his
case a deputation from the British
Empire League entered the chamber.

A WHEEL FOR $50.

Mr. B. C. Hill of E. C. Hill & Co,
bicycle agents, said that if the duty
on bicycle parts was removed a good
wheel could be sold here at $50. This
would benefit the whole country end
would create @ bigger rush for wheels,
The tariff was at present 30 per cent.
This was not too high when the wheel
was simply used as a duxury. Now
that it was a mecessity to the work-
ingmen he thought the duty should
be removed. Mr. Hill took exception
to some statements made by Mr.

LIVINGSTONE’'S FAD.

Mr. J. Alf Livingstone appeared be-
fore the commission on behalf of the
Land -and Labor Co-operative Asso-
ciation in accordance with a resolution
i ed at a public meeting cailed by
the, Mayor of this city to consider the
causes of the present depression in the
country amnd the condition of the un-
employed, who flock to our city and
tax our charities. The res.olu,t_hm con-
templated the organization of the
great land and labor interests in Can-
ada into a co-operative associauon to
enable the Dominion Government to
deal collectively with .their interesisg
as they have done with other organiz-
ed interests under some representative
and responsible policy, or to relieve
them of excessive taxation for the ex-
clusive benefit of others, which mow
cripples the larger intereets of land
and laber, The following request was
made: “That the products of this as-
sociation, when it ¢hall be preperly or-
ganized to represent the proposed in-
terests, may be allowed to be exchang-
ed on favorable terms weth branches
of this association or similar associa-
tions in other countries, so that cach
may profit by its own and reciprocal-
ly by others’ advantages.”

The request involved a host of par-
ticulars, which were set forth by Mr.
Livingstone, and the commissioners
emilingly promised to look into the
matter.

An Improved Radlator

A test was made at Polson’s Engine
Works yesterday afternoon of a radiator
recently invented by J. T. Jackson of To-
ronto and Sam Jackson of St. Catharines.
A fault with radiators as at present con-
structed is that the steam “or hot water
often lies dead or stagnaunt witbin the
radiator loops, which are blind ends, and
which, consequently, prevent a free circula-
tion of the steam through them. A great
difficulty is to get rid of the air in these
loops. The presence of the air in the loops
prevents the steam circulating, and causes
half of the radiator to remain cold and
upaffected by the ingress of live steam.
The Jackson radiator has no blind ends in
the loops. The steam
one side of the
down the other side. Then it passes on to
the next loop, and repeats the same opera-
tion. The radiator Is in effect a continuous
pipe. The principle underiying its construc-
tion is exactly the same as that of a coil
or straight pipe, all the air in which Is
driven out by the steam as it enters, and
continues along the pipe. The test made
yesterday was with 60 pounds’ pressure,
and the radiator worked very satisfactorily.
Several architects were among the specta-
tors who viewed the test, and at the sug-
gestion of one.of them the inventors have
decided to submit the radiator to a low-
pressure test, such as prevalls in ordinary
steam-heating })lums. By making every
art of a radiator equally effective for
heating purposes, it Is expected that a re-
duction of nearly 050 per cent. can he
effected in thelr size and weight. This, of
course, means economy in the radlating
plant. It is proposed to form a joint stock
company fer manufacturing the new radi-
ator.
