) Santiago de Cuba’s connection with

the outside world. .

Since Sunday last, when Commdcdore
Schley found Admiral Cervera's fleet try-
ing to leave the harbor and headed off the
attempt, it has been the policy to so sur-
round the ecity and harbor that no asgist-
ance, either in supplying arms ¢r ammuni-
tion, could reach there.

On Friday afternoon Lieut. Sharp of the
Vixen, went to the place of rendezvons
and received from the Insurgents a map of
the harbor, showing the entire Cape Verde
fleet, with the exception of the destroyer
Terror, inside, and close up to the city, un-
der the protection of the guns mounted on
Blanco battery, at the northern extremity
of the harbor. The ships there, according
to this chart, are the Cristobal Colon, the
Vizcaya, the Almirante Oquendo, the Maria
Tercsa and the Reina Mercedes, .the last
named- destroyed by the American war-
ships since this despatch was written, all
crulsers of the first class, and heavlly arm-
ed, together with three torpedo boats. The
definiteness of this Information naturally
gave Commodore Schley great satisfaction.
He had known that several ships of the
enemy were there; he was not sure some

English Investors Urge the United
States to Cling to the
3 Rich Islands.

London, June 9.—Whatever may be the

Phll}pplnes would become a richer and
even more desirable possession than Cuba
The president of an important Philip
pines company, having its principle ofice
In London, who presented a. statement to
the Ambassador, discussed the question
with a representative of the Associated
Press. He gave the usual recital of ex-
tortion by the officials who go from Spain
‘to these Islands as they go to Cuba, with
the sole purpose of acquiring as mach
money as possible in the shortest time.

Upder proper treatment the Islands, al-
though consisting of several different races,
would be entirely tractable.

The greatest difficulties the United States
would encounter in managing the Islards
would come from the religious orders,
which has become accustomed to squeeze
the natives, and had accumulated mmu:h
valuable property. The present insurrece-
tion was as much an uprising against the
church as against the Government, and
wasy c¢onducted by a secret soclety, which
had Heen organized to oppose the priests,
a sopt of free masonry which had spread
throtighout the Islands.

GLENORA TO DEASE LAKE.

The Cassiar Central Railway to Be
Built Immediately—60 Miles
in Six Months.

Vancouver, B.C., June 9.—(Special.)—H.
Hirschel Cohen said to-day at Vancouver:
iThe Cassiar Central Railway, from Glenora
to Dease Lake, will be built immediately.
The headquarters will be at Dease Lake,
though enormous consignments of supplies
will be also sent to Glenora, Constructicn
will begin at once from each end. . The
road will be 99 miles long, 60 miles to be
completed in six months, and the entire
distance by August next year. The rail-
way will connect with the waterways off
the Stikine, 133 miles. Mease, Laird, Pelly
and Francis Rivers, unexplored terriory,
are believed to be rich in minerals. The
rallway will command the head of the
country between the Klondike and Mac-
kenzie Rivers. The company have ¢holce
of 700,000 acres of land, but have obtained
no rights yet. The whole country there
is open to anyone from now till 18 months
to come. The company will employ two
thousand men.

PROROGATION AT HAND

Legislators Will Wind Up Their Labors the
End of This Week.

DRUMMOND RAILWAY DEBATE HELD OVER

in .Committee of Supply-

Ottawa, June 9.—(Special.)—"I think It
would be unwise to take the Spanish army
at a disadvantage,” sald Mr. Foster ths
morning, in pleading that it would be un-
failr and unsatisfactory to debate the re-
port of the Commission of Enquiry into
the Drummond County Rallway at the late
hour .of the session, and with Opposition
members of the committee gone home.
“The Spanish army seems to be bottled
up,” sald Sir Wilfrid, following up the
bon mot as he acceded to the acting Op-
position leader’s suggestion, and left the
matter over for the session.
Mr. Foster, taking advantage of this evi-
dence of complaisancy, asked for a state-
ment as to when [prorogation would take
place. He promised to facilitate the mach-
desired end in every way, and to oppose
only the “worst” features of Government
measureg. He thought the members ‘yould
prefer to spend Sunday free from their
duties. as Commoners,
The Premier reciprocated the wish that
members counld thank God on Sunday that
the eénd had come. He engaged to take
up the remaining legislation to-day, and
the estimates to-morrow, so that the House
coilld prorogue Saturday.

