‘Ihat the law as it now stands in
assessing personal property or income is
unjust, impracticable and impossible of
equalization; that ne basis is given to
the assessor upon which his judgment
can be brought to bear as in the as-
sessing of real property; that each per-
make an annual return of personal pro-
perty or income should be required to
lake an annual return of personal pro-
perty or income to the assessment de-
partment, as is required in Great Brit-
ain and the United States; that all in-
corporated companies, including banks,
should be assessed as other individuals
or partnerships; that the revenue of per-
sons from Dominion, provineial or muni-
cipal bonds should be assessed as other
personal property or income.

In speaking to his resolution, Mr. Pratt
sald it was impossible, under the present
Assessment Act to arrive at any true esti-
mate of the value of the pPersonalty of a
man, because there was no true basis on
which to work. He was opposed to the cx-
emption of banks. He thought they should
pay taxes on personalty.

City Solicitor Mackelcan, in seconding
the motlon, said he believed it would be
easy to make a personalty 'assessment if
the exemptions for goods, mortgaged or wot
paid for, weare removed. The tax should
also be based on a lower scale.

Mayor Walters of Lindsay agreed with
the former speakers.

Assessor Dodson of St. Catharines was
not so strongly opposed to the act, but Le
thought the clause exempting from taxa-
tion stock amounts up to $400 ought to te
abolished.

A Reporter’s Testimony,

The first witness who was called to the
bar to-day was the orter, Rasset, whom
the. Matin sent to London to iuterview
Major Count Ferdinand Walsin Esterhazy.
The witness deposed that Esterhazy con-
fessed to him that he wrote the bordereau
under orders from Col. Sandherr, who was
then chief of the Secret Intelligence
Bureau. The order, Esterhazy said, was to
catch the traitor at the headquarters of
the general staff, who Kstornacy after-
Dreyfus.

Carriere here burst out with an extra-
ordinary protest against Major Esterhazy's
lig’nuations against Col. "Sandherr.

A Ridiculous Pretension.

M. Labori, however, ignored this protest,

Carriere Interrupted.

M. Trariéux,.on alluding to the border-
eau, was interrupted by Major Carriere,
who said that while he opposed direct of-
ficial application to foreign governments
for documents mentioned in the bordereau,
yet, if by a side wind tse documents cou'd
be produced, he certainly would be per-
scnally much pleased.

Bible
woman made 17 visits to the Police Court,
11 to the jall and 5 to the reformatory
during the month. She also made 113 calls
and had 408 interviews with female prison-
ers.
