The Islander left Skaguay laqt Wed­
nesday evening, going by way of the 
Lynn Canal. An Iceberg was struck 
as the boat emerged from the mouth 
of the canal, off the south end of Doug­
las Island, at 2.16 a.m. on Aug. 15. The 
crash came suddenly. It was so violent 
that the door of nearly every state­
room was driven home with such force 
that the terror-stricken passengers,when 
they tried to gain the deck, found them­
selves blocked. So swiftly did the boat 
settle that many persons were left In 
the rush and went down with the ship. 
Capt. Foote Jumped from the vessel a» 
she settled and was lost.

No Truth In the Rumor of Consoli­
dation of Certain Bank».

Many of those who perished were 
carried down with the ship. Others were 
killed by the exploding boiler after 
they had been taken off by the small 
boats, but could not push away from 
the sinking ship In time.

The six bats and two life rafts were 
promptly lowered and all available cork 
jackets torn down and distributed 
among the passengers as soon as the 
stewards were given the alarm and 
could get among the passengers.

The officers and the engineers, with 
seme of their respective crews, who_had 
assisted them, took to the water as 
the stern went under, the ship having; 
gone down head first. They were after­
wards saved by boats returning from 
the shore.

In spite of Its being in the early hours 
of the morning and quite dark, there 
appears to have been little or no con­
fusion or excitement. The boats land­
ed the people on the southern end of 
Douglas Island and the chief officer 
and the engineer called f~r volunteers 
to pull to Juneau for assistance, where 
they obtained two steamers and prompt 
attention In way of food, clothing and 
restoratives, and despatched them to 
the scene of the disaster.

SOME URGENT CITY NEEDS.
As the holiday season is nearly over,

The Ottawa Journal, in trying to dis­

cover the reason of Canada’s small Increase 
in population, demands answer from pro­
tectionists, and goes far afield In a rather 
doubtful effort to score a point for free 
trade. After pointing out that “the show­
ing Is the worst Canada has made since 
Confederation,” The Journal says:

Despite the fact that the population 
is larger, the country wealthier and 
national expenditures enormously in­
creased, the addition to population has 
been smaller in actual numbers during 
the past ten years than during the pre­
vious decade; and was smaller dur.ng 
that decade than in the preceding one. 
Despite a nominally considerable immi­
gration, Canada cannot show an In­
crease of population equivalent to what 
should be the excesses of births over 
deaths, apart from immigration alto­
gether. Excepting France, we show 
the smallest rate of growth In numbers 
of any civilized country, 
with our ten and a half per cent, of In­
crease, crowded Britain, tho losing hun­
dreds of thousands by emigration, shows 
over 12 per cent, Australia 19 per cent., 
the United States 21 per cent, why?
The United States, the moat highly pro­

tected country In the world, has increased 
faster than any other country. Why?

It is not so easy to answer either of the 
“whys.” But there are people In this 
country who believe that the Liberals, 
while in opposition during the first half 
of the decode just closed, did enormous 
harm to Canada’s interests by shouting 
from one end of the country to the other 
that the Conservative government was min­
ing the country, and that our young men 
were being driven across the border in 
thousands to earn a living. That, doubt­
less, had a good deal of influence. The fact 
Is that young men are fond of adventure 
and change, and will seek fortunes away 
from home in any event, unless the way 
Is open to good things in their own coun­
try. The exodus does not seem to have 
stopped even yet, when the .country Is 
prosperous. Another reason may be found 
in the fact that Industries have been pros­
perous In Britain and on the Continent for 
a large portion of the ten years just closed, 
and the people have remained in their own 
countries, whereas during the previous de 
cade there was a world-wide depression, 
which caused a large emigration, and, un­
fortunately, for Canada, the larger number 
went to the United States.

Instead of following the flag, it appgnrs 
that people follow capital and enterprise. 
With a tithe of the amount of capital 
which British moneyed men poured into the 
United States half a century ago brought 
Into Canada now.our great resources would 
be developed and population would speed­
ily follow. The British capitalist is very 
conservative and fears to take risks, and 
so It is that the large industries now being 
developed in this country are due to United 
States capital to a large extent.

It is a good deal easier to ask why than 
to tell why.

Closely connected with the development 

of the suburban lines is the extension of 
the city system outwards towards the city 
limits. If we admit that suburban rail­
ways will benefit the city then we should 
encourage their construction by the ex­
tension of the city lines to such points os 
will afford the suburban lines the neces­
sary connection with the city system. 
Two new suburban lines would be started 
almost Immediately xlf the city tracks were 
extended to the limits. The only thing 
that blocks the immediate construction of 
a suburban line thru York Township by 
way of Avenue-road, St. Clalr-avenue and 
other thorofares is the failure of the 
Council to authorize the extension of the 
Avenue-road line to the city boundary 
along that thorofare. The distance be­
tween the present terminal and the city 
boundary is only a few hundred feet. If 
the Council would authorize the laying of 
tracks on this short gap the long-talk- 
of extension to Upper Canada College 
and Mount Pleasant Cemetery would be 
immediately undertaken, with exten­
sions before long westward along St. Clatir- 
aveuue and northerly via Forest Hill Road. 
The City Council has only to say the word, 
and a new suburban line serving the north­
west part of the township will be started 
at once.t The plans for going ahead with 
this line are perfected, and the authority 
of the Council to lay a few yards of 
track is all that Is needed to see the work 
undertaken in a practical way.

Another extension of the city system 
that should be ordered at once is the East 
Gerrard-street line, from Pape-avenue to 

• the city limits at Greenwood-avenue. This 
extension was specifically set out In the 
agreement of 1891, and there is no justifi­
cation for the long delay that has taken 
place in regard to it. The completion of 
this work would mean the early construc­
tion of a suburban line thru East Toronto 
Village, the Danforth Road, Little York 
and the Township of Scarboro, and ulti­
mately to Unionville, Markhaim and Stouff- 
vJlle.

It Is admitted thfit the opening of a third 
inter-urban line woiild add handsomely to 
the revenue. The average increase in 
gross earnihgfl made In 1899 and 1900 is 
14% per cent., and, taking thé lùcfease for 
the current year as 12 per cent., the aver­
age rate Of increase for the three years 
would be 13.66 per cent. In the following 
table the actual results for the years 1897, 
1698, 1899 and 1900 are given.
