2. "That, as the anticipated political relationship of these Provinces may 
strengthen Romanism In Eastern Canada, it is important to place this Society in a 
position to extend its agencies for the evangelization of our beloved fellow subjects 
of French origin, viz : the circulation of the Scriptures, the preaching of the Gospel, 
and the religious training of the young, that it may thus counteract a system of 
error so subversive of their best interests, socially or individually, and save this 
country from those evils to which the history of Romanism in other lands, shows it 
would most certainly be exposed."

Moved by Rev. R. Irvine, D.D., seconded by Rev. S. B. Gundy,
3. Resolved, “That as the Divine blessing, which alone can make the means em­

ployed for the spread of the Gospel successful, is promised in answer to prayer, a 
solemn duty rests upon those interested in the advancement of the Redeemer's King­
dom, to pray that God would graciously pour out His Spirit in copious effusion upon 
all the agencies employed by this and kindred Societies for the evangelization of the 
French Canadian people.”

The Pupils from Fointc-aux-Trembles sung several hymns during the 
evening, and the Rev. Messrs. Vernon and Lafieur delivered addresses in 
French. The collection taken up amounted to $103.60. After the Dox- 
ology the Rev. D. IT. McVicar pronounced the Benediction.
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TWENTY-EIGHTH ANNUAL REPORT.

With feelings of deep gratitude to God who has been graciously pleased 
to follow with His blessing the labors of the Mission through another year, 
and with prayerful confidence in Him for the future, the Committee now 
present to their friends the following Report. Attention is called to the dif­
ferent Departments, arranged as usual under their respective heads.

DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION.
The experience of another year strengthens the conviction of the value 

of efforts made in this direction for the evangelization of the French 
Canadians. Our Mission schools afford opportunities for reaching the mind 
with Divine truth when it is most susceptible of impression. The pupils 
enlightened by the inductions thus received are not only blessed themselves 
but made a blessing to others. The results of last year, and facts ascertained 
about those of former ones, fully corroborate this, and indicate to the Com­
mittee the duty of maintaining and if possible increasing the efficiency of 
their Mission Schools.

BOYS INSTITUTE AT POINTE-AUX-TREMBLE6.

The session of this school which opened on the 17th of October, 1865, 
closed on the 3rd of May last. There were in attendance during the 
winter fifty-five boys, of whom forty.four were present from the commence­
ment until the close.

The present session of the Boys’ Institute opened on the 15th of Octo­
ber. The names of fifty-two scholars have been registered, and more aro 
still expected. Of these, forty-seven are now in attendance, of whom twenty- 
four arc new pupils. Seven Roman Catholic children were induced to 
attend by the influence of English Protestants. The Committee feel that 
important assistance could be thus rendered to help on this great work and 
encourage our devoted Missionaries, if English speaking Christians were only 
fully awake to their solemn responsibilities.

The Rev. Mr. Vernon continues Principal of the school, and Mr. 
Rivurd, Head Master. Mr. Lachance occupies his position of last winter, as 
Assistant Teacher. Mr. Geoffroi was employed up to the first of January, but 
as the classes under his charge were then sufficiently advanced to be taught 
with others, he has been removed to Belle-Rivière, where his services arc 
more required. Madame Vernon, as heretofore, ably superintends the house­
hold arrangements, aided by her daughter, Miss Sarah Vernier.
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From Mr. Vernon’s reports we make the following extracts : —
Speaking of the present session, he says : “ The school is in a prosperous state. 

Wc have more scholars in attendance than we had at the same time .ast year, while 
*lso fewer of those who entered have left. Never before have I seen the boys animated 
by a better spirit ; they are quiet and docile, attending regularly meetings for prayer 
snstained by the pupils themselves. Three or four only give us any trouble. Two or 
three have expressed a desire to study for the ministry.’1

In April last Mr. Vernon communicates the following interesting fact*:
11 Last Sabbath we admitted to the fellowship of the Church one young brother 

who has been for some time on trial. On the same day J. P. was proposed to the 
Church for admission. His serious impressions date from the edifying visit of the 
Missionaries to us at the the last anniversary."

11 I received a letter from one of our old scholars the other day giving me au in­
teresting account of himself and some others in his vicinity. He was not a very pro­
mising boy while at the school, and we had heard nothing about him since. He writes 
me, t£at there are eight young men in" the village where he resides reading the Testa­
ment in secret, and says : 'The version I have is Martin's, send me two copies of De 
Saey's. You will be obliged to send me them by the Stage, and you must be careful to do 
so as secretly as possible, because if a person were known here to love the Gospel they 
wonldgive him no work. They would say to him, Yon are a Protestant, die then if you 
continue so! I wonld like you to send me these Testaments, and at the same time, tell 
me if it is written in the Gospel that when St. Véronique wiped the face of the Saviour, 
with her hankerebief during his agony, his likeness remained upon it ? I have re­
plied to his note and sent him the Testaments, praying that God would bless his 
word to these awakening souls. If the friends who aid us could fully understand the 
opposition and difficulties we meet with in our work they would sympathize more 
with ni."

" You will remember that last year I mentioned the case of a young man from
R.----- , who has been with us for two years. His faithful witnessing for the Truth,
both amomgst bis relatives and neighbours, has had much to do in bringing about the 
following interesting events Last year, some Canadians employed by Americans 
lumbering in the Parish, asked permission of the Priest to work on All Saints Day, a 
great holiday amongst Roman Catholics. The request was granted, and the people
worked all day, to the great offence of neighbouring parishes which said that 1 R-----
had become Protestant.’ This fall the same favor was asked of the Priest, but he refused 
to grant it without the consent of the Bishop ; ultimately consent was given by him, on 
condition that the people would attend a low Mass in the morning ; to this they agreed, 
beard the Mass ar.d went to work. But this is not all; the other parishioners followed 
their example and worked at ploughing, threshing grain, and other things, not only on 
All Siints Day, but also on All Souls Day, without applying for permission to the Priest 
or Bishop! A person from this Parish came to me on Saturday and told me he wished 
to spend Sabbath with us, and did so, being present at our meetings, for worship, and 
at the Sabbath School. On Monday before leaving he applied for the admission of 
two of bis children to the school. This man was one of those employed by the 
lumbermen, shewing that the minds of the Canadians are not every where dor­
mant. The Lord is using divers means to awaken them. At R-----he seems to be
employing our young brother P. for this purpose, also the imprudence of the Priest 
and the influence of these Americans!"

“ Two boys belonging to the village after returning home when the school was 
closed, were strongly pressed by their parents to go to Mass and Confession. For some 
time they stood their ground and protested against the errors of Romanism, but
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were at last compelled to meet the Priest, whose questions and arguments thejr answer­
ed by quoting text® of Scripture. So well did they reply, that their mother has left 
off going to Confession and to Mass, although she is very quiet about the matter. K 
appears that the two boys, one twelve years of age and the other thirteen, have made 
a deep impression upon her. One of her sisters who died during the summer, before 
her death, asked often, not for the Priest hut for tire “ Swiss.” They turned, however, a 
deaf ear to her entreaties. When delirious she often believed we were in the house and 
would reproach them vehemently for not permitting us to care for her. She breathed 
lier Inst uttering regrets that she could not converse with us. The family Lave tried to 
keep this a secret, but enough has transpired in relation to this dying scene to shew 
us that it was a striking and solemn one, and left deep in;pres=ions upon those who 
witnessed it.

lilltbs’ SCHOOL.

Through the session of this school, which closed in May last, thirty pu­
pils were in attendance. This winter, however, owing in great part to the 
uncertainty of Mrs. Morel accepting the position of Principal, and the 
lateness of her arrival, only twenty-one names have as yet been registered. 
From the Twenty-fifth Annual Report of our esteemed Montreal Radies’ Aux 
diary, with whom your Committee, shares the management of ♦he. Girls’ 
School, we. make the following extracts: —

“ Your Committee have to express their sincere regret that Mdlle Fluhmanu, the 
late Principal of the school, has ceased to be connected with your Society. Her ar­
dent love of the Mission, and her systematic and zealous efforts for the benefit of tbe 
pupils rendered her in every respect equal to the position she held as Directress.

At the close of the Session for 1865-0 Mdlle Kluhmaun reported, “ That with re­
fermée to the routine of the Institution, as in the preceding year, the pupils under her 
rare were divided into three classes. The two junior divisions were taught by her 
young assistants, formerly pupils iu the school, and the senior class by herself. Mr. 
Rivard continued his lessons in singing, but for want of time could not give in­
struction in the English language, this however had been faithfully discharged by 
one of the more advanced pupils, competent to do so."

The Committee of the Ladies’ Auxiliary express their great satisfac • 
tion at the simple and striking manner in which Mr. Vernon conducted the 
Bible lessons. The superintendence of household matters confided to Miss. 
Trudeau, had notwithstanding the increase of work, consequent upon the 
severe illness of Miss Fluhmann, been most satisfactorily performed.

The general conduct of the pupils is stated by the late Principal to have 
been good, and the hope was cherished that God would bless the good seed 
cast into these young hearts so that it may produce fruit to His glory.

While your Committee sympathises in the regret expressed at the loss 
to the Mission of Miss Fluhmann’s services, they also feel, with the Ladies’ 
Auxiliary, that the session of 1866-7 opens under very favorable cirtum 
stances. Mrs. Moret, who some years since resigned the charge of the school 
with a view of restoring her health by a residence in her native city, Geneva, 
has returned, at. the urgent request of. both Committees, and ably 
seconded by Miss Moret, has re-entered upon her duties with renewed vigor 
and interest, They would also record their high appreciation of the kind­
ness of the Ladies in charge of the School at Geneva, in which Mrs. Moret
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and her daughter were engaged, and by whom they were much valued, for 
relinquishing their claims upon them when made aware of our pressing need.

