INDITANAPOLIS, March 15, — The na-
tiomal convention of the United Mine
Waorkers of America opened here today in
itihe n House, with over 1,000 dele-
gates, representing 1.461 Jocals. The con-
vention has been called by President Mit-
chell to consider action which. may re-
sylt in an agreement with the coal opera-
tons, that will prevent a general strike,
that would bring 425,000 men from the
mines on April 18t. The conference with
the operators will begin here Monday
 next,

worlkers adjourned, February 2, following
a joint conference with the operators
wihich had failed to arrive at a wage agree-
ment, a strike on April 1.was inevitable
unless something ehould interveme. At
the convention the miners demanded an
increase in wages of 12} per cent., the ad-
mission of the southwestern states, a sev-
en per cent; differential between machine
and pick miners, a 12} per cent, advance
for yardage and dead work, prohibiting
employment, of boys under 16 years of
age, an eight hour day, a one year con-
tract and .a run of mine basis.

' The miners also adopted a resolution
offered by Mr. Ryan of Dlinois that no
district should sign a ‘wage agreement un-
til all the distriets signed. This action,
kinown as the Ryah ‘resdlution, will come
hefore the conven.ion for action. ~Unless
it is .rescinded the bituminous miners can-
not sign’ a' wage agreement until the an-
Ahracite miners sign an agreement with
theit op .

- The
‘others were eoal- pa ‘.and eailors,
mostly Belgians, and .one stoaway, Henry
Parkoteh, of New York. Two lifeboats
| from the Bostonian were crushed to frag-
ments and the volunteér crews which
manned them, were dlirown into the high
running seas while .engaged in the work
of rescue, but all were safely landed on
board the steameri= &’ {

The British King ¥ent down in latitude
'41.468n0rbh and lofigitude 60,11" west, or
about 450 miles east/of Boston-light and
‘goveral miles to heeduth of Sable Island.

Christian Jacques, Jeff Maas, Ivan Netel-
ers, Francis Coppins, Edward Rays, Henry
Burminster, Ohatles Nelson, Frank Mar-
tin, Joseph Barboisky, Frank Anthony,
Joseph Scholmog and Peter Peppers.

On the deck of the Bostcnian, late in the
afternoon, a touchifg scene was witnessed.
In o pine box on the main deck was the
body of Captain (’Hagan. Oovering the
box was the British flag, and nearby stood
the survivors of the British King. Until
now they had shown no €ign of emotion—
in ‘fact, they seemed to be ‘dazed and did
not realize their ‘surroundings. As_ the
captain’s body -was ewung. over the side,
however, one of the men removed his hat
and his head drcpped o his chest and tears
coursed down his cheeks. His companions
uncovered and theéy, too, cried as the pine
box was landed on the dock.

“He was brave up to the moment of his
death,” one of the men said, and to prove
the truth of his remark he told how Cap-
tain O’Hagan, lying prostrate in the hfe
boat, assisted Officer Cromwell in return-
ing to the Bostonian. Cromwell was &0
exhausted that he could ecarcely speak.
The captain’s voice was streng, and he re-
layed Cromwell’s orders to the men in the
forward part of the boat.

The British’ King was. owned by the
British Shipowners’ Company.

When, as is sometimes
claimed to be the case, manufacturers’
staple goods for ordems are even better in
workmanship and materials than the sam-
ples, the trade may expect some high-
grade lines this year. The continued
scarcity of hides and greater scarcity of
good onzs is hecoming a serious problem,

The supply of beef hides is by no means |

« keeping up with the increase in popula-

tion and present deliveries are far be-
hind orders. Larg: dea'ers in hides are
teported holding ~back their .supplies of
kid and goat sking having infl them-
selves regarding the supply and probable
demand a arve taking the chance to
speculate on what they consider a sure
thing, If that move is taken tanners will
be compelled to advance their prices. For
these reasons some ehoe manufacturers
are buying ahcad for the season, some as
far as next winter.”

