Since our last meeting two hundred and nineteen 
Prayer Books, many of them bound up with the New 
Testament, have been issued, and sixty four Bibles, 
making an aggregate of two hundred and seventy se- 

On a few of them small payments have been 
made, which though far less than the value, tend to 
keep up the fund, and give an opportunity to persons 
of independence of mind, to contribute something to­
wards the purchase of the Book which they

The reason why the number of Prayer Books is­
sued so greatly exceeds that of the Bibles arises from 
this, that one hundred and ninety-five Bibles, and 
twenty-three New Testaments have been distributed 
by a Branch of the Bible Society established in this 
Town, the funds of which, though supported almost 
entirely for some years back by the members of this 
Committee, have been always kept separate.

It will be seen by inspecting the books of distribu­
tion that a very large portion has been issued to Emi­
grants, either proceeding to their Locations or already 
upon them, and that many families have the privilege 
of Bibles and Prayer Books to cheer them in the 
woods, to comfort them in their solitude, and enable 
them after the labors of the day to unite in family 
worship, who but for you would have been d/stitute 
of these blessings. Effectual aid has been extended 
to many Sunday Schools, sometimes by donations, 
and sometimes for a small part of 'he original cost.

It is pleasing to observe that in the list of distribu­
tion we find several Indians who have been supplied 
w ith Bibles and Prayer Books, and indeed the happy most charity 
change which is now in progress among them cannot I supplying the 
fail to excite in the minds of all Christians the warmest j but without fi 
sentiments of gratitude and pràise to our Heavenly j geminating Ç
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HFather through Jesus Chris., who bringeth sucH 
mighty things to pass. And to the members of this 
Institution still more than to others ought this turning 
of the Indians from darkness to light be matter of 
Joy, as from our first formation we have had their 
version earnestly in view, and endeavoured by every 
means in our power to effect it.

It is refreshing to turn from this distant corner of 
the Empire to the wonderful exertions of the Parent 
Society, which appears by the last Report to be ra­
pidly increasing.
