ANXIOUS ABOUT
ACTION OF DAIL.

Dublin, Dec. 20—The confidence with’
which the supporters of the Irish peace
treaty have heretofore awaited action by ;
the Dail Eireann has given way to un-|
certainty as the result of the develop- |
ments at yesterday’s open session. All:
the morhing newspapers show material
apprehension over the outcome.

An index to the sentiment of the rank'
and file of the Dail members is expected
to be revealed through the speeches of
the minor deputies in the debate today.
A large number of these members have
given no intimation as to how they will,
vote.

“Will the treaty be rejected?” asks
the Irish Independent ina seven column
headline this morning. The newspaper
declares that, according to information'
in well informed Dublin circles, there is
grave danger that the result of the de-
bate may not be ratification. It adds:—
“It is said that a few members who are
not satisfied with the terms of the treaty
and at the same time consider they can-
not in honor repudiate the plenipotentiar-
ies, will probably abstain from voting.” |

Commenting on the speeches yester-
day in justification of signing the agree-
ment, the Freeman’s Journal says:—
“That they should be called upon to de-
fend and even struggle tq have their
work free from destruction at the hands
of persons calling themselves representa-
tives of the Irish people is one of the
most amazing tragedies in a tragic his-
tory.”

The Irish Times, solemnly warning
the Dail of its responsibility and urging
ratification, declares: “If the Dail rejects
the agreement, the last word will not
have been szid, for the nation will insist
upon the controlling voice in the settle-
The paper adds
that if the middle course which oppon-
ents of the treaty are now hinting at is
taken—to ask the Dail to modify the
treaty, leaving Ireland half within and
half without the British Empire — it
“would be an utterly undemocratic
course, for, unlike rejection, it would
{ake final decision out of the hands of |
the Irish people. Moreovér, it would be |
supported onlv hv men who wished to,
wreck the agreement.” |

ing that allowance must be made for the
Irich temperament. All the writers
dwell upon a sensation created by a
statement of Robert C. Barton, one of
the Irish signatories of thetreaty, that
Lloyd George had threatened war if the
agreement was not signed.

No reliable forecast as to how long the
session is likely to last is given in any
quarter, but none of the newspaper men
expect a decision before Wednesday and
many think that Saturday is the earliest
day on which a vote is probable.

Editorial comment in the morning
newspapers sharply scores De Valera for
opposing what is contended he must
know is the wish of the large majority
of the Irish people. His attitude in ad-
vocating “a policy which would lead
back to war” is regarded as casting ser-
jous reflection on his qualifications for
leadership. The editorial writers gener-,
ally, however, profess confidence that the
treaty will be ratified.

The Daily Telegraph refused to be-|
lieve that “The Dail is faolish enough to |
reject the solid boon of dominion status
in favor of the fantastic and impossible
ideal of a republic.” |

The Westminster Gazette thinks that
the “longer the debate lasts, the more |
certain and decisive will be the driftf
back from words to realities” and re- |
fuses even to doubt acceptance of the;
{reaty. It declares: “What we are wit-
nessing is not a struggle upon which
hangs the issue of peace or war, but the |

“Great Britain and Erance must to-

This statemen{ by Premier Briand
of France will be hailed with the great-
est satisfaction 'throughout the Empire.

tion can blame her for insisting upon
adequate protection of her interests in
that quarter. If, however, Britain and
France co-operate, having as they will
the sympathy of the United States, the
whole European outlook will steadily
improve. M. Briand believes that his
countty and Britain should together ex-

amine the situation in regard to Russia, |

which is so utterly disorganized, and

which in its present state is a menace to]

all Europe; but it is not at all clear that
any joint action they might take would
improve matters at present. Russia
must work out her own salvation, and
it is only from the ashes of Bolshevism
that a stable condition can emerge. The
other nations may be able to render some
assistance in the rehabilitation of the
country, but any strong measures of in-
tervention would be resisted and defeat
their own end. It is a good omen for
Europe, however, that the French pre-
mier has declared without equivocation
that the interests of his country and
of ‘Britain, and of Europe, can best be
served by co-aperation. There was a
momentary fear that France would

block the disarmament agreement by un-

wise démands, but it has been dissi-
pated by the assurances given by M.
Briand. Despite all that the pessimists
may say, the Washington conference is
going forward to the accomplishment _of
great things for the world.

~ A new table of Ten Commandments,
designed to train boys and girls to
. kindness to God’s dumb creatures, has
| been issued by the Presbyterian Board

of Temperance and Moral Welfare. In
| it, hunting, fishing, and the robbing of
ibirds’ nests for sport are condemned,
| as are attendance at all such “sports”
! as cock fights, live pigeon shoots, dog
i figkts, and bull fights. Coveting of
! furs and plumage of birds also is con-
' demned. Supplementary rules of con-
duct, issued with the “Commandments,”
urge children to refrain from going to
circuses or other shows where trained
animals are exhibited, asserting that |
such animals are “nearly always cruelly !
4reated and must live a life of misery.”

