The return laid on the table of thé 
House yesterday gives the official reports 
of the tAts made before a number of 
Canadian officers by Lieut. Colonel Pris- 
niall at Hythe on April 8, 1916. The 
first test between the Ross rifle and the 
S. M. Lee Enfield consisted of a number 
of men firing as many rounds in one 
minute as they could. This showed that 
using D. A. ammunition, 1916, both rifles 
,>»rked well; the extraction was good 
and the bolts worked smoothly. A ser­
ies of shots with defective ammunition, 
B 14, was fired with the result that 
greater trouble was experienced in ex­
traction with the Lee Enfield, than with 
tlie Ross rifle. With the first ammuni­
tion mentioned the average rounds fired 
per man per minute was 22.2 for the 
Ross rifle, 19.5 for the Lee Enfield, the 
percentage of hits being about the same. 
In a seven minute test between two Br­
ers, one using the Ross rifle and the 
other the Lee Enfield, and both attempt­
ing to shoot as much as they could in 
the time, 169 rounds were . discharged 
from the Ross rifle as compared to 129 
from the Lee Enfield.

Editor of “The Times:”

cused of not “playing fair” by trying to 
hold on to privileges granted because of 
weakness and dependence, while at the 
same time asserting the doctrine of 
equality with men, in an address deliv- r, 
ered/today before the international con­
ference of women physicians by Dr.

Another report was made on July 6, 
1916, by the director of musketry for 
Canada with regard to an investigation 
Sir Sam had ordered him to make as to 
the size of the chamber of the rifle with 
respect to ammunition manufactured for 
it in Canada, because the minister had 
received a complaint that D C ammuni­
tion, 1915, would not chamber satisfac­
torily in the Ross rifle, mark 8, with 
which the troops,in the trenches were 

The statement had been con­
firmed by a test at the Canadian school 
of musketry in July, fifteen or twenty 
per cent of this make of ammunition 
failing to function properly in the mark 
3 rifle, although it was satisfactory in 
the Ross rifle mark 2, long, and the Lee j 
Enfield, long and short. This was later 
confirmed by a test made by Brigadier- 
General Watkin at Rockfield. Further 
r .‘ports made after inspections on order 
of Sir Sam Hughes provided similar re­
ports. In the return is also a copy of 
the report of the committee appointed 
In- Sir John French giving full details of 
eleven tests made with various kinds of 
ammunition at Somer on June 2, 1915 

The unanimous opinion expressed by 
all present was that the Canadian man­
ufactured ammunition, D. A. C., 1914, 
mark 7, alone of those tried was suitable 
for rapid firing with the Ross rifle, and 
that, providing enough of this ammuni­
tion cou(d be supplied, tile other defects 
were not sufficient to condemn the Ross 
rifle in view “of the present shortage of 
rifles generally.” '

The committee advised unanimously 
that the rifle should be used on the line 
of communication, and that Canadian 
troops, if possible, should be armed with 
the British rifle. It was stated that the

They 
already have reached several thousands, 
some of whom, have arrived in Fiume on 
small boats, making the journey under 
the shelter of the numerous Dalmatian 
Islands, while others remain in Dal­
matia, ready to. face, Jugo-Slav aggress­
ion.”

The newspaper describes an alleged 
reign of terror as existing in districts 
like Ragusa and Spalato, which have 
been entrusted to Serbian troops- The 
Serbians, it says, are enforcing military 
service on all men from the ages of 
twenty to forty, and that whenever 
they meet with resistance they have re­
course in deportations on a large scale 
to Macedonia and Albania, “which is 
equivalent to condemnation to death, 
since none return from their forced labor 
there.”

Pacific Ocean from Vancouver to 
Japan. His 6.07a! Highness, on 
being informed, immediately signi­
fied his desire to be associated 
with the proposal and the offer of 
Mr. Yarrow and his friends will 
be known as "The Prince of Wales 
Prize.”

Mr. Yarrow attaches the follow­
ing conditions to the prize:

“That the airship lighter than 
air shall be manufactured in Can­
ada, including all parts and ma­
terials. Any parts and materials 
that are not faring made in Canada 
at the time the airship is con­
structed may be imported; the air­
ship shall be navigated and man­
ned by Canadians only, during the 
trans-Pacific. flight, and the flight 
is to be a non-stop from Van­
couver Island, British Columbia, 
to Japan, and be performed prior 
to December 31, 1921.”

Mr. Yarrow’s object in offering 
the prize is to commemorate the 
visit of the Prince of Wales.

TJje 
employes report suggested that if it can 
be established by investigation that this 
is so, they should be exempted. It is 
thought probable that 1f such an arrange­

Blit there 
will be very great difficulty in securing 
permanent exemption of individual in­
dustries from the operation of the law, 
if it should be passed. It is now up to 
the government, and probably to parlia­
ment, to thresh the matter out. The 
Third Group, as they are called, includ­
ing various public, government and other 
interests, presented a separate report ap­
proving of the labor clauses of the Peace 
Treaty, and recommending that the goy- 
ernmeàts of Canada provide for the eight 
hour day in all industries where it is now 
established and that after investigation 
by a commission the required legislation 
shall be enacted by the governments of 
Canada to all industries where it can be 
applied, having due regard to the curtail­
ment of production and distribution. This 
is a somewhat diplomatic recommenda­
tion, neither very definite nor very cour­
ageous. It was explained that the idea 
was that which ever government, pisvin- 
cial or dominion, having jurisdiction 
should pass the law. The chairman re­
marked that “there have been so many 
commissions appointed that it is looked 
on by some people as a joke;” but ap­
parently something serious is hoped for 
from this one.

The other contentious matter referred 
to above was item No. 4 on the agenda: 
the right to organize, recognition of labor 
unions, and the right of collective bar­
gaining. J. P. Anglin of Montreal pre­
sented the report on .this subject foV 
capital and it was, briefly, follows: 
Employers admit the right of employee 
to join any lawful organization but they 
insist on the right to maintain open 
shops when desired. They also main­
tain that employers should not be re­
quired to negotiate except directly with 
their own employes. The report Of labor 
did net insist on the closed shop prin­
ciple expressly, stating that “entering in­
to agreements and bargaining collective­
ly with an association or union of em­
ployes does not mean recognition of the 
closed shop unless the agreement so pro­
vides.” In the matter of the recognition 
of labor unions, they differed from the 
employers in using the term “duly ac­
credited representatives” as defining 
those with whom the bargaining should 
be done. This would adn|(it the using 
>f agents by a union outside of the par­
ticular establishment concerned in the 
dispute, which was really the germ of 
the Winnipeg strike. They added a sug­
gestion that legislation shtiuld be en­
acted making it unlawful to discharge 
an employe merely for belonging to a 
union or for legitimate union activities 
outside of working hours. The third 
group did not bring in any report on this 
question.
