INTERLOCKING DIRECTORATES
IN BANKING INSTITUTIONS

Democrats Consideting New Plan—
Changes in the Currency Bill

Washington, July 18—An amendment
to the Glass-Owen currency bill to pro-
hibit interlocking directorates in bank-
ing institutions was proposed at the con
ference of Democrats of the house com-
{ mittee yesterday. The plan went over
to the next meeting, after brief discus-
sion, and without a test of strength in
the committee. The conference defeat-
ed a proposal that government funds
should be deposited in the proposed new
regional reserve banks upon a competi-
tive basis, deposits being made in banks
offering the highest rate of interest.

The Democrats struck out of the bill
a section to permit individual banks in
time of stress to get direct discounts
from the regional reserve banks, upon
securities recognized as “stock exchange
collateral,” and also eliminated a pro-
vision exempting notes or bills issued on
government, state, county, or municipal
bonds from the proposed prohibition
against re-discounting by the federal re-
serve banks of notes or bills isused for
the purpose of “carrying or trading in
stocks, bonds or other securities.”

| Double Drowning at Westfield

STORY BF EYE-WITNESS

Sydney Fulton, Aged 14, Carried
to Death by Willie Collin, Aged
16, Whom He HeroicallyTried
to Save

Showing the same fighting spirit
which characterized his grandfather, the
late Robert Fulton, in his upholding the
fame of the Paris crew, Sydney Fulton,
aged fourteen, son of William Fulton,
of Water street, West Side, gave his
young life last evening in a vain effort
to save his friend, William Collin, aged
sixteen years, from drowhing in the
river, near Lingley. Clasped in a death
embrace, he was carried to the bottom
and the two bodies were recovered about
ar hour and a half laver, with Collin’s
arms still locked about the younger
boy’s neck. Both bodies were broyght
to the city on the special train for the
Cha#lotte street Baptist church picnic,
which had been 'held at Westfield until
the bodies were recovéred.

The news spread around in the vicin-
ity of Lingley afid an effort was made
immediately to rescue the boys in a
hope that this might be done in time
for resuscitation. Three young men—
GeorgeHazeland, Thomas Macaulay and
William Crocker—who happened ‘to be
in the vicinity, dived many times and
searched the bottom for the bodies.
They remained in the water for more
than half an hour, until assistance ar-
rived from the picnic grounds. How it
is not knowh, but in some manner the
news reached the picnickers just before:
the' train left for St. John, and the train
was held and nearly everyone walked to
Lingley. Grapples were procured, also
some pike poles. The 'water was
searched for more than an hour, when
at last the bodies were located in about
twelve feet of water, with a pike pole.

There the three
of us got into a canee’and paddled down
to Westfield Beach and back to Lingley.
Young Fulton ‘and;1 went in swimming
while Collin,remaigied in the canoe. We
had finished ‘sw ig and were dress-
ing on a raft that;was,.grounded on the
shore when we saw the canoe, in which
Callin _was, tip oxer.and he.went. jnto
the water. Fulton immediately jumped
into the water'and swam to the drown-
ing boy who was.struggling in the water
and made an attempt to save him, but
Collin grabbed him about the neck and
tliey both sank. They did not come up
again. I shouted te them to take hold
of the line that was fast to the canoe,
but I guess they did not hear me. Two
men who were on the beach heard my
shot and ran down to the water’s edge
but' Sydney and Willie had disappeared.
At the time the canoe upset it was not
more than fifteen or twenty feet from
the shore and the water would be about
nine feet deep.”

THE COMMISSION PLAN

Reference was made yesterday to the
contemptuous description of the com-
mission plan of government by Control-
ler Church of Toronto as a Yankee fad.
Of. course Controller Church upholds the

~ gystem in vogue in Toronto, where they
have a city council and board of control.
But Toronto has been very badly gov-
erncd under this system, and the like is
true of Montreal, although the board of
control in the latter city has produced
better results than had been obtained
under the old city council system. May-
or Lavallee now declares that Montreal
could be better governed by the board
of control without g city council, which
means that he favors the commission
plan of government. Mayor Lavallee has
been in the city council of Montreal for
twelve years, and therefore has a
thorough knowledge of the subject. He
points out that there are constant delays
and friction because the business trans-
acted by the controllers is sent to the
city council for discussion, and the
council and the board of control can
seldom agree. The Montreal Star says,
however, that the board of control has
given the city a very much improved
government. Under the old city council
system, without a board of control, fully
25 per cent of the revenue of the city
was wasted in patronage and malad-
ministration. This fact was brought out
by a royal commission. But so long as
there is a city council whose members
are elected to represent different wards,
and who regard public questions from
the ward standpoint, a satisfactory ad-
ministration cannot be secured; hence
Alayor Lavellee would ,abolish ‘the coun-

i i i

cil entirely. The Star says the matter
will no doubt be brought before the
legislature at its next session. Eventu-
ally the citizens of Montreal will no
doubt adopt the commission plan, or a
system more nearly approaching it than
they have, at the present time, and To-
ronto will also eventually be compelled
to adopt a better system.

