Watts is a young man 
whom no one would think of as one like­
ly to committ a murder, and opinions 
were consequently greatly in opposition 
as which of them had used the knife 
that inflicted such a terrible wound.

Phil Ready, who was trying to 
steady him, felt

THE BLOOD TRICKLING FROM THE BREAST 
of the wounded man. He exclaimed,“He is 
cot !” and at once started to notify the 
police. It was then about 11.30 Sunday 
night. As Ready passed up through the 
alley he saw Grey and Watts standing 
there, Grey with his coat off, and swear­
ing. Ready made some remark about 
the dreadful deed and he was answered 
“Look out you don’t get the same.” He 
hurried over to the police station, 
only a few hundred yards away, 
and finding officer Codyre there told 
him what had occurred and asked him 
to arrest the men and send for a doctor. 
Grey and Watts were then just across 
the street from the police station and 
were going down Simond street. Codyre 
apparently did not know that he was on 
duty as a policeman, and he told Ready 
that he could not arrest the murderer 
without a warrant

tempt to arrest the men nor send for a 
doctor.

Saloon Keeping Oddfellow» Expelled.
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Sr. Louis, May 26.—The Grand Lodge 
of Oddfellows of*Missouri voted, 38 to 25, 
to expel saloon keepers. Many of the 
German saloon keepers of St Louis are 
leadihg lights in the order, and as most 
of them are insured in it the question 
may be contested in the courts. It is 
said the Grand Lodge decided that

That was the only 
act against fortune-telling in Canada,and 
the one under which the information was 
laid. It was asserted that the pillory 
part of the fact had been repealed in the 
reign of King William IV., but the rest 
of the act was In force. Did tho act of 
George II apply to Canada ? His Honor 
then said he would appoint a day in the 
near future to hear argument on this 
point, and in the meantime the prisoner 
would be allowed her liberty' on her own 
nominal bail. A similar case concern­
ing Mrs. Lappau was by mutual consent 
postponed until the Assizes.

The St John Globe is greatly pleased 

at the victory of the Nova Scotia govern­
ment in tho recent election ; so is the St. 
John Telegraph. The Moncton Transcript 
is also much elated. These rejoicings 
are perhaps natural, for the Nova Scotia 
government calls itself liberal, and the 
three papers we have named are also 
classed as Liberal. But why should the 
United States papers also rejoice over an 
event which does not appear to concern 
them very much ? Why should we 
told in the headlines of a despatch in the 
Boston Herald that Nova Scotia is mov­
ing towards annexation ? This despatch 
which was sent from Ottawa to that 
paper states that Sir. John A. Macdonald 
and several members of the Dominion 
cabinet had up to the time of the election 
predicted the downfall of the Fielding ad­
ministration, from the fact that the elec­
tion was contested on a platform whose 
chief plank was unrestricted reciprocity 
—or closer commercial relations with the 
United States. The correspondent adds 
that it may be'said the government, who 
were returned to power in Nova Scotia, 
were charged with holding strong ttnnex- 
tionist views, which was persistently 
used against them in the late campaign. 
"There is no province in the Dominion,” 
continues this writer, “where provincial 
politics are so closely identified with the 
party lines of the Dominion Parliament as 
those of Nova Scotia. It is not surprising, 
therefore, that Sir. John and his cabinet 
were greatly alarmed at the result of the 
election. There is a significance that at­
taches to it which unmistakably points 
to the revolution which has taken place 
in that province as regards the great is­
sue in the Dominion politics of the day 
—closer relations with the United States 
in one form or another. There is one 
point that cannot be lost sight of as a 
result of the late contest, and that is the 
fact that the leading commercial econ­
omists, Hon. Mr. Langley, attorney-gen­

A Charge of Illegal Forlnue-Telllng 
Under a George II. Statute.

[Toronto Globe.]
At the General Sessions yesterday 

Henry Douglas, a young man of respect­
able appearance, was placed in the dock 
and pleaded not guilty to a charge of 
stealing a gold ring and other small ar­
ticles from Mrs. Hall. Thé jury brought 
in a verdict of knowingly receiving stolen 
property. The court was crowded when 
Thomas Moses, Stewart White, Thomas 
Edwards and Daniel Donohue were 
placed in the dock charged with the 
manslaughter of H. Leach, jun., on No­
vember 8,1889. The prisoners were in 
the employ of the G. T. R., and had 
charge of a locomotive, which was back­
ing from Little York to the Don with the 
tender first. At Pape’s avenue crossing the 
locomotive ran over and killed H. Leach,a 
young farmer who was crossing the track 
at the time. Stewart White and Thomas 
Moses were the fireman and driver of the 
locomotive respectively, and Edwards 
and Donohue were assisting. It was al­
leged that the prisoners were guilty of 
negligence and are responsible for the 
death of Leach. Mr. Wallace Nesbitt 
appeared for the prisoners. After bear­
ing all the evidence for the prosecution, 
Judge McDougall decided that there was 
not a 'particle of evidence implicating 
Donohue, Edwards and Moses, and he 
discharged them. In the case against 
the driver of the locomotive, Stewart, 
after hearing legal arguments pro and 
con, his Honor directed the jury to ac­
quit the prisoner, as no guilty intent 
could be shown in his case. The jury ac­
quitted the prisoner without leaving the 
box.

Granted the Nine Hour System.
A few days ago an agitation was 

started among the millmen of this city 
to obtain the nine hour system. Two 
meetings were held and it was decided 
that to-day at noon, the men would ask 
their employers for nine hours with the 
same pay, or go out on a strike, 
the whistle blew at 12 o’clock, 
the men filed out of their places 
of work and awaited the return of 
theis committees from their employers 
offices. Imagine the joy of the mill 
toilers when they were informed that 
they would, commencing today, be given 
the nine hour system with no reduction 
of wanes. Had the men gone on strike 
there would likely have been serious 
results, both to the mill owners and 
the men themselves. Deal shipments 
would have been stopped and the 
lumber business would have been 
at a standstill. The men, as a rule, have 
nothing but their daily earnings to sup­
port them and they and their families 
would have been reduced to sore straits.

In this city and the suburbs there are 
altogether eleven mills, which employ 
between 800 and 1000 men. Had they 
ceased work 81. John would have been 
in the same state as when the millmen 
at Bangor, Maine, went on a strike last 
year, and.vessels had to go to other ports 
for deals.
