To Be in the Penitentiary One Year for
Committing Bigamy.

THE TELEGRAPH'S DISHONESTY.

The Telegraph has an editorial this
morningon the cost of collecting the
revenue of Canada, which is a singular
illustration of the dishonesty of that
journal when it deals with political
matters. The Telegraph says that Can-
ada had in 1890 a total revenue of $39,-
879,925, and that the cost of collecting it
was set down at $9,182,041. The Tele-
graphadds that in 1868 ~our federal
revenue was only $13,687,928, and the
cost of collecting was but $1,885,804. “In
other words,” says the Telegraph, “the
gross revenue has increased threefold
and the cost of collection five fold since
1867. Thea the cost of collection was
but one seventh of the revenue, now it
is very nearly one fourth.”” If this
was an h t t of the p
of affairs it would certainly be # c¢ause
for disquiet, but it only requires the
slightest glance at the public accounts to
detect the gross dishonesty of this com-
parison. Inthecost of collecting the
revenue, is incinded the cost of running
the government railways which hardly
existed in 1868, and also the enormous
addition to the expenses of the post of-
fice which was very imperfectly devel-
oped in 1868. The post office expendi-
ture of Canada in 1868 was only $616,-
802, while in 1890 it was $3,940,605. The
railway and canal expenditure in 1868
cannot be distinguished fromn the other
public works expenditure, but the whole
was only $626,286. In 1890 the railway
and canal expenditure was considerably
more than $4,000,000. These two items
aloneaccount for the large increase in the
cost of collecting revénues, and when
they are eliminated from the calculation,
it will be found that the proportionate
cost of collecting the revenues is much
less than it was in 1868. The customs
and inland revenue receipts were almost
three times as great in 1890 as they
were in 1868, but the cost of collecting
these revenues was hardly more than
double. These figures show that the
Telegraph is not seeking to state the
truth when it publishes such articles as
that of today, but desires to make a
point against the government no matter
how false or misleading the
may be which it uses.

THE GLOBE AND MR. W. H. THORRE.

The Globe, as the readers of that jour
nal well know, was always waging war
against Mr. W. H. Thorne, the late
president of the Sun Publishing com-
pany. The ostensible reason for this
warfare on Mr, Thorne was that he was
connected with the Conservative morning
paper. Recently the Globe referred to
the fact that Mr. W. H. Thorne had with-
drawn his advertisement from it, and
stated that this was done from a politi-
cal motive. Mr. Thorne in a letter
published in the Globe 1last evening
contradicts that  statement, and says
that the advertisements of W. H. Thorne
& Co., continued in the Globe until
that paper thought proper to pub-
lish an article calculated to affect Mr.
Thorne’s business with a firm whose
confidence he had retained although op-
posed politically.
