A Provincetown despatch to the Boston
Herald gives further particulars of the

wreck of the St. John echooner Eric and
thrilling rescue of the crew. It says: The
echooner ‘Eric, of St. Andrews, N.B., is
lying on bottom off Nauset. Her crew of
five men were taken off the sinking ves-
sel by men from the trawler Conqueror,
of Gloucester, and landed yesterday at
Provincetown. 0

The Eric, .Capt. William Henderson,
master, was from South Amboy for St.
Andrews, coal laden, She experienced the
tesrific ‘gale of Thursday night and Friday
when to the north of the cape, and was
sverwhelmed by sheer weight of wind
and sea. One after another her close-
veefed &ails split and were torn to shreds
before they could be handled. The waves
went over her continuously, flooding decks
and constantly endangering the lives of
the crew, who though drenched toiled on
through the night putting up a brave
fight. A bad leak had developed some-
where and the men knew that nothing
could keep the hull above water many
hours. But with the vessel slowly settl-
fng and the storm increasing the men
knew their only chance for life lay in pro-
longing as much as possible the inevitable
foundering.

When the schooner was beaten over
upon her side, with most of her sails
blown away, the mainsheet parted, let-
ting the heavy main boom go flying out
against the main shrouds and tearing
away the rigging. Morning brought no
cessation of the gale. To launch from the
sinking hull in such weather in a yawl
meant death. It was just pump or die,
pump until arms seemed made of w
and the eyes of men closed. Time and
sgain the men dropped the pump brake,
only to be spurred on by the imminence
of the danger.’ . ; .

Then the Conqueror came rushing to
the rescue. The sea was so rough that
the Conqueror’s men waited a while, hop-
ing for a lull in the gale. Then when the
strength of the pumping men failed com-

We
may slook for the comstryction in the course
of a few years of the Georgian Bay Canal
by the government, for the premier has ex-
pressed his approval of the scheme.

CANADIAN WOMEN

HEALTH OF THE PEOPLE

AND

Valyable Report

and Discussion at Meeting in Ottawa at
Which Earl Grey Presided—40,000 People Afflicted With
Juberculosis—The Playgrounds.

(Ottawa Citizen, Friday.)

His Excellency the Governor-Gegeral
presided at the gession of the National
Council of Women in the Normal scho?l
assembly hall last evening, when Public
Health was the theme of a number of ex-
cellent papers and addresses.

His Excellency called on the convener
of the committee on public health, Mrs.
Adam Shortt, of Kingston, for the re-
port of that committee. The principal
points taken up were the. means adopted
by the council to ‘have the various muni-
cipalities throughout Canada take steps
to combat the great white plague, tuber-
The manner in which they had
been successful in some of the cities was
then: gone into. In Toronto, for instance,
the council had undertaken a crusade to
procure -for the city a supply of pure
drinking water, and bad secured the sub-
mission_of & by-law to erect a filtration
plant- there, which had been voted on and
passéd- by the residents of the city. An
effort’ was being made to procure the ap-
pointment of medical -men as inspectors
of health in schools, and the struggle was
still going on before the school board
theré. ' The ‘proper handling of bread had
been secured, and the anti-tuberculosis
work was also. succeeding in a great meas-

ure.

The Hamilton branch reported that the
water supply of the city was excellent;
and the sewage question was also in good
condition. They had a splendid health
association there, which with the assist-
ance of Mrs. Crerar and the Daughters
of the Empire was doing splendid work.
A prominent Hamiltonian had given the
city one hundred acres with a house on
it, and a provincial grant had been se-
cured, and it was now used as a sanl-
tarium, having been opened in May, 1908,
by His Excellency Earl Grey. Thropgh
the generosity of Mr. and Mrs. William
Southam a sanitarium for advanced cases
of tuberculosis would now be built.

The report went on to deal at length
with work being done in other parts of
Canada, and among other centres the
wolk in Ottawa was taken up. The re-
port of :the local council said that the
general public were more diligently ob-
gerving the laws of mature. A free ws-
pensary had been established and the
board of health had improved the mux
supply,’ © Work had been done towards
having the bakers to wrap the loaves of
bread before delivering.

In: Montreal a pure milk league had
beeh established, and was largely aided
by sthe press of that gity, which had
motided public opinion on the question,
and also largely by individual work. Medi-
cal . inspection had been introduced in
the schools largely through the efforts of
the council, and twelve medical men had
been employed by the city council to do
the work. Two lady ‘doctors had recently
been. added to the work in the high
schools. The report referred to the Tte-
cent gift of Colonel Burland of $50,000 to
provide a sanitarium for ‘advanced cases
of tuberculosis. A bylaw against expec-
toration is also before the city councu,
and is being endorsed by the press.

The work in Ingersoll, Halifax and
London was gone into in detail, and show-
ed that the members of the council in
these cities had been doing excellent work
in connection with the crusade against
tuberculosis.

