SEA MONSTERS IN 
A DEADLY COMBAT

Passengers and Crew of Steamer 
Esparta See Novel Sight on 
Trip to Boston

Boston, Mass., June 22—A remarkable 
fight between sea monsters was witnessed 
-by the passengers and crew of the steam­
er Esparta, which arrived here from Port 
Limon, Costa Rica. The thrilling battle 
occurred south of Nantucket South Shoals 
lightship between a whale and another 
great fish believed to be a swordfish. 
The whale was vanquished.

The whale was the only one of the two' 
fighters visible to. the passengers and 
crew. The great mammal lashed its tail 
violently, churning the water into a mass 
of foam, while it was believed to be at­
tacking the swordfish with its teeth. Sev­
eral irregular plunges appeared to indi­
cate successful lunges by the fish be­
neath, and finally the great whale was 
seen to throw its massive bulk clear of 
the water and then sink from sight. The 
waters for a considerable distance about 
were dyed red with blood, and it was be­
lieved the whale had received a mortal 
wound.

BISHOP SCORES 
BIG COLLEGES

Bishop McFaul, of Trenton, 
Says Harvard, Yale or 
Princeton Should Not Be 
Patronized by Roman Cath­
olics.

New York, June 22—The desire of Ko- 
Catholic parents to get their children 

into society by the associates whom they 
meet in the great non-sectarian universi­
ties of the country, was strongly condemn­
ed here last night by Bishop James A. 
McFaul of Trenton, N. J., in his address 
to the graduating class of St. Francis 
Xavier College.

“What we want,” said the bishop, “is 
to send them to Catholic schools where we 
teach them the commandments. Harvard, 
Yale and Princeton are undermining 
faith and teaching immorality. If the 
Catholics who are sending their sons to 
these universities knew of the rascality, 
immorality and the irrespect for woman­
kind that is beinf taught in tfiese institu­
tions, they would tear down the build­
ings.”

Montreal, Que., June 22—Special)—The 
minister of marine and fisheries, in an 
terview here, has declared himself in fa­
vor of building a Canadian navy. There 
weré three alternatives, before the govern­
ment, said Mr. Brodeur:—-To give a couple 
of Dreadnoughts, make an annual cash 
grant, or build our own navy, 
ally,” said the minister, “I favor build­
ing our navy.” In connection with the 
Montreal request for a government dry 
dock, Mr. Brodeur intimated his opinion 
that Quebec was a m< convenient point 
for meeting tbe needs of Canadian ship­
ping.

The question of permanent pavement is 
likely to occupy the attention of the aider- 
men for some time. At yesterday’s meet­
ing of the committee appointed to deal 
with the mayor’s inaugural address, a re­
commendation was adopted which is aim­
ed to have the council cammit itself to a 
policy of doing a certain amount of per­
manent street work every year. The re- 
comendation is that a sum of not less than 
$50,000 a year be used for this purpose.

The petition from residents of Germain 
street appears to be lining up for the pres­
ent, ae the recorder has given an opinion 
that the petitioners have not fuly com­
plied with the terms of the act. One 
point raised is that the petitioners have 
specified a certain kind of pavement by 
a certain company, and that they have ex­
ceeded their authority in- nanrnfg the 
company to do the work. Another 
point is that $2.50 per lineal foot 
frontage is mentioned as the limit which 
the petitioners agree to pay, whereas the 
act states that they shall pay one-half the 
entire cost, which is taken to mean the 
putting in proper condition of sewerage 
and water pipes, etc., beneath the street, 
the cost of which would probably exceed 
that figure. The board of works will meet 
next week to discuss the matter.

Such an exposure of the wealth of 
the corporations would be nothing more 
than a square deal. President Taft makes 
it clear that what he proposes is not any 
income tax, but a tax on special privilege 
of doing business. The privilege of being 
able to evade one’s debts is certainly 
worth two per cent, on the annual net 
earnings of a business. Thousands of 
men are doing business under incorpora­
tion, paying the annual corporation tax 
and submitting to all the nuisance of is­
suing stock certificates and holding stated 
meetings, when they could do the busi­
ness much more conveniently under their 
personal names. But they submit to all 
these inconveniences in order that should 
they fail in business they can escape per­
sonal responsibility, 
this fact recognized that the New York 
Stock Exchange will not permit dealings 
with any brokerage concern that is in­
corporated. Thousands of real estate 
companies are nothing more than a single 
individual incorporated. President Taft’s 
proposition is so eminently fair and 
simple that the only wonder is that 
somebody did not state it before. As 
stated, it discloses a breadth of view, a 
depth of conviction, a conservatism of 
action and a judicial training that must 
make every citizen of the Republic feel 
that, whatever may have been the facts 
in recent years, the government at Wash­
ington is at last in safe hands.”

