A FEW POINTS ON CANNING
FRUITS.

To some people canning fruit is one
' of the biggest bugbears of their house- |
i hold duties, says Emma R. Makemson. |
' They dread it, and from the time the
| first berries and cherries make their
'nppearance, until the last peach and
{ pear have been taken care of they live |
{ in constant fear of their fruit ferment- |
{ ing and spoiling. With myself, while
it is a work that I have no fears as

to /the result, it is always satisfactory
—always what [ intend it shall be—
a Buccess.

In canning fruit for sauce, I mea-
{sure into my preserving kettle only
| enough raw fruit, as near as I can |
| guess, to fill ope jar when it is cook-
led. This method may seem very ted-
| ious to some. pbut in the end it pays,
 for in this way the fruit has a chance
| to be thoroughly cooked without

! it too much is also lessened. To save .
time one can have several kettles over !
! the fire at once, sbut do not try to
iexpedite matters by cooking a large |
quantity of fruit aliogether. 1 have
seen it tried a number of times, with
ialways the same result; if not abso- i
lutely sour when opened, it would be
w flat failure. i
Another important point which |
should be carefuily watched is to have
i the jars perfectly air-tight, and in us-
i ing the self-sealers, if the tops du not
‘ screw on sufficiently tight with one
¢ rubber, add an extra one. This should
| remedy the trouble which is caused by |
" the jars being uneven or defective at |
the mouth.
After the fruit is canned, protect
from the light by wrapping paper |
around each jar, or, better still, fill
, the. boxes the jars came in when pur-
chased and set in a place with as lit-
i tle change of temperature as possible. |
There will be no danger of its spoil- |
i ing if it has beea properly cooked.

Most people think that the his- ‘
tory of her politics is quite to her hon-
or, even if her Majesty has not always i
been right ;. and at all events it is eas- |
ily understood. Probably if her politics !
were to be defined at the present mo- |
ment she might be classed as a Whig-
Unionist. She began as a Whig under
Lord Melbourne, to whom she was in- !
finitely indebted for political uition
and training. She remained Liberal in

| her-tendencies until the time of Dis-

raeli’s first Premiership, and it may
probably be assumed that if she be-'
came Tory at all, it was because her |
natural sense of the greatness of |
Great Britain abroad was stimulated |
| by Lord Beacousfield’s stately and
! politic addiction to that cult.

“But 1 have a story avout the Queen ‘
which leads me to write down these
things. The story is true—or at least
| 1 have good reason to believe it to be
true, although nobody shall drag from
me, my authority. That authority is
not Lord Ro%ebery, and no more will
1 say about it. The story is that when
Lord Rosebery was resigning office the |
Queen earnesily and almost affection-
ately begged him not to turn Conser-
vative. This is the more remarkable
| because it occurred at the time when
Lord Rosebery had been attacking the
House of Lords with a logical vehe- !
mence, which if it bhad been better
supported by his party would have led
to a great revision of the powers of
that assembly.

“What the anecdote undoubtedly
means is this: The Queen sees with
alarm, as anybody who thinks enough |
about the matter must, the prospect |
of the whole wuristocratic section of
the community passing over to the |
Tory side. This is a danger that has
been overlooked by the Duke of Dev- '
onshire, by the Marquis of Zetland,
and by all the great Whig nobles, who
have all but passed over to the Tory
side.

“Her Majesty dreads any condition
of things in which the whole of the |
commonalty would be ranged against |
the whole of the aristocracv in a war- |
fare which could not fail seriously to
damage every political and national |
interest.” |

The Parliamentary Session.

The parliamentary session of 1899
has about closed and the country ex-
periences a sense of relief over the fact.

i It is possible that all the measures and

other doings of the government were
not as perfect as they might have been ;
and that discussion of them was neces-
sary and in the public interest goes
without saying, but it has been huuwili-
ating to the pride which we all desire
to feel in the country and its institu-

{ tions that the opposition appeared to

miss no opportunity to lower the dig-
uity of the House of Commons by re-
sort to most discreditable obstructive
tactics. When the government brought
forward propositions which were clear-
ly for the promotion of the country’s
welfare and designed to keep it abreast
of the times, the carping spirit which
was manifested by Sir Charles Tupper
and his following, the purely vexatious
questions with which ministers were
badgered for the evilent purpose of im-
peding public business, and the acrim-
ony which was deliberately injected
into the debates, were salient charac-
teristics .of opposition tactics which
have made a disagreeable impression
upon the public mind. It is true that
towards the lust, when it suited Sir
Charles Tupper’s private interests, in
connection with his trip to England,
that the policy of obstruction should be
modified 80 as to admit of the session
being brought to a close, the old leader
endeavored to check the torrent of in-
solence, misrepresentation and boorish-
ness to which he had been the leading
contributor for months, but the coun-
try will not readily forget that it was
under his leadership that such reckless,
determined and persistent efforts were
put forth to make the parliament of
Canada a reproach to its people, and it
is not » matter of surprise that as soon
as his back was turned some of his
most prominent lieutenants disregarded
the arrangements he had made in his
own and their behalf with Hon. Mr.
Blair and the leader of the gov-
ernment, thus refusing to honor Sir
Chailes’ position as their chief.

