Winslow publishes the following letter
in the World, which is recognised as
his special organ for getting the views
of the Bank of Montreal, The Royal
Trust Company and himself as Receiv-
er for the Maritime Sulphite Fibre
Company’s properties, before the public:
To the Editor of the World :—

The Advance refers to Mr. McKinnon,
who bas'recently been negotiating for the
purchase of Maritime Sulphite Fibre Com-
pany's properties in my hauds as Receiver,
and states that he is a promoter who was
not prepared to put up any mon-y bu- only
endeavoring to secure sn option to sell it.
Let me correct this misstatement, which is
made the foundation for others. Mr. Me-
Kinnon made a definite offer for the proper-
ties on.beha'f of a company, and agreed to
make a substantial deposit within 10 days

and to pay balance ag:aed to in 60 days,
certain concessions being granted to the

company, and to commence operations
immediately, and with that in view I had
arranged to meet with Mr. McKinnon’s
ties. I should regret if any thing inter-
ered with the r ion of ons by
the mill. Yours faithfully,
WaRReN C. WinsLow.

Mr. Winslow misrepresents what the
ADVANCE said and practically ventures
to characterise its statements 38 un-
trathful, when be, probably, knows as
well as we do that we have the hest of
authority for what we did say. He bas,
however, become se accustomed to that
kind of thing that it does not trouble
him, so long as he shinks he is acoom-
plishing the purpose he wishes- by it.

Mr. McKinnon himself ie a better
authority for Mr. Winslow can possi-
bly be in regard to his own position in
the negotiations he has been carrying
on with the receiver. We said last
week, in reference to Mr. McKinnon: —

“It seems that he is ‘what is known
“ag a promoter, and i8 not directly
“identified with any organized pulp-
“manutacturing concern. His proposi-
“tion last week is understood to have
“been that an option of something
“more than two months from the pres-
“gnt time should be given to him to
“enable him to induce capitalists to
*form themselves into a company for
“the purchase of the mill. 'We under-
“‘stand that he was not prepared to put
‘‘ap any money as a consideration for
“the option, but praetically wished to
“have the valuable interest placed in
“his hands exclusively, for the period
“named, in order that he might, it
““possible, sell it.”

All of the foregoing was based on
Mr. McKinnon’s own statements of his
position, and it is simply an impudent
attempt on Mr. Winslow’s part to mis-
lead, when he endeavors to throw doubt
on it. Mr. McKinnon said he had
spent all his ready money in visiting
Chatham and nuegotiating with Mr.
Winslow with the object of getting an
option on the Pulp Company’s property
with the view of inducing certain capi-

P

McKinroan did not gnd does not pre-
tend to be a capitalist or anything else
in the matter but a promoter. We
are, of course, not basing this state-
went on anything which Mr. Winslow
may say, but on what Mr. McKibnon
said to one of the liquidators when the
latter suggested to him a fortnight ago
that he must not expecb to be given a
seventy days’ option, unless he put up a
cash forfeit in the usual way. He said
he could not do that.

That Mr. Winslow is playing fast
and loose in this important matter is
very plain, and we will give an illus-
tration of it.—When he was canvassing
for the mayoralty in April, he called at
a house where there were several voters
who bad worked in the pulp mill and,
amongst other things, told them that
he had made arrangements to have it
in operation again in two months; that
certain parties had bought it for $350,-
000, etc. The old man of the house-
hold seemed to have some doubts, and
the following dialogue took place—

“Aund, who are the parties, Mr,
Winslow ?

“Ob! I'm not at liberty to say just
uow you know.

“And why ?

“You'll understand that my relation-
ships with them are confidential, owing
to my position in the matter.

