Don’t Bite your Nails.

The practice of nibbling at the
finger- nails is to be condemned, first,
on the ground that the nails are there-
by rendered brittle and unsightly, and
secondly, because it is a senseless hab-
it which makes the practice of it a
source of constant irritation to the
friends of any one who has the habit.

The habit is usually acquired at
school in early childhood, and steps
should at once be takon to break it up-

This may be dane in various ways.
It is usually sufficient to explain to the
child the perniciousness of the habit,
requiring him to be constantly watch-

| ful against it in himself, and to dis-

courage the practise in every one else.
Punishment is usually uncalled for.

Strategy may be resorted to in case
the habit is well established. The fin-
ger ends may be dipped in some harm-
less preparation of a disagreeable or
bitter nature, which will serve to re-
mind the child what he is doing.

A French investigator has lately
published the results of an elaborate
study of the =subject, chiehy in refer-
ence to the importance of the habit as
an indication of nervons disease.

His investigations have been pur-
sued among  the school children of
Paris, among whom he found the habit
widely prevalent.  Of the total number
of children examined, about one-third
were given to the practice, the greater
proportion being among the girls.
The age at which the habit was most
common was found to be between 12
and 15 years. :

The investigator thinks he has dis-
covered a remarkable relation between
nail-biting and a defective, or at least
an impaired stability of mind and
character, as all the teachers united iu
saying that the pupils addicted to nail-
biting were the pourest students. The
boys wers inclined to effeminecy, and
the girls to slackness. Both sexes
showed a lessened ability to sustain
the attention, and were consequently
the hardest pupils to teach.

According to this French student
the habit is best corrected by endeavor-
ing to transform the unconscious act
into a conscious one, thereby counter-
acting the tendency to a confirmed
habit.

It is doubtful if nail-biting is indic-
ative of anything more serious than a

‘nervous temperament, which should
be treated on general principles.
G

Unfortunate Eldest Born.

It is unfortunate to be among the

eldest of a large family of children, es-
pecially if their mother is a conscien-
tious woman, since thay are the ones
upon whom she tries her experiments.
A great many mothers are under the
delusion that a child’s mind is like a
sheet ot white paper, and that what-
ever is written upou it is written after
birth, according to the philosophy of
John Locke. Many a devoted young
mother suffers agonies of responsibility
and remorse because her child deve-
lopes undesirable traits, which she
believes she might have prevented
with sufficient care. But sheinevitably
discovers with successive children
that each of them came into the
world with its disposition, tendencies
and traits ready formed, and which
can no more be eradicated than the
water lines which are woven into the
very texture of letter paper. She
discovers that her duty is to adapt
herself to that fact and to simply help,
as far as she can,each child to develope
the best that is in him and tosuppress
the worst.

It is folly to lay down rules about
the training of children, for no two arc
alike,and there is nothing about which
we know less than what Professor G.
Stanley Hall has called “The Contents
of Children’s Minds.” Yet writers
about children insist upon generalizing
from their own narrow experience.
Even so shrwd an  observer as Edward
Everett Hale, in an article on “Writ-
ing for Children,” falls into this
common error. He declares children
to be indifferent to sentiment and not
fond of poetry as poetry, but only
because of its narrative. He thinks
that while the normal boy may delight
in “Marmion” or “The Lady of the
Lake,” he will not voluntarily read
Wordsworth or Tennyson. Colonel
Higginson, on the contrary, says it is
his experience that very robust and
active boys will sometimes delight in
sentimental poetry,while thase who are
week and sedentary are given tospout
Marco Bozzaris with

ARTIC NIMRODS AND THEIR
GAME.

Some Crack Eskimo Shots as Slayers
of Reindeer Near the Pole.

There ars some men who will so
excel others as to have a reputation
that brings them conspicuously to the
front in their particular voecation.
Life in the Artic regions forms no ex
ception to this rule. The intense cold
‘of that lone land does not fieeze every-
thing to one dead level of ordinary
mediocrity, as some might think.
There is no vocation in the far North
that stands o far in hunting. By the
chase alone the natives secure almost
everything that makes life bearable,
or even possibie, in that desolate regi~n
—food. clothing, dog-harnesses, bed-
dg, and, before guns were brought”
among them, the very hunting imple-
ments with which they plied this, to
them, important art, in fact everything
comes to them through the chase ex-
cept the snowhouse over their heads,
Even its blocks formerly cut with a
knife made from a reindeer’s hone.
The wood for their sledges, which
drifts to their shores, is lashed to-
gether with the sinew of the reindeer.
Their very dogs could not exist with-
ot the food procured in the chase by
thgse Northern Nimrods, It is no
wehder, therefore, that if some one
sh@uld tower above the rest of these
hunters he would be duly considered
as $he mightiest among them.

