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DREADFUL SHIPWRECK.
From the New York Courier and Enquirer.
Tt is with sorrow and shame we again up the

pen to record the partienlars of the wreck of guothey
vensel destin:d to this port, wheh almost within sicht
of it § sorrow, at the immense loss of life with which
the event hae boon accompanied, and shame tiat
onr port regulations ere insntficient 1o gnide the
-mariner to his haven, when he has reached our
coast,

‘U'he information wo give below has been derived
by our reporter from the Captain of the shipwreck-
‘ed vessel, aidfrom persons on the spot where the
ship cama on shore. e reached town trom ¢
wcene of the disaster at an early hour this worning,
having been desprichied by us thither, as soun as the
news of the horrid eatastrophe reached us.

The Bargune Maxico, Capt. Winslow, sailed from
Liverpool on the 25th Oct. last, huving on board a
crew consisting of twelve men and one hondred and
four passengers, inall one hnndred and sixteen
souls.

. Mr. Weldon objected to it; observing,
that such asection was quite a novelty :
there was no existence of a similar pro-
vision in any Act ever passed in this Pro-
vinde ; the House ought 'not to prescribe
the mode of trial before the Lieat. Gover-
nor and Council ; the matter onght, there-

. fore, to be teft apart, as in all other cases

 relating to licences of any kind, and this
section should be struck out.

Mr. L. A. Wilmot said, the question
was whether the Execuative should be in”
vested with absolute power, to revoke li-
cences; and whether there . was a neces-
sity for parties accused, to have a hearing'
before being deprived of their licences.

Mr. Partelow thought it was not worth
while to retain the section; because he
believed the Executive would never re-
voke any licence, without sufficient legal
grounds for so doing.

Mr. Brown was of the same opinion.
No doubt, in the case alluded to; the Ex-
ecutive must have been well satisfied from
the information before them, and accord-
ing to their constraction of the law, that
the Minister had exceeded his privilege;
and in evefy doubtful case, the party
would most likely be first cited to appear.

The section was then struck out, by
consent.

The next section provided, that the Exe-
cutive should be authorised to restore li-
cences, revoked under ‘the old construc-
tion of the Act.

Mr. Street’ thought it was unnecessary
to introduce a section of this kind; be-
cause there was npthing whatever to pre-
vent the fxecutive from restoring revok-
ed licences, according to their discretion.

Mr. L. A. Wilmot said, that the section
could do no harm ; because.he thought it
very probable that the Executive would
consider, that persons who had violated
their licences heretofore, would not be
entitled to have them renewed ; and there-
fore, as the licence of the Minister he had
alluded to, had been revoked, contrary to
the trde intent and meaning of the Act,
there onght to be some provision to justify
the Executive in restoring such licences.

Mr. Johnston agreed, that the section
could do no harm; but he had great
doubts whether the “present Act would
actually bear so liberal a construction as
was contended for by the Hon. mover of
this bill. The nreamble of the Act mere-
1y recited; the necessity for extending to

Dissenting Ministers the same privilege
of solemnizing marriage, 8s was hereto-
fore enjoyed by Ministers of the Kirk of
Scotland and the Chiirch of Rome, in this
Province; which privilege wag, merely
that of marrying persons of their own de-
nomination; and if such was the opinion
of the Executive, they were quite right
in the course they had pursued, with re-
gard to licences: and the Minister allud-
ed to had solemnized marriage contrary to
the law. This bill dppeared to be intend-
ed only to explain the meaning of the
Act; and if so, he (Mr. J.) was willing to
go withit: and he had no doubts that if
that Minister had been deprived of his li-
cence, under a mistaken construction of
the law, he'would be restored after the
passing of this bill. .

Me. L. A. Wilmot replied, maintaining
bis former opinions.

Mr. Partelow concurred with Mr. Johns-
ton ; but said, that he was very’ well sa-
tisfied thatthe intention of the Legislature,
in framing the present law, wasto throw

ipen the privilegg to all denominations,
witholit any such restrictions as had been
assamed by the Executive; and he was
therefore very glad that this bill was
brought in.

Mr. Weldon and Mr. Speaker concur-
red with Mr. Partelow.

Memberfor Noithumberland, (Mr. Street,)
losing confidence in the Executive Go-
vernment ; -as it appeared that the Hon.
