A meeting of shipowners took place on Monday at
Liverpool, for the purpose of considering the pro-
priety of co-operating with Glusgow shipowners in
presenting a petition to Parliament, for an act sanc-
tioning the formation of a commission, or associa-
tion, requiring masters (in particular) and mates of
merchant vessels to undergo examination by pro-
perly qualified persous, and, in the event of their
passing, fo be farnished (after the manner of sur |
geous) with certificates of their nautical abilities to
andertake the managementof a ship ; the object
being the protection of life and property, which rhe
originators were of opinign were often placed in
jeopardy by the appomntment to commands of in-
competent persons.  There were between twenty
and thirty shipowners present, including a few
gentlemen delegates from the society of Glasgow.
Mr. Nickol chairman of the Underwriters’ Ass
ciation of this town, was called to the chair. Mr,
Johustone, of the Shipdwners’ Association of Glas-
gow, entered into a variety of interesting dqmn-,
showing the opinion of the shipowners there in fi-
vour of the object stated. They proposed, he said,
to apply for the appointment of a marine board in
London and Liverpool for England ; in Edinburgh
for Seotland ; and in Dablin for Irelfand. Some
of the shipowners of Glasgow were in favonr of
having the controlling inspector appointed by Go-
vernment ; others, that they should decline all im-
mediate Government interference. They propo-
sed to raise the funds necessary to carry the object
out by a small levy of 6d. a ton oneach vessel when
first registerad only, and a small amount of certifi-
eates, and ealealated that this would be amply suf-
ficient to defray all expenses. By far the greatest
number of the meeting were in favour of the pro-
position, as an advantage to respectable shipmasters
as well as ship owners : and. with reference to old
captains of established reputation, it was ander-
stood that there was no necessity for their ander-
going the ordeal of examination. Amongst the
gentlemen who delivered their sentiments on the
| subject were Mr. Potter, Mr. Chapman, Mr Brock-
| lebank, Mr. D. Gibb, Mr. G. Grant, and Mr. M-
| Dougal (of Glasgow), & Mr. Brocklebank con-
| sidered that owners of vessels were the best judges
| in choosing their captains, and were perfectly com-
| petent to manage their own affairs, without the
| interference of Parliament. In this opinion he was

Steam may be, and most pro-
bably will be, nide a powerfal auxiliary of the pre-
ent mode of naval warfare, but it is by no means
ely to supplantit.  Fleets may be accompanied
by steamers, but their warfare will be conducted by
the present class of heavy ships, since it is not pos-
sible to give sufficient powers of annoyance of en-
dnrance to vessels propelled by steam, (o emble
them to lie ander the batteries of the lotter.  Fven
as active eruizers, «he efliciency of steam-vesscls is
probably overrated, on acconnt of the consumption
of fael, though it remains to be proved by experi-
ence whether their employment may not induce a
change 1n the armaments of fight vessels of war.
The bistory of the war of 1812 shows that ships have
often craized months without having fallen s with
convoys, and it is certain that no steamer, in the
present state of science, can remain at thirty
days. with efficiency as a steamer. In a word, while
the introduction of steam into naval warfare will
greatly modily maritime operations, it is by no
means likely to effect the revolution that is suppos-
ed. ln these portions of the art of seamanship that
it will influence, steam will meet steam, and, in the
end, it will be found that the forge of fleets will be
reqnired in settling the interest of states, as to-day.

The fa-
mons mine of Gallegn, in the district of Vera
Grande, has been leaving profits sineé it was given
up by the Bolanos Company, and at present in the
lower workings very good ores are being extracted.
A great deal of this suceess must be attributed to the
great economy and good management introduced
by the person at present at the head of that concern
The mine of 8an Clemente has fullen ofi’ conside-
rably, and 1 believe has not been paying its expen-
ses for some time.  That of S8an Nicholus, of all the
mines worked by the Bolunos Company in this dis-
trict, is the only one which at_present offers any
real hopes of doing good. It is reported that the
mines of this company in Dolanos are doing well,
bat I have no means of being cortain of the fact. It
has afforded much satisfuction to hear that the Zaea-
teens Compnany has decided upon working the mine
of Cata de Plata in the district of Plateros. As an
establishment must be kept up by this company, it
would be as well if' it deeided also to continue work-
ing the other mines which it has in that distriet,
which. besides being very shallow, are sitnated on
sonte of the finest lodes in the country. "T'he mine
of Cata de Plata was worked in 1837 and 1838 bya
company formed in Zaeatecas, when it yielded good
ores, and repaid part of the eapital laid ont upon it
The drainage being kept np by horse whims was
very expensive, and, the ores have fallen off a little,
a misanderstanding nrose amongst the share-holders.
Some of those who had the management of the con.
cern ordered the mine to be stopped and threw np
their shares, butin the very week when this took
place some new ores were fonnd in the lower work-
ings; these npon being smelted turned ont to be ve-
ry rich. When this was found out the water had
already risen; a number of shareholders. as I have
said, wonld not continue in the undertaking, and it
was therefore abandoned. By applying a steam
engine to drain this mine (which I believe is the
case) n great saving will be effected by the eompa-
