GOLDEN TEXT.

“He humbled bimeelfy aud became
obedient unto desth, even the death of the
cross.”—Phil, 2: 8

I. Ox rux Wav 1o tue Cnoss. (About
balf -past eight Friday morning,) At
Pilate’s palace :(probably the Castle An-
tonis) the terrible preparations were soon
made,~the hammer, the .nails, the crose,
the very fool for the soldiers who were 1o
watch under each: croes. Four soldiers

being under the command of a centurion.
As alwaye, the cross was boroe to the
execution by him who wae to suffer on it,
perhaps his arms bound to it with corde.
Thus Jesus cane forih beariog his cross,
He was followed by two malefactors,
“ robers,” probably of the class then so
BUmerous, ti gll covered its crimes by pre~
tensions of pelitical motives. These two
also would g:n each his crose, and pro:
bably be aitended each by four soldiers.
Then followed a great multitude. On the
way Jeius staggered under the weight of
his cross. - The soldiers seized on & man
coming in from the country, one Simon,
from ]nn in Africs, and compelled him
to nid Jesue in bearing his cross.

ebrew word, meaning & skull. From its
Latin eqmnlmi calvaria, comes our Eng-
lish word Calvary, The place was doubt-
lese 80 named because it was a small kooll
in the sbape of a skull.

There is litile inside the walls of Joruse
lem that can interest one, unless it is the
temple ares.  That, of course, oan sever
fall to attract adtention, It ke happily in
the possession of the Moslims, who do ot
-erowd it with religions edifioss, as would
be the onse if owned by Oreek or Latin
christians.  The mosque of Omar b buil
over the very summit of Moust Moriah,
snd the mosgue 'of Akss wenr by, but all
the reat ie loft open, paved with stows, but
clean and neat.

Ot we were taken 10 walk over the
Vis which may or may wot be
the way Obrist went from Gethesmane o
the place of crucifixion ; and 1o the Charch
of the Holy Sepulchere which uadoubtedly
is oot the place where iy body was laid,
This latter can Ao no other thas All one
with disguet, After windiag through &
maze of chapels, memingly filled with
marble and brass sed gilding, and past
muttering priests and prostrate pilgrims,
you come to the one containing the “ place
of ancisting,” a piece of rock six feet in
Jength by two broad, standing as inch or
two above the marble floor, and sbout ‘ken
feet beyond are the three holes where the
crosses stood ; the central one not in a line
with the others, but about s yard forwazd
of them, Holes rimmed with brass are iu
the floor, and by pushing down a lighted
taper you see the real holes in the reck.
Just alongside are the * rent rocks,” also
ocovered by the floor, but aperiures left
through which they can be seen. All these
are shown you, snd probably nesrly all
these thousands of pilgrime and many of
these numerous priests believe them to be
the real places. The Greeks bave s chapel
on the right of the place of crucifixion, so
called, and the Roman Catholios on the
left, while the place iteelt is held in com-
mon, & kind of unlon meeting-house, snd
by the aid of » strong foree of Moslim
soldiers they manage (o sgree better than
is usual wnder such circumstances. We
were taken 10 the Church of 8¢, Aun sad
the Churoh of the Flaggelation, in which
the stone pillar to whioch the Baviour wue
bound is kept. It cannot be touched, and
only seen ot & distane by pushing & taper
through & small bols into the room in
which it stande,

It wes o relief to walk outside the
Damascus gate (o the Place of & Skull,
where no doubt the great event took place.
That remaine the sawe as It was sighteon
centuries ago. It seems probable that
such & place should be chosen for such a
purpoee. 1. could be seen from many
parts of the oity, It was probably by the
roadside a8 it is 10w, when thosy passing
might see the Sufferer, A tomb s little to
the eouth was found a few years ago by the
late General Gordon, and may be the one
in which the Lord’s body was placed. It
is now iving & good deal of jon, It
is hewn eut of the rock and is-in all atout
twelve feet long by seven wide. In the
northwest corner is & sarcophagus in the
rock large enough to contain ome full-grown
body. The entrance to the tomb is broken
away %0 that the size or position of the
door cannot be seen, A little distance from
this are the Tombe of the Kings, also
recently excavated, The entrance to the
tombe is closed by a large flat circular
stone about three feet in diameter and
mearly a foot thick, When opened the
stone is rolled back into a niche out to
receive it. Such & sioue wighi have
closed ibe enirance to the wmb of the
Baviour, and %0 the women asked, “ Who
shall roll us away the etone 1

With & proper system of frvige~
tion the water of Lhese fountains would turn
that great plain, sow almost & desert, into
s garden. At Jericho & rude system of
Irvigation is in operation, sed flas crops of
whest and oste are ralesd.  Now nothing
grows bul & few famished-looking ehrube,
but the ground is not sand but the flaset of
soil.  Water it, and the fluiet crops oan be
bad, If these fountaine were nof suffiolent
the Jordaa could esslly be ueed,
With any other government than that of the
Tark, steps would nodoubt be taken in this
direction. Oa the enst side of the valley
the mountaine of !Moab rise more sbruptly
than those om the west, and are equally
bare.

About midnight we beard shouting ahesd
of us, and #00n came up to sn Arab with
seven loaded camels. He was returning to
Jerusalem with eight, and was sttacked by
eight Bedums. They bad taken away one
oamel and would bave taken wore but were
frightened by the noise of our carriages.
The poor Arab, in great excitement, im-
plored our assistauce, but we had nome 1o
rpare.

Packing Eggs.

As the time is ot hand for a ** flush ” of
eggs, perhaps some of the readers of the
Farm gnd Garden would Jike to be re-
minded of two or three very good methods
of preserving them for future use. One
very and ‘essy way is to mix ome
bushel .of lime into whitewash, add two
pounds of salt and one half pound of cream
of tartar. Drop in the eggs gently day by

to fifteen gallons of water ; sl
or tub that will hold tweuty gallons. When
slacked, Eut in the water and let 1t seitle.
Dip off the clear lime-water into the
tub or jar, and put in one quart of salt an
1t i6 ready for use, If it is all right, s
crust will form on the liquor in a few days;
if not, after a week or ten days sift inn
little slacked lime.

Farms Hereand Abroad.

The farme’in the United States numbered
one million avnd a half in 1850, and five
millions in 1887, The average size de-
creased in the same time from two hundred
and . three acres to less than ore hundred
and thirty, It is better that the citizen
should be his own landlord, than that one
man should owa:thousands of acres, and
be the lord of multitudes of farm Iaborers,
The farms in the United States may be
summarized as follows :—More than 1,000
acres : 26,600, more than 500 acres : 76,
000 ; from’ 50 to 500 acr®a : 2,729,000 ; from
3 to 10 dorea: 134887} under 3 acres:
4,352, ¢

Of these farms, three-fourths in number
are cultivated by the gwners, the remainder
hre rented .on shares or.at a fixed sum,
Now contrast the situation in Great Britain
and France, noting the fact that in the
United States more than half the farmérs
own properties: varyig from fifty to five
hundred acres.

In Great Britain, there are 72,000,000
acres owned by 1,174,000 persons. Of
these 852,000 possess less than one acre in
extent. In Eogland, one man is recorded
as owning more than 100,000 acres; in
Ireland, there are three of theee territorial
Jords; in Scotland, there are twentysfour,
These twenty-four ewn one-fourth of the
area of Scotland. One eatate in the county
of Satherland measures 1,176,454 acres, or
more than 1,800 equare miles. The returne
