Canadian Federation Asks St.
John Board to Urge Govern-
ment to Make Grant for Big
Scheme,

The council of the board of trade
s to meet this morning at 11 o'clock
and on Tuesday next, Nov. 5th the
whole board will meet to nominate
officers for the annual meeting in Dec-
ember.

The secretary of the board is in re-
ceipt of a letter from the Canadian
Federation of Boards of Trade and
Municipalities asking the co-operation
of the St. John organization in urging
upon the Dominion government the ne-
cessity of having placed in the esti:
mates for next year a sunitable subsidy
for beginning work on the all-
Canadian waterway from Georglan
Bay to Montreal.

The letter points out the immense
development in trade which would
follow the opening of the waterways,
and refers to-the fact that the scheme
is imperative if Canada is {o compete
with the Erie route and the Panama
canal when the latter trade channel
is opened.

The idea to have this important na-
tional work undertaken, has been sub-
mitted to most of the boards of trade
throughout Canada and ‘about 250 of
these organizations have -endorsed it.

It is probable that at the next meet-

Lighted Lamps Must be on
. Cabs . from 7. p. .m. Until
Beginning today the regulation
obliging all cab drivers to carry lights
will become affective, and henceforth
the cabs about the city will carry
lighted lamps between seven o'clock
in the evening and daylight.
Although the regulation has been
on the books for several years it has
not been enforced for a long time.
The instructions in regard to the
lights were issued about three weeks
ago by Chief Clark, although the cab.
men demurred on the ground that it
would mean considerable expense
equipping their vehicles with lights,
and in view of the fact that the law
was obsolete for many ysears.

The regulation requires that the
vehicles must be equipped with two
lights which shall be lighted after 8
o'clock at night and until daylight dur-
ing the months of May, June, July and
August, and from 7 o'clock in the
evening until daylight during the win-
ter, months, On each of the lamps
there must be placed the number of
the cab, each number must be at least
one half inch in length.

Some of the cabbies have equipped
their cabs with the lights, and the un-
usual spectacle of lighted lamps on a
few of the cabs last evening attracted
considerable attention.

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Lighted Lamps Must be on
. Cabs . from 7. p. .m. Until
Daylight—Cabmen Prepare
Beginning today the regulation
obliging all cab drivers to carry lights
will become affective, and henceforth
the cabs about the city will carry
lighted lamps between seven o'clock
in the evening and daylight.

Although the regulation has been
on the books for several years it has
not been enforced for a long time.
The instructions in regard to the
lights were issued about three weeks
ago by Chief Clark, although the cab.
men demurred on the ground that it
would mean considerable expense
equipping their vehicles with lights,
and in view of the fact that the law
was obsolete for many ysears.

The regulation requires that the
vehicles must be equipped with two
lights which shall be lighted after 8
o'clock at night and until daylight dur-
ing the months of May, June, July and
August, and from 7 o'clock in the
evening until daylight during the win-
ter, months, On each of the lamps
there must be placed the number of
the cab, each number must be at least
one half inch in length.

Some of the cabbies have equipped
their cabs with the lights, and the un-
usual spectacle of lighted lamps on a
few of the cabs last evening attracted
considerable attention.

Nothing is to be
gained by fnvidious comparisons. Both cities may well
rest content in the promise of the future without reganrd
to the foolish question “Halifax or St. John- Which?"”

THE PANAMA CANAL; A NEW SOLUTION.

In the Nineteenth Century Mr. J. Ellis Barker, a well
known English writer, proposes a way of settling the
Papama Canal difficulty which, he thinks, should prove
satisfactory to both Great Britain and the United States.
A summary of his proposal given by the Toronto News is
instructive. It is stated that before the construction of
the waterway was begun a United States Government
(Commission, headed by Admiral Walker, reported that “a
canal not neutral, to be defended by the United States,
whether by fortifications on land or by the navy at sea,
would be a source of weakness” to the Republic. The
Commission, therefore, advised that the canal should be
removed from the operations of war by making it neutral.

