Paris, July 30.—The following offi

“No infantry action was reported
during the day on our front. The ar
tillery engagements were rather vio-
lent in Belgium, around S8t. George
and Steenstraete, on the Quennevieras
plateau, in the Champagne and in the
region of Auborive on the Suippe.

“In the western Argonne the fight-
ing with bombs was accompanied on
each side by a violent cannonadse, os-
pecially toward St. Hubert

“Between the Meuse and the Mo-
selleg the artillery fire was centered
on the region of the Mortmare wood
and the Forest of Le Pretre.

“On the 29th instant our aeroplanes
bombarded the Ypres-Roulers rall
road near Passchendaele, the camps
of the Germans in the region of Lon-
gueval, to the west of Combres; the

German lines on the Brimont Hllrl

near Rheims; the military station at
Chatel in the Argonne, and the sta-
tion of Burthecourt, in Lorraine.

“During the night of the 2930 one
of our aviators bombarded at Dernach
(Alsace) a factory producing asphyxi-
ating gas. Today an aerial squadron
bombarded the station of Fribourg.
Another squadron, including ten aéro-
rlanes from the Paris entrenched
camp, dropped forty-four bombs on
the station at Chauny (department of
Alsne).

“A squadron of forty-five aeroplanes
get out this morning, having as its ob-
jective the petrol works of Pechel-
bronn, between Hagenau and Wissem-
bourg (Alsace). A cloudy sky and
many mist banks permitted only part
of the squadron to reach the goal.
One hundred and three bombsg were
dropped on the Pechelbronn works.
In addition six bombs were dropped
on the station at Detwiller, near Pals-

bourg, and six on the aviation sheds
at Palsbourg. Every aeroplane came
back safely.”

Berlin Says Damage Small

London, July 31—A despatch to
Reuter's Telegram Company from
Amsterdam says it is officially stated
in Berlin that three Allied airmen ap-
peared early Friday over Fribourg
and dropped several bombs. One ci-
vilian was killed and six civilians
wounded. The material damage done
ig declared to have been unimportant.

London, July 30, (Midnight).—The
following official statement was given
out by the British war office Friday
night :

“This (Friday) morning the enemy
began a bombardment of our trenches
north and south of Hooge (east of
Ypres, Belgium), and followed this by
an attack with flame projectors, de-
livered chiefly against the trenches
recently captured by us at Hooge. By
this means the enemy succeeded in
penetrating our first line trenches on
a front of about 500 yards., The
fighting is still in progreu."

INQUIRY INTO
SMLE OF HORSES
GONTINUED

Commissioner Davidson Held
Three Sessions Yesterday
at Charlottetown,

Charlottetown, P. E. I, July 30.—At
the enquiry by the Davidson Commis-
slon at Summerside today the pur-
hase of 81 horses for the 19th Over-
seas Artillery Battery, Douglas Gordon
Summerside agent of the Steam Navi-
gation Company, was the first witness.
He produced the shipping receipts and
contract which had been procured in
the (Charlottetown office, showing that
the eleven horses unaccounted for by
him yesterday had gome forward on
the steamer Empress.

Thig accounts for the shipment of
the whole 81.

W. B. MoNeill of Summerside, the
livery-man from whom the horses were
purchased, was on the stand the great-
er part of the forenoon and all the
afternoon session. In the forenoon
he gave a list of farmers from different
parts of the Island from whom he had
bought the horses and prices™paid, so
far as he could remember. These
prices ranged from $140 to $210.

In the afternoon he gave a further
list of horses and prices the lowest
he paid being $130 and highest $225.
He accounted for all horses except
ten.

The commission adjourned to meet
again at eight o'clock when a state
ment will be made by McNeill regard-
ing the remainder of the horses. This
afternoon MacNeill produced his day-
book and, ledger but they contained no
entries in . connection with the pur-
chase or sale of military horses. Quite
@ number of farmers were subpoened |
today, but if the commission feels sat-
isfied with MacNeill's explanation they
mill not be called and inquiry may end
tonight.

