BEER IN THE CANTEEN,

An American Officer Has Changed His
Mind About Selling It.

Washington, Oct. 1.—The following was

made public today at the war depart-’

ment:
War Department, Surgeon General’s Of-
fice, Washington, Oct. 1, 1900.
Adjt. General of the Army:
Sir,—My attention has been called to a
published statement, attributed to me, 6p-

posing the ‘army canteen. I presume this,
practically

statement, as published, is
what I said some years since when inter-
viewed upon the subject, altthough I do not
at present remember to whom it was
given. I did not at first look with favor
upon the proposition to sell beer to sol-
diers at army canteens. That opinion was
not based upon personal observation, as
I had not been stationed at a military
post since the canteen was established.
Owing to the geneeal eonsensus of opinion
among the line officers and medical offi-
cers of the army who have had ample
opportunity to observe the effect of the
army canteen upon the habits of our sol-
diers, I am obliged to admit that, from
a practical point of view, it scems to have
accomplished very desirable resuits in re-
ducing the amount of drunkenness in the
army and the disposition on the part of
goldiers to leave their stations for the
purpose of obtaining liquor.

St. Paul, Minn., Oct. 1.—Mr. Bryan to-
day travereéd what are known as. the
Pine Barrenst and the scrub oak portion
of Minnesota;- reaching the agricultural
part of the sﬁle noeth of this city during
the afternoon. He made the first speech
of the day at West Superior, Wis., begin-
ning before 8 o’dlock in the morning. He
immediately crossed the St. Louis river
to Duluth, and starting with am hour’s
speech there, he made speeches at eight
other places on the way, whidh, together
with the speech at Duluth and Supemior
and those made tonight in this city, made
an even dozen speeches for the day, Four
of the speeches averaged an hour in dur-
ation and the remaining eight, 15 minutes
each,” making about six hours of speech-
making. all told for the day. Mr. Bryan
was acdompanied throughout the day by
Gov. Lind, Vidlor Lawson, cheirman of
the state Populist committee; Secretary
of the National Silver Republican Com-
mittee Mayor Gray of Minneapolis; Mayor
Hugo, of Duluth; National Committeeman
O’Brien and the Democratic state candi-
dates.

Powell to Command the Police.

Pretonia, Oct. 1.—General Baden-Powell
has arrived hiere to take command of the
police, in the Transvaal and Orange River
colony, where it is proposed to maintain
a force of 12,000 under General Baden-
Powell.

ACGEPTED.

More Men Have Quit Work and Apparently the Whole Organi-
zation Is Standing Solidly for the Recognition of President
Mitchell—Operators Willing to' Concede
Demands %cermng Powder.

Wikesbarre, Pa., Oct. 1—The coal oper-
ators of the Wyoming, Lackawanna and
Lehigh valley regions held an important
meeting in this city this afternoon and
decided to offer the miners an increase of
ten percent. in wages and also to reduce
the cost of powder to the miners from
$2.75 to $1.50 per keg.

The whole situation was thoroughly
discussed, nearly all those present taking
part. The powder question was the chief
subject of debate and next came the recog-
nition of the Union. So far as can be
learned none of the operators were in fa-
vor of recognizing the union in any way.

This evening W. A. Lathrop, the chair-
man of the meeting, gave out the follow-
ing:

“Lehigh Valley Coal Company, Wilkes-
barre, Pa., Oct. 1, 1900.

“Notice—This company makes the fol-
lowing announcement to its mine em-
ployes:

“It will adjust its rates of wages so as
to pay to its mine employes on and after
October 1 a net increase of ten per cent.
on the wages heretofore received and will
take up with its mine employes any griev-
ances which they may have. _ .

(Signed) “W. A. LATHROP,
“General Superintendent.’;

“Note—It is understood in the foregoing
that powder will be sold to miners for
$1.50 per keg and that the difference be-
ltween this rate and the old rate of $2.75
shall be taken into account in figuring the
net advance of tep per cent. noted above
for, the class of labor.”

Similar notices to the above will be
posted by all the other companies rep-
resented at the meeting. The strikers say
that under no circumstances will they ac-
cept. the offer. They claim it is not as

good an offer as the Reading Company
made to its men.

The union is ignored and the net in-
crease must come out of the price of
powder.

E. L. Palmer, chairman of the Press
commititee at United Mine Worke(s’ head-
quarders, said:

“The men will not return to work un-

der such conditions. It is not a fair
offer.”
The operators will make no further

move until they hear from the men.

At United Mine Workers’ headquarters
this statement was given out:

“What we want is:

“l. A better enforcement of existing
mine laws,

2. To obtain that which is fully our
own, i. e., the value of labor actually per-
formed and hitherto taken from us.

“3. To obtain the right to purchase our
implementts of labor at a fair market value
and escape from the compulsory rule
which forces us to pay to the operators
more than twice what the same materials
can be purchased for in the open market.

“4, To allow a readjustment of the wages
scale that will nearly conform to the
normal conditions of the anthracite trade
and establish as nearly as practicable a
uniform price for each class of work, in
and around the mines.”

The strikers say until these concessions

MORE MEN QUIT.

s

Labor Leaders. Pleased to Learn of the
Men's Loyalty.

Hazleton, Pa., Oect. 1.—Although - the
labor leaders pesitively said they did not
fear a break i the ranks of the anthra-
cite coal sfriké, they iwere pleased to
learn that the {en per cent. advance,
granted by the Phllade]phm & Reading
Coal & Iron pany ' in the Schuylkill
Valley was totafly ignored by the striking
mine wotkers ftoday. It was predicted
that many of the strikers would return to
work under the belief that the ten per
cent. would be the limit of the operators’
coneessions, but the unanimity of the men
in deciding to stand out for a further ad-
vance caused mafly remarks of surprise.

It was expectéd in some quanters that
today would brisg a turning point in the
strike, but nothing came to the surface
that would lead fo any indication of ‘the
strike nearing an end.

Since the opergtors began to hold con-
ferences President Mitchell is receiving
more informatioh than formerly and
giving out less. That he knows more
about the situation than he cares to teil
1s hardly doubted by any one.

He has practically admitted that he re-
ceives advices from New York as to the
doings of the opergtors.

There is still a Jack of anything tangible
on which to base the report of an im-
mediate settlement.

President Mitehell continues to deny
that he knows anything about it.

