George MacDonald’s view of Hamle?.

George MacDonald, the English no-
velist, lectured on Hamlet the evening
before his departure from New York for
home, and surprised and delighted his
audience with an entirely new estimate of
the melancholy Dane. He said:

First of all, I would point out to you
that at 30 years of age he is still at the
University of Wittenberg, Luther’s city.
His has been a German education. He
shows pretty plainly that he is an opti-
mist, willing to believe and hope for the
best of and for all. When he hears from
the ghost that his uncle is the assassin of
his father, he takes out his tablets to set
down something he has, as far as the re-
ality is concerned, discovered for the first
time ‘‘a man may smile, and smile and be
a villain.” I don’t mean to say that he
had not heard or read this a thousand
times, but now first it has come to Ham-
let as a clear absolute fact in his own ex-
istence. But afraid to be unjust, though
there is a bitter feeling running through
it, he sets down, “*at least, I am sure it
may be so in Denmark.’ If we want to
get a peep at the charecter of any man,
we never have a better chance than when
he speaks of a friend. We are not sure
of the friend’s character, but we see what
manner of man he is himself. He wants
his friend Horatio to watch the king with
him during the play; there is no one else
he can trust. It seems clear that the in-
tention of Shakespeare is to present one
of the noblest men that he can conceive
ot.

I turn to certain touches of expression
which show the religious condition of
Hamlet. It would be a very hard thing
in a play to say much on a subject of that
kind.  Indeed, a hint dropped goes fur-
ther than any foreseen speech. ' You can
be more assurgd of the character of a
man by a thing dropped by him than by
anything he can make up his mind to say.
In a play, where everything is crystal-
lized, there is no more than room for
hints. In Shakespeare there are hints
dropped thickly, which -are unsuspected
by the common reader. They are some-
times in the most unexpected places, in
the names; Shakespeare never gives any
notice when he has made apoint. If we
cannot see it, he doesn’t stop to tell us.
It would be well for art if we could be
capable of something similar. I have o1t-
en been moved by the mere silence of
Shakespeare. Let us look at some of
these hints as to Hamlet’s religious
character. At the very beginning of
the play, in the first soliloquy that he
speaks, we find him iu such a state of
misery, that the thought of suicide flits
across his mind. He disposes of it at
once and it is not spoken of again in the
play. He does it by the only argument
against suicide, for there is but one. I
am not the least surprised that men who
are not even anxious to be assured that
there is a God in the world, should advo-
cate, under certain circumstances, the
committing of suicide, orkilling in any
way. The maivel to me is that men wh)
don’t believe or hope in God don’t make
haste to kill thens:lves. The sole argt-
ment is that if there be a God, there is a
probability at least that he had agood in-
tent in making us. Hamlet says, “Oh!
that this too, too solid flesh would melt.”
That is enough, there is no more about
it in the play. The play might be called
a play of consciousness. When he ac-
cepts the challenge brought him by Osric,
he feels astrong presentiment of evil,and
his remarks then show that he has risen
to an absolute confidence in what the
old people used to call special provi-
dences, and so strong is this in him that
it makes him feel the dignity of his own
manhood. Is he to give up this purpose
because he feels a misgiving of the end?

| The common idea of Hamlet is that from

constitutional or student habits he has
either is or has been incapable of action;
that he has been thinking and thinking,
and he has so spent the energies of na-
ture on thought that he has none left for
will; but I shall proceed to show you
the incorrectness of this view.

The first proof I bring is the lowest,
and yet one of the fairest. How does it
come that this man of inactivity, of in-
capacity for making up his mind and in-
ability to carry it out, is the best fencer
in the whole kingdom of Denmark ; for in
fencing there is something of almost
prophetic action ; resolution and percep-
tion seem to be one,and tosay that a man
incapable of action could make a good
fencer is to me absolutely absurd. Then
we see Hamlet, in seeking the truth of
the ghost story, beginning to scheme and
contrive, and instantly resolving that he
will have a well known play acted before
the king, for which he will write the
scene, and he is successful in producing
the effect sought. That isnot like a man

goes to his mother’s chamber, and there
he opens his whole heait to her; tells her
what she is, what her husband is, and
what he‘was; and when he hears a noise

