Germany’s Clerical Scandal.

Germany has a scandal which in some
of its leading features is not unlike one
with which the American publie has just

become familiar. Prelate Augustus Kapft

is the highest dignitary of the Protestant

Church in Wurtemburg, and a man of
pre-eminent erudition and eloquence.
Great was the consternation of his flock
and of the people at large when, on the
18th of May last, Frederick Amann, a
merchant, preferred in the Criminal Dis-
trict Court of Waurtemburg a charge
against him of having . “meanly
and by false religious representations”
persnaded his wife in marital
infidelity. He says, among other things:
“I wish to add to this arraignment of
the Rev. Prelate Capff that I hold him
solely responsible for these infernal out-
rages, that my wife is a poor, religion-
struck creature, who fell not knowing
what she was doing.” At first the
wife denied the impeachment, but
on being told that her husband had
brought suit for divorce and demanded
her imprisonment her reason gave way,
and she is now an inmate of the lunatic
asylum at Thurgovia, in Switzerland,
her native place. There she calls her-
self the Virgin Mary, and pretends to
be the wife of Martin Luther. Urged
to denial by his Church, the Prel-
ate flatly contradicted the charge and
called for an investigation. Amann's
housekeeper was directly called in and
made an affidavit confirming the charges
of the husband; aud the Neue Wiener
Freie Presse says: “Kapff, the clerical
hypocrite, cannot explain this. He has
to leave the pulpit, and a cell in the State
Prison awaits him.”

The Manufacturers Speak.
Some of Mackenzie's organs sneered
at the Dominion Board of Trade as a
collection of peliticians with no right to
be considered: proper exponents of the
industrial and commercial views of Ca-

nads, and“we want to know what they|

have to say to the Manufacturers’ Con-
vention that has been sitting in Hamil-
ton. They denied the right of the
Board of Trade to speak with authority,
ahd we suppose they willdeny the right
of the manufacturers to speak for them-
selves. Nothing is too brazen for them
to say in support of their masters. The
truth is that there never was=s measure
so unanimously condemned. Every in-
dustrial interest and every patriotic
feeling are arrayed against it.
Those who -feel” that the _treaty
would be | advantageous to them
personally are ashamed to advocate
it. Itis very hard to find a man, who
is not in the pay of the Government, to
say a word in favor of the Brown pro-
posals. The ruin of manufacturing,
the increase of duties on West India
goods, and the possible imposition of di-
rect taxation to make up‘for the loss of
duties that will follow the ratification of
the proposals, make even the lumber-
man and the coal miner desire the de-
feat of the attempt to force this treaty
on the country. And yet, for the bribe
of Government patronage, we have
papers that are ever boasting of their
independence advocating this ruinous
treaty!

The Beecher Scandal.

Monlton’s statement, so long withheld
that it acquired a great degree of im-
portance, amounts to nothing at all, be-
ing simply copies of such documents as
have partially been made public already,
and an intimation that facts and docu-
ments are in his possession which he
will not disclose for the purpose of aid-
ing either party against the other. Mr.
Beecher’s statement is an elaborate ex-
planation of the documents and cizcum-
stances that ineriminate -him. He de-
nies that he ever did anything criminal,
or commifted any offence whatever
against Tilton, and elaborates the theory
that Tilton, Moulton and Cazpenter
have gradually woven a web of circum-
stances about him for purposes of their
own. He loved Tilton, wished to serve
him, hoped to reclaim him, and had,
through Moulton, fed his vanity, and
sought to restore him to his lost place
in society and journalism. Fo Moulton
he entrusted the task, doing almost
everything that Moulton advised as ne-
cessary to Tilton’s welfare. Bnt the
Golden Age did not pay. Tilton wanted
money, a1d appears to have determined
to get it from Beecher or perish in the
attempt. It looks, from Beecher’s point
of view, very like a gigantic attempt to
levy blackmail. It is possible that Til-
ton believes his wife to have sinned
with Beecher, but his words and acts
have been so contradictory that it re-
quires considerable charity to have faith
in his sincerity. Beegher's statement of
facts, and his explanation of his letters,
will be accepted, doubtless, considering
that there is so little-evidence in support
of the charges. Beecher’s weakness,
gelf-sacrifice he ealls it, in allowing him-
self to be involved in so entangling a
net, simply because he wished to avoid
the scandal threatened by Tilton, is con-

‘temptible by his own showing, and

should be a warning to eothers to meet
every scandal as it arises.

Ontario Agitated.

Ontario has the faculty of becoming
intensely agitated over various things.
She has been shaken from centre to cir-
cumferente, during the last two or three
months, over the election of a member
of the Council of Public Instruction, the
excitement being so great that the cor-
respondents caught the infection and in-
flicted dispatches about it on their jour-
nals. Goldwin Smith,a Reformer,and Dr.
Sangster, a Conservative, are the candi-
dates, the latter being one of the teach-
ers employed in the schools. The Grit
Organs have been denouncing him as
an immoral character, because he has
been divorced from his wife and marri-
ed again, and have threatened to brand
every teacher as immoral who votes for
him. The voting has begua, and will
continue until the 18th inst. The Otta-
wa Free Press, which is, just at present
(or rather was last Tuesday), a Grit
paper, says ‘it is likely that, owing to
the indecent threats held out to intimi-
date the female teachers, the voting will
be almost entirely confined to male
teachers.” We hope the entire moral
fabric of Ontario will not fall to the
ground, even though Sangster should
succeed.

