THE VALLEY RAILWAY.
The Advance of Thursday last in 

a short article, indulges in its usnal 
role of falsehood and misrepresenta­
tion. It says “ that there are pro­
bably six people to be accommodated 
in the parishes through which the 
Chatham route runs to one in Derby 
Parish and that fact taken together 
with the other strong arguments 
against the Derby route ought to dis­
arm the continued oppossition of the 
Advocate and its friends to the con­
struction of the Valley Railway.” 
There is no truth in this statement 
that the Chatham route accommodates 
six people to one in Derby Parish, 
the fact, is just the opposite, that the 
Derby route will accommodate six 
people (if not more) to one of the 
Chatham route. This can easily be 
proved, but so much has been written 
on the merits of the two routes that 
we prefer just now to say no more 
about the mat'er but to let it be de­
cided by those who have to go over 
the route before building is entered 
upon. False statements will not 
blind practical men to the advantages 
of a rival route even when advocated 
by so unscrupulous a partizan as the 
editor of the Advance. There are 
no strong arguments against the 
Derby route, unless a most promising 
freight traffic can be so construed, and 
so long as we are of the opinion that 
this route is the one best adapted for 
the interest of the greater number 
of the people as well as ensuring the 
most paying traffic so long shall we 
continue to advocate it.

EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE,
Campbkllton, Sept. 10. 

Dear Advocate.
At this season of the year, when the 

trees of the forest are beginning to put 
on those variegated tints which make 
our woods so beautiful, this section of 
country, with its lofty hills, its beautiful 
river studded with verdure clad islands, 
is exceedingly attractive, particularly so 
to those who spend the greater part of 
the year amid the dust and din of city life. 
Restigouche has had a goodly share ol 
visitors this summer, but the tide of 
travel in this direction can be greatly in­
creased as soon as better hotel accommo­
dation is provided. This is the great 
drawback at present, but as the people 
of the Northern counties are now begin­
ning to realize the importance of attract­
ing summer travel to the many beautiful 
watering places with which Nature has 
blessed the Northern section of New 
Brunswick, the first steps are being taken 
In this direction.

At Dalhousie

a large hotel is in course of erection, the 
stone work of which is now being pro­
ceeded with. This hotel will occupy a 
beautiful site, on a point from which can 
be seen the Bay Chaleur and the land on 
either side for many miles, in clear 
weather, which mostly prevails, this 
stretch of water bearing no relationship 
to the Bay of Fundy, in the matter of 
Fog. There is also a beautiful beach at 
the Point, a necessary feature of a good 
watering place, and as the water is very 
salt, sea bathing will add to the attrac­
tions of the spot. There is an island 
within a short distance, sailing parties 
can spend their time pleasantly, and 
those who do not care to undergo the 
toil of wading streams for the purpose 
of fishing, can enjoy this pastime within 
hailing distance of the beach, rock cod­
fish being at times quite plentiful in that 
locality.

There are other points, however, 
where preparations should at once be 
made to participate in the benefits de­
rivable from the influx of tourists during 
the summer season, many of whom are 
men of means, and who with occasional 
exceptions are willing to pay handsome­
ly in return for comforts and enjoyment. 
One of the prettiest and most suitable 
spots along the New Brunswick side of 
the Bay Chaleur is

New Mills,
and the only wonder is that some enter 
prising individual has not embraced the 
opportunity there offered to drive a good 
and profitable business in the matter of 
a large hotel for the accommodation of 
pleasure seekers during the summer 
months. It is a charming spot, com­
mands a fine view, has a fine beach, with 
islands a short distance from the shore, 
and has the advantage of being reached 
direct by the Intercolonial Railway. 
New Mills is the headquarters of D. W. 
Hoegg & Co., a firm engaged somewhat 
extensively in lobster packing, and also 
In putting up sweet corn, fruits, meats 
and poultry. The head of the firm is an 
American, and one of those obliging off­
handed gentlemen it is always a pleasure 
to meet.
The Metropolitan at Campbellton.

Bis Lordship Bishop Medley arrived 
here on Saturday, and remained over 
Sunday as the guest of Chas. Murray, 
Esq., a gentleman who takes a deep and 
active interest in all matters pertaining 
to the Church.

Sunday was wet, yet notwithstanding 
there was a goodly congregation in at­
tendance at the morning service at the 
Episcopal Church. It was somewhat a 
new feature to have three clergymen in 
attendance—the venerable and beloved 
Bishop, his son Canon Medley, of Sussex, 
and the Hector, the Rev. Mr. Flewelling. 
Previous to the arrival of His Lordship, 
the Sanctuary had been newly and neatly 
carpeted, done through the generosity 
of warm-hearted friends at home and 
abroad. New robing- rooms have also 
been placed at either side of the Sanc­
tuary, these improvements adding to the 
interior appearance of the church, and 
in addition the congregation have pro­
cured a small pipe organ, which adds 
not a little to the musical part of the 
services. Miss Murray, daughter of 
Chas. Murray, Esq., is the organist.