The Franchise Bill
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, with certain of his
followers was in the gallery when the
House considered the Franchise bill, which
they sent back amended. Mr. Borden ex-
plained g#he impracticability of carrying out
the bil¥in Prince Edward Island,where opon
voting was In vogue. He then took up the
Solicitor-General’s reasons for refusing to
concur in the amendments. He denled the
first contention that a special revision was
provided for. It simply allowed .a right
of appeal. But perhaps his strongest pro-
test was offered against the last Ministeri-
al reason for mon-acceptance of the amend-
Iment. It mead: That the passage of the
amendment by the Senate, after its rejec-
tion by the House of Commons, Is incon- |
sistent with the undoubted right and privi- |
lege of this House to determine the pria-
ciples of the "franchise under which its
members are elected, and is-the more un-
‘'warranted in that the country emphatically
pronounced in favor of the priucipie
of the blil. Such a principle, he regumed,
would preclude the Senate from. discussing
the measure. If the Senate could discuss
it they could amend it. If not, its fuuc-
tlons were merely nominal. The Minis-
ter's was a dangerous doctrine to teach.
The statement that the Government had
been returned on the principle of the fran-
chise was incorrect, The bill was not the
issue at the lagt election, whlchwreturned
the Liberals to power, and therefore the
Senate could not be accused of ignoring a
mandate from the people.

Misapprehension Said Mr. Blair.

The Senate, according to the Minister of
Rallways, who replied, labored under rmn
entire misapprehension of the intenflon of
the bill for their amendment struck at the
very root of its principle, that of using the
provincial lists. “I' maintain,” sald he,
“that it would be utterly Impossible to
engraft these amendments without destroy-
ing the effect of the bill.”

Mr. McNeill Defended the Senate.

Mr. McNelll justified the action of the
Senate by polinting out the precedent of the’
British House of Lords, which had thrown
out Mr. Gladstone’s Home Rule bill, a bill
which had been the issue upon which Mr.
Gladstone had been returned to power. The
Conservative party In Great Britain had
been returned to power at the next elec-
tion with the largest majority of the past
balf-century after Its rejection,

Mr, Fraser Called Down,

Mr. Fraser of Guysboro had never heard
a word of objection from Conservatives to
the lists In Nova Scotia. The Senate had
no right to insist as to who could vote for
members of the Commons. No greater dis-
play of pnrtlaanéhlp had ever been made
in the Commons than the Red Chamber had
shown, Whatever he meant by it, the Aca-
dlan glant went on, among other harsh
things, to say that the Senators were

The Congregational Union opened their
‘second day of business yesterday, with the
election of a chalrman for 1899. Two can-
didates presented themselves, Rev, T. B.
Hyde, the tall and handsome pastor of
Northern Congregational Church, and Rev,
J. W. Pedley -of London, short and dark,
iwith a great shock of black hair, anl a
full face of striking originality. The first
‘ballot left the Indecisive showing of 15
to 20. Both candidates, in speeches that
indicated that each had a longing cye cn
the plum, now spoke in favor of the other,
and the ballot, again resorted to, selected
the Londonr man, ;

The New Chairman.

Mr. Pedley was born in Durham, Eng-
land, 42 years ago. He was educated at
McGill College and the Theological Col~
lege in Montreal, and, after three years in
Georgetown, where he married, went out to
Vancouver. ‘In 1803 he spent four months
at Oxford Unlversity and eight months tra-
veling in Italy and Switzerland, and then
returned to London, Ont., where he has
dabored since.

Mr. Madill's Case.

The next affair to stir the pulse of the
delegates was the reading by Rev. Mr,
Hyde of the report of the special commit-
tee on the standing of Rev. Mr. Madill.
The committee, the document declared, had
found that his conduct. had not been tkat
of a Christlan minister; that his language
had been so extravagant at times that It
was difficult to distinguish It from false-
hood; that he was selfish and over-bearing,
and inclined to apply the rule, *“an eye for
an eye and a tooth for a tooth.” In face
of all of which, the committee recommend-
ed that the name of Rev, Mr, Madlll be
struck ‘from the roll.