The study of the B'Mo, a portion of which is committed to memory 
each day continues to be *hc distinguishing feature of the school. Every 
effort is also being made to render it a model for those who arc preparing 
to teach.

The Committee arc often made aware of the deep feeling of gratitude 
and (.Section with which the Mission schools arc remembered by those who 
have been trained in them. The following anonymous letter written in a 
female hand and containing $5, received by the Treasurer affords a pleasing 
instance of this.

" The close of a year is a period of all o’licrs when we look hack over the past. 
In doing so now for myself 1 cannot but recall with gratitude the time 1 studied in 
your Institutions at Pointe-aux-Treinbles. 1 often ask what would become of tho 
children of yonr missionaries and the Canadians who live among Romanists isolated 
witnesses for the Gospel, if it were not for these schools. 1 bless God that he has 
put it into the hearts of His children to sustain such establishments. I cannot refrain 
from saying to you,—Be of good courage ? You arc doing a work which will receive 
a recompense from on High ! Enclosed you will receive $5, which I beg you to ac­
cept as a small tribute of the profound feelings of gratitude with which 1 remember 
your society."

An Old Scholar of your Institute.
PUBLIC EXAMINATION.

The Annual Public Examination of both schools took place on 
Thursday the 3rd of May, in the presence of a large number of friends who 
came from Montreal for that purpose. The pupils were arranged in the 
large hall of the Institute. After a hymn was sung by them, led by Mr. 
Rivard, the exercises were commenced. These consisted of readings, recitations 
and singing, which owing to the shortness of time were necessarily brief'. 
A more thorough private examination of pupils had however been previously 
held by delegates from the Ladies’ Auxiliary, and the General Committee, 
and which had been very satisfactory. More time was given to the exami­
nation of the p.pils in Scriptural knowledge. This was conducted by 
Mr. Vernon, and indicated how thorough had been the work of the Teachers 
in this important branch. Doctrines were readily proved by appropriate 
quotations of Scripture and points of difference between Romanism and Pro­
testantism brought to the infallible test of Bible truth. Two of the pupils 
spoke a dialogue. One of them, who had formerly worn a Friar's frock, 
sustained the Romish side of the controversy with considerable ability and 
persistence. His opponent however placing a Bible in his hand, replied to 
every point by asking him what was written in such a chapter and verse. By 
this process the defender of Roman Catholicism was soon brought to acknow­
ledge that if the Bible was true, then the Church of Rome was wrong on the 
points at issue. At the close of these interesting proceedings, resolutions 
were passed by the meeting expressive of its warm approval, and strongly 
recommending these Missionary Schools to the continued confidence and
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support of the friends of the Redeemer. One of the speakers, the Rev. 
0. Labelie, addressed the pupils in French as follows:—

11 He had come to this College in 1861 at the age of 14, to obtain an education : 
he was then a strong and resolute Roman Catholic, and had promised both to his 
parents and himself that he would continue steadfast in that faith. But the Bible of 
which he was previously entirely ignorant, attracted his attention, and awakened a 
deep interest in his mind, and God had opened his eyes to the knowledge of the truth 
as it in Jesus. This, however, was not all. When he took home his Bible and read and 
explained it to his parents they also became enlightened, and a neighboring family 
hearing of th s sent for him, and through examination of the Word of God thus con- 
duvV'd had likewise come to the truth. Ho therefore exhorted the pupils to love and 
Miidy their Bib'es, and communicate to others the good they received from it them- 
eelves."

SCHOOLS ELSEWHERE.
Mr. Matthieu lias been much encouraged with his school at Grenville. 

The largest number in attendance was 39, of whom 19 were Roman Catholics. 
The school at .Toilette taught by Mrs. Devaux, though small, has been pro­
ductive of good results. Une of the pupils gave indications of conversion. 
Some of the Roman Catholic children attended a few days and then ceased. 
The school at Montreal was in Miss Rondeau's charge until its close in 
.Tunc, and numbered 26 children, 14 of whom only, however, were French 
Canadians. Tt was re commenced by Miss H. Piché this Fall, as an experi­
ment, and continued for several weeks. The number of children however, 
in attendance did not warrant for the present, its continuance. The Com­
mittee have however the matter still under consideration, and trust that 
soon they will be able to re-open it under more favorable circumstances.

EVANGELIZATION AND COLPORTAGE.
In these departments of .Mission work, ever regarded by the Society 

as the must important of its efforts, there were employed during the past 
year, six ordained Missionaries, and fourteen Colporteurs or Evangelists. 
Of the former, Messrs. Vernon, Duclos, and Ami, laboured throughout the 
year ; and six of the latter from two to four months each. Including teachers, 
ihe whole number of laborers employed by the Society was twenty-nine. 
Many interesting interviews with Roman Catholics are reported by the 
Missionaries. There were circulated 1,038 copies of the Scriptures, in 
whole or in part, and 13,073 Religious Tracts and Books. The number ot 
copies of the Scriptures circulated is, however, less than last year, the decrease 
occurring towards the end of the season. This is attributable in part 
to the excitement about the critical position of things in Rome, and the 
efforts made in Canada to obtain help for the Pope. The wetness of the 
Autumn and consequent bad roads must also be taken into account us 
unfavorable to Colporting. Greater care than usual was also required by the 
Colporteurs in circulating the Scriptures, so as to place copies of them only 
in the hands of parties not likely to destroy them. A large number of the 
people, however, who refused to accept the Scriptures, because forbidden 
by their Priests, gladly heard them read, and seemed to listen with interest, 
to the instruction of the missionaries.
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MONTREAL.

The Church at this important station lias been subjected to some trials 
and disappointments during the past. year. Having accepted the resignation 
of its Pastor, the Bcv. B. P. Puclos, in March last, it invited the Bcv. G. 
M. Dcsilets to become his successor. This invitation having been declined, 
the Ilcv.O. Labelle, formerly a pupil at Pointe-aux-Trcmblcs, and educated 
at Knox’ College, Toronto, was called by the Church to take,its oversight. 
Mr. Label!e’s health, very much impaired by over exertion amongst bis coun­
trymen in Canada West, made him hesitate about accepting the important 
position thus tendered. He began bis labors however amongst the people in 
May, and with a few weeks interruption in midsummer, continued them 
until November, when he was peremptorily ordered to seek a warmer climate 
for the winter, as the only moans of prolonging his life. The zealous efforts 
put forth by Mr. Gabelle were soon followed, through the blessing of 
God. by cheering results. The Church seemed lo be entering upon a new 
era of its history. Mr. Labelled removal under these circumstances could 
not but produce regret and disappointment. It is hoped that God will 
bless the means employed for the restoration of his health. He is now in the 
West Indies, where he intends remaining until May, his expenses being 
met by the kindness of friends of the Mission.*

The Church is indebted to the Rev. Messrs Vernon and Poudiet. and 
also to Mr. VanBeuren for valuable aid in maintaining the ordinances of 
the sanctuary. The Rev. E- Sauvain of Switzerland is now supplying 
its pulpit. At the Sabbath evening services many Romanists are often 
present.

Mr. VanBeuren has continued his labors as usual in the City, visiting 
from house to house, looking after the sick and afflicted, and circulating the 
Scriptures.

The Church gratefully acknowledges the receipt of S83.72J towards 
the support of the poor, from the Ladies' Weekly Penny Society, through 
Mrs. Aitken.

JULIETTE.

This town, composed almost entirely of a population speaking the 
French language, the centre of a rich and rapidly improving Agricultural 
district, and containing the County buildings, is situated about fifty miles 
North-East of Montreal. The Church of Rome has here a large College for 
the education of Priests, and an extensive Convent. As a missionary station 
it is a. most important centre. Mr. Ami continues to occupy it, visiting 
also, Ramsay, Berthier, Kildare, St. Elizabeth, and D’Aillcbout, as well as 
the adjacent parishes. At the unanimous request of the Church at Jolietto 
the Synod in June last, recommended his ordination, and the solemn services 
of setting him apart to the work of the Ministry, were, held in July, the

• Before this Report went lo pre s we received the «ad tidings of Mr. Labelled death on the 16lh 
February inst.. on board the Sleainehip 1 Corsica.” in the Say of New York, on his way home frun 
Naseau. New Piovidejire.
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Rev. Dre. Wilkes and Irvine, Rev. Me sere Vernon and Macdonald taking 
part in them. The Chapel in which worship is regularly held and the 
space between it and the street, covered for the occasion by a temporary 
roof, was occupied by an attentive and deeply interested audience, nearly all 
of whom were the fruits of the Mission.

Mission buildings arc much needed at Joliettc. The little chapel now 
occupied by the Church is only about fourteen feet by twenty, and com 
pares most unfavourably with the imposing edifices of the Church of Rome, 
in the town. Mr. Ami and his little flock have long felt that something better 
would give an air of permanency to the work in this place. An eligible 
lot has been secured by the people, large enough to admit of the erection of 
a Church and Mission House. For this purpose Mr. Ami, obtained $2GU 
last autumn in Canada and the United States.

Mr. Vcssot still occupies bis stall on the Market at Joliettc and meets 
with much success in his zealous efforts to ci culate the Scriptures and re­
ligious tracts. The greater part of his time, however, is spent in colporting, 
generally in company with Mr. Amaron, who now resides at Ramsay, twenty 
miles distant. Extracts from the Journals of both these esteemed brethren in 
another part of this report, under appropriate heads, shew their continued 
devotedness to the work in which for a quarter of a century they have now 
been engaged.

BELLE IUVIERE.