The advance in prices of ‘boots and
shoes during the last six months has been
from 5 to 15 per cent. according to the
grade of goods, the cheaper lines being
‘advauced from 5 to 10 per cent and some
of the higher grades about 15 per cent.
Manufacturers say that one reason for
the scarcity of leather and . consequent
high prices is the fact, that a great
quantity of leather is now being used in
upho'stering, in automobiles especially
« very‘large quantity is used.

Greal quantitiés of leather are also be-
ing esported to England and this tends
Yo shorten the availab'e supply in Canada
and the U. 8. and consequently makes
stiffer prices. i

Rather did the dullness, with the gener-
slly insignificant price changes, indicate
xhat the security market was almost at
a dead gentre, waiting -on developments
to determine the future course, with, if
anything, rather of an inclination to sell
moderately than to buy. However, this
may have been influenced more by pass-
ing developments, such as the prospect
of a coal strike in the anthracite field,

considerations and the clouded monetary
situation.

With the really important factors in
the market as yet undetermined and with
many features somewhat less important
perhaps, but still containing the elements
of disturbance, particu’arly to the specu-
Jative division, it does not appear as
though such favorable developments as
the week brought forth were of a char-
acter Ympartant enough to turn the specu-
lative side permanently upward. That
many securities have had a very exten-
give decline, and in consequence are near-
er to value, is unquestionably true. And

strongly to the optimistic ,trader and
@ives encouragement to the investor is

@ mot questioned.

But speculative markets have to deal
with other factors than these, and the
gpeediest way in which epeculators can
undo any improvement which may have
pome is to eeek to create a speculative
market at this time.

THE PROGRESS OF
PRESBYTERIANISM

Rejoicing Over the Great
Growth in the New West---
The Finances Healthy.

(Toronto Globe, Tuesday)

Remarkable growth in Presbyterian
home missions in western Canada is re-
ported by Rev. Dr. E. D. McLaren, Gen-
eral Secretary, who bas retrned from a
visit to the Synod of British Columbia
and Alberta and that of Manitoba.

The Home Mission committee of the
former Synod met at Vancouver. The
eight - Presbyteries were all represented.
The total expenditure in the Synod last
year was reported as $35,436. It has been
found necéssary during the past year to
:dpen twenty-nine new fields in that Syn-

The growth in Manitoba Synod is still
greater, about forty new fields having
been opened. KEleven fields in Manitoba
have during the year become eelf-sustain-
ing and four in British Columbia and Al
berta.

The mission fields were raised to the
status of augmented churches in British
Columbia and Alberta, and six)or eight
in thé 8ynod of Manitoba.

A’ somewhat impromptu thanksgiving
meeting was held last night in the Cent-
ral Presbyterian church, as an expression
of the people’s joy over the fact that the
funds of the church in Canada bave been
so fully met at the end of the financial
year just closed. Not only has the defi-
cit of $19,000 or $20,000, with which the
year was begun, been wiped out, but
there is about $1,000 to the good. The
entive givings of the western section of
the church during the year were more
than $170,000, and if those of the east-
ern section are added the total amount
|is over $200,000. The expenditures in
both the foreign -mission fund and the
home mission fund have been fully met,
for the first. time in several years.

Halifax, N. 8., March 15—(Special)—
Hon. A. G. Jones, governor of Nova Sco-
tia, died at 1.30 o’clock this morning at
Government House. His honor had re-
tired as usual a little after midnight. He
awoke and told his wife that he had a
pain in his chest. At 1 o’clock the physi-
cian was sent for, and almost at once re-
sponded. But there was nothing that
could be done, and he passed peacefully
away. Heart trouble was given as the
‘ cause of death. \

He was in his eighty-second year, and
has been governor since 1900.

Hon.) Alfred Gilpin Jones was born at
Weymouth (N. 8.)and educated at Yar-
mouth academy. .