Here are the “Commandments,” which
* were drafted by William F. H. Wentzel,
director of the board’s department of
humane education, and were adopted by
the board as a guide to children—and to
grown-ups, too:

(1) I am the Lord thy God who made
i every living creature after his kind and
| gave man dominion over my works,
wherefore thou shak be guardian over
beast, bird and cattle, and to them thou
shalt be in my place.

(2) Thou shalt not delight thyself
in graven images but rather in tender
mercies to those who depend on thy
guardianship. Thou shalt not lay blame
or punishment unwarranted upon them
who know not wrong, who cannot speak
for ‘themselves and who have no means
of asserting their rights, wherefore thou
art to them the adjudicator of righteous-
ness in their midst, for I the Lord thy
| God am a jealous ‘God, remembering
thy unfaithfulness and thy cruelties’ to
all my creatures and visiting the errors
of thy way upon thy children down
through the generations, in that thou has
set a bad example unto them and hast
by word and by deed led ‘them to dis-
1espect justice and mercy in dealing with
my defenceless creatures.

Province Discuss the Mat-
ter of Prison Reform.

'

Preparatory steps were taken at a
meeting in the Court House in Truro
last week looking towards prison reform
in Nova Scotia. While those present met
as a deliberate body and were clothed
with legislative or executive authority,
they declared emphatically and unani-
mously in favor of the principle of the
Prison Farm. It will be remembered
that an Act was passed at the last sit-
ting of the Provineial Legislative, en-
titted “An Act Respecting Prison
Farms.” “This act provides for the estab-
lishment and maintenance of such farms
by any municipality, city, towg of rural,
or- by an association of such municipal-
ities with the approval of the Governors
in Council. The matter to be cleared be-
fore it ean come into force are, those of
the method of finance, and the areas to
be combined. :

On the invitation of W. M. Ferguson,
K. C., Municipal Clerk for Colchester
representatives were present from the
counties of Halifax, Guysboro, Antigon-,
ish, Pictou, Cumberland, Colchester and
Hants. Among those were Doctors Hat- |

The committee consists of W. M. Fergu-
son, Chairman; Mayor Parker and Coun-
cillor Smith of Halifax; ‘Warden Me-
Kecugh of” Antigonish; Mayor Shipley
of Amherst; Warden Thompson of Pic- |
tou, and Warden Thompson of East
Hants.

A resolution was unanimously passed
asking the Provincial Government to ap-
point a committee to go into the whole
matter for the municipalities represented,
study the conditions and recommend a
definite plan of action to be submitted to
the municipalities. @The two main
motiives underlying the fmprovement are
the welfare of prisoners themselves, and
the interests of their dependents.

S. C. R. hospitals in Canada. She is a
Canadian and received her training in
the University of Columbia.

VERY COLD AS
CHRISTMAS DAY

~ DRAWS NEAR

Washington, Dec. 20 — Christmas
throughout the eastern half of the con-
tinent will be preceded by abnormally
cold weather, the U. 8. weather bureau
declared today in its forecast.

The area of extremely low tempera-
ture, which has overspread the north-
west, the bureau said, was continuing
to advance slowly southeastward. De-
cidely colder weather was forecast for
tomorrow in the eastern central states,
including Michigan, Ohio, Indiana and
Kentucky.

Temperatures below zero were report-
ed. this morning as far east as Duluth,
Minnesota, and as far south as North-
we'stern Nebraska. It was more than
thu’t'y degrees below zero in the north
portions of North Dakota and Montana

and over much of the Canadian north-
west.

SOLUTION IN FAR EAST.

Christianity Will Save Orient Said Rev.
Father Daly of St. Joha,

: (Montreal Gazette.)

Rev. Father George Daly, C. SS. R.,
has closed his Advent series of sermons
on missionary topics in St. Patriek’s
Church.

“Nationalism and Imperialism,” said
the preacher in his closing remarks,
“wage at this hour a bitter struggle for
the mastery of the world. The Catholic
Church, rising above racial conflicts and |
national claims, witnesses in her ranks an|
intense awakening of missionary activi-
ties in the field at home and afar. The
Church in Canada is also preparing

actively to contribute its share in the
ﬁeld§ where new harvests are ripening,
particularly in the Far East. The found-
ation of the Chinese College at Almontc,!
Ont., by Father Fraser; the opening of |
a new seminary for foreign missions in
Montreal, and the increased activities of |
the .Catholic Chirch Extension Society
are indicative of this feeling of responsi-
bility, which the Catholic Church in Can-
ada as a whole now owes to the church
at large. The tremendpus problems of
the Far East, we know, are only to be
solved by Christidnity. The same prin-
ciples that redeemed ‘civilization from
the ruins of tottering Rome will save
Chiqa, Japan and India. Let us not for-
get it, the yellow peril looms up menac-
ingly on the horizon.”

for the Bank of Montreal pass books,
a Boston Post, addressed to Henry Haw-
kins, 398 Main street, and a receipt for
registered letters; in the pantry, two
pipes, one in a case, a rubber tobacco
pipes, a silver case for a wrist-watch,
three fountain pens, two Eversharp pen--
cils, and a gentleman’s ring with a large
ruby or garnet.