THE ACADIANS

The very successful convention of
Acadian teachers in the public schools
of Westmorland, Kent and Northumber-
land, which has just been held at Fox
Creek near Moncton, reminds us that the
Acadian people have made much pro-
gress along educational lines in recent
years. The Moncton Transcript tells us
that one thousand people were present,

the number including seventy-five school
teachers and many clergymen. The con-
wvention was made the occasion for a
general meeting in honor of the teachers,
and we are told that from an early hour
on the opening day the roads leading to
Fox Creek were crowded with carriages
and automobiles. Twenty-five years ago
mu/ch less attention was paid to the edu-
cation of the children of Acadian par-
ents in this province, but under intelli-
gent leadership steady encouragement
has been givermr to parents to give their
children more and more of the advant-
ages provided by our excellent -school
system. They are to be congratulated
upon the progress that has been made.

GERMAN “BOOKIES”

Gambling Spirit of Masses Too
. Strong For The Government

Berlin, July 17—The bookmaker and
the gambling spirit of the German
masses have proved too strong for the
German government. A bill soon will

be laid before parliament legalizing
bookmaking, which has been a criminal
offence in this country for thirty years.
Incidentally, the bill provides for the
collection of a government tax, on re-
ceipts.

Betting among the masses heretofore
has been officially regarded as an un-
mixed evil, so it was discouraged by
the laws against bookmaking. The only
wagering permitted was through the of-
ficial betting machines at the various
tracks, from which the government re-
ceives a return amounting to one-twelfth
of the total receipts. The people in-
sisted, however, on backing their opin-
jons, and an active traffic in secret and
illegal poolrooms and with bookmakers
abroad resulted. The predsure for eas-
jer ways to wager became so strong
that the government capitulated, and
will now license a number of bookmak-
ers in each city.

Betting on races in France, Austria
and England, as well as in Germany,
will be mfade easy. Bets on races in
Germany may be accepted only at fixed
odds, not on the odds established by
the betting machines at the tracks, in
order to prevent competition with the

official machines. Only cash bets wil lbe
accepted, the minimum wager being five
marks, or $1.25. Bookmakers will pay

NO EMERGENCY, -
SAYS CHURCHILL

| Not Necessary to Build Ships To

Replace Borden's Proposed
Dreadnoughts

London, July 17—Right Hon. Wins-
ton Churchill, first lord of the admir-
alty, in making his statement in the
house of commons this afternoon on the
shipbuilding estimates, dealt at the out-
set ‘with the question of the use of oil
as fuel in the navy.

Mr. Chupchill continued:

“There is a second important ques-
tion in .connection with the general de-
fence of the empire: Since I addressed
the 'house last a serious event has oc-
curred regarding the Canadian ships.
The rejection of the Canadian naval aid
bill has, for the time, at least, deprived
us of aid upon which we had been de-
pending, and unless that gap is filled
by sacrifice of the British taxpayer, the
general defence of the empire, apart al-
together from bhe defence of the United
Kingdom, would be three ships short
of the admiralty requirements from the
end of 1915 onward. As soon, there-
fore, as news was received of the re-
jection of the bill, the government de-
termined that  immediate action was
necessary.

“There were two courses open to us:
we could have laid down three extra
ships in place of the three Canadian
ships, and we could do so still; but it
is mot at present clear that this step
which would mean the addition of £8,-
500,000 to the naval estimates, is neces-
sary, and cerfainly it ought not to be
done unless it is necessary.

" Although the naval aid bill was reject-
ed, the question of Canada participating
in her own defense and in that of -the
empire is by no means dead. Whether
we read the speeches of members of the
gevernment or of the opposition we see
that although there are differences of
opinion and method, and although the

The Acadia Built in England For
_The Canadian Marine Depart-

ment

(Montreal Star.)

The “Acadia,” a new sl,ip, built :for
the hydrographic service of the govern-
ment, has just arrived in Canadian wat-
ers. This vessel was built in execution

of a contract entered into between the
Department of Marine and Naval Ser-
vice of Canada, and Clarence I. de Sola,
of this city, acting in conjunction with
Messrs. Swan, Hunter, & Wigham
Richardson, Ltd., shipbuilders of Walls-
end-on-Tyne, who built the vessel in
their Tyneside Yards from designs fur-
nished on behalf of the Canadian gov-
ernment by R. L. Newman, their naval
architect in Ottawa, and who represent-
ed the government at the launch.

The “Acadia” is of /the highest class
Lloyds register. She/is propelled by
powerful triple expansion engines, sup-
plied with steam from boilers working
under Howden’s forced draught system.
On the trial trips the vessel attained a
speed of seventeen knots per hour; and
in her pasage across the Atlantic she
upheld her record splendidly for speed,
in spite of unfavorable weather, arriv-
ing in port ahead of the scheduled time.