A committee of public health had been
formed to assist the work of the Canadian
Anti-Tuberculosis association. There was
need for great work against this dread
disetise, and, yet of 40,000 people in Can-
ada afflicted with it 8,000 were likely to
die within the next year. There seemed
to be an apathy in dealing with this dis-
ease, yet no one could escape coming 1n
contact with it at one time or another.
The Federal government gave an annual
grant to the council to assist in the work,
and this provided for a lecturer, a secre:
tary and printing of literature. The re-
port spoke of the time given to the pre-
parations for bazaars, and said that if as
much time were given to fighting tuber-
culosis as was given to preparing for
these affairs much good would result.

In conclusion, the report claimed for
the work the utmost public interest, as
it. was a work of life or death, and de-
manded that the public should show its
interest in a substantial manner by do-
ing all in its power to help to enforce
l&lncip&l laws and in promoting places
for treatment.

A GREAT WORK.

Dr. Bryce, the chief medical inspector
for the Dominion, also made the subject
of his address the crusade against tuber-
culosis, and said that of the many sub-
jects open to him to speak on in connec-
tion with public health, he chose this be-
cause it was the greatest work that had
been undertaken by anybody in many
years. He had just returned from the
International Medical congress, held re-
cently at Washington, and it was one of
the most important subjects taken up by
that body. He said that the ladies of
the council were on the right track in
their manner of dealing with it, for if
we could reach the home and family with
the fight, we would be nearer the solution
of the stamping out of tuberculosis. A
great phase of the work was prevention.

. A municipal councit miglit obtain the
power to take hold of any law and do

‘hat it liked with it and could force
building regulations, but it was left with
the muncipality to say whether this could
be done or not. The Americans were
ahead of us in some regards, for instance,
their American Civie Improvement Asso-
ciation was doing a tremendous work
which extended all over the Union. A
large step had been taken by the congress
in unifying the public health movement
in Ontario. The degree of prevalence of
tuberculosis in any family or state was
%e measure of existing social status of
that family or state. The result of the
prevalence of tuberculosis in families was
the loss of the principal breadwinners,
and the forcing of thé children from
school at a very early age. It was a
pitiful picture when the financial re-
sources of a family were drained through
caring for one or more members afflicted
with the dread disease,” but it was com-
plete. .

1 the country, but especially in the Frengh

to the country, Dr. Bryce stated that
they should be taught at once the manner
of living in vogue here, in fact, we should
not wait until the slums of our cities
were created; we should accustom these
strange people to our ideas of life. It
should be provided that there should be
no over-crowding of houses; this was one
of the first great steps to be taken. In
the city of Ottawa seven years ago there
had been - started an anti-consumptive
league which had been doing splendid
work, and producing great results. There
were 100 deaths in 1906 from consumption
in the city, which had been reduced to
88 for the next year. Te doctor referred
to the good work being done by the May
Court club, which had opened a dispens-
ary in ithe city, and had already dealt
with many cases. It was up to the pub-
lic to say to the city council: ““Will you
support legislation to prevent overcrowd-
ing of houses and proper medical inspec-
tion in schools?”’ If they did not, the
public - would soon answer them. The
way to solve the social problem was to
advance the fight against tuberculosis.

SUPERVISED PLAYGROUNDS.
/

Miss M. Peters, of St. Johnm, N8
made several new suggestions as to the
treatment of the child at school. “One
aid to education would be to reduce the
school hours by one half and increase the
place hours by the same length of time,”
was one of the statements .which were
received with considerable applause.

The playground movement had grown
with tremendous strides, and playgrounds
filled a universal need regardless of the
size of the city. Playgrounds were more
necessary in smaller towns where there
was eo little to occupy the young mind,
and prevented idleness on the part of the
children. The cities of St. John, Halifax,
Kingston and Toronto, had all tried the
playground experiment, and it had met
with great success. In Toronto the school
board had thrown open during the sum-
mer months the playgrounds of five of
the schools there, and had appointed a
salaried supervisor for each, and the re-
sults-have been very satisfactory.

In Ottawa the matter had been brougnt
before the council five years ago, but
no definite action was taken, and permis-
sion was obtained to ‘leave the.school
playgrounds open at all. times for: the
children of the neighborhood. ’
Mrs. Cox, of Montreal, was the next
speaker, and she referred at some length
to the playground movement. The city
of Chicago had spent eleven millions to
establish free playgrounds and was annu-
ally epending thirty thousand dollars for
their upkeep and supervision. It was one
of the great playground centres. We
must not be merely a mation of workers,
continued the speaker, but we must also
be a nation of well and fully developed
men and women. It was not too late to
mend and make provision for this. We
were at present spending one ‘hundred per
cent. more for juvenile reform than we
were for recreation for children. The
cheap theatre and dancing hall satisfies,
while it demoralizes a domestic taste. The
real business of childhood is not to pass
examinations but to grow up. The play-
ground should be organized and recogniz-
ed as an aid to education.

HIS EXCELLENCY.