All this appears plain and simple, but 
a leading firm of New York brokers pre­
sent an entirely different view of the 
case. They say:—

"It ie useless to discuss the practicability 
of this measure of taxing net earnings, 
as the question of what are real net earn­
ings is one that it would be practically 
impossible to establish in a manufactur­
ing 'business. It must be regarded as a 
political move to shunt off the income 
tax advocates for the time being.”

This authority has a recommendation 
of its own, as follows : —“Curtail useless 
expenditures, reduce the tariff to a point 
where some foreign goods which are now 
completely excluded by high duties may 
come in, and thus increase the revenues; 
and no tax will be needed.”

the supreme court today, when it was an­
nounced that the defence had rested and 
that Howard Gould would not take the 
stand.
direct testimony and his cross-examina­
tion by Clarence J. Shearo, counsel for 
the plaintiff, would take two full days, 
but the termination of the case is now 
looked for at a correspondingly earlier 
date.

Mr. Sheam was apparently greatly sur­
prised and taken aback by the announce­
ment that Howard Gould would not tes­
tify. Gould himself seemed relieved and 
Mrs. Gould annoyed.

“Since the recess of last Friday, your 
honor,” said Delancey Nicoll, counsel for 
the husband, “my associates and I have 
decided that the testimony which we have 
offered is so complete that there is no 
necessity for going further.

Robert Carlin was found technically
guilty in the police court yesterday after­
noon of lying and lurking in a door way 
in the Magee building on Saturday night. 
‘At the same time Judge Ritchie dismissed 
the case. He exonerated Policemen Perry 
and Jones from suspicions cast on them 
and said it was just as well for citizens to 
remember that if a policeman asked them 
a question after 9 o’clock they rendered 
themselves liable to be brought to the 
court if they refused to answer.

Policeman Jones told about the wo­
men complaining to them of being fol­
lowed and of the subsequent arrest of 
Carlin, who refused to answer Perry’s 
questions saying that he would sooner 
answer them in the police court.

He was sure, however, that the re­
marks attnbuted by the previous wit­
ness to Jessie had really been used by 
her sister, who was in court.

MacKENZIE KING
BY ACCLAMATION During tbe heavy storm yesterday after­

noon lightning etruck the summer home 
of James H. Hamilton at Pemdenac and

vailed here on Saturday and Sundaj’, the 
electrical storm which visited the city yes­
terday came as a surprise. Between 2 and 
3 o’clock yesterday morning there were 
some indications of an electrical disturb­
ance, but thez lightning seemed a long 
distance off, to the eastward.

Yesterday afternoon, however, the storm 
burst over the city and the peals of thun­
der seemed directly overhead for a time. 
The lightning, too, was so vivid that there 
were great fears of extensive damage to 
property.

The battery wires of the telephone sys­
tem in M. R. A.’e, Ltd., and the Royal 
hotel were affected and put the telephones 
out of commission for about twenty min­
utes, when repairs were made. No dam­
age wae done to the wires of the C. P. R. 
or Western Union Telegraph Companies.

There were really two storms, one about 
2 p. m. and the other two hours later. 
There was an accompaniment of heavy 
rainfall, three-tenths of an inch falling. 
With it came a little hail.

Minister of Labor Finds No Op­
position in North Waterloo Mrs. Hamilton and their daughter and

From the bedroom it fol­
lowed the wall to the sitting room, where 
the three women were sitting about a

mantel.

It is stated that following a fearful 
crash of thunder a ripping sound was 
heard above and those in the room were 
rendered for the tine stone deaf and at 
the same time speechless. They saw the 
lightning on its terrible path of destruc­
tion and aftei that can remember no 
more, for they became unconscious. Just 
how long they were in that state is not 
known, but probably for some minutes. 
Mrs. Hamilton was the first to recover 
and the sight that met her gaze was one 
long to be remembered, for she beheld her 
daughter, Miss Marie Hamilton, and the 
maid, Miss Jennie Reid, on the floor un­
conscious.