In contrast with the conduct of Sir
Charles and his followers, that of the
ministry and its supporters stands out
in bold and creditable relief. ©~When
the ministers, in promoting their mea-
sures, were ohstructed by the vexatious
and exasperating tactics of their oppon-
ents, they bore themselves with pati-
ence and dignity, and the instances of
retaliation were very rare indeed. The
scenes at times were suggestive of the
idea of statesmen, actuated alone by
noble and patriotic purposes, battling
calmly for the right against an unrea-
soning rabble, and it is gratifying to
know that of the strong and stalwart
men against whom the efforts of the
government’s assailants were directed,
none came thiough the ordeal with
greater credit, or commanded more ad-
miration for the strength and dignity
with which he sustained his position
than New Brunswick’s leading repre-
sentative, Hon. A. G, Blair, the Min-
ister of Railways and Canals. The
country is indebted to him for the ac-
complished fact of an Intercolonial
railway connection with Montrea), not-
withstanding the unpatriotic opposition
against which he had to contend in
securing that great advantage to the
country, and the people have additional
cause te trust in his Jeadership and
manifest confidence in his policy in
view of the fact that instead of the
Intercolonial Railway being so manag-
ed by him as to keep up its vecord as
one of the deficit-producing institutions
of the country, he is able to announce
that for the year which closed on 30th
June last he has a surplus on account
of that great public work of over $62,-
000.

The government, as a whole, hgs un-
deniably come out of the session with
increased strength and prestige, and its
policy has been one calculated to win
and hold the people’s confidence. The
triumphant manner in which the un-
dignified and unpatviotic tactics of its
opponents have been met and overcome
will, let us hope, have the salutary
effect upon Sir Charles and his party,
of teaching them the lesson that, how-
ever contrary to their views of the
fitness of things it may be for the
Liberals to’be in power, they are there
by the will of the people, who do not
approve of the Conservatives taking
their revenge by endeavoring to make
a bear-garden of parliament.

The Water and Sewerage Matter.

At the Board of Trade meeting on
Friday last the Mayor intimated that
it was determined to establish the water
system before constructing the propos-
ed sewers. When the work is under-
taken it will be found that the sewerage
work must go on ahead of the laying
of the water pipes, for the sewer pipes
will be necessary in order that the first
thorough test of the water system may
be made, If we have not the sewers
laid how will the water to be discharg-
ed through the new system in the test
be carried off ! All that will be settled,
however, when the work goes on under
a competent engineer.

It is quite refreshing to hear our
excellent Mayor advocating the post-
ponement of action in connection with
the water and sewerage system on the
ground of the grave responsibilities in-
volved, etc., and the desirability of not
spending money with undue haste.
view of our recent acquisition of a
8750 fire ladder, it was thought, in
some quarters, that a water system

ought to be provided for as soon as
possible. By all means let us be care-

{ hon. Minister rightly.

ful in making expenditures, but, at the
same time, let us not Jeave the increas-
ing property of the town exposed any
longer than we can help to the danger
that lies in onr having no water system.
The economy of expenditure that buys
gravel ab sixty cents a ton and dumps
it a foot deep in making a wharf side-
walk and hesitates to carry out the
mandate of the ratepayers to provide
the town with a water and sewerage
system, is open to criticism.

And, then, some of our good civic
fathers appear to fear that the proposed
water and sewerage system will involve
taxation. Most people will wonder
when all this was discovered. Is it a
to them

when they were so earnestly promoting

new idea? Did it not occur

the improvement several months ago,or
did they, in their innocence, imagine it
could all be done for nothing ?

The Indiantown Branch Claim.

Many of our local readers are interest-
ed in the long-standing dispute which
arose hetween Hon. J. B. Snowball and
the Dominion Geveroment over -the
[ndiautown Branca. Railway contract,
and we, therefore, 1epruduce the official
report of the debate which took place
when the item of the estimates covering
the award in the matter was before the
House of Commons.

ITEM NO. 3.—Iudiantown Brauch, to pay amount
of award ot Walter Shauley of $34,675.23, and iuter-
est thereon from 1st December 1886, to 1st July,
1899, to Hon, J. Snowball, $£52,148.44,

Mr. Haggart :—The hon. gentleman (Mr.
Blair) will please give us full details of this.
When I was Miister of Railways and
Canals, the Hon. Mr. Snowball had a claim
aganst the Governmeunt for certain work he
had dooe on the Indiantown Branch. An
order-in-council was passed by the late
Governmeut which moditied the original
contract, and under this modification his
clam was submitted to tae Exchequer
Court. I would like to know whether that
vrder-in-council bas been altered or modi-
fied, or whether this claim has been awarded
by the Exchequer Court ?

The Minister of Railways and Canals:—
There is no moditication in the terms, per-
haps wope in fact, of the order-in-council the
hon. gentleman refers to. A reference was
made under the order to the Exchequer
Court, and the judge passed upon the ques.
tion. In 3o doing, however, he pointed out
that in strict law he would be compeiled to
pronounce against certain of the items, and
he submitted the question as to whether
anythiog should be allowed in respect to
certain of these items as a matter which the
Government might properly take into con-
sideration. The claim was pressed upon us,
and I felt that it was impossible for my de-
partment to approach it from an independent
and fair point of view, and upon referring
the matter to the consideration of the
council, it was decided that these questions
and all the facts pertaining thereto might be
submitted to the judgment of Mr. Walter
Shanley, as a gentleman of established repu-
tation, and one who had been frequently
eotrusted with the discharge of similar
duties. I will put my hon. friend in posses-
sion of this report.

Mr. Haggart :—I got two reports of Mr.
Shunley, one on Hugh Ryan & Co. and the
other on Heney ard Bortawick, but not the
Hon. Mr, Snowbail.