“Then, I suppose, they are political
parties,

It turns out that the story of the
sale of the mill as told in April by Mr,
Winslow was not true. His: stories of

the mill and of the cempany he repre-
sents are equally untrue, Mr. Mec-
Kinnon’s position in the matter is
exactly as we stated Jast week. Mr.
Winslow may have the faculty of hum-
bugging a few people who do not know
him as well as we do, but his attempts
to involve this whole pulp-mill matter
in a labyrinth of self-seeking and cheap
politics through his friend Mr. Mec-
Kinnon and his mythical pulp company
are as ridiculous as they are unworthy.
He caunot swear, as he has done in one
place, that the property of the Maritime
Sulphite Fibre Company is worth only
$300,000 and then expect to be believ-
ed when he tells us- thut he has a com-
pany ready to buy it for $350,000,
because if that were true it would
iudicate that he is a poor judge of
values.

In connection with the foregoing it
may be well to state that the ‘hnring
of the summons which was to take
placeon 27th by Judges Barker aud
McLeod at St. John was postponed
until Monday 20d June in consequence
of Jndge Barker baving to attend the
equity court at Dorchester.

Exaggerated reports of anglers’ good
luck have found their way to the papers
from many places.

It is certain that
uone—exoepting kelts, or black salmon—
have yet been takeu ‘with the fly in
Miramichi waters, and, owing, to the
prevailing freshet, it is not probable that
sny will be taken for a week. Should
the weather continue favorable to the
subsidence of the freshet, salmon anglers
should be at their stations on Miramich:
and Nepisiguit waters and the main
Restigouche by say Wednesday or Thurs-
day of next week. Oa the Jacquet,
Upsalquitch and Kedgwick indications
are that the fishing will begin about 24'h
June,

Perchaps a dozen or twenty salmon were
taken at and within a short distange above
Tide Head on the Restigouche, up tu
Saturday lasi, but the heavy rain of
Sunday brought the freshet and laid the
anglers of. Camp Adeams had its first
angler on Saturday last but the freshet
spoiled his chances. Camp Ssvogle wss
similarly visited and fshing was looked
forward to for Monday, although it was
very early in the season for salmon to be
at the Square Forke. By noon on Suaday
the water had risen five feet from Situr-
day’s level. I:lowered two feet on Sun-
day night, but Monday’s rain raised it
almost to Sunday’s mark agsin. A party
which left the Square Forks camp ou
Tuesday morniug ina baggage skiff made
a run of nine miles down the river through
very rough water in one hour. This
will convey an idea of the flood caused by
the rains of the varly pass of the week.

Nearly all the snow has disappeared
from the up-river regions.

News and Notes.

A violent windstorm swept over Toron-
to at 6 p.m. on Thursday last, doing much
damage.

Smallpox has practically disd out iu
Mountresl. There are now only four
houses in guarantine, and no new cases
have been reported for two days. The
number of patients at present in the
civic hospital is in the vicinity of
twenty.

Venerable Archdeacon Brigstocke's
Sunocoeasor.

The Venerable Archdeacon Forsyth—
who has recently been made Archdeacon of
8t. John in the Diocese of Fredeiicton,—
is & native of King's Co., and a graduate,
with honors, of the University of New
Brunewick in 1872. He was urdained s
Deacon in Christ Church Cathedral,
Fredericton, on Trinity Sunday, 1873,
by Bishop Medley, "and appointed to
the charge, ss Stipendiary Curate, of the
parish of 8. Paul, Chatham, the Rectory
of which was then' vacant.

On March 1st, 1874, he was advanced
to the Priesthood by Bishop Medley in
Trinity Church, Sussex, N. B., in which
parish he had, previous to his Diaconate,
assisted the late Canon Medley as lay
reader, aud wae-immed ately afterwards
instituted to the Rectory of S. Paul’s
Church, Chatham, where he is now about
to enter upon the 30th year of his
ministry.

Az Important Oonference.