When I first landed among the
Esquimo of North Hudson Bay I heard
of a young hunter who was rapidly
making his way to the front. As he
was also a good sledgeman, or dog
driver, and very energetic generally, I
was quite anxious to secure him for
my proposed long sledge journey to the
Artic Sea in andfaround King William'’s
Land. His name was Tcslosah, mean-
ing in Esquimo “The Rover.” When
1 first met this boreal bird of the genus
Corvus I found he added to the many
virtuses that had been reputed to him
the common Eskimo one of excessive
modesty.  He was extremelo loth to
spegk of his ability in doing anytning.
Hisgnswer as to being a good this,
that, of the other, were mostly “Armi,
Armi!” which means “I hardly know;”
so that we had to take the strongest
recommendations his  friends gave
him. AndI may say wec never re-
gretted so doing.

TOSLOSAH AND HIS RIFLE.

One of the first things I did wasto
put him on a war footing, giving him
o Winchester magazine rifle holdiug a
45.70 cartridge. I have long since
come to the conclusion that it was
easier by far to familiarize the native
hunters with the white man’s arms
than it was to teach to white men the
art and knowledge necessary to secure
the Artic game. I knew of several
white parties who had tried to master
the strategy necessary to battle succes-
sfully with Polar game, and like the
horse fed on sawdust, when they were
used to it they died. On the other
hand, I kne® of no case where a native
or number of natives had fared worse
by having better arms and equipment.
As they had managed to live quite
comfortably by their own rude weapons
I fely safer in acknowledging my own
inabllity where I had never had proper
experience than to force forward my
ideas where such experience was
lacking.

Toslosah was a splendid specimen of
the Eskimo race, about five fieet four
inches high and weighing about 155
pounds, every ounce of it bone, brain
and muscle. His bright honest face
was his best recommendation, and his
actions never belied the promises it
it seemed tomake. He was of unusual
strength. But all these people were,
in proportion to their size, much
sironger than the average Caucasin.
It was in the fall of the year that'my

_party landed among the Eskimo, and

it was not until the following April
that we started on our long sledge
trip. During this winter the Eskimo
hunters of the village that clustered
around my little ecamp secured about
500 reindeer from the fields to the
north and to the, west of us. Of this
number Toslosah got nearly 100 with
his Winchester, there being fourteen
or fifteen hunters altogether, but not
all so well armed as he. About the
same ratio was maintained by him in
regard to seul, walrus, Polar bears, snd
other game.

In the sledge trip, which lacked ten
days of being”'a year in length, the
party killed 522 reindeers. Of these
Toslosah seeured  just half, there be-
ing four ther Eskimo hunters beside
himself, not counting two nearly full
grown Eskimo boys, who killed nearly
thirty apiece, and the four white mei.
While the latter were armed they did
but little hunting. Itried to discourage
it, as it interfered with mbre import-
ant duties, except when absojute
necessary, or the chances fell into their
hands, or in aceasional leisure moments
to satisfy their desire for sport. In the
way of other game he even excelled
this proportion, killing more than half
the muskoxen, all of the Polar beare,
seventy out of ecighty odd seal, and
others in the same ratio. Alter our
return and before our departure for
the United States the Eskimo in the
vicinity had again secured about 400
reindeer. In this contest, as in the
others. Toslosah held his rank as the
mightiest Nimrod of them all.

_THE COUNT’S MODESTY.

It was, however, on the sledge trip,
where accurate game scores were kept
of everything larger than a ptarmigan
or elner duck, and where nearly all the
incidents passed directly under our
eycs that the most interesting hunting

adventurcs were noted; for inall others
Toslosah’s modesty was so great that
we were left in ignorance if they savor-
ed the least of self-laudation. For the
first fow days out from the seashore,
cutting across country for the Arctic
Sea, we did not kill much game, as it
was very scarce and exceedingly shy
from having been so constantly hunt-
od by the natives along the coast, but
here Tosiosah  killed nearly all that
was socured. I considered: this record
even better than one later, when the
game was more abundant and easicr
ot approach., Toslosah’s sledge was
always in front, as he was the best
sledgemen and dog driver as well as
the best hunter. To him fell the duty
of selecting the wagdshrough the
country as strange an&uan to the
Eskimo after getting g fifty or
«ixty miles from tue coast Wit was to
the white man.