Taking up this idea of neutrality, Mr. Barker pro-
poses that the waterway be controlled and policed by
the United States and defended by both the United
States and Great Britain. Seemingly this course was in
the minds of the Anglo-American negotiators of the Clay-
ton-Bulwer freaty, which began with these significant
words: “The United States and Her Britannic Majesty
being desirous of consolidating the relations of am-
ity which so happily subsist between them,
ete.” Under the present arrangement the Pana-
ma Canal is bound to be to the United States a source of
great expense and anxiety “Its control or capture by a
third Power strong such as Germany or
Japan, or by Powers—Germany and
Japan might conceivably combine—might be fatal to the
United States If Great Britain should guarantee the
position of the United States at Panama, the United
States need no longer fear the canal being attacked, and
the enormous risk involved in its possession might be
Zi\ﬂ}d(‘ll.”

It is argued that both nations would have much to
gain by the adoption of such a proposal. “It is not in
Great Britain’s interest to see the great Republic humil-
iated and despoiled by a great military Power. It is not
in the interest of the United States to see Great Britain’s
place taken by a military State.” Mr. Barker would call
an international congress to extinguish all tolls on the
canal by the payment of a lump sum which would capital-
ize the average income to be derived from the waterway.
In this Great Britain might take the initiative. The cost
of working, maintaining and deepening the canal might
perhaps be shared by the United States and the British
Empire, which are most ed in the undertaking.
They could act as trustees for the rest of the world.
Such a solution would implement the spirit of the Clayton-
Bulwer and Hay-Pauncefote treaties, it would afford the
Republic an easy way out of its present violation of a
sacred international engagement, and it would promote
the alliance of the two great Anglo-Saxon nations as

fhe be aware that at the last session of Parliament the
Government announced that they endorsed the principle
Jaid down in the Commission's report and that every effort
would be made to provide increased facilities at all the
mational ports to cope with the Dominion’s ever expanding
trade. It is only necessary to refer to the programme of
construction outlined for the ports of Montreal, Quebec,
Halifax and St. Joha to show the absurdity of this writer's
contention.

He adds, as an afterthought, a saving clause which
sfoes not strengthen his argument:

“Of course there might, eventually, be some sort
of compromise. St. John, for instance, might be
developed as a freight port, and Halifax as a landing
place for mails, and perishable goods. Or
there might be sufficient prospect of immediate trade
o justily developing both ports simuitaneously.

of state for foreign affairs, in a form-
al manner.

Dr, McDowell is securing from mem-
bers of parliament the same signed
promise that he secured from mem-
bers of Congress, to the effect that
they will support any movement
which seeks to get together the legis-
latures of the civilized nations in an
effort to establish universal peace
by international legislation. In prep-
aration for this great parliamentary
gathering, a meeting will be held at
The Hague in 1913 and the plans for
the latter convention are practically
complete,

For the meeting which is to follow
in 1915 it is expected that 25,000 au-
thorized members of national legis-
latures will be present. New York
has' offered to build a structure to ac-
commodate this gigantic parliament,
but if the present plans are followed
it is likely that the sessions will be
held in an open-air amphitheatre in
California.

~ The law of divorce will undergo a
far reaching change in the British
Isles if the recommendations of the
majority of the Royal Commission
on the subject are enacted into law.
They will, in all probability, propose
the repeal of the present clause
which favors the man by forcing the
wronged wife to prove both infidelity
and cruelty, while a man need prove
only  infidelity. No other cause of
divorce is admitted under the English
code, but this also is likely to be
changed. ]

The long delayed and much antiei-
pated report has been definitely pro-
mised for the first week in November,
when it will be submitted to the King
through the Home Secretary.

The report and the commission have
suffered many vicissitudes, As far
back as last December the first draft
was circulated for the signatures of
the commissioners, but at that time
Lord Gorel, the chairman, fell {ll and
nothing more was done until October,
this year.

The commission was appointed by
King Edward in October, 1909. From
February to December of the following
year it was engaged in hearing the
story of how the present divorce laws
work and the arguments both for and
againgt reform from judges, lawyers
ministers, actors, dramatists and
journalists. Since the first publie sit-
ting one member, Sir George White,
has died, and two, Sir Rufus Isaacs
and Lord Derby, have resigned.

The report will undoubtedly be di-
vided inlo majority and minority re-
ports. The latter will probably bear
the signatures of the Archbishop of
York, Sir William Anson and Sir Lewis
Dibdin., These men represent the Es-
tablished Church of England, and the
Roman Catholie Church, which oppose
any alteration of the present divorce
laws.
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The almost unknown “No man's
land” lying between the frontiers of
India, China and Tibet, is the objective
of a British expedition which is to be
dispatched from Calcutta ghortly. This
region which has never been accurate-
ly mapped, may be the theatre of im-
portant International disputes if the
protest lodged by Great Britain
against the Chinese encroachment of
Tibet. causes friction.