In the forenoon session MacNeill
was an unsatisfactory witness answer-
ing a number of questions about prices
paid to farmers for horses by saying
he did not remember, he was not sure.
In the afternoon when he produced
the stub of his cheque book he did
better and was complimented by the
commissioner. At the evening ses-
sion, however, he again showed a loss
of memory and could not explain cer-
tain discrepancies.

Sussex, July 30.—Prompt work of
the fire brigade prevented a disastrous
fire here tonight.

British Headquarters, July 26.—Cor-
poral Shristy, the bear hunter, took
particular pains with his shooting on
that day of days, May 8, in the history
of the Princess Patricia's Canadian
Light infantry in Flanders, instead
of standing im the trench and resting
his rifle on the parapet, when the
Germans charged he crawled out on
the parapet. In keeping with Col.
Farquhar's instructions that the way
to end the war was by killilng Ger-
mans, he was acting strictly according
to instructions. No danger of his
getting “buck fever.” One bullet—one
German! As he had no clerk along
to keep count we shall never know
how many he got.

It was in a big chateau that I first
heard the story of May 8 and felt the
thrill of it as told by its participants.

That
night they got relief, and were out for
two days, when they were back in the
front trenches again. The 5th and
6th were fairly quiet; only three men
killed and 17 wounded.

On the night of May 7th the Prin-
cess Pats had a muster of 635 men.
This was a good deal less than half of
the original total in the battalion, in-
cluding recruits who had come out
to fill the gaps caused by death,
wounds and sickness.

The Germans were quiet that night,
suggestively quiet. At 4.30 the pre-
lude began; by 5.30 the German gun-
ners had fairly warmed to their work.
They were using every kind of shell
they had in the locker. Every sig-
nal .wire the Princess Pats possess-
ed had been cut. The brigade com-
mander could not know what was hap-
pening to them, and they could not

know his wishes, except that it may

be taken for granted that the orders
of any British brigade commander are
always to “stick it.”

By noon there were as many dead
and wounded in the Princess Pats’
trench as there were men fit for ac-
tion. Those unhurt did not have to be
steadied by their superiors. Knocked
down by a concussion, they sprang up
with the promptness and disgust of
one thrown off a horse or tripped by
a wide.

At 1.30 o'clock a cheer rose from
that trench. It was for a platoon of
the King'’s Royal Rifles, which had
come as reinforcements. Oh, but that
band of Tommies did look good to the
Princess Pats. And the little prize
packet that the very reliable Mr. At-
kins had with him, the machine gun!

Making another tour of his trenches
about 4 in the afternoon, Niven found
that there was a gap of fifty yards
between his left and the right of the
adjoining regiment. Fifty yards fis

in trench warfare on such an occasion.
He was able to place eight men in that
gap. At -least they could keep a look-
out and tellhim what was going on.

It was not cheering news either to
learn a little later that the regiménts
on his left had withdrawn to trenches
about threg hundred yards to the rear,
a long distance in trench warfare.

Now was the supreme effort. It
was as a nightmare in which only the
objective of effort is recalled and all
else is a vague struggle of all the
strength one can exert against
smothering odds.

After a night with-
out sleep, after a day among their
dead and wounded after the torrents
of shell fire, after breathing smoke,
«lust and gas, these veterans were in
a state of exaltation, entirely uncon-
scious of dangers of their surround*
ings, mindless of what came next,
automatically shooting to kill, as they
were trained to do, even as a man
pulls with every ounce of strength
he has in him in the crucial test of a
tug of war.

But the German ef-
fort died there. It could get no

GAANT MADE FOR
POLICE WORK

City Council authorizes

Commissioner McLellan
to spend $500.