The gituation in the Lehigh Valley
showed a cha in favor of the men.
Several hundrr men quit work at the
Calvin Bardee miines at Lattimer as the
result of persuasion on the part of 400
marching strikers at one today and at
Cranberry the coal companines lost ad-
ditional men. No collieries were closed
down in this region today.

WILL SUPPORT MITCHELL.

Shamokin Reports the Advance Has Been

Refused.

Shamokin, Pa., Oct. 1.—Most of the 15,-
000 miners between here and Centralia
today decided that-an advance of wages,
such as the Reading company tendered
its employes, should not be accepted un-
less President Mitchell of the United
Mine Workers advised them to do so.
Most of the men have joined the organi-
zation since the strike started and there
is every indication that they will support
Mitchell to the end. Numerous people
hereabouts fear the operators will not
recognize the union, at least for some
time to come and that the strike is only
in its infancy.

THE MEN REFUSE TO WORK.

The -Philadelphia and Reading Ten Per
Cent. Increase Not Wanted,

Shenandoah, Pa., Oct. 1—Panther Creek
Valley, in Carbon: county, is now the
objective point of the strike leaders. The

Lehigh Coal & Navigation Company opera-

ates a number of big collieries there all
of which have been working undisturbed
dince the mine workers’ strike was in-
augurated. Last night a branch of the
United Mine Workers’ was formed at
Cdaldale. Organizer James informed Pres-
ident Mitchell that he anticipated a com-
plete suspension of operations in the
valley by the end’of the week.

The increase of ten per cent announced
by the Philadelphia & Reading Coal &
Iron Company had no effect on its strik-
ing employes unless it was to strengthen
their determination to remain firm. The
advance was to have become operative to-
day, but not a solitary striker throughout
the region reported for work at any. of the
Reading companiey’ collieries. On the con-
trary the tie-up was extended to the Botts-
ville and Minersville distnicts, and today
of the thirty-nine collieries operated by
the Philadelphin & Reading Coal & Iron
Company only four worked.

The Twelfth regiment with the excep-
tion of one company left for home today.
The remaining company will depart as
soon as the tents are dry emough to be
packed.

TO REDUCE THE PRICE
OF POWDER.

Notices Posted Everywhere by the Reading
Company.

Hazleton, Pa., Oct. 1.—Notices of the
increase in wages and the reduction in the
price of powder decided upon by the
operators at Wilkesbarre today were post-
ed tonighit at all of the collieries in we
Lehigh region.

President Mitchell, when shown a copy
of the notice declined to say anything at
this time but intimated that he might
outline his position at the Wilkesbarre
mass meeting tomorrow. He added, how-
ever, that there would be no resumption
of work until a convention of the anthra-
cite miners had been called.

Scranton Says No.

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 1—Scranton’s inde-
pendent operators declare they will not
join in the proffer of a ten per cent. in-
crease unless the coal carrying companies
agree to reduce their tolls. They are not
making ten per cent. on their investments,
they declare, and if they have to increase
wages ten per cent. it will practically
wipé out their margin of proﬁt and they
might as well close up their mines.

One prominent operator said tonight
that he hoped the miners would not accept
the offer.

President T. . Nichols, of District No. 1
United Mine Workers of America, said to-
night that he did not think the offer would
meet with the approval of the strikers, if
the arbitration clause was to be interpeted
to mean that each employer was to treat
separately - with his own employes.

A Decided Concession.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Oct. 1—Coal operators
decided to offer striking miners of the
Wyoming Valley a net advance of ten per
cent. on wages heretofore paid and to
take up with their employes any griev-
ances which they may have; powder will
be sold to miners at $1.50 a keg, but the
difference between this rate and the old
rate of $2.75 a keg shall be taken into ac-
count, in figuring the net ten per cent. ad-
vance.

CHINA'S DETERMINATION TO PUNIMH.

The Imperial Decree is Being Circulated Widely—France
wants to Negotiate First and to Punish Afterward.

Washington, Oct. 1.—Several important
despatches were received today from
China. Generally they tended to confirm
the events recorded Saturday. ¥rom Can-
ton, Consul McWade reported the issue
of the decree punishing Twan and his col-
leagues, so that there is no longer doubt
ay to the accuracy of Sheng’s statement
on that point. Mr. Conger also has re-
ceived official notification of the Chinese
peace commission which was forecasted
by Minister Wu's advices several days
ago. Mr. Conger made no reference. to
the condemmatory decree, hence it is in-
ferred that it was not issued when his
despatch was sent last Thursday.

The text of these two despatches is as
follows:

“Canton, China, Oct. 1.
“Secretary of State, Washington, D. C.:

“Decrees just issued—Emperor blames
ministers for whole troub. Orders Tuan,
Kangi and other officials degraded and
punished by imperial courts. Emperor
holds Tuan and others entirely respon-
sible for bloodshed.

(Signed) “M’WADE.”

“Pekin, Sept. 27, via Taku, Sept. 30.

“Sacretary of State, Washington, D. C.:
“Received netice today from FPrince

Ching that he, Karl Li Jung Lee and Vice-
moys Tan Yi and Chang Chip Tung will
adt in concert in negotiations for peace.
Jung lee is in the interior. Li Hung
Chang is at Tien Tsin.

(Signed) “CONGER.”

It is evident that the two viceroys men-
tioned are Liu Kun Yi, the viceroy of
Nanking and Chang Chih Tung, the vice-
roy of Wu Chang, the difference in spel!-
ing being in telegraph transmission. The
appointment of Yung Lu is not likely to
be satisfactory to any of the powers, as
he is generalissimo of the imperial troops
and is regarded as mainly responsible for
the persistent fight on ‘the legations during
the crisis. The other commissioners are
highly acceptable.

Li Humg Chang’s stay at Tien Tsin is
exciting some comment as he is aware of
the American instructions to Minister
Conger to open negotiations with him at
Pekin. It gives the idea that*Karl L is
not fully satisfied that the reactionary
element is overcome “at Pekin, and 1is
awaiting more positive assurances.

The attention of the officials of the navy
being called to the report from Tien Tsin
that the United States was about to take
part in a naval expedition organizing at
Taku for operations against Shanhai

Kwan, it was stated that this report prob-
ably refermed to am old project, the pur-
pose of which disappeared with the fall of
Pekin.