incapable of action. After the play he’

trust Hamlet; her wretched father could
not. He could not belicve that Hamlet
meant well by her. If Ophelia had told
the truth to Hamlet, the probability is
that the play nerer could, have been
written. It was necessary for Shakes-
peare to take from Hamlet every worldly
support. Ophelia was a very pretty girl,
with her hair down, and in a white frock,
and of course was very entrancing.
Hamlet’s feeling toward Ophelia was due
to the misery of his mind. In her inter
view with him, he is full of the terrible
things that the ghost told him. He looks
dazed and miserable. He wanders into
her room, where he has no business to
be, in a dazed condition, seeking blindly
for comfort in the one place on earth
where he thought he might get it. Ifshe
had been a strong-hearted girl she would
have given it to him, but she gave him
nothing. He is haunted by the thought
that Ophelia must be like his mother,
but does not believe it quite. - He holds
her at arms length as if toread her heart
in her eyes, looking for truth and purity.
Her eyes were lovely and clear, but what
her heart is he cannot tell. He gazes,
and at last in despair of any answer, tears
himself away. His conduct afterward
seems brutal, but there are times when
the flame that is consuming the heart
must break forth at the lips. In that
second interview we find that the con-
viction of the badness of the world
generally has reacted upon him in the
way it reacts upon every good man. He
begins to think of his own faults. He
.ries to sting her into an answer, but she
will not speak. She thinks him mad for
love of her. If she would only indignant-
Iy repel the accusations he throws upon
her, it would be like a littl. breath from
the Inflnite, making a little opening in
the fog about him.  Still she loved him.
The best thing you know about her is that
she went mad.

Mr. Disraeli and Mr. Lowe.

Mr. Disraeli, in the debate onlocal tax-
ation, said :—The Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer says, “What do you mean?”  §
will not sqy he saidit rudely. (Laughter
and cheerd). I will not resent his having
accused an assembly of English 'gentle-
men of being influenced only by greed
and selfishness, because I have indicated
the school in which these expressions
probably were learnt. (Laughter.) But
the Chancellor of the Exchequer says,
«What is to happen if you carry this re-
solution?” Well, what might happen if we
carricd this resolution might be what
happened before.: (Laughter and cheers.)

Chancellor of the Exchequer that has
been humbly criticised. This is not one
that has been received with indignation
and treated with contempt. (Cheers.)
It has been treated, I think, with reason
and courtesy. The Chancellor of the
Exchequer asks us what will happen? I
say that will happen, probably, or might
happen, which happened before.(Cheers.)
The Chancellor of the Exchequer will
take back his budget. (Cheers.) He
will reconsider it, and he will give us a
Budget which may unanimously pass and
which may in some degree -satisfy the
country. The Chancellor of Exchequer
did indeed proceed a little further, for he
said, ¢ Are we to have another crisis? Are
we to have another fortnight spent in
passing to and fro?” As far as this side
of the House is concerned, I do not think
it is particularly guilty of any great
waste of the public time, which I always
regret. (Hear, hear.) So far as the
public time was wasted in the late crisis,
we are responsible only for a small hour,
a short hour. (Laughter.) And, there-
fore, I look upon the exaggerated view of
the Chancellor of the Exchequer as a per-
sonal attack upon his colleague and nis
chief. (Laughter and cheers.) It is not
the first attack that he has made on the
right hon. gentleman. (Cheers.) The
right hon. gentleman does not just now
like to defend himself; he bears it like an
angel (langhter); but the hour will per:
haps arrive when he may vindicate him-
self with diabolical vengeance. (Much
laughter and cheering.) Now, observe
the way in which a suffering population
has been diverted from the really serious
question which we are all apt to meet
on the hustings. (Cheers and counter
cheers.)

He sees the mother whom he had
looked upon as the best and noblest of
women married ‘before the shoes are
old that she then wore,” and married to
his father’s brother, At that time. this
was considered a vile thing, a crime, and
this was his mother. -Can he say that she
Jﬂs one out of many millions of women?

"he horrible suspicion comes that all wo-
men are like her.  And this is borne oué
by the conduct of Ophelia. She refuses,
at the instigation of her father, to receive
letters from Hamlet, or to see him. She
ought to have given him a reason for her

Postal Grievances.