Ontario is also agitated about George
Brown’s moia'ity. George is chargcd
with being the father of illegitimate
children, and all Ontario becomes as ex-
cited as Brooklyn was when Beecher
was charged with adultery. Ontario
should acquire more dignity, and not
make such a fuss over personal matters.

The Spanish Republic has really been
recognized, it seems, and there is some
rejoicing over the event. There is no
reason why the recognition should have
been delayed 8o long, and we are sorry
that Disracli had not corrected Mr.
Gladstone’s blunder and extended Eng-
land’s recognition as soon as he took
office. The non-recognition of the
Government was farcical, and could only
be logically excused on the ground that
Dou Carlos really has dynastic rights
that nations are bound to respect.

De Pontibus.
(CONCERNING BRIDGES.)
I thought of Brydges at midnight
When the clocks were striking the hour,
As an awful illustration
Of an imbeeile Government’s power.
I had my own reflections
Concerning €, J. B.
And wished he was off to Texas
Or sent on a veyage to see.

I felt there were screws loose somewhere

And curse this Brydges again.
T see the long procession
Still passing out and in,
Each saying that this appointment
Was several times too thin.
But forover and forever
While the Government nothing knows,
As long as Mackenszie has power
Of offices to dispose,
This miserable selection
Of Brydges shall appear
A symbol of Ottawa folly
And its consequences here.

Murat Halstead in London.

Murat Halstead writes home a pleasang,
sketchy letter of what hesaw in London-
Having seen Patti in ‘Il Trovatore,” he
notes that in the third act the splendor of
her diamonds was astounding. There
were coronet and necklace anl girdle
bands and bracelets and rings of dia-
monds, a diamond bird and butterfly in
lier hair, a diamond bouquet on her bo-
som, and as she moved she glittered from
head to foot in a degree that was dazzling.
Disraeli, he says, wore when unveiling
the Derby statue an expression of the most
funereal gravity. He looked aged and
ill. His closely shaven face was very
pale, with a sickly saffron tinge: his
eyes were dull and sunken, and seemed
to look within. The lines in his face are
deep and strange, and those of an over-
worked and sorrowful man. When he
stood up to speak and removed his hat,
the celebrated front curl looked quite at-
tenuated,and seemed to need constant care
and cultivation. = Atthe whitebait dinner
of the Cobden Club, he was struck with
the immense importance of the English
toast master, who stands behind the
chairman, and in a flerce, sand-papered
voice peremptorily directs*the proceed-
ings. reads the toasts, calls the speakers,
proposes - cheers, - and gives them
himself, with the enthusiasm and
vehemence of a man utterly devoted to
the discharge of his duty. He thinks
the British custom of howling down a
bore beautiful, and one which Américans
shouid adopt. Of Holman Hunt’s so-
called great pictus? of the *Shadow of
Death,” he says: * A more absurd pic-
ture was never painted.”

Remarkable Escape from Death.

Mr. Ten Broeck, whose name is familiar
to all horsemen, and Gen. Whittaker, had
a little quarrel in a Kentucky railway
carriage. Mr. Ten Broeck got out at a
station where he had business to trans-
act. Gen. Whittaker also left the train,
and meeting Mr. Ten Broeck on the plat
form again, commenced to quarrel with
him. . Mr. Charles A. Lewis and Col. R.
H. Crittenden, of Fraunkfort, were wit-
nesses to the scene that followed, and
testified in Whittaker’s examining trial
before two County magistrates. Mr.
Crittenden stated that he saw Whittaker
approach Ten Breeck in a hostile manner.
Ten Broeck; waving both hands before
his face, told Whittaker repeatedly to
go away, that he didn't want to have
anything more to do with him. ~If any