The service yesterday was very much 
enjoyed bv all who had the pleasure of 
participating therein. The prayers were 
read by the Rector, the lessons for the 
day by Canon Medley. His Lordship 
preached a simple, yet admirable dis­
course from Ephesians 3rd, 17th verse— 
“ That Christ may dwell in your hearts 
by faith.” The venerable Bishop,—seat­
ed in a chair in the centre of the Sanc­
tuary—first addressed the congregation 
with reference to the present and past 
position of the Church in Campbellton. 
Now, he said, through the laudable and 
praiseworthy efforts of a few friends, 
and no doubt at considerable sacrifice, a 
neat and suitable building had been erect­
ed for the Worship of God, the congre­
gation were most devout and attentive, 
and the singing was steady, and better 
than usually heard in country churches. 
What a contrast with the past, when the 
Sacraments of the Church had to be ad­
ministrated by the Bishop when he visit­
ed the little flock, in a building which 
while well adapted for the purposes in­
tended, was nevertheless not suitable 
for church worship. He hoped steps 
would soon be taken towards procuring 
a Bell. In speaking further of the self- 
sacrifices made by the people in erecting 
and adorning the church, the Bishop 
urged them to go on and prosper—to 
dwell together in unity,—to love Christ, 
to love His Church, and to obtain from 
unkind reflections regarding other de­
nominations, all of whom held to the 
Truth to a greater or lesser extent. His 
Lordship then took up the text. He 
showed the preciousness of the gift of 
God, in allowing Christ to dwell in the 
hearts of men, gift which all should 
cherish, as the most precious one we 
could possibly receive. Referring to in­
fidelity and the efforts of men, prompted 
by the Evil One, to deny the divinity of 
Christ, he said that when the people 
came in contact with men who tried to 
believe that which<sobbed them of their 
comfort in life as well as in death, they 
might not all be able to answer their 
scepticism as scholars would, but they 
could all give the best answer of all, 
that which emanated from a pure and 
Godly life. He urged them all to cut 
loose from that frivolous and worldly 
conversation which was too much in­
dulged in—for while it was right that 
proper consideration should be given to 
worldly affairs, too many alas made dol­
lars and cents their constant theme, to 
the great injury of themselves and others 
in spiritual things.

The good Bishop's remarks were to 
the point, and calculated to make a good 
impression.

Nine horses started, Thursday after­
noon, in

being all of those entered except Birdie. 
The latter was kept out because there 
was no driver for her, the man who had 
been expected to take the ribbons having 
another horse. After several false starts 
the nine got away in a very scattered 
style. Helena, who had the lead, kept it 
easily, and headed a long-drawn out pro. 
cession around the track, with Spring 
Steel a good second, Little Maud third, 
John and Young Hambletonian having a 
hard fight for fourth, and the others in a 
bunch considerably behind. Maud Mor­
gan, Dominion Boy, Buctouche Beauty 
and Honest Papineau were distanced. 
Time 2.434.

The second heat was like unto the first 
in respect to false starts, and it was some 
time before the horses got off. The roan 
mare from Sussex again took the lead, 
with Little Maud second and Spring Steel 
third. The latter captured second place 
after a sharp brush, and the three kept 
these positions to the finish, while John 
and Young Hambletonian had a sharp 
struggle for fourth place. The latter 
came in fourth, but was sent back to fifth 
place for running. “ See that fellow run 
by me?” Bustin cried when he passed 
the judges stand, and they had seen it. 
Helena made one skip in the heat. Time 
—2.46.

Helena again went to the front at the 
start, with little Maud second, but Spring 
Steel soon passed the latter and hauled 
up close to the mare. In passing the 
stand, the first time around, Helena’s 
lead was only six feet, and Slipp kept on 
Bowen’s wheel all the way around 
neither of the flyers making a break. It 
was a very pretty trot. There was the 
usual hard struggle for fourth place be­
tween the St. John and Charlottetown 
horses, with Charlottetown ahead of St.

All but Maud Mac came to the scratch, 
making a field of five. Honest Tom had 
the pole, with Long John, Lady Bright, 
Abdallah Queen and Stewart Maloney 
outside, in this order. Stewart Maloney 
was looked upon with suspicious hostili­
ty by the horsemen, and was freely de­
nounced as a “ ringer” from the States. 
It was freely asserted, by those who 
never saw the hprse or heard of him be­
fore, that he had a fast record, and was 
here under an assumed name. It was 
settled that, if he won, a protest would 
be entered and an effort made to get evi­
dence to convict him of previous fast 
time. He got a bad send-off', but not so 
bad as the Queen’s, which was a couple 
of rods in the rear of the leaders. Long 
John went to the front and held first 
place throughout, with Honest Tom a 
very good second. Lady Bright fell to 
the rear, and Abdallah Queen got a slight 
lead of the great unknown that had been 
regarded with so much fear and suspi­
cion. He and the Woodstock mare were 
distanced, leaving but three in the field. 
Long John trotted squarely from start to 
finish. Time—2.42.