Nothing could exceed the gravity of the
assembled ministers at the conclusion of
this modern “bull of excommunication.”
An oppressive silence filled the church, save
for the nervous laughing of a few women.
The man, however, most affected by It, sat
a little apart to the left of the platform,
leaning his arms over the seat in front of
him, and befriended by only two of his
church officers. His face throughout the
reading of the charges was as unmoved as
marble, and the only feeling observable
was in the hervous twitching of his fingess.

‘Will B~ Heard in Defence.

Rev. Mr. McKillican now moved that the
finding be referred to the Membership Com-
mittee and Mr. Madill be heard in his de-
fence on Friday morning, all of which was

This broke the spell of theologicai odium
and Rev, Mr. Wookey of Zion Church and
another minister had the courage to get
up and, walking over to the condemned
minister, take him by the hand.

Government Does Nothing in the
Matter—A Senator’s Narrow Es-
cape~Ottawa Notes.

A declaration of service must be
made before a justice of the peace by the
applicant, and also a declaration of a
comrade, who has knowledge of the
applicant’s service, will be forwarded to
the department. Only one medal will ke
issued to any individual. With each
medal there will be a clasp.

Santiago de Cuba the Objective
Point—American Vessels Have Cat
All Cables~Ensign Pnlme; Coni-
mended for Bravery—Lieut. Hob-
son Still a Prisoner of War.

On board the Assoclated I’ress despatch
boat Dauntless, off Santiago de Cuba, Wed-
nesday night, June 8 (via Kingston, Jamal-
ca, June $.).~Communication between the
Island of Cuba and the outer world was
severed yesterday. The Kingston-Santlago
cable was cut on Monday and the Marble-
head, Yankee and St. Louis cut the
Haytien cable,
Bay yesterday. The ends were buoyed and
Rear Admiral Sampson can establisa direct
communication with Washington. Toe
Marblehead also engiged apd drove a small
Spanish gunboat into’ Guantanamo barbor
and shelled and reduced the antiquated for-
tifications, ™

The insurgents co-operated on the land-
side.

nition and protection of the British Gov-
ernment, whether a British clitizen or not.
A case of this character would be reported
to the Britfsh Embassy here, but it has not
been reported up to this time.

every advantage of our natural situation
as the nearest source of supply for
Britain, and insist upon our common
carriers adjusting their freights accord-
ingly.

Mr. Macdonald estimates the -present
average freight per head at $26 from
Canada, $20 from the States and $32
from Argentina, .and the average dis-
tances to be respectively 8825, 4296 and
7200 miles.

What is wanted right away is light
to see the springs of this artificial state
of aflairs.

George Webber ;Snper-nnunted.

T about 11 o'clock yesterday morning
the ministerial sesion was sitting. -At that
hour it broke up and with the exception of
the ExaminingCommittee, the ministers and
the laymen present, engaged In friendly
chat. During the session Rev, George
Webber, of Queen-street east church, asked
for and was granted permission to be plac-
ed on the superannuation list. A compli-
mentary resolution on conferenee relations
setting forth the services the reverend geu-
tleman had rendeted the cause during his
40 years of active work, was adopted by
a standing vote, after which Drs. Potts,
Blackstock, Parker and Langford, and
Messrs. Bishop, Allen and Young jr., spoke
It testimony of the zealous work of Mr.
Webber. Mr. Webber made a feeling reply,
in which he expressed the hope iuat ue
might still find an opportunity to work for
the church,

Rev. W. Thornley, Toronto; Rev. w. C.
Washington, Barrie, and Rev. J. B - Met-
calfe were, at their own request, superan-
nuated for one year.

Revs. W. W. Walker, Torento; J. B.
Gardiner, Orangeville, and George A. Rut-
ledge, Brantford, were, at their own re-
quest, left without stations for a year.

Eligibility for Women.