This station, one of the earliest occupied by the Society, and at which there 
is an organized church, is also the centre of a large and interesting field. 
The Rev. M. Dcsilcts, whose removal to Belle Riviere was noticed last 
year, reports as follows about the condition of matters there :

“ I am much pleased to say that attendance on the means of grace is 
improved, as all are now doing their duty in this respect. The h'abbath School though 
not very numerous, is going on quite satisfactorily. The morning and evening meetings 
m the sanctuary, are as well attended as Lad roads and the distance at which many 
reside will permit. The Church has been much improved by the addition of new 
lamps and a pulpit platform, for which we are indebted to the Ladies’ Auxiliary.”

Mr. Dcsilcts in February obtained leave of absence to collect in the 
United States fur the Evangelical Society of Geneva. The Committee were 
glad of this opportunity to shew their gratitude for many favors received from 
these brethren in Switzerland, in the earlier stages of the Mission and since. 
Mr. Dcsilcts while in New York received an invitation from the French 
Church there to become its pastor, which he accepted. Belle Riviere was con­
sequently left unsupplied until May. when Mr. Wm. Groulx, a student of 
Knox’ College, and formerly a pupil at Pointc-aux-Trcmbles, was engaged to 
preach during his summer vacation. He labored for about five months with 
much acceptance. After his return to College, Messrs. Richard and Van 
Beuren, have visited the field alternately. The people were very anxious for 
the reestablishment of the school, closed since Mr. Matthieu left the station, 
and requested a Missionary to be sent who could take charge of it, and also

preach upon the Sabbath. In compliance with this request and as already 
stated, Mr. Geoffroi has been sent. From the deep interest manifested by the 
friends there in maintaining the ordinances, and the hearty union prevailing 
amongst them, the Committee regard the condition of things at this station 
as most hopeful. The Roman Catholics in the vicinity also show consider­
able abatement of their former prejudices against Protestantism.

TERREBONNE AND MONTCALM.

Mr. Richard who continues his labors in these Counties, residing at 
St. Anne des Plaines, reports favorably about the progress of the work in 
his vicinity. Many Romanists who formerly were bitterly opposed to the 
Missionaries, now exhibit towards them a more kindly feeling. The families 
of converts amongst whom he labors arc exerting a good influence upon their 
neighbours by their consistency and devotedness. While the Priests con­
tinue to denounce Mr. Richard to the people, he is still respected by them, 
and there is good reason to believe that not a few are secret, lovers of the 
truth. lie was employed several weeks in special work in Western Canada, 
at Bayfield, near Lake Huron and Napaneo, where his labors were much ap 
preciatcd.

MEG ANTIC.

Mr. A. Solandt continues efficiently to occupy this interesting station, 
devoting part of his time to visiting places below Quebec. He reports the 
members of the church under his care as making progress in the truth. Sev­
eral individuals and families in his fields of labor have received the truth, 
and many others arc deeply interested.

Mr. Solandt has, however, met with another of these oft recurring cir­
cumstances which tend to depress our Missionaries and thin the ranks of our 
feeble churches. In November last he writes us as follows :—

“To my great sorrow I learned during my last visit to S-------- , that our brother
D. B------had sold his farm with the intention of removing to the far west. He thought
of starting on his journey at the end of the month but left before, lest the navigation 
should be closed. His own and wife’s friends whom I saw after he left asked me to 
visit them. They are Roman Catholics, but listen to the Gospel. The emigration 
of D. B------I believe was in some measure caused by the petty persecutions and an­
noyances he was made to endure because of the Gospel. At present S----- is closed
as a centre for the work of the Lord, but I hope, however, that He will open it again 
before long.”

OTTAWA DISTRICT.

Mr. Jamieson who resides at East Templeton, continues his work at 
the points mentioned last year, visiting the lumbermen in their “ shanties,’’ 
and colporting through the County of Ottawa. The station at Grand Lac 
still retains its interest as will be seen from the extracts given elsewhere 
from his journals. Aylmer and Ottawa City have also been visit­
ed by him. At the former place he met with encouragement, but at the 
latter be encountered much opposition, and in one case was threatened with

violence. The realization of the hopes entertained about Ottawa City last 
year, have been delayed by the emigration to the United States of the little 
nucleus of French Converts then residing there. Mr. Jamieson, however, 
still expresses confident hope that this important point may soon be effectually 
occupied, an impression shared in by the Rev. II. P. Duolos. a part of 
whose special field it now7 is.

OTTAWA CITY ANTI OGDENSBURdli.

Several families at the former of these places were reported last year u.. 
loving the truth, and others at the latter as receiving gladly the occasional 
visits of our Missionaries. The Committee were desirous of occupying both 
these new fields, but as neither seemed lor the present to warrant its being 
worked separately, they were united, and placed in charge of .he Rev. R. P. 
Duclos. As Ogdensburgh lay in the United States, they were led to anticipate 
obtaining part of his support from friends there, but these hopes have not a- 
yet been realized. At that place, and in its immediate vicinity, we are in­
formed there arc four hundred families of French Canadians. These people, 
freed from the priestly influences which are so adverse to the spread of the 
Gospel amongst their fellow-countrymen in Eastern Canada, present a very 
hopeful sphere of labour. The contiguity of this field to our own, and the 
constant intercourse between them, also makes its occupation desirable ami 
important.

Mr. Duclos being unable to obtain a house on reasonable terms at 
Ottawa, took up his residence at Ogdensburgh. The following extracts from 
his journals indicate the present condition of things at both these points.

. In relation to Ottawa, Mr. Duclos writes as follows :
" The Protestant families here have been redftced in numbers by emigration tu 

the United States, which renders it difficult to hold meetings. Of the nineteen Roman 
Catholic families visited, eleven received me kindly, but four only seemed willing to 
listen to the truth.”

The Central Presbyterian Church at. Ogdensburgh, and it.s esteemed 
Pastor, Dr. Miller, have kindly enabled Mr. Duclos to secure the use of a 
suitable place in which to hold Sabbath services. In October last, Mr. 
Duclos says :

“We have opened a French service in a little wooden Chapel, which has been 
placed at our disposal. Roman Catholics from nineteen Parishes in Eastern Canada 
have been present at our meetings, the majority of them pretty regularly ; five fam­
ilies are constant in their attendance on -public worship, and receive me at their 
homes, listening attentively to Gospel instruction. Many of tho adults cannot read, 
which is a great hindrance to the work. We have also opened a French Class in 
the English Sabbath School, which meets every Sunday afternoon ; Mrs. Duclos and 
my Sister having charge of it. Several young Canadians seem also desirous to help us 
in the work by distributing tracts, teaching old and young people to read the Word of 
God and losing His praise. I have been asked to preach also at Malone, N.Y., where 
there are one hundred and fifty families of French Canadians."

In December, Mr. Duclos reports two conversions from Popery, and 
seven new families as interested in the Truth. The Sabbath services, and
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the Suuday School Class, composed chiefly of F. C. Romanists, continue to 
increase in interest. Several families on the south shore of the St. Lawrence, 
in Canada, visited by him, are interested in the Gospel. Four of these 
have children this winter in the Pointe-Aux-Tremhles Institutes.

GRENVILLE.

This station to which Mr. J. Matthieu was removed last year is situ­
ated midway between Montreal and the City of Ottawa. The house occu­
pied by the Mission was built for a Roman Catholic Church and used as such 
for two years. The interesting circumstances under which it passed into 
our possession were recorded in the Society’s Twenty-fourth Annual Report.
Last year a part of the building was fitted up as a dwelling, the remainder 
being used as a school room and for public worship. Further repairs were, 
however, absolutely required to make it. comfortable, especially for the winter.
The means for effecting these ameliorations were provided through the kind- ')| 
ness of some friends of the Mission in the United States under the following 
circumstances.

Last Autumn Mr. Matthieu obtained leave of absence for a few week* 
having through the Secretary received an invitation from his former Pastor 
the Rev. J. W. Wellman of the “ Elliot Church,” Newton, Massachusetts, 
to visit his parish for the purpose of securing the required help. He was 
warmly received and collected at Newton and Boston 5518.14 U.S.ey., 
which sum less $98 travelling and other expenses, is being laid out upon the 
property. The inside of the house has been plastered, two additional room» k 
constructed in the attic, the roof tarred and the outside painted. A stable 
and shed have also been erected, and provision for fencing in the lot is being 
made with the balance. For thi^second manifestation of interest, in our impor­
tant work by the Christian brethren of the Elliot Church, the Committee 
would record their gratitude.

Mr. Matthieu reports spiritual matters as improving amongst the mem­
bers of the Church at Grenville. More unity prevails and a greater interest is 
manifested in the ordinances of the. Sanctuary. Several families in the 
vicinity are also stated by him Jo be about leaving the Church of Rome.

MR. L. MARIE.

Our aged and respected Colporteur, Louis Marie has been enabled during 
the year to labor 179 days and circulated 212 copies of the Scriptures.
He was not confined to any particular field, but visited many 
paris of the Counties of Terrebonne, L’Assomption, Two Mountains, Vaud- 
reuil, Soulanges and the Island of Montreal. Several facts reported by 
other Missionaries show that the labors of this faithful servant of Christ 
have not been without results. Copies of the Scriptures placed by him in 
the hands of Romanists years ago, and subsequently forgotten and lost sight 
of, have been blessed of God to the conversion of several individuals and 
families, confirming the Divine promise “ Cast thy bread on the waters, fof 
thou shalt find it after many days.”
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OCCASIONAl> AND SPECIAL COLPORTAGE.

Mr. A. Morct who returned to the country last Spring was employed 
colporting during the summer months, in the City ol' Montreal and vicinity. 
Although meeting with much opposition and great unwillingness on the part 
of many to purchase or accept copies of the Scriptures, he had many oppor­
tunities of making known to the people the “words of this life.” His 
journals containing a record of every day’s work, illustrate most forcibly the 
faith, courage and patience exercised by the Missionaries of the Society in 
the prosecution of their arduous labours, Mr. Moret, during the winter, will 
assist in the Girls’ School, resuming his work as Colporteur after its close in 
the Spring.