Reports had been received by the de-
partment of the loss of a pearl necklace,
bar-pin, brooch, pipes, watches, four
rings, and other things. There were also
reports of money having been missed
from letters and of the report of letters
from which money had been extracted.

J. S. Flaglor, postmaster, testified that
in consequence of receiving complaints
that money had been missed from mail
delivered on Morrissey’s walk and of
suspicious = circumstances  concerning
Morrissey’s conduct on Sundays he went
to the post office for the three Sundays
preceding last Sunday and gave instruc-
tions to the clerks to keep a careful
watch. They reported suspicious actions
but saw nothing to justify an arrest or
search. On last Sunday he was ill, but
gave instrictions to Ketchum and Hale.
Later he received a message from Ket-
chum which caused him to get in touch
with Inspector Thompson. Mr. Flaglor
told of receiving reports of the loss of
articles from the mail.

He identified
a part of a carton produced in court as
one found in a closet on December 5 and
alleged to be the wrapping of a packet
of pipes. Mr. Flaglor said that since
the insurance of parcels was commenced
in October there have been a large num-
ber of missing articles reported.

New York, Dec. 20, 10.30—Spectlative
issues featured the constructive side of
the stock market at the opening of to-
day’s sessions, while investment shares
continued their irregular or heavy trend.

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Adds Science to
Art in Display Cases

Making show cases pay involves more
than artistic work on the part of a
skilled interior decorator. Good taste
and style are quite necessary in a store
that bids for high-class trade, but the
essential thing in making people buy lies
in consistent, attention-compelling stock
display planned to develop wide-awake
salesmanship. That, in brief, is the idea
governing displays in the men’s and
boys' clothing store of L. Strauss & Co.
of Indianapolis.

A customer enters the Strauss store
intent, for instance,ion the purchase of
underwear. The desired purchase is
made, .but while the customer is making
a selection of underwear his attention is
caught by an attractively lighted wall
case in which may be displayed hosiery
or pajamas or perhaps shirts. These be-
ing articles closely allied with under-
wear, he will in many instances be influ-
enced by the display to make additional
purchases. The pulling power of such
an auxiliary display is vastly greater
than that of the trite question of the
average salesman, “Will that be all to-
day?” Results from these cases have
proved to L. Strauss & Co. that the same
effort should be made to put merchan-
dising appeal in a showcase or window
trim as in a display advertisement.

In each department of the store is one
or more of the auxiliary wall cases. They
are three and one-half feet wide, five
feet high and eighteen inches deep, with
the base two feet from the floor, thug
providing for ample display easily acces-
sible for inspection of customers.  The
cases are used solely for the display of
new goods and hever are employed for
the promotion of bargain sales. That
policy of exclusiveness has been largely
fnstrumental in developing interest to-
ward the cases among both customers
and salesmen.

One of the cases is in the shoe depart-
ment opposite the chairs where children
are placed to be fitted. If the buyer in
the children’s c¢lothing department on
anothet floor has a new idea he wiShes
to put over he starts action to get that
case. To get it means that he must put
forward his best arguments and fight
as if he really meant what he said, be-
cause hot on his trail is some other man,
possibly from the hosiery department,
who thinks the case would do more good
if it held a display of imported golf

hose, or perhaps there the furnishing
buyer on the trail of the case wanting
to tempt the college boys with a dis-
play of blazer-striped lounging robes.

Washers in Two Weeks.

Gifts of ice books have been uded fre:
quently by dealers to influence the sale
of refrigerators, but the “Patmelee-

“The idea worked well,” thought the
manager of the store; “why not expand
on it?” Another box was made up for
articles selling for thirteen cents, still
another for things selling for twenty-five |
cents, also one for articles selling for six !

Many more small articles are being |
sold, of course, than it was possible to
dispose of from one box, the contents of
which was necessarily limited. Any
grocer knows that there are times when |
people forget all about small things un-
less they see them on display.

One of the most successful retafl es-
tablishments in Southern California is
that of the Harris Company, in San Ber-
nardino, operated by Harris Brothers,
and . headed by Herman Harris. This
store is not only showing gains in sales
over last year, but in the last year tripled
its sales in ready to wear and started a
separate store that did more than $92,000
in the year. The main store is just
ab?ut at the edge of the San Bernardino
shopping district, and the store recently
started is without the distrkit.