MORNING NEWS OVER THE WIRES

Arthur B. Mertens, of Toronto, teller
in the Dominion Bank at Seaforth, Ont,,
was shot-last night by his friend, James
Gillies, who seeing him enter the bank
without turning on the lights, and hav-
ing heard what he thought was a sus-
picious sound just previously, . fired at
him with his revolver. Mertens may
not recover. Mertens, it appears, had
seen the cella¥ door of the bank open,
and gone in to investigate, thus arous-
ing Gillies who was asleep upstairs.

In a report to Ottawa, Dr. Langis,
medical superintendent of the lazaretto,
at Tracadie, N. B., shows that the
dread disease of leprosy is curable, for
he cites cases where two patients were
discharged from the institution during
the last year, after having been injected
from twenty to sixty times with the De-
veke Nastin treatment. There are twen-
ty-one at present in the lazaretto, and
the superintendent has hopes of having
another patient discharged before long
by following the same treatment.

Anton Novak, aged 27 years, after
shooting his wife and her parents, was
fatally wounded at Sheboygen, Wis.,
yesterday, but managed to walk six
miles to a physician’s office afterwards.
He had endeavored to effect a reconcili-
ation with his. wife, and when she re-
fused he shot her. He -then shot her
mother. and when her father intervened
exchanged: shots- with him with ‘the re-
sult that both may die. His wife is re-
ported as dying, while her mother is
seriously ;wounded. Novak apparently
had looked for trouble, for in his pocket
was found a receipt for a cemetery lot
purchased only a few. days before.’

Jury Recommends Mercy in Case
of P. E. I. Man Charged With
Death of His Aged Cousin

Charlottetown, P. E. I, July 17—
James A. Mclnnis, on trial for causing
the death of his cousin, Gallian J. M¢-
Innis, was found guilty of manslaughter
with a strong recommendation for
mercy.

The doctors who perfermed. the au-
topsy testified that death was due to
heart failure; that the heart was in
very bad shape and that violence or ex-
treme emotion would be likely to cause
death.

The prisoner was the only witness in
his own behalf. He told of quarelling
with the old man, but denied using viol-
ence to the extent attributed to him.
He admitted that he was so drunk he
cauld not remember what he did or said
afterwards. After addresses by J. J.
Johnston, for the defence, and Attorney
General Matheson, for the prosecution,
Judge Fitzgerald summed up pointing
out that the one question for the jury
to consider was “was the ‘act of the
prisoner an. actual acceleration of the
death of the deceased? If so, he was
guilty.” After forty-five minutes * de-
liberation the jury brought in a verdict
of guilty with a strong recommendation
for mercy

91,00 ACRES MORE
THAN CASE LAST YEAR

Grain Crops in June in. Canada

Mdintained Favorable Average
of May

1 S
Ottawa,  July lB—Report; frgm cor-
respondents at the end' of June enable
the census’ and statistics office to ‘issue
finally revised estimates of the areas
sown to spring crops this year and also
estimates of the areas devoted to the
later sown cereals and hoed crops. With
regard to wheat the reports are entirely

confirmatory of those issued -a month
ago, and the area under wheat in Can-
ada-is therefore finally placed at 9,816,-
800 acres or 57,900 acres more than in
1912, The area in spring wheat is 8,-
990,600 acres or 18,100 acres more than
in 1912 and the area to. e harvested of
fall wheat remains at B?ﬁ',ﬁw:u’ércs. QOats
are estimated to occupy 9,646,400 acres,
an increase of 429,500 acres; barley 1,-
480,800 acres, an increase of 15,600 acres;
rye 127,200 acres, a decrease of 8,910
acres, and hay and clover 7,621,600
acres, a decrease of 12,000 acres.

The acreages under the later sown
cereals and hoed crops are estimated to
be as follows: Buckwheat, 868,600; flax-
seed, 1,288,600; corn for husking, 290,-
800; beans, 58,850; potatoes, 467,800;
turnips, etc., 215,900; sugar beets, 19,-
280 and corn for fodder, 277,990. These
are increases in the case of potatoes,
turnips, etc., sugar beets and corn for
fodder but decreases in the case of the
other crops.

For the three Northwest provinces of
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta
the total wheat area is finally estimated
at 9,018,800 acres, as compared with 8,-
961,800 acres last year; that of oats at
5,804,5,800 acres, compared with 4,918,900
acres and that of barley at 857,700 acres,
compared with 809,900 acres—these dif-
ferences representing increases of 52,000
acres for wheat, 891,900 acres for oats,
and 47,800 acres for barley, or 491,700
acres for the three crops.

During June the crops throughout
Canada maintain generaly the favorable
average of a month ago.