In closing the meeting, Earl Grey said
it had given him great pleasure to take
the chair. He was sure that where a
few women were gathered together in
earnest there were few things they could
not accomplish. He was led to believe
that if the association could secure ladies
of the same calibre as those who had
spoken during the evening, they would
be able to secure the aid of the Federal
government in their fight against tuber-
culosis and for supervised playgrounds.
The teachers and mothers of Canada had
the future of the country in their hands,
and he depended on them to make it a
freat nation. One way to do this was to
organize the play of the children. ihe
women of Canada had another great re-
sponsibility, and that was to see that the
rising generation were brought up with
good manners. He was a firm believer
in the destiny of Canada, and it depended
on the coming generation, and they de-
pended on the women to closely attend to
the matter of infusing general courtesy,
commonly known as good manners. He
had found good manners in all parts of

Canadian portions, which had installed
in him a great respect for them.

DR. GORDON ON
CHURCH UNION

Former St. John Paster Ad-
dresses Ontario and Quebec
Baptists on the Subject.

At the convention of Baptists of On-
tario and Quebec, in Ottawa last week,
the retiring president, Rev. Dr. g A
Gordon, dealt in, his address with the
subject of Church; Reunion.

Earnest and devout souls he said,
although they differed often upon many
questions, were" agreed that the present
condition of .divided forces in the Christ-
tian world was Blot the ideal. This, he
said, was the age of organizati and co
operation, such’ &8 ‘might be f nd’in the
trade unions of laboring men and the
trusts and combines of the capitalists, and
the coming together of the Canadian pro-
vinces into the Dominion. He did not
want to be understood as advocating
church union, but church re-union.

In view of the wide and whitening
harvest field, church reunion was neces-
gary so that the barvest might be gath-
ered. By it aloné could all the force at
the disposal of the cause of Christianity
be employed to the best advantage. At
the - present time, mueh work was goO-
ing undone, bedause ‘of the latk of a
barmonious, co-operating force. Among
other things, re-union would unlock a
large .mount of money " for Christian pur-
poses. . :

The present divided state of the Christ-
jan church was a cause for reproach from
non-Christians.  The various denomina-
tions had accomplished much. Each one
had emphasized some phase of Cliristian
truth which had been overlooked by the
others, and had kept it from being lost
Church re-union Was, ‘however, the desir-
able state. The Roman Catholic ‘hierar-
chy was a form of ‘'organic union far from
ideal, as dissentions among the bodies
compoging it had been frequent, and
those who joined~ it had lost their indi-
vidualiem. This was far too great a price
to pay. v

Organic union upon man-made creeds
or statements of doctrine was not de-
girable. The Christian church had to be
herself the direct offspring of the Christ-
jan spirit. Human creeds should not be
used to regulate the word of God, Those
teachings of the Tord which he had re-
vealed or had shown in his life, which
were clear and undebatable, should be
chosen, and not those whose meaning
was more or less obscure. In Christian
re-union, Christ was the authority.

As to the possibility of church re-union,
the speaker was optimistic. The Bap-
tists had been regarded by many as stand-
ing in the way of church re-union, but
this was not- 80. All evangelistic churches
admitted the existence upon the earth of
a visible institution of thekni gdom of
Giod, the church and of baptism. and all
but one in the Lord’s supper. The. Bap-
tists, who held these three undebatable
beliefs, could not be held as blocking the
movement for church re-union.

In order to have church reunion, it was
necessary to have a clear conception of
the point of departure. There had been
three eras: That of Evangelical Christian-
ity, in the first and second centuries, that
of the Papacy, from the seventh to the
ffteenth century, and that of the Re-
formatjon, from the days of Luther down
to the present time. The speaker waid
the Christian church ghould return to the
era of Fvangelical Christianity.

Rev. Dr. Gordon said that the events
of the world were shaping towards the
establishment of the true church of
Christ. Church reunion was coming, a8
shown by the wide attention the subject
was attracting in the councils of the
various denominations. Then, there was
algo. the general tendency to unite the
denominational forces, exemplified in the
Anglican synod, the world-wide Baptist
alliance, the union of God.to the people,
and the anticipated Baptist Pominion
convention.

At the monthly meeting of the common
council yesterday a communication was re-
ceived from F. W. Morse, vice-president
of the G.T.P., asking the city to submit
a proposition as to what would be done
to assist the railway to enter St. John,
and what conveyance of property for ter-
minals at Courtenay Bay would be made.

Both communi-
cations were referred to the board of
works.

A further communication from Dr.

shoremen at Sand Point was referred to
the board of works with power to act.
The council adopted a byelaw fixing four
aldermen at large as the number to be
elected in future.

As the result of a warm debate on the
dismissal of Frederick J. Lewis from the
ferry service, the investigation will ‘be re-
opened. Ald. Baxter, in consequence of
statements made reflecting on his action
in the matter, resigned from the ferry
committee and will give evidence under
oath.

An investigation under oath will be con-
ducted by the chairmen of the four
boards into the allegations of “fixing” the
aldermen, said to have been made in the
Hazlewood-Cowan suit.

The Treasury board are instructed to
bring in a report on the assessment law
embodying several of the important
points recommended by the former com-
missioners.