The Minister of Railways and Canals :(—
You will tind Mr. Shanley paesed upon
these and made certain recommendations.
The judge to whom the matter was first
referred reported in favour of the contractor,
that $10,665 was properly payable to Mr.
Snowball. Some of the other items which
the judge had left in the way I mentioned
I reterred to Mr, Shanley, who repoited
that $24,019 m:ght be allowed of these
items, and he further reported that an
additional sum of $12,000 might properly be
allowed. This $12,000 arose in connection
with what might be cailed easements upon
the original work. The judge was of the
opinion that he was bound strictly by the
letter of the contract, and that inasmuch as
the contractor was allowed to lightes his
burden, or was relieved of doing a certain
portion of the work, it was his duty to
place a value upon these easements, which
he did to the exteat of £12,000. Mr. Shan-
ley reported that that amount might be
allowed, but the Guvernment, on consider-
ing the whole report, did not feel that they
could adopt Mr. Shanley’s view. They did
80 to the extent of $24,000, which, added to
the $10,000 that the judge had awarded and
which had not been paid, makes the princi-
pal sum $34,655.

Mr. Haggart:—As I understand it,
the reference to the Exchequer Cowit
was on a memorandom prepared by
myself on the 16th of October, 1895.
I have not had time to look into the
papers, but I understood the Minister had
ordcred a fresh one to be submitted to the
Exchequer Court,

The Minister of Raillways and Canals :—
I think not.

Mr. Haggart.—The judge’s award was
$10,665. To this Mr. Shanley now adds,
by way of iucrease, a further sum of
$24,010. Did I clearly understand the
Minister that these claims are those which
the judge thought in equity ought to be

aid ?

The Minister of Railways and Canals :—
He said that as a strict matter of law he
ceuld not allow them, but the Crown might,
as a matter of equity, allow them.

Mr. Haggart ;I sappose, as a matter of
law, he was not entitled to anything. It
was only a matter of grace that he was sn-
titled to anything at all from the Exchequer
Court,

The Mivister of Railways and Canals : —I
think the way the reference went he was
entitled as a matter of law.

Mr. Haggart :— But the reference was an
extension or alteration of the contract, a
waiving of certain righte, which we had
under the contract ; one of them that the
certificate of the chief engineer should be
final, notwithstanding that the contractor
might have all the equities in the world.
We waived certain things we were entitled
to under the cuntract, and submitted it to
the Exchequer Court. That was the extent
of our grace.

The Minister of Railways and Canals :—
Having done that, then it became possible
for the judge, from a legal point of view, to
allow items up to 510,000 by reason of these
waivers

Mr. Haggart :—What I cannot understand
is the Exchequer Court judge going past the
submission to him ard saying there were
other claims which he cousidered were equit-
able and right. There may be, but I have
no doubt the judge would not report it so.

The Minister of Railways and Canals:i—
The 1eport of the judge does not say that it
was equitable and right that these others
should be paid, but it says as respects these
other items many of them—the report of
Mr. Shanley does not repcrt favourably
upon all—that they are matters which could
be properly dealt with by the grace ot the
Crown,

Mr. Clancy *—Doee he recommend that he
should deal with them ?

The Minister of Railways and Canals :—]
take it that he does,

Mr. Foster :—He makes a statement that
it may be dealt with, but he does not re-
commend it.

Mr. Haggart:—\Why does the hon. Minis-
ter not give all to Senator Soowball that
Mr. Shanley reported he was entitled to?

The Minister of Railways and Canals:—

Mr. Haggart :—Suppose a contractor has
a lump sum contract for building 20 miles of
road, and that instead of 20 miles of road he
were to give 18 miles and make as good or a
better road; under these circumstances I
think the contractor is entitled to full pay-
ment for the 20 miles. OF course, this is a
matter of judgment entirely, but that is
usualiy done.

The Minister of Railways and Canals:—
The hon. gentleman perhaps does not re-
collect the terms of the contract. The con-
tract provided that if there were any lessen-
ing of the cost of the work, by reason of the
change, the contractor was not to get the
benetit, but it was to be deducted from the

rice.

2 Mr. Haggart :—Under the contract he is
entitled to nothing, and it is only a matter
of grace and-by doing away with some of
the right of the Crown that the Exchequer
Court wes enabled to give him $10,000,
As a further matter of grace I suppose he
was entitled to the whole of the amount.
Mr. Shanley has made a fair report aod I
think he should be euntitled to the whole
amount,

It will, therefore, be seen that there is
a etrong probability that the dispute in
question is not yet entirely settled. All
who are acqnainted witn the circum-
stances connected with the construction
of the Indiwn‘own Branch, know that a
determined effort was wmade, with the
connivance of the Ottawa railway
authorities, to break the contractor down,
and, if possible, force him to abandon the
work. Had he beer a weaker man, or
one liable to give way to persecution or
adverse treatment, he wounld, no doub¥,
naever have completed iv, but he submitt-
ed, when practically forced to do so, to
the exactions of the partizan engineers
who were placed over it, complying with
the best grace possible to their severe and
unjustitiable requirements, For several
years after the road was completed, he
wus unable to get leave to submit his
claims to the Exchequar Court and even
when he got that far the reference was
ouly on the strictly legal interpretation of
the contract. Suabsequently, Mr. Snow-
ball was accorded the privilege of having
the equities, whick had not been dealt
with by Mr. Justice Burbidge, referred to
Mr. Walter Shanley—the well known
railway expert in matters of this kind.
But even after he had made a recom-
mendation of a sum which he tkought
Mr. Snowball was, in equity, entitled to,
the government lessened his award.
Even Mr. Hageart, the ex-Minister of
Railways, hewever, says Mr. Shanley’s
award was a fair one that Mr. Snowball
should have received the full ameunt.
Had that been done the item which the
house was asked to vote would have been
about $70,000, instead of $52,148,44—s0
that the d:.fference—over $17,000—will

Settling the Province.