The conference at Ottawa this week of
representatives of the provincial govern-
meats to discuss the control of the pro-
vincial fisheries was one of more moment
than the brevity of the despatches con.
cerning it might seem to imply and the
brevity of announcement concerning which
is to be acoounted for by the fact of the
business being unfinished. While it is too
early therefore to give out the terms of
the arrengements contemplated between
the federal and provincial governments,
sufficient is known to announce that the
general control of the fisheries will be left
with the governmentat Ottawa. The re-
presentatives of the various provincial
governments and the federal government
have gus together and have agreed upon
this platform as & basis for further ar-
rangements. To have accomplished this
much is satisfactory evidence that the re-
presentatives met each other in a proper
spirit and that & fair adjustment of all

the difficult business involved in the |

rather large question is consequently to
be predicted. It has become certain that
the olaim, alleging that. the provincial
governments have been making unreason-
able demands against the dominion, i8
atterly unfounded. Not one conversaut
with the topic would in fairness attribute
to the cunference the frivolous charge of a
junketiog trip made by the Sun. The
questions at issue, were such as might
have involved costly and protracted liti-
gation, but which it is now very gratify-
ing to find bid fair to be adjusted by
mutual consent in a fashion as satisfactory
as those most closely iuterested will com-
mend. The fact also of such able legal
talent taking part in the cunference should
guerantee the adjustment of affairs in an
eminently judicial fashion. The interim
for consideration of details of the master
uatil after the return of the premiers from
Eagland will afford opportunity for satis-
factorily arriving at a settlement to cover
all the points at issne. A thing well be-
gun is half done and now that a basis for
4 settlement of this most important
matter has been arrived at, judgment as
1o the full extent of the sgreement may

-vary well be withheld uatil the decision is

cowpleted:—Telegraph.

Our Ottawa Letter.

Ottaws, 221d May.—Now . that the
members have shaken the dust of the
Capital off their feet, and the sedate
senators have also gone home, it is pos
ible to take a calm review of the session
aud to measure the results of the political
cootest which has raged during the three
preceding months. It is part of the game
of politics that each side will claim to have
scored an advantage ; but the unpre.
judioed historiun wiil fail to find anything
in the records ts show that the Opposition
have been able to improve their position
in the judgment of the people. They
have done much talking, they have filled
Hansard with aessortions, they have
endeavored by sheer force of vociferation
to show themselves in earnest, they huave
declared with lovd thumping of desks that
the Liberals are wrong and they are right ;
but in all this they hive neither done nor
said anything that would be apt to convert
sober minded ocitizens to their way of
thinking.

It must net be supposed, however, that
the situation was wholly one-sided. The
Opp certainly ded in showiug
that they have in Mc. Borden a capable
and courteous leader, He has confirmed
the good impressions which were formed
of him last seesion, and the Liberals
uniformly speak well of him. Neverthe-
less, it would not do te take it for granted
that he has accomplished anything that is
likely to favorably eff-ct the fortunes of
his party. He is still & stranger to the
vast majority of the people of Canada,
avd his strength lies ir Parlisment rather
thau ot the platform. His chief disadvan-.
tage, however, is that heis only nomin-
slly the leader of his party. Dr. Sproules,
Mcr. George Taylor, Mr. Haggart and Mr.
Bsunett have very much more to say than
has he, and not one of these men has any
particular standing before the couutry.
They are third rate men, and yet they
dominate the OCunssrvative party in
Parliament.

If the Opposition eame to Ottawa in
February last with a single deftnite objeot
in visw, that object was to smash the
Minister of Railways. Two or three
things encouraged the hope that they
could succeed in doing this. In the fires
place, the administration of the rosmd
daring the preceding year had resulted in
a large deficit.  In the second’ place, it
was believed that Mr. Blair's cundition of
health would preveut him from setting up
as vigorous a defence as he had done dur-
ing other sessions. Thirdly, a number of
sorcheads and busybodies hud Bli4d Mr.
Haggart and Mr. Barker with the convic.
tion that several scaudals could be proven
in connection with the management of the
Intercolonial. Thus it came about that
many witnesses were summoned before
the Public Accounts Committee, and long
debates took place in Parliament ; but the
session developed nothing more cleaily
than the strength of the Minister of Ruil-
ways and the general cleanness and
efficiency of his administration.