One stormy day we remained over
in camp, as we had plenty of food.
The numerous signs of reindeer in the
vicioity. however, made Toslosah nerv-
vus; 89 he sailed out in the blustering
weather, taking his usual supply of
ammunition, the eight charges in the
magazine of his Winchester. In an
bour or two he came back to get the
dogs and an empty sledge, saying that
he had killed seven reindeer with the
cight shots in his Winchester. He
veritied the report by bringing eight
decr, having secured the eighth while
on the second trip to bring in the
seven.  On this occasion he killed two
r.indeer at one shot, and during two
whole sledge trip this feat was per-
formed - by chim  just a dozen timcs.
Once he killed three with one ball. I
do not mean that he would kill ore
and only wound anothcr, but the two
every time would be  shot so that no
further firing was needed.

TWO REINDEER WITH ONE BALL.

There was one of these occasions
that was particular striking, and it
happened on onr return winter journey
during some terrible cold weather
when we was almost destitute of pro-
visions. When the ice formed on the
salt water all the many reindeer we
saw on the island of King William’s
Land emigrated southward. The last
drove was seen by us the 1st of October.
We had journeyed a third of the way
home, when on the 12th of December
two reindeer were reported ahead on
the western side of Baed’s Great Fish
River on the ice where we were sledg-
ing. They were in plain sight, and a
most welcome one it was, so long had
we been deprived of it. As they moved
down the hillside to the river ice they
disappeared behind an island, both
ends of which were in sight.

The sledges were stopped, and the
Eskimo hunters, five in number, start-
ed forward. Toslosah gaining the upper
end of the island first. Running like
a racehorse he soon disappeared around
it. Inafew seconds more we heard
a shot that was very distinct in the
confined valley. We waited patiently
fos a second as we were over anxious
to get both animals, but we heard
n:ne, and more singulur still saw noth-
ing of the other reindeer that must
have apprared in sight to escape.
Toslosah goon was seen on the island’s
ridge giving the signal for enough dogs
to drag in two dcer. He had killed
both with one shot—the only two deer
we had seen for over two montha.

For three months of the time I was
absent in King William’s Land; the
party had «o scattered to obtain better
results that Toslosah was the only
native hunter with the white men, his
own family and an Fskimo boy, eight
persons in ali, besides nineteen dogs,
vet he supplied this large party un-
aided with his rifle, and this too in a
country “abandoned by the nearest
Eskiino as uninhabitable, and where
Sir Jolin Franklin’s party of over one
hnndred white men ‘had starved to
death. Of the five polar bears killed
by Lim, three of them, huge monsters
of ov r a thousand pounds cash, were
slain in almost as many seconds, with
three shots from his magazine gun.
He started them from anice hammock
not thirfy yards from the water, whith-
er they fled to escape, and the last one
wss killed in the water =0 near to the
ice-edge that he secured its robe by
jumping on tle ice-cake nearby.

He killed three reindeer in January
with the thermometer at minus sixty-
eight degrees, althongh it was so cold
that the whalebone shoe of his sledge
snapped like glass under this light
load, when it had once borne over three
thousand pounds. I have known him
to sally forth in a fierce Aretic storm
that kept” all else housed, with so
furious a gale blowing that he had to
be wholly guided by the scent of the
two trusty dogs tied to his belt, run a
course of twelve miles and return with
a reindeer to replenish an empty lard-
er. The seal is the wariest game in
the Arctic, #nd the Eskimo consider
they do well to kill one in four or five
they start for, but Toslosah’s score
showed that he seldom missed one in
a dozen. And yet a half is not told of

this mighty Nimrod.

? TWO CHINESE VICTORIES.

Japanese Driven From Their Posi-

tions—Heavy Losses by the Japs.

LONDON, Aug., 22., The Times has
received the following despatch from
Shanghai, dated August 21: General
Tio, commander of the Feng-Tien divi-
sion of the Chinesc forces, telegrapim
as follows:

“The Chinese on Friday attacked
the Japanese forces at Ping Yang,
driving them back with heavy loss a
distance of eleven miles to Chang Ho.
The Chinese made a second attack on
Saturday and drove the Japaunese from
Chung Ho, which is now in Chinese
hands. The Japanecse again lost heav-
ily in Saturday’s fighting, Another
great battle is expected to-day.”

Admiral Fremantle, thé British
Commander has established the head-
quarters of his fleet provisionally at
Che-Foo, where the British, Russian
and Italian Ministers now are.