A year ago thiz frontier was invad-
ed by a British military force which,
gtarting from Sadiya in HEastern As-
sam, marched through the deadly jun-
gle and across dangerous rivers to
the Abor regions, where they avenged
the murder by the Abor tribesmen of
a British officer and several members
of his party. The region was roughly
mapped and this map will serve as a
check on the possible encroachmehts
of China,

The new expedition is expected to
continue the map work of the Abor
punitive force.' In the region of the
friendly Mishmi tribe, 750 men will be
set to work building 'roads, and other
members of the party will seek to dis-
cover how far the Chinese influence
has spread toward Rima, a place
which trustworthy maps give as being
in southeastern Tibet.

Like its predecessor, the present
expedition will kill two birds with
one stone, for it will give a remote
post of the empire the roads which
will make it accessible and will forti-
fy against Chinese {invasion, both
military and commercial, one of the
routes to Lhasa, the capital of Tibet.

from vice and reared properly,

Authority the Need.

“We want authority,” sald Rev, Mr,
Armstrong. “Advice has been found to
be Insufticient.” He read extracts
from the act in force in Ontario and
suggested that some of the following
might furnish cause for interference
by the society: children found begging,
stealing, sleeping out, wandering about
after nine o'clock, those assoclating
with thieves, drunkards or vagrants,
whose parents are in prison, those
who visit barrooms, poolrooms or
show places habitually, those found
using bad language, those committing
offences punishable by fine, and those
whose associations tend to lower the
morals of the child or whose home Is
an unfit abode.

Rev. Mr. Armstrong drew a vivid
picture of the downfall of women and
children. The evils of intoxication
were far-reaching, the mother being
unable to properly provide for her
children and possibly by chance, be.
comes immoral. Childrén in the midst
of intoxication have no chance for im-
provement. -

. The speaker advocated that the cost
of maintaining a suitable home to care
for the children should be borne by
a general levying of taxes.

The Work in Ottawa.

A. M. Belding, who seconded Rev.
Mr. Armstrong’s motion told of the
work done by the Ottawa soclety
where there are 300 children mow be-
ing cared for In the home. While
the Ottawa juvenile court handled 234
cases last year, the soclety dealt with
190 cases that did not come before
the court. A movement has been
started to have the Criminal Code of
Canada amended so as to bring back
men who desert their wives and thus
cause, in many cases, action by the
society. It is suggested that the man
it located be brought back and forced
to pay something to help support his
wife and family. If'he refused he is
imprisoned.

Mr. Belding pointed out that he
knew of one Instance in St. John
where three children are practically
being brought up as mendicants be-
cause the father refused to work.

The secretary's report follows:

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentle-
men—At this, the 13th annual meeting
of the Associated Charities, I beg to
present a report of the year's work.
There were nine board meetings
and twenty-ome conferences during the
year,

We- recelved 13882 appiications, of
this number 610 were seeking employ-
ment, 150 seeking relief, 11 asking for
transportation, 12 requests for children
for adoption, 7 wepe frofn out of the
eity, 4 women ssked to have their
children adopted. Requests from em-
ployers in the ¢éity 140, from out of the
city 120, requests for women by the
day 340, requests for maids, 156, re-
quests for men, 49, requests for boys,
13, requests for young girls 31, re-
quests for working housekeepers 19,
requests for experienced nurses 15, re-
quests for women to care for aged peo-
ple 9; 4 were from out of the city.
Requests for clothing 49, requests for
women to do plain sewing 9, clergy
and others asking for records 120,
proving unworthy of assistance 22, em-
ployment was found for %49, of these
there were 34 men, 158 women, 13 boys,
29 young girls, 5 housekeepers, 4
nurges, and 6 to do plain sewing at
home.

Recom ded to employers 165, re-

er Miles E. Agar declared that intox-
fcatfon was at the root of the evil.
“The interdict law in this oty
amounts to little or nothing,” he said,
“If an interdict wants liquor he can
get it.” ‘

Agaih he advocated that up to 25

the farm should be borne by the impo-

license holder In this city, as they
were the ones who derived the benefit
in connection with the evils of making
a farm necessary.

He referred to the report of the
Massachusetts State Farth at Bridge-
water, which was maintained at a cost
of $330,000. Last year there were
upwards of 5000 admitted. The
crimes against four-fifths of that num-
ber were ascribed to drunkenness. A
farm for New Brunswick should be a
provincial affair.