Confidential requests from the do-
minion police department in Ottawa
were referred to at a meeting in City
Hall yesterday by Commissioner Mc-
Lellan, who asked for a grant of $500
to provide for special work which
might be necessary during the coin-
ing month. He explained that Chief
Simpson had received from Ottawa
these letters, marked ‘“secret,” but
because of the possible necessity of
baving to make certain expenditures
in executing the desires of the depart-
ment, he had deemed it advisable io
show them to Commissioner McLellan

“I ask for this grant without ex-
plaining what the nature of the ex-
penditures may be,” said the head of |
the safety department. “And I can on
ly say that you will have to depend
upon me as to the grant. I do not feel
personally, that such an amount wi ll
be required. We have done consid-
erable in the way of rounding up
aliens and having them register at tiio
police headquarters. We have more
than 200 on our books, and have becn
complimented by Colonel Sherwood,
not once, but several times, upon the
satisfactory manner in which the work
has been done. In reply to a letter
printed here a few days ago, giving

credit entirely to the dominion police
for what they had done in rounding
up aliens, I may say that whoever

wrote it did not know what he was
talking about. Our police department
did much of what the militia was sup-
posed to have done, and Col. Sher
wood’s statement as to the dominicn
police refers only to Montreal.”

CAUTIOUS ATTITUDE

Violent reaction of Thursday’s session made traders
more wary — Movement of War Issues erratic —

Increased demand for

gains in these issues recorded.

. New York, July 30.—Trading in the
stock market today was characterized
by less extravagant speculatiod in war
issues. Yesterday's violent reaction
caused traders to proceed more cau-
tiously, and the outside demand fell
off. The instability of these stocks
at the high level established on the
week’s bulge was shown by their er-
ratic fluctuations today. For the most
part they held under the high records
made yesterday. Nevertheless they
retained the greater part of their re-
cent large gains. The volume of busi-
nesa diminished from the exceptional
figures of the two preceding days,
amounting to 850,000 shares.

At the opening, efforts to resume
the upward movement met with tem-
porary success. On the early rise
there were gains of six points in
Bethlehem Steel, eight and a half in
Crucible Steel, nine in American Coal
Products, and three or four points in
Republic Steel, Allis<Chalmers, West-
inghouse KElectric and others. .The

changed attitude toward these shares,
however, was shown quickly, Large
offers were made at the high figures
and there was a reaction. There-
after the market was unsettled, fre-
quently changing in tone, and althougn
good advances were shown by some of
the specialties at the close, the mark-
et did not again attain the maximum
figures of the first hour,

As the position of the industrial be-
came more uncertain the railroads be-
gan to come to the fore. The demand
for these stocks increased, and under
the leader of Reading a number of
substantial advances were achieved.
Later there were recessions, especial-
ly among the western railroads. St.
Paul was heavy owing to the reduc-
tion in the dividend rate.

Foreign exchange rates on all cen-
tres showed declines today.

Strength developed in the bond
market, and material advances were
recorded among convertible issues.
Total sales, par value, were $3,600,000.

General Gallieni, in reviewing the
French Boy Scouts recently, said: “It
is well that Germany should under-
stand that behind our soldiers there
is another and a younger line ready
to support them, eager like them to
do their duty cheerfully, and to join
with them in bringing about the vic-
tory for France."

In Russia
A remarkable exploit by a Boy Scout
named Andrew Mironenko has been
recorded, where he succeeded in evad-
ing the police and getting into camp
with the troops in the front line. One
dark night Mironenko, with a com-
panion, made his way through the out-
posts and into the German lines,
where, creeping into a camp of the
artillery, he succeeding in removing
the screws of the breeches of several
guns and bringing them safely back
in triumph to his own people. For this
act of bravery Mironenko, though only
twelve years old, was awarded the
Cross of St. George.

In Germany
Where there are some 52,000 Boy
Scouts, their value has been acknowl
edged by the authorities in their using
them as cyclist messengérs to the dif:
ferent battalions of infantry.

In Belgium
They have amply sustained the re-
putation won for the Belgians by the
men of the fighting line. Indeed,
many of the Scouts themselves, al-
though boys, have joined in the fight-
ing, and have done the work of men
and of heroes. One boy, Leysen, alone
has been decorated by King Albert
for having captured no fewer than
eleven spies and for having accounted
for one of the enemy with his own
hand; two have been captured by the
Germans while observing their lines,
and executed; a large number of them
have been employed in the hospitals
and as orderlies to staff officers. They
have also been doing good work in
supplying the want of a proper trans-
port corps for conveying rations to
defence troops in outlying trenches.
“The news from the Boy Scouts re-
maining in Brussells, is always good.
They gather every Sunday afternoon
ia mufti and also do their bit for the
Relief Committee. Our dear Chief
Scout, Monsieur Corbitier, has been
condemned to the fortress for having
influenced young men to join our
army. It is a grand homor for him
and also for us. Séveral Belgian
Scouts have been killed by the Ger-
mans, some of them in action, ‘Be
Prepared.’”