Wu Has Word of Decree.
Washington, Oct. 1—Mr. Wu, the Chi-

nese minister, has received official confir-
mation of the issuance of an imperial de-
cree degrading Prince Tuan, Kangi and
other officials for their share in the recent
troubles in China. This information agrees
with that contained in a despatch receiv-
ed by the state department today from
Consul M¢Wade at Canton.

The minister has heard nothing of the
designation of officials reported by Minis-
ter Conger to act in concert in peace ne:
gotiations, but he has no doubt it is cor-
reet.

France Wants to Negotiate.

London, Oct. 3—“The Austro-Hungarian
forcign office,” says the \iemm corres-
pondent of the Morning Post, ‘“has re-
ceived a circular note which France - has
addressed to the powers in which she
agrees as to the necessity of obtaining sat-
isfaction for the anti-foreign attml\, but
suggests that the ministers in Pekin
should immediately begin negotiations of
those other questions at issue.”
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NEWFOUNDLAND POLITICS.

Premier Bond’s Claims to
Re-election,

AFTER MR. REID.

Will Attemptto Make the Man Who
Owns Newfoundland Improve
Newfoundland--Ratification of the
Bond-Blaine Treaty Advocated--
To Protect Squatters.

St. John’s, Nfld., Oct. 1.—T'he manifesto
which Mr. Bond, the Newfoundland
premier has just issued in anticipation of
the general election fixed for November
8, advocates the ratification of the Bond-
Blaine reciprocity treaty with the Umited
States. It makes the Reid railway con-
tract the main issue of the campaign call-
ing for substantial modifications in its
provisions and especially for the re-estab-
lishment of public ownership in the tele-
graph lines ceded to Mr. Reid and a re-
vision of the latter’s land grant, with a
view of protecting hundreds of squatters
whowse property was confiscated by the
gran'ts issued to Mr. Reid by the cabinet
of Sir James Winter.

Beyond this the manifesto declares its
author’s intention to compel Mr. Reid to
carry out his coritract obligations and to
furnish satisfactory guarantees that a
proper proportion of the money raised by
mortgages <hall be expended in the devel-
opment of tlte properties Mr. Reid has ob-
tained from the colonies.

In conclusion, the manifesto denounces
Mr. Morin, leader of the Tory section of
the opposition, for acting as legal adviser
of Mr. Reid, pointing out that Mr. Morin’s
success at the polls would givz Mr. Reid
absolute control of the Newfoundland leg-
islature.

10 FIGHT EXTRADITION,

Prisoner at Sydney Says He
Is Not Alberto

THE MURDERER.

He Owes His Arrest to the Promi-
nent Part He Took in a Sydney
Police Court Case--The Chief of
Police of Clinton Sure He is
the Man,

Clinton, Mass., Oct. 1—Chief of Police O.
D. Bates arrived home today from Sydney,
C. B., where he went to identify Carlos
Alberto, who is charged w:th murdering his
wife in Holyoke, on September 1. Chief Bates
says there is no question but that the man
now held by the police of Sydney is none
other than Alberto. The alleged murderer
has secured counsel and will fight extradi-
tion. «Chief Bates will at once prcceed ‘o-
ward bringing about the extradition, but it
is thought it will take three weeks before
the papers are exchanged. The man being
held at Sydney denies all knowledge of the
crime and claims he was mever in Holyoke.
The officers here claim that Alberto formerly
worked for the Dominion Steel and Iron
Works in Sydney and a..er the murder went
there again to secure employment. He went
from here to Malden and from there to St.
John, N. B., by rail. At the latter place he
telegraphed to friends in Boston for money
and upon receiving it he went by rail to
Sydney and asked for employment. It was

several days before he went to work, but he

has since been employed by the Dominion
Steel and Iron Company. His arrest was
brought about by his tuking part in a police
court case on trial there a few days ago.
During the progress of the case the services
of an Italian interpreter were needed, and
during the interpretation of the testimony,
Alberto announced to the court that the in-
terpretor was not giving the correct inter-
pretation of the evidence and shortly after
swore out a warrant for the arrest of the in-
terpreter, who was a well-known local eiti-
zen, and who had many friends. The arrest
created a great sensation among the man’s
friends, who immediately informed the
local police that they believed the man who
had sworn out the complaint was Alberto,
who was wanted for the murder of his wife
in Holyoke. His arrest followed and Chief
Bates upon being notified at once went to
Sydney.

Rat Poison for Love.

Miss Lena Dubs, aged 35, daughter of
Adam Dubs of Aldboro, being disappoint-
ed in love committed suicide by taking rat
poison.

Rousing Meeting in Evening.

The evenng meeting was held in the
Curling rink, which had been nicely decor-
ated for the occasion. The building which
is about the size of St. Andrew’s rink,
St. John, was completely filled by an at-
tentive audience. Mr. James G. Stevens,
jr., chairman of the local Liberal associa-
tion, acted as chairman, and introduced
as the first speaker the candidate select-
ed at the afternoon conventiv.i.

addressing the gathering, said “I can con-
ceive of no greater honor which can be
done a young man than to elect him to
represent a constituency in parliament.
A local newspaper recently said that the
prospective candidate is busy preparing
his apology. Ladies and gentlemen, I
have no apology to offer for standing on
this platform, this evening. (Applause).
No man need be ashamed to stand on a
platform as the representative of the Lib-
eral party in the coming struggle.”

«“The Conservatives,” he said, “charged
breken pledges, but without proof, they
claimed there had been no tariff change,
but every one knew that the national
policy was not mnow in force. Conserva-
tives charge a broke pledge in the fact
that reciprocity has mnot been arranged
with the United States. “Now,” said
he, “I am in favor of reciprocity but not
reciprocity with dishonor to Canada.”
Applause.)

He claimed that the present govern-
ment had done more than had ever been
done before to develope trade with Great
Britain. The Conservatives arrogated to
themselves all the loyalty in Canada. The
gpeaker said this was impertinence.