A message can be sent through the
mails in Canada for one cent. In the
United States tlie one-cent postal cards
have been adopted and are extremely
popular. But when & message is to be
sent from Canada to the United States
six cents must be paid for it. This
shows the-stupidity and procrastination
of the official mind. Nobody rose in
the Senate last session and suggested to
the Hon. Mr. Campbell that a postal
card arrangement be made with the
States, and none has been made. We
shall go on paying six cents, as at pre-
sent, until, in response to a popular de-
mand, the Postmaster-General takes
the trouble to make an international
postal card arrangement with theWash-
fngton authorities. It is rather bad
that the people have to pay officials and
then instruct them what to do. DBut
this is the common lot of nations.
£ & three-cent instead of a six-cent
stamp is put on & letter gong across the
line the recipient is forced to pay ten
cents, making thirteen cents postage on
the letter, and this piece of senseless
stupidity has been annoying the people
of both countries for years without the
official mind having been roused into
the- slightest activity in regard to it.
Then there is no arrangement for the
prepayment of newspapers beyond the

| border, and this is another source of

endless vexation. The Postmaster-Gen-
eral “should wake up, go into the near-
est newspaper office and ask what
should be done to improve postal mat-
ters, and then go and do it.
e

The Captive Modocs.

The liveliest satisfaction exists in the
States over the surrender of a portion of
the Modoc band, as it had begun to be
feared that the continued successes of
Capt. Jack would inspire the Indians
with confidence to engage in a general
war against the whites The troops
worried the Modocs energetically and
caused dissatisfaction to arise in sheir
camp with the progress of events.
Capt. Jack consulted an old chronome-
ter that he had stolen and predicted
that they would shed bullets as a duck
sheds water. He probably relied on his
breastworks to intercept the bullets. In
the next attack of the troops three or
four Intlians were killed and wounded,
and the discontented portion of the band
refused to follow a false prophet longer.
Capt. Jack and twenty warriors started
for new quarters and thirteen warriors
with their women and children uncon-
ditionally surrendered to the troops.
The question is now, What isto be done
with them? There is the President’s or-
der for the extermination. of the band
and there is the fact of the acceptance of
tho surrender. If the troops had sur-
rounded the band, refusing their offers of
surrender, and massacred them, the pre-
sent state of public opinion in the States
would have justified it, but nothing

can excuse their cold-blooded slaughter ¥

now that they have been formally ac-
cepted as prisoners. And yet the na-
tion demands that the murder of Gen.
Canby be avenged. The only method
by which the barbarity of shooting down
prisoners can be avoided and the exter-
mination of the Modocs secured is to
subject the prisoners to trial for murder
in the civil courts and hang them. This
course will be strongly urged in influen-
tial quarters,and may be acted on. Such
a proceeding, however, would hardly be
reconcilable with theterm “war,” which
has been invariably applied, in the offi-
cial reports and orders, to the fighting
that has been taking place. If it is war,
surely there can be no murder charged
against the combatants. If the Modocs
were considered a party of ountlaws re-
sisting the sheriff the term war should
hardly have been officially applied to
the pursuit.

France’s New Pre’{dent. :

The message of President MacMahon
reads well, He will folloi in the foot-
steps of his predecessor. That is well;
for did not Thiers guide the nation thro’
the darkest period of its history, restore
order out of confusion, and secure the
payment of the crushing price of the
withdrawal of German troops? He will
be conservative, he says; but there is
nothing to conserve except the provisi-
onal government. He will act wisely
in keeping aloof from any movement for
change so long as the present Assembly
exists, because no change can secure &
majority of - Deputies. M . Thiers ought
to have known this when he declared
openly for the permanent establishment
of the republic, and probably did know
it. The inference is that he believed the
people prepared to demand the repub-
lic, and sacrificed his majority in the
Assembly so that he miglhu become the
leader of the masses. Ile expects to be
called to the head of the state by the
people at the next election.