other words passed between the parties
they were not heard by the witnesses.
Whittaker continued to advance, and
when within a few feet of Mr. Ten Broeck
drew a pistol and fired twice at him,
without effect. The pistol was presented
a third time, when Mr. Ten Broeck, see-
ing the only chance to save his life was
to get in closer quarters with his antago-
nist, rushed toward him. Whittaker
fired a third time, but again without effect.
Ten Broceck closed in upon his adversary,
and a struggle ensued, but the struggle
was quickly ended. Whittaker releasing
his arm from Mr. Ten Broeck’s grasp,
placed the muzzle of the pistol to the
old gentleman’s forehead and fired.
Mr. Ten Broeck instantly fell insensible,
and as ‘many supposed dead, upon the
platform. After he was down, Whittaker
presented his pistol and again attempted
to fire at his prostrate body, and was
only prevented from doing so by the
crowd which gathered around. Several
of the men who gathered on the platform
took up the apparently lifeless form of
Mr. Ten Broeck and carried him to the
tavern, about a hundred yards distant
from the platform. For some time Mr.
ien Broeck remained insensible; the
blood flowed sluggishly from a hole a'-
most in the centre of his forehead, and
every one who saw him was impressed
with the belief that he was Kkilled out-
right. - Dr. Chenoweth was quickly sum-
moned to the place, and on examining
the wound found it to be of a much less
serious nature than was supposed. By
probing he ascertained that the ball had
not entered the skull, but had glanced up-
ward under the scalp, running over the
bone and coming out near the rear of the
crown of the head. The physician pro-
nounced it only a flesh wound, and was
of the opinion that it was not of a seri-
ous or dangerous nature. After his
wound was dressed Mr. Ten Broeck
was conveyed to his home in a carriage.
Before being taken away he became again
conscious, and conversed with his friends.
He did not seem to fear any serious re-
sults from the wound, and only complain-
ed of extreme weakness. Mr. Ten
Broeck is over sixty years old, and quite
feeble, and the shock of such an affair
was of itsclf sufficient to produce ner-
vous prostration.

Pheenix Foundry on Fire.

About nine o'clock last evening a fire
broke out in the Pheenix Foundry, situat-
ed in Pond street, and owned by Messrs.
Fleming & Sons. The fire originated in
the coal shed from heat generated by
about 100 tons of Joggins coal stored
there. It is the second time this body of
coal has ignited, the other occasion being
about three weeks ago. Precautions
were then used, by, the removal of coal
and otherwise, to prevent any more
spontancous combustion, but without
success, as last night’s fire proved. The
fire once started was flerce and rapid.
Thousands of spectators were attracted
t» the scene, and stood upon the hills
around watching the flunes. By the
united efforts of the Portland and city
firemen the fire was kept confined to the
coal shed and the adjoining workshop.
The machine and moulding shops were
fortunately saved by the active exertions
of the firemen, and a large crew of
volunteers who stood on the tops of the
buildings and put out the sparks that fell.
The most serious loss is a large quantity
of patterns stored aboye the work-shop.
Many of the most valuable patterns
were not, however, in this building, and
escaped destruction. The amount of the
loss cannot be estimated by dollars, as
the patterns are the collection of years.
Some might never be required again,
while others gre wanted almost daily.
There is an insurance of $600 on the
destroyed buildings, which will not near
1y cover the loss.

Another Tender Fraud—Manufacture
ers Condemn Brown’s Reciprocity.

OTTAWA, Aug. 14.

Hon. Mr. Mackenzie went West last
night, and will be away a week, although
the Pacific Railway Telegraph contract is
not yet settled. The Citizen thinks calls
for tenders was only a dodge on the part
of the Government to gain information,
and it is reported new tenders will be
called for before the contract is given.

HAMILTON, Aug. 14.

The Manufacturers’ meeting reas-
sembled to-day. The attendance was
larger than on the day before. A great
interest is shown. On the general Com-
mittee, represented by Joseph Wabon,
Chairman, the following report is made:
I-beg leave to report that comparing re-
ports presented by various Special Com-
mittees, it appears evident that the ma-
nufacturers almost as a unit object to
the proposed Reciprocity Treaty; first,
on the ground that it is a departure from
thepolicy for manyyears maintained in the
country of enéouraging home industries,a
policy almost unanimously upheld by the
agricultural and commercial interests in
Canada as by the manufacturing intereste.
Shou.d the Treaty go into operation it
would certainly bring about a social and
eommercial crisis in the country attended
with disaster and ruin to many. The ad-
mission of both English and American
goods into this country free would have
a most serious effect on many of our in-
dustries, closing up manufacturing es-
tablishments, and thereby reducing our
population, and contracting the general
trade of the country, affecting unfavor-
ably the agricultural as well as the com-
mercial interests. The proposed sliding
g:a'e would be mo.t unfair to Canada,
and is strongly objected to by all Cana-
dian manufacturers. As far as yet known
its effect would be most disastrous cn
our side, so our manufacturers are all
agreed.

The report then proceeds to say that
if the Treaty is adopted direct taxation
will be inevitable. It points out the am-
biguous terms of the Treaty of which
Americans can take advantage, and it
winds up by saying it would ruin our far-
mers, markets, manufacturers, and divert
trade of the St. Lawrence to Boston and
New York via Caughnawaga Canal.

The adoption of the report was then
#proposed by Mr. Watson and seconded
by Mr. Chaplin, of St. Catherines.

It was moved by Mr. Williams, M. P.
P., and seconded by Mr. Fraser, of Co-
burg, that the manufacturers of Ontario
in session here assembled do most hearti-
1y apprcve of the proposed Reciprocity
Treaty with the United States as regards
articles contained in Schedule A believing
that it would be a mutual beneflt, and
that we also support Schedules B and C,
but would prefer to see fair trade in all
manufactured goods at once, instead of
the proposed sliding scale, for the next
twenty-seven years.

After an interesting discussion which
1asted until eight o’clock p. m., in which
only the mover and seconder said & good
“word for the Treaty, the amendment was
rejected and the report was adopted nem.