Mr. Langley complained of a pain in 
the aide, and placed Bobby Bustin behind 
Honest Tom in the second heat. Long 
John went around the corner with a lead, 
but Honest Tom broke and ran past at 
the quarter, settling down to a trot in the 
inside position. Long John followed for 
a half mile, and then drew up alongside, 
but both horses broke, and he was left 
in the rear. Tom led at the finish, with 
Long John second, but the heat was giv­
en to the latter. Abdallah Queen acted 
badly, as usual, but did some fine trot­
ting by spurts. Time—2.44.

Langley took charge of his horse in 
the third heat. The Queen got the best 
of the send-off, with Long John next. 
The mare broke badly, and the re}n broke. 
She dashed away furiously, on finding 
herself free, and everybody looked for a 
collision and a grand smash-up. But 
Steel was equal to the emergency. He 
was on her back in a second, and crawl­
ed forward till he reached the bridle

(there was no check rein) which he 
grasped and had her standing still, with 
her nose against the fence, before she 
got off the backstretch. The crowd 
cheered lustily, and everybody said they 
had never seen a braver or cleverer thing 
done on a race track. Long John got 
badly broken up, and Honest Tom took 
and kept the lead to the finish. Time— 
2.48$.

Abdallah Queen was allowed to con­
tinue, as she had been distanced only in 
consequence of an accident, but, after a 
long time spent in scoring, got a very 
bad send off. Honest Tom took the lead 
and kept it. Long John broke badly, 
and was whipped while running. The 
Queen kept her feet very well, and did 
some very pretty trotting.. 'She came in 
last, but was given second place. Honest 
Tom, who seemed to be a prime favorite 
in the crowd, was cheered loudly when 
he led under the wire, and Langley 
smiled the smile of a man who loves his 
horse and is proud of him. Time—2.46

So much time had been fooled away in 
scoring that it was too near dark for an 
other heat, and the race was postponed 
till Friday afternoon. If another heat 
could have been trotted the race would 
have been Honest Tom’s.

The fifth heat in this race was called 
at 2 o’clock Friday afternoon, and a half 
hour or so was spent in scoring. The 
word “Go” was given, followed closely by 
the ringing of the bell. Slipp. who was 
behind, hauled up sharply, and the other 
two went ahead, Abdallah Queen, who 
had Brown for driver, leading Honest 
Tom in a square trot. The bell was rung 
several times, but the drivers paid no at­
tention to it. When the judges stand 
was reached the bell was rung in the 
faces of the drivers, and Honest Tom 
who was at Abdallah Queen’s wheel, was 
checked for a moment, losing two or 
three rods, and then allowed to go again 
The mare came in ahead, and Dr. Jen 
kins claimed the heat. Brown said he 
got the word from the judges’ stand, and 
no ringing of bells—“ even of church 
bells"—could stop the horses after that. 
The judges declared that they had not 
given the word, but almost everybody 
within hearing said they had, and the 
overwhelming weight of testimony seem 
ed to convince them that'they had given 
the word without knowing that thev had 
done so, for they gave Abdallah Queen 
the heat, with Honest Tom second. No 
time was taken. Long John, who had 
not gone around at all, was not declared 
distanced, and thus this laughable farce 
in a judge’s stand was complete. The 
crowd laughed very heartily at the queer 
performance, and everybody admitted 
that he had never seen anything like it 
before.

Queen took the lead in the sixth heat 
with Long John second, and the half 
mile was passed in this order. On the 
backstretch Honest Tom passed Lon 
John, and Queen broke badly and fell to 
the rear. She got her feet, quickly pass 
ed Long John, and went for Honest Tom 
at a wicked pace. It was very excitin 
as the two swung into the homestretch, 
and the mare collared and got the lead of 
Tom at the flag, amid great cheering, 
winning the heat by a neck. Long John 
did not finish, but stopped at the seven 
eighth pole, and walked in. The driver 
said he was in a pocket, with Honest 
Tom ahead and the Queen at his wheel, 
and was forced to haul up so suddenly as 
to lose his horse’s wind. He was not 
distanced, the stop being considered an 
accident. Brown was enthusiastically 
cheered, and had to take off his cap and 
bow again and again in acknowledge­
ment. He blushed, probably for the first 
time in his life. Time—2.41$.

Each of the three horses had two heats 
to his credit, and the seventh would de­
cide the race. There was considerable 
betting, in small sums, and Abdallah 
Queen was freely backed against the 
field. Queen got the lead, followed by 
Tom, but Long John soon forged ahead 
to first place and held it to the finish, 
with Queen second. There was a grand 
powwow in the judges stand, Honest 
Tom’s driver complaining that he had 
been pocketed and jockeyed. The pro 
test was not allowed. Time—2.45.

Long John got first money, Honest 
Tom second, and Abdallah Queen third.