At 8 o'clock the general session opened,
Dr. Stone in the chair, and Secretary Dr.
Campbell -and Assistant Rev. B 8. Rowe,
busy with the pen. After the roll had been
called, showing more than 300 voting mem-
bers present, the chairman read a question
that had been handed up to him by Rev.
Dr. Langford. The question was: s a
woman eligible for election by an annual
district meeting to membership in an an-
nual conference?”’

The chairman’s ruling was: ‘‘Women are
ineligible to membership in the annual con-
ference of the Methodist Church.”

The woman who was indicated by this
question was Miss Mary Newton of the
Fuclid-avenue Church. She was present in
the gallery.

Mr. J. W. 8t. John, who was chairman of
the body that elected Miss Newton, said
he was satisfled with the chairman’s
ruling.

Dr. Chown said this woman was elected
by the lay representatives. He submitted

| their complex relition to the land whence
'they draw life and being, their literature,
| their commercial genius, thelr capacity for
government, that great land with a great
"history, with a record of unflagging valor,
| with an unrivalled career of success in
peace and war, and with the best sallors
-and the most formidable ironclads in the
world. [Cheers.]

My friend, Mr. Clarke Wallace, has spo-
ken of Sir John Macdonald's personal kind-
mess. If I have any fitness to speak on
the subject of his Jife it is because I was
honored by his political .and personal
frienéship, and although among the humbl-
est of his followers, there was none more
loyal. The bicgrapher who shall attempt
to give a portrait of the man will have
an all but impossible task, N6 words
cculd convey any idea of the geniality and
good-fellowship of his soclal intercourse.
He was one of the readiest and wittiest of
men, the most delightful personality,
the most charming soclal essence
whom I have ever met, and I have met
all sorts and classes of men the world
over. The sculptor has given him to you
here as he was when he walked the street
or addressed an assemblage, But what
» sculptor could arrest the varying traits of
‘ that mobile countenance, what skill trans-
fer to rock or bronze the humorous, kindly
twinkle of that eye? What artist could
portray the exquisite sweetness of that
smile? What genius seize that unspeakable
charm, which defies analysis, which we
speak of vaguely as magnetism, and which
in him_ was so perfect that it used to be
said he had only to put bhis hand on a
man's shoulder and the man he touched
becansp his friend for life? 1 have seen
him i4 mapy parts and in many lights, and
I can truly say of him, as was said of a
great statgsman with whom he had much
ir .common, that though a master of fin-
esse, he could “smile without art and win
without a bribe.”” [Applause.]

Versatility is the truest note of _genins.
He was a many-sided man. He had a his-
trionic talent of a high erder—was well read

in lterature; hag Indeed a fine literary
scnse. His power of repartee was never at
a loss; his humor was exuberant. With
all those lighter graces he was a heavy-
welght on the battlefield of politics; Whl.lo
in council his.sagacity stamped him as a
master mind, If there were the power not
to give mere outliné—but could the sculp-
tor embody for us all he was, then when
the millions of the Kmpire shall have
become billlons, when that Empjire shail
have, as it grows larger, become more com-
pact, and its greatness shall be to that
©of to-day what the greatness of to-day is
to that of the Henrys, should the Prime
Minister of that yet more #paclous time

be would say: “You were my equal.’”” The
man of literary tastes would see one who
loved and understood Shakespeare, who
revelled in the great epochs of English Iit-
erature; the artist could address him as
a kindred spirit, and the Yorick of the
day, wont to set the table in a roar, could
say to him, “You were my brother;" and
better than all this he had the large kind-
iy human heart which brought him into
closest touch with the poorest citizen in
the land. [Cheers.] 2

But none of these gifts was that which
distinguished him above all other men.
Other men have been as ready, as witty,
as humorous;. other men have found time,
while engaged In heavy labors to study
literature and poetry; other men have had
the domestic character  which could forg:t
the flercest political strife In the sweetness
of home and family affection; other men
have been as sleepless in courtesy, as fine
in -exquisite urbanity; bhut no political
leader that I have known or-read of has
had the same power of inspiring, not loyailty
merely, but love In his followers. His
party had for him a filial devotion, a
family affection, and this love was so
strong and genujne that even what was
considered - bad treatment did not Iim-
pair it, ;

In 1874 a well-known citizen of Toronto
made a dinmer party, I fear for the pur-
pose of bringing me within the circling
spell of the great enchanter. At the table
he was full of gaiety. He talked, he joked,
he was reminiscent, Some small circum-
Stfance was mentioned and a lady opposite
to me said she had not heard of it. I said:
‘It .was In The Globe.” ‘‘But,” she saild,
“I. did not see it. I stick to The Mail.”
‘A most appropriate thing, Madam, for a
Iady to do,”” sald Sir John, and we all
laughed. .