Messrs. Noel and Francois Rondeau colported in January and part of 
February, down the North shore of the St. Lawrence to Quebec, and up the 
south side of the River, with a gratifying amount of success. The people 
as a whole, appeared favorably disposed towards them. They circulated a 
larger number of copies of the Scriptures than usual for the time spent.

Messrs. F. Rondeau and Dionne colported below the City of Quebec on 
both sides of the St. Lawrence during the months of June, July and August. 
They travelled going and returning about four hundred and sixty miles and 
disposed of a number of copies of the Scriptures, and many books and 
Tracts. In some places they found cheering proofs that the visits 
of former Colporteurs through this region were not without fruits, for 
while some copies of the Scriptures circulated previously, hud been destroyed 
at the instigation of the Priests, a larger number were still preserved by the 
people and read with increasing interest. Mr. A. Gcoffroi, visited Vaudreuil, 
Rigaud, and part of Beauharnois, and found many copies of the Scriptures 
circulated by him last year, still preserved and read. He was better received 
than on the former occasion, and succeeded in disposing of many more 
Testaments and Tracts.

WHAT ENGLISH SPEAKING CHRISTIANS CAN DO TO HELP ON THE WORK 

OF FRENCH CANADIAN EVANGELIZATION.

Many of the French Canadians annually emigrate from the over­
crowded Parishes of Lower Canada ; some of whom go to the United States, 
while others settle amongst English speaking Christians, in both parts of the 
Province. Freed from the influences which in their old homes so much 
tended to prevent the spreading of the Gospel amongst them, they are very 
accessible to Christian effort. English speaking Christians, for whom gener 
ally French Canadians entertain so much respect, have many opportunities 
to help on the good work of their evangelization. It is to ho lamented there 
fore, that those who know the spiritual necessities of these people, and possess 
the means of supplying them, so often neglect their duty. We have muoh 
pleasure however, in recording two instances in which efforts have been put
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forth in this direction, anù with encouraging results; hoping that other, 
may be stirred up to go and do likewise.

The Rev. John Scott, of Napanee,in September last, requested a grant 
of French Tracts, for distribution amongst some French Canadian lumber­
men in his vicinity. The Committee, ever anxious to aid such efforts, t-n- 
quired whether the labors of a Missionary might not bn found useful, and 
received an affirmative and hearty response. Mr. Richard was sent, and his 
short visit was evidently much appreciated, as the following extraet from his 
Journal shews.

“ On the 13th of October, I left fur the West, to visit some F. C. lumbermen, at 
the invitation of the friends of Christ in whose vicinity they were laboring. < n the 
Sabbath after my arrival, I held meetings in several houses, at which «vue or less
Romanists were present. We had at one of our assemblies a Mr. R.----- , who was
converted from the errors of Romanism, and to Christ also I trust, through a 
Bible sold to him by Mr. Marie, some years ago. The price was $1., of which at the 
time he had paid only one half, lie told me that he had not met Mr. M. since to settle 
the balance with him, and gave me $3. to close the matter.. The Foreman was very 
polite towards me and bought a Testament, as did also five of his men. After supper 
in the shanty one evening, they all agreed that I should read the Scriptures to them. 
In several other shanties I was also well received and, soon run out of Testaments, 
To supply the demands made for them I had to send up some upon my return to 
Montreal."

The Committee were of course anxious to ascertain from Mr. Scot I the 
result of these efforts, and from his reply, we extract the following:

“The French people about M. P. were delighted with the visit of Mr. Richard. 
Fie got access to all the F. C. families in the pince excepting one. Relievers in 
Jesus were greatly encouraged, and many R. Catholics were constrained to respect him. 
They all received him, I believe, with great kindness, and listened to the word of God 
with marked attention. Mr. B. has been busy with his Bibles and has disposed of a
number sent to him by Mr. Richard...........The visit of Mr. R. led to the procuring of
an Italian Bible for one G----- , who has been very diliigent in its perusal ever since.
This man fled from Italy in 1848, and in his house Mr. R. held an interesting service In 
German. Another visit from him would be hailed with joy, and the French people 
are hoping for it on the return of the men from the distant shanties in the spring.”

The other case occurred at Metis, C. E„ the particulars of which we 
give in the following extract from the Journal of Messrs. Rondeau and 
Dionne. The Minister referred to is the Rev. Thos. Fenwick, Pastor of the 
Canada Presbyterian Church at that place.

At. M-----we stayed over two Sabbaths with the Presbyterian Minister, colport-
ing below that place during the intervening week days. At morning service on the 
first Lord’s Day there were a few Romanists present, to whom one of ns spoke a few
wtfrds in French and prayed. The Rev. Mr. F----- announced a special sermon in
French for next Sabbath afternoon, which was well attended by both English Pro­
testants and French Romanists. Indeed the Church was crowded by an attentive 
audience. We blessed God, from the bottom of our hearts who had thus permitted us 
to speak in His name to such a number of souls. At the close of the service we con­
versed with many of the people, offering copies of the Word which some accepted.

EXTRACTS FROM THE JOURNALS.

These are given under several headings, in order better to illustrate the 
various aspects of our work.

EFFORTS TO CIRCULATE THE SCRIPTURES.
“We Crossed the river, and began our labors in this new field, and soon succeeded 

in disposing of a number of Testaments and Tracts. In the evening we came to 
a house intending to lodge there for the night, but found it full of young men who 
were engaged in dancing. There was no other place for us to go, so we were obliged 
to remain. After warming ourselves and being rested, I said to them, “ My young 
friends I hare an interesting history here which I will read if you will listen." The 
majority of them expressed their consent. The dancers were soon converted into an 
attentive audience. I read some tracts and passages of the Testament to them, which 
were listened to with apparent interest. Some of the party soon retired. Among 
those who remained was a young man who asked leave to examine one of our books. 
After he had done so he bore witness to the others of its goodness and asked us to 
supply him with a copy." J. V. 4 D. A.

In an Inn where we passed the Sabbath they had only one book, a volume of 
of the Provincial Statutes. The proprietor gladly accepted a copy of the Scriptures. 
In a house we entered they said our books were bad. A little girl opened one and 
seeing the name of Jesus Christ, immediately said to her mother, “ I find here the 
name of Jesus Christ, this book cannot therefore be a Protestant one !" R. 4 R.

“ During the month I read the Scriptures and spoke to many persons, who all ap­
peared to listen with great interest. Having replenished my stock of books, the stall 
1 occupy every Saturday on the Market here has become a centre of attraction. The 
first day I opened up these new books, quite a crowd came round me, to whom I 
preached Christ. On the next Saturday, however, there were not so many, so I sup­
posed that the Clergy had been preaching against me. Those who did come 
appeared inclined to dispute with me, showing evidently the direction in which their 
minds had been turned by the priests. God gave mo wisdom to meet their attacks, 
and courage to proclaim to them salvation by faith in Jesus Christ alone. Many who 
took no part in these conversations, waited to listen. Thus what the Devil intended for 
evil was overruled by God for good." J. V.

“ At St. B----- a man to our surprise asked us to stay over night with him. He
said he knew our brethren Amaron and Vessot, having conversed about three hours 
with them. He received a Testament from us. Another person entered the house 
while we were talking, whom we were informed was one of the choristers in the 
Parish Church. After conversing with him some little time he also expressed a desire 
to have a Testament. R. 4 R.

My visits to the Lake and its vicinity are encouraging. The truth is progressing, 
and several families formerly much opposed are now interested. Two of them are 
reading the Scriptures and appear serious. My experience here shows that it takes time 
to enlighten the darkened understanding, and lead it to read the Bible. Prayer and 
patience afe necessary to do this. I have circulated a few copies of the Scriptures at 
G——, a very dark and immoral place. E. J.

“ One day I went into a house in the market street of B-----, and while 1 was
speaking to the people of the house and telling them of the necessity of the New Birth, 
a man bought a New Testament from me for his daughter who was in a convent. No 
one found fault. How the Lord can move the hearts of men as he pleases. D. A.

“We commenced colporting at B——, and from there went through the Parish of 
R------where we spent a pleasant Sabbath, and lodged with Mr. P—- who loves the
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truth. In the evening the house was full of people, Brother Amaron read a Tract 
which was so attentively listened to, that we were encouraged to introduce the New 
Testament, which led to the people asking questions. One woman requested a Testa­
ment and we supplied her.” J- V.

WHAT BECOMES OF COPIES OF THE SCRIPTURES CIRCULATED BY THE
MISSIONARIES.

“During the first week of our journey we passed through a pari of the field which 
in some places was favorable to our work, and in others not so. Doubtless many 
copies of the Scriptures circulated in this region were burnt before they were read. But 
we have good reason to believe that a large number were retained and perused with in­
creasing interest. We met quite a number of persons who conversed freely with us on 
religions subjects. It is needless, however, to state that the priests are doing their 
utmost to get possession of copies of the Scriptures held by the people for the purpose 
of destroying them. Their efforts in general, however are fruitless. R. & D.

In the neighbourhood of the L----- family there resides a household whom I visit
regularly. The woman once disliked the Missionaries, but she now makes me welcome 
taking part in the conversations I hold with her husband, and seems not far from the 
Kingdom of Heaven. The work of Grace in that household woe the result under God 
of a New Testament received from Mr. Marie, twenty years ago. The sister-in-law was 
also converted by the same means. The husband of the latter forb. de me the house 
until recently. Not long ago she sent for me, saying that her husband regretted his 
former treatment of me. During my visit I ascertained that he had come under the 
influence of the truth. “ You see, said she, how the Lord has answered my prayers ! "

E. R.
We lodged at a house where the people seemed to be evil-disposed towards the 

Colporteurs. They told us that their Priest had recently warned them against certain 
Protestant Missionaries who were going about selling books and to give them the 
broomstick if they entered their houses. In the morning we offered them our books 
and to our surprise they said they had a Testament but read it in secret. We believe 
that there are many more doing the same thing. R. & R.