A newspaper of another city of Cali-
fornia which did not seem to be getting
the advertising patronage which it con-
sidered should come asked Mr. Harris
what he thought of advertising as a
means of getting business. The Harris
company employs at a good salary a man
of ability to give his entire attention to
the advertising of the store and runs lib-
eral space all through the year, some-
times taking four pages in an issue and
reaching as much as $25,000 for the year’s
investment. Yet Mr. Harris finds that it
is the most economical plan for attract-
ing business.

New Brunswickers Interested
in New Nova Scotia Con-

cern.

A despatch from Springhill Mines, N.
S., to the Halifax Chronicie says:— .
A new company, te~be entitled the
Bay of Fundy Lumber Company, Limit-
ed, to be organized under the Nova Sco-
tia Joint Stock Companies Act, with a
capital of $50,000, will begin operations
in Parrsboro as soon as incorporation is

tween January 1 and January 15. This
new lumber concern is to have its head-
quarters in Parrsboro, with offices in the
Hatfield building, Main street. With
the exception of G. B. and E. S. Hatfield
of Parrsboro, Port Greville and Diligent
River the stockholders of the new com-
pany will be New Brunswick merchants.
Gordon B. Hatfield will be managing
director, and E. C. McDade will be in
charge of the office and act as shipping
agent.

The purposes for which the new com-
pany is about to be incorporated are for
the transaction of a general business,
buying, selling and shipping to England
and American markets. The lumber
areas from which much of the product
will be produced are owned or controlled
by thie Messrs. Hatfield, who have been
conducting a lumber business in Port
Greville and Parrsboro for a number of
years. The new company purposes go-
ing into the manufacturing of chairs as
a side line in this district, and in the
spring of 1922 will erect, equip and oper-
ate a factory in Parrsboro, using as a
raw material the odds and ends of hard-
wood resulting from the manufacture of
stock furnished to manufacturers of
building material. Hitherto, Messrs.
Hatfield have. been supplying large
quantities of the hardwood cut on their

GALE-PROOF SYSTEM
FOR BRIﬂSH WIRES

Laying of More Than 800
Miles of Underground Ca-
bles is Planned.

London, Dec. 1.—(By mail.)—An ex-
tensive programme for the laying of
telegraph and telephone cables under-
ground is occupying the attention of the
post office department at present, and
contracts have been placed by the gov-
ernment for putting more than 800 miles
of mail cables beneath the surface of city
streets and other highways. The need
of making telephones gale-proof was em-
phasized by a storm early in November
last, when censiderable damage was
done to.wires in the eastern and north-
eastern districts from the Humber to the
Thames, and as far inland as Hunting-
don and Bedfordshire; also in the south,
midland and southwestern districts and
North Wales. The damage was caused
by trees falling on the wires.

The vulnerability of overhead wires
during a gale was pointed out by the
postmaster-general, Rt.

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AN EXPERIMENT
IN LONG LIFE

Discovery Recently Announc-
ed by a French Physician.

The moral of the discovery recently
announced by a French physician that
the tissues of which the body is com-
posed are practically immortal, is that
long life depends on: co-ordination of all
the functions of that highly complex or-
ganism, the human body (says the Port-
land Oregonian). The physician arrives
at the conclusion that old age is a dis-
ease, as has been suspected. by others
before him, but also holds out hope that
it is curable. His conclusions are sig-
nificant as pointing the way to a higher
enjoyment of the present allotted term
of life rather than as indicating its
material prolongation, however. It is
seriously to be doubted whether any hu-
man being who is entirely normal would
want to live forever. Death still has its
advantages as an ultimate blessed relief
from mundane cares.

The experiments of the scientist in
question in the course of his quest of the
sceret of ywouth and age are, moreover,
jntrinsically interesting. He began work
nine years ago in an effort to find the
answer to the critics who maintained
that earlier biologists had proved noth-
ing by keeping, certain animal tissues
alive, since no tissue had ever survived
_the normal period of life of the animal

Oil or Grease Anplied to Leather Ku‘pi’
4 Feet Dry.

Water-proofed leather boots and shoes
are very satisfactory for protecting the
feet during rain or snow storms. Though
they have a tendency to cause the fect
to perspire, they are not as objectionable
in this respect as rubber, the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture states.

In summer the department advises a
grease harder than that used in the win=
ter. As there is less need for water re-
sistant shoes in summer than in spring
and winter. and because of the tendency
of the heavily \greased shoes to cause the
feet to perspire and swell in hot weath-
er, the quantity of grease used in sum-
mer should not exceed the amount the
leather will take up without leaving the
surface greasy. In winter, especially if