[St. John Gazette.]
The government of New Brunswick is
making a strong effort to increase the

agricultural developement of the country.
It has been represented to the members
of the government that if more were
kuswn of the opportunities afforded for
sattlement on improved farms there
would be a larger tmmigration of the bat-
ter cliss of Englishmen, Scotchmen and
Irishmen from the other side. There
are large numbers of young men in Great
Britain whose parents have sufficient
cajital to start them in farming in this
countey in a moderate way, and it is felt
that if more were known of the opportun-
ities afforded agriculturists in New Brups-
wick we would gain a considerable share
of this imigration, much of which now
goes to Australia, South Africa and the
western part of Canada. The conditions
in New Brunswick are more conducive to
success among this class of persons than
they are in the far west. Although the
Koglishman can adapt himself: to circum-
stances alnost anywhere, he prefers a
settled country where there are schools
and churches and other people, to an
unbroken wilderness where he can find
none of the essentials of life to which he
has been accustomed. Surveyor-General
Duann has engaged Mr. W. A. Hickman,
a native of Dorchester, and a graduate of
Harvard University, to visit the different
sections of the province and obtain a list
and descriptions of various improved
properties that are offered for sale. There
are quite a number of such places in New
Brunswick, all good farms. Sons have
left parents alone on the land, and in
many cases excellent farms could be got
for very reasonabls prices bz:cause there
is no one t» work them. After Mr. Hick-
man has concluded his work in New
Brunswick, and visired all sections of the
province, he will go to Great Britain and
deliver illustrated lectures on New Bruns-
wick and the opportunities it offers to
the better class of immigrants.

A London despatch of 30th ult. says:
“Some very interesting tests of wireless
telegraphy were tried last week, Maske-
lyne, the famous wonder-worker of the
Egyptian Hall, betng the experimentor.
On Wedne:day a balloon was sent up.
When almost out of sight messages were
sent from the earth to the balloon aund re-
plied to. Then, at a distance of four
hundred yards, a powder magizine was,
by ineans of wireless telegraphy, blown to
pieces. Mankelyne affirmed that the effort
would have been quite the same at a dis-
tance of ten mile. It would be interest-
ing to hear Marconi’s opinion sbout this,
but as he is with the manceuvring fleets
we must wait for that to test the theory.
Still, a further test, Another balloon
»as sent up, hut carrying no people this
time, only a tail of cartridges of gun-
cotton. Afier waiting till the balloon was
but a speck in the sky, a button was press-
ed. There was a flash, a very distant
boom, and the epeck disappeared. The
Daily Chronicle thinks it is a pity this
contrivance was not ready for the begin-
nmg of the peace conference ut The
Hague, instesd of st the end, asin its
nature it tends to attain the entire object
of the conference at one stroke.”

During the year 1890, according to the
census returns, the value of paper pra:
duced in the United States was $72,773,-
093, and of pulp $5,152,038. During the
first six monthe of 1898, according to 1{;
turns prepared in the D:partment o
Labor, Washington, the value of paper
produced was $52,760,806, and of pulp
$14,363,096. It will be observed that in
the manufacture of pulp the value of the
quantity produced in the half-year of 1898
was nearly three times as great as the
value of the quantity produced in the
whole of 1890. These figures tell at a
glauce to what large proportions has this
industry attained in a few years They
are also suggestive of the fact that the
time is fast approrching when the etources
of supply in the United States will be
very materially diminished, and Canada
must be appealed to. Pulp mills are found
in all divisions of the United States—
east, west, north aud south., Of the out-
put of 619 383 tons, four mills which gave
returns, 367,744 tons were of ground
wood pulp, 173,420 sulphite fibre, and
74,379 tons soda tiore, while 3,840 tons
of coiton fibre were produced. Daring
the six months 723 plants were in active
operation in the making of paperand
pulp.—[Globe.

That we consider it alvisable that the lande
recommended by Engineer Coffin as necessary for
water supply be  secured and that steps be taken
at once by this council to acquire this progerty.

Ald. Soowball said that he was one of the
minority of the Board of Works who had
differed from the msjority,as he thought that
all progress in the matter of the water sys-
Sem: should not be abandouved. If the water
works were a good thing no unbecessary
delay should take place mn providing the
town with the improvement, and he argued
that time would be gained and that it
would be advantageous in every way to
secure the land. He gave reasons similar to
those advanced by him at the Board of
Trade meeting on Friday last in support of
his resolution.

Ald. Hocken said some advance should be
made towards providing the town with
water works, or abandon the undertaking
and let a company take hold of the matter.

The Mayor said the charter of the com-
pany had lapsed.

Ald. Loggie said no reasons had been
advanced for not acquiring the necessary
land, If the water supply was short, it
would be demonstrated before the land was
expropriated.

Ald. Flanagan said his reason for hesitat-
ing in the acquiring of the land was because
of the fear that there was not enough water
to guarantee a revenue and the result would
be increase of taxation.