Equally signiticant was the failure of
the Opposition to make any headway
whataver in respect of the fiscal policy of
the Government. For three weeks they
debated a resolution which set forth the
alleged weakness of the present tanff and
called for a fair measure of protection for
Canadian indultrie_u; but they were not
able to advance a single sound argument
in support of either proposition. They
did not even intereat their own side, and
the ceuntry looked on with perfest indif-
ference. They only succeeded in demon-
strating the wisdow of leaving well alone,
and the Finance Minister was able to
make it quite clear that the Government
was just as sensitive to public needs in
relstion to the turiff as the Opposition
could pussibly be.

Oll a8 Steamship Fuel.

Perbaps the moss noticeable development
in the evolution of the modern steamship 18
the successful aduptation of marine furnaces
for the burning of oil for fuel. Ia the use
of this fuel probably the Russian stessers
on the rivers and the Caspian Sea have been
the pioneers, but there was considerable
difficulty in arraoging deviess for the
succensful self-feeding of oil so as to give
coustant heat in ooesn steamers. The diffi-
oulties however, seem to have been now
surmounted and for many monthe the ships
of the Shell line in the transatlantic trade
out of New Yerk have found the ofl fuel
quite satisf y and advantag Now
comes the announeement that all the
steamers of the American.Hawaiina line
plying from New York and Philadelphis to
San Franciseo and Hooolalu, are to be
sdapted to burn either oil or ocoal, the
change from use of ome to another being
possible by ten minutes’ manipulation ot
machinery. As these are sll exoeptionslly
large new ships and their route oue of the
longest in the world—sboat 14,000 miles
each way, the fact that they are being fitted
for the uee of oil implies & radical departure
from stereotyped methods and if ether
steamahip lines follow suit, their equipment
and supply with oil fuel will develope a
new iodustry in she marine world. For
this particnlar line a tank vessel is to be
maiutained with oil storage in the Straits
of Magellao, but if il is to be gemerally
used for stesmship fuel, stores will have to
be established wherever there are ooaling
statione at present., The advantages of oil
for fael are that it oan be stewed where coal
could not be on shipbosni, thus saving
bunker spsce, and 0sn be pumped to the
furnaces, thus making it poesible to dispense
with the services of a large foroe of firemen
and coal passers, Besides theee advantages,
however, it is said thas recent oil discoveries
at various places ensure .és widespread a
supply of it as of coal. Whether the naval
powers will adopt it fer warships remains to
be seen, —

He may soon be led by the side of
the dam witbout difficulty, and when once
acgustomed to being guided by the halter, it
will be an easy matter to lead bim apywhere,.
By the time he is wesned, he will lead like
sn old korse, and when the time eomes to
bresk him to harness he will give little
trouble; in fact he is already broken, When
s colt is two and one half years old hitch
bim alongside of s stesdy, sged horse, and
he will beceme sccustomed to work, Use
him to do light work the first winter and so
prepare him to take & share of the spring
seeding on the farm. Always be careful not

Another Great Eruption.

Kingstown. 8t. Vincent, Monday, May 19.
—Another great eruption of the Soaufriere
volcano occurred last night. Throaghout
Sundsy the adjoining districts trembled snd
some of the shocks were feit here.

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LONDON’S MANY CLUBS.
{ Pt
S¢me of Them are Famous
Over the World.

All

London is the paradise of clubs.
There are hundreds of them, and
some of them are famous the world
over. T Carlton Club, which has
its headquarters at 94 Pall Mall, re-
stricts its members to 1,800. The
entrance fee is £30, and the annual
subscription is 10 guineas. The Re-
form Club, located at 104 Pall Mall,
S.W., takes 1,400 members who pay
an entrance fee of £40 and an an-
nual subscription of 10 guineas. The
Carlton, of course, is conservative
and the Reform is emtered as
‘“‘strictly liberal.”” The Constitution-
al Club, in Northunfberland avenue,
opposite Hotel Victoria, takes 6,000
members, has an entrance fee of 15
guineas or 7 guineas, and an annual
subscription, of 7 guineas or 38
guineas. It is described as ‘‘politi-
cally constitutional.’”” Then there is
the Junior Constitutional, at ' 101
Piccadilly, which takes 5,500 mem-
bers, and requires an entrance fee of
6 guineas, with an annual subscrip-
tion of 3 guineas or 5 guineas.