The Chinese fleet s enjoying  full
posession of the Gulf of Pe-Chi- Ll
The Japanese arc re-embarking lau-g(‘
numbers of troops at Fusar. Nothing
is knov n regarding their destination.
The Chinese force which oceupied
Yasan has evacuated that place and
has marched castward in the direction
‘of Seoul. The foree, which is under
General Yieh, who was falsely reported
to have been killed in a recent battle,
has been augmented by the adhesion
of uumbers of sympathizing Coreans.
The forces are converging on Ping
Yang. The telegraph line at the latter
point remains in the posession of the
Chinese.

Nine thousand Japanese troops have
left Seoul and marched in the direction
of Ping Yang.

Two German Fathers of the Catholic
mission at Si Ning Chu, in the south-
ern part of the province of Shan Tung,
have been captured by banditti and
held for ransom. A Government posse
sent in pursuit of the robbers has been
unable to rescuc them.

The Central News says that the
Government officials are watching care-
fully all British firms that are fitting
out ships and manufacturing ammu-
nition. Many firms have been warned
against working for either Japan or
China, and ‘have denied invariably
that they intended to undermine the
Government’s policy. Those who ac-
knowledge that they were dealing in
materials or vessels of war protest in-
variably that the materials and vessels
were to be sent toSouth American coun-
tries. In hardly a casc has alirm stop-
ped its suspeeted activity on account
of the Government's warning.

WAsHINGTON, Aug., 22.-—The Japan-
ese log_,.nun has received a telegram

GIBRALTAR’S DEFECTS.

The Naval Manceuvres Bring them |
out More Clearly—A Proposition |

to Make them Good.

Therc is no doubt that the recent
sham battles between rival British
fleets in  British waters have had a
good effect upon both officers and men.
The operations have cnabled all en-
gaged to get a fair glimpse of what
might happen in the case of actual
liostilities and in  addition, they have
called public attention earnestly to the
question of promptly providing increas-
ed accommodations at Gibrltar for the
repairing of war vessels. To all Bri-
tons this matter is one of very great
importance. The object lessen of the
naval manceuvers was that the red side
occupied the position  England would
oceupy in an outbreak with France,
and the blue fleets represented France.
The red fleet was crushed by the blues,
Gibraltar was blockaded, and the weak-
ness of Great Britain in the Mediter-
ranean was disclosed. In other words,
the two blue fleets combined oft Belfust
as the French North Sea Squadron and
French Mediterranean fleet would
unite off Gibraltar pefore the British
ficet ¢nild reach that ﬁmportant point.
The British Mediterrancan fleet now
consists of over thirty vessels, and in
time of war Great Britain would un-
doubtedly have a fleet of at least sixty
warships in thosc waters. These ships
would naturally need repairs, and, at
present, there is little or no means at
Gibraltar for repairing damaged war-
ships, and it will take some time to
provide them.

Consequently, a powerful syndicate
has been formed and an offer been
wade to the Admiralty to provide
moles, docks. etc., for the use of war-
ships under certain conditions. This
syndicate offers to undertake the fol-
lowing works:

1. A mole to be carried out from the
fiagstaff landing in the direction of
the end of the prolongation of the new
mole. The two moles will provide
protected waters and an anchorage
with an area of sixty-eight acres, with
a minimum depth of 4} to 5 fathoms
of water.

. Two graving docks each 600 feet
long

3. Four ﬂosltmg docks, capable of
docking ships-up to 7,500 tons.

4. A coaling store inside the protect-
ed harbor capable of storing coal for
the whole Mediterranean feet.

Naturally the syndicate cxpects
something from the government in re-
turn for its expenditure of money and
energy, so they ask the grant of a
strip of water space, inside the new
mole. Thisisa strip of eight feet of
water, utterly useless at present and
actually made inaccessible by a sub-
merged breakwater. It is intended to
dredge out the anchorage and place
the soil on this water space thus secur-
ing the site for (A) the graving docks;
(B) the coal store; (C) the-flgating
docks.

If the concession is granted the
Admiralty is to have priority in the
use of the docks, etc., and it can
acquire the whole enterprise at one
year’s notice at a_ price to be
decided upon by arbitration. The
syndicate expects to get its com-
pensation for $1,000,000 pounds, which
it expects to expend at Gibraltar out
of the right to sell coal and dock ships
at Gibraltar. The Admiralty, however
hae refused to consider these proposit-
ions on the following grounds. 1.
That hydraulic floating dock isun-
suitable for use at Gibraltar. 2. That
the dock for the navy at Gibraliar
must be exclusively under Admiralty
control. 3. That the construction and
maintenance of new works will in-
volve the bringing of additional resid-
ents to the Rock, who will have to be
ied in the case of siege. The question,
therefore, is in abeyance for the

present.