He advised that education of the
advantages of sobriety would be &
good course to adopt, and should be
begun at home. It was a mistake for
civic authorities to neglect those dis-
tricts where poor people are compell
ed to congregate, Try to improve the
child or man's surroundings. Do not
treat the fallen man with contempt.
On a prison farm the man would be
compelled to take fresh alr and ex-
ercise to build him up.

Dr. Wetmore supplemented Mr.
Agar's remarks with the statement
that there should be no objection be-
cause of the expense in connection
with the farm. The inmates would be-
come producers. He referred to the
produce raised on the farm annex of
the Provincial Hospital last year. If
marketed at & fair price’ it would
mean & revenue to the province of $5,
000 above the cost of maintenance.
A. M. Belding pointed out that the
cost per patient at Bridgewater was,
$2.40 per week and this comprised
the expenses of maintaining an asyl-
um and hospitals for men and women,
He suggested that the provincial gov-
ernment should establish the farm as
a part of the capital expenditure

Care of Feeble Minded Children.

Dr. Thomas Walker who spoke on
“The Need of a School for Feeble
Minded Children,” recommended so-
cial service for this eity. Social ser
vice, he explained, meant looking af
ter the family of a man sick in a hos
pital or while he is convalescent. It
is done usually by charity workers

He declared that the care of feeble
minded children was imperative. A
teacher qualified in her work and pos
sessing kindness, patlence and obser
vation, might develop the slight men-
tal ability into a certain degree of
education. Institutions were ideal but
they were too expensive for the av-
erage man, some charging from $600
to $800 for treating ome child for a
yvear, He suggested that the govern-
ment formulate a plan and run an in-
stitution for feeble minded children
in connection with the Provincial
Hospital.

Hon. John E. Wilson explained that
the bill in regard to the Children’s
Protection Act was read a few years
ago as a government measure for the

first time but was withdrawn for
some reason. Talk made. later that
the bill would be again introduced
did not mat lize. It was very late
in the sessior He stated thiat the
government had done much to im-
prove the llealth Act and declared

that Dr. Melvin was the most expert
health officer in the. Maritime Pro-
vinces, He declared that the govern
ment was in sympathy with all the
movements referred to and would un-
doubtedly do all they could with their
limited revenue to further the pur-
pose of the society,

President W. 8. Fisher was in the
chair. He referred to the death of
the former secretary and-of the loss
to the society and the community in
general. He referred, too, to the

NOTED LEGTURER
COMING TONIGHT

Professor Richard Norton, Em-
inent Archaeologist, will Lec-
ture on Excavations Made at
Cyrene, North Africa.

The first lecture of the season be-
fore the St. John Society of the Arch-
aeological Institute of America will
be delivered this evening st eight
o'clock in the Natural History Socie-
ty’s hall on Union street, when Pro-
fessor Richard Norton, of the Boston
Museum of Fine Artg, the director of
the Cyrene expeditions, will speak on
“The American Excavations at Cy-
rene, North Africa, in 1910-11.”

Professor Norton is the son of
Charles Eliot Norton, the founder of
the Archaeological Institute, He is a
greduate of Harvard in the class of
1892, He then devoted several years
to the study of Classical Archaeolo-
gy in Germany and in the American
school at Athens, He was director of
the American School in Rome, 1899-
1909. Upon his return to this country
he teceived an appeintment in the
Boston Museum of Fine Arts which
he stil holds. He has made frequent
journeys for the purpose of archaeo
logical investigation to Central Asis
and the Cyrenaica.

‘When the Archaeological Institute
undertook in 1809 the excavation of
Ancient Cyrene, the most important
Greek city in North Africa, in Tripoli-
tania, Mr. Norton was appointed di
rector of the expedition. He made
a preliminary survey of the field in
1909 and in 1910-13 conducted the
first season's campaign, which was
very fruitful in results, The story of
the discoveries of that year is re-
counted with illustrations, in the
Bulletin of the Archaeological Insti-
tute, Vol. 11, No. 4

Mr. Norton gathered his staff to.
gether in Malta in the fall of 1911 for
the second campaign, but his plans
were interrupted by the breaking out
of the war between Italy and Tur
key over the occupation by the form
er of Tripoli and the Cyrenaica, It is
hoped that after peace is consummat-
ed the excavationg may be resumed.