The problem of making Seconds
clase Scouts in a troop composed chief«

this often, invent ways to rouse ea
boy's ambition, get after them col
tively and individually, make ev k
boy feel that he would like to be,

can be, at the top. 4
Each meeting should be planned in
detail. Here the Scoutmaster must
“Be Prepared.” Inform the boys what
subject you will take up at the next
meeting, so that they may prepare
themselves. Your dependable boys
will help if you will assign to theml
particular subjects and ask them ta
talk upon that phase of the work for
a few minutes at the next meeting.
In this way go over the ground as
rapidly as possible, making each meet-
ing one of instruction rather than a
quiz. At the end of this course, with
the aid of assistants, troop committee,
and possibly a doctor ,conduct your
own examinations for troop making.
As soon as possible after this meeting
bave those who qualified appear be-
fore the local examiners for their final
second-class examination.

From the tone of the above it must
not be inferred that school methods
should prevall. Without sport youw
cannot get the desired hold on boys.
I believe in teaching as much as pos-
sible by play and games, and I have
correlated games for practically every
scouting requirement. Often it is ad-
visable to use a few minutes for in-
struction and many minutes for the
game.

How eagerly have a great number of
Scouts been looking forward to this
morning, and counting the days before
they should be going to the camp,
whilst others will no doubt be some-
what disappointed because they have
not heen allowed to accompany their
Some have
been taken on a vacation by their dar-
ents to other parts of the country and
shore, but a great number will most
likely not get further than the parks
or streets near their own homes. To
those I would say that they are carry-
ing out the scout laws even more than
those fortunate emough to be able to
get to the camp. They are called
upon to endure the dissappointment
and practice their scout lessons un-
der more difficult and less congenial
surroundings. Go on, you boy scouts,
and girl guides, who though not able
to have the enjoyments some of the
others have, are nevertheless able to
do your good turn, kindly deed, and
carry out the rest of the scout laws.
Use the time to get more proficient
for the scout tests and act as recruit-
ing officers for the scout movement.
Those who are able to be at the
camp, are certainly in for a great
time, and it is a pity tha\ there had
not been far more boys going, as the
camp will be conducted with the most
strict regard to discipline and will be
under the charge of Lieutenant Calonel
Wedderburn, and Adjutant, & quarter-
master, and two well qualified officials
of the Dominion Council of Boy Scouts
from Ottawa.
Many parents appear to have re-
trained from sending their boys to
camp, owing to the fact that they take
their boys with them on their own
vacation, but there can be no doubt
that the advantages of the Chipman
camp are likely to be more beneficial
to the boy, even if a private .camping
expedition had been included in the
plan, as he will also get a splendid
course of instruction by competent.
men which will certainly prove most
valuable, not only during the time he
is a boy scout, but in his after life,
when he is expected to take his place
in the business and socfx} world. Such
a well conducted camp is certain to
prove an important factor in the boys
after life from both a moral and a
health point of view.

Tralning Leaders

Now that your troop is divided, real
problems confront the progressiio
Scoutmaster for he has four classes
of boys to deal with; namely, the new,
Tenderfeet, the Tenderfeet who failed,
the Second-class Scouts who must be
led on, and those of the second class
who are anxious to become first class
and have ability.

Naturally, you cannot work with en-
tire troop in first-class requirements,
but you must go on. If your troop is
large you may see fit to have separate
meetings for Tenderfeet and Second-
class Scouts. If separated at this
stage, however, there is great danger
of some of the larger Tenderfeet quit-
ting. On the other hand, if they are
kept together, it is easier to spur on
the backward ones. But it does seem
wise at time to recognize the patrols,
The patrol leaders and assistants
should be selected according to troop
rank, and should be made to feel that
it is up to them to become First-class
Scouts very soon.