“I claim,” said he, “to be as loyal a
British subject as my opponent, Mr.
Ganong, and the Conservative party has
not roused so much loyalty as has the
Liberal party, led by the government.
Let us see what have the Liberals and
Congervatives done to show their loyalty.
So far, the only demonstration of loyalty
by the Conservatives has been in talk.
On the other hand, the Liberals had been
a factor in bringing about penny postage,
have given Great Britain a preference in
tariff, and in arming and equipping Can-
adian sons to take part in a struggle for
empire and home in South Africa.” He
claimed that the Liberal government had
given better ruling than had ever been
done before in Canada. He announced
that he entered upon the campaign with-
out animus and said he could see mo
reason why the questions invoived could
not be dispassionately discussed. He ask-
ed for the support of the electors of
Charlotte to himself and to the Laurier
government. Ie read the following ad-
dreas:

“To the Honorable Andrew G. Blair,
minister of railways and canals, of Can-
ada.and to the Honorable Sir Louis Davies,
minister of marine and fisheries of Canada:

“Gentlemen:

“On behalf of the Liberal party of Char-
lotte county, we extend to you as repre-
sentatives of the government of Canada, a
hearty greeting to this constituency. This
greeting is all the heartier, gentlemen, be-
cause we recognize that to you individu-
ally, we are indebted to a very. great ex-
tent, for the proud position Canada now
occupies in the eyes of the empire, and of
the civilized world. i

“Your government has Memonstrated
that progressiveness is not incompatible
with rigid ' cconomy, and that the coun-
try is most proserous when its affairs are
being honestly and righteously adminis-
tered, with due regard to the feelings of
all classes. With you the Liberals of this
section rejoice over the splendid results
of the policy which your government s0
successfully inauguraed four years ago, i
policy in line with the platform of Liberal
principles unanimously adopted at the Ot-
tawa convention in 1893, and with which
we, in common with the Liberals of Can-
ada, are in hearty accord.

“The business prosperity which was fore-
shadowed as a result of the adoption of
that policy, has been abundantly realized.
Never in the history of the country has
there been such commercial development,
pever have its industries been more pros-
perous, never has the credit of the coun-
try stood higher before the world, never
has Canada been néirer and dearer to the
heart of the mother land than she is
today. The progressive business policy
of your administration has not only tend-
ed to develop inter-provincial trade, but it

s

has also assisted in the devélopment of an
immense and ever increasing foreign trade.
Our commercial relations with Great Bri-
tain were mever on a more satisfactory
basis than they are today, a fact borne
out abundantly by the trade returns.
These conditions, gentlemen,. are all the
more pleasing because of the deep depres-
<ion under which the country has lahored
prior to the Liberal triumph of 1896. Then,
deficits were the rule; today, magnificent
surpluses have taken their place. For the
first time (if we mistake not), since con-
federation, has the government of Can-
ada had a surplus to apply to the reduc-
tion of the public debt. The conditions,
we repeat, gentlemen, are subjects for
hearty congratulation at this time.

“The loyal attitude of your government
towards- the mother country since enter-
ing into power we heartily and unequivo-
cally endorse. The bringing about of im-

_perial penny postage, the adoption of the

preferential clavse in the tariff, and the
equipping and forwarding of two con-
tingents of Canadian volunteers to Africa
to aid in defence of the empire, have dem-
onstrated to the world that the loyalty of
Liberals of Canada to the British flag is
something more than lip loyalty.

“The splendid bravery that has been
displayed by the Canadian troops in the
feld and the glorious achievements that
bhave been won by théir arms redound
not only to the credit of Canada, but to
thé government which equipped them so
prompt'y and so efficiently. It is a source
of the greatest gratification to us that the
war in the Transvaal is now
nearing its close and that . the
satisfactory ending of the struggle has
been due in no small degree to the effec-
tive measures adopted by your govern-
ment. We would express the hope that
at the next silting of parliament such ac-
tion will be taken as will fittingly recog-
nize the services of our Canadian soldiers,
and that will preserve to posterity the
memory of their gallant deeds. We re-
joice with you that through the endeavors
of your government, so ably led by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, a peaceful settlement of
the Manitoba school guestion has been
reached and the country has been spared
the disaster and ruin that would have fol-
lowed if the announced policy of your
predecessors had been carried into effect.
We heartily approve of the action of your
government in extending the Intercolonial
Railway to Montreal, in constructing the
Crows’ Nest Pass Railway on such favos-

able terms to the country, in hastening for-

ward the deepening of the canals, in low-
ering the rates of postage on letters, in re-
dicing the tariff of the country (and robb-
ing of its protective sting), in securing the
abolition of the annoyipg quarantine regu-
lations with the United States, in inau-
gurating a system of cold storage in con-
nection with the shipment .of Canada’s
farm products to Britain, in establishing
baiting stations for the fishermen of the
Maritime Provinces, and in developing
the harbors along the Atlantic coast.

“We regret that the negotiaions begun
“)y your government looking to reciprocal
trade relations with the United States
hate not yet borne fruit, and would em-
brace this opportunity of expressing our
hearty approvel of the manly and hon-
orable course pursued by the Canadian
delegates on the inernational commission.

“We are grateful for the appropriations
for needed public werks that your govern-
ment has been able to make to this
county, and we would urge upon you the
necessity of having these works pushed
through to completion without further de-
lay. We reaffirm our confidence in Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, the eminent leader of the
Liberal party, of Canada, whose states-
manlike services have done so much to
elevate and promote Canadian - interests,
and whose purity of purpose and integrity
of conduct have won for him and for his
government the approval of all classes
of our people, as well as recognition at
the hands of our well-beloved Queen.

“In closing, we would thank you mcst
heartily for your prevence here this even-
ing, and would beg to give expression to
the hope that in the coming election a
brilliant triumph will be won for Liberal
principles, not alone in this constituency,
but throughout Canada.”

“The question,” he said, “before you is
where will Charlotte be after the elec-
tion?” Sir Louis described the condition
of the country during the last years of
the Conservative regime. Government
leaders had arraigned race acainst race
and creed against creed. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
gave a pledge that he would relegate the
Manitoba school gquestions to the provin-
cial parliament and ‘there bring his influ-
ence to bear for a settlement.

This had been done

and neither Sir Charles nor Mr, Foster

dare dispute it. This achievemela; alone

proved Sir Wilfrid Laurier a great states-
man to whom the thanks of a nation were
due. Aside from the school question,
what was the condition of Canada? What-
ever merit the Conservative policy had at
first we know that its later effects was to
drive our young men out of the country.

Now the T.de Has Turped.

Tast year 1,400 stalwart farmers came
back. The fiscal returns showed deficits
after deficits. Our condition was not des-
perate, but we were not developing. We
were marking time.