We append the following sketch of
thenew President, whohas always been,
by the way, remarkably chary of -ex-
pressing political opinions, and is gen-
erally supposed not to have any :

Marie Edme Patrice Maurice Mac-
Mahon, Duke of Magenta and President
of the French Republig, is sixty-six years
old. He is descended from an old Irish
family. He was educated for the army at
ihe military school of St. Cyr, took part
in the expeditions to Algiers, evineing
great courage and capacity. He rose
rapidly to the rank of General of Division,
and, as such succeeded Gen. Canrobert
ip command of the French forces in
the Crimea, in 1835, where. he dis-
tinguishcd himself in the sicge of Sebas-
topol and especially in the famous storin-
ing of the Malakoff, for which he was re.

warded with the Grand Cross of the Legion
of Honor and the rank of Senator. When
Napoleon entered upon the Italian war in
1859, McMahon commanded the second
corps, and the victory at Magenta is
chiefly ascribed to him. For his success
there he received the rank of Marshal of
France and thg title of Duke of Magenta.-
At the beginnihg of the unfortunate Ger-

man war great confidence was placed in
his generalship, but the odds were too
much for the bravest to contend against.
His services there are 100 fresh to need
recapitulation. Since then he has held &
moderate position.

-

It is stated bysome who are pretty
well informed on such questions that the
Gubernatorial Chair of New Brunswick
has been ‘offered the Hon. A. J. Smith
and that he has declined it. If this is
correct Mr. Smith's many friends and
admirers will ‘be very sorry to hear it,
as they have looked forward with plea-
sure to see him oceupy this high posi-
tion.

The l-loliydayt on the Intercolonial—
From St. John to Shediac—Scenes
by the Way—Killed by Lightning.

THE PLEASURE SEEKERS.

In spite of the pelting rain and thick
fog which prevailed on the morning of the
holiday, between three and four hundred
persons took passage by the train bound
east. Many being, evidently, deciples of
Izaak Walton, judging from the tackle
which they carried with them, got off at
the different stations, from which we
could see them trudging towards the
lappy fishing grounds; SO that by the
‘time the train had left Norton the num-
ber had diminished very considerably.

The cloudy and dull weather which was
so suitable for crowning the piscatory
expeditions with success, but on the
other hand so very unpleasant for those
who remained on the train, (the fair sex
being well represented), Was left be-
hind, and by the time we reached Sussex
neither rain or fog prevailed to dampen
our pleasure, but i tead, the sun shone
in all his brilliancy§ raising our spirits
fifty per cent at least.

Pursuing the even temor of our way
the thriving village of Petitcodiac, with
its factories and mills,
and in bounding past

SALISBURY, .

we canght sight of Woodruff’s new tan-

nery, the largest in the world, requiring

an anndal consumption of 15,000 cords of
bark, and tanning 240,000 hides per year.

No other man living, probably, has spent

so much time and money in experiment-

ing scientifically on the tanning process
as Mr. Woodruff, and he has attained to
such a state of perfection that soleleather
is tanned in 15 days by him, and is of
such a quality that it realizes two cents
more .per pound than any other sole
leather offered in the market. In New

England he has 12 tanneries in operation,

one in California, and several in Canada.

The tanners of the adjacent counties; it

is said, are very jealous of the new tan-

nery in Salisbury, and, recently, Mr.

Woodruff being gesirous of visiting 2

tannery not more. than 100 miles from

Moncton, was politely shown all around

the outside of the building, but was given

to understand that the inside was under
an interdict as far as he was concerned.
MONCTON

is to be our stopping place for a few

hours. Approaching it we :n'e‘struck at

the marked improvement that is to be
seen on every hand. The building of the
machine shop, engine house, cgg-sheds,
store-houses and wood-sheds near the
station, has given a decided impulse to
the growth of that part of the town. The
new station house which is rapidly ap-
roaching completion, is to be occupied
by the railway officials till suitable offices
can be erected for them, the building
which is now occupied being unsuitable
for transacting the necessary business.

KI'ILED BY LIGHTNING.

A severe thunder storm passed over
Moncton and vicinity this morning, leav-
ing death and destruction in its path.
The electric fluid entered the house of Mr.
Bulmer, about two miles from Moncton,
completely shattering it. Bulmer himself
was paralyzed and his child killed instant-
ly by tbe shock. Adog lying on the floor