The Tracadie Lazaretto.
The Rev. Father Babinean, Chaplain 

of the Lazaretto at Traeadie. has written 
the following letter to the Chatham Ad­
vance.

“Tracadie, August 25th.
“ Mr. Editor.—Ajiout the first week 

of the present month Dr. G. H. Fox, lec 
turcr on Skin Diseases at the College of 
Physicians and Surgeons, New York, vis­
ited this place for the purpose, I believe 
of visiting the Lazaretto and obtainin 
what information he could concernid 
leprosy existing here. Dr. Fox, upon 
his return home was interviewed by 
New York Sun correspondent who sends 
to that paper a communication which I 
saw reproduced in your last issue, about 
which I think it necessary to make a few 
remarks.

“I will not occupy your space in mark 
ing the several inaccuracies which occur 
in that article. They are obvious to 
those who have any knowledge of the 
nature and history of leprosy in this 
country. However, as I see my name 
mentioned in connection with some of 
these statements I must put myself right 
before the public.

“The learned Dr. holds that leprosy is 
contagious by inoculation and in support 
of that theory I am reported as having 
said that a clerS.vman who visited the 
Lazaretto here caught the disease and 
that said clergyman was unceremonious 
enough to run away with a leper’s pipe 
and smoke it ! This is something new to 
the people of this country and will, no 
doubt, take many by surprise. The 
short conversation I had with Dr. Fox 
was in presence of Dr. Fish of Newcastle, 
and that gentleman will bear me out in 
the assertion that I never said anything 
of the kind. I did say that a Dominican 
Father who has Charge of a Lazaretto on 
the Island of Trinidad wrote an extensive 
work on leprosy in which he proves, 
think conclusively, that leprosyjis conta­
gions and speaks of a priest who had 
duties to perform in connection with a 
Lazaretto and took the disease. But the 
case never occurred in this country, and 
the story of this reckless use of a leper's 
pipe is something new to me. The party 
in question may have been a descendant' 
of tainted parents, and therefore would 
have had the disease had he never seen 
a Lazaretto. There is no doubt, how­
ever, that the use of a leper’s pipe would 
suffice in many cases to inoculate the 
disease.

That leprosy is contagious by inocu­
lation there is, I believe, no doubt. That 
inoculation can be caused by cohabita 
tion. or by the constant intercourse of 
persons living together, can he proven,
I think, by many facts with which I am 
familiar. How, after that, Dr. Fox can 
conclude that ‘ a Lazaretto is not neces­
sary, is more than I can understand. He 
speaks of the time when ‘ we shall be­
come better acquainted with the disease.’ 
Whenever that time comes the world 
will know that wherever leprosy makes 
its appearance it will spread with sur­
prising rapidity unless sequestration be 
resorted to.

“ It is due to the generosity and ener­
getic action of our Governments that the 
spread of the dread disease has been 
checked here as we see it. The first case 
known in this country was a lady, Ursule 
Landry, who died in the year 1828. Six­
teen years later, in 1844, the first Lazaret­
to was built, and twenty patients entered 
in that year ! Now, at the end of thirty- 
nine years during which the sequestra­
tion system has prevailed here, we have 
in hospital only twenty-six cases, and no 
known case outside. This argument 
will appear still stronger in favor of se­
questration when we consider that dur­
ing the first year of the Lazaretto the 
very imperfect system under which it 
was managed kept many known cases out 
of it, and permitted patients to escape.
A party of twelve left Sheldrake Island 
during the quiet and under the shade of 

summer's night, in 1845, some of 
whom did net return until a considerable 
time after. It is a remarkable fact that 
the patients now in hospital are relatives 
of those who entered the Lazaretto in 
1855. Had a Lazaretto existed in 1828 
and had the only case then known been 
sequestered therein, it is most probable 
that leprosy in Traeadie would now be a 
thing of the past.

The reporter in question incorrectly 
states that leprosy first appeared here 
about a hundred years ago ! If that were 
true, and had there existed no Lazaretto 
during a whole century, as Dr. Fox would 
have it, instead of our 26 cases now in 
hospital we might have some 300 cases 
as on Trinidad Island, where the Lazaret­
to can accommodate only about 125, and 
as many more are forced to remain 
among society which is fast becoming 
generally infected. Such must inevita­
bly be the result of the ‘ no Lazaretto’ 
system wherever adopted, and an inti­
mate acquaintance of thirteen years with 
the nature and condition of leprosy here 
in its various phases enables me to feel 
positive on this point.

I should admire and commend that 
spirit of enterprise and love of study 
which would lead some skilled physician 
—as it has already been done—to test his 
science by treating one or more lepers ; 
but were this done without attending to 
sequestration, I fear the disease would 
neither be cured nor ‘ stamped out.’

The Sun reporter charges our Govern­
ment with wishing ‘ not to cure the pa­
tients, but to stamp out the disease.' 
This charge would appear less ill-timed 
if it came from some one who could 
boast of having cured a leper, or who 
could show satisfactorily that a cure is 
possible.