8ir John Macdonald loved ‘the soclety of
ladles and he never got so old that he did
not like to have pretty girls around bim.
For myself, I sympathize with that senti-
ment. I love to see the ladles at all meet-
ings. and public functions. Their presence
refines, beautifies, inspires.

You bring bright days of youth before me,

The days now gone beyond recall,

When beauty fling her fetters o'er me,
I came, responsive to her call. [Laugh-
ter and cheers.]

When we got to the drawing-room Sir
John Macdonald was all grace—the man of
wit who is also a man of soclety. Presently
the future of Canada and the Empire was
mentioned and he became grave and earn-
est. He discussed with weighty elogquence
prospects, Canadian and Imperial. He drew
a plicture of a time when Canada would have
ten or twelve millions; when the Australian
colonies would each be in bulk a nation
and would form a great confederation;
When New Zealand would be of national
significance; when South Africa would be
of great importance in wealth and popula-
tion. Springing to his feet, his slight figure
trembling with enthusiasm, he sketched out
a world-wide confederacy of British nations,
with England at the head, and cried, as he
rubbed his hands: “That’s the time, Mr.
Davin, when I'd like to be coming up.”’
[Chbeers.]

I-have spoken of his principles. What
were his principles? They have been refer-
red to by Father Ryan, by Mr. Robinson,
by Mr. Wallace, by Mr. Whitney. His first
great principle was the soldifying, elevat-
ing, unifying, expanding and bulwarking of
the British FPmpire, which presents to the
world the noblest example of ordered free-
dom. Then came, not as inferior, or even
secondary, but as part of this. great idea,
the advancement of Capada, © materially,
morally, spiritually. ~He had the clearest
grasp of the problems of popular govern-
ment of any man I have ever known and
his leading and native capacity had made
He
knew that a ruler of men must be just and

net exclusive. But it is not merely with
statesmen you have to compare him. Mr.
Chairman mentioned Gladstone—one of the
greatest men of the century, or ‘ndeed, of
any time—a man of marvellous range, yet
he was a destructive statesman, whereas
Bir John Macdonald, without his oppor-
tunities and without some of his gifts, but
with a touch of truer genius, belonged to
the constructive order. [Hear, hear.]
Among founders of states, side by side with
Alfred and Solon, he can be placed, and as
an empire-builder he belongs to the same
category as Bismarck. [Cheers.]

1 have spoken of his earnestness. He was
Hke 'a noble gquarry, the mineral wealth in
whose heart cannot be judged by the sur-
face stone. He belonged in truth to a class
of men whose very greatness will not allow
them to wear their deepest feelings on the
gleeve. The noble woman who made part
of his force, and whose devotion will never
be forgotten, always spoke of him as a rell-
gious man, and I have heard slight souls
sneer at this. Sir, religion is the politics
of eternity, politics the religion of time,
and you cannot act with a complete full-
orbed duty .n the one sphere without re-
gard to the other. Be assured of this; it
is not merely -the professedly devout who
feel the meed of leaning on God—and no
man needs His aid and guidance,the strength
to endmre, the power to act, which come
from contact with the spiritual world, more
than those engaged in governing men.
Strewn as their path is with
difficulties, disappointments, treachery, in-
gratitude, faint-heartedness—called on, &s
they are, in hours of gloom, to encourage
and inspire others—at every step needing
fortitude and patience, how are they go-
ing to stand four-square against all the
blasts that blow—unmoved by the loud
world’s random mock—unconfounded by
calamity’s hugest waves, unless they feel
that with them, ‘behind them, supporting
them, are the eternal forces of the uni-
verse? [Cheers.] Though Sir John Mac-
donald, like Disraeli and Lincoln, was ac-
customed at times to show to the world
specific levity rather than specific gravity—
[laughter]—though he loved to jest—his
oharacter was profoundly earnest. What is
true humor but the ripplé.on the surface
of a soul whose depths and resources and
terrors are thus velled; by attractive
playfulness and allusive smiles? It is only
the second-class man who finds it- neces-
sary, in order that the world shall take
him seriously, to wear a countenance a
mile and a half long. [Laughter and
cheers.]