We spent a night with a family who some years ago were very much opposed to 
Colporteurs. They once put Mr. Cornu out of doors at 11 o'clock at night, because 
he had spoken against the Church of Rome. At present they have a Testament and 
read it. The man told me that he was not much of a Roman Catholic 11 For now, 
said he, I know what Popery is !” R. & D.

At a settlement in rear of T----- 1 found a family to whom I had given a New
Testament about a year ago. They cannot read but do all they can to get their 
neighbours to come and do so for them. I was made welcome to their table, and al­
though poor, they positively refused to receive payment from me. E. J.

We found a man who had a Testament "'h the Priest had done his utmost to 
get from him. He told him that although book was good he must not keep it 
because one of the Swiss had given it to hin. The man resisted his efforts and has 
left the teachings of the Church of Rome. E. R.

I visited a man who sent for me by Mrs. G., upon whom he had recently called. 
Before leaving she asked him how it was with him about his soul? He told her, in 
reply, that he had a New Testament and read it continually and found out why the 
Priests were so opposed to the circulation of the Scrptures. The copy he had was 
found by his son at the foot of a Cross by the road side several years ago, who 
had brought it home, he informed Mrs. G., during his absence, and shewed it to his 
mother who told him to burn it as it was a Swiss book and therefore bad. This he
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refused to do, saying he would keep it until his father returned. 1 When I came home 
said he, and found that it was the Gospel of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, I re­
solved to keep and read it!” E. R.

CIRCULATION OP RELIGIOUS. LITERATURE.

I distributed 700 Almanacs in January. Each day of the year has its appropriate 
text of Scripture. Persons who will not receive the Scriptures gladly accept these Al­
manacs. Many interesting facts of their value and usefulness have been brought to 
my knowledge. L. M. V.

I have circulated a large number of Tracts, which aids us very much in our work 
as they prepare the way for the reception of the Scriptures. This occurred recently 
in two eases. As I pass along I am often told that the Priests have forbidden their 
peeple to receive the Bible from the Colporteurs or to converse with them. They will 
receive Tracts, however, and read them. 1 had a long conversation with a young 
woman to whom I had given one sometime ago and my impression was that she would 
not long remain a Romanist.”

I visited several of the' Islands near B--------which were inundated by the freshet
last year, and held six meetings. The people were attentive while I read, and ex­
plained the Scriptures. A number of persf' -s were drowned during the iood, it came 
so suddenly. One man that I visited uad lost his wife, child, brothers and sister. 
Eleven others were drowned while trying to escape in a canoe. 1 distributed amongst 
the surviving relatives Tracts suitable to their circumstances. T) one afflicted man I 
gave 11 JeSvs the Friend of Sinners." D. A.

EFFECTS OF OPFOSITION BY THE ROMISII CLERGY TO THE CIRCULATION
OF THE SCRIPTURES.

“ On our way back along the south shore of the river, the nearer we came to 
Quebec the more indifferent and unfavorable the people appeared. The opposing in­
fluence of the Priests was manifest. It appears that they had been warned of our 
approach and took steps accordingly. Wc were credibly informed they had directed 
the people to burn the books which they received from us, and 1 to drive the vile 
Swiss with sticks from their doors.’ One day as we were journeying along, a young 
man came i unning after us and said that a number of persons at a house we had passed 
wanted to procure some of our books. Wc gladly turned back and found several in 
the house, to whom we spoke kindly. Instead however of buying our books they 
began to abuse us, saying that the Priests had told them to do so. R. & D.

“ The Priests cannot however induce all the people who receive Testaments from
us to destroy them. At St. L----- for instance, duiing a former visit we had a long
discussion with a Priest before two of his people whom we had supplied with copies of 
the Scriptures. One of them told us that the Curé had come to him a number of times 
since then to get the book from him but that he had refused to part with it. ‘ I told 
him, said he, that I found in it many thing» good and profitable for salvation.’ His 
wife then asked me why the Priests were so opposed to the circulation of the Scrip­
tures 7 to which I made a suitable reply." J. V.

11 In a house where we lodged, in the village of St. L-----, after we had told the
man that we were Protestants, he informed us that last year two men had slept there 
who were also Protestant. They sold some books which the purchasers had taken to 
the Priest, who, when he examined them had declared to be bad. 1 One of the Col­
porteurs returned with these men to him and the result of the interview convinced 
us, said he, that the Priest was wrong because he could not answer the questions put 
to him. The most knowing said lie was beaten in the argument that was held.’ After 
a long conversation this man gladly received a Testament." R. & R.

« We are told in the word of God to our encouragement that they who ‘ eow in 
tears shall reap in joy,' and that he who 1 goeth forth and weepeth bearing precious 
seed shall doubtless come rgain rejoicing, bringing his sheaves with him.’ I had many 
occasions during my last journey with brother V., to realise this truth and weep 
in noticing how the sacred Word is often undervalued, burnt, torn and trampled under 
foot. This was during our recent journey amongst the mountains where sometime ago 
we had circulated copies of the Scriptures, nearly all of which had been burnt by order 
of the Bishop and the Priest. Such occurrences make us more and more careful to cir­
culate the Scriptures only amongst those whom we think will read and not burn
them. In many instances however we had reasons for rejoicing. At St. C------, we
lodged in a house where during our former visit many persons came to see us, and 
amongst whom we circulated a number of copies of the Scriptures. We visited it 
again this trip when the woman said that the Priest had forbidden them to receive 
us, but that her conscience would not allow her to let us sleep out of doors, as we bad 
told her many excellent things during our last visit.” D. A

“ I found more opposition this month (September,) than during any other, owing 
no doubt in part to the efforts which are being made to raise money for the Pope, and 
in part to the presence of two Monks from Syria who were collecting for their mon­
astery. Everywhere they said that it was the Protestants who were trying to drive 
the Pope out of Rome, but that the Catholics would spend their money and their 
lives to keep him there. They also told me that the gites <f Hell would not prevail 
againct the Chureh of Rome ! L.M.V.

“ I met a woman who received a Testament from one of our Colporteurs and had 
taken it to her Priest, to ask him if it were good. He told her she ought not to keep 
such a dangerous book. She said if it were bad she would not keep it, but before 
returning it to the person from whom it had been received, perhaps he would point out 
what was wrong in it? He replied that she should have such confidence in him as to rely 
upon his word. The woman then said that the person from whom she had obtained 
the book told her that it was the same as her Priest’s, and that he would be happy to 
return and discuss the point with him. The Priest replied that the book was not absolutely 
bad, but that it was not altogether like his, 1 For looit, said he, at the titles of the Chap­
ters, in this Swiss book they are at the top of the page, in mine they are at the bottom ?’ 
Oh! said the woman that makes no difference, as it does not affect the meaning of the 
Chapters. For the future, Sir, I can have but little confidence in you because you hesitate 
about telling me the truth. If the person who gave me this book came to talk with you 
he would soon make you afraid ! Oh no I said the Priest, I know Latin and Greek and 
could soon confound him ! Not so easily as you think, she replied, for he knows not 
only the languages you name, but Hebrew and others ! She then informed him that she 
would keep her book and never again enter the Romish Church. The Priest seemed glau 
to get away.” A. G.

“ The Priest of St. I———, burned a Testament which Mr. V. had sold to one 
of his parishioners. The woman had gone to him with the book, to ask if it were 
good, but without looking at it, he opened the stove door and threw it in. May God 
forgive them their great wickedness 1 ” A. S.

INCIDENTS ILLUSTRATING THE CONDITION OP THE PEOPLE, AND THE 
TEACHING AND INFLUENCE OF THE PRIESTS.

I cite the following incident to shew the profound darkness that overshadows
certain districts of our fleld of labor. On t_.d 16th inst. when colporting at B------a
woman to whom I offered my books said “ I do not want your bad books, zzi I forbid 
you to enter my house. If all the people felt as I do they would neither receive your 
books nor listen to you, and the* you would give up going from house to house trying
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to indue#1 n#ople to change their religion ? In reply I told her that if all the people 
were like her I would do as Jonah did in theatreetsof Nineveth, I would cry out go­
ing along the road to them that if they did not believe on Jesus Christ, they would 
certainly perish ! There were a number of persons in another house we entered, I 
asked them-if they wished to buy any books, » hen the woman answered immedi­
ately No ! we do nut want your bad books, clear out quick from here ! Seeing that 
she was very angry 1 replied 111 will go as you do not want the Word of God, but 
prefer the word of man. Clear out clear out ! you rabble who are trying to damn the 
people I she cried out after us. I said to her “ I pity your great ignorance for you do 
not yet seem to know that all the world has been damned since the fall of Adam ! My 
words evidently made an impression upon her. In another place we asked permission 
to lodge, but upon saying in reply to their enquiry “ that we did not go to Mass ” 
were refused. J. V.

A woman said to me. “ It is very strange that our Priests say scarcely anything 
about Jesus. It is all about the Virgin Mary. They did not do so thirty years ago. 
Then Mary had only a secondary place, but now ?t is all Mary, and without her there 
is no salvation. There is something wrong in all this, and others think so besides me,
“ Surely, she continued our religion is much changed.” E. J.

11 By a Canadian Catholic, the Priest is regarded as almost superior to God. On
Sabbath the 23rd, the Priest of St. A----- told his people from the pulpit that the law
of God forbad their working on Sunday, but he would permit them to do so that day 
for it was better to save their harvest than to see it perish : E. R.