Ald. Maher expressed views similar to
those of Ald. Flanagsn.

Ald. McIatosh said he could not see any
use in acquiring the lands now if the water
works were not to be gone on with until
next year, \Where was the money coming
from to pay the land damages?

Ald. Watt said it might be that the
present owners would put improvements on
the lands wan'el., Some of them might
build a dam and make a duck pond ete.
and thus increase values and the cost to
the town of securing the lands at a later
period.

Ald. Maher said there hal not been a
year’s test of the quantity of water in the
Morrison Brook. Sach test should be made
and the resalts laid before the ratepayers
before anything further was done.

Ald.Soowball quoted figures from the read-
ings of the water gatge at th3 Brook to show
that a minimum of 525,000 gallons per day had
been demonstrated by the measuremeunts
since October last, He said that 325,000
gallons a day was enough for the population
of Chatham, according to Engineer C.ffin, so
the question of supply was pretty well
settled. He described the springs which
supply the brook and urged the necessity of
going on as soon as possible with expro-
priation,

Ald. Loggie 1eferred tothe statements in
Eogineer Coffin’s report, which convinced
him that Morrison’s Brook water supply was
sufficient for a population of 25,000.

Ald. Groat thought engineer Coffin under-
stood his bnsiness, that the supply was
sufficient and that no unnecessary delay
should take place.

The Mayor said that in view of the de-
mands of some of the owners,he had thought
it best to suspend action in acquiring the
lands; there had also been no bonds issued
yet, so the money with which to tender the
value of the lands to the owneis might not
be forthcoming. The people’s taxes too were
quite large and they might approve of them
oot being increased just now. He believed
there was a sufficient supply of water there,
but it was well to make it a sure thing.

Ald. Snowball’s motion was put and
carried :

TRANS-ATLANTIC S, S. SERVICE.

The President directed attention to
the subeidy granted by the Dominion
Goveroment for a steamship service
between Great Britain and Prince
Edward Island, and said he was under the
impression that contrary to expectations of
those who had spoken to some of our
Ottawa representatives on the subject, a
provision for the Miramichi was not includ-
ed therein. He had understood Sir Louis
Davies to say that it was the intention, in
the event of the subsidy being renewed, to
have Miramichi included in the service.

On motion of Mr. D. G. Smith, the presi-
dent was requested to at once telegraph to
Senator Suowball a request that he endeavor,
when the contract under the subsidy pro-
vision is made, to have the Miramichi in-
cluded therein as & port of call.

THRO’ FREIGHT RATES,

The matter of car-load freight rates from
the West was incidentally discussed and the
president said that while there was an
understanding with the railways that Chat-
ham would be pat on the §ame basis as St.
John and Fredericton and the rate bad been
80 made, it transpired that those places had,
subsequently, been given “‘special” rates
below those given to Chatham.

CHATHAM’'S PROPOSED WATER AND SEWERAGE
SYSTEM.

Mr. D. G. Smith referred to the resolution
which he had moved at the annual meeting,
and which was unanimously passed by the
board, affirming the desirability of Chatbam
establishing & water and sewerage system.
He said the Mayor and Town Council had
appeared, at that time, to be impressed with
the necessity of goiog on with the work with
the least possible delay, thatthe ratepayers
had dooe their part in voting for the system
and authorsing the raising of the uecessary
movey, that the plauns, surveys and esti-
mates had all been prepared and approved,
and the required legislation passed, when,
all of a sudden, there was a halt, and al-
though the aseason for carrying on such
work was well advanced, the Town
Council had done nothing towards enter-
ing upon the work. Amongst those present
he observed that there were five mem-
bers of the Town Council, aud as this Board
of Trade had formally affirmed the desir-
ability of the construction of the system
being proceeded with, those gentiemen
might ofter some explanation as to the pre-
valent inactivity in regard to it.

Mayor Winslow said that water measura-
ments at the Morrison Brook were being
taken, on the advice of Mr. Coffin, so as to
determine the question of the sufficiency of
the supply, and it had been thought best to
do nothing further until that matter was de-
termined. As to the land damages, it had
been thought that the council might have to
secure the areas needed by expropriation,
but it was best to defer action in the whole
matter pending the water-measurements.

The president (ald. Loggie) ssid this was
all news to him ; as he understood it, the
engineer had no doubts whatever as to the
sufficiency of the water-supply.

Mayor Winslow said that Mr. Lee, the
engineer who was here as Mr. Coffiin’s
assistant, had also expressed the opinion
that it would be best to continue the water
measurements,

Mr, Smith said water measurements were
valuless in such a connection this season,
and he cited the fact that owing to the
abnormal rain fall during the past two
months the rivers of this part of the
province were nearly at spring freshet height
within a fortnight. In any case, Mr.
Coffin‘'had not, from the first, apparently,
belicved that the flow of the Morrison
Bro.k would be sufficient to supply the
town, for in his report to the Town Couancil
and his estimates, he had provided for the
boring of two artesian wells as an initial
part of the system. °If artesian wells were
thus sssumed, from the first, to be necessary,
why now delay because of the alleged
necesgity of conticuing the brook measure-
ments ?