The National Liberal Club at
Whitehall place, S.W., takes 6,500
members, who pay 6 guineas an-
nually, but there is no entrance fee.
It is ‘‘strictly liberal,’”” and is the
cheapest club in London. Its home
is a palace on the embankment near
the Hotel Metropole. well known to
all American travellers. Ther® are
many other political clubs, such as
the City Carlton, the City Liberal
and City - Conservative, the Junior
Conservative, the Primrose, St.
Stephens, the Eighty Club, etc. Ex-
cluding certain clubs, such as the
Colonial, which have no limit to
their membership, the National Lib-
eral takes the largest number. The
heaviest fees are those charged by
the Naval and Military, Oxford and
Cambridge, United University, each
£42; the Reform at £40, and the
Junior Carlton at £38 17s.

TOO MANY JOWESES.

In Wales They Cannot Tell Them
by Names Alone.

At a meeting of tne Cymmrodor-
ion society, Mr. T. E. Morris, bar-
rister-at-law, lectured before a re-
presentative audience on the incon-
venience and confusion arising from
the paucity of distinctive surnames
in Wales, says the London Chronicle.

In Liverpool alone, he said, 430
Welshmen rejoiced in the name of
John Jones, and at an inquiry held
at Westminster into the county
council water scheme sixteen wit-
nesses bore the same simple cogno-
men. Before the Welsh land com-
mission, out of 184 witnesses in one
county who gave evidence, 1@9 shar-
ed 14 surnames between thegy, and
of the 109 as many as 65 bore pro-
portionately the names of Jones,
Fivans and Davies. Recently at the
Corwen board of guardians, owing
to the numerous Joneses who are
members of that body, it was decided
to enter in the minutes each man’s
house and parish, as his full name
was not sufficiently distinctive. To
remedy this state of things, Mr.
Morris advocated the liberal adop-
tion of the beautiful place names
which abound in Wales, as was done
in Scotland and Norway, and the
revival of the characteristic ‘‘Ap”’
with personal surnames. He pointed
out that the law allowed any man
to change his surname, provided that
it was done
any fraudulent purpose, and his sug-
gestion was that a short act of Par-
linment should be passed cnabling
any person to register a change of
his name with the district registrar
on payment of a small fee.

of the change would be made at the
time.

RAISING DATE PALMS.

Plant three date pits in the pots
where you have geraniums growing,
says QGood Housekeeping.

FLOOR STAIN.

Floors that ure stained and oiled
are easily kept clean. The material
costs very little, and anyone can dp-
ply it. For an oak stain take raw
sienna, add a little umber to it and
mix half a pint of linseed o0il and
one quart of turpentine. A table-
spoonful of Japan drier put into the
turpentine will make it dry quickly.
A cheap dark-brown stain, which is
better for old floors than a lighter
color, is made by mixing one-fourth
of a pound of permanganate of pot-
ash in one quart of water. Apply
with an old paint brush, and give
the floor two coats if one does not
seem to be enough. After the floor
is stained, give it a coat of boiled
linseed oil. If the oiling is repeated
every spring or fall your floor will
always look, well.

THE FORCE OF CYCLONES.

Careful estimates of the force of a
cyclone and the energy required to
keep a hurricane in active opera-
tion reveal the presence of a power
that makes the mightiest efforts of
men appear as nothing in compari-
son.~ A force fully equal to over
400,000,000 horse-power was esti-
mated as developed in a West In-
dian - cyclone. This ig about fifteen
times the power that can be de-
veloped by all the means within the
range of uan’s capabilities during
the same time. Were steam, water,
windmills, and the strength of all
men and all animal8 combined, they
could not at all approach the tre-
mendous force exerted.