The Sealing Agreement.

The State Department has initiated
the next phase of the sealing question
by addressing an identical note to all
of the maritime powets, inviting them
to adhere to the agreement reached by
the United States and Great Britain
relative to the protection of the seal
tisheries. - This was made necessary by
the award of the Paris Arbitration,
which found that the United States
had no exclusive jurisdiction over the
seal waters, and that these could be
protected only by mutual agreement.

By the terms of the treaty sabmitt-
ing her case to‘arbitration, Great Brit-
ain was bound to agree {o the arrange-
ment as to close seasons and closed
zones imposed by the Arbitration Tri-
bunal. This, of cofirsé, could have no
effect upon other nations, and vessels
sailing under the flags of Germany,
France, Russia, Sweden, or cven Ha-
waii were left by the award free to
prey npon the seals anywhere outside
of the three-mile limit from Alnaskan
shores and islands. To meet this the
Tribunal recommended that an effort
be made to secure the adhesion of oth-
er maritime powers to the same
arrangement that bound Great Britain
and the United States.

It is understood that the sum of $425,-
000 has been offered by the United
States Government, to be voted next
session of Congress, in payment of the
damages found against the United
States in connection with the recom-
mendation of the Paris  tribunal last
year, on account of the seizure of Cana-
dian sealing vessels in the open waters
of Behring Sea. 11, however, the Gov-
g Britain prefers to go
on with the assessment which it was
originaily understood would be  the
method employed  for the  determina-
tion of these damages then the elaims
will still be open and the matter drop-
ped; so thar  practically unless the
plan of asessing the damages goes on
the sum $125,000 will he voted by Con-
gress next December in fuil scttlement
of the claims of the Canadian  sealers.

Meantime the offer is understood to
be made without prejudice to the lind-
ing of an assessment should the late

E A SCIENTIFIC SENSATION.

The Now gas Found in the

Atmosphere.
i Loxpox, Augnst 21.—The scientific
| sensation of the year is the announce-
ment made to the British Association
at Oxford last week that a new gas
has been discovered in the atmosphere.
The great assembly of the world’s
savants has felt as near an approach
to excitement over the astonishing
news as men of science ever allow
themselves to reach. Lord Rayleigh
and Prof. Ramsag are the honorcd
discoverers of what they believe is the
clement in chemistry. The qualities
of this strange substance are peculiar.
Although it is said to form,chemically,
the proportion of one per cent. of
common air, nobody suspected its cx-
istence until about three weeks ago.
The experimenters foundZthat nitrogen
obtained from air has a different
density from that of the same gas
obtained from other sources. Then
they treated what they supposed was
pure nitrogen from the atmosphere
with maguesium. The nitrogen was
absorbed, but the residue remained.
This mysterious remainder was tested,
and preved to be a dense and remark-
able inert gas twenty-one times heavier
than hydrogen and 50 per cent. heavier
than nitrogen. The spectrum was
new, showing a single blue line much
more intense than the corresponding
line in the nitrogen spectram. The
discoverers kept the result of the in-
vestigation secret in order to fulfil the
conditions of the prize offered through
the Smithsonian Institntion for the
most, important scientific discovery.
They have suceeded thus far in ac-
cumulating only a quarter of a pint of
the new gas,

Prof. Dewar, the great expert in all
atmospheric affairs,is plainly skeptical
about the identity of the new gas. He
has found, when liquefying air, that
the product is always clouded by a
white depoeite, which he supposed was
solid carbonic acid and other im-
purities. It may be, he says, that this
is the solid form of the new gas, but
it forms far less than one per cent.
The substance must have exactly the
same boiling point as either oxygen or
nitrogen. Otherwise he would have
been sure to deteet it in his experi-
ments in solidifying air.

The general belief is, however, that
the new gas is really new, or an
allotropic form of nitrogen, which does
not.exist in appreciable quantities in
ordinary atmospheres, but which was
produced by the discoverer’s experi-
ments, just as ozone is produced by
the action of electricity on oxygen.

Other bits of news of popular interest
in the various departments of toe
scientific world have been announced
at the meetings of the Association. It
has long been known that the carth’s
axis varies in an irregular way as
regards its relations to fixed objects in
space; but Prof. Forester announced,
as the result of carful observations by
agents of the International Geodetic
Union, that the earth’s axis is a bit
loose, as regards the globe itself. The
effect is that the North Pole wobbles
slightly. The variation in position
is not over fifty feet, however, so there
is no danger that any explorers who
have gone to the arctic regions with-
out Prof. Forester’s warning will get
hurt by going too near.