If the Scoutmaster will bear in mind
that out of these leaders he can make
four or five genuine assistants, he may
work hard to train them for first class.
I have found that it pays to have spec-
ial meetings for these boys. All work
should be gone over very exactly an.
the group should be held together. To
retain your hold upon your troop and
command the respect of your leaders,
you must not only work with the lead-
ers, but you must keep ahead of them
If the examining board is very strict
in passing Firstclass Scouts, as I be-
lieve they should be, you may find
that it will take some time to:.get
truly Firstclass Scouts; however, it
is worth the effiort.

A Rice Pudding Secret
The secret of creamy and tasty poor
man’s rice pudding, which at its test
is worthy a higher sounding title, is
minimum of rice, pleaty of creamy
milk, slow baking, and frequent stir-
ring. A woman who is an adept at
the pudding uses a tablespoonful of
rice to a quart of milk, four table-
spoonfuls of sugar and a little salt.
The pudding is baked slowly for fully
three hours, and every time a brown
scale forms on the top, it is stirred
in. The brown substance is what
gives the distinctive color and taste
to the dish.

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A Rice Pudding Secret

The secret of creamy and tasty poor
man’s rice pudding, which at its test
is worthy a higher sounding title, is
minimum of rice, plemty of creamy
milk, slow baking, and frequent stir-
ring. A woman who is an adept at
the pudding uses a tablespoonful of
rice to a quart of milk, four table-
spoonfuls of sugar and a little salt.
The pudding is baked slowly for fully
three hours, and every time a brown
scale forms on the top, it is stirred
in. The brown substance is what
gives the distinctive color and taste
to the dish.

Apple and Orange Pudding

Six apples, the juice of four oranges
and one lemon, three ounces bread or
cake crumbs rubbed through sieve.
Five ounces loaf sugar (rubbed on the

d of lemon) dissolved in juice of
E"::lt. Yolks of three or four eggs,

hites of same. Line a pie dish
(which {s to be full of mixture) with
short paste, covering the edges thick-
ly. Stew the apples till quite soft with
the sugar. Add to them the strained
Juice of the fruit and the crumbs. One
by one drop in the yolks, beating well
each time. Place the mixture in the
center of the dish till quite full. Bake
till paste is fired. Whip the whites
of egg to a very stiff froth with a lit-
tle castor sugar. Heap them up on
the center and place the pudding be-
fore the fire till the eggs are quite
set and golden brown.

Orange Cream

Dissolve five leaves of white leaf
gelatine in a large teacupful of strain-
ed and sweetened orange juice. To do
this, warm the orange juice, tear the
gelatine into small pieces and stir
until dissolved, just keeping the mix-
ture warm meanwhile. Whip 1-2 pint
of double cream to a fairly stiff froth
and then add the stiffened fruit juice
little by little. It should be cool but
stilll quite liquid. Then whip togeth-
er. Have ready a souffle dish and fill

it with the mixture, smoothing the top

ed orange peel, and chopped pistachio
nuts. This souffle is very nice made
with tangerine oranges. A little wa-
ter may be added to the orange juice.

Rice and Apple Compote

Rice and apple compote makes a
nice savory dessert.. Peel and core
the apples, and fill the centres with
minced raisins and citron. Put the ap-
ples in a baking dish, fill around them
with hot boiled rice and bake covered
for a quarter of an hour and uncover-
ed for the same time. Serve with rich
cream.

A Breakfast Dish

An excellent breakfast dish is baked
apples with figs or dates. (ore the
apples, fill the holes with chopped
figs or dates, packed in tightly, sprin-
kle with powdered sugar and baste of-
ten with butter, lemon juice and hot
wate?. Serve separately or with
cream.

A young
man was called to the pastorate of
a church, The understanding was
that he was to get $700 a year and a
discount of twenty per cent, at the
department store. If I were a “Billy”
Sunday I could fiittingly express my-
self on that kind of an arrangement.
Think of Jesus going down town and
saying, “I want to buy some fish, but
I must get twenty per cent. off.”’
After the Vacation?

LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead & quar-
ter-section of available Dominion lapd in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta.” Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years.