Sir Charles prophesicd the shutting up
of factories. Instead they.were working
doutle time. Now any man can get a
fair day’s wages if he is willing to give a
fair day’s work.

Qanada was moving. Sir Charles charg-
ed that Liberal pledges had not been car-
ried out. Sir Louis described the public
manner in which the Liberal platform
had been adopted and stated that all the
pledges had been carried out so far as the
time permitted. In the first place, there
was

The Tariff Pledge.

The Tories had-a tariff which “was in-
tended to be so high that no foreign goods
could come in: This meant taxes on the
poor man, and ‘he started to leave the
country. The Liberals denounced this and
s1id the tariff shrould be cut down to a
revenue basis. There had been no promise
of the abolition of tariff that was impos-
sible. The revenue basis had been reach-
ed and to the surprise of Conservatives,
who predicted ruin, the business of fac-
tories increased. He told of the addition
to the free list, the abolition of ad valorem
duties, and finally the reduction in the
rate of 124 per cent. He cotracted Mr.
Toster’s charge that nothing had been ac-
complished in reducing the tax on cot-
tons, sugar, woolen and oil. On the lat-
ter he said, the reduction had been less
than he should have liked, but, he said,
a number of erroneous trading restrictions
had becn removed and the end was not
yet.

He Contrasted th Debt

which had been contradted. In each of
the 18 Conservative years Canada went in
debt $6;000,000. In each of the Liberal
yoars §$1,000,000 had been added to the
debt. ‘Lhe Conservauves spent $38,000,-
000 out of a revenue of $34,000,000. He
had no apology to make for the gowern-
ment having last year spent $43,000,000
out of @ revenue of $51,000,000. The gov-
ernment had

Not Been Extravagant;

it had: been wisely generous. Sir Louis
made a great hit in explaining financing of
last year when the ordinary revenue had
paid the ewrent and capital expenditure
and for the first time had $600,000 to re-
duce the debt. Sir Louis said he tired
of lip loyalty. He knew the Conservatives
were loyal and the Liberals were loyal.
We are all loyal people.

One I’:n'ty' Talks, the Other Acts.

The Conservatives, he said, talked loy-
alty, the Liberals acted it. This they did
in the preferential tariff which a British
stabssman said was the greatest blow ever
struck for imperial federation. Sir Charles
proposed that England should give a re-
turn preference. ‘lhe proposal was all
right, but was not feasible. Great Britain
would not grant it. In sending troops
to South Africa, Sir Louis said, we were
dcing our duty. We did what the Can-
adian people wanted us to do. We have
been condemned for waiting a day or two
as to whether we should do it, unconsti-
tutionally or not. We did it in this
faghion and we're not afraid because we
know the people wanted us to do it thus.
He closed with a concise summary of the
government’s achievements and Canada’s
growth.

Hon. Mr. Blair,

in opening, referred to the address and
expressed his hearty appreciation for the
complimentary manner in which his as-
sociattes and himself had been referred to.
Before entering into a discussion of public
quesiions, Hon. Mr. Blair referred to his
relations with the county when he was in
provincial politics and also referred to his
late associates. Mr. Blair, referring to
the action of the convention, in the after-
noon, congratulated the people of Char-
lotte upon their choice. Mr. Armstrong
was a young man with intelligence and
ambition. He hoped hé would receive the
support of which he was worthy. He was
anxious that Charlotte would again take
its place in the Liberal ranks, and he
hoped it would be proved that the result
of 1896 was only a temporary relapse. le
was anxious for another reason, he was
anxious that when he went back as gov-
ernment member after the election, it
should be with a stronger following at his
back. He hoped that his arm would in
this fashion be strengthened. He was

Courted the Contrast.

willing that his four years as leader of
the Liberals in this province should be
contrasted with Mr. Foster’s 11 years as
leader of the Conservatives of. New
Brunswick and he was willing that the
ballots of the electors of Charlotte and
the whole of New Brunswick should be
cast upon judgment so formed. .ur. slair
contrusted the treatment of Charlotte by
the Liberals with the treatment by the
COcnservatives. Because Charlotte was re-
turned as Liberal the late government
would give nothing. Had the present gov-
ernment acted in the sathe way because a
Conservative represented her? No! Char-
lotte had deserted the government but
the government had not deserted Char-
lotte. Sir Charles Tupper was preaching
that the one thing for (anada to do was
to entrust the affairs of the country to
him. In his speeches he laid claim to
this as a right for what he had done in

confederation days. Mr. Blair asked if
the young men of today were going to
vote power into Sir Charles’ hands for
what he had done in the remote past?
The pa:t was gone and men were judging
by what they had done, what they would
be able to accomplish. The same men
who had failed were asking te be given
the power again,
No Enviable Record.

What did the late government leave be-

hind? They left stagnant industries, a

decreasing population, smokeless chimneys,
and increasing deficits. The men who had
done this were the same men who were
appealing today for power again. There
was the same Tupper, the same Foster,
fhe same Clarke Wallace, the same Mon-
tague. Are you going, said he, to turn
out men who have made a success for
men who have a record of failure?

Mr. Blair asked what the country
would say if the Conservaltives announced
that they were going to put up the high
tariff wall. People would say, they were
fools. The tariff was performing all de-
sirable functions. It would be ruinous to
again put the tariff wall up. The opposi-
tion knew it and did not dare say they
would put up the tariff, so they fell back
upon the charge of broken pledges and
corrupt government. This was what op-
positicns always fell back on when they
had no good charges to make. It was
singular that these elections were going
on and in all them the cases were iden-
ftical. The same cry was being raised
againet Premier Laurier and his cabinet,
Premier Saksbury and his cabinet, and
President McKinley and his advisers. Mr.
Blair said today he looked up the report
of the Conservatives’ convention recently
held here. He wanted to find out whas
the candidate of the opposition was run-
ning his campaign upon. He found that
Mr. Ganong wae satisfied wiuth the past,
had no complaint as to the present, and
had hopes for the future of the Conser-
vative party. He endorsed the principles
of the Conservative party. Ile did not ex-
plain

What Those Principles Were

so he (Blair) would endeavor to explain
them. The first principle was that the
Conservatives should always be in power.
This was divine right. If by any miss
dhance some other paty should get the
power, that party must have got posses-
sion of that power by fraud. Another
principle was that if another party was
in and the Conservative party could not
govern, they should obstruct and prevent
its oppoments and when they are unable
to obstruct in the house they appealed to
that irresponsible body, the senate, to
obstruct for them. Mr. Blair held these
were

Dishonest and Distoyal Tactics.