Dr. Fox holds that lepers might safe­
ly be introduced into any hospital for pri­
vate practice without exposing other 
patients, and gives as pro >f for this, the 
fact that the Religious Ladies at Tracadie 
have not the disease. I deny the parity. 
The Sisters here use precautions which 
could not easily be taken by inmates in 
a common ward, and while they devote 
themselves to the care of the pati'-nts 
they show no ‘ spirit of bravado.’ It is 
needless to add that they neither eat nor 
sleep in the wards, but have a separate 
residence of their own.

At the present time, as I said before, 
there are no Known cases outside the 
Lazaretto, and the fact that leprosy is not 
only pontagious but hereditary, explains 
the appearance of new cases which from 
time to time break out on some member 
of the community. But the type of the 
disease must grow milder as the infected 
blood runs through the veins of genera­
tions, and consequently, after many gen­
erations, the disease must eventually be 
stamped out of the locality, provided of 
course, that, by sequestration, inocula­
tion be prevented.

Thanking you, Mr. Editor, for the 
space placed at my disposal,

fire hose was sent up and the fire wi, 
extinguished without much damage be­
ing done.

Canadian Artillery Team.
Our Irani in England at the recent 

meeting at Sliocburyuess did not gain 
any prizes for -hot or shell practice, but 
they gained the Governor General of 
Canada's prize, a silver cup, awarded to 
tin- team which should perform the Re­
pository shift A in the quickest time. 
The operation consists in dismounting a 
64-pounder gun from one carriage, mov­
ing it 20 feet to the rear on rollers, then 
40 feet to flank, and re-mounting it on 
another carriage. The first two or three 
^ctachmnnts from English corps which 
Joined in the competition occupied more 
than 20 minutes over the operation. A 
Kentish detachment which followed did 
the work smartly in 10 1-3 min. Next 
Came the Woolwich arsenal men, who 
performed the feat in just under six 
minutes, an achievement which was 
greeted with loud cheers, and praised by 
Colonel Strangways, commandant of the 
School of Gunnery.

The Canadians, who next appeared on 
the scene, however, surprised everybody 
by easily beating the time made by the 
Arsenal men. The gun was dismounted, 
run along the skid, and re-mounted with 
remarkable celerity, the whole operation 
being completed in 4 min. 35 sec. The 
spectators were loud in their applause, 
and Col. Strangways, turning to the team 
congratulated them with warmth upon 
the splendid bit of work which they had 
just performed. “From beginning to 
end,” he said, “ there was not a single 
fault; the work was done quietly, quick­
ly and safely." The Canadians thus se­
cured this prize, which was presented to 
them on Thursday by Field-Marshal 
Lord Strathnairn, amid general and 
hearty cheering. In the march past, 
which preceded the prize distribution, 
the Canadians were given the post of 
honor, at the head of the column, and 
were subsequently addressed by Col. 
Strangways, who complimented them 
upon the work they had done during the 
fortnight, and expressed the hearty hope 
that they would be frequently seen at 
future meetings, Sir Chas. Tupper visit­
ed the camp on Wednesday, and spent 
some time with Col. Macdonald and 
Major Short.

Before their departure from Shoebury- 
ness, Colonel Lewes expressed a wish to 
have the Canadian artillery team brought 
before him, and these detachments, al­
though in undress, were marched on the 
parade ground, when Colonel Lewes ad­
dressed them. He said he wished to see 
them to say “ Good-bye” and to express 
to them his great satisfaction as com­
mander of the camps at their being at 
Shoeburyness, and more particularly at 
the exceedingly good conduct which had 
characterized their stay in camp. In that 
respect they had been a pattern to all 
other corps there, and he hoped that he 
should see them their again.

Colonel Macdonald subsequently paid 
a visit to the sergeants’ mess at the gar­
rison of the Royal Artillery, where he 
expressed his thanks for the hearty and 
cordial manner in which his men had 
been entertained at that mess on their 
arrival in camp. He hoped to send them 
a little memento of their visit to be kept 
in the sergeants’ mess ; and although he 
could not expect that on any future visit 
they would meet the same faces, he hoped 
that when they came again there would 
be some remaining to revive the plea­
sant recollections of this year.

The team left England by a steamer of 
the Dominion line on Thursday, August 
30th for Quebec and may have arrived by 
this time. It has been stated in some of 
the Provincial papers that there was not 
a New Brunswicker on the team. This 
is not correct as Sergt.-Major R. L. 
Maltby, of the Newcastle Field Battery 
of Artillery was on the team, and was 
the only representative from the Mari­
time Provinces.

was glad to see new unforms had 'been 
issued, and he warned the men to take 
good care of them for three years. He 
would like to see the men pay more at­
tention to saluting their officers wherever 
and whenever they met them, and also 
to be more particular about their appear­
ance and carriage when out of camp and 
going through the streets. Next time 
he inspected the Battery he hoped they 
would be armed with rifled guns. This 
being a very important point on the In­
tercolonial Railway and near the coast, 
he considered the Battery of great im­
portance, and it should be well armed 
and equipped in every way, as there was 
no knowing when its services might be 
required. He felt great interest in this 
Battery and hoped it would always keep 
up its good reputation and be as efficient 
as he always found it. After the colonel 
had finished his remarks Colone i Baird, 
the Paymaster, inspected the Battery, 
counting the horses and men in order to 
make out the pay sheet.