I wish to do simple justice. It has often
been said he was a fortunate man—and hg
himself loved to regard himself as lucky,
People said he was born under a lucky
star. But man is his own best star, and
in the life of successful men what is called
luck, could we pierce beneath the onter
covering, would be seen to be the beroic
will and the sleepless energy acting npon
and controlling circumstances. Mind is the
great factor. It Is master of time. It tri-
umphs over-even death. There were times
in the life of Sir John Macdonald when bet-
ting men would have given long odds he
was gone, but he came up again smiling,
{Cheers.] The buoy had only dipped with
the wave, and the next moment was rid-

ing the sea. Why was this? Because, like

‘Disraell, he was a man of great wit and

Will without wit is the bow
without the arrow; wit- without will, the
arrow without the bow; but when you
have them both combined, you have a man
who can do anything, wbtose spirit does not
droop at first or second or third failures;
is never daunted by difficulties, and who
as he rises superior to the one. and scatters
the others from before him, cries, with
Edgnund Burke: “Nitor in adversum. I battle
with the fates themselves—is the motto
for a man like me.” [Cheers.] Yet, suec-
cessful as he was, he had to die in order

that he should recelve his trye freedom—

tolerant, /hat his spirit must be inclusive,*

that undivided national homage shou!d flow
out unrestraired.

Seven years have passed since he went to
his grave; seven years since the anguish
of a nation and the sorrow of clvilized man
were poured forth. If those bronzed lips
could speak; if those ears could hear; If I
could cherish the bellef of the Greeks that
on such occasions as the present the’spirits
of the departed hover about their monu-
ments, I would address my dead leader and
say: ‘“Oh! illustrious leader, when the
grave closed on you envy was hushed, and
death put its cold hand on the mouth of
the calumniator; the ghoul of the press and
the party vampire have sought victims else~
where, and iy
“Dearest, now thy brows are cold,

All see thee as thou art, and know

Thy llkeness to the wise below,

Thy kindred with the great of old.”
[Tremendous applause.]

Sir John Macdonald entered public hfe
in 1844. From that time until his death
the history of Canada was the history of
'his achievements. The seignorial tenure
;wu satisfactorily removed, the clergy re-
‘serves equitably dealt with, the Northwest
i Territories acquired and developed, Confed-
leration accomplighed, the C.P.R. built, all
‘under his guiding hand. And not the least
af his great services he gave to Canadians
ithe National Policy. [Loud applause.] It
!1s to-day no treason to exalt him for that,
{for to-day Grits and Torles alike throw
\up their hats for the National Poliey, Sir
|John Macdonald was one of those men who
'gave color and form to history. When he
entered public life in Montreal sniyping

000 tons. In 1844 the total value of the

The police authcrities desire that all bi-
cyclists should make themselves familiar
with the ' following facts: (1) Under the
Ontario Statutes, in all cities with over
100,000 inhabitants, bicyclists going east
and south have the right of way over bi-/
cyclists going north and west, but not over
vehicles; (2) bicyclists violating this rule
are liable Tor damages if accidents oceur,
and also lay themselves open to the charge
of criminal negligence. It has been decided
by the police to see, as far as they pos-
sibly can, that the statute regarding right
of way is rigidly enforced.

White, and Judge Morson, on the hearing
of the case, refused to receive .evidence as
to the quality of the wheat, but declared
that the plaintiff had given no undertak-
ing that the remainder of the wheat was
to be up to the grade of the sample. The
l‘;n{e’r, e held, Has bought the load in
ulk.

At to-day’s meeting a resolution was car-
ried, asking the-Council of the Board to
move for a new trial of the action, and in
case the judgment is found to be good law
the Attorney-General of the province will
be requested to alter the statute.