“ The Priest of S--------, gave his parisihoners permission to harvest their
crops on the Sabbath, because of the wetness of the season. They asked our brother
B--------why he did not do so likewise. He told them that God had forbad work
being done on that day. They said the Cure had given them permission to do so. 
Our brother replied, 1 that the Devil asked no more than that they should disobey 
God, and that the Priests served him in teaching them such disobedience.' After 
this they let him save his grain dry, on Tuesday and Wednesday, while they who 
housed it damp on the Sabbath, had to take it out of their bams again A. S.

“ The French Canadians of B.— and St. T,—are very much behind the age in mat­
ters of religion. They still believe in the power of the Priest to work miracles. I was 
assured by them that the clergy if they wished could drive away the grasshoppers, 
Hies, insects and the wild pigeons which attacked their growing crops. They have also 
apparently as much confidence in the Priest to save them as in God. Under these 
circumstances the work of colporting in these neighbourhoods is very difficult. I was 
rather surprised however at the reception given me by the Priest of one of those 
parishes. He asked me where I lived and what was my employment. When I told 
him that part of my time was spent circulating the Scriptures and other religious books 
he seemed pleased. A. G.

11 In St. M----- , I spoke to a man, who though a very bigoted Roman Catholic,
seemed well aquainted with the Bible. He related to me many instances of the 
terribly ignorant and superstitions state in which the people are sunk, among which 
were the following

“ A flock of sheep had a spell cast over them ; four of the sheep kept moving up 
and down, the fifth was about to do the same when a woman obtained some holy 
water and sprinkled it on the animal, and it at once recovered from the spell and so 
did the rest of the flock."

A woman was tormented. She seemed to be always washing clothes. She was 
so agitated that every one was frightened of her. One man suggested that a leaf 
should be taken and placed in one of her shoes, which was done, but the woman be­
came terribly tormented and threw it off. The shoe was replaced, but it required the
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united strength of three men to prevent her throwing it off again. At last she was 
cured. ' ’ D. A.

f* The Grand Vicar of this place who died in the Roman Catholic College at 
Montreal was brought here for interment. His funeral made me almost think I was in 
Hindostan. At 3 a. m. of the day on which the corpse was expected, a number of
persons started with the priest to meet it at St. R-------- , a place some distance away
They went through water and snow returning about C p. m. The coffin was deposited 
in the Hospital that evening, and as is the custom, was opened and the dead Priest 
raised up and exposed to view. The people came from all parts to visit it and con­
tinued doing so all night and until 10 a. m. next day. The body was then conveyed 
to the church followed by a long procession of priests, dressed in their best robes 
chanting the litanies for the dead as they moved along with Nuns, Friars and people. 
The coffin was borne along with the corpse sitting up in it dressed in purple. The lead­
ing men of the town were the pall bearers. After a Mass and “ Oraison" which lasted 
three hours, the crowd which thronged the Church dispersed. The body mas left 
however, exposed so that the faithful might still view it. Many approached to place 
their “ beads” upon the cold, lifeless clay, expecting some blessing from doing so. A 
girl said tojhave been blind since last fall was brrought into the Church and her eyes 
touched by the hands of the corpse, that she might be healed. It is reported that she 
now sees very well ! How much superstition and ignorance surrounds us ! Pray for us 
that our efforts may be blessed to give this people the Gospel. M. A.

TRIALS AN1> PERSECUTIONS OF CONVERTS IN WITNESSING FOR THE TRUTH.

“ I saw S----- , and found him very happy in the midst of his young family. His
children used to speak rudely tome, but are now civil and listen to the truth with at­
tention. I am glad to know that S----- is firm under the persecutions to which, at
the instance of the Priest he is exposed. The owner of a saw mill refused to saw his 
logs for him. because he was a Protestant. Two neighbours were forbidden to visit 
him for the same reason, but they told the Priest they would, for he was the best 
neighbour and most honest man in the place. M. A.

"A girl who was employed by Mad. L----- one of the converts at S E---------was
brought to a knowledge of the truth by her mistress. Her relatives have done their 
utmost to get her away from these good people but she continues firm. She said to me 
11 You do not know what they have made mo suffer by their persecutions with the 
hope of bringing me back to the Church of Rome, but God has sustained me. Christ 
has said that those who do not leave father and mother cannot be His disciple. I 
know God approves of my conduct and therefore I fear nothing ?” E. R.

" I gave a New Testament to two young men ; one of whom told me that he had 
often attended a Protestant Church while at Quebec, and had been led to abandon 
confession and other Romish errors. In consequence of this change in his religious 
views his father had been so enraged against him, that he had to leave home. He now 
attends our church on Craig Street. L. M. V.

“ We have had very severe weather. After a heavy fall of snow it rained for 
three days, making the roads almost impassable. ‘Yet in spite of the weather, 
D. B. came to my house, with a friend, who bore with him the body of his only son, to
be interred, the priest of S----- having refused it burial in Roman Catholic ground,
because he was a Protestant. They had come through these terrible roads, 22 miles, 
for the purpose of burying the little body hero in my lot in the Protestant burial 
ground.” A. S.

“ An old man eighty-four years of age who lives at Cote St. L———, has been 
subjected by his Son-in-law to cruel persecution, on account of his adherenece to the 
truth. Some years ago he received a Testament from Mr. Marie, though opposed in
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doing so by his daughter and her husband, and has continued to read it ever since. 
Through the blessing of God upon his word, he became enlightened and ceased at­
tending Romish worship. His son-in-law, he told me during my last visit, had often 
withheld a portion of the small sum he allowed him because he would not give up his 
Testament and go again to confession, ‘ In consequence of this, said the old man 
I have often had to go to bed hungry, but I stood this ill-treatment until he was 
ashamed of it. The priest came to see me a few weeks ago, and tried hard to get 
me to return again to the Church of Rome, but I turned away from him saying that 
I would have nething more to do with a Church that forbade men to read God’s 
Book, and persecuted those who did.’ He then left me and has not since returned."

An old man who died a protestant requested that his body should be interred in 

his own ground. One of his sons however insisted upon burying It in the R. C. cem­
etery in spite of his brothers’ objections. He therefore went and collected a number of 
roughs from the village of St A----- , and took the body away by force from his broth­
ers, who are now seeking redress by law for this outrage. This incident may give 
you some notion of the wickedness of the people in some of these settlements." E. J.

ENCOURAGING INDICATIONS AND INCREASING DESIRE OF THE 
PEOPLE FOR THE GOSPEL.

There are still hopeful indictations at the Lake. I had a large and attentive 
meeting at the Mills, composed chiefly of young French Canadians on their way to the 
shanties. May the Lord give success to his word.

I was glad to find two persons, nominally Romanists, making progress in the 
truth. In one place where I could not procure covering for the night they sent me a 
quilt and blanket, as they dared not invite me to come under their roof owing to the 
opposition of relatives living with them. (E. J.)

I feel thankful to the Master for blessing my feeble efforts. Many of those I visit 
appear to lose their confidence in the Virgin and the Saints and begin to trust in the Sa­
viour. The other day in passing through the town a man told me the he had decided to 
become a protestant. More than a protestant, I replied, I hope you will decide to 
become a Christian ? He then said that he was tired of the errors of Romanism and of 
the follies connected with it. “ The worship we offer the Virgin, he continued alto­
gether displeases me. My wife will not» fail to annoy me if I leave the Church of 
Rome and attend your meetings, but I must obey the voice of my conscience. I have 
too long hesitated already. I often pass before your chapel on the Sabbath morn­
ing and find what I hear good, but I have been too great a coward to enter. (J. V.)

The removal from S. R., of our friend L-------- at whose house the people used to
come to meet me has for the present closed the place against us. There are however, 
four or five persons still there who are reading the Scriptures, amongst whom is an aged 
school-master who recently introduced six New Testaments into his school. God only 
knows what will be the result but I hope for the best. At S. there are some persons 
interested but I do not say much about them yet, as my hopes may be disappointed. 
At St. S., the two persons mentioned last month as having left the Church of Rome 
are making satisfactory progress in the truth. I am pleased to think they love the 
Saviour. During my last visit I read to them the fifth chapter of Romans. The verse 
“ For while we were yet sinners Christ died for us" so affected them that they wept 
like children. A.[S.

God is gradually taking obstacles out of the way of the reception of his Gospel by 
the French Canadians. As an instances I give the following. A Roman Catholic woman 
told me that there were many things opposed in Romanism to good sense and delicacy 
and that the Priests were more anxious for money than for anything else. This latter
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sentiment is widely spreading and may eventually lead the masses to receive the 
truth. In another instance I was informed that the Priest came to a partially en­
lightened Romanist to solicit something for the “ Child Jesus ” referring to an image 
which is kept in all the Parish Churches. The man replied. “ I hare too many of 
mv own infants, to give to this one. Besides he cannot eat as mine do although his friends 
hr ve always an excellent appetite.” This individual with whom I often converse is 
m.king rapid strides towards the truth. (E. J.)

“1 found our friends at St. P-------- , very glad to see me. The Priest of the
neighbouring parish has been labouring hard but without much success, to induce his 
people to keep me out of their houses, and has cautioned them upon no condition to 
listen to me. Instead, however, of obeying these commands, I was received 
courteously, and they gave him yi invitation to come and convince me that the Protest­
ants were in error, which of course, as usual, he refused to do. Four young men went 
away from here to the West, to escape persecution on account of the Gospel. 
A great many are asking for the Scriptures. During the two days I was there, 
I conversed freely with thirty persons, who came expressly to talk with me about 
the truth. They said they could not receive me at their houses, for fear of their 
wives and relations, who were much opposed to the Colporteurs. Pray to the Master 
to bless His own work." A. S.