Mr. W. B. Snowball (alderman) said a
majority of the Pablic Works Com-
mittee was of the opinion that it was
best not to acquire lands om the
Morrison Brook until further water
measurements were made; he, however,
had thought differently—that in view of the
owners placing much higher values on the
lands required now than at first, it would be
best to aquire them as soon as possible, lest
there might be a futher increase demanded
next year. He had also thought that some
work in connection with the sewers might
have been carried on this year, for in the
latter ths of the local labor

they had seen Mr, Robertson the a t
freight agent, but witheut any result so far

as rates generally were concerned, although '
certain large shippers had secured some con- ]
cessions.

EXPRESS BUSINESS.

Mr. Mackenzie, secretary, who had been
instructed at the annual meeting to com-
manicate with the Canadian Express Com-
pany in reference to delays in forwarding
.goods shipped at the Chatham agency to the
railway trains, and to the necessity for an
exprass delivery, reported  that he had
written as directed, and the drawbacks com-
plsined of had been removed, as there was
now oo delay in forwardiog from Chatham,
while express parcels were delivered free
about town.

Mr. Geo. Stothart said everybody knew
that express rates to and from Chatham were
still unsatisfactory.

Other members said it was news to them
that parcels for Chatham people were
deliverad free at their residences or places of
business.

Mr. Mackenzie said that all his parcels
were so delivered.

President Loggie said extra charges were
made—early in the seascn, at all events—for
the delivery of fruit.

The general experience, as expressed by
several members, was that they had to,
themselves, get their parcels from the ex-
press office and that there was not a general
free delivery.

CHATHAM'S INADEGUATE TELEGRAPH SERVICE.

Mr. Suowball, from the committee ap-
pointed to interview Mr. Pope, local super-
intendent, of the Great North Western
Telegraph Company, with the object of
directing his attention to the inferior
character of the service given to Chatham
by that Company, the inconvenient location
of the office and the penuriousness charac-
terising its maintenance, reported that they
had not been able to sep that gentleman, so
far, owing to his pot having visited
Chatham, since they were appointed,

MARITIME BOARD DELEGATES.

The secretary laid on the table a circular
issued by Messrs. W. M. Jarvis, president,
and F. O. Allison, secretary of the Maritime
Board of Trade, announcing that the annual
meeting of that body would be held in the
St. John Board of Trade rooms on Wednes-
day 16th inetant at 8 p.m. The circular
also gave information as tq favorable railway

thereof. The following delegates were
eleated to represent this board at St. John;

would be available and, as he had stated at
the public meeting, he desired to see our
own people do the work, so that as much as
possible of the money to be spent would be
retained in the town. It might be that at
next Monday evening’s meeting of the Town
Council it would transpire that the work
was not to be dropped for this season.

Mayor Winslow said the artesian wells
roferred to by Mr. Smith as provided for in
Engineer Coffin’s report and estimates were
not so provided for b that gentl
doubted the sufficiency of the Morrison
brook water-supply, but to save the expense
of building a storage reservoir. The com-
mittee of council was unanimous in deciding
not to go on with building the sewers before
establishing the water system. He bad
thought it we]l to defer action in the whole
matter until next year, Those who had the
responsibility in the matter gave, of course,
more attention to it than others who might
look at it more superficially, and they ,were,
therefore, inclined to go more slowly. It
was a pleasant and easy thing to spend
money, bat not well to be in too much of a
hurry in doing it.

Mr. Thos. Flanagan said he would like to
see the work on the water system go on if
they were sure that they had a supply in
sufficient quantivy,

Mgy, Burp agreed with the Mayor, and
dide’t like to see things rushed.

Mr. J. D. B. F. Mackenzie would like to
see the water works go ahead, but he didn’t
think the supply at Morrison’s Brook was
adequate, judgiog from what he had heard

‘of it from the people who lived in that

vicinity.

Mr. R. A. Murdoch agreed with the
Mayor, that it was we]l to go slowly and
ascertain whetker the supply was sufficient.
As to sewers, they were sometimes built
before the water pipes were laid.

Mr. Alex. Robinson said it would not be
in order for the Board of Trade to express
an opinion in the matter, which was in the
hands of the Town Council, whose daty it
was to deal with it. He thought the Town
Council should be in readiness to go on with
the work next season.

Everybody seemed to be
satisfied a while ago and anxious that the
townshould have a water and sewerage
system, but now it seemed that the council
bad made a mistake. Why go to all the
expenge that had been incurred in engineer-
ipg expenses, advertising and procuring
legislation and then not do anything ?

Mr. R, Flanagan (alderman) said he didn't
see that they conld gain anything by going
on with the work now., There was not
enough water in the Morrison Brook to
enable the Town to reslise a paying revenue
out of it, Therefore, it was best to delay
action.

Mr. Robinson again spoke and said the
Town Council should soon decide whether
they were going on next Spring or not, 8o 88
%o make their contracts for piping, etc. and
0ot be delayed for want of material of this
kind after they once began,

The president (ald. Loggie) said the action
or *no action’ of the Town Board of Works
did not, of course bind the Tuwn Council
and when that body met action might be
taken and the necessary land at Morrison’s
Brook expropriated. The council need not,
necessarily, gnon with the conmstruction of
the works at once, but they should prepare
and be ready to go ahead mext spring. As
to the revenue, a reasonable one only was
expected from the system when it was
eatablished.

Mr, Geo. Watt (alderman) was of opinion
that the water supply of the Morrison Brook
was ample for the town. The expropriation
of land was a slow process and it should be
goneon with immediately. Probably little
of the actual work on the system could be
gone on with till the fall on account of the
local labor conditions, for men are pretty
well employed at the present time.