Several strange discoveries regarding
prehistoric man were announced. The
remains recently found in Switzerland
show the existence, in the neolithic
age, of a race of pygmies in Europe.
Herr Mascha has unearthed, within a
few days in Moravia, ‘many remains
of mammoths, and with them the
skeletons of a whole human family
almost gigantic in size. The dis-
covery seems to settle the dispute

A Chinese Victory.

Loxpox, Aug. 25.—A despatehb from
Shanghai says a letter received in Chee
Foo on the 24th from Chemulpo,Corea,
reasserts that the Japanese were de-
feated by the Chinese at Ping Yang.
Thirteen Japanese transports,conveyed
by nineteen warships, arrived in the
_estuary of Taston Kang on the 18th
inst. and landed a force of six thousand
men, who advanced upon Ping Yang.
When midway between the landing
place and iheir objective point the
Japanese were attacked by Chinese
cavalry, who succeeded in dividing
the advancing column into two parts.
Thereupon the Chinése artillery poured
a heavy fire into the Japanese ranks,
creating almost a panic. The Japanese

the advance of the Chinese was check-
ed by the fire from the Japanecse fleet.
The Japanese lost 1,300 men. The
letter does not mention the retreat of
the Japanese troops from Chungho,
from which place,acc‘g to Chinese
reports, they had been driven. Never-
theless it is believed the Chinese arc in
possession of Chungho, as it is stated
a council of war was held there August
20, when it was decided to attack the
main Japanese force which is prevent-
ing the Chinese from advancing upon
Seoul. It is reported the Japanese are
re-embarking their heavy baggage in
Ping Yang inlet. The country is being
scoured by Chinese cavalry, who have
taken prisoners and beheaded hundreds
of stragglers.

Charles A. McLane was born in
Auslow. N. S, on the -81st of August
1842, where he learned the blacksmith
trade with his father. In 1862 he
came to Albert (then Hopewell Corner)
a youth of 20 and after working some
time with Henry Colpitts at the same
trade, bought out the busi on his

He was
also a member of - the firm of Tingley,
McLang &' 00.,;10(' the (well known
Afbert Nurseries, and" ‘ébbf firomoter
and member of the Kingsley Boiler
Works Co., of St. John, N. B. He was
& stauneh temperance man; ever ready
with his voice and purse to advance
the noble cause he loved so well. He
was & man of strong convictions and.
good common sense, which with his
bright, genial manner brought him to
the front and for years he filled posit-
ions of trust having been a member
of the school board and at his death a
Coroner of the county, trustee of the
Albert Baptist Church, trustee of
Oulton Hall, treasurer of Hopewell
Cemetery Co.. and charter member of
Hopewell Lodge I. 0.G.T. He was
also chairman of the Liberal Conserva-
tive Association and gave the party
an effective support, not on account of
membership, but because of his con-
viction that its policy was the best for
the interrsts of his county. A natural
leader, yet plain and unassuming,
essentially a man of the people with
whom he kept in touch and in whose
welfare he ever took a deep interest.
As Rev. B. N. Hughes in his funeral
sermon well said, “he was one of
nature’s noblemen.” He married
a  daugbter " of the venerable
deacon Agreen Tingley, who with
one daughter, Miss HaHie, and
two sons Aubrey H. ana Rev.C. 1
survive him,as well as his aged mother,
two sisters Mrs. Kingsley of St. Johu.
Mrs Bergman of Boston and one
brother Jared of North Reading, Mass.

In his happy home he dispenved a
generous hospitality to the poor,unfor-
tunate and suffering, as well as to his
friends. He contributed largely to the
erection and support of the Albert

Baptist Church of which he was 2’
# amember and regular attendant, and

in the choir of which his fine tenor
voive was always heard. Foremost in
every good work Albert could ill share
such a man. On Sabbath afterncon
every class and creed gathered to pay
respect to his memory and the large
number that followed his remains to
their resting place in the New Hope-
well Cemetary which he had done so
munch to organize showed the universal
esteem in whiclh he was held. A
review of almost a quarter of a century
of close personal friendship recalls to
mind the many kind acts,the excellent
traits of character, the generous, un-
selfish life he lived and prompted the
writer to pen this tribute to his
meniory.

The
judge held that while the letters were
revokable the time for him to act in
the matter was at the former citation.
This point will be appealed to higher
authority.

Mr. Teed contended that the costs of
the day should be taxed against George
Milburn, the executor of the will of
Josiah Tingley, but as he did not press
the point, costs were taxed against the

estate.