Sir Charles had the collosal audacity to
go before the ccuntry and say the refusal
by the senate in the I. C. R. extension
had saved the country $1,000,000. The
bill as it was passed was

Identical in Effect

with the one the senate had thrown out.
He reviewed the manner in which Sir
Charles had endorsed the Yukon railway
plan when first made public and had con-
demned it a few years later ‘because there
was an opportunity to say the govern-
ment was giving away to Mackenzie and
Mann. The senate, the Tory senate,
threw this bill out and the railway was not
yet built. Thus

A Fatal Blow

had been struck at the development of
thalt country. In Russia and the United
States and in Canada mineral lands were
given away for the sake of development.
The gift of land to the company was the
same. Canada had missed by having the
country opened up. Mr. Blair answered
charges of extravagance. Money had to be
voted before it was spent. Mr. Foster
now charged extravagance but when his
votes were going through the house
neither Mr. Foster nor any one else, not
even Mr. Ganong, protested against their
passage. Mr. Foster, Sir Charles Tupper
or Mr. Ganong had no right to a hearing
on a public platform when they feared to
criticize before the vote was passed. He
concluded by smashing the Conservatives’
pro-ioyaity claims and pointing out some
of Canada’s advances during the four Lib-
eral ycars. .

Cheers for the Queen, the ministers and
the candidates closed the fine meeting.

General 0’Grady-Haly Talks
After Inspection.

Montreal Herald, Thursday: Like Gen-

eral Hutton, Major-General O'Grady-Haly
deprecates the system of short camp ser-
vice in Canada. Major-General O Grady-
Haly has just returned from an inspection
of the militia corps of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, and last night was at the
Windsor with his aide-de-camp, Captain
Hugh Fleming. The inspections, he said,
were miost creditable, considering that
neariy one-half of the men in camp were
recruits.
. ‘Ihe dificulty of improving the militia,
however, he said, resulted from the fact
that each year the battalions had to be
made up of recruits. Of 900 men - who
were in camp this year, probably” not
more than 300 would present themselves
nexit season. This, General Haly says, is
a hard matter to rcamedy, as the men fre-
quently move from one place to another.
He suggests a system in which the scale
of pay would be increased year by year
as aid to promote more regular atten-
dance. The training might then proceed
with something like continuity from year
to year, instead of as now commencing
over again every year at the beginning.

The new commanding officer, while
much impressed with the material which
there is to work upon in this country, be-
lieves that the pelgd of training in camp
is far too short, and that with 16 days
far betier results would be achieved than
with 12.

When asked for an opinion about the
value of the shooting done at the camps,
the general observed that he had not
been present when this part of camp duty
was in progress. He was, however, strong-
ly in favor of regimemtal rifle raunges
throughout the country in preference to
civilian rifle clubs. Discipline is one “of
the chief requisites, and it cannot be at-
tained apart from regimental practice.
The general sepeaks most highly of the
Morris tube practice as a substitute for
ordinary ranges. A man who has learn-
ed ito shoot in this way will be perfectly
well able to take sight on a range. :

Under the provisions of this act no ship,
British or foreign, is allowed to enter any
port in tht United Kingdom between the
last day of Odtober and the 16th day of
April with a deckload higher than three
feet above the deck. The penalty for vio-
Jating this law is ‘five pounds for every
hundred cubic feet of goods carried in con-

travention of it. It follows as a matter of
course that if the steamships named by

Mr. Sdhofield which sailed from this port
between the 1st Januvary and the 14th
March, 1900, had carried unlimited deck-
Joads they would have had to pay ruinous
fines as the penalty for violating the Mer-
chant Shipping Act. Mr. Schofield men-
tions the Mantinea, which sailed from
here on tht 16th February, and which he
says could have carried 280 additional
standard of desls, the freight on which
.would be £700 sterling if her deckload

Four years ago, when
‘bicycling was becoming the most fascinating
diversion for the whole world, and when
the United States found it profitable to un-
dertake to. contribute to the demand for
‘wheels outside of this country, we exported
to the rest of the world bicycles and parts
of bicycles valued at $1,898,012. The demand
had increased so greatly that in the next
year we sent abroad wheels value at $7,005,-
323. The height of the ‘‘craze’ seems to have
fell in 1898 to $6,846,529, to $5,753,880 in 1899,
and dropped to $3,5561,025 in 1900.

The bicycle will not wholly disappear. The
mistortune -of ‘those who suffer from bicycle
accigents will not deter many others from
experiments with a method of locomotion
that has its charms and advantages. But it
will probably find a place along with such
relics of former crazes as the game of cro-
quet.—[New York Times.

HAYTI MUST PAY

For Seizing Goods of an American Firm
and Interfering With Their Business.

Washington, Oct. 1.—Judge Day, the ar-
bitrator in the Metzger case, has just
returned his decison for the claimant and
has decreed that Hayti pay an indemmity
cf $23,000. -

This case was submitted to arbitration
in accordance with a treaty drawn a year
ago between Secretary Hay and Minister
Leger. The claim for indemnity was made
by John D. Metzger & Company, an Am-
erican firm, on account of the seizure and
sale of their goods at Port au Prince for
the non-payment of certain licenses and
on account of an alleged failure to fur-
nish them with an adequate supply of
water for the operation of their mill at
Port au' Prince and on account of a
quantity of lumber alleged to have been
sold by them for the relief committee on
the occassion of the devastation by fire of
Jacmel. The treaty requires the Haytien
legislature. to provide for the payment of
ithe judgment within six months.

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AMERICANS PREPARING
TO WITHDRAW.

]

" Chaffee Has Begun Taking the Americans

from Pekin.

{Copyright 1900, The Associated Press.)

{Mien Trin, Sept. 28, via Shanghai, Sept.

30—Orders from Washington directing the
withdrawal of the bulk of the American
troops were received this afternoon, and
preparations to comply were begun imme-
diately.  General Chaffee is here directing
the movement, which will commence at
the earliest possible moment.
. It is understood that the plan contem-
plates leaving a regiment of infantry, a
squadron of cavalry and a battery of ar-
tillery in Pekin to protect American inter:
ests and that the remainder of the troops
will proceed to Manila.