After dinner the Battery marched to 
the range at the marsh and commenced 
shot and shell practice, Col. Irwin super­
intending at the firing point, and Lieut. 
Lawlor acting as Range Officer. The 
competition was in accordance with the 
rules of the Dominion Artillery Associa­
tion, there being sixteen competitors, 
each of whom fired 5 rounds—2 solid 
shot, 2 shrapnell shell and 1 common 
shell. Each competitor takes command 
of a detachment, giving all the words of 
command and laying and sighting the 
gun. A point is deducted from the score 
for every half minute over 5 minutes 
taken in firing the five rounds. The fol­
lowing are the scores.

His Honor Judge Fraser Presiding.

The September term of the Northum­
berland Circuit Court opened yesterday 
morning. The Grand Jury presented 
the following address to His Honor 
Judge Fraser upon this, his first visit in 
a judicial capacity to this County.

Address.
It is with feelings of pride and plea­

sure that we welcome you in this your 
first appearance in a judicial capacity in 
this County, because we look upon you 
as one of ourselves. You left this, your 
native County, with your foot upon the 
lowest round ol the ladder of the law, 
and you come back to us seated comfort­
ably on the top. We have watched your 
professional and political career with in­
terest, as that of a Miramichi man in an­
other part of the Province, and have 
seen much in it to admire and nothing to 
condemn. Those of ihe political faith 
which you professed were ever proud to 
boast and members of the other party 
ready to admit that you were actuated 
by patriotic motives, that as a legislator 
you were painstaking and consistent, 
that as a member of the Crown you in­
telligently and industriously attended to 
the pub ic business, and that you were 
as honest in your tactics as is consistent 
with success as a political leader. We 
congratulate you on having attained to 
so high and honorable a position, and 
feel that you will add lustre to the judi­
cial ermine. Your career in the past 
assures us that you will temper justice 
with mercy and law with common sense. 
We hope that your Honor will long be 
spared to preside over our courts, and 
that in the course of two or three years 
you will be able to come by the Mirami­
chi Valley route, thus saving time and 
escaping the importunities of the St. 
John hackmcn. Hoping that if any of 
us should ever be on a petit jury and 
should be unable to resist the temptation 
to kill a barrister for prolonging a case 
forty days, your honor will instruct the 
jury that tries us to find a verdict of 
justifiable homicide without leaving their 
seats.

Another Violent Storm.
Appalling Loss or Life from Fish 

ing Vessels.

Si. Pierre, Sept. 4.—Tbarsday’s 
storm exceeded in violence the cyclone 
of the previous Sunday. The damage 
to shipping is incalculable. A large 
proportion of the Ashing fleet is dis­
abled. Some fifty vessels have already 
arrived completely stripped. The loss 
of life is appalling. Jacqaet’s banker 
lost six men, Hardy’s vessel six, Vin- 
cint’e six, Leoui Coates’ four, Damai - 
villian’s two, and almost all one or two 
men. Louis Lourdians vessel foun­
dered after the storm subsided, but 
the crew were saved. Over thirty 
vessels are missing, and great anxiety 
is felt for their safety. Not the slight­
est intimation ot the approach of tbe 
storm was given except the rising of a 
dense black clond on the eastern sky 
with loud peals of, thunder.

The French banker 
“ Augusta” just anchored in the roads 
was severely damaged and lost six 

The banker “Marie Emile” is 
reportetrgohedown at anchor on Great 
Bapks,. with all hands. 
t'jThe Iast"French banker arriving at 
St.,Pierre roads accounts for another 
batch of 54 lives lost out of another 
section of the French banking fleet. 
One Dieppe vessel alone lost 12 men. 
Brig. “ Gabriel,” also a Dieppois, rode 
out the two storms of Sunday and 
Thursday. Both masts were carried 
away and the decks swept of every­
thing, The fate of the crew is un­
known. It is reported they were 
taken: off after the gale went down. ,