“ My trip to St. P--------was rather interesting, on account of the many dis­
cussions I had with French Canadians on the Railroad Cars, and at the Station. 
As upon a previous visit, many came to converse with me. I arrived on Thurs­
day evening, and on Friday, Saturday and Sabbath, there were continually strangers 
coming to see me, and that in spite of the stormy weather prevailing. The work is 
progressing amongst these people, whi re like Nicodemus.” A. S.

I find the French Canadian Protestants, of St. A--------still steadfast though ex­
posed to many trials and persecutions. They have resolved to build a school house 
with the intention of using it also for religious meetings. This is an encouraging 
movement and what makes it more remarkable is, that not far from this very place 
a Missionary came near losing his life a few years ago. Several French Canadian 
Romanists attended my last meeting, one of whom expressed his delight at hearing 
me preach about Christ's willingness to save sinners. E. J.

FRUIT GATHERED.
The old woman referred to last year as having said with tears in her eyes, after I 

had spoken to her of Christ, " You do me much good, I never thought of that before,” 
has gone to her rest. A short time previous to her death she informed me that her 
only hope was in Christ, and that she had not forgotten what I had told her. On the 
day of her death a number of Roman Catholics came and recited round her bed their 
'* Ave Marias,” thinking she would join them. I was there at the time of this bold step, 
but withdrew while they repeated their Hail Mary, Ac. When they had done I re­
entered and read a chapter from the Bible, which caused great confusion, the greater 
part leaving the house. On my way home I was often insulted and threatened. E. J.

“ The D--------family have been called in the Providence of God to pass through
severe afflictions since they left the Church of Rome. They remain, however firm and 
their trials have been sanctified to them. Three of their four children that went to 
the States returned home ill. The son is in the Hospital in Montreal, and the two 
daughters are at home, ail very ill and evidently dying of consumption. One of the 
latter declined rapidly, and the other day a messenger came to inform me she was 
approaching her end. I hastened to see her but was too late, as she had breathed 
her last before I arrived. Previous to her death she called all the family around her bed 
and told them she knew her end was near, but that she was happy to die and go to 
Jesus. The scene I was told was a solemn and affecting one. There is no hope en­
tertained of the recovery of the other sick one. (Both have since died.) M. A.
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There is a family in my vicinity which I visit very often and whose house a 
number of neighbours assemble to read the Scriptures. The mother now on her 
death bed was brought to a knowledge of salvation through the blessing of God 
accompanying my visits. The last time I was there quite a number of persons 
were present, who had come to visit this sick woman. I took advantage of this to 
preach Christ to them. They listened attentively to the truth. The dying mother 
told them that she had placed her confidence in Christ and that when she departed 
she should go to be with God. I said to myself11 there indeed is a brand plucked 
from the burning.” E. R.

SCHOLARSHIPS.

The expense of educating and boarding a pupil for the session, at the 
Pointe-aux-Trembles Institutes, has hitherto been estimated at $30, but 
now with the enhanced expense of living it does not actually cost less than 
$40. Churches, private Christians, and Sabbath Schools, have been invited 
to aid the educational efforts of the Society, by contributing this amount 
towards the support of scholars, who are thus placed under their individual 
patronage. The Committee have much pleasure in stating that forty-eight 
of the pupils at Pointc-aux Trembles, are at present supported in this way. 
Subscriptions from Sabbath Schools or private friends, for less than the 
amount mentioned as the price of a scholarship, are gratefully received and 
will be appropriately acknowledged.

STUDENTS FOR THE MINISTRY.

Messrs. Rivet and Dionne are still attending the McGill University, 
and are reported by Dr. Dawson, the Principal, as progressing favorably. 
Provision has been made otherwise for their instruction in French literature. 
Annual contributions to the special fund for their support have only been 
received as yet from John Henderson, Esq., of Park, Scotland, and Geo. 
Rogers, Esq, of Montreal. The cost of their yearly maintenance is not less 
than $200 each, and the Committee regret that their appeal of last year to 
meet these liabilities, has not been responded to by any others than the 
friends above mentioned. Mr. Paul Vernier is still pursuing his studies at 
Geneva, and stands high in the estimation of his Professors.

IMPORTANT NECESSITY TO Uli SUPPLIED.

The success of the past efforts of the Society and the present condition 
of the held it occupies, indicate the duty of a more extended and vigorous 
prosecution of its efforts. As one means of accomplishing this, the Com­
mittee, during the early part of the year, felt that the addition to the staff of 
laborers of a man of superior ability, and earnest piety, to be employed chiefly 
in educating young men for the Ministry and training Evangelists and 
Colporteurs was absolutely necessary. They therefore availed themselves of 
the intended visit to Europe of their respected Treasurer, James Court, Esq., 
and requested him if possible to obtain such a person. Appeals setting forth 
our requirements were made by him to friends in Britain, France, Switzer
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land and Belgium, which though warmly received, and eliciting much 
sympathy with us in our work, have not as yet been successful.

ACKNOWLEDGMENTS.

We are indebted this year for the liberal grant of £100 Stg. from 
the Presbyterian Church of Ireland, in response to an appeal made by our 
Agent, the Rev Wm. Hamilton, D.D. From the Colonial and Continental 
Committee of the Free Church of Scotland, we received the sum of £50 Stg. 
To these Churches we are deeply grateful for this manifestation of contin­
ued and increasing interest in our important work. Although the usual 
grant from the United Presbyterian Church of Scotland, has not been yet 
received, we record with pleasure the expressions of sympathy received from 
it during the past year. Our cordial thanks are tendered to friends in 
Britain and Ireland for the assistance rendered our esteemed Agent, the Rev. 
J. T. Byrne. The Committee acknowledge their indebtedness to Joseph 
MacKay, Esq., of this City, for efforts made by him at considerable personal 
exp nse in Edinburgh and London, to advance the interests of the Society. 
J. 1 . Bryce, Esq. of Glasgow, Bryce Allan, Esq. of Liverpool, and R. Ro­
manes, Esq., Edinburgh, continue to manifest the same warm interest in our 
enterprise, which they have shown for so many years. They also thank 
Wm. Nelson, Esq., Publisher, Edinburgh, for a handsome donation of books 
for the use of the students.

The Committee of the British and Foreign Bible Society have during 
the year made us a liberal grant of copies of the Scriptures in the French 
language, for which we tender our thanks. We also acknowledge kind dona­
tions of Tracts in the same language from the Religious Tract Society of 
London, for distribution, and of their publications for our library on Craig 
Street.

To the American Bible Society we are deeply indebted for a large do­
nation of their excellent edition of Martin’s New Testament, and for which 
we tender them our hearty thanks. From the American Tract Society we 
have again received marks of kind interest in our work, by a grant of 
Tracts and of valuable wood cuts. The Montreal Auxiliary Bible Society 
have shown their deep interest in our work, by supplying, when needed, 
copies of the Scriptures to our Colporteurs. We also have pleasure in ac­
knowledgin'.’; pecuniary aid from branches of the Upper Canada Bible Society, 
towards circulating the Word of God amongst the French Canadians.

We return our special thanks to the Canada Presbyterian Church by 
whose congregations collections to the amount of $1313,61, have been taken 
up for the Society. The Committee would also record their gratitude to the 
Auxiliary Associations for the liberal aid they have afforded us. Extracts 
from the twenty-fifth Annual Report of the Montreal Ladies’ Auxiliary 
will be found under the notice of the Girls’ School at Pointc-aux-Trembles, 
in the management of which the General Committee has continued to reéeive 
from that Association much valuable assistance. We would renew our ex-



pressions of gratitude to the London, Glasgow, Edinburgh and Liverpool 
Committees, for their continued interest in our work. The Committee would 
record their thanks to the Auxiliary Committees of Ayr, Carleton Place, 
Durham, C. E., Galt, Guelph, Peterborough, Stratford, Kingston, Wood- 
ville and Zorra. Their subscription lists will be found either under the head 
of remittances to the Treasurer, or in the collections of the general Agents.

AGENCY.

The Rev. J. T Byrne, who very successfully represented the Society 
in Great Britain and Ireland last winter returned to this country in July, 
and has since been employed in the Canadian field.

The Committee availed themselves of the valuable services of the Rev. 
Wm. Clark for the ensuing year, assigning to him that part of the home 
field West of Hamilton, Guelph and Owen Sound. Mr. Byrne having de­
clined returning to Britain, the Rev. W. Hamilton, D.D. was appointed in 
his place, and the Committee would solicit for him the same warm and liberal 
reception accorded to his predecessors. The Rev. A. Macdonald visited such 
parts of Eastern Canada and the United States as his important duties of 
General Secretary permitted.

FINANCES.

The financial position of the Society affords much cause of gr atitude to 
God for the past and of encouragement for the future. The year commencing 
with a deficit of $988.02, closed with $744.87, on hand. The income has 
increased to $10.047.9, an augmentation of $3537, over the previous year. 
Its sources are, Canada, $10.120.51; Great Britain, $5.719.79; United 
States, $400. The expenditure has been $15.422.83, which includes the 
balance of last year and the repayment to the Building Fund of the French 
Protestant Church of $600, a legacy from the late James R. Orr, Esq., paid 
to the General Funds, in 1854, with the understanding that when a French 
Protestant Church was erected, to which the legacy was appropriated, 
the amount should be repaid. The balance still due on the Montreal Church 
and Mission Buildings, is $4.020.75, and on the Belle Piviere Church and 
Grenville Mission Premises the sum of $382.93.

The Students’ Fund shews disbursements for $341 52, against $291.33, 
received from John Henderson, of Park, Scotland. The year began with a 
debt of $143.75, and closes with one of $193.94.

The Committee most earnestly hope that efforts will be made this year, 
to pay off the debts due upon the Montreal Church, as well as on the 
building-s at Belle Riviere and Grenville.*

OBITUARY.