Mayor Wioslow said Mr. Smith was
hardly consistent, as he had first raised the
question of the sufficiency of the water
supply of Morrison’s Brook, and yet he was
urging that the work of establishing
a water system there should be
immediately proceeded with. As to artesian
systems he had learned that they were all
well enough when the natural flow was used
but when they were forced by pumping the
water obtained was sewage-polluted. e
believed the Morrison Brook supply an
ample one.

Mr. Smith said Mayor Winslow misunder-
stood his position. -He still maintaioed that
the Morrison Brook supply was inadequate,
but his object in bringing the matter up
was to ascertain why the apparent disposi-
tion of the Town Council was so different
in reference to the proposed water and
sewerage system from what it was only
s short time ago. The Board of Trade had
fallen in with the council’s view and form-
ally urged the desirability of having the
Town provided with a water supply, and
although others might not feel the burden of
responsibility to so great a degree as His
Worship the Mayor, yet the barden borne
by the Mayor could not be accepted as
sufficient to entirely crush the curios-
ity they felt in reference %o the pol-
icy of inactivity which was recently a
marked feature in connectidn with the
proposed system. He believed that the
town’s water supply would hava to come
largely from artesian sources and he thought
Mr. Coffin also believed so. That geotle-
man proposed to sink artesian wells at the
Morrison Brook to augment the supply from
that soarce. Why the delay, then?
As to artesian systems of water supply the
Mayor was evidently misinformed, and Mr.
Smith cited that of the city of Lowell,
which came from borings of an average
depth of fifty feet, with a pumping lift of
twenty feet, giving a regular supply of nine
millions of gallons a day and having a
reserve capacity of four millions of gallons
additional—all pure water. He said the
best authorities recommended artesian
supply in preference to that procured from
surface sources, because of the greater
purity of the former.

This closed the discussion and no further
business offering, the Board adjourned.

It is a rare and
beautiful ring, but it is never worn
nor kept in anyone’s possession, as it
is considered worse than the evil eye.
This fatal ring hangs about the neck
of the patron saint of Madrid in one
of the most beautiful parks of the
Spanisk capital. ' It is of pearls and
diamonds, but there is no special pro-
vision made for watching it, as a
superstitious people like the Spaniards
prefer to give it a wide berth, and
there is no fear or hope of its being
stolen. The story of the ring is a
tragic ome. It was made for the
father of the present boy King and
he presented it to Mercedes upon ghe
day of their betrothial. Her married
life was short. - Queen Christina, the
King’'s grandmother, next wore the
ring but shortly after died, and the
King gave it to his sister, Infanta del
Pilar, who died within the month fol-
lowing. The ring them passed to a
daughter of the Duc de Montpensier,
and ic less than three months she, too,
died. The King, fearing its influence,
put the jewel in his own treasure box.
Before the year was out he died, and
it was thought best to put the ring
away from the living, hence it was
hung about the neck of the statue,
where, its history being so well known,
it is deemed to be as safe as though
surrounded by a cordon of police.

A GOLD FISH FARM,

Fabuleus Prices Paid for Rare Specimens
—Hoew the English Aquiriums Are Re
plenished From the States.

Many aquariums in England are per-
iodically replenished from a gold fish
“farm,” in Shelby County Indiana,
about thirty miles from Indianapolis.
It is the largest gold fishery in the
world. Fitted with a costly propagat-
ing plant, the “ farm,” produces the
finest specimens possible. Innumer-
able amall ponds are connected by nar-
row channels or sluice ways, in which
the flow of water is controlled by wa-
ter gates.

The ponds are comstructed with care-
ful regard for depth, size, height of
embankment, and amount and kind of
shrubbery on the banks. The most
careful consideration is given to these

details, for it has been demonstrated
that they all, each and collectively, in-
fluence the health and development of
the fish, and the perfecting of the
color, without which the coldfish is
valueleas.

Immediately after it is hatched the
goldfish is very much like any com-
mon every-day minnow, and there is
nothing in its appearance to indicate
the glorious hues it will afterwards
assume. For more than a year it has
a dull, whitish, silvery look, which
gradually gives place to the shadings
and blotches of color so well known
by fanciers. -

It is the sun that creates the deli-
cate tints. If a fish is kept in the
shade from infancy it will always re-
tain its youthful, silvery color, and will
be a very ordinary, and in fact worth-
leas fish, but if it is allowed to bask
in sunny shallows and to lie with :ns
sides exposed on pebbly ripples, its
scales will absorb the rainbow tints
of the sunlight refracted through
wavelets of crystal water.

Odd and rare colors and spots and
blotches are the kind of markings most
preferred. Unusual shapes in the fish
are algso very much sought after and
invariably bring high figures.

In physical development the tail is
the great favorite of nature, for it is
that appendage that receives the most
attention. Fish with two, three, four
and even five tails are not uncommon,
and a few specimens with six tails
have been known, but they are rare.
These abnormal developments are al-
ways accompanied by the most bril-
liant hues, and have been known to
bring almest fabulous prices.

When York was searched, they
found in his coat pocket a large clasp-
knife with a ring through the end of
it, capped, where the ring was, by a
mounting of copper such as formerly
might protect the butt-end of a pistol,
upon which the words “Gabriel Work-
sop” were rudely scored.