The Fastest Boat Afioat.

That the limit of speed at which a
small craft can be driven through the
water has not yet -been reached is
shown in a recent performance of the
Thornycroft tropedo gunboat Daring.
That vessel has set the pace at 29}
knots, and marine engineers are now
confident that even this clipping gait
will be excelled by some later vessel
of the Daring’s type.

The record just established by this
marine Nancy Hanks is unapproached
by anything that is now afloat. It
was neared by steps progressively
diminishing. The Havock, which was
among the first vessels of this class,
was expected to distinguish herself in
the way of speed and she did. She
came panting back from a race over
the measured course, and bearing
with her what was then the record, 26
knots per hour. '

The Havock’s triumph was short-
lived. Before her builders, the Messrs.
Yarrow, had time to forget the con-
gratulations they received, the Ferret,
built by Messrs. Laird, came along,
and eclipsed the Havock’s speed.”

A short time afterwards the Hornet,
a sister vessel to the Havock, carried
the Yarrow flag to the fore again,
with the record of 28 knots per hour.
The Hornet sported her blue ribbon
until the Daring rushed over the
course at the rate of 29} knots per
hour, when she had to surrender her
hard-earned distinction of being the
fastest craft of her kind.

Two Men Imprisoned in & Blazing
Barn

Forgest, Ont., Aug., 21.—Oue of the
most horrible tragedies in the history
of Lambton took place to-day on the
farm of Wm. Hayward in Plymouth
township, eight miles from Forest.

Threshing was in progress and short-
ly after starting the cylinder shaft
broke and caused friction which set
fire to the straw. In an instant the ir-
terior of the barn was a mass of flames.
-In the mow above three men were at
work, Neil McPherdran, Stephen Searle,
and Wm. Greer. Their escape was cut
off by the flames which filled the man-
hole of the mow. McPherdran jumped
through the fire and escaped alive,
having his hair, whiskers and shirt
burnt off. Neither Searle or Greer
were ever.seen alive again.

In a short time the barn was a
smouldering ruin and soon after the
charred trunks of the victims were dug
out of the still blazing barn. Heads,
arms and legs were completely burned
off, and the only means of identification
was Greer'sbrace buckle. Searle leaves
a wife and seven children and Greer a
wife and three children. Both were
highly respected farmers. The double
funeral ta¥es place to-morrow. Hay-
ward’s loss is over $1,000, on which
there is 8500 insurance. The sad affair
has cast a gloom over the neighborhood,

‘What Mr. Cecil Rhodes is doing in
South Africa—He is Dictatorand
May Become Monarch.

Cecil Rhodes, who had he lived a
hundred years ago and talked as hehas
done to the Imperial government,would
have had to take a taste of prison life,
is slowly developing his own scheme
o land tenure in South Africa, where,
ariginally a filibuster and land grabber,
he is founding a new colonial empire.
Theére are grave doubts whether some
day he may not take it into his head
to declare Matabeleland a republic or
a detached monarchy, pay perhaps
tribute to the British Crown as
Burmah pays to China, or Corea pays
to that empire, while claiming and
exercising sovereignty. Rhodes,unlike
miany pioneers in Africa and Ameriea,
is not an unlettered man actuated

only by the spirit of aggressive ad-|2pdM

venture. He is as dilettante as Mr.
Balfour. He is well versed in classics,
and had an honorable university
career. His visits to Africa were
diamond-hunting, and he is as truly

the diamond king of that region as =
Col. North is the nitrate king of Perue. |

Mr. Rbhodes, however, is more than a
diamond hunter. He is, in ambition,
now a statesman, having acquired
wealth enough to satisfy asperation in
their detail. Socn after entering the
Cape Parliment he became virtually
its dictator, and four years ago was
made Prime Minister. Inthis capacity
he has devised some novel methods of
government. Chief of these is his
land scheme. He propuoses to root his
people to the soil in an unprecedented
manner. Any head of the family may
have eight acres at a little less than
$4 per year rent to the government.
There is a labor tax of $2.50 a year, or
its equivalent in actual labor, namely,
three months’ service Butside his own
district. Suffrage is to be exercised
by every male native who pays the
labor tax. The preceds of the labor tax
are to be applied on schovls. Failure
to pay this tax will subject the delin-
quents to imprisonment, one of Mr.
Rhodes’s drastic methods of making
everybody share taxes or suffer for
failing to do so. Landholders are not
tobe allowed to sell liquor exeept
under local option, any violation of
this law to entail cancellation of title.
Rebellion or stealing is also to work
forfeiture. ‘Government is to be ad-
ministered by local councils of six
members, one-half appointed by the
crown, and one-half elective. An ex-
periment of this mixed nature of
paternalism and State Socialist may

ROMANCE OF ANEBRASKA CITY

The Rapid Growth of the State
Capital and the Real Estate Boom
that Followed.