The allied commanders had decided to
dispatch a combined land and naval ex-
pedition to Shan Hai Kwan on the Gulf
of Liag Tung, leaving Taku October 1, the
total land force being 4,200. The American
details had not yet been made, nor had
a decision been reached as to the naval
force. Now that the order to withdraw
has been received from Washington it is
possible that the plans for the expedition
will have to be modified, so far as Amer-
ican participation is concerned. Gen. Chaf-
fee, however, is proceeding on the oppo-
site assumption and has ordered the
fifth marine battalion to prepare to go.

The TUnited States armored cruiser
Brooklyn will probably be the only Amer-
icain warship in the expedition. The troops
will go by water and be landed south of
Shan Hai Kwan. They will co-operate
with a large Russian contingent already
on the way.

.The news of the American withdrawal
created a sensation among the represent-
atives of the other powers here.

The Procession Has Started — Only Two
Thousand to Remain,
(Copyright 1900, the Associated Press.)
Pekin, Sept. 25, via Taku, Sept. 28, via
Shanghai, Sept. 30.—At the conference of
generals today the Russian commander,
Gen. Linevitch, announced the immediate
withdrawal from Pekin of the bulk of the
Ruseian troops and ‘the legation. He will
leave on Thursday, Sept. 27, and the lega-
tion will follow on Saturday. There will
remain’ a mixed force of about 2,000 to

represent Russia.

Gen. Linevitch asserted that the de-
epatch .from St. Petersburg transmitting
the order ‘to withdraw comtained a state-
ment that all the powems were adopting
the same policy. The other generals re-
plied that they had received no orders of
that nature. :

German and Japanese columns are oper-
ating to the southward near the Imperial
Deer Park.

Sir Alfred Gaselee, the British comman-
der, has gone to Tien Tsin to inspect the
British’ troops there.

Frictton between the British and Rus-
sians Over the railway continwes, each
party deizing and guarding small sections.
The répairing is unsystematic and the
completion of the work very indefinite.

The St}ggo:tion of the United States Ac-
" cepted and Acted Upon.

Washington, Sept. 29.—Important news
came from China at the end of the day,
which dn itself tends to advance material-
ly the-efforts for a final settlement. China
has accepted: the suggestions of the United
States.icontained in the answer to the
Germgh proposition and has begun vol-
untarily the punishment of the Chinese
leaders who were responsible for the
Pekin joutrages.

It will be recalled that in the American
answer the state department was careful
to state that while.it did not believe in
demanding the surrender of the Chinese
ringleaders as a condition precedent to
negotiations it was resolved firmly, as
Secretary Hay had satd in his note of
July 3rd, that in the end the gujlty
‘partiesi should be held to the uttermost
aceountability. The Chinese government
has taken this intimation to heart, and,
perhaps hastened its action by the recent
manifestation of dissatisfaction by the
Uhnited States government at the reported
w:omotion of Prince Tuan, already has
begun the punishment of Tuan and other
Chinese leaders who are held guilty.

The decree recited by Sheng is felt to
be of the utmost importance as indicating
a complete change of heart on the part of
the reigning dynasty. It means that the
reatcionary influences which have been
dominant in Pekin throughout the upris-
ing and have even cortinued of late days
have -suffered a complete overthrow anc
that these most conspicuous figures are
degraded and on trial. It is believed kere
that if this action is genuine it wiil be
hard for any of the powers to find a
reasonable pretext for longer refusing to
heed the appeals of the Chinese gov-
ernment for the opening of negotiations
looking to a settlement.

The importance of the action is shown
by the determination to try Prince Tuan
before the Imperial Clan court. This is
the supreme judicial tribunal of China
and is the only one having jurisdiction
over the members of the imperial family.
It is presided over by Prince Li, with
the well-known Prince Chang as first
vice-president. Prince Ii is the first
of the eight princely families of China and
is regarded as friendly to the progressive
‘element. The attitude of Prince Ching
has been notable® throughout the trouble
as friendly to foreign interests. There are
five other members of the court, all of
them high personages. They occupy a
building at Pekin and are in regular ses-
sion for the trial of cases affecting mem-
bers of the nobility and the highest per-
sonages. Chinese officials here say that
the reference of the case to this court is,
of itself, the fullest acsurance' of the
gravity with which the throne regards
the matter. It is noted also that, even
before the trial Prince Tuan is stripped of
his salary and official servants. Being a
man of large and independent means the
Joss of salary would not amount to much
if it were not that this and the loss of the
gervants is a special means of humiliation.
The names of the four princes who have
been dégraded are not known here, either
by the state department, or by the Chin-
ese lecation.

The ‘action of the Chinese government
in overthrowing the reactionaries is like-
ly to give the most intense gratification
to the friendly viceroys of the south of
China, and to the ministers here, in Lon-
don and in Europe, who have so strenn-
ously resisted the Boxer movement. Tt
may be specially noted that only to-day
Minister Wu .received information that
these viceroys, including Li Hung Chang,
had memorialized the throne to punish
the very element which has now been

overcome.

Only Germany, France and Russia Re-
ceived Him.
Tien Tsin, Sept. 27.—Count Von Wal-

S
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dersee and his staff arrived here at noon
to-day. Guards of honor from all the
allies received him at the railway station,
which was decorated with the flags of
Germany, Russia and France. The flags
of Great Britain and the other allies were
conspicuous by their absence.

The Russians are now at Lu Tai, and
there is no immediate prospect of an ad-
vance upon Tong Shan, as it is said they
fear the Chinese will wreck the mines
and the railway plant.

It is reported that German and Russian
warships and transports have left Taku
to aftack Shan Kai Kwan. Many French
troops are arriving.

Von Waldersee Will Occupy an Imperial
Palace in the Sacred City.
(Copyright, 1900, the Associated Press.)
Pekin, Sept. 24, via Taku, Sept. 27.—
Prince Ching has addressed notes to the
ministers acknowledging their letters, sug-
gesting that the court return to Pekin.
He announces that he has despatched a
memorial covering the subject to the

Dowager Empress.