j Iron Ship* for Canaan,

The statement telegraphed from St. 
John, N. B., that Messrs. Troop & Son 
have made a contract with an English 
firm of shipbuilders for tbe construc­
tion of an iron sailing ship of 1,500 
tons, is one that will be read with 
some surprise, as it indicates an en­
tirely new departnre in Canadian ship­
owning. Troop & Son have for many 
yqars owned one of the, largest and 
finest fleets of sailing ships in Canada, 
all their vessels being built of wood 
and most of them having been con­
structed at St. John and in its vicinity. 
That port has indeed long been famous 
for its ships, and daring the past thirty 
years has tamed oat some of the fin­
est specimens of marine architecture 
that has ever carried che British flag. 
At tbe present time about one hun­
dred fall rigged ships and one hundred 
and fifty barks, most of them large, 
are owned in St. John, and the citi­
zens ot that place have been accustom­
ed to boast, and with truth, that their 
port is tbe fourth :n the British empire 
with respect to the tonnage of ships 
owned, toming only alter London, 
Liverpool and Glasgow. These ships 
are mostly engaged in long foreign voy­
ages, and being high classed vessels 
command the beet rates of freight. 
The building of wooden ships has how­
ever, forsome time been a declining 
industry, not more than enough to re­
place those lost and broken np being 
annually built. This is largely duo to 
the competition of iron steamships 
which are now engrossing most of the 
Atlantic trade, and are gradnally 
working their way into lines ol busi­
ness formerly wholly monopolized by 
sailing vessels. As an instance of this 
we may mention the tact that large 
numbers of steamers have daring the 
past two or three years been engaged 
in the carrying of deals from Canadian 
ports to England.

Many people have looked with great 
disfavor on the inroads which the 
steamships have been making in the 
lines of trade formerly done by sailing 
yessels, bnt the introduction ol iron 
ships afid^notber element of danger 
to tbe ptEpect. Is it possible that 
wooden snips have had their day in 
commerce as in wars, and that those 
stately argosies which have hitherto 
carried the name of Canada to all 
parte of the world must in time be re­
placed by steamers or iron ships. The 
firm by whom the iron ship has just 
been ordered in England wonld hardly 
have gone into this new venture but 
for tbe conviction that the iron ship is 
to be the ygi of the future.

The Annam Campaign.

Paris, August 29.—M. Champeaux 
has arrived iu Saigon, bearing a treaty 
of peace between France and Annam, 
signed at Hneon the 21st inst. A des 
patch from Saigon states that an arm­
istice between the French and the An­
namites has been r.igned, and that the 
Emperor of Annam has accepted in 
toto Ike ultimatum presented by M. 
Hammand, the French CommissioBer 
in Tonqnin.

The treaty of peace allows France 
to station Residents in all the chief 
towns of Tonqnin, who are to be ac­
companied by a necessary number of 
troops. France may also constrnct 
forts on the banks of the Red River. 
The French Resident ot Hue is to have 
the privilege which has formerly been 
refused, of private audience with the 
sovereign. Cochin Chinese money is 
to have currency throughout Annam 
and commercial customs and system 
of taxation are to be regulated by a 
conference, to attend which a French 
envoy is about to go to Hue. The de­
corations and presents for the king 
and the Annamite ministers will be 
sent to Hue shortly. The blockade 
between the island of Hong and Pak- 
long will be maintained tor the pre­
sent. The treaty also stipulates that

When to Cut Wheat.

There is a diversity of opinion re­
garding the time of catting wheat, 
some claiming that it must be cut 
before fully ripe as it will waste and 
have worthless straw if allowed to 
stand until dead ripe. It is very 
true that the straw of not thoroughly 
ripe wheat is worth double that dead 
ripe straw ; but how is it with the 
grain ?

The claim that gluten is principal­
ly formed near the close of the pro­
cess of ripening, and that the dead 
ripe wheat contains more gluten than 
wheat harvested at some earlier 
period of growth rece’ves no support 
from the results of these analyses. 
One httndred pounds of early ripen­
ed wheat will contain a greater num­
ber of pounds of albuminoids than 
will a hundred pounds of the same 
wheat at a later period of ripening, 
when the accumulation of starch 
will have lowered the relative amount 
of albuminoids.

A correspondent of the Michigan 
larmer says: “There has always 
been a good deal of speculation 
among good farmers as the exact 
time to begin to cut wheat, that it 
may retain those properties which go 
to make wheat valuable for human 
food, and also weigh well, and look 
plump and bright. Wherever this 
discussion is going on, illustrations 
will be given of very early cut wheat 
which yielded well, looked bright and 
plump, and belied thé fear that it 
might shrink or get musty in the bin, 
and yet the fear that it may go 
hack on its reputation, and spoil on 
the individual’s hands if cut early, 
deters most farmers from cutting at 
what experiment has proved to be the 
best time.

For several years I have com­
menced cutting wheat before my 
neighbors, despite the warning often 
repeated that wet weather may come 
and cause it to grow, and all the 
other traditions of possible disaster 
that are likely to befall early cut 
wheat ; yet I have never had wheat 
shrink, or be injured in any way 
from early cutting. Wheat needs a 
little more time to cure in the mow 
o” stack if cut early, but all the other 
fears are groundless, and the decided 
advantages ot early cut wheat over 
balance all the possible harm that 
may attend it.

Wheat should be cut before the 
berry hardens ; when the heads bend 
over, the straw is yellow, and the 
kernel will leave no moisture on the 
thumb nails when crushed between 
them, then is the time to begin.