In the last Annual Report we were called upon to record the death of 
' two long tried friends of the Society : Major General Anderson, and James

* The Committee of our Montreal Ladies Auxiliary, have taken this matter up with their usual 
zeal, and intend holding a sale of fancy and useful articles next Autumn, and we hope that their efforts 
will be largely sustained by contributions Iront friends oi l he Society.
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Playfair, Esq. The same sorrowful duty devolves upon us this year, in refer­
ence to the decease of our deeply respected President, Lt. Col. Wilgress, 
and of Lt. Col. Young, of Bedford, England. It seems peculiarly fitting to 
couple these names, for they were two of the twelve persons that, on the 13th 
of Feb., 1839, met in the vestry of the American Presbyterian Church, St. 
Jamea Street, (of .whom three only are living, viz :—Messrs. Ferrier, 
Lunn, and Court ;) and formed this Society. Lt. Col. Wilgress filled 
the office of President from its formation, and for twenty-seven 
years continued to manifest the same deep interest in its prosperity, 
and love for the catholicity of its constitution. The Committee appointed 
a deputation to attend the funeral of their honored President, and conveyed* 
to the family of the deceased, the following resolution of sympathy and respect

“ The Committee of the French Canadian Missionary Society assembled after the 
death of the venerable and much esteemed President of the Society, Lieut. Colonel 
Wilgress, R. A., place on record with becoming solemnity of feeling on such an occa­
sion, their high estimation of his character, and warm appreciation of the many servi­
ces he has rendered to the Society and the great cause it was organized to promote, 
during his long term of office as its first and only President. Col. Wilgress while 
able to do so, was always at his post, ofttimes at much personal inconvenience : and 
his good and honoured name greatly helped to inspire confidence in 'an institution, 
which in the beginning necessarily partook of the character of an experiment. He 
has died full of years and honours, in humble but firm faith in those Divine veri­
ties which it is the design of the Society over which be presided to propagate through­
out the Franco-Canadian people of the Province, 11 His works do follow him,” ,l He 
being dead, yet speaketh.”

The Committee beg respectfully to tender to the bereaved family of their late 
President the fervent expression of their sympathy and condolence. They appoint a 
deputation to attend the funeral, and they pray that the 11 Father of mercies, and the 
God of all comfort” will be with them in their affliction.

Lt-Col. Young continued to his decoase to show his interest in our 
work by the contributions of himself and friends. During the year the 
Society has also lost one of its warm supporters, by the death of the Hon. 
Mrs. MacKenzie, who for many years was President of the Edinburgh La­
dies’ Association.

The office of President was not tilled up by the Committee, but they 
now present for appointment the senior Vice-President, John Redpath,Esq., 
as one well-fitted and deserving to occupy the office. To fill up the vacancy 
of Vice-President, the Committee propose for appointment William Lunn, 
Esq., one of the founders of the Society, and Joseph Mackay, Esq., long a 
member of Committee, and for whose liberality and co-operation with the 
Agent in Britain, the Society is under peculiar obligation.

CONCLUSION.

All departments of the year's operations again afford abundant evidence 
that God owns with marks of gracious approval, the great and importarlt 
work in which the Society is engaged. The large measure of success 
which has attended the faithful and laborious efforts of His servants, en-
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gaged in the circulation of the Scriptures, the preaching of the Gospel, and 
the religious training of the young, constrain us to conclude that “ God is 
with us of a trnth.” Nor must we overlook the blessings which have fol­
lowed the zealous exertions of the devoted agents of the Society to awaken a 
deeper interest in our holy enterprise amongst the friends of the Redeemer 
in this land and in Britain. Appeals for pecuniary help have been met 
with growing cheerfulness and liberality,;plainiy indicating that when we are 
ready to put forth efforts for the spread of his Gospel, the Lord is prepared 
to supply the required means.

Your Committee review these cheering indications, not only with the 
most hopeful anticipations, but also with solemn impressions of duty to go 
forward in the great work committed to them. The cloud which has 
lain as an incubus upon the minds of our beloved subjects of French origin 
is beginning to break. The influence of the Romish Priesthood over those 
whom they have so long held in bonds is rapidly waning. The people here 
and there throughout the field of the Society, and in increasing numbers, are 
beginning to assert their right to think for themselves. In defiance of 
Priestly authority and malediction, they receive the Bible into their houses, 
and listen gladly to the instructions of the Missionaries. There are 
also evidences that some of the Priests themselves are feeling the 
power of that truth against which it is believed, they are now in ignorance 
contending. The decay of Romanism at its great centres is also beginning 
in some measure to be felt here. The rock is opening, for the God of Israel 
is smiting it. In His Providence, and by IIis Spirit He is cheering us on ; 
and shall we hesitate to go forward under such a leader ?

A great work yet awaits our efforts. Hundreds and thousands of the 
French Canadian people are still unblessed by that Gospel which we so much 
value. To reach them, more enlarged exertions must be made ; the various 
agencies of the society must be augmented by the addition of more laborers. 
Relying therefore upon God, and the continued sympathy of His people, the 
Committee have resolved upon undertaking greater things for the future.

They cannot, however, close this report without asking the friends of 
the Redeemer united with them in the enterprise in which they are engaged, 
to remember it in all their approaches to the throne of Grace. The formid­
able obstacles in the way of complete success, can be removed only by Him, 
with whom is the residue of the Spirit, and in answer to earnest persevering 
prayer, He will send showers of promised and desired blessing.

Let the year, therefore upon which we enter, be one in which our be­
loved fellow subjects of French origin, will have a larger place than hereto­
fore in our prayers. Then efforts commensurate with the work before us, 
will be undertaken, and God, even our God will bless them.

through Jesus Christ, on behalf of our Mission, having special regard to the following 
subjects

SUBJECTS OF PRAYER.

1. That the Society's Committee rniy be endowed from above with such wisdom 
and zeal, faith and love, as may be needful for the effective prosecution of the Mis­
sion.

2. That God would bless the persons, families, and labours of the Society’s 
Missionaries.

3. That God would give the Missionaries access to the homes and hearts of the 
French people, and would incline them to receive and embrace the Gospel of Christ.

4. That God would own and bless the means used fer the circulation of His bless­
ed Word.

5. That God would aid, by His graee and Spirit, the Students preparing for the 
work of the Mission.

C. That a blessing may rest on the labours of the Teachers in the male and female 
Schools at Pointe-aux-Trembles, and that the pupils may be truly converted to God.

7. That God would make effectual the preaching of His word in the Churches 
which have been organised in connection with the Society, confirming the faith of 
the converts, and bringing others into the fold of Christ.

8. That God would grant success to the Society’s Agents in Europe and Canada ; 
would raise up friends of the Mission in all the Churches of Christ and put it into 
the hearts of His people to give liberally of their substance for the maintenance and 
extension of the Mission.

9. That God would prosper, by the outpouring of His Spirit, all the efforts of the 
Society to promote His Glory, and all other means and agencies that may be em­
ployed in accordance with His word for the conversion of the French Canadian 
Roman Catholics.





EXTRACTS FROM THE CONSTITITION OF THE FRENCH CANADIAN 

MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

I. This Society shall be called “ The French Canadian Missionary Society r ; and its 
exclusive object sliall be, to provide means for preaching and otherwise disseminating 
the Gospel of Christ among the inhabitants using the French language.

II. The operations of this Society shall embrace—the employment of ministers, 
teachers, book-vendors, and scripture-readers, (whose native language is French, it 
possible,)—the establishment and support of schools, and places of worship,—and the 
distribution of the Holy Scriptures, and such publications as may be requisite in ac­
complishing the objects of the Society.

III. No person shall be admitted or continued a Minister, Teacher,,Agent, Trustee 
or Office-bearer, under any name, in connexion with this Society, whose rel'gious 
sentiments arc not decidedly in accordance with the great evangelical doctrines of 
the Protestant Faith, namely, the fallen and totally depraved condition of human 
nature ; the supreme divinity of our Lord Jesus Christ; the sacrificial character and 
design of the Saviour’s death ; the deity, personality, and saving influences of the 
Holy Spirit; justification by faith alone, through the atoning merits and all prevailing 
intercession of the Son of God ; the necessity of holiness of heart and life as produced 
and maintained by the indwelling Spirit of God : and the endless duration of future 
rewards and punishments.

The above summary of doctrine shall equally apply to all Cooks and Tracts dis­
tributed by the Agents of this Society.

IV. This Society shall maintain an entire absence of a sectarian spirit in the choice 
of its agents, the application of its funds, and the management of its concerns. In 
the selection of its agents, there shall be alone consulted, their religious and intel­
lectual fitness for promoting the grand object in view, namely, the bringing of souls 
into the Kingdom cf God, and building them on the foundation of the Apostles and 
Prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone.

V. The instructions to be given to missionaries and other agents of the Society 
shall be First, that in all their intercourse with the French Canadians they abstain 
as much as possible from controversy on the errors of the Romish Church, and that 
they seek to promote their religious instruction and salvation, by plainly ami 
affectionately preaching and enforcing the great doctrines of evangelical religion as 
stated above ; as it is believed, that in this case, the declaration of “ the truth as in 
Jesus,” will prove the best means of refuting error.—Secondly, that, as it appears 
important to the success of this Christian enterprise, to secure, as much as possible, 
unanimity and uniformity in its proceedings and operations, it also be required of all 
the agents of the Society, to abstain from urging their own peculiar denominational 
views as to doctrine or church government ; and to require only as conditions of 
church membership, a profession of the Protestant Faith, as held by this Society, (and 
set forth in Art. 3rd of the Constitution,) accompanied by suitable and satisfactory 
evidence of true piety in the candidate.