In the days in which Jeremy York

[lourished the gibbet was a 'much less
conventional detail of the civilization
of the century than the gallows now
is. Pirates and blood-stained smug-
glers were, to be sure, hanged in chains
upon gallows erected on Thames mud.
Execution Dock and the lower reaches
were fixed points in Jack Ketch's pro-
gramme when it came to maritime
lragedies or felonies commitied in the
hom¢ waters round about the coast
within convenient distance; but the or-
dinary land-going felon was again and
again “turned off” in places adjacent
to the scene of his wrong-doing. There
s:emed to the old-fashioned intelli-
gence a sort of poetical justice in
banging a man within view of the spot
where, according to the ferocious laws
of those days, he had earned his bitter
title to the halter,
_In conformity then, with this prac-
tice, it was decided that Jeremy York
should be hanged on a gibbet erected
within musket-shot of Sandown Castle;
that is to say, within a mile or so of
the old wooden structure on to which
he had dragged the bleeding body of
the hapless boatswain, and from which,
with horrid secrecy, he had committed
it to the sea.

It was a windy melancholy morning,
sombre with the stoop of dusky weep-
ing clouds sweeping outi of the north-
east, with an edge of frost in their
occasional showering of wet, The sea
ran a dark hard green under their
shadow, with a ghastly glare of froth
alqng the horizon where the surf was
boxlmg upon the Goodwin Sands.

Some time before the ar=
rival of the felon, a woman of slight
figure, in deep mourning, her face con-
cealed by a veil, came to the steadfast
group of‘men, conversed with them for
a.few minutes, then broke away sob-
bing passionately, and was seen to
walk hurriedly in the direction of
Sandwich. It was whispered amongst
the crowd that she was Jenny Bax, the
murderer’s sweetheart; and several fe-
males who recognised her as she
walked away, exclaimed that, for all
her mourning and veils, she could not
but be an unfeeling person  to come
and view the gibbet where her sweet-
heart was to be strangled, even if the
bad not made up her mind to witness
the whole scene from behind one of
those sandhills she was skirting in
such a hurry.

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IMPROVING POTATOES.

One of the first methods for secur-
ing improved varieties of potatoes I
ever put into practice was suggested
by nature's effort to assist in this
word, says W. E. Imes. Some plants
are favored in growth by conditions
we may not be able to analyze or de-
termine, but we may note the strik-
ing individuality of some particular
plants, vigor of stalks and perfection
of foliage, as compared with the oth-
er specimens of the field. Do not fail
to stake such plants, as they often
possess more energy and power of
transmitting desirable characteristics
to future crops than may be developed
by several years of careful manipula-
tion. By this method some of the more
striking specimens in the plant world
have been secured. At the time of
greatest plant vigor go' through your
fields having a number of small stakes
with you and mark these conspicuous
hills. With five mioutes’ work then
you can go in the field when the crop
is matured and easily secure the cream
of the season’s growth.

Selecting seed from the cellar to in-
creage vitality is a more difficult task
and an actual knowledge as to variety
is necessary to secure the best results.
The two main points to be considered
are size and eye development. The larg-
est potato with the best eye develop-
ment is the one with the largest vit-
ality, hence it follows that the largest
seed piece with the least number of
eyes is the better for the purpose, and
not over three eyes should be used in
any case. | put myself on record as
opposed to the selection of smooth-
eyed potatves for seed. Now the fea-
tures of the eyes of a potato are the
characteristics of the 1ype when
ginated, and when the potato begins
to * run out ” through any cause what-
ever, the eyes always get smaller, nev-
er larger. select the tubers with
stem end eyes that protrude. The
eyes of the middle and of the main
seed end should show a bulge below,
that is, toward the stem end. Any ten-
dency toward coarseness will be eradi-
cated by field cultivation and ordin-
ary conditions, and especially with tuc
use of small seed as is often used. If
your field selection has been large
enough, the smooth and medium-sized
stock may be used the first season for
your general field crops with excel-
lent results, using only best specimens
for seed propagation. .

The protruding stem end eyes will
give best results if each piece to be
planted weighs four or five ounces. If
there should be more than one eye to
three ounces, cut the poorer ones out,
ag the above class of eyes generally
produce several original stalks. The in-
dented eyes in the middle and toward
the seed end are generally single stalk
producers and two eyes may be used,
cutting out extra eyes if less thaa
five ounces. Use no small pieces in
any case. Plant three feet aparteach
way on your best soil and care for
thoroughly. Repeat your selection
from seed plot instead of field, using
product of seed plot as soon as the am-
ount is large enough for your gen-
eral field crop purposes. Repeat your
selections each year and your seed
plot will keep you supplied with the
best of seed. With your selections
made each year, almost any size(} seed
will give good results, whereas if you
simply take from your crop the me-
dium and small sized potatoes, the road
to “run out” is only a short, one.

For my own fields the seed is grad-
ed for three years, except of course
new varieties, so that I never have to
use common stock. I thus make acom-
plete renewal of stock each season. As
a result,. I never get a new sort but
once. See that you have the best, then
grade it with the same care you would

It is this that has made
fruit growing so uncertain a business
that the farmers who follow the old
time practice are generally pretty
thoroughly discouraged. The only times
when they can get a crop are seasons
when everybody has a glut of fruit,
and they can get nothing for it.

The best way of keeping horn flies
away from cattle is to apply a mix-
ture of kerosene and fish oil between
the horns and at other points where
the flies gather. One application ev-
ery three or four days will be a great
help. Any kind of stiff grease to
which kerosene oil has been added will
answer the purpose and if well rub-
bed into the hair at the base of the

| horn need not be put on in very large