You hear fairy stories of the mush-
room cities of the west—uf Leadville
becoming a popular centre in two
years and then growing smaller almost
as fast as it grew larger. But Leadville
had no state university, no magnifi-
cent post-office building and court
house. no architectural phenomena,
such as a beautiful white stone state
insane asylum of a size and elegance
that any state of any nation might
well be proud, and a penitentiary
equally imposing. Many men went
to Leadville; but surely you could not
have found there the scholars of a state
as you might have found at Lincoln.
Leadville didn’t get five railroads all
in a lump. Railroads may fall and
pass into the hands f receivers; but
railrbads are substantial things, and,
however badly they pay, there they
are, fast and solid; and nsually they
have to be run, though there wasa
time, possibly in the hard times of the
70’s, when the railroads lying around
in Lincoln were not all run. -

Lincoln was from the first a city to
be proud of. Born, as I have said,
full-fiedged as a city, from the wislom
of the state, with all the paraphernalia
of cityhood thrice augmented, as I
have described, it maintained itself
steadily and continuously through all
the hard times of the 70’s; for it was
then that the tinest buildings were put
up and that settled . air of eastcrn cul-
ture was attained. And all 1s true,
just as I have stated, for I am no long-
er an inhabitant of Lincoln, and I was
not bern there and it is years since
my nostrils breathed its brisk airs.
But I saw, or heard from my own
father, all that I have describied.

The rest of this romance of a city
must be devoted to dry statistics—not
as to the number of paupers, insane
and criminals, the number of students
at the university, male or [emale, and
so forth, but to the price of city lots,
for all the bloom and all the tragedy
of thi= fair young city was in the price
of her city lots.

City lots in good locations started in
at about $200, were bought for $400
and over in the early 70’s. and sold for

who were not obliged to sell held their
property at the old figures. But prices
went steadily down for the next seven
"years. Land worth $5,000 declined to
$4,000 in ’76, to $3,000 In ’78, and sold
in ’80 for $2,000. Each year the city
grew 1,000 inhabitants; it matured
and became more or less rich in and
of itself, but it had litéle surplus
money to put on to the prices of lots.
The: slow, steady decline forced out the
poor little by little, and the prosperous
and wealthy bought, hoping for a
happy day.

At last the happy day came. Ithad
been a prosj.erous year and the wheat
and corn and oats were excellent.
The country in general was prosperous.
Everything was propitious. How it
started nobody know, but it got into
the air—that happy day. Long and
patient waiters recognized it at once.
They could not be mistaken, they who
had waitod for fully fifteen years for
the happy day to come. They recog-
niged it when it was only a breath in
the air. They encouraged it at once
by every power within their reach.
They fanned the little spark of boom
till it began to blaze. They wrote to
their eastern friends about it. Their
jeslous rivals. the new comers to the
city, who did not hold the land but
wished they did, gaw the spark and
offered to buy. The old ones sold, and
then bought back and sold again.
Everybody heard how prices were
going from $500 to $1,000 and $1,000
to $1,500. Young boys went down to
the real estate offices and bought
suburban luts for $300 in the morn-
ing, and sold them the next
morning for $500. Two hundred dol-
lars for a mere boy who knew nothing,
and that in a single night! Money
grew like Jonah’s gourd. People
heard about it and rushed tcward the
great city of Lincoln. Lincoln, said
the old ones, was the groat railroad
centre of the West. Every important
railroad o thie plains passed through it.
It must be the great shipping centre
of the whole vast West. It was des-
tined to be like Chicago, the mighty,
only larger. There are 20,000 people
in Lineoln, which had been growing
steadily at the rate of 1,000 a year, or
even 2,000. Now, 10,000 people came
at once. The hotels were crowded.
Ten thousand people must have homes.
Ten thousand people must buy lots to
live on and build houses to inhabit.
They would not come and go away
again as they did from the mushroom
mining towns, for Lincoln han its uni-
versity, its schools, its culture; its im-
provements, and its insane asylum
and penitentiary. If men lost their

stay in Lincoln; and if men went daft
and committed crimes, still they stay-
ed. Lincoln was not a place you
could so easily escape -from. Iy may
have been uncertain just what these
10,000 people would do after they had
their homes and had speculated. But
at any rate they had to stay there, and
they did.