It is practically determined that Count
Von Waldersee shall occupy one of the
imperial palaces in the forbidden -city
when he arrives, and a large portion of
the German army will be quartered there.
There is a complete reversal of the former
policy to protect the forbidden city. The
ambassadors disapprove but will not en-
ter a protest. General preparations for
winter encampment were resumed on the
16th.

The Bengal Lancers have arrived.

The Chinese Rulers Fled Swiftly but Er-
dured Great Hardships.

Shanghai, Sept. 20.—The Russians have
invested Mukden, capital of the province
of Liao-Tung:.

Sir Ernest Mason Satow, recently ap-
pointed British minister to China in suc-
cession to Sir Claude M. MacDonald, has
arrived here on his way to Pekin.

Wang Wen Shao, president of the board
of revenue, who accompanied the emperor
end empress regent in their flight from
Pekin, says, in a letter received here, that
their majesties suffered great hardships,
having scarcely any food for three days.
They had to ride on camels and were al-
most deserted by their followers. As the
country through which they traveled was
being devastated by Tung Fu Haiang’s
troops, they were unable to obtain even
necessaries and they saved no valuables.

Germany May Modify Her Denrands.
London, Sept. 20.—A special despatch
from Berlin to a news agency here says:
“It is reported in official circles that
Germany is ready to waive the condition
that the punishment of the guilty Chinese
functionaries should precede negotiations
for a settlement. ~ It is recognized that
satisfaction of Germany’s vengeance is a
special condition which should not be
imposed upon the other powers.”

Russian Embassy Leaves Pekin.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 30.—The following
dospatch, dated Pekin, Sept. 27, has been
received from M. De Giers, Russian min-
ister to China:

“In accordance with .ordens from the
highest quarters I am leaving for Tien
Tein with the whole legation.”

The American Commissioner.

Pekin, Sept. 27—Mr. William Woodville
Rockhill, special commissioner of the Unit-
ed States, left Pekin with a cavalry escort
today for Tien Tsin. He will visit Nankin
and the Yang Tsin Valley, examine affairs
there and advise the viceroys to memoria-
lize the throne, urging the return of the
court to Pekin.

DON'T "ELAY,
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Women Have Taken Over the
Galveston Relief Work,

New York, Sept. 29.—The system of re-
lief distgibution now in operation in Gal-
veston is desaribed in the following tele-
gram from Clara Barton, president of the
American National Red Cross, received
today at the rooms of the Red Cross,
Texas, relief fund, in this city:

“Upon tthe repeated solicitation of the
Jocal authonities, the Galveston local »re-
lief committee, composed entirely of Jadies,
were merged into one commiitee yester-
day and immediately organized into the
Galveston auxiliary of the American Red
Cross- The entire work of distribution,
clothing,and other relief supplies,was trans-
ferred to the new organization. All such
work is to be immediately and henceforth
conducted under auspices and by
the direction of the American Nationai
Red Cross.

“Not the slightest interruption of the
work will take place. The ten ward dis-
tribulbing stations established and being
used by dhairmen of the cities’ committee
will be continued as found necessary with
the accession of the Red Cross ladies, one
of whom has been appointed as vice-chair-
man for each ward, with three or mor2
asddtants to aid in the sorting and de-
livery of goods at the relief stations, with
additional accessions of ladies for each
ward station, to any number that may
be found necessary who shall make sys-
tematic investigation in certain streets as-
gigned to them of the worthiness of all
applicants for relief.

“The . relief work ds mosdt complelely
organized and reduced to a perfect system.
The skill with which it was first organized
and thas thus far been conducted by Chair-
man McVities and his associates is a
marvel to us. The leading business men
of tthe city have labored day and night
upon the commititees and have completed
thorough census of the present city as to

their pressing wants and whether or not
each person or any member of a remain-
ing family is able to do day labor for
wages are being paid for labor in the great
task of removing the debris.

“The most imperative subject now be-
fore the committee and the one greatest
in importance next to the sanitary re-
lief in cleaning the city, is the question of
providing suitable homes of a temporary
nature for more than 8,000 homeless per-
sons. Immense quantities of lumber, nails,
voofing and carpenters’ tools and a large
fund of money will be necessary to suit-
ably meet this end.”

German Press Ridicules the
American Suggestion,

Berlin, Sept. 20.—The Chinese situation,
particularly Germany’s prcposal and the
United States answer, monopolized pub-
lic attention this week. The press; both
semi-official and independent, continues to
severely blame President MecKinley for
his refusal to agree with the proposition
of Germany. The Cologne Gazette, which
since the outbreak of the China troubles
thas been whe favorite mouth-piece, daily,
of the foreign office, this week combatted
the view that Germany had been trying
to embark the other powers on dangerous
seas or attempting to obtain the lead in
the Chinese negotiations.

The argument, besides, is that Germany's
demand tthat China give up the ringlead-
ers before peace negotiations are possible,
must be complied with by China in order
to show ehe is really acting in good faith.

The papers express the hope that -.eid
Marshal Count Von Waldersece will issue
a decree offering a large ward for Prince
Tuan, dead or alive as the only means of
impressing upon the Chinese mind the
fact that the powers are in earnest.

The strong evidence that Russia has
seized the opportunity to formaliy annex
part of Manchuria and the statement of a
correspondent of the Berlin Tageblatt in
Urga, Mongolian, that Russia already
treats Mongolia as her own, is here treat-
ed with indifference. This is only in a
line with the formal declaration which a
foreign office official made to a represen-
tative of the Associated Press months ago
that Germany in any way objected to
Russia’s obtaining control of Northern
China as German interests would there-
by be untouched.

Owing to Emperor William’s special
wishes, the theatre censorship through
Rusia is mow much more stringent. All
the new plays submitted for censorship
in Berlin, for the coming season, have
been ecither fcrbidden outright or greatly
modified. The objedtions were largely of
a politcal or social nature.

Report of the Commissioner of Navigation
for Three Months.

Washington, Sept. 30—The quarterly
statement of the commissioner of naviga-
tion shows that 308 sail vessels of 88,790
gross tons were built in the United States
and officially numbered during the quarter
ended September 20, 1900. Of the vessels
constructed of wood 160 were sail and 127
steam. Of the stecl vessels four were sail
and 17 steam. Of the whole number 190
were built on the Atlantic and Gulf coasts,
98 on the Pacific, 32 on the Great Lakes
and 58 on the western rivers.