Straw from early cut wheat is 
worth double that which is left until, 
dead ripe ; it then has parted with 
all itsjuices and becomes woody fibre 
instead of nutritious animal food.

So far as the appearance of the 
kernel and the feeding value of the 
straw is concerned, any farmer of 
average penetration can discover 
that early cul wheat is decidedly to 
be preferred to wheat cut when the 
berry is hard and the straw dry and 
dead.”

Carding Stock.

The old-fashioned card as a factor 
in making beef is seldom thought of. 
A daily carding is so important for 
the comfort and thrift of animals, 
especially for cattle while being fat­
tened, that the rule is made impera­
tive. It keeps the pores open, and 
the cattle from becoming uneasy and 
restless. A young colt which had 
never been handled was made so tame 
by its use, that It could be approached

in the yard and haltered without its 
attempting to get r.way- Calves can 
be made docile in the same way by 
gently cardri g them ; and after a tew 
trials they will crowd around anxious 
for their turn. By carding and 
brushing young heifers before calving 
they are made so gentle that there 
will be no difficulty in milking them. 
A little time thus spent will save a 
great deal of vexatious effort in try­
ing to break them in when they be­
come cows.

HALTER-BREAKING.

It is an easj’ task to teach a calf 
to lead, but almost an impossibility 
to make a cow follow the halter. 
They should be tied at first iu the 
day-time while they can be watched 
for fear of accidents, and when they 
get used to this confinement, with a 
measure of meal in one hand and the 
end of the baiter in the other they will 
soon learn to follow. A cow that is 
worth keeping on the farm should al­
ways be halter broken.

Household Economy•

Liquid glue may be made by dis­
solving glue in strong, hot vinegar, 
and adding one-fourth as much al­
cohol and a little alum. This will 
keep any length of time when placed 
in a closely stopped bottle and will 
mend horn, wood and mether-of 
pearl.

To restore the beauty of defaced 
velvet invert a hot flatiron and place 
on it a cotton cloth folded several 
times and wet. Lav on this the vel­
vet wrong side next the cloth, and 
raise the pile gently with a soft brush. 
Two persons can do this more con­
veniently than one.

A wet umbrella should be left with 
the handle downwards to drain and 
dry. It will last much longer when 
cared for in this manner, as it will 
dry quickly.

Hang up kitchen utensils as much 
as possible. It saves trouble when 
sweeping, and it is convenient to 
know just where to find things when 
they are wanted in a hurry.

Stoves and ironware should be 
heated gradually the first time they 
are used. Rub the rusty spots on a 
stove with sandpaper and then with 
kerosene.

To clean a browned porcelain ket­
tle boil peeled potatoes in it. The 
porcelain will be rendered nearly as 
white as when new.

To remove paint splashed upon the 
window-panes, use hot solution of 
soda and a soft flannel.

Food for Dairy Cou>s.

Rich old grass is the most natural 
and best of all cattle foods for pro­
ducing milk of good quality. It ig a 
grave mistake, practiced by many in­
telligent farmers, to keep Cows on 
poor, bare pasture, without any as­
sistance in the way of house-feeding. 
Many seem to imagine that land 
which has been tilled for many years 
without recuperat’o i, until it has be­
come useless for grain growing, is 
quite good enough for pasture pur­
poses, and therefore stint their cows 
of a prone.- quantity of nourishment. 
Nothing could be more short-sighted 
and unprofitable. It requires, in the 
first place, a large proportion of food 
to keep the animal in a strong, 
healthy condition, and it is the sur­
plus assimilated after making good 
the natural wastes that goes to in­
crease the animal or for the produc­
tion of milk. An animal of sound 
constitution, healthy digestion and 
well developed lacteal organs will 
preve^a^good milker. Those who 
wish proper returns from their cows 
should therefore see that they are 
properly supplied with healthy food 
and plenty of good, pure water. 
The quality of milk varies with the 
different breeds of cattle, their age, 
the food eaten, and at different 
periods of the year. The milk of old 
cows is much thinner than that of 
young ones of the same breed.— 
Dairyman.

Milk is the most healthful and the 
cheapest food in a family. Some 
wise mothers provide as much of it 
as their children will drink, and have 
it always within reach. It is equally 
good for adults, and a glass of it 
with a soda biscuit in the evening is 
far better and more nutritions then 
the usual evening refreshment. But 
it should be used with one proviso. 
It should he sipped or drank in 
mouthfuls, with intervening morsels 
of bread or biscuit. And this for 
the following reason : If half a pint 
of milk he swallowed as a draught 
upon an empty stomach, it is very 
soon changed to a mass of card, and 
as the gastric juice can only exert its 
solvent effects upon the surface, this 
mass remains and produces all the 
effects of indigestion. When it is 
slowly sipped each mouthful is 
changed separately, and if taken 
with bread or biscuit, which is still 
better, the mass is broken up info 
small morsels, or is so porous that the 
stomach readily dissolves it, and the 
disagreeable sensation of indigestion 
is prevented.
